Harvey claimed that he had been 
wakened at about 1:50 a.m. by jarvss, 
who asked him to scare away dogs 
that were fighting on the porch of the 
house. When he picked up his .44 
Magnum revolver to shoot at the ani· 
mars, Harvey said It discharged aC< i­
dentally, striking Jarvis in the dwst.

Up­
stairs, like our own, were the \x'Cf· 
roomo; with built-in closets, not chif­
forobcs like we had and purchased 
from thecompany~toreor Montgom­
ery Ward's catalog, and they had at 
least one fuU bathroom. These "wcll­
t!HfoH, the officials' wives, could hire 
housecleaning labor from any num· 
her of miners' wwcs willing to work 
and able to withstand their aloof atti­
tude and oftentimes, niggardly dis­
positions.

Mountain lion believed 
to have been seen in county

Was there a mountain lion 1n 
Floyd County' 

Following an unconfirmed stght­
mg of a large, cat-like aruma I at the 
lop of Buck's Branch Road above 
Martin Jac:.t week, a stale Fish and 
Wtldlifc Department offictal con· 
firmed that one or two similar sight· 
lngs have occurred in past years tn 
surroundingcounhes,but noted that 
th1s report was the first in memory 
for Aoyd County 

Sighttng' like thisarecxtremcly 
rare," said Larry Short. state District 
Wlldlife Biologist "We usually have 
one or two a year, but none has ever 
been confirmed." 

The sighting occurred early last 
Thur.::day morning, nc<tr a garbage 
dump at the top of Buck's Branch 
Rood. Father David Powers, a catho­
lic priest who teachcsatOurLady of 
the Mountains School in Paints villl', 
was driving home late in the eve­
ning. As he nean'<.'i the top of Buck's 
Branch Hill, he sa1d he spotted what 
he fir~t took to be a dog r:unnln& 
along the road. His opinion changed 
quicklyas his car neared the running 
ammal. 

"I noticed that the ammal had a 
long, thin tail and it was runmng 
diffcrcnU y, not like a dog at all," said 
Powers. "The closer I came, the less 
it looked like a dog. Finally, when J 
pac;sccht,l saw!l had a eat's face and 
short, light brown fur. Alii can say 
was that I wascxtremclysurpnscd." 

Powers said the ammal \'IUS big, 
about half the size of German shep· 
herd dog and was definitely not a 
domesttc cat. 

"I asked myself 1f it could be 
anything else, other thana mountain 
lion," said Power:., "but I can'timag· 
ine what else it could have been." 

Possibly related to the sighting 
were reports by several area reo;i­
dents that dogs m tho area were 

barking more than normal over the 
past two wcl•ks and tended to run off 
into the hills, as if chasing some­
thing. 

Acrordmg to Fish and Wildlife 
officials, 1t IS not believed that any 
mountam lions still exist in the Ken­
tucky mountnms, or anywhere east 
of the Rocky Mountains, except for 
Flonda. The beautiful animal& once 
Uved in thea rca bclorchumansdrove 
them to extinction, but it's been dec­
ades sine~ a sighting of such an ani­
mal was confirmed. 

"A fcwbigcatshveinAonda,but 
they' vc been non-existent in Kentucky 
for a number of years,'' said Short. 
"I'm inclined to believe that it may 
have been a pet that has been re­
leased. We'll try to look for tracks, but 
it'" unlikely that anything will be 
found. This type of animal has an 
extremely l.ugc range and can cover 
many miles in a short time. They could 
stay in one place for a month or a 
week and then be gone." 

Short said that if the mountain 
lion sighting could be confirmed, 
steps would be taken to gather infor­
mation on its movements. 

"An animal hke this would be so 
rare for Kentucky, we'd probably try 
to monitor lt,H noted Short. He also 
warned thot such an animal io; pro­
tected from huntersbystateand fed­
eral laws, due to its current status as 
an endangered animal 

The surrounding counties of 
Letcher and Magoffin have had a few, 
unconfirmed sightings of mountam 
lions in recent years, and older resi­
dents of the county occasionally 
mention the "pantcrs" that once 
stalked the mountains. Short pointed 
out that the big cal'>, if they ex1st. are 
cxlrcmel y shy and would likely a void 
contact with humans. 

Anyone with further information 
on thl' existence of such animals in 
thea rca should contact the state Fish 
and Wildhfe Department.
