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Mountaintop golf course proposed to boost economy

Picture a championship, 18-hole
golf course, located on the top of the
mountains between Jenny WileyState
Resort Park and the City of
Prestonsburg.

Imagine a golf course linked to
both the state parkand Prestonsburg
by a series of golf-cart paths, allow-
ing tourists, conventioneers,and their
families to drive up, surrounded by
mountainvistas, tothe “HighestGolf
Course in Kentucky”.

Viewers would then roll down
into Prestonsburg, potentially bring-
inghundreds of thousands oz dollars

of business to economically troubled
downtown Prestonsburg and sur-
rounding areas.

While sounding like a tourism
developer’s pipe-dream, a tentative

plan to build just such a golf course,
through a joint venture between the
state and the city of Prestonsburg, is
under consideration by local officials.

The allocation of $2.16 million to
Jenny Wiley State Resort Park in the
final days of the 1990 state legislative
session, to develop or expand the
present park golf course, added a
sti;onginjection of reality to the proj-
ect,

“Thisidea has tremendous poten-
tial,” said State Rep. Greg Stumbo,
who pushed through state funding of
the park golf course expansion. “If
the Elan’s feasible, the course could
do three things. First, it would bring
tourists to the area. Secondly, com-
bined with the new convention cen-
ter, it would be very attractive to
folks holding conventions.

“Thirdly, if the state and city can
doittogether,it'll showitcanbedone
in other places in Eastern Kentucky
and could become a model project.”

Health clinic proposed for

A proposal toestablishan Eastern
Kentucky Outreach Health Clinic in
Pike or Floyd County, designed to
provideimproved veteranhealthcare
in the surrounding 12-county area,
was announced by US Rep. Chris
Perkins Saturday.

Perkins made the announcement
at a rally at the Pike County court-
house, citinga report prepared by the
Veterans Health Serviceand Research
Administration, whichdescribed the
lack of access to health care facilities
experienced by 20,525 area veterans.

"Getting treatment
right nowis a tremendous
“difficulty for too many
vets." An area veteran

The report stated that ”..West
Virginia and Eastern Kentucky are
unique in that the terrain, the broad
populationdisbursement, the lack of
viable public transportation, and the
poor road conditions do not allow
veteransequal access tomedical care.”

The report further said that, dueto
the lack of access to care, the severity
of illness experienced by area veter-

ans was greater than inotherareas of
the country and heart disease in the
area ..greatly exceeds the national
average.”

John A Cook, assistant executive
for training atMountain Comprehen-
siveCarein Prestonsburganda Viet-
nam veteran, agrees that improved
health care for area vets is needed.

“The maindifficulty for ruraland
Appalachian vets is the geographic
isolation,” said Cook. “Four health
facilities serve this 23-county area,
but the distances that vets have to
travel are significant. Many can’t af-
ford a vehic%e to get them there.”

Asecond veteran, whospentthree
years in combat in Vietnam and
wished to remain anonymous, de-
scribed the difficulties he's experi-
enced in the past receiving medical
treatment from the Veterans Admini-
stration.

“I'm 100 percent disabled from
post-traumatic stress disorderand I'm
also a diabetic. Every 60 days, I re-
ceive treatment. | can’t eat or drink
after midnight, so I leave about 5:15
a.m. on an empty belly and drive to
Huntington (W. Va.). I check in at
7:30 and get sent to the lab. The tests
take two hours to process and then |
seeadoctor. I’m finished about 10:30
a.m.and check outatnoon, and drive

two hours back.”
The veteran said he’s lucky, com-
red to other vets in the area.

Since the federal income tax with-
held isallowed in the Kentucky with-
holding income tax tables currently
in use by employers, the table have
been revised to eliminate the federal
income tax deduction from thecalcu-
lations.

The new Kentucky State Withhold-
ing Tax went into effect yesterday,
leaving many wondering what the
effects on their next paycheck will be.

Since the new law is effective for
12 months of 1990 and the old with-
holding rates have been in use for
four of those 12 months, people in
Kentucky will see an artificially in-
flated rate for the rest of the year.

