Response system updated
by Middle Creek firefighters

The Middle Creek Volunteer Fire
Department has established a new
emergency system tobetter serve the
residents within its area. By calling
886-9290after hours, callers will geta
recording, slowly instructing them
what to do.

The recording tells the caller to
phone 886-4950 which will activate
the paging system of 12 firefighters.
The caller must then slowly and
clearly tell the firefighters where the
emergency is. Toward the end of the
recording there is also a non-emer-
gency number, 886-9097, for other
business. The recording also takes
messages.

Firefighter Glen Vaughn said this
is the first system within the county
for volunteer departments thatis 911
compatible. The system is referred to
as the 24-hour emergency dispatch.

It costs the department $1800,
which Vaughn said was a “good

deal.” The continuing cost will be $10
a month for the extra phone line,

Along with the pager/recording
apparatus, the department also pur-
chased acomputersystem toincrease
response time. Similar tothe911 main
dispatch unit, this computer tells the
exact location of a home within the
districtby punching in either a social
security number, phone number or
name.

“It tells us exactly where the loca-
tion is within our fire district — but
doesn’ttell whether they’ve paid their
subscription or not,” Vaughn joked.
The Middle Creek Fire Department
does not charge a subscription.

Presently the firefighters are con-
ducting a canvas of area residents
asking for vital information for the
computer and also giving them a
chance to meet their neighbors.

Again, the number a person calls
is still the same, 886-9290. The caller
will heararecordinginstructing what
needs to be done next.

Abandoned rail lines may revert to original owner

Railroad companies thatabandon
rail lines, in many cases, have abso-
lutely no ownership rights to that
property, according to Attorney
General Fred Cowan.

Anopinionissued by Cowan says
aright-of-way obtained bya railroad
reverts back to owners of the original
property if the railroad abandons its
use of the land.

The opinion was issued in re-
sponse to questions regarding a rail-
road line between Lebanon and
Corbin that has been abandoned by
CSX Transportation. CSX has been
attempting to sell the land on which
the railroad line had been operated.

Some property owners have com-
plained to the Attorney General’s
Office that CSX may beattempting to
sell land it does not own. The com-
plaintsare currently underreview by
the Consumer Protection Division of
the Attorney General's Office,

Cowan has asked CSX Transpor-
tation to produce real estate records
and other materials relevant to the
review. Cowan is also asking CSX to
justify its policies relating to the dis-

posal of abandoned railroad line
property.

Cowan says the abandonment of
rail lines is a growing trend in Ken-
tuckyand throughout the nationand
the sale or transfer of any land in-
volved should be carefu“y scruti-
nized. “We certainly need to guard
against any abuse of the legitimate

rights of property owners in these
cases.”

Accordingto the opinion, theonly
way CSX could claim ownership to
abandoned rail progrly isif thedeed
conveying theland had been “worded
as a general, unconditional convey-
ance withoutany conditions, qualifi-
cations or restrictions as to the use of
the property.”

The opinion says that, although it
is unlikely that such deeds would
havebeen issued in this present situ-
ation, it is possible. Therefore, the
opinionadvisesaffected landowners

tocheck thelegal recordsof any pro
erty in question to determine exactly
how the property was conveyed by
the landowner to the railroad.

TB, not a disease of the past

Most people think of Tuberculosis
(TB) as a disease of the past. But ac-
cording to Peggy Gibson, TB Coordi-
nator of the Floyd County Health
Department, there are still people
with TB.

“While it is true there are not as
many people with TB as there were
50 years ago, itis nota disease which
has been completely eradicated.”

Anti-TBdrugs weredeveloped in
the 1940s, but prior to that time, the
only treatment for TB was rest, good
diet, fresh air and surgery. Many TB
patients builtscreened roomsin their
houses so they could receive plenty
of fresh air.

Alsomost TB patients weresentto
TB hospitals throughout the state to
recover from TB, but all of these hos-
pitals are now closed.

