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$200,000 project : 

Congress 
approves 
flood study 

Congress has approved $200,000 
for a flood control sllldy for Right 
and Left Beaver to be perfonned by 
the Anny Corps of Engineers as part 
of a $13 million funding package for 
flood protection in Eastern Kentucky. 

The study is expected to take a1 
least two years to complete and js 
aimed at finding ways to reduce and 
control flooding in those areas, said 
Dave Whalen, press secretary for 
Congressman Chris Perkins. TI1e 
process will entail engineer and de­
sign studies to gnlher hydrological 
data to see what can be done to pre­
vent severe flooding, such as the 1977 
flood. 

TheCorpsofEngincers pcrfonned 
a similar study approximately 20 
years ago that recommended clean­
ing out the creeks and riverbanks, but 
county officials did not proceed with 
the project, Whalen said. 

TheCorpswillstartfrom"scratch" 
on the new study due to geographical 
changes and make recommendations 
on how flooding can be controlled. 

The funding package passed in 
the House of Representatives on 
Monday and needs only the 
president's signature to become law. 

Other appropriations approved for 
Eastern Kentucky projects were: 

• $250,000 to complete the 
Yatesville Dam project; 

• $11.299 mtllion to begin work 
on the South Williamson :llood proj­
ect; 

• $400,000 for final engineering 
anq des n of fv :i e.rswillc cut· 
through; 

• $200,000 for further cngmeer­
ing for the Hazard flood prot.ection 
project; 

• S 171,000 for a solution to the 
buy-outofresidentsatF'IShtrnpUke 
in Pike County; 

• $220,000 for a reconnaissance 
study in Jackson: and 

• $100,000 for a flood reconnais­
sance study in West Liberty. 

Perkins said the funding package 
is directly wgeted to deal with those 
;areas Lhat have experienced severe 
flooding problems in the past. 

"I believe Lhis funding package is 
vital to our efforts to improve the 

infrastructure of our region and thus 
to ensure a more attractive place for 
business and economic opportunity 
in Eastern Kentucky,'' Perkins said. 

In a related development, the 
conference also increased funding to 
$170 million for the Appalachian 
Regional Commission.

Heart attack 
claims Hale 

Fonner Floyd County Sheriff 
Henry C. Hale died Thursday morn­
ing at Atkinson Farm in Harrison 
County. 

Hale was preparing to load two 
bulls into a truck when he slumped 
over and then died instantly of a heart 
attack, according to Harrison County 
Deputy Coroner Patty Drake. Char­
les Bailey, formerly ofFioyd County, 
was with Hale when he was stricken 
and notified the sheriffs office. 

Harrison Sheriff Bruce Hampton 
dispatched an ambulance to the scene 
and arrived shortly thereafter. 

"I wasatthescene to rule out uny 
type of foul play, .. Hampton said. "It 
appeared he died of natural causes. I 
then notified the coroner's office." 

Drake pronounced Hale dead at 
10:30a.m.atthescene. She said Hale 
had on his person nitroglycerin tab­
lets and heart medication. No au­
topsy was ordered and Lhe body was 
released to Hall Funeral Home at 
Martin. 

Atkinson Farms is located on Old 
Lair Road approximately three miles 
from Cynthiana. 

Hale was the first Floyd County 
Sheriff to be elected to serve con­
secutive terms as aulhorized by a 
constitutional change passed in the 
mid-80s, which allowed sheriffs to 
succeed themselves in office. 

Hale was first elected sherirr in 
1981 and held that office until De­
cember 1989. He was a past presi­
dent of Lhe Kentucky Sherifr s A so­
ciation. 

Hale was elected to the House of 
Representatives in 1948 and served 
until 1942, representing Floyd 
County.HewaslheSergeantof.Arms 
for the Legislature in 1956. 

Hale was a life-long resident of 
Blue River and had been an inde­
pendent trucker and in the construc­
tion business since 1946. He was a 
member of the Floyd County Fann 
Bureau Association. 

He served in the United States 
Navy from 1943-45 during World 
War II. He was a life member or the 
Veterans of Foreign Wars and a 
member of the American Legion and 
the American Veterans. 

He was born December 2, 1919, 
the son of the late James and Susie 
Stephens Hale. 

