Court ruling could cause 
insurance rates to soar 

Auto msurance prenuums wm 
mosl likely be rising for Kentucky 
motorists after a Kentucky Supreme 
Court ruHng said persons injured by 
uninsured motorists can collect from 
each individual policy the injured 
persons holds. 

Before, persons injured by an 
uninsured motorist would receive the 
highest benefits allowed from one of 
their polices if they held more than 
one,accordingtoPatrick Waus.legal 
C{)unsel with the Kentucky Depart· 
ment of Insurance. 

"If the insurance company sold 
more than one policy or if a motorist 
had insurance on more than one car, 
a person would receive the highest 
benefits from any one policy.'' Watts 
said. "That was called anti-stacking. 
But Lhe court has ruled if someone is 
paying individual premiums for sepa­
rate polices, they arc entitled to col­
lect benefits from each mdividual 
policy." 

It is not known how much of a 
premium increase will be levied due 
to the recent court ruling but, if the 
increase is more than 25 percent, it 
will have to be approved through the 
state Department oflnsurance. 

Professional insurance agents, as 
well as state insurance officials, are 
still trying to determine how the rul­
ing will affect custom Cis and insur­
ance companies. Some companies 
have indicated the ruling will force 
them to cease offering individual 
motorist coverage in the state, reduc­
ing competition and pushing premi­
ums even higher, according to a news 

rele.1se from Lhe PrufessJonallnsur­
ance Agents of Kentucky. 

"The Kentucky Supreme Court 
has ruled that you can collect for each 
vehicle you own. If you own three 
cars with $100,000 worth of unin­
sured and underinsured moLOrists 
coverage, you could collect $300.000 
instead of ihe $100,000 anticipated 
by prior interpretation of the law," 
said PhiUip Morgan, a parmer in 
Morgan, Trevathan and Gunn Inc., of 

Benton and a member of lhe :Ken­
tucky Professional Insurance Agents 
Association. "Since premiums are 
now based on !.he $100,000 figure, 
lhe new interpretation will cause the 
premium to increase, possibly ttiple 
for the um/uim coverage. 

"Our only hope for correcting the 
problem will come from the next 
General Assembly in 1992.'' Morgan

Plea-bargains, dismissals 
make short work of docket 

Three criminal cases scheduled 
for trial this \\'eek have eilher been 
dismissed or settled through plea­
bargams, according «> the Floyd 
County Commonwealth Auomey's 
office. 

Curtis HoweU Jr., of Daniels 
Creek, was scheduled to stand trial 
on sodomy charges Tuesday, but the 
charge was dismissed after i.he pri­
mary witness in the case recanted her 
charges, assistant Commonwealth 
Attorney Jon Johnson said this week. 

Howell was indicted by the Floyd 
County Grand Jury in November 
1989, for allegedly sodomizing a 
juvenile girl. Charges were dismissed 
after a September 7 pre-trial meeting 
in judges chambers where the juve­
nile claimed the incident never cx:­
currcd, Johnson said. 

ln another case slated for trial this 
week, second degree arson charges 

against Ethel Salisbury of Harold, 
were reduced to arson in the fourth 
degree. a class A misdemeanor. Sal­
isbury received a probated six -month 
sentence and was placed on one­
year's probation under a plea agree­
ment lust week, Johnson said. Salis­
bury was indicted in A pri I on charges 
she set fire to a building she owned in 
order to colleetlhe insurance money. 
She was schedoled to stand trial on 
the arson charge today. Wednesday. 

Also this week, a charge of second 
degree assault against Greg Clifton 
was dismissed after the witness in the 
case voluntarily agreed to drop the 
charge, assistant Commonwealth 
AttomeyToyray Adams said. Clifton 
was tndicted in February for alleg­
edly striking Joey Bates with an auto­
mobile and causing him physical 
injury. Clifton wac; scheduled 10 stand 
trial Monday. 

But remedies for Wayland woes are in process : 

The home fires keep burning

Wayland residents should be able 
tO breathe a little easier now, titer­
ally, as work is almost complete to 
extinguish abandoned-mine fires 
which have been burning in down­
town area for years. 

The mine fires emit thick, foul· 
smelling smoke which has blanketed 
Lhe little town and caused breathing 
problems for many of its residents. 
A1though the work performed has 
offered relief, the project is far from 
over. 

"We're just aboot done in the 
downtown area," sa1d John Smiley, 
director of the state Department of 

Abandoned LandS. "We'll be mov· 
ing soon to the 'big pile' on up in 28 
hoJlow. There's no way we can ever 
put 1t completely out, we'llJUSl have 
to seal off what we can't get out." 

An estimated one million cubic 
yards of burrung refuse will be re­
moved from the old, burning coal 
mines in and around Wayland, ac­
cording to Smlley. The department 
found the magnitude of the problem 
greater than origmally estimated. 

