Fed probe finds fraud
in air-sampling process

Federal investigators have uncov-
ered evidence of widespread fraud at
850 of the nation’s underground coal
mines, including more than 300 in
Kentucky, in a probe which focused
on the alleged tampering with coal
dust samples used to assess miners’
risk of black lung disease.

According to reports, nearly S00
coal companies are being fined $5
million for alleged violations in 16
states. Kentucky led the pack in the
number of mines where sample tam-
pering was found during a 20-month
investigation by the U.S, Labor

Department.
Dust samples are used to test mine

air quality and to determine whether
an operator is in compliance with
federal regulations. The law requir-
ing air quality testing is designed to
protect miners against lung disease.

During their investigation, federal
regulators uncovered approximately
4,700 instances of alleged tampering
with the dust samples.

Earlier this year, Peabody Coal
Company pleaded guilty tocharges it
falsified dust samples, and the com-
pany was fined a record $500,000,

Floyd mining company is
fined for not paying fines

A Floyd County mining company
has been fined by the Department for
Natural Resources for failing to sub-
mil required information and failing
to pay civil penalties,

B&H Coal Company of Langley
was fined $64,300 last Thursday in
Franklin Circuit Court on three
counts.

The department claimed the com-

pany failed Lo submit surface and
ground water monitoring reports;
failed to maintain a cut slope of an
accessroad; and failed to submitmid-
term review information.

Court records show the company
was fined $23,200 on January 15,
1990; $1,800 on January 16, 1991,
and $24,300 0n March 26, 1990. Each
charge carries a $5,000 penalty.

Village while he tried to locate his

“There was a lot of tension there,”
said Maddiwar, “about 20,000 sol-
diers had been mobilized individu-
ally and were trying to find their
assignment.”

Maddiwar could not locate the
115th MASH because it had been
disassembled. He finally settled in
with the 47th Field Hospital unit. At

first the hospital unit was located
near an airbase, a prime target of the
Iraqi attacks.

Scud attacks were aconstant threat
and Maddiwar said he had to wear his
gas mask each time warnings
sounded.

“T was
scared, but I was prepared to do what
I had'to do to the best of my ability.”

Corporate rift could
threaten proposals

Anapparentrift between the stock-
holders of a Prestonsburg company
could jeopardize the future of pro-
posed nursing care facilities in
Prestonsburg and Paintsville.

In a civil suit filed Wednesday,
April 3, two of the four shareholders
inacompany known as FADA asked
the Floyd Circuit Court to order the
company liquidated to resolve an
alleged “deadlock” between mem-
bers of the corporation’s manage-
ment.

The suit was filed by FADA
members Tom Dingus and Dr. James
D. Adams and it named as defendants
FADA partners H.D. “Buddy” Fitz-

patrick Jr, and Jack Absher. The plain-
tiffs also identified FADA Service
Company, Inc., HC.M.C., Inc.,
Pikeville Investors, Inc, P&P Inves-
tors, Inc,, Holiday Hills, Inc.,
Prestonsburg Investors, Inc.,
Prestonsburg Inn, Inc. and Paintsville
Investors, Inc. as defendants.
Subsidiary companies directed by
FADA currently have proposals
pending before the state’s Certificaie
of Need Commission which seck
permission (o expand Riverview
Manor nursing care facilities in
Prestonsburg and ask approval to
build a new, 100-bed nursing care
facility in Paintsville. The future of

In their complaint, Dingus and
Adamscontend that FADA has “since
June 1990...remained deadlocked in
the management of its corporate af-
fairs and the management of the
subsidiary corporations, and the
sharcholders have been and remain
unable to break the deadlock...”

“Because of the deadlock,” the suit
notes, “the business affairs of FADA
Service Company,..can no longer be
conducted to the advantage of the

Rowland signed an agreed order 1o
the sentence on March 29,

According 1o a published report,
Rowland said the charge would not
affect his position as asssistantcounty
attomey.

“It’s a traffic offense for which I
have pled guilty,” Rowland said.

County Attorney Jim Hammond
said Thursday that Rowland had
admitted to the charge and it was

“He is an excellent and competent
attorney and I'm glad to have him on
my staff,” Hammond said. “The inci-
dent happened before he became
assistant county attorney. Mr. Row-
land received a more severe sentence
than most people convicted of a first
offense DUL.”

shareholders.”

The suit also alleges that FADA
partners Fitzpatrick and Absher “or
othersacting under their direction are
expending corporate funds...without
proper authorization from the direc-
tors.”

the deadlock of the directors in June
1990;" that Fitzpatrick and Absher
be enjoined from conducting any busi-
ness for the corporation in the event
they are found to have conducted past
business withoul “proper corporate
authority;” that FADA be enjoined
from making any corporate expendi-
wires in excess of $1,000 without
proper authority of the directors or by
arder of the court,

The suit seeks a similar dissolution
of Paintsville Investors, Inc.,aFADA
offshoot which seeks to develop a
nursing care facility in Paintsville.

Organize a diverse committee of
people who will take leadership roles.
Make it a community affair; don’t
limit your committee to one or two
groups. Individuals skilled in super-
vising and planning will be needed in
the areas of communications, trans-
portation, safety, equipment, food
service, sanitary facilities, public
relations/advertising and volunteer
recruitment.

Once your commiltee is formed,
choose asite of workable size within
a convenient distance for volunteers.
The site should be large enough so
the volunteers will have plenty of
work to do and can see the accom-
plishment when the job is done.

Visit the site in the early planning
stages. Evaluate access roadsto see if
traffic routing or directional signs
will be needed. If no sanitation facili-
ties are nearby, arrange for portable
toilets. Make sure that adequate park-
ing is available.

Locateapermitted sanitary landfill
for disposal of the collected waste.
Then select an area near the cleanup
site for separation of recyclable items
for which there is a market-glass,
aluminum, plastics. This will decrease
the amount of waste going to the
landfill and will yield a profit from
the sale of recyclables.