OnJan.1,1991, theincrease willbe
spread over a 12-month period, in-
stead of an eight-month period, and
therefore be lower per paycheck. In
essence, the state government is now
playing “catchup”,

ere are a couple of examples
based ona 40-hour work week and a
bi-weekly pay period. If a person
makes $10,000 a year and claims one
exemption, he or she will see an in-
crease in state withholding tax of
$3.38..

A person making $20,000 annu-
ally and claiming two dependents
will have $8.94 more taken outby the
state government per paycheck.
Remember, this is just for this year,
Next year the rate will be less per
check, but the same annually.

These are just a couple o! general
examples. More specific rates can be
obtained by an employer or a local
accountant.

Selection ofa mountain top siteon
which to place the golf course also
presentsdifficulties. Several sites are
underconsideration, said Stumbo, but
all would require a large financial
investment to develop.

“We've discu utilizing the
Mayo Hollow property, because it
joins both the city and park,” said
Stumbo, “Getting a road and water
up there would be the biggest prob-
lems. We're considering proposing
that the state and city agree to puta
road up there and connect water and
sewer lines. Land owners would be
asked to donate property for the
course. The property they’'d retain
would increasedramaticallyin value.
This would lower city and state land
acquisition cost.”

Brandy Keg Hollow and other sites
have also been considered for the
location of the new golf course, said
Stumbo.

Despite theenthusiasm expressed
by Stumbo and some city officials,
not everyone in the county believes
the golf course project is desirable.

“I really question the necessity of
a new golf course,” said Jim Ham-
mond, Floyd County Attorney.
"Rigzht now, we have four golf courses
ina20-mile radius, including the one
at Jenny Wiley, Stumbo Park in Al-
len, Green Meadows in Pike County,
and the onein Paintsville. I justdon’t
think there’s a demand for it.

Stumbo has notbeen discouraged
by the criticism.

“Mountain top develoEment is
where the future of Eastern Kentucky
lies,” said Stumbo. “If we can show
that it can be done once, others will
try it, including private developers.”

No time frame for pursuing the
golfprojecthasbeenset, but planners
generally agree such an effort would
take a minimum of two years and an
investment of about $5 million to
complete.

Stumbo noted thatalocal commit-
tee would be established shortly to
consider the project.

Amid the breathtaking beauty of
the 1,000-foot gorge known as the
Breaks of the Sandy, author Gurney
Norman begins a journey along the
Big Sandy River to explore the his-
tory and culture of its people. The
resulting one-hour special, From This
Valley, encores on KET at 8 p.m.
Monday, May 7.

While hiking the woodsy frailsand
canoeing the quiet creek waters,
Norman reflects on the rich heritage
of the region, which has produced an
abundance of 'writers, historians,
musicians, and artists. Norman in-
troduces viewers to authors Verna
Mae Slone of Pippa Passes, Billy C.
Clark of Catlettsburg, and Denise
Giardina of Bluefield, W. Va., whose
writing is deeply rooted in the Big
Sandy region.

Pausing at various sites along the
tributaries, Normanrecountsnotable
events in Kentucky history that oc-
curred in the Big Sandy region, in-
cluding the explorations of frontiers-
man Daniel Boone, the capture and
escape of pioneer woman Jenny
Wiley, and thetragic Hatfield-McCoy
feud.

Norman also discusses early 20th
century events: the formation of coal
camps such as Wheelwright in 1916
and thebitter coal mining disputesof
the ‘20s and “30s, when efforts were
madetounionize the minersof south-
ern Appalachia. In Wheelwright,
Norman introduces us toan oral his-
tory project undertaken by students
of Carol Stumbo. Teachers like
Stumbo are using “local communi-
ties as a living tool for education” in
an innovative way, Norman says.