The Floyd County Health Depart-
ment Tuberculosis Control Program
treats actual cases of TB and screens
others to see it they have been ex-
posed to TB.

The screening procedure is a
simple TB skin test, where a small
amount of purified protein deriva-
tive (PPD) is injected under the'skin,
then in 48-72 hours the site is in-
spected toseeifitis negative or posi-
tive for exposure to TB.

Gibson states that just because a
person has a positive skin test does
not always mean he or she has TB.
Further tests suchaschestX-raysand
sputum culturesare used todiagnose
actual cases of TB.

TheFloyd County Board of Health
requires that all persons who handle
foodin Floyd County musthavea TB
skin test yearly. The Floyd County
Health Department and the State
Department for Health Services
strongly recommend that everyone
be skin tested yearly.

According to Gibson, those per-
sons who have had a positive skin
testshould not takeanother one, since
it will always be positive, but that
these people would want to have
regularchestX-raysasrecommended
by their physician.

Gas prices up

Motorists traveling over the
Memorial Day weekend will find gas
prices up about two cents per gallon
since Easter, AAA reports,

AAA’s Fuel Gauge shows the
average price of gasoline is $1.31 per
gallon, compared to $1.118 in April.
The national average includes self-
serve and full-serve prices of regular
leaded, unleaded and premium un-
leaded gasoline.

Self-serve gasolineaverages$1.05
for unleaded, $1.055 for regular and
$1.22 for premium unleaded. Full-
serve gasoline averages $1.29 for
unleaded, $1.21 for regularand $1.42
for premium unleaded.

For the state of Kentucky, the
averagel?rice of gasoline is $1.107 a
gallon. Fuel prices this year both
nationally and for the state are about
12 cents a gallon lower than this time
a year ago.

Seventy-eight percent of the sta-
tions surveyed will be open on
Memorial Day. Thirty-two percent of
stations will be open 24 hours,

This used to mean thick, heavy
glasses after the clouded lens was
removed but surgeons usually now
replace the clouded lens witha clear,
hard plastic disc called anintraocular
lens.

In 1985, my colleagues honored me by electing me Majority Floor Leader in the Kentucky House of
Representatives, the youngest so elected in the nation and the highest ranking Eastern Kentuckian since
Governor Bert Combs. We immediately set in motion a comzrehensive plan to:

1) Improve our Roads
2) Bring Equity to our Educational System
3) Create New Jobs

I'am proud to report that the plan is working. The dreams of new roads to open all areas of our county
are now a reality. U.S. 23 between Prestonsburg and Paintsville will begin this summer and the first leg
of the Garrett to Harold road is funded in this year.

New federal rule expands
hazardous waste program

Benzene, chloroform, trichloroeth-
ylene, vinyl chloride and carbon tet-
rachloride, chemicals commonly used
in industrial operations, are among
25 toxic chemicals added to thelist of
characteristic hazardous wastes that
are regulated under the hazardous
waste management program.

These chemicals were added to
the existing list of eight metalsand six

ticides because they areknown to
ﬁie contaminated groundwater at
hazardous waste sites,

Twelve major industries are af-
fected by the new regulation. These
include pulp and paper, petroleum
refining, miscellaneous petroleum
and coal products, wholesale petro-
leurn marketing, organic chemicals,
pharmaceuticals, plastics production
and products, rubber and miscella-
neous plastics products, synthetic
rubber, synthetic fibers, textile mills,
lumber and wood products, and
pipelines, exceptthose fornatural gas.

Many of the pollutantsand wastes
included in the new regulation are
managed in land-based treatment
systems to remove toxic containers
prior to discharge into surface wa-
ters. The new federal regulation will
help assure safe management and
groundwater protection.

The rule establishes regulatory
levels for the new organic chemicals.
Italso replaces the Extraction Proce-
dure (EP) toxicity leach test with the
Toxicity Characteristic Leaching
Procedure (TCLP) for determining

whether a waste is hazardous by
characteristic.