Hale is survived by his wife, 
Winifred Osborne; five sons, LL Col. 

James H. Hnle, Tommy Hale, George 
Hale; John Hale: and Ben Hale; one 
daughiCJ', Kay Hale; two brothers. 
Samuel Hale and F...dgar Hale; and six 
grandchtldren. 
· He w&lS preceded in death by a 

daughter, Carla Hale, and a brother, 
Thomas Hale.

An ordinance which will require 
all private companies operating a 
waste site in Floyd County to obtain 
a penn it has been put on hold until the 
General Assembly's special session 
on solid waste convenes in January. 

Coumy Attorney Jim Hammond 
told members of the Floyd Coumy 
Fiscal Court Friday lhat it would be 
futile for the court to go forward with 
the ordinance until the state sets its 
regulations. uwe'rejust spinning our 
wheels," Hammond said. 

The proposed ordinance estab· 
lishes an annual $"...5.000 pe.nmt fee 
for pnvately owned waste disposnl 
companies. Companies dealing with 

hazardous waste will pay an addi­
uonal Sl.OOOperouncc, while com­
panies dealing with solid waste will 
payanndditiona1S250perton. Reve. 
nue generated from these penni.ts, 
Hammond explained, ts earmarked 
for u special fund to clean up any 
environmental damage caused by a 
company. 

"We don't wam to see Floyd 
County a dumping ground," Dallas 
Sammons. a representative of Floyd 
Countinns in Action, told members 
of the coun. Sammons said hts group 
went to Fmnkfonto stop the burning 
ofmedtcal waste by Medisin, a sub­
sidiary of Consolidated Health Sys­
tems, a non-profit holding company 
thatalsooperntesHighlandsRcgional 
Mediatl Center, and Frankfon offi· 

cittls ••just laughed about it."

Offi­
cials at United Fuel (Columbia Gas 
Company) earlier expressed concem 
to Floyd County Judge Executive 
John M. Stumbo. "United Fuel takes 
waste from its gas wells, stores 1t in 
the county until Lhet.ankerisfull,and 
then takes it into West Vtrginia for 
disposal," Stumbo said. 

Hammond said he has repeatedly 
told Aoyd County companies that 
the ordinance will not nffect them 
unless they full "'ithin the gUide It 
of the ordinance by operating a waste 

site in the coumy. "No generators 
will be affected. 11us only affects 
mdneration or lnndlill disposal op­
emtions,'' Hammond said.

Several road projects and the 
Hunter Bridge replaccmem promised 
for Aoyd County earlier this year by 
T ransponnuon Sccre~ruy Milo Bryant 
ha\'C been completed and other proj­
ects nrc on lhe drawmg board. 

Tite new Hunter Bridge on Route 
122 at Left Beaver, a project com· 
pletcd by the county. was opcne.d in 
September at a cost of $79,950, ac· 
cording to the County Judge 
Executive's office. The contract for 
the bridge replacement was signed 
on July 6 and work wn.<i performed by 
Coalfields Rectamauon Inc. ofBctsy 
Layne. 

The bndge is 21 feet wade and 70 
feet long. It was funded lhrough the 
state Rural and Secondary Roads 
Program. 

The old bridge had been a con­
cern for residents ow hose children 
could not ride the school bus ncros~ 
the bridge. The students had to walk 

across the across the bridge because 
a five-ton weight limit prevented them 
from riding the bus to the other s1de. 

Earl Ousley, transportation direc­
tor for the Aoyd County Board of 
Education. requested state assistance 
earlier lhis year due to lhe dilapi­
dated condition of lhe bridge. Resi­
dents were also concerned for their 
children's safety because they had to 
wade through standing water at one 
end of the bridge. 

Two road resurfacing projects 
were also completed on Left Beaver 
by the state this summer at a cost of 
over half a million dollars, said state 
Transportation District Manager 
Denton Biliter. 

Afour-milesection between Route 
979 and Ky 306 was completed on 
July 27 at a cost of $161,312.87. A 
10-mile section on Ky HOI was 
finished in June with a $513,570.62 
price tag. 

Construction on the McDowell· 
Garreu road is scheduled to begin in 
March, said State Representative 

Greg Stumbo ina press release. Right 
ofwny acquiSition is currently taking 
place. 