"We knew it was a real mess, but 
we were astounded at the degree of 
the problem," Smiley said. 

Workers found the refuse pile at 
the end of Front Street had burned 20 
feet deeper than Route 7, the road­
way running through Wayland. 

However, the old mine fires had not 
undermined the roadway. which 
would have caused serious problems, 
Smiley said. Core holes were drilled 
through part of the mountain in order 
to fill the cavity with rock and fue 
retardant foam to cut off ventilation 
to the fire. The rcx:k and foam should 
effectively "smother" the frre, Smiley 
said. 

About 150,000 cubic yards of 
burning debris has already been 
removed from the site at the end of 
Front Street. 

Applying soil cover and vegeta­
tion is currently being done at the Site 
and It "should turn green just Lime for 
the first snowfall," Smiley said. 

Crews should be moving toGlo.a 

small community near Wayland. later 
this week to remove a small area of 
debris. The area. known as the slate 
dumJ>,gives off a foul smelhng sulfur 
smoke due to the burning of slate 
when the mine frres ignite. 

Workers should have the pile 
cleared up before winter, Smiley said. 
The project was put on hold this 
summer because the department 
wanted 10 wait until students at 
Wayland Elementary returned to 
school. Officials were unaware the 
students would be attendmg class at 
the new DuffEiemenwy ncar Goose 
Creek. 

"We're going to go ahead and get

Three injured in chopper crash : 

Fast response 
boosts rescue

Three mCll injured in a helicopter 
crash Friday near the Lancer/Water­
gap Road are recovering this week at 
a Lexington hospital. 

The helicopter. owned by Bra­
nham and Baker Coal, had reportedly 
taken off Friday at approximately 
1:15 p.m. from a nearby site when the 
engine failed atl,500 feel Pilot John 
Thomas, 59, of Prestonsburg was 
reportedly attempting an emergency 
auto rotation, a technique used to 
slow the descent of a helicopter with 
no engine power, when thecraftstruck 
a group of trees at the edge of a field 
and tumbled to the ground. 

'We were working in the field 
next to where the copter crashed," 
said Richard Blankenship, an em­
ployee at Mountain Pipeline. "We 
heard this strange noise and when we 
looked up and saw the helicopter we 
were sure that it was going to hit us. 
They were probably only 15 feet 
above us when they hit the trees. Me 
and W o<Xly (Branham) grabbed a fire 
extinguisher and jumped in the creek 
so we could get over there nnd help 
them. Everybody else was saying 
•stay away. that thing is go111g 1.o 
blow up'', but if it would have been 
them an that helicopter they wouldn't 
have thought that way." 

The efforts of the Moun ~a in Pipe­
line employees were apphtudcd by 
Onda Hunt of the Floyd County 
Rescue Squad. 

"The men working at Mountain 
Pipeline made lhe difference. They 
got over there and used a ftre extin­
guisher from a truck and cut one of 
the men out of a safety belt. They 
should be commended for their ef­
forts," Hum said. 

Two passengers were in the heli­
copter at the time of the accident, 
DavidCook,32.ofCarry,andHomer 
Hackworth, 35, of Prestonsburg. 

Hackworth reportedly suffered 
severe injuries in the crash and was 
initiaUy found to be strangling on a 
safety harness in the reM of the air­
craft. 

"When we got there he (Hack­
worth) was caught up in Ute .s:afety 
belt," said Richard Blankenship. "lL 
had him caught up around his neck 
and it looked like he wa<; strangling. 
We had to use a pocket knife to cut 
him out of there. You could tell be 
was in severe pain." 

AU three occupants of the heli­
copter were initially transponed to 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
before bemg transferred to the UK 
Medical Center. Cook and Thomas 
are listed in stable condition al UK, 
while H.1ckworth IS in fair condition 
in the ho!>-pital's intensive care uniL 

State police srud that the helicop­
ter was a Hughes 369E, owned by 
Branham and Baker Coal of 
Prestonsburg. 

A spokesperson for the Federal 
Aeronautics Association said Tues­
day that no official determination has 
yet been reached as to the cause of the 
accident. 

Members of the Floyd County 
Rescue Squad, the Floyd County 
Sheriff'sdcpartrnent,Pand B Ambu­
lance Service, Respond Ambulance 
Service, the Prestonsburg Fire and 
Police Departments, Kentucky Dis­
aster and Emergency Services, Fed­
eral Aeronautics Administration and 
Kentucky State Police responded ro 
the incident.

lfyouareapproachingretirement, 
you are probably looking forward to 
a well-earned reward after years of 
hard work. Yet, you enjoy working 
and do not want to stop entirely. You 
may ask, "If I take a part-time job or 
run a small business, can I still get 
Social Security retirement checks?" 

The answer is yes. If you are under 
6S,youcaneamupto$6,840in 1990 
and receive ALL benefits due. If you 
are65 through 69, the annual exempt 
amount this year is $9,360. And if 
you are 70 or older, lhere is no limit 
on earnings. The exempt amounts 
will increase next year to keep pace 
with rising wage levels. 