Now you’re ready 1o “get the word
out.” Good publicity is the best way

toattract volunteers and reinforce the
idea that everyone can do something
to help, from donating supplies and
equipment to contributing money or
physical labor. Work with your local
newspapers, television and radio
stations to help get your message oul.
Don't forget newsletters and speak-
ers bureaus. Many civic organiza-
tions have newsletters and welcome
speakers at their meetings. Display-
ing posters and other printed materi-
als in busy locations is also a good
way to reach and inform the public.

Whenrecruiting volunteers, spon-
sorsand contributors, carefully evalu-
ate your community to include every
possible resource. Some potential
groupsinclude serviceclubs—Lions,
Rotary and Kiwanis; environmental
groups—Sierraand Audubon; school
groups—PTA and sports; recreational
clubs—fishermen, water skiers,
horseback riders, running and fitness;
local churches and youth clubs—
scouts, 4-H, FFA and FHA. Your
local Chamber of Commerce canalso
help with volunteer contacts,

As you recruil, keep in mind what
suppliesand equipment you will need.
Trash bags are a must and can often
be obtained as “in-kind” donations
from grocery or supply companies.
Trucksto haul the waste to the landfill
and recycling center will be needed.

Perhapsa local waste hauler can help.
Food and drinks for the workers are
essential and can usually be obtained
through donations. And don’t forget
first aid. Possible volunteer sources
include the local fire department, Red
Cross or other emergency medical
personnel.

Does making more than $24,000
per half acre of land in Kentucky
sound too good to be true?

Especially if you're told the crop
you're going to grow is perfectly
legal?

Those attending a regional gin-
seng grower conference sponsored
by the University of Kentucky Col-
lege of Agriculture in Lexington were
told just that.

Don’t rush out and spend all that
extra money you're going to make
growing ginseng though.

“It’sdefinitely notaget-rich-quick
scheme,” said Terry Jones, a UK
Extension horticulturist. “It takes a
lot of hard work, It takes a lot of up-
front start-up money. And it takes
years before highly prized ginseng
roois grow to the proper size and
quality.”

Still, for those with the proper

ginseng offers a profitable alterna-
tive cash crop potential for some.
And ginseng often can be grown on
land not suitable for other crops.

Right now ginseng is a $5 million
industry in Kentucky, Jones said.
Most of that comes from individuals
who dig wild roots found in
Kentucky’s mountain regions. Prop-
erly aged wild roots with the right
look and feel can bring as much as
$235 a pound. That’s almost seven
times the $35 a pound most culi-
vated ginseng brings.

What’s the difference?

Mostly age, Jones said, Many wild
ginseng roots are 12 years or older
giving it the dark and wrinkled ap-
pearance prized by oriental buyers.
Most cultivated ginseng plotsare sold

v after about four years, because farm-
ers need to start making some returns
from their substantial initial invest-
ment. Those roots are lighter in color
and less wrinkled.

But even at $35 a pound, ginseng
can make a nice profit, Jones said.
And some growers are beginning to
experiment with leaving plants in the
ground a year or two longer.

“The Chinese have valued these
roots highly for medicinal purposes
forcenturies,” Jones said. “They have
bought American ginseng since Co-
lonial times, because over the years
they’ve practically wiped out their
original supplies.”

Because Kentucky mountains
proved anatural environment for wild
ginseng, the root has provided con-
siderable income to many diggers in
Kentucky dating back to Daniel
Boone, who reportedly made large
shipments of the root.

Over-harvesting, diggingroots out
of season before plants have achance
to produce new seeds and poaching,
however, began to deplete natural
supplies, Jones said. So experiments
in cultivating ginseng began.

Scott Persons, a ginseng grower
from Tuckasegee, N.C., told those
attending the conference three differ-
entapproachestoproviding the shade
which is essential to growing gin-
seng,

The most costly is a completely
artificial shaded system with a
wooden roof built over the hall acre
plot. The wooden cover is designed
to allow only the proper amount of
sunlight toreach the plants. Although
this system cost $31,575, controlled
conditions enabled the half-acre plot
to grow 1,125 pounds of roots which
sold at $35 a pound, or a gross of
$39,315, or a profit of $7,800.

A woods cultivated system
avoided the expensive roofing re-
quirements by using standing trees
for shade. The land was carefully
cultivated at a cost just over $14,000.
The plants were harvested at five to
six years and sold for $60 per pound.

“Although this plot produced just
500 pounds of roots, the higher price
resulted in a gross of $30,000 and a
profit of $15,690,” Jones said.

Asimulated wild approach torais-
ing ginseng was the least expensive
in the North Carolina experiments,
because it basically consisted of
broadcasting seeds by hand in sites
believed to be favorable to growing
the ginseng. That approach cost
$5,700in total expenses and required
awaitofupto 12 years to produce the
harvest.

It resulted in only 150 pounds of
ginseng for the half acre plot, but at
$235 per pound it brought in $30,000
gross income for a profit of $24,250.

Do those figures suggest landown-
ers ought to rush out and start plant-
ing ginseng?

“Not atall,” Jones said. “He’s got
to know what he’s doing. There is a
high failure rate among first time
growers who may not know the best
management techniques. A soil

sample to ensure the right pH is a
must.”

Slugs and snails can be a problem
as can mice and voles, he added.
Forest critlers can be a problem,
because they love the red berries the
planis produce.

“To them, those lush berries are a
gourmet meal," he said. “so the
grower has to figure a way to keep
them out.”

Diseases can be a big problem, he
added. Leaf spot, stem blight and
rool rot can pose major problems.
And if the grower raises his ginseng
in the woods, poachers can be the
biggest problem.

“In the woods, any digger walking
by who finds your plot may think it
belongs to him,” he said. “It can be
devastating to wake up one morming
after nursing a ginseng patch for ten
yearsand find it gone into apoacher’s
sack.”

However, in spite of those real,
potential problems, he said, the po-
tential for real profits for the knowl-
edgeable grower could be signifi-
cant.