Modern-day achievements and
traditions of the area also are fea-
tured. In Pikeville, Norman points to
the rechanneling of the Big Sandy
through the mountain at Pikeville as
a dramatic turning point in the his-
tory of the region,

INFORMED DECISIONS
CAN PROTECT
A SCHOOL-LUNCH PROGRAM
FOR ALL CHILDREN

I am deeply concerned about the
future of one of the best services ever
offered to the young people of Ken-
tucky and the nation — the national
school-lunch program that has been
providing nutritious meals to mil-
lions of school children since 1946.

The President has proposed
changes that would cut $181 million
from our school-lunch program. We
already have heard reports that this
proposal could force some schools to
drop the program, which last year
served 24 million children, including
660,000 in Kentucky.

Unfortunately, this is just the lat-
est in a long series of challenges to a
program that has led to better schoo!
attendance, better students, better
educated adults and more produc-
tive Americans in all walks of life.

The challenges have been coming
so fast, inmy opinion, thatitis imeto
slowdownand takeahard lookat the
present condition of this indispen-
sable service.

This is why 1 have introduced
legislation to require the US Secre-
tary of Agriculture to conduct a
comprehensive study thatcould help
us to stabilize and improve, rather
than continue to weaken, our school-
lunch program.

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The proposed study would assess
the long-term impact of sharp cuts
made early in the Reagan Admini-
stration, when the federal child-nu-
tritionbudget was reduced byalmost
one third and overall reimbursement
levels slashed from 18-1/2to 10-1/2
cents per meal. The immediate result
in Kentucky was a 5 percent drop in
the number of students benefiting
from the program’s nutritious meals.

Our assessment also should take
accountof morerecentfinancial pres-
sures stemming from a declinein the
availability of so-called “bonus com-
modities” from farm surplus pro-
grams. The value of such commodi-
ties going into the school-lunch pro-
gram hasdropped by more than $300
million, or about 70 percent, since
1987.

Last year, we made important
legislative changes aimed at stream-
liningcomplianceand accountability
requirements of the school-lunch
program.

But some in our government
would make other changes in the
program, shifting more of the burden
to thestateand local levels. The Presi-
dent would turn the program, de-
signed to offer nutritious meals toall
children, intoaservice limited tothose
from low-income families.

If we cut overall support for the
program, as the President proposes,
some schools would have to charge
more for their highest priced meals,
accounting for 54 percentofall school
lunchesserved under the programin
Kentucky.

Higher prices could force some
schools out of the nutrition program,
and this would be intolerable when
national figures show that23 percent
of all children under the age of six
now live in poverty.

Itisclear that wearegoing tohave
to make some informed decisions on
our school-lunch program. Other-
wise, wecould find ourselvescutting
too many corners at the expense of
our children's future, | hope that the
legislation] haveintroduced will help
us to avoid such a shortsighted ap-
proach to one of our very best pro-
grames.

As scarce as truth is, the supply has
always been in excess of the demand.

Recycling: A solution to ﬁol_lution

If Eastern Kentucky makes a far-
reaching commitment torecycling, it
could do more than just keep local
landfills from piling higher than the
mountains. It could provide a very
real, very needed economic develop-
ment boost,

That is the message that Dr. Neil
Seldmanofthe Institute for Local Self-
Reliance professed during a work-
shop Monday at the Holiday Inn.

"Rightnow, mostcom-
panies still get materials
out of the ground first.
We see a point coming
where that process may
bereversed, a pointwhere
companies will use re-

cycled materials first."

Seldmansaid thatthe environmen-
talists are the biggest enemy in the
recycling business, because they are
alwaysapprmchingbusinmiscs with
spending money to modify plants to
stop pollution when they should
show them how to save money by
recycling, reusing materials and re-
ducing waste.

“Drop the environmental issues
and look at the bottom line (when
dealing withbusinesses). Bankersand
industries should be involved with
promoting good economical deci-
sions,” Seldman said.

The ideal situation, which has
worked in other parts of the cou ntry,
would be to have a recycling plant
builtneara manufacturing plant that
uses that material and is located in a
community that would purchase the
end product in quantity.