Under currentregulations, the US
EPA uses two procedures to define
wastes as hazardous: (1) listing and
(2) hazardous characteristics. The
listing procedure involves identify-
ing industries or processes produc-
ing wastes that pose hazards to
human health and the environment.

The second procedure involves
testing the waste to identify proper-
tiesor “characteristics” that, if exhib-
ited by any waste, indicatea potential
hazard if the waste is not properly
controlled. Toxicity is one of four
characteristics that must be consid-
ered when identifying a waste as
hazardous. The others are ignitabil-
ity-posinga fire hazard; reactivity —
canexplode;and corrosivity —acidic
or caustic. the new TCLP test is more
comprehensive than the EP toxicity
test in determining organic sub-
stances.

WHO IT AFFECTS

Many smallindustries willbecome
first-time generators of hazardous
waste. Some small businesses, such
as vehicleservicestationsand leather
processors, also may be affected.
Wastewatersand sludges that exhibit
a toxicity characteristic under the
TCLP test will become classified asa
hazardous waste.

EPA believes that surface im-
poundments will be affected more
than other types of regulated units,
includingtanksand wastepiles. These

Petroleum-contaminated soil from
underground storage tanksand used
oil that is recycled are temporarily
excluded from the regulation. These
wastes are undergoing further study
by EPA.

During the next few months in-
dustriesand businessesshould evalu-
ate or reevaluate their wastes using
the new TCLP method. This may
determine that wastes currently
handled asnon-hazardousareindeed
classified as hazardous wastes under
the new rule.

WHEN IT TAKES EFFECT

Hazardous waste generators pro-
ducing 2,000 Ibs. or more per month
and treatment, storage and disposal
facilities must comply with the new
regulation by Sept. 25, 1990. How-
ever, these generators and facilities
must first notify EPA and the Ken-
tucky Division of WasteManagement
of their hazardous waste activity by
June 27, 1990.

Small quantity hazardous waste
generators, those that produce be-
tween 220 and 2,200 1bs. per month,
must comply with the new require-
ments by March 29, 1991. Permitted
treatment, storage and disposal fa-
cilities must submit requests for per-
mitchanges to EPA by this date.

To determine the amount gener-
ated, all hazardous wastes produced
mustbeconsidered, notjustthe newly
regulated waste.

House renews Head Start

The House of Representatives last
week passed a measure to reauthor-
izethe Head Start Program. Congress-
man Chris Perkins voted in favor of
the bill and participated in the floor
debate.

Since its establishment in 1965 as
partoftheJohnson Administration’s
War on Poverty, Head Start has pro-
vided more than 11 million children
from low-income families with a
comprehensive range of services
designed to help them begin school
on an equal basis with children from
more advantaged families.

If Head Start receives the $2.4 bil-
lion in appropriations authorized in
thebill, it willable toserveall eligible
pre-schoolchildrenby FY 1994, Inthe
1990 allocation, Kentucky received
$25 million for Head Start programs
within the states.

Ina speech during floor debate of
the reauthorization, Cong. Perkins
spoke of the need to preserve the
quality aspects of the program, “At
present, we are serving approxi-
mately twenty percent of the chil-
dren eligible for this program. Fifty
percent of Head Start teachers are

paid less than $10,000.
NEED

“If we want to maintain the qual-
ity of the program and the services
while still reaching all the eligible
children, we must provide greater
funding. And 1 will push hard for full
funding of Head Start.”

Perkins also stressed the impor-
tance of the Follow-Through pro-
gram, a project that operates in kin-
dergarten through the third grade
and is designed to build on the gains
low-income children made in Head
Start.

“l have seen the success of Head
Startand Follow-Through projects in
Eastern Kentucky. The Follow-
Through program is extremely im-
portant in developing and improv-
ing the skills first learned in Head
Start,” he said.

Also included in the reauthoriza-
tion were the following programs:
Community Services Block Grants,
the State Dependent Care Develop-
ment Grants, the Community Food
and Nutrition Program, Demonstra-
tion Partnership Agreements Ad-
dressing the Needs of the Poor, and
Child Development Associate Schol-
arship Assistance.