The state also plans to prepare 
roads at Branham's Creek and Little 
Mud Creek for winter by doing patch 
work on those sections, Stumbo said. 

Work is also underway to extend 
waterlines mto the Weeksbury and 
Abner Fork sections of Left Beaver 
with money in the budget to renovate 
the Beaver Elkhorn Water Plant lo 
upgmdcits capabilities, Stumbo said. 

According to Stumbo, projects 
also on tap for the area include: 

• a meeting with Governor Wal­
lace Wilkinson or Cabinet Secretary 
RogerWellsin regards to building an 
IS-hole golf course at Mayo Hollow 
ncar Prestonsburg; and 

•construction of a permanent 
we1gh stallon on Route 23; and 

• legislation in the 1992 session to 
roll back the weight distance taxes on 
trucks and poss1ble other credits to 
ease the financial burden on trucJcers 
due to rising fuel costs.

••costumes should be light col­
ored to be easily seen at night Both 
costumes and sacks should be deco­
rated with refleetive "glow-in-the­
dark" tape. If masks arc worn, eye 
holes should be large enough to al­
low good vision. Make-up is a safer 
disguise.

A stipulation that 
the money be repaid within 30 days 
after l.he tax bilJs are received was 
added to the decision. 

Fiscal court members rccc1ved a 
nod of approval from Dorolhy 
Osborne, who complimented them 
oncountycleanupcfforts. However, 
Osborne expressed concern at the 
number of political handbills still 
auached to trees and post. Osborne 
said she had previously asked for the 
court's help in removal of the signs. 
"Has nothing been done in the three 
months since I've asked?" she said. 
Hammond answerered, explaining 
that it is illegal to put signs on state 
right of way. 

According to Hammond. the court 
could pass a revenue biU asking 
canclidat.cs to pay a deposit, but the 

bill would require an ordinance and 
three readings. 

"The time frame would be diffi· 
cult for the November election," 
Hammond said. The court agreed 1.0 
wait until after lhe election before 
taking any action. 

Walter Clyde Dingus of Hi Hat 
also presented a complaint before lhe 
court. asking why one small spot of 
roadway near his father's home has 
not received blacktop. Dingus srud 
lhe county is putting blacktop on a 
section of road that is not traveled, 
while a section that is traveled is a 
··ruuy mud hole." Stumbo assured 
Dingus he will visit the site of the 
road work. 

In other action, employees of the 
Aoyd County Jail were awarded a 
4.6 percent cost of living increase, 
which became effective October 20: 
the court approved the incorporation 
of lhree former state roads into the 
county system, despite lhe objection 
of Magistrate Owens in whose dis· 
tricts all three roads are located; the 
coon accepted the month! y treasurer's 
repor:t and electrical inspector's re­
pon; and magistrates approved the 
payment of claims and bills. 

The next meeting of the fiscal 
court is scheduled November 19.

New AFDC eligibility rules 
One of the major changes in 

Kentucky's welfare reform plan is in 
lhe eligibility of as many as 9.500 
two-parent families for Aid to Fami­
lies wilh Dependent Children (AFDC) 
benefits. 

Previously, in order lO receive 
AFDC, children hnd to be deprived 
of parental support through death, 
illness or absence of one or bolh 
parents. Under federally-mandated 
welfare reform, lhc APDC-Unem­
ployed Parents (AFDC-UP) program 
pennits couples who meet the state's 
definition of unemployed to receive 
aid. The ruling defines .. Unem­
ployed'' as an individual who works 
less than 100 hours in a calendar 
month or who performs work of an 
intermiuentand temporary nature that 
exceeds 100 hours per monlh. 

Commissioner Mike Robinson, 
whose Department for Social Insur­
ance administers Kentucky's AFOC 
prograrn,said, "The baditional AFDC 
recipient has been a single molher 
who is either a widow. a divorced 
parent who doesn't receive child 
support or has had a child born out of 
wedlock. 

"However, the old rules didn't 
allow for situations when both par­
ents were in the home of children 
who need the financial assistance of 
AFDC. The change means that fami­
lies should no longer have to split up 
in order 10 feed their children," RObin·

Washington has its shorts in a knot over the federal 
budget crisis, the debates over this or that deficit reduction 
plan and when it all might end. 