Even if you earn over these 
amounts, partial benefits may be 
payable. The basic rule is that for 
people under 65, $1 in benefits is 
withheld for each $2 earned over the 
exempt amounL The withholding is 
$1 of each $3 earned for people 65-
69. 

There is also a special rule that 
applies in only 1 year- usually the 
year you retire. You can get a full 
benefit for each month if earnings do 

not exceed one-twelfth of the annual 
limit (in 1990,$570 if you are under 
65, and $780 if you arc 65 through 
69). 

This monthly rule allows you to 
start getting benefits right away in 
lhe year of retirement no matter how 
high your earnings arc earlier in the 
year.lf you are self-employed, your 
time and services devoted to the 
business are considered in addition to 
net income; you can get more infor­
mation on this at the Social Security 
office. 

To see how these two rules work. 
consider "Joe" who retired at 62 in 
1989 and gets $450 a month from 
Social Security. He took a part-time 
job in January 1990 and will cam 
$9,000 in 1990. Under the basic an­
nual rule, Joe witllosc $1,080 or a 
little more than 2 months' benefits. 

Now let's say Joe, instead, retires 
June 30, 1990, and earns $15,000 m 
thefirst6 months. Then he works part 
ume the last 6 months for $300 a 
month. Even though Joe's totall990 
eamingsare$16.800,hecangetafull 
benefit amount for each of lhe last 6 
months under the monthly rule. 

You should notify Social Security 
promptly any time you start or stop 
work or have a change in estimated 
earnings. In this way you can avoid a 
possible overpayment. It's best to 

estimate on the "high side'' to be safe 
since your benefits for the year will 
be based on that estimate.

Without admitting it by their 
words, education reformers are 
confessing by their deeds that the 
great school consolidation move 
that swept through our state in the 
1960s and 1970s is a fatlure. 

While bigger may always be 
better lrom the perspective of fi­
nancing education, it appears to 
be an established fact that quamy 
and quantity are opposites when 
measuring schools' abilities to 
teach 

Look at the rankings of state 
schools. 

Smaller, independent systems 
consistently score bener in test­
Ing of basic skills education. 

But there are more reasons to 
favor a return to a smaller scale 
approach to education than scores 
on skills tests. 

Parents tend to become more 
involved in the education of their 
children when they feel more 
comfortable with that involvement. 

Smaller classes afford more 
time for indivtdual tnstruction, al­
lowing teachers to teach and stu­
dents to learn. 

The evils of polittcs and patron­
age are less a force when the 
school belongs to a community 
and the community controls the 
school. 

And finally, there is something 
to be said for pride ... pride that 
comes from a sense of belonging, 
that comes from accomplishment. 

In the Education Reform Act of 
1990, it is possible we are wit­
nessing a return to grassroots 
education. Possible, we say. 
because we don't know for sure. 

Under site-based management 
we are likely to see individual 
schools wrth more control over 
their destinies. Teachers, admin­
IStrators and parents will play an 
active role in the management of 
their indivtdual schools. 

It's too ear1y to say if that ap­
proach will work, but we know one 
thing for sure. It's got to be better 
than the assembly-line approach 
we·re using now for educating our 
youths. 

Only trme will tell. 

Economic development, an 
rssue which becomes more nec­
essary with each lump ot coal that 
leaves our mountains, is a many­
headed beast and one of near 
myth1cal proportions for Eastern 
Kentucky. 

Our abilities to tame the beast 
have been few and far between. 

First, we must recognize eco­
nomic diversity for what it 
is ... creation of new opportunities. 
It is important. too. to realize that 
our chances at providing new job 
oppOrtunities are more likely to 
come from within than from with­
out. 

That means taking care of busi­
ness, the business we already 
have. 

Most new jobs are developed 
from the expansion of existing 
industries and we have several to 
count among our assets. Compa 
nies like R&S Body, May Metal, 
Worldwide Equipment and Ameri­
can Standard are major employ­
ers for Eastern Kentucky and it is 
vital that we see to their needs 
and help them grow. 

There may be a Toyota or a 
General Motors plant out there 
somewhere in our future and we 
shouldn't stop trying to attract 
those jobs. But what we have al­
ready is JUSt as important and it's 
just as important to let those 
companies know we want them to 
be happy. 

The future begins at home. 

Kentucky's congressional dele­
gation In the U.S. House of Rep­
resentatives has spent $695,000 
In taxpayerrevenuesoverthe past 
18 months to bring us about 7 
million pieces of mail, vitally Im­
portant news to remind us how 
good they are at doing what they 
do. 

Two-thirds of a million bucks 
spent on franking privileges 
.. .''free" mail. 