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Baseball in Floyd

County, Kenfucky

“Play ball!” Those words set the
scene for many exciting afternoons
of baseball, in Floyd County, during
the 1930’s, 1940’s, and early 1950’s.
At that time, baseball was the “king
of sports” in Eastern Kentucky. Base-
ball clubs in the area formed several
leagues—Big Sandy League, Elkhorn
League, Eastern Kentucky Baseball
League, and the Mountaineer League,

Big coal companies sponsored
many teams in these leagues. They

provided baseball facilities for the
teams and employment for the play-
ers. A few companies recruited play-
ers from other states like North and
South Carolina and Tennessee. After
the decline of baseball in Eastern
Kentucky, many players stayed with
their jobs and retired in Floyd County.

During the 1930’s and early
1940’s; several baseball players in
the area were Jess Radiff, Sr., Pappy
Imes, Bill Malone, Red Crum, and
Charles “Red" Burnett. Player/man-
ager, lefi-handed Burnett, pitched for
Elkhom Coal Corporation’s team at

Wayland.

The Elkhomn League, the strong-
est of all, continued until the end of
the 1951 season. The league teams in

Floyd County were Wheelwright,
Wayland, Weeksbury, and Drift, Two
teams—Pikeville, managed by Wil-
liam B. Stone and Elkhom City,

managed by catcher/manager Jim
Vance—were in Pike County. The
league schedule called for three games
per week which could be played day
or night since many clubs had lights
for night games.

The Wheelwright club was spon-
sored by Inland Steel Company and
promoted by E. R. “Jack™ Price,
manager of Inland’s Wheelwright
operation. Steve Benedicl was the
manager of the baseball team.

Elkhom Coal Corp. supported the
baseball team at Wayland. W. E.
Parker was business manager and
many team players were employees
of Elkhorn Coal.

The Weeksbury club was spon-
sored by Koppers Coal Co, Danny
Butcher, first baseman, was manager
and Paul Bickford was business
manager.

At Drift, the Reed family pro-
moted baseball. Ward Reed was di-
rector of the Elkhorn League and
Alvin Reed was park manager. Play-
ers were offered jobs with Turner
Elkhom Coal Co. which sponsored
the ball club. The Drift team was
managed by Paul Bulcher.

Many teams in the Elkhorn league
had lighted parks for night-time base-
ball. The park and lighting facilities
at Wheelwright cost over $25,000.
The Weeksbury park was equipped
with excellent lighting on a modermn
field. In 1949, the Reeds at Drift,
spentover $10,000 forimprovements
on their ball park. The Lions Club
and citizens of Wayland built a park
with lighting facilities costing
$20,000. A. B. “Happy” Chandler,
baseball commissioner and former
governor of Kentucky, helped dedi-
cate the park by throwing out the first
ball.

For Elkhorn League players, 1949
was probably the most memorable
year. Wheelwright won the pennant,
but faced second place Drift in the
playoffs. The series was tied at three

Pike County Coroner refuses
to sign death certificate

Pike County Coroner Charles
Morris is refusing to sign the death
certificate of a Pike County woman
killed by a former FBI agent last
spring.

Morris has refused to certify the
death of Susan Daniels Smith be-
cause an autopsy on the body was
halted without his approval and an
official cause of death and official
identification has not been made,

“They can put me in jail if they
want to, but I'm not going to sign it,”
Morris told the Appalachian News-
Express Tuesday. “If 1 sign the death
certificate and then three years from
now she turns up on the street, who's
going tolook like thedamned dummy
then?”

Former FBI agent Mark Putnam
pleaded guilty last summer (o stran-
gling Smith when Smith told Putnam
she was pregnant with his child.
Putnam, who was married at the time,
admitted in Pike Circuit Court last
year that he and Smith had been lov-
ers and he killed Smith after the two
argued.

Putnam said he put Smith’s body
in the trunk of his car and drove to
Lexington before he dumped herbody
in a ravine at Harmon's Branch in
Pike County.

Philip Black of Pendleton County
says he became actively involved in
solid waste issues in his community
because of concems about the water
inthe creek running by the landfill. In
his words, " You know, my grandpar-
ents swam in that creek, my parents
swam in that creck, my wife and 1
swam in that creek when we were
kids, and my children swam in that
creek. | want my grandchildren to be
able to swim in that creek. If one kid
getssick from swimmingin thatcreek
20 years from now because of some-
thing I didn't do, that would be ter-
rible.”

Last year, Kentuckians across the
state raised their voices in protest
over what they foresaw for the fu-
ture: poisoned drinking water, a land-
scape riddled with dumps, and a
poorly regulated waste industry. In
response to what many have per-
ceived as the largest groundswell of
environmental awakening in
Kentucky’s history, the legislature
enacted a solid waste bill in the 1991
special session, Most citizens in-
volved in the process agree that the
legislation did not go far enough.
However, the requirement for local
solid waste management plans pro-
vides the opportunity for citizen in-
volvement in determining how gar-
bage is managed in their communi-
ties.

The legislation allows the state to
issue landfill permits only if they are
consistent with the local solid waste
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plans. The planning process allows
citizens acting through waste man-
agement districts (which may be
individual counties) wdetermine how
many landfills will be able to locate
in their area, and therefore how much
land will be dedicated to that use. In
order to impose such limits, areas
have to demonstrate they have pro-
vided (through arrangements with
landfills either in or out of their area)
capacity for the disposal of their own
garbage. They can also determine
how much of their waste will be re-
cycled, how toxic material in the
garbage will be handled, and ulti-
mately help preserve the quality of
the lakes, steams and groundwater in
the vicinity of landfills.

By June 1, 1991 each county must
decide whether to plan alone or join
into multicounty solid waste man-
agementdistricts. By October 1, 1991
the first phase of the solid waste plan
for each solid wasie management
districtis due. Who is going todo that
plan? The law provides for the crea-
tion of a governing body (it does not
require citizen members) to be formed
10 carry out the plan. However, the
law curiously does not require the
goveming body to be established until
the second (and last) phase of the
plan is submitted, which is not due
until January 1, 1993, That means
that the governing body of the solid
waste management district could be
different from the group that devises
the district’s plan. A lot of very im-
portant decisions will be made in the
planning process. The public will be
as involved in the planning as they
demand to be.