Seldman told of such a project
located in lowa where the leading
recyclable is plastic. The plastic is
then turned into imitation wood
?roducts by a local manufacturer,

rom whom the state has agreed to
purchasesaid productfor suchthings
as piaygruund cquiprnent and rec-
reational area needs.

Most Americans know that it is
possible torecycle glassand newspa-
per for reuse, What they may not
know isthatresearchers have figured
outhow to turna vastarray of throw-
aways into consumer goods. One
company has even figured out how
to turn the plastic from disposable
baby diapers into park benches.

* Suddenly what used to be gar-
bage is a raw material.

“Right now, most companies still
get materials outof the ground first,”
explains Seldman, a former college
professor and manufacturing execu-
tive. “We see a point coming where
that process may bereversed, a point
where companies will use recycled
materials first.”

According to Seldman, if the re-
cyclables are removed from the gar-
bage, about 10-15 percent would be
left to go to the landfills. Many feel
that incineration is the answer, but

. Seldman noted that 40-50 percent of
the trash burned goes back to the
landfills as ash, which he said was
synonymous with “toxic waste.”

“Civic groups and organizations
should work together with local
governments to force politicians to
work for using tax dollars for recy-
cling,” Seldman said. He suggested
that municipalities would be better
served if they used a variablecan rate
intrash collection. Reasoning if people

Everything improves with recy-
cling the environment and the econ-
omy. It's happeningalready in some
parts of the United States.

Steinbeiss, the giant German pa-
percompany, isconsidering locating
in Chicago, where it can take advan-
tage of materials gathered from exist-
ing paperrecycling programs. Alarge
Korean firm recently decided tobuild
its first American facility in Missouri,
a state with successful and aggres-
siverecycling programs,

Other communities have devel-
oped novel programs that aid exist-
ing businesses. A city in California,
torexample. iscompostingleavesand
yard debris and selling it at reduced
rates to area nurseries. Yard waste
often accounts for more that 15 per-
cent of a community’s solid waste.

As recycling gets more and more
popular, communities with large
programs will be the ones that manu-
facturers will look toward when they
turn to recycled materials,

“Thecompaniesare moving where
there's going to be raw materials”
said Seldman, “and those places are
going to be the communities with
strong recycling programs.”

Seldmanalso said thatbigcompa
nies are notsupporting the recycling
efforts because they are preparing to
create a monopoly in the recycling
market. He noted that the way to
make money is to cut out the middle
man, and if a number of counties
work together for a central recycling
center, it would be very feasible to
break even or make a profitdepend-
ing on the market value of recycled
products,

Explaining that 90 percent of re-
cycled material comes from the pri-
vate sector, he said he felt strongly
that people would support the effort
with proper incentive programs.

Materials made from recycled
products are worth more if used lo-
cally. So if an area can promise to
purchase 30 percent of the end prod-
uct from a manufacturer, it would
more likely locate in that area,
Seldman said.

Beyond recycling, reusing materi-
als is another way to reduce waste.
Seldman noted a few examples such
as using rechargeable batteries, in-
stead of disposable, Batteries contain
nickel and cadium which can harm
ground water when released from a
landfill.

He also urged the more than 40
people in attendance to spread the
word not to use “degradable” gar-
bage bags. He said that when the
cornstarch is added to the product it
weakens the plastic, and more plastic
is needed to restrengthen the bags
ebags only degrade when exposed
to sunlight for an extended period of
time, and if they gointolandfills they
are buried almost immediately.

“It is such an easy business for-
mula to work out,” Seldman said.

The Institute for Self-Reliance
continues to spearhead cooperation
among grassroots and national envi-
ronrental groups to shift federal
policies from pollution control to
pollution prevention. This new ap-
proach designates source reduction,
recyclingand compostingas the most
effective components ofasolid waste
management plan.

Gas prices soar

After increasing gas rates in Feb-
ruary and decreasing rates in March,
theroller coaster gas prices onceagain
rose this past month. Most receive
their supplies from Kentucky West
Virginia Gas Company apd the rates
went into effect as of May 1,

The first to increase was East
Kentucky Utilities whose order was
entered April 12. The purchased gas
adjustment was made to reflect a
$114,221 increase from the supplier
and results in an annual average in-
crease per residential customer of
$111.32.