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Local schools,
hospitals receive
energy grants

Three of Floyd County’s institu-
tions, the Floyd County Public
Schools, Highlands Regional Medi-
cal Center and Our Lady of the Way
Hospital, will receive Institutional
Conservation Program grants from
the US Department of Energy for
energy-saving projects.

SCHOOLSYSTEM

The Floyd County Board of Edu-
cation will receive $37,873 for Techni-
cal Assistance studies for 36 build-
ingsincluding Allen Central, McDow-
ell and Prestonsburg high schools,
and the elementary school buildings
of Auxier, Betsy Layne, C.F, Clark,
Harold, John M, Stumbo, McDowell,
Maytown, Melvin, Prater,
Prestonsburgand W.0.Osborne. The
school board will provide a $7,373,
bringing the project total to $45,246.

The technical assistance studies,
performed by professional engineers,
will provide the schools with a de-
tailed cost benefit analysis of poten-
tial energy-saving capital invest-
ments, as well as low- or no-cost
maintenanceand operationchanges.
The heating, cooling and lighting
systems, plus the building envelope
of each building will be carefully
studied to determine the proper
methods of reducing the amount of
energy used.

The Institutional Conservation
Programisadministered by the Divi-
sion of Energy in the Natural Re-
sources and Environmental Protec-
tion Cabinet. Cabinet Secretary Carl
Bradley says, “These studies will be
anexcellentsource of information for
reducing current and future utility
costs.”

HIGHLANDS REGIONAL

Highlands Regional Medical Cen-
ter will receive a $31,225, for a total
project cost of $62,450. The cooling
system will be adjusted to allow the
cooling tower water to be used dur-
ing the transitional seasons. This
change will create an estimated an-
nual savings of $17,723 and payback
the hospital’s investmentin less than
two years. Future savings will be
available for patient care.

OUR LADY OF THE WAY

Our Lady of the Way Hospital will
receivean Institutional Conservation
Program grant of $56,174 for energy-
saving improvements in four of its
buildings. The hospital will provide
$6,243, tor total projectcost of $62,417.

The four buildings, Business Of-
fice, Seton Complex, Conley Build-
ing and Hospital, will have a variety
of energy-saving installations. These
includelighting improvement, storm
windows, roof insulation, air condi-
tioning, boiler controls and a power
factor capacitor. It is estimated that
these changes will save the hospital
$13,792 annually. The hospital’s in-
vestment will be returned in a little
more than five months. In the future,
the savings can be used for patient
health care.

AG's office
will monitor
election polls

To discourage and prevent vote
fraud, teams from the Attorney
General’s Office will visit polling
places throughout Kentucky during
the May 29 primary election.

“We believe that the election day
monitoring program, combined with
the toll-free election fraud hotline,
hasbeen effectivein fightingelection
fraud,” Attorney General Fred Cowan
says.

Investigative teams from the At-
torney General’s Office will make
stops at courthouses and precincts in
anumberof counties statewide. Asin
the past, Cowan says the identity of
the counties the teams will bein and
the exact size of the monitoring force
will not be publicized to keep poten-
tial violators guessing and thus in-
crease the deterrent cgcct.

Cowan says the weeksleadingup
to the May 29 primary have been
comparatively quiet and there have
been fewer calls of concern about
possible voling violationson election
day. “Hopefully, thisisdueatleastin
partto the efforts my office and other
law enforcement and public officials
havemadeduring the past three state-
wide elections to deter vote fraud.”

The Election Fraud Hotline, estab-
lished asa result of the 1988 election
reform laws, provides Kentuckians a
method for reporting suspected vote
fraud no matter where they may live.
The Hotline (1-800-328-VOTE) is
available year-round, but will be
staffed longer hours, 5:30 a.m. to 9
p.m., on election day.