Anyone with any reasonable amount of political savvy 
knows exactly when the real progress will begin on the 
federal budget.

How m~ch should our oil really 
cost? 

President George Bush and Sena­
tor Bob Dole have already clearly 
established that U.S. troops have been 
mobilized to Saudi Arabia because 
Iraq • s invasion ofKuwait might mean 
the loss of U.S. access to a major Otl 
resource. Perhaps it is time to con­
sider whether we might have reacted 
rashly, without regard for the conse­
quences of our actions. 

A common argume~t m support 
of military occupation of Saudi Ara­
bia is that 011 is essential to our 
American way of life. Granted, our 
society is dependent upon the autO· 
mobile as a principal mode of trans­
portation. Excluding necessary com­
mercial transportation, what does this 
mean in human terms? Would an oil 
shortage prohibit us from traveling 
during the holidays? Maybe. Would 
an oil shortage prohibit us from get­
Ling to work? Possibly. but the mar­
ket for horses (or other alternative 
means of transportation) might in­
crease. 

In spite of such frustrations. we 
have continued the search for cleaner 
and more efficient domestic-energy 
sources. Much needed clean-coal 
technologies now are being devel­
oped at the Tennessee Valley 
Authority's Shawnee plant at Padu­
cah. And we are seeing other signs of 
progress, inclucling plans to reopen a 
Simpson County plant using com 
from this region's farmers to make 
ethanol fuel for motor vehicles. 

We need these and other tech­
nologies to stem a rising tide of for­
eign oil that is now costing lh.i.s nation 
$50 billion a year and posing a rising 
threat to ow- entire economy. We 
must counter this threat by maldng 
full use of every available source of 
energy, including natural gas and 
nuclear power along with solar, geo­
thermal and wind power. 

As chairman of our Senate Sub­
committee on Energy Research and 
Development. I intend to work with 
leaders of the Bush Administration 
and others to correct the mistakes of 
the past and develop a forward-look­
ing energy policy for this nation. 

We have chained ourselves to the 
oil lords of the Middle East and to a 
constant possibility of war in the 
Persian Gulf. A new crisis proves 
once again that these chains must be 
broken. Kentuckians have had their 
sleeves rolled up for nearly a decade 
now. I tis timeforthenation tofolow 
our lead and go to work.

This attitude cheap­
ens the sacrifice we ask of our mili­
tary; for they are not on I y expected 10 
die for the convenience of oil, but 
also for the sake of pride- undoubt­
edly the most worthless of issues.

UK college of dentistry announces 
new service for commonwealth 

John Martinez, executive director 
of KHC, said the corporation went 
ahead with the C and D bonds as 
Congress had set a September 
30,1990expiration date on the sale of 
tax-exemptmortgagerevenuebonds.

The University of Kentucky Cot­
lege of Dentistry has announced an 
expansion of its public service activi­
ties for lhe Commonweallh. The new 
Mobile Dental Facility, a self-con­
tained, three-chair, 40-foot van, 
strengthens the College's commit­
ment to better oral health for Ken­
tuckians. 

Since l967 I the UK College or 
Dentistry bas provided pediatric 
dental services in the rurtl1 counties 
of Eastern Kentucky. To further 
support the College's public service 
and educational mission, the Mobile 
Dent.al Facility will be used primarily 
to serve indigent children in Lhe 
Appalachian area. 

"According to the 1987 Kentucky 
Oral Health Survey, Kentucky chil­
dren ages five to seventeen 3l'C much 
less likely to be wilhout cavities than 
arc children nationally," said Dr. 
David A. Nash, dean, UK College of 
Dentistry. "In addition, Kentucky 
children haveapproximaLCly Lhcsame 
level of tooth decay as was found 
nationally in 1979-80." 

The dental disease rate is high an 
the Appalachian region due to a lack 
of good nuuition and generalized 
fluoridation in rural water supplies. 
In addition, the low income of the 
Appalachian population ofLCn pro­
hibits obtaining needed dental care. 