What a waste. 
As a whole, Congress has spent 

something like $79 million over 
the same period to keep constitu· 
ents "informed." Add the costs for 
printing these important mailings 
and you could probably double 
that figure. 

And who picks up the tab? 
You do. 
Maybe we ought to require 

franked mail to carry a warning, 
like those on cigarette packages ... 

"Warning: this piece of mail 
prepared at taxpayers· expense 
and mailed by a Congressman 
who doesn't give a damn if you 
want it or not." 

No wonder a ten cent stamp 
costs a quarter.

As candidate for school board member in district 
number 1 I am the lone opponent of the incumbent who 
Is the board chairman and the power behind the present 
administration.

Amen ans spend more than SS 
billion ~ch year on 350,000 vane­
ties of O\'Cr-the-counter (OTC} prod­
uctS toself-medtcate e" erythmg from 
headaches and backaches to insom­
nia and allergies. 

And while the public generally 
regard!i them as harmless because 
they're readil>· avaalable and rela­
tively inexpensive, OTC drugs arc 
frequently abuscd,nccordingto Walt 
Holbrook, program manager, Our 
Lady of the Bellefonte Hospital 
Care Unit. 

Among the most common OTC 
drug abusers arc the elderly who are 
the main consumcr!i of such pre para· 
lions, Holbrook pomted out. 

According to Geriatrics magazine. 
approximately 40 percent of people 
over 60 use an OTC preparation ev­
ery day. 

The most common methods of 
OTC drug abuse Involves the user 
taking htgherquanulies lhan recom· 
mended, the report continued. 

- Appetite suppressants. Wtulc 
the abuse of prescripuon dtet ptll 
has been widely reponed, OTC 
weight reduction preparations can 
alsobetheobjcctofabusesmcemany 
contain phenylpropanolame hydro­
chloride (PPA), an ingredient whach 
resembles amphetamines. Some PPA 
users have reportedly developed a 
tolerance to the drug and continue 
using it even if they're not trying to 
lose weight Government research 
has linked PPA, which also is used as 
a nasal decongestant, with a wide 
range of side effectS, including 
slrokes, seizures, hypertension, in­
somnia, headaches, nausea and ring­
mg in the ears. 

-Diuretics and laxatives. These 
productS often aremisusedasamcans 
of rapid weight loss among women 
suffering from eating disorders such 
as bulimta. 

The elderly also commonly over­
use laxathes. Gcriattics mag~ine 

reports that of the 30 percent of pe.Qple 
over60 who arc regular laxau \'e users. 
3 percent scnously overuse them. 

Abuse of diuretics and laxatives 
can lead to dehydrnuon, diarrhea, 
vomtting and damage to the colon. 

- Sleepmg pills. Despite the fact 
people don't rcquueas much sleep as 
they get older, many senior citizens 
usc steeping pills to help !hem log the 
eight hours they still think they need 
each night. 

However, over time, one may 
develop a lolerancc for such drugs 
until a higher and higher dose is 
needed to achieve the desired effects. 
The same holds true for those who 
misuse sleepmg palls as daytime 
sedatives. 

Over time, physical and psycho­
logical dependence on OTC sleeping 
piUs can occur.

3148. "Some people assume that if two 

sluping piUs every eight hours help 
them sleep better, than fourpillo:; every 
four hours will help them sleep even 
more soundly," Holbrook said.

"While abuse of OTC medica­
tions isn't as dangerous as misuse of 
other substances," Holbrook said, "it 
can entail troublesome side effects 
ranging from headaches and insom­
nia 10 seiz.W"Cs and hypertension." 

ThemostcommonlynbusedOTC 
drugs include: 

- Cold and allergy remedies. 
Many of these preparations contain 
anywhere from 3 to 25 percent alco­
hol and often are abused by those 
auempting to conceal a drinking 
prOblem. Such preparntions, even in 
small quantities, also can cause re­
lapse among recovering alcoholics. 

-Mouthwash and gargles. Since 
they often contain as much as 25 
percent alcohol, they sometimes arc 
abused by alcoholics trying to appear 
abstinent. As with cold and allergy 
preparations, they also can !rigger a 
relapse among recovering alcohol· 
ics.

Kentucky takes action on landfill violations 
The Kentucky Division of Waste 

Management has sent to the Cooksey 
Brothers Landfill in Boyd County a 
notice of intent to revoke its solid 
waste disposal permit. The notice is 
the beginning of an administrntive 
process that could result in the revo­
cation of the company's opemting 
permit. 

The notice. delivered recently, 
identifies three reasons for the ac­
tion: the acceptance of solid waste 
from sources not permitted, namely 
Philadelphia, Pa., Scioto County, 
Ohio, and Kanawka County, W.Va.; 
the misrepresentation of information 
on reports the landfill opcrc110rs are 
required to prepare; and, finally, the 
refusal to disclose information upon 
request about an apparent change in 
ownership or management of the 
landflll. 