Itseems most sensible to establish
the governing body in the beginning,

put citizens on it and let that govern- -

ing body develop the plan. That is
one way to vest the governing body
in the plan they will have to imple-
ment. It may also give citizens an
increased sense of confidence and
trust in the body that will be enfore-
ing their local rights under the plan.

The new solid waste law is filled
with opportunity and responsibility.
There are boards (0 be appointed,
recycling and composting o be ac-
complished, tax incentives for pri-
vale investment in recycling, back-
ground checks on landfill owners and
operators and a major local plan to be
completed.

Solid waste reform like school
reform is aboul gelting everyone
involved. It's about the recognition
that people who are connected to the
land, the past and the future, must be
al the decision making table of their
communities. Good decisions about
solid waste involve values as well as
engineering.

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“About suicide"”

Suicide is the deliberate ending of
one’s own life. In this country, each
year, about 30,000 deaths are attrib-
pted to suicide. This figure does not
include the many thousands who
cause their own deaths without mak-
ing a conscious decision 1o commit
suicide by driving récklessly, abus-
ing alcohol or other drugs or by ig-
noring serious illnesses. Although
these are often declared accidental
deaths, people who do so have the
same feelings as those who con-
sciously commit suicide.

Why write about such a “morbid"
topic? Because you may be in a posi-
tion to help stop a person who is
considering suicide if you are aware
of the facts and know what to-do. In
over 90 percent of the suicides at-
tempted or completed, the person told
someone they were thinking about it.
If someone told you, would youknow
what to do?

People commit suicide because
their problems seem overwhelming.
Most suicides and suicide attempts
are reactions o intense feelings of
helplessness, worthlessness, depres-
sion, loneliness, etc. People who
threaten suicide or attempt it are of-
ten trying to express these feelings
and their behavior should be seen as
acry for help.

In general, more women than men
attempt suicide although more men
than women actually kill themselves.
Women are more likely to overdose
or use ingestion of lethal substances
to kill themselves, whereas men are
more likely to use quick and violent
means such as a gun or hanging. The
statistical risk of suicide increases as
people getolderand the elderly in our
society now constitute a high risk
group. At high risk also nowadays,
tragically, are children. Even young
people age 5 to 14 are victims of
suicide. Commonly, they have lost a
loved one or are subject to stress such
as abuse and can’t ask for or get
adequate emotional support,

There are special types of stress-
ful situations which often factor in a
decision to commit suicide. Depres-
sion, whether caused by personal loss,
heredity or body chemistry, is a lead-
ing cause of suicide. People who are
depressed often feel overwhelmed
and hopeless and may become dan-
gerously withdrawn from others. A
crisis such as the loss of a job or an
important person or a heated quarrel
can sometimes lead people to attempt
suicide before they have given them-
selves a chance to think things over,
Related to the latter is the abuse of
alcohol or other drugs which impair
judgment and weaken the self-con-
trol of destructive impulses. Finally,
disease and old age with the frighten-
ing prospects of pain and suffering,
loss of independence, income and
dignity, may make suicide seem like
a reasonable alternative.

Suicide is a human behavior sur-
rounded by misconception. There is
for example, the common myth that
people who talk about suicide don’t
do it. As I have already pointed out,
the vast majority do tell someone
they are thinking about it. The prob-
lem here may be that people may put
it in an angry manipulative way that
leads others to take it seriously.
Another myth is that talking frankly
and openly about suicide may give a
person the idea. Suicidal people al-
ready havethe ideabut talking frankly
about it may help to prevent them
from acting on it. Still another is that
all suicidal persons are mentally ill,
Some may be, but most are simply
extremely unhappy or upset and fora
few critical moments just can’t find
any other alternative. Perhaps the
most dangerous myth is the belief
that once someone is suicidal, they
are beyond help. Most people com-
mit suicide in the throes of a crisis.
By their very nature and definition,
crisis are time-limited and usually of
fairly shortduration. Therefore, if we
can help a person get through the
crisis, suicide can be prevented.

Most people who are considering
suicide give clues to their intentions.
The following are some of the con-
siderations which mental health pro-
fessionals use to assess the risk of
suicide in individuals. Previous sui-
cide attempts may mean that a person
is a high risk to try again. The pres-
ence of a clinical depression which
includes the symptoms of sleep and
appetite disturbances; the loss of
pleasure and interest in things; and a
tendency to withdraw from others, is
a cause for serious concern. If a per-
son makes preparations for deathsuch
as making a will; giving away per-
sonal possessions; or acquiring the
means for suicide such as a gun, it
may mean that a decision has been
made. Likewise, when we notice a
sudden lifting of spirits or a sense of
focus and purposeful attitude in a
person who has been extremely de-
pressed, we become concerned that
this means the person has made their
decision to commit suicide and is
experiencing relief that their “troub-
les will soon be over.” Finally, if a
person is making threats that they
intend to kill themselves, no matter
how manipulative we may feel these
are, we take them very seriously.

If you or someone you know is
thinking about suicide or giving the
kindsofsignalsdescribed, please seek
help from a mental health profes-
sional. If you feel uncomfortable with
that, talk to your family physician or
clergyman. Above all, don’t ignore
the problem. It doesn’t go away, of-
ten gets worse, does kill people, and
more often than not can be prevented.

AAA safety foundation study
indicates alcohol remains
popular among students

While use of marijuana, cocaine
and other illegal drugs has dropped
among college freshmen, alcohol
remains popular, reveals a study
funded by the AAA Foundation for
Traffic Safety. Conducted by Har-
vard School of Public Health re-
searchers, the study also found that
heavy alcohol use is a feature of fresh-
man life, despite a connection be-
tween “binge” drinking and violent
behavior, such as date rape.

The study, “Alcohol and the Col-
lege Freshman: ‘Binge’ Drinking and
Associated Problems”, surveyed
1,669 first-year students at 14 Mas-
sachusetts colleges. Current student
attitudes and behaviors were com-
pared to those of the 1977 freshmen
at the same schools as part of the
report.