The Bobcats scored 10 runs in the third inning enroute to a 13-7 win over

Golf doesn't have any cheap shots

David Forgan said this about golf:
“Itis atest of temper, a trial of honor,
a revealer of character. It affords the
chance to play the man and act the
gentleman.”

Indeed, of all the games people
play, golf, more than any other, is a
sport of rules and respect.

Expectations govern golf. Not so
muchas to the final score but the way
thescore was compiled. We've heard
the axiom, “It isn’t how, but how
many.” Oh, but it is how! Standards
must be met. The issue is not of
competency, but morality

Dave Hill, now on the senior tour,
1s a pro of impertinence but not im-
probity. Dave gained reputation for
candor.

“Golf is the easiest sport to cheat
at,” Hill has said. And yet most golf-
ers don't cheat. They suffer. They
grow arlFry. But they don’t cheat.

Nor do they taunt opponents. Or
argue with arbiters. Or embarrass
their sport. Or themselves.

They may curse fate, but they put
down the six or seven on the score-
card, and then go on to the next hole
and the next challenge.

And a challenge itis. If you'stood
around the practice green listening
and watching, while Jerry Pate, a US
Open winner, and Sandy Lyle, a
Master’s and British Open winner,
gropeforastroke, you'd wonder why
anyone plays. But play they do. With
dignity.

Some tell the problems with man-
kind goback to the Garden of Eden, a
little nine hole course created with-
out the use of bulldozers. Original
sin, and all that. That’s the reason
pitchers scuff baseballs or offensive
linemengrablinebackersjerseys. You
get away with what you can.

Not in golf, you don’t!

“There’s only one way to play the
game,” reminded Bobby Jones, when
he called a penalty shot on himself in
the 1925 U.S. Open. “You might as
well praise a man for not robbing a
bank.”

Consider tennis, which is not the
sporting equivalent of burglary but
condones some questionable prac-
tices, Our role models are variations
ona themeof the Katzenjammer Kids.
I'hey can handle a backhand, but not
themselves.

Every tournament seems to in-
cludea majorargument. Skill is over-
whelmed by noise

“McEnroeOutburst” isa headline
as familiar as “Budget Deficit.”

Controversies in golf havelittle to
do with conduct. They develop be-
cause of adherence to the rules. If the
book says a golfer may not build an
artificial stance, then Craig Stadler,
alas, may not kneel ona towel under
a tree. Stadler’s subsequent disquali-
fication on the 1987 San Diego Open
was unfortunate. But he accepted his
fate without screaming or badgering
the man who announced the ruling.
You play by the rules.

I'he essence of golf is this: Each
time you swing the club you are
charged withastroke. Noofficial need
be present. Youdon'tneed acoachor
a teammate. You don’t even need a
playing partner. A whiff is a whiff,
even if your only witness was your
conscience. Golf still is one of the few
games where sportsmanship exists.

Collegebasketballhasevolvedinto
a mosaic of fans bellowing obsceni-
tiesand athletes eschewingetiquette.
The objective apparently is as much
to embarrass an opponent as glorify
yourself.

Thecheapshotiswelldocumented
in football, a game of intimidation as
well as coordination.

Baseball? When's thelast time you
heard a first baseman tell an umpire,
“Sir, | believe youmissed thecall. The
runner was safe, not out.”

The fairness doctrine persists in
golf. Ball marks are repaired on
greens. Traps are raked. The person
following should have the same
opportunitytodisplay his talents. Or
his lack of talents.

Other sports are scarred by hu-
man frailty. Golf endures because of
its solitary nature, which is enforced
by nature itself. The rub of the green
— as we've been told when a ball
lands in a divot in the middle of the
fairway.

You’'dlovetoblame the umpireor
thelinesmen when your tee shotdrops
into a pond, but there’s only one
persontoblame. Thelessonislearned
early.