Complaints and questions com-
ing into the Hotline may be directed
to the appropriate person in the
county in question, More than 1,300
calls have come into the Hotline
during the past three statewide elec-
tions.

Recently, three persons indicted
on felony vote fraud charges stem-
ming from the May 1989 primary in
Jackson County pleaded guilty and
have been sentenced. Although
pleased with the vote fraud convic-
tions, Cowan says he remains frus-

fraud cases through the courtsystem.

Kentucky General Assemblydirectly
affect the Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources and outdoor
sports lover. The laws become effec-
tive July 13.

With an “intent to poach” clause
added to the proposed “noshine” bill
(5B190), spotlighting will again be
illegal in Kentucky. Spotlighting
means shining artificial light into the
eyes of animals, temporarily blind-
ing and disorienting them. The tech-
nique is commonly used by deer
poachers to take animals at night.

Free hunting and fishing licenses
will be available to any Kentucky
resident verified as totally and per-
manently disabled by the Social Se-
curity Administration or the Worker's
Compensation Board (HB289).

In addition, resident servicemen
on furlough will no longer need to
purchase a state hunting or fishing
license to pursueeither sport outside
their home county. Those taking
advantageof thenew privilegeshould
carry proof of furlough status while
afield (HB239).

By removing the process to fund
the heritage land conservation bill
(HB65), the General Assembly has
effectively placed the purchase/pro-
tection of natural areas for public
wildlife-related recreation on hold.
The final version of this bill only es-
tablishes a board to identify lands to
be purchased.

Watching Aquarium Bass
May Help Your Fishing

Watching bass in an aquarium
may improve your fishing success.

That’s the opinion of Evinrude
Outboards ProStaff angler Ken Cook,
who, as a former biologist, has stud-
ied his share of fish in tanks, as well
as in lakes and rivers.

Even today, as a successful tour-
nament professional, he often
watches the fish swimming in the
creek near his Oklahoma home.

“Watchinghow bassactand react
todifferentconditions candefinitely
help you understand why you may
or may not get a bite,” Cook says.
*You canalsolearn how to fish your
lures under certain conditions.”

For example, says the Evinrude
pro, inactive fish seem to go through
averydeliberate “stretchand yawn”
exercise before they begin feeding.
Othersmaller fishrecognize thisand
swim for safety when they see it.

“I've seen this numerous timesin
aquariums,” Cook adds, “most re-
cently with a 14-pound largemouth.
Smaller baitfish in the same aquar-
ium never paid any attention to the
big bass until it yawned, Then they
headed for cover.

“Once, we clipped the fin of a
small baitfish and dropped itintoan

aquarium whereitswam erratically.
There was a larger bass present that
had been totally inactive up to that
point, but whentheinjured baitswam
by the bass nabbed it immediately.

“The fish didn’t bother to go
throughitsstretchingand yawning,”
Cook continues. “What we saw was
astrike out of pure reflexbecause the
fish somehow recognized an oppor-
tune meal.”

How will this help you become a
better fisherman on the lake?

“] believe we‘re fishing for inac-
tive bass the majority of the time
we're fishing,” Cook points out, “so
what we have to try for are these
reflex-type strikes. An erratic lure
retrieve with a lot of stop-and-go,

rise-and-fall action often triggers
these strikes more often thana steady
speed retrieve does.”

At times, noise may provide the
stimulus to provoke a strike, too.
Cook has watched how bass react in
a clear water creek after he has pur-
posefully spooked them.

“When 1 frighten them, the fish
scoot to overhanging rocks or deep
into the shade of bushes and trees,”
he says. “I can often trigger a strike
by casting a small jig or plastic grub
beyond the hiding place, easing the
lure up in front of the fish, and shak-
ing my rod tip slightly so the lure
scratches along the bottom.