This new service may be accessed 
upon request of a community and 
Wlth thesupportoflocaldentists. The 
lJK College of Dentistry will assist in 
treating children who are not receiv­
tng sufficient dental care. The w­
geLCd population is children from 
kindergarten to third grade, and eligi­
bility for care will be based upon 
economic need. Children from fami· 
lies having the ability 10 pay for serv­
ices will be referred to dentists in 
Lheircommunity. 

In conjunction with UK Medical 
Center's regional pedilltric heart clin­
ics, the facility will also be used to 
treat children and educate parents 
abOut dental disease and how it can 
complicate heart conditions. Olher 

usesforthefacilitywill includegeri­
ruric dental treaunern. and educational 

programs for dentists and the public. 
In the future, the College hopes to 
assist local dentists, heallh depart­
ment-; and public schools in design­
ing educational, prevention and 
comprehensive care programs for 
unserved Kentuckians. 

''The University, the Medical 
Center and the College of Dentistry 
are challenged to provide essential 
health care services to unserved indi­
vidualsand underscrvedareas," Nash 
said. "The Mobile Dental Facility 
allows the College tocontribuJedental 
ueatmcntservicesto Kentuckians and 
introduce students 10 dental practice 
in rurnl areas." 

With this new facility, the College 
can improve and expand its pediattic 
services and provide clinical ex peri· 
encc to forty student dentists, as well 

KHC, created in 1972 by Lhc 
General Assembly, had used tax­
exempt mortgage revenue bond funds 
to ftnance more than 29,00 single­
family loans as of June 30, 1990. 
Because Lhe bonds sold are tax-ex­
empt, they usually yield interest rates 
approximntel y two percentage points 
below market.

In some cases 
the logic 10 the word or phrase seems 
so sound that il is hard for students to 
believe that they are wrong. 

Ask any ten people at r:mdom 
about Lhe expressions .. B.C." and 
.. A.D :·and most will tell y-Ju that the 
abbreviations stand for Before Christ 
and After Death. We Latin scholars 
(iiv.e can be so presumptuous as to 
call ourselves that) know that ''A.D" 
is the abbreviation for Anno Domini, 
which translates to ''in the year of our 
Lord." We started measuring Lime 
with the birth of Christ - not his 
death.lfChrist were alive, he would 
be one thousand nine hundred and 
ninety years old (thus 1990 A. D.). 
The abbreviation ''B.C." docs, how­
ever, stand for Before Christ. 

Another misconception has to do 
with a food item that we use every 
day: milk. When I ask students to 
give a definition of homogcni7.cd 
milk, they invanably tell me some­
thing Uke this: ''milk that has been 
boiled to get rid of genns, etc." 
Obviously, they nre talking about 
p3Steurized milk. Homogenized milk 
has been blended so that it is all of one 
kind. After studying the prefix 
"homo" (mcanmg one and the same),

students can see how Lhe meaning or 
the word makes more sense. 

Another misconception has Lo do 
with the spelling of simple words. 
Each time I correct student papers, t 
get the BIG TWO: alright (for all 
right} and alot (for a lot). Even after 
~ding time on these two "demons," 
they appear all year long. Students 
will actually argue with me that those 
are correct expressions. 

The nex£ misconcept.ion is not 
limited to high school students. It has 
to do with the word .. myself.'' How 
many times have you heard a state­
ment such as "Send the note to Lhe 
office or to myselr'? Well. it should 
be this way: .. Send the note to the 
office or to me." Myself should be 
used as a reflexive pronoun: "He did 
himself a favor;" or as an intensive 

pronoun: .. 1 did most of the work 
myself." 

The "1" or "me" debate is proba­
bly the result of over-teaching. We 
were told to say "John and I" so often 
when we were young that we use the 
expression inallsituations.Howoften 
ha,·e you heard sports announcers 
say something like "Join Bill and I 
nextwcekforthegameoftheweek"! 
Of course, if we took the "Bill and'' 
out of the sentence. it would read: 
"Join me next week ... ". By extension 
the corrcc t statement would be: "Join 
Bill and me next week for the big 
game." 

Language does change. If you 
don't like some of the words the way 
they are used today, hang around. In 
a few years it may be alright to use 
a lot of these words.

"many-sided honky-tonker" he al­
ways believed himself to be. By 1989, 
Whitley had already scored five Top 
20 and three Top 10 singles. 