All are violations of Kentucky 

waste management regulations. 
The notice opens a 30-day period 

during which any parties interested 
in an adjudicatory hearing to contest 
this action may make such a request. 
It is expected that such a hearing will 
be requested. It would be conducted 
by an independent conlraCt hearing 
officer who would issue findings in 
the formofareportand recommended 
order. ShoUld a bearing not be re­
quested, :revocation will follow. 

The hearing officer's repon and 
recommended order would be deliv­
ered to Carl H. Bradley, secretary of 
the Kentucky Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet, 
who can approve or reject the hearing 
officer's order. 

The Cooksey landfill has oper­
ated since the mid-1970s and is cur-

rently authori1.ed to accept solid wasre 
from Boyd, Greenup, Lawrence, 

Carter and Elliott counties in Ken­
tucky, Lawrence County, Ohio, 
Cabell and Wayne counties in West 
Virginia, and Allegheny County. 
Pennsylvania (Pittsburgh and vicin­
ity). 

Today'sacuondoesnotuiggeran 
automatic halt of waste disposal at 
the Cooksey opcmtion. It is antici­
pated that a hearing would take sev­
eral weeks. 

In the meantime, the Kentucky 
Division of Waste Management is 
working with those counties in Ken­
tucky now legally served by the 
landfill to identify adequate alterna­
tive disposal facilities for their solid 
wastes in the event of the revocation 
of the Cooksey permit.

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Time to store that summer clothing 

What does it mean to you? 

Although unseasonably warm 
temperatures mdtcnte we're sull in 
the heat of summer, September is the 
month many people begin the task of 
putting summer clothing away for 
another year. 

The best place to stnn is with the 
storage contamcrs and spaces, ac­
cording to Lmda Heaton, Extension 
clothmg specialist with the Univer­
Sity of Kentucky College of Agricul­
ture. If these area<; arc occupied with 
fall w1d winter clothing, it is a good 
1dca to take an inventory and divide 
cloUting into Utrce groups-give 
away, keep, and repair or recycle. 

While the storage area and con­
tainers arc empty, inspect them for 
signs of unwanted pests and dust or 
soil. PesL'\arcattractcd to dark places. 
Soil or dust panicles often serve as 
sourcesoffood. Vacuumclosetfloors 
and duSt shelves and storage contain­
us thoroughly, paying particular at­
tention to comers and crevices. Wash 
walls and shelves with water and a 
householdclcanerat leastonceayear. 

"Make sure your summer cloth­
mg is rcMy forout-of-sea<>on storage 
bcforepack.ingitaway,"Heatonsaid. 
"Check clothing for necessary re­
pair:;, such as tom seams. pulled out 
linings, loose buttons or hems, and 
small tears, and mend them before 
laundering or taking clothing to the 
drycleancrs. Also look for stains or 
soiled spots which might not be vis­
ible from a casual appraisal." 

Because summer clothing will be 

stored for same time, some nonnal 
l'l.undenng procedures should be 
avoided, Heaton said. 

"Avoid usmg fabric softeners, 
stare"h, fabric si1...ing and bleach,'' she 
said. "some fabric fini hcs tend to 
retain bleach, causing fabric to yel­
low and weaken. Fallric softeners, if 
not completely removed dunng laun­
dering, can attractm.;ects. Starch and 
fabric si1.ing are an excellent food 
source for insects. 

"If chlorine bleach is necessary 
for soil or stain removal, it's a good 
idea to rinse clothing a second time to 
neutralize any remaining bleach." 

Point out any stains or excess soil­
ing to the drycleancr and make sure 
these problem areas have been re­
moved before the clothing IS stored. 

Summer actessories also need 
some preparation before storage, 
according to Heaton. 

"Check shoes, handbags, belts and 
other accessories for tains or scuff 
marks and clean lhem,'' she said. 
"Clean out handbags nnd stuff with 
white tissue paper or old clothing to 
keep the shape and prevent them from 
getting crushed in storage. Usc shoe 
shapers in shoes for the same rea­
sons." 

Out-of-season clothing and acces­
sories can be stored in closets, draw· 
ers, cabinets, cardboard boxes and 
suitcases. 

"Use a clean sheet, pillow C<l'iC or 
white tissue paper to line the storage 
containers to protect stored cloth·

ing," Heaton said. "Do not use plas­
tic, ns n can hold moisture that pro­
motes mildew growth. Be sure laun· 
de red and drycleanedclothes arc com 
plctcly dry before storing them." 

Do not store clothes too tightly. 
Sweaters and other knit clothing that 
could be damaged by hanging should 
be stored nat in storage containers. 
Protect clothing hung in the closet 
with a cloth bag or discarded, clean 
bed sheet. 

"Moth balls are not necessary," 
she said, "because summer clothes 
are made from materials and f1bcrs 
that do not au.ract moths." 