Certain trends surfaced in the
study, including a high rate of drink-
ing and driving, and concern about
alcohol and violence. Nearly half of
the men surveyed and 14 percent of
the women reported driving after three
or more drinks. Up to 18 percent of
the men and 13 percent of women
said they drank while in a car during
the past year. College administrators
at 73 Massachuseuts schools stressed
that drunkenness was a major prob-
lem for their campuses. Problems
associaled with heavy drinking in-
cluded date rape, problems with po-
lice, and vandalism, stated half of the
administrators.

Beer remains the alcoholic bever-
age of choice for the group, and many
freshmen reported drinking in a bar
despite being underage. Other choice

locations for drinking include a
friend’s residence, dormitory rooms,
or sorority and fraternity functions.

About half the freshmen stated
they drank to relax. Slightly less than
half stated they also drank to feel less
tense in social situations, Finally, as
many as one-third of the students
said they drank to get drunk.

“This report shows a problem
faced on campuses that can spill over
and affect an entire community. For
example, the numbers showing a high
percentage of students had driven
after drinking illustrates how high-
way safety is affected by alcohol at-
titudes on campus,” said Lilla Ma-
son, Execulive Secretary, Blue Grass
AAA Foundation for Safety.

Helping children in grief

Everyone needs help coping with
the agony of losing a loved one, but
children are especially vulnerable to
the long-term effects of the trauma of
losing a parent or sibling. Unfortu-
nately, surviving parents and family
members are often distraught with
their own grief, leaving the special
needs of a child temporarily forgot-
en.

A child’s concept of death usually
varies with his or her age and devel-
opment:

« 3-5 years old. Children this age
tend to see death as “going to sleep”
or taking a trip, not yet realizing the
permanence of death. It's imporiant
to explain death in a way that won’t
reinforce these misconceptions.

* 5-9 years old. Children now
understand the reality of death, but
have a difficult time imagining it
happening to someone they know.

» 9-10 years old. Children this age
generally understand the irreversible
nature of death and are aware of the
social implications for the survivors;
they also tend to become interested in
the biological aspects of death at this
age.
» Adolescents. Older youth may
revert to earlier concepts of death,
but they usually become concerned
with a search for the “meaning™ of
death, like adults. Adolescents will
usually reach out to peers for com-
fort.

Because of the confusion that of-
ten surrounds the announcement of a
death—relatives making arrange-
ments, a general break-down of the
“house rules,” the adults’ own grief,
etc.—it’s often distant relatives,
school teachersorclose family friends
that are in the best position to help
support the child. There are several
important things you can do:

* Reiterate that the death has oc-
curred, and is final, This will be hard,
but the child needs to hear and under-

stand these important facts. There’s
some debate about the value of ex-
plaining death tochildrenin religious
terms—it often frightens the child
(“IFI"m not good. God will take me,
t00™), and some think that telling a
child that the dead person is watching
from heaven can be upsetting for an
age group that’s often very literal
minded.

* Encourage the child to express
his or her feelings. If not verbally,
then through drawing or painting.
Answer questions directly and hon-
estly; deception will be quickly per-
ceived and can foster unnecessary
fear or anger.

= Make the child feel safe and
secure, Children who have lost a
parent often feel vulnerable—make
sure the child understands that he or
she will be taken care of.

= Most experts agree that children
should be allowed—but not foreed to
participate in the funeral. Obviously,
this is a personal decision for the
family to make, but mourning rituals
serve children in the same way they
serve adults: to say good-bye to the
deceased and to underscore the final-
ity of the death. They also help dispel
a common childhood fantasy that the
deceased person will someday come
back.

= Remember—children are not
adults. Telling achild to“grow up” or
1o “‘be a big boy/girl” won't help the
matter. Well-informed, observant and
approachable adults can play a large
role in minimizing the long-term
impact of the child’s grief,

As with adults, all children are
susceptible lo the longer-term emo-
tional problems that can stem from a
traumatic event, but some are more
vulnerable than others and should be
walched closely. These include:

» Children whose surviving parent
is having excessive trouble coping
with the death.

* Children who had a mental or
emotional problem before the death,

» Children whoare under five years
old or who are adolescent-age when
the loss occurs.

» Girls under eleven who lose a
mother.

« Adolescent boys who lose a fa-
ther.

= Children who had preexisting
conflict with the deceased person.

= Children who lack adequate
family or community support.

« Children orphaned by the death.

It's difficult to judge which be-
haviors are “normal” for grieving
children and which are not because,
by the nature of the bereavement
process, intense emotions and ex-
treme behavior are to be expected.
Some persistent behavior, however,
indicates a possible need for profes-
sional help. These include:

= persistent anxieties, hope for a
reunion with the deceased, or guilt.

« desire to die; threats of suicide.

« continued over-activity with
aggressive and destructive outbursts.
~ * exaggerated clinging to surviv-
ing parent.

= complete absence of grief.

= a strong resistance to forming
new attachments.

= complete absorption in day-
dreaming.

Jones emphasizes state's relationship with military

Democrat Brereton Jones said
Tuesday that he would establish a
Military Affairs Commission as
govemnor to enhance the military’s
role in the economic development of
Kentucky.

“Kentucky is extremely fortunate
to have adeep involvement and asso-
ciation with all branches of the mili-
tary,” Jones said at a Radcliff news
conference. “The impact on the so-
cial and economic fiber of Kentucky
is enormous.”

Jones noted that there are approxi-
mately 38,000 active duty military
personnel in Kentucky and another
24,000 reserve and National Guard
forces.

He also spoke of the “critical and
highly visible role” played by Ken-
tucky forces in Desert Storm. “The
commitment of soldiers from Ken-
tucky—both regular and reserve—is
without peer.”

To express the state’s apprecia-
tion for that commitment, Jones said
he would support legislation in the
1992 General Assembly to award a
bonus of at least $300 to every Ken-
tuckian who served during Desert
Shield and Desert Storm.

“Our soldiers who performed so

L bravelyand so well deserve our heart-

felt thanks and support,” Jones said,
“Itis only appropriate that this bonus
be made available to them as soon as
possible.”

Jones noted that Kentucky and its
citizens have been supportive of the
military over the years. But, he said,
the relationship has often become so

comfortable that the military is con-
sidered to be a permanent resident. It
is not until there is a threatened re-
duction in the military presence that
the state becomes truly concerned, he
added.