“The lure doesn’t move, but in-

suck the lure in.”
The lesson here for fisherman?
“Switch to a smaller lure,” says
the Evinrude angler, “and work it

stead, stays in the same place. I be-
lieve the noise of the icadhead scrap-
ing around the rocks brings the bass
back out. They'll just ease out and

veryslowlyand deliberately around
thecover. Try toadd noiseto thelure
so it appeals to more than just the
fish’s sense of sight.”

Advisory Council representative
Jim Reed expressed the mood of the
evensi:g: “Everyone is really im-

ressed. We have some really good
acilities here.”

Lookingaround, James VanHoose,
also a council member, said, “Looks
like it will be very nice when the
dormitory gets finished.”

The 80- residence hall for
women will expand the center’s
educationaland vocational programs
toincludecoeducational job training.
As Placement Director Len Grant
explained, “The Job Corps gives kids
analternativeeducation. [ttakes them
outof thehomeand gives themanew
environment.”

Until now, women have been
enrolled in the program only on a
non-resident status, which, accord-
ing to Grant, limits the effectiveness
of the curriculum. With the opening
of the new dormitory, the non-resi-
dent status will be discontinued,
Grant said,

“We are very enthusiastic about
the expansion of the program to in-
clude young women,” said Arthur
Williams, student government rep-
resentative.

In addition to the dormitory, a
new roof has been placed on the for-
mer US Shoe Company building that
Job Corps adapted to its needs. The
budget also includes funds for up-
grading of existing showers in tﬁe
men’s dorm and new air condition-

ing.

Construction of a new gymna-
sium will begin in August, which
will make room for more offices,

An updated report on the beneficial effect that aspirin
has in reducing the risk of heart attack in men over 50
downplays any risk of stroke. The preliminary study
followed 22,000 physicians over the age of 50 who took
an aspirin every other day. The dramatic finding of the
original study was that 44 percent of the aspirin-takers
had fewer first heart attacks than their placebo-taking
counterparts. However, the original study temperedthese
findings with the warning that increased aspirin use may
well elevate the chance for stroke. Now, new analysis
shows that the stroke risk is insignificant when compared
to the benefits of aspirin in reducing first heart attacks.
Men under age 50 experienced no benefit from increased
aspirin use.

GOOD AND BAD SNAKES
KNOW THE DIFFERENCE
by Dr. Roger Goodwill
Assistant Professor of Biology

Thattime of year hasarrived when
the flowers bloom, leaves appear on
the trees and animals of all sorts are
seen crossing the roads. It's also that
time of year when gardens are being
planted, yards are being mowed and
children are out playing.

It’s that time of year when people
bump into the creepy-crawly things
that occury the same living space as
they do. It's, therefore, that time of
year when my phone rings and ex-
cited callers want some mystifying
creature identified.

Of all the unwanted critters that
come visiting, the ones that generate
the most fear, awe, attention and
phone calls are the snakes. Eastern
Kentucky has about 18 different va-
rieties of snakes, each withits own set
of preferences as where to live. Some
come out during the day, some at
night, some can be found in wooded
areas, others in open fields, some
prefer dry ground, others the wet-
ness of marshes, streams and lakes,
some climb into bushes while others
stay on the ground.

It seems that there’s a snake for
every possible type of living space.
We tend to find them when we least
expectit. Wefind them crossingroads,
within wood piles, under houses,
under logs and rocks, by streams,
when we are walking in the woods,
mowing the grass, planting the gar-
den and plowing. We find them at
nightand during the day. Whenever
and wherever we find them, we're
sure they’re Copperheads.

Eastern Kentucky has only two
poisonous snakes — Copperheads
and Timber Rattlesnakes. Copper-
heads (Agkistrodon controtrix) usu-
ally breed inthe early spring, butcan
be found mating throughout the
summer and eargx fall. The female
doesn’tlay eggs, but will bear from 1-
14 live young from August to earl
Oclobez . v :

They prefer wooded hills with
rocky outcrops overlook ingstreams,
ponds or marshes. They bask in the

sun in the spring and fall, but favor

thedark hours during the heat of the
summer, In late fall they return toa

communal den somewherearound a
rocky outcrop that usually has‘a
southern or eastern exposure.