On May 9, 1989, Whitley died of 
an alcohol overdose. Prior to his death. 
he had finished an album that would 
later be released upon the wishes of 
his wife, country singer Lorrie Mor­
gan.

Republican leaders offer education incentive 
House and Senate Republican 

leaders tm-. e proposed a plan that 
would guarantee a college educntion 
for low-income student<; who might 
not otherwise be able to go to college. 
TheCollegcGunmnteeAchievemcnt 
Incentive, sponsored by Rep. Bill 
Strong and Sen. John Rogers, will be 
considered by the 1992 General 
Assembly. 

Under the Republican's plan. stu­
dents will have their tuition to a state 
college paid for by the st:ILC 1f they 
meet certain criteria, among which 
are: a mini111urn grade point average 
of 2.5. a good score on the college 
entrance exam I and the demonstra· 
lion of financial need. 

The plan also requires the appli­
cant to be free of any criminal record 
and will pay only the tuition of stu­
dentS who sign a letter of intent to 
seck employment in Kentucky. The 
core of this plan is modeled after 
legislation that has been signed into 
law in five states. 

"I ha\·e never understood how 
paying teachers more will make stu­
dents learn more. House Bill 940 
provides generous incentives to ev­
eryone but students," Rogers said. 
"Our bill tells kids that if they stay in 
school, stay out of trouble, and stay in 
Kentucky to look for a job then the 
state will pay for their college." 

Strong agreed adding, "We've 
raised so much money that is suppos­
edly for education reform, but we've 
done nothing to put the incentive for 
achievement where it belongs-with 
the student." 

The Republicans believe that if 
StUdentS arc informed at an early age 
that college is a real possibility for 
them, then they will perform well in 
high school. Strong pointed to a 
Louisiana group as evidence of this 
assertion.

Sports A nalvsjs 
Will New Ruling Entice 
lllegal Recruiting'! 

Whm wtlllhc ruling by the Ken­
tucky High School Athletic Associa­
Lion do to transfer athletes who want 
Logo to another school'/ The recent 
t.ransfcrofShannon Hoskins from M. 
C. Napier to Clay County surely will 
have an effect on where n student 
aullctc wants to play bll'ikctball. 

Hoskins, a suUlduut guard for tllC 

Navaho's btLc.;kctball progrum Ulc past 
lwo years. averaged 29.7 poinL-. per 
game for Nupicr lust Sl~uson. The 
sharp shooting guard is considcrc(J 
by many as oncofthc premier shoot­
ers in the slate. 

Under the old ruling, before a 
student could transfer he or she had to 
be living in the district they would 
transfer to. KBSAA Commissioner 
Tom Mills stated recently that under 
lhe new ruling a change of residence 
is not necessary. "If the principal 
releases him (and both principals 
agree the athlete should be allowed tO 
compete at the new school), we can 
waive the (transfer) rule," said Mills. 

Questioning the legality of the 
move is nOl the intent here. But 
whether such a ruling and a move of 
the magnitude as this one is. will 
open the doors for "illegal recruit­
ing" by schools. 

If a player docs not want to play 
for a cerlain school he or she can just 
transfer, whether lhey live in the 
district or not. Any principal of a high 
school is not going to balk at the 
rcleaseofsuchaplaycrifthatstudent 
athlete doesn't wam to play for a 
particular school. Such was the stated 
reason for the transferring ofHoskins. 

"He didn't seem 10 want to play 
forus,"saidHaroldCombs,principal 
of the M.C. Napier school and head 
basketball coach which replaced 
Denny Fugate as the school's head 
coach. 

So if a player feels he is not being 
treated right at one school or wants to 
pJay for a consistent winning pro­
gram, he is free to transfer under the 
new ruling as long as the two princi-
pals agree. . 

Some high school coach which 
has norespcctforthcrules in his "win 
at any cost" attitude, will take advan­
tage of this ruling. A kid in high 
school can be persuaded many ways 
to transfer if the enticing is strong 
enough. Certam promises, whether 
sincere or not, can appeal to "non 
thinking" studeniS. 

The ruling is not a fair ruling un­
less it has more stipulations than just 
two principals agreeing. The fear is 
that this will open the door for some 
illegal recruiting among high school 
coaches.