Out-of-season clothing and acccs • 
sorics should be stored in a cool, dry 
place, according to Heaton. Avoid 
storing them in a garage, attic or 
closed area that might receive gas 
fumes from an automobile or home 
heating system. 

•'Taking a littleexua time this fall 
to store summer clothing and acccs-

sories properly will save you ti~e 
and money next spring," Heaton sat d.

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Reservists have right to return to their old jobs 

45-year members 
Recently Mr. and Mrs. Mont Gibson Jr. visited the Honorable and 

Mrs. Bert T. Combs at their Fern Hill home in Powell County. Mr. 
Gibson presented the Combs with a certificate and lapel pin for his 45 
years of continuous membership in the Walter K. Bolen VFW Post in 
Prestonsburg iu which Mr. Gibson is also a 4S~year member. 

Military reservists called lO active 
duty have the right to return to their 
old jobs if they meet certain require· 
mem.s,a U.S.LaborDcpartmentoffi­
cial said. 

There are four req uiremcnts, con­
tained in the Veterans' Reemploy­
mem Rights(VRR) Jaw, according to 
Thomas E. Collins ill, assistant sec­
retary oflabor for veterans' employ­
ment and training. Returning reserv­
ists must: 

-have held an "other than tem­
porary" civilian job j(but not neces­
sarily a "permanent" job) 

-leave Lhe civilian job to go on 
active duty, 

- r~ceive a certificate evidenc­
ing satisfactory service, and 

- apply for reemployment with 
tl1e pre-service employer within 31 
days. 

"A person meeting these require­
ments is en tilled to their pre-service 
position or an equivalent job," Collins 
said. 

"The returning service man or 
woman does not get back onto the 
seniority ladder where he or she left 
it, but at the point that would have 
been reached without the interrup­
tion for military service." 

TheVRRJaw,ineffectsince 1940, 
applies to those who leave their jobs 

for voluntary or involuntary military 
service, in war and peace. Collins 
e:tplaincd. 

The Veterans' Employment and 
Training Servicc(VETS) in the Labor 
Deparunent assists reservists and 
National Guard members, as well as 
others who leave military service, in 
enforcing their reemployment rights. 

"I am confident," Collins said, 
"that the vast majority of employers 
will recognize the urgency of the 
present situation and will be suppor 
Live of their em ployecs who return to 
military duty whether voluntarily or 
involuntarily. . 

"An employer or employee hav· 
ing questions about the VRR law 
should look for the local VETS rep­
resentative under 'Labor Department' 
in the government pages of the tele­
phone directory or call the VETS 
National Office, (202) 523-8611." 

Those who leave civilian jobs for 
active duty are not required to re­
quest a leave of absence or even to 
notify employers that military serv­
ice is the reason for leaving, although 
CoUins encouraged anyone called to 
active dULy to give his or her em· 
ployer as much information as pos· 
sible. 

Different rules apply to reservists 
and National Guard members called 

to duty for training. They must rc· 
quest a leave of absence. However, 
this is really just a notice, not a re· 
quest, because the employer cannot 
deny it. 

In addition to the VRR law (Tille 
38, U.S.C .. Chapter43), Collins said 
federal employers and employees 
should be aware of military leave 
provisions of Chapter 353 of the 
Federal Personnel Manual (FPM). 
He said Constance Berry Newman. 
director of the Office of Personnel 

Management, recently issued a di­
rective balancing needs of military 
services With those of other govern· 
mcnt agencies. 

Collins, a retired Air Force fighter 
pilot who spent seven years as a pris­
oner of war in North Vietnam, com­
mended the nation's reservists and 
National Guard members for their 
"tremendous cffons to date in the 
current Middle East situation" and 
wished them all "God speed and a 
safe retum home."

Broadcasting rights anger radio personnel 
lt was presented to the Floyd 

County Board of Education at their 
recent meeting that area radio stations 
be asked to submll btds for exclusive 
nghts to cover high school sports in 
Floyd County. The resolution was 
tumcd down for a lack of a second on 
the motion to act according to the rec­
ommendation. The idea behind such a 
proposal was to be able to raise reve­
nue to help fund some sporting events 
in the county that do not pay lheirown 
way. According to county Athletic 
Dtrector, Frankte Francts, the only 
sport that pays its way is basketball, 
while other sporting events soch as 
baseball and football do not gather in 
enough revenue. 

The proposal, opposed by some 
board members, did not get the needed 
approval. However. that such a thing 
would even have been considered by 
the board, has upset some of the local 
radio personalities in the county. 

"Personally, I don't like it," said 
Jim Allen of radio station WQHY. 
whose station carries around 26 bas­
ketball games a year plus the 
Prestonsburg Blackcat football games. 
"I think we have a right to broadcast 
the games. If they did that it would 
take away revenue from the stations 
that give coverage to local sports.'' 