“It will be my position as gover-
nor that it is imperative that the
Commonwealth shift from a passive
acceptance of the military presence
to a pro-active stand of support to
protect this unique asset,” he said.

The Military Affairs Commission
will help the state improve communi-
cation with the military installations
located here; promote the mission
needsof those installations; and prove
to the Department of Defense that
Kentucky is committed to the mili-

Jones said he would ask the com-
manders of the various military in-
stallations in Kentucky to participate
with the commission to enhance and
promote their needs.

“I believe there is another role the
governor and the state must play,” he
said. “That is one of advocate.”

They ain’t all McDonalds

As a person goes across the land-
scape of this great country of ours, he
notices that many aspects of Ameri-
can life are beginning to become
uniform. Thisis especially true of our
eating establishments. Many small
towns in America have their
McDonald’s, BurgerKing, Pizza Hut,
or any number of restaurants includ-
ing Kentucky Fried Chicken (which
is dropping the “Kentucky” and
“Fried” part of its name). Some small
towns do have places that still man-
age 1o survive despite the chain res-
taurants.

I'would be a hypocriteif I said that
[ did not appreciate these fast food
giants as I eat at one of them often.
However, these places are so uni-
form from one town to another that
they have no atmosphere. I'm not
talking about the “atmosphere™ in
expensive restaurants that sends the

priceof ahamburger 1o the five dollar
and up range. I'm talking about the
“homey” feeling that ones get while
at such a place.

McDowell is not big enough fora
chain restaurant. [ don’tknow if Iam
glad or sad about that fact. However,
we do have restaurants that take
advantage of the absence of the chains.
These places don’t have any golden
arches or fancy decor. What they do
have is good food at a reasonable
price. Isn't that what we want in a
restaurant anyway? They also have a
built in “atmosphere” factor: friends
and neighbors.

One such place called Brenda's
Place is really located in Minnie, but
to me it is part of McDowell. (In my
way of thinking McDowell is any
place where one of McDowell's stu-
dents lives). Brenda’s Place is run by
Brenda Frazier who just happens to
be my first cousin, She will probably

sue me for letting this information
out, but she still is my cousin. Joann
Paige, who just happens to be my
sister and doesn’t even care if people
know it, does the cooking during the
day. As you would imagine, cousins,
aunts, brothers, and any combination
of kinfolk can be found there on any
given visit,

Even if I don’t run into a relative
during a visit to Brenda Place, I al-
ways get caught up on what is hap-
pening in all the families.

Sometimes I learn more than I
want to, but, as they say, that goes
with the territory. Since the restau-
rant is a small town establishment, it
is a good place to get a feeling for
what people think about our school.
If you have visited such a place, you
know the customersare not shy about
voicing their opinions. That is not to
say they are critical—they're just as
generous with praise as they are with

criticism. They tell me they are “tell-
ing it like it is.”

Since thisareais dependenton the
coal production, a person can get an
education in the trials and tribula-
tions of mining. I can get a much
better indication of how the economy
is doing by listening to a conversa-
tion on the state of coal industry, as
told by Brenda's customers than I
can by looking at the chart of the five
leading indicators of the economy.
The leading indicators are just num-
bers—the stories I hear at Brenda’s
deal with real live people that I know
and care about. And on a practical
level it is important for me that they
do well, If they don’t, they leave and
take their children with them. We
teachers need someone to teach if we
are to hold our jobs.

Vision comes to life as Weeksbury school burns

We were living at ‘Weeksbury,
Floyd County, in the school year of
1943/44. My dad was a coal miner
and that meant we had to move a lot
and go where there was work. While
he was working in Weeksbury, we
lived in a company house that was
located on the hill across from the
coal tipple. Since it was close to the

tipple, coal dust was everywhere and
it was hard to keep the house clean.
Qur clothes had to be washed and
hung outside early in the morning, or
late at night, when the coal tipple
wasn't running,

Miss Homer, one of the few souls
who actually owned their own ve-
hicle, operated a taxi service which
ran from the company houses to a

Since it was a long walk from the
houses to the store the taxi made it
easier for the women (o go into town
for groceries, or take the children to
the doctor, Sometimes, if you were
lucky enough to have the money and
could pay for a ticket, the taxi could
even take you to the theater to see a
movie.

If you couldn't take the taxi into
town, life in the camp still had many
pleasures, One was the produce truck
that came into camp once a week
selling peanuts that you had to roast
yourself, The other was a lady that
sold chili dogs.1wonderifthey would
taste as good now as I remember
them tasting then.

The day the school burned my
mother came to get me up for school.
I'told her that Iwasn’t going to school
that day, and neither was my brother
Larry.

When she questioned why I wasn’t
going, I informed her that the school
was going to burn and, therefore,
there wasn't any use in going.

She wanted to know how I knew
that the school was going to burn. I
told her I had seen it last night. She
kept insisting that it was a dream and
I kept insisting that it wasn’t.

She, of course, won the argument
and I wentto school. The school, as |
remember it, was built against a hill.
This meant that the front was two or
three stories high, while at the back
each story had an entrance that was
level with the ground. To provide
lightsand fresh air they had dug down
at the back of the school, to the bot-
tom level, so they could have win-
dows. At the top of these chasms they
had put railings so the children
wouldn’t fall in. The children were
always climbing on the railings and
playing. Icould never bring myselfto
touch them, I would get light-headed
just walking by and would almost
black out.

As a child I would get faint just
walking on a log that was placed on
the ground. So, you can imagine the
terror I felt walking past the railings.

To anine year old, they represented a
bottomless pit. The end of my life!

Mr. Campbell came around that
morning to remind the teacher, and
the students that there would be a fire
drill sometime that day. He received
the rules for a fire drill: each child
was to march quietly, and orderly,
out of the room, go up the hill and
then wait until the teacher gave us the
all clear before going back into the
school.