Food consists of frogs, young birds
and rodents. Their bite, though poi-
sonousand painful, seldom resultsin
death, but should, nevertheless, be
treated by a E:ysician.

Timber ttlesnakes (Drotalus
horridus) mate in the spring right
after hibernation and in the fall, The
females givebirth every two years to
5-17 live young from late August to
early October. They prefer remote
wooded hills with roc y outcrops.

Like Copperheads, theyareactive
during the day in the spring and fall
but become creatures of the night
during the summer. During the fall
they also return to communal dens
and frequentlyarefound sharingdens

squirrels, chipmunksand small birds,
Many people believe that the age
of rattlesnakes can be determined by

counting the number of rattles on its
tail. Though this makes a nice story,
infact, the number of rattles has noth-
ing to do with the age of the snake, A
new rattle is formed every time the
snake sheds its skin, which it will do
several timesa year. Rattlesalsobreak
off and older snakes might well be
missing several. Although the rattle
is used to warn of danger, it’s a mis-
taketobelieve thatthey always rattle
before striking,

The Timber Rattlesnake, though
considered the most mild-tempered
of the rattlesnakes, is, nevertheless,
dangerousand fatalities haveresulted
from their bite,

Care must be taken even after a
rattlesnake or Copperhead has been
killed by decapitation. The striking
behavior is almost reflex in nature,
especially if the animal is bein
handled. This means that, althou E
dead, a freshly killed snake might
bite through the reflex action of
musclesand nervesinmuch thesame
way a decapitated chicken will run
around.

Two holes referred to as pits can
be found on the head between the
eyes and nostril of these snakes. The
pitsare heatsensing structures, Even
if blind, these snakes know where
you are by the heat your body gives
off. The pits aren’t there to vex you,
but to help the pit vipers (as these
snakes are collectively called) locate
their food.

Both of our poisonous snakes can
beidentified by their large triangular
head, whichendsabruptly atthe base
of the triangle before beginning the

Lackey, Maggard say vows

Expectant mothers cautioned

“Know when to say when” is a
popular phrase encouraging people
to realizeand tostop when they have
had too much to drink.

Fora pregnantwoman, “when” is
immediately.

Fetal Alcohol Syndrome(FAS)isa
condition resulting when alcohol or
other drugs are carried from the
expectant mother‘s bloodstream into
thatof her unborn child. It isalso one
ofthe country’s three leading known
causes of birth defects withaccompa-
nying mental retardation.

Annually, FAS affects as many as
5,000 babies, or one in every 750
newborns, including 60 born in Ken-
tucky. Infants born with mild FAS
signs, known as Fetal Alcohol Effects,
account for another 36,000 births

nationally every year.

Those are justsome of the reasons
why Kentucky has joined other states
toobserve “Alcohol and Other Drug-
Related Birth Defects Awareness
Week,” May 13-19.

“Mental retardation, low birth
weight, heart defects, facial deformi-
ties and behavioral problems are all
symptoms of FAS,” said Michelle
Metts, community prevention spe-
cialist with the state Department for
Mental Health and Mental Retarda-
tion Services’ Division of Substance
Abuse.

“The important thing every ex-
pectant mother, as well as women
preparing to become pregnant,
should know is that Fetal Alcohol
Syndromeis preventable,” said Metts.

on alcohol/drug usage link

"When a pregnant woman stops
drinkingduring pregnancy, the like-
lihood of alcohol-induced birth de-
fects decreases,”

There is no known “safe” dose of
alcohol during pregnancy, nor does
thereappear tobea safetime todrink
during pregnancy,

“The bottom line is simple: don't
drink alcohol while pregnant,” said
Metts.

Nursing mothers should also ab-
stain from drinking alcohol until the
baby is weaned.

“It has been shown that alcohol
enters the breastmilk and s transmit-
ted to the nursing infant. And alcohol
consumption is known to decrease
the mother’s milk,” she said.