Allen contends that the fans have 
the right to listen to what station they 
choose and such action by the school 
board wou1d robofthem of that choice.

times we bump heads being at the 
same game, but I would say that 75 
percent of the time we cover differ­
entcontcsts in basketball. We, along 
with WQHY cover the Prestonsburg 
football games at the same time, 
that's because that's where the ad· 
·1ertisers put their money. I don't 
like it like that." 

The recent proposal, though it 
failed, has Dale McKinney champ· 
ing at the microphone.

"Now, kids 
have more options today. They've 
got television, VCRs, movies, 
Marlowe's and Center Stage. Qual· 
ity of competition is down in our 
schools and the attendance is down. 
Instead of raising prices of tickets 
they should be lowering them." 

"The principals in our schools are 
looking to blame the radio stations 
for the drop in attendance," McKin­
ney said. 'They want to use us as an 
excuse for the poor showing."

It is by des1gn, not accident that 
Kentucky enjoys an abundance of 
game and fish. Without care from 
wildlife agencies, sportsmen and 
conservation orgnni7..ations, many 
kinds of wildlife would be in trouble. 

A qwck look around will tell you 
that the places w1ldlife need to sur­
vive are rapidly vanishing. More and 
more habitat disappears each day from 
commercial and industrial expansion. 
It is largely sportsmen who help 
protect what's left-forall to enjoy. 
And, it's the dollars they spend on 
licenses and sporting equipment, not 
state tax money, that makes wildlife 
conservation possible.

"In Kenwcky, hunting and fashing 
related expenditures contribute over 
$1.5 billion armually to the slate's 
economy," according to Commis­
sioner McConnick.

Brcaux" excise tax (included in the 
price of fishing equipment, trolling 
motors, fish fmders, motorboat fuels, 
etc.) have produced nearly $500 
million which is divided among 
qualifying states. The money is used 
for projects such as lake reclamation 
and acquisition, and boat landing and 
pier construction. These monies also 
fund countless research and inven­
tory projects necessary to improve 
fishing.

The Stretch Run 
The weeks between Labor Day

I always remember what the old 
Yankee manager Casey Stengel used 
to say about winning. He said the key 
was in beating the bad teams. Back 
then the teams played each other 22 
umes. Stengel said a winner just had 
to beat the bad clubs 16 or 17 out of 
those 22 games and then hold their 
own with the contenders. That stiU 
sounds like a good plan for a pennant 
in October.

Gear Up for Hunting 'frips 
Though seemingly worlds apart, 

your weekend deer hunt and a cross 
continent wilderness elk hunt have 
one thing in common - important 
gear left behind will be sorely missed. 

The fust and most obvious step 
toward avoiding the "Oh God, J left it 
at home" syndrome is good planning. 
Take a good look at where you are 
going, when you are going there and 
what you will be hunting, and !her. 
carefully consider what gear you 
might need. Next (and especially if 
you will be traveling by air), be ruth· 
less in paring down your gear list to 
what you really will need. 

For faraway advenwring, start 

early and get maps, general inform a· 
tion and specific data on weather and 
terrain conditions in the area where 
you plan 10 hunt. If you have booked 
the hunt with a qualified outfitter, he 
will suggest appropriate personal 
gear. If you are going on your own, 
do meticulous research. It's a good 
idea to prepare for slightly worse 
than "normal" weather and condi­
tions. 

Good, sturdy luggage is of para­
mount importance. The best equip­
ment in the world that doesn't get 
there isn't very useful. Airline travel 
not only severely limits the amount 
of stuff you can take,tl is also a stem 
test ofluggage quality .I use genuine 
G.l. surplus luggage for clothing. Il's 
tough, compact and lightweight, 
saving precious ounces for useful 
gear. 

For seoped firearms, binoculars 
and other fragile equipment, 1 use 
heavy duty, solid aluminum cases 
with strong latches, padlocks and "pop 
open" protection. The various plastic 
gun cases do meet airline require-

ments for a "hard' case, but they are 
not as sturdy nor secure as an all 
metal case. 

Making out a gear list is a great 
idea. but doing two is much better. 

The initial list is made out as you 
plan,theotJlcrlist is done as you pack 
each bag. Carry 1his "bill ol lading" 
with you. h will uoL only help you 
locate your gc.·u qu1ckly and effi· 
cicntly once y<1u gd to camp. it also 
will serve as a checklist as you pack 
to rctum hom~. 

Dcsid~ your major gear such as 
guns, ammo, etc., there is o host of 
cas1ly overlooked "minor" items that 
aren'tso mmoroutm the bu!:h. Good 
planmng on the front end will help 
yourcmembcnhcsesmall but impor­
lant items. 

Ex 1m baucries for nashlights and 
cameras are lughly recommended, 
particularly 111 cold climates. Plastic 
garbage bags (with twist ties), self 
scaling food bag:-i, twine, nylon rope 
and a roll of duct Ulpe arc all incredi­
bly useful on hunting trips. 