My brother Larry, who was in the
first or second grade, and some older
boys had gone to the bathroom and
saw the fire. The other boys reported
the fire while Larry went back to his
room and started gathering his books
and coat. When the teacher told him
tosit down, he told her, “no,” that the
school was on fire and he was getting
out. He went out of the building, up
the hill and thought the other students
were following him. When he got
hung on some barb wire, he looked
around for help and found he was
alone. They searched a long time for
him. He finally freed himself and
came home,

My cousin Glema Ray, told my
mother that she had seen Larry go up
the hill with his coat afire. But that
wasn’t true,

From what I can remember, my
brother Larry was the only student
that got his coat and books, only
because he refused to listen to the
teacher and sit down.

I remember the bell ringing, the
students getting quietly to their feet
and marching out the door. Suddenly
the room was filled with black smoke.
The teacher quickly closed the door
and marched to the windows. By this
time there were people outside the
building helping the students out of
the windows. I can’t remember if she
broke the windows or if they could be
raised, but soon she was helping stu-
dentsover the window sillsand across
that black, bottomless pit.

I still don’t know if I was afraid of
the fire or more afraid of that hole. So
I ran into the cloak closet at the back
of the room and hid under some coats,

I think there was another student with
me. I had to be carried bodily to the

window, but I can’t remember who
helped me out of the buildingor how
I got outside. I just remember run-
ning home and telling my mother,
“See, I'told you it was no use going o
school. It burned down!”

The fire trucks responded right
away, but nothing could be done to
save our school. In fact, we were very
lucky that there weren’t any deaths,
or more students seriously hurt. The
teachers were all working to get the
students out of the building, they
were working under a handicap be-
cause the fire was spreading fast and
soon the whole building wasengulfed
in flames. It burned in45 minutes, as
much as | can remember.

After the fire, school was held in
the theater, over the drugstore and in
a church building. My class was the
onethatatiended schoolinthe church,
It was close enough to the old school
so we still played on the playground.

They had some playground equip-
ment called a giant. It was a large
metal pole with chains hanging down
with a triangle piece of metal at the
end. Your arm was put in and around
and around you went, Well, one day
we were playing and the child in front
of me got scared and let go of her
triangle picce of metal, It swung back
and hit me in the head. I was carried
to the church and laid on a bench.
They called the doctor or someone
drove me to his office because I was
unconscious and they couldn’t wake
me. My mother was told that if it had
been one quarter inch lower that I
would never have awakened. I carry
that scar today, not on the outside but
on the inside. So, whenever they take
head x-rays, I have to explain to the
doctor about that accident at my old
school. They always call my mother
to confirm that I had the accidentand
what side of my head that it was.

After that accident, the children
were no longer allowed to go across
the road and play on that playground.
We all missed going to the play-
ground.

After that hit on the head, I have
never had any more visions that was
as strong as the one about the school
house.

There will be an 11- by 14-foot
birthday cake and ice cream, both
donated by The Kroger Co. The gym
will be decorated with balloons, and
Second Street students will sing

In addition to Gov. Wilkinson and

SWAT teams need

a few good students

The Kentucky Division of Energy
is recruiting Kentucky high school
teachers and junior and senior stu-
dents for its SWAT teams.

SWAT IJr., Students Weatheriza-
tion/Audit Training program, is a
unique oppeortunity for high school
students to learn more about energy
conservation and to apply what they
leam to their own school facility.

SWAT Jr.requiresone teacher and
oneincoming junioror senior student
from participating schools to attend
an intensive five-day energy audit
training course during June. An en-
ergy audit allows a team to identify
the ways energy is used in a facility
and then analyze the information to
determine whatchanges can be made
to use energy more efficiently.

In the fall, the teacher and student
organizeaSWAT teamat their school.
The team divides the school-wide
energy audit into easily manageable
tasks.

Near the end of the school year, the
students prepare a report for their
principal and school board that lists
the changes they recommend.
Changes generally range from no-
cost/low-cost options such as main-
tenance and operation changes 1o
improvements that may call for sig-
nificant dollar investments. Many of
the measures may be implemented
during the school year.

Many SWAT teams also conduct
public awareness campaigns that
involve the entire student body and
members of their community.

In addition to the practical hands-
on experience the students receive,
schools have welcomed the programs
because it allows dollars saved on
energy costs to be used for instruc-
tional programs.

The 1991-92 school year will be
the fourth year of operation for this
innovative program. Since the
program’s inception, several other
states have implemented similar ac-
Livities,

The program is conducted by the
Division of Energy, Natural Re-
sources and Environmental Protec-
tion Cabinet, undera grant 80 percent
funded by the U.S. Department of
Energy.

Morehead State University has
established a new program to make
payment of tuition and fees easier for
students and their parents.

There is a $50 non-refundable fee
to enroll in the plan, but if all pay-
ments are made according to the
individual’s plan, the student will
receive a $50 credit to be spentin the
University Bookstore.

The program was begun during
the 1990 spring semester and has
proven to be quite successful this
year, Fluty said. More than 100 stu-
dents signed up for it and approxi-
mately 85 completed the 10-month
plan, he said.

Old Drift Ball Park, Once Dormant, To Come Alive

Itused to be the home of countless
baseball games. The old Elkhom
League and Big Sandy League used
todisplay their talents at the old Drift
Ball Park.

“That was all there was 1o do back
then,” said Ed Caudill, former player
in the old Elkhorn League, Sundays,
after church, Drift ball park was the
place everyone went to waich some
|| good semipro hardball.

Then it happened. In the early
*50’s the leagues foided and in the
coming years the old park slowly
deteriorated and finally was scrapped
as a place to play baseball. Weeds
would eventually cover the field
where many baseball hopefuls played
baseball. It soon became just another
empty lot, The grandstand that once
was a landmark was tom down, All
that was left of the old field to many
people was just memories and old

photographs, if they were fortunate
to have any.

Last week, Norman Osbome and
his wife Glo, owners of the property
where the old park set, offered the
site 1o the county to be restored for
youngsters once more to play base-
ball. According to District 3 Magis-
trate, Betty Caudill, ithas been some-
thing they have tried to achieve for
the past year,

“We had been talking about it for
a long ome,” Caudill stated. “Then
last week Mr. Osbome called Judge
(John M.) Stumbo and said that he
would lease the property tothe county

*for $600 a year. So, at our Fiseal

Court meeting I made the motionito
lease the property, and it was ap-
proved by the court.”