Alcohol is not the only thing ex-
pectant and nursing mothers should
avoid,

“All illicit drugs should be
avoided,” Metts said. “Marijuana,
cocaine, prescription and over-the-
counter drugs all get passed through
toa growing fetus.

“Attention is now focusing on
cocaine use. Any cocaine use could
be disastrous. The drug can cause
spontaneous abortion, premature
labor and strokes in both the mother
and developing child.”

Metts added, “All women who
have a drug or alcohol problem
should seek professional help. But
the need is urgent if a woman is car-
rying a child.”

Do the words “reduced for clear-
ance” make your pulse quicken?

Do your nostrils flare at a price
that ends in #9927

If you're the type to risk life and
limb for a “doorbuster,” clearance
sales are right up your alley. But be-
fore you hit the ground charging,
experts recommend forming a shop-
ping st rategy.

It may help to understand how a
clearance sale works. Atits most basic,
the purpose of a clearance sale is to
clear the floor for new spring goods,
said Craig Weichmann, a managing
director at Moran Keegan brokerage
house,

[fan item is 50 percent off its origi-
nal price, you can pretty much figure
you're getting it at cost. Weichmann
said most retailers double the cost of
the time to arrive at the full markup.
Some retailers will mark down mer-
chandise as much as 75 percent.

“The customer who waited gota
good deal, but he also didn’t get the
benefit of wearing that item the whole
season,” he said. “Sometimes it pays

to be patient.”

— Anything glitzy or neon for
day: “I'mtalking about sweaters with
beads, feathers, pearls, zircons, leather
jackets with studs and fake jewels.
This is out... . Also stay away from
neon makeup. Save it for Hallow-
een.”

— Oversized: “Stay away from
itemsdescribed asoversized or baggy.
Silhouettes are getting closer, dra-
pier.”

— Statement-makers: “Clothes
with messages written on them in
glitter paint. They bark as you pass
by.”

— Football shoulders: “Avoid the
mega-shoulder pad look. Even if
you're thinking you'll take the pads
out, be sure and look at it without
them. The sleeves may belonger, and
the shoulders droopy. It can look as if
you did your shopping at the line-
backer lost and found.”

— Holiday merchandise: “Holi-
day wear is the trendiest group of
merchandise.

Food Stamps can help
Kentucky gardens grow

Springtime means garden time,
but many of Kentucky’s 163,700
families on food stamps may not
know that those coupons represent
anopportunity for the budget-stretch-
ing “green thumb.”

Federallaw allows the use of food
stamps to purchase gardenseedsand
plants to provide families with
healthy fruits and vegetables.

“Recipients who use theircoupons
in this manner not only get the bene-
fitof the harvest produced by raising
a garden, butalso geta sense of satis-
faction in the positive results of their
efforts,” said Commissioner Mike
Robinson, whose Department for
Social Insuranceadministers the food
stamp program in Kentucky.

“Generally, most Kentuckians
residein rural counties and can find
adequate land for a garden,” said
Robinson. “Only a small percentage
of food stamp users actually live in
housing projects or places that are
unsuitable for gardening.

“Recipients can significantly in-
crease the amount of food they have
available by canning or freezing the
vegetables they grow,” he said.

But food stamp recipients can
benefitinanother way from growing
agarden.

“Since therearenoexpirationdates
onfood stamps, those coupons saved
because of the garden harvestmay be
used at a later date,” Robinson said.
“For instance, they can be used dur-
ing the Thanksgiving and Christmas
holiday season or for other special
occasions.”

Seeds, garden plantsand fruittrees
maE be purchased from any Ken-
tucky grocery or other food store
approved toacceptfood stamps. Farm
supply and lawn and garden centers
and discount stores that sell plants
and seeds are usually not permitted
to accept food stamps as payment.

Food stamps recipients or retail
merchants with questions concern-
ing the allowance of seed or plant
purchases with food stamps may
contact any local Department for
Social Insurance office.