A simple Jirst aid kit conta~ning 
aspirin/ibuprofen, an!acitl ar:J mild 
antihistamines, l!trtise~Lic. ointment. 
gau1..c, Band-A1ds :md m:.~lc:;k!n for 
blisters is basic. For cxtcn~ed lrips, 
ask your doctor r or prcscri ption drugs 
based on your :>ersonal health his­
:ory. If )'OU usc eyeglasses, carry an 
extra pair. 

On h close-to-home hunt, poor 
preparation nnd forgouen ge;v may 
be no more than an inconvcnieucc or 
a minor hassle, but on an expensive 
major adventure back in the boon­
docks, it cnn be a real hardship. 
Howevcc, incithcrca..c,lackofprcpcr 
preparation will diminilih I he qliality 
of your hunting tr:ps.

"TI1e hardest things. physically, 
about a tournament are the long hours 
out in the weather. You lose sleep, 
and then you stay out in the hot sun, 
the nun or the cold for eight or 10 
hours, and you do this day after day." 

"It takes a toll on you and you 
have to prepare yourself if you plan 
to keep doing it"

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Touch is important to baby's Security 

by Barbara H. Morris 
Public Relations 
Alliant Health Services 
After a baby is born, it must de­

pend in i L'\ parcnLc; to make life com­
fortable and interesting. Touching is 
very imporUtnt for a baby. A new 
baby is very sensitive to touch. 

Many babies like to fall asleep 
being cuddled or rocked. Many fussy 
babies will become quiet if they are 
held. 

Newborn babies like very secure, 
snuggled-up fcclings. This is the rea-

When a baby cries it is sometimes 
hard lO figure out why. Hunger is the 
most common cause for crying 

Other reasons are bccau.~e the baby 
is uncomfortable-it may be too warm 
or too cold, wet, or dressed too tightly. 
Or it may just be having gas pains. 
Try burping, or holding the baby 
against your body and stroking the 
back of the baby. Walking as you 
bold and pat the baby may help. 

Sometimes your baby may cry 
because he or she needs rest or sleep. 

A tired baby may fuss and cry just 
from exhaustion, keeping itself awake 
with the crying. In that case, helping 
the baby to sleep by talking, stroking, 
patting or rocking is the answer. 

Babies like bright colors, patterns, 
diffcrentshapes, faces and things that 
move. Many people put rattles or 
stuffed animals in the baby's crib. 
Hanging objects like mobiles arc fun 
for the baby because they move. Some 
parents tape postcard pictures up 
around the crib, or paste pictures from 
magazines onto cardboard. 

Only use these before the baby is 
fourmonthsoldbecauseafterthatthe 

baby wm be grabbing things and 
putting them in its mouth. 

One of the best things for the baby 
to sec is people. You can put the 
baby, even when a few days old, on a 
blanket on the floor or in an infant 
scat Carrying the baby or using a 
~ling or baby carrier made for the 
baby will let the child be with people 
and see what is going on. 

Babies have several periods of 
time each day when they are quiet 
and looking. This is a good time to 
show things to your baby. Look into 
the baby's eyes and talk. Do funny 
things like making a big smile, open· 
ing and closing your mouth. Blink 
your eyes and wiggle your nose and 

stick out your tongue. Watch your 
baby try to imitate your faces as it 
gets older. 

Another game you can play is 
looking in a mirror. Have the baby 
close to the mirror. Help the baby 
look in the mirror. Point to the baby 
in the mirror. Say things like"where's 
the baby?" and "there she is!" You 
can put a mirror up over the place 
where you change the baby or give it 
a bath, too. This game is good as the 
baby gets to be a month or two old.

Q. 1 have seen numerous ads for 

condominiums and co-operatives. 
Can you please tell me the difference 
between the two? 

A. The difference between the 
condominium (condo) and the co­
operative (co-op) is the form of own­
ership. 

With the condo, you own a specific 
apartment unit and a partial interest 
in the common areas such as the 
parking lot, courtyard, pool, play­
ground, etc. Each unit is sold sepa­
rateandapartfromallothersand the 
individual is responsible for his/her 
own mortgage, taxes, etc. 

In the co-op, you own shares in the 
corporation or association that owns 
the building. Your shares entitle you 
to lease a specific unit in the building. 
Yourinterestin the co-op is treated as 
personal property, rather than real 
propetty as in the condo project 

mentioned above. If one owner de­
faults, the other tenants may be re­
quired to pay off the debt or risk 
possible foreclosure on the entire 
project. 

Both types of developments gener­
ally have a governing body which 
enactsregulationsandguidelinesthat 
must be followed by the residents. 
Due are usually charged to each resi­
dent to operate and maintain the 
common areas. 

It is suggested that anyone inter­
ested in these types of projects should 
contact their CPA or tax attorney to 
determine which will best fit their 
specific situation.