Caudill said that all the magis-
trates were good about voting for the
lease and were happy that a ball park
is being put back at the old site.

“Our county really needs this,”
explained Caudill. “In fact the high
school (McDowell) needs it— and
not for practices. When the high
school gets through with it, the other

leagues can use it.”

Caudill said a baseball complex
will not be built on the site, just a
single field for the high school and
other teams.

“It will take a lot of pressure off of
the Minnie Park,” said Ed Caudill,
who is overseeing the work at the
park. “You would not believe the
usage Minnie Park gets, or the phone
calls we get from people who want to
use the park at Minnie.”

The Minnie Park does not have
adequate facilities to handle high
school or Babe Ruth baseball games.
The park is geared more for Liule
League and Minor League baseball
as well as softball.

Magistrate Caudill, said the weeds
had been taken off the field, and that
the field needs to dry from all the rain
the county has had lately.

“The people, as well as the Fiscal
Court, are tickled to death that we
were able to secure the property,”
remarked Caudill.

Jeff Meek Sees No Problem For
Cincinnati To Repeat In NL West

In his commentary, Meek ex-
pressed his allegiance to the Reds
making no secret of being a big Reds
fan.

“Ithink the Reds will win itagain,”
the soft spoken sportscaster related,
“at least the National League West-
emn Division. And I will say this, that
whoever wins the National League
West will win the pennant.”

Meek sees the addition of Daryl
Strawberry 1o this year's Los Ange-
les Dodger team as being an impact
player for Tom Lasorda’s ball club.

“But can Strawberry make them a
winner?” said Meek. “Can he do
anymore than what Curt Gibson did
when he was with them? The Dodger
pitching staff is suspect. Oral Hersh-
iserisaquestionmark, Rookie Ramon
Martinez will have to prove that he
can pitch with some consistency even
though he had a good rookie season.,
He is going to have to be in it for
awhile to prove he can pitch year in
and year out, And the Dodger de-
fense has been pitiful this spring.”

Meek actually sees the Dodgersas
a third place team and the San Fran-
cisco Giants as the number two club.

“The Giants will do better,” said
Meek. “They have made some ad-
justments and added some new
people. But can they stay healthy.”

Even though the San Dicgo PAires
added first baseman Fred McGnff
and shortstop Tony Fernandez, Meek
feels that is not enough to help a
fourth place finish for the Padres.

“Oh, they will make an impact on
the Padres team, but they are not
going to be able (0 make them win-
ners.”

Meek.

“l also see Bill Doran and Maranio
Duncan platooning at second base.
Morris can’t hit left hander’s and
Benzinger can. Braggs was turned
over to the Reds last season and hit
280 for them. One thing I hope Pin-
iella does is leave Billy Hatcher in
left field as the regular left fielder.”

KDFWR To Cancel Ky/Tenn.
Reciprocal License Agreement

The Kentucky Department of Fish
and Wildlife Resources (KDFWR)
has begun the process to dissolve the
reciprocal license agreement exist-
ing between Kentucky and Tennes-
see for sport fishing and waterfowl
hunting on bordering sections of
Kentucky Lake.

AccordingtoDonR. McCormick,
KDFWR commissioner, the agree-
ment willexpire April 17 of this year.

McCormick cited the difference
in Kentucky's and Tennessee’s regu-
lations for this portion of the lake as
basis for dissolving the agreement.

“The department and Kentucky
anglers are very concemed about
maintaining quality fishing opportu-
nities in this portion of Kentucky
Lake,” said McCormick.

“Sincethereissuchadifferencein
Kentucky's and Tennessee’s man-
agemenl objectives and the corre-
sponding laws needed to achieve
those objectives, the only feasible
choice is to dissolve the agreement,”
McCormick added.

McCormick further stated that
abolishing the agreement ensures that
Kentucky regulations will be fol-
lowed in the Kentucky portion of
Kentucky Lake.

“This will allow the KDFWR to
meet its obligation to Kentucky an-
glers by increasing the effectiveness
of fisheries managementon Kentucky
Lake,” said McCormick.

Approximately 22,000 of the
30,000 acres within the reciprocal
zone area actually lie in Kentucky,
This portion will not be strictly gov-
erned under Kentucky'ssize and creel
limit laws.

The area formerly in reciprocal
zone on Kentucky Lake included the
waters between the Highway 68/30
bridge (Eggner Ferry) in Kentucky
and the Highway 79 bridge (Paris
Landing) in Tennessee,

Dissolution of the reciprocal
agreement means state boundaries
and markers will be established for
Kentucky Lake waters near the Ken-
tucky/Tennessee state line. Anglers
must be licensed in the state where
they fish, and follow the appropriate
regulations.

The cancellation of the agreement
with Tennessee for Kentucky Lake
also includes the abolishment of the
reciprocal zone on Dale Hollow Lake
under the same terms. The agreement
between the two states establishing
reciprocal waters included both
Kentucky and Dale Hollow Lakes.

This film didn’t do well at
the box office, and, no
doubt, the title was at least
partially to blame. Addition-
ally, the pace is somewhat
slow and some of the
dialogue a little over-
wrought. Still, thismovie has
a lot to be said for it,
particularly a fine perfor-
mance by Gary Oldman (Sid
& Nancy) and a disturbing
story that is, for the most
part, true.

Oldman stars as a Korean
War veteran whose post-

combat trauma overtakes
him. Clearly he needs help;
what he gets is incarceration
and a journey into a hellish
existence purportedly “for
his own good.” In a cruelly
ironic twist, it is the very
horror of his plight that
restores Oldman's faculties
and self-control as he strug-
gles relentlessly to be heard.
A numbing series of examin-
ations, hearings and the like
keep rendering the same
heartbreaking verdict: The
man is sick and can’t be
allowed his liberty. The
script does get a little ham-

fisted in making its point, *

but the horror of the situa-
tion and the fine acting carry
the film along.

Dennis Hopper con-
tributes a fine cameo as one
of Oldman’s fellow patients.
