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Savage storm rips through area

Bingo 
probe 
sought

The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation will ask the Commonwealth 
Attorney to launch an investigation 
into the "alleged illegal .. use of school 
facilities at Allen Central, Betsy 
Layne and Prestonsburg high schools. 

Superintendent Ron Hager rec­
ommended Tuesday to the board that 
Commonwealth Attorney Jerry Pat­
ton be asked to investigate the use of 
school facilities after reports of ille­
gal bingo games at Prestonsburg was 
reported last week. 

The Prestonsburg Academic Ath­
letic Association has been operating 
bingo g;:~mes on Monday nights at 
Prestonsburg High School for sev­
eral years. The association has failed 
to meet state law criteria to operate 
the game as a charitable gaming ac­
tivity. 

All board members gave their 
consent to the investigation after a 
lengthy closed session at Tuesday's 
board of education meeting. 

Prestonsburg principal Robert 
May was in attendance at the board 
meeting but was not asked to address 
the bingo issue. May reportedly gave 
Hager some the group's financial 
records Tuesday afternoon. 

In a special meeting of the board 
last Friday, the board ordered the 
games to cease as of Friday. The 
board also asked that a preliminary 
report on the activities be made at 
Tuesday's regular meeting. 

The board asked Friday that the 
legality of the game and a full ac­
counting of those funds be made to 
the board. 

"I want it stopped," chairman Ray 
"Shag" Campbell said Friday. "I want 
some answers from him (May). If it's 
a school activity, it should be au­
dited." 

Superintendent Hager explained 
Friday that the bingo games began 
three to four years ago at Betsy Layne, 
Allen Central and Prestonsburg high 
schools. Hager said he thought the 
games at Betsy Layne and Allen 
Central "folded" a short time after 
they began. He said he was unaware 
the games were not in compliance 
with state laws.

Ousley's son Shawn was outside 
repairing a motorcycle when the wind 
flung him against concrete. His wife, 
Juanita, said she watched the storm 
approach. Treetops touched the 
ground, she said. The wind pushed 
her against the wall and she had to 
fight her way inside her home. Sand

Two schools for the price of one, Billips says : 

Three options offered 
f r in-city high school

School board member Eddie Bil­
lips was expected to ask Tuesday that 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion consider alternatives to a pro­
posed new Prestonsburg High School 
at Middle Creek. 

With the assistance of Lexingtnn 
architect Bryan Romanowitz, Billips 
prepared three options for building a 
new high school and a new or reno­
vated elementary school which would 
incorporate existing structures with 
new construction. 

Billips said Monday his proposals 
could save construction money, get 
"two schools for the price of one," 
and keep the high school inside the 
city limits. He added that he thought 
the idea was feasible, and stressed 
that he had personally paid for pre­
liminary plans drawn up by Roma­
nowitz. 

The first of Billips' proposals calls 
for the construction of a new, 800-
studenthigh school on property adja­
cent to the existing school, including 
the property now used as a football 
Held. A new field would be built 
behind the new school, parking would 
be provided along the bank of the Big 
Sandy River, and the existing 
Prestonsburg High School gymna­
sium would be renovated. Billips 
estimated that option one could be 
built for $2.4 million less than the 
Middle Creek proposal. 

Billips said the second option, 
which he favored, would expand on 
thefl.rst by completely renovating the 
existing high school to serve as an 
elementary school. The proposal 
includes a new 800-student high 
school, a new football field. parking 
along the river, and renovations to 
the old high school that include a 
multi-purpose elementary physical 
education addition, an academic ad-

dition and a library. The plan would 
expand elementary classroom sizes 
to the state required 720 square feeL 

Billips said he estimated the cost of 
option two at $3.7 million, noting 
that the funds could be found by 
redirecting approximately $1.2 mil­
lion already proposed for renovating 
the existing Prestonsburg Elemen­
tary School and in $1.3 million pro­
posed for use in remodeling 
Prestonsburg High as central offices. 

Option three, Billips said, would 
involve razing of the existing 
Prestonsburg High and constructing 
a new elementary school on the site. 
He priced that proposal at $4.1 mil­
lion. 

Other options could be incorpo­
rated into any of the proposals, Bil­
lips said, including the construction 
of a new middle school or the devel­
opment of a baseball field and track.

For commercial garbage services : 

City okays 
rate hike

Many Prestonsburg businesses face 
significant increases in their costs for 
having garbage removed, but the full 
effect of rate increases adopted 
Monday by city council won't be felt 
for at least a year. 

After an extended debate, council 
voted Monday to adopt an amended 
ordinance establishing new rates for 
commercial garbage pick up and set­
ting new regulations for all residents 
who use city sanitation services. 
Residential fecsof$8 per month were 
unchanged by the new ordinance. 

Commercial rates will be based on 
a charge of$3 per cubic yard and will 
be assessed on a basis of dumpster 
size and the number of times per 
week garbage is picked up. A busi­
ness which uses a four cubic yard 
dumpster, for example, wiU pay $12 
each time the dumpster is emptied. 
The minimum number of pick ups 
established by the ordinance is once 
per week. 

New garbage rates will be phased 
in over a period of one year, with the 
ftrst increase, a 33.3 percent hike, to 
take effect July 1. The rates will in­
crease to 66.6 percent of the total 
effective hike on January 1, 1992, 
and full implementation of the in­
crease will take effectJune 1, 1992. 

To determine the effect of the in­
crease, business owners should com­
pare their current monthly charges, 
which are included on city utility 
bills, to the total they will pay under 
new rates. For example: 

-A business which uses a four-yard 
dumpster and has its garbage col­
lected twice a week will pay $24 a 
week or $96 per month under new 
rates. 

If that business pays only $50 per 
month under existing rates, the total 
increase will be $46 per momh. One­
third ofthat$46, or roughly $1~. will 
be added to monthly bills on July I. 
Another $15 will be added on Janu­
ary 1, 1992, and the final third will be 
added June I. 1992. 

The larger the dumpster and the 
more often garbage is collected, the 
greater the dollar amount of the rate 
increase. 

Another provision of the new gar­
bage ordinance requires users of the 
city service to dispose of their trash in 
proper, covered containers-garbage 
cans or dumpsters-and it prohibits 
placing trash contained only in gar­
bage bags on curbsides. 

Residential and commercial cus­
tomers may rent containers from the 
city or provide their own. Rates for 
residential containers will be $2 per 
month. Commercial rentals vary 
depending on the size of the con­
tainer. Commercial customers will 
be required under the ordinance to 
phase out the usc of privately owned 
dumpsters and replace them eventu­
ally with city rentals.

Appeal is 
denied in 
shooting 

The Kentucky Court of Appeals 
has affirmed the 1989 first-degree 
manslaughter conviction of a 
Prestonsburg woman in connection 
with the November 19RR shooting 
death of James Ronald Hudson, 39, 
of Prestonsburg. 

Karon Couch, 31, was tried and 
convicted on August 7, 1989 in Floyd 
Circuit Court. Couch maintained she 
shot Hudson in self-defense because 
he was allegedly beating her and her 
13-year old son. 

The Court of Appeals held that the 
Floyd County Court acted properly 
when it did not issue a directed ver­
dict in the case; that there was no 
justification in Couch using deadly 
force; and that the jury should not 
have been given an instruction on a 
reckless homicide charge. 

Couch was indicted for shooting 
and killing Ronald Hudson on No­
vember 16,1988 after the two argued. 

The appeal stated that Hudson was 
in a drunken rage and Couch shot him 
to protect herself and her 13·y~r old 
son. 

Couch testified at her trial that 
Hudson had been drinking the night

Heavy storm damage was reported 

Tuesday evening in Louisa, and in 
downtown Paintsville winds ripped 
away part of the roof or the post 
office and damaged other buildings. 

At Little Lick Fork, ncar Jenny's 
Creek in Johnson County, a mobile 
home was blown from its foundation 
and into a creek. The owners weren't 
home at the time and were later pro­
vided shelter by the Salvation Army. 

Dozens of reports of storm dam­
age filtered in Tuesday night from 
Lawrence County to Pikeville.

Early reports indicated that six 
people had been Lrcatcd at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center for injuries 
suffered during the storm.

Kuwait should contact the Army 
Corps of Engineers in Huntington, 
West Virginia. 

Commissioner Allen brought good 
news to the gathering. The Depart­
ment of Employment Services in 
Prestonsburg has received the flfst 
Kuwaiti job order in Kentucky, of­
fering around 174 job opportunities 
for highly skilled workers. Allen 
pointed out that these individuals will 
come from a job bank listing, and 
anyone who is interested in working 
in Kuwait must fll'St add their name to 
this national listing. He stressed it is 
not a mauer of fii'St come, flfSt serve, 
but a mauer of qualifications. 

Deputy Assistant Owen explained 
that businesses need to register with 
its data base network and to sub­
scribe to the Commerce Business 
Daily. because it is the "daily bible 
for businesses." When international 
job vacancies are available, said 
Owen, the Corps advertises in the 
daily. To register with the Corps' 
data base, companies need to contact 
the Huntington office, Owen said. 

A Kentucky company has received 
an order for equipment from Kuwait, 
but it has not been through the efforts 
of the American government, testi­
fiedRoy Burger, employees relations 
manager with Link-Belt Construc­
tion in Lexington. Burger said Link­
Belt is internationally known and has 
dealt with Kuwait before. Link-Belt 
gambled, Burger said, and stockpiled 
equipment that it thought would be 
essential for rebuilding Kuwait, such 
as hydraulic equipment and all-ter­
rain cranes. That gamble paid off 
when the order came in, said Burger. 

A Louisville firm that also want<: 
to provide assistance to Kuwait is 
fmding communication a major bar­
rier in its pursuit of the "fair shake." 
Scott Distler, general manager for 
Stewart Services, Inc. said he had 
difficulty making contact with the 
proper government agencies in get­
ting information on export proce­
dures, tax structures, and Kuwaiti 
customs. 

Distler echoed the frustration of 
his fellow Kentuckians. "Where do 
you go to get information for over­
seas work?" he asked. 

William Robinson, with the Ken­
tucky Chamber of Commerce, in­
formed the committee that the most 
important step it could take would be 
to organize and develop an effective 
communication system. Robinson 
volunteered the services of the Ken­
tucky Chamber. Robinson also la­
mented the lack of financing avail­
able to Kentucky businesses. 

In an effort to overcome these 
barriers, the Kentucky Chamber will 
provide a Matchmaker Program. On 
May 15 and 17 in Lexington, the 
Kentucky Chamber of Commerce, 

the Kentucky World Trade Center 
and the United States Small Business 
Administration will bring together 
over 80 Kentucky manufacturers 
interested in exporting their goods to 
foreign markets. Among the prod­
ucts represented will be medical 
supplies, hardwood products, con­
crete batching equipment, hydraulic 
systems, personal computers and a 
variety of other manufacturing re­
lated equipment, Robinson explained. 

The Kentucky Cabinet of Eco­
nomic Development is also becom­
ing organized in its effort to provide 
centralized information centers. The 
department offers an information 
packet to those individuals and busi­
nesses interested in the Kuwaiti job 
market, Jeffery Noel reported to the 
congressional committee. The depart­
ment lists a toll-free number (1-800-
626-2250) for centralized informa­
tion. An automated voice will answer 
but, Noel said, to talk with a "real live 
human" voice, stay on the line and 
someone from the department will 
answer. 

Noel stressed the importance of 
Kentucky businesses in organizing a 
joint venture to enter the interna­
tional trade show scheduled in Bah­
rain this November. 

"It's an excellent way for compa-

nics to experience flfst-hand what 
opportunities exist in the rebuilding 
effort," Noel said. 

The Small Business Administra­
tion also offers an information packet 
and a toll-free number, 1-800-U­
ASK-SBA, but SBA Administrator 
Roger Gribble cautioned small busi­
ness about entering the Kuwait ven­
ture. 

"Kuwait is not for the novice 
business. It's best to do subcontract­
ing," Gribbler said. 

Both Gribbler and Allen warned 
businesses and individuals about util­
izingjob procurement services which 
charge a fee. "There's a lotofrip-off 
(going on). If people say we'll get 
you a contract, steer clear," Gribbler 
said. 

Perkins said he held the hearing 
to try to inform Kentuckians what 
services arc available to help those 
who are interested in working in 
Kuwait, to look at what the federal 
agencies have to offer and make it 
more accessible and to try to get 
House BillllO passed "fast." House 
Bill 110 requests that Kuwait give 
preference to United States suppliers 
in rebuilding Kuwait. 

Perkins said his committee will 
review the testimony and look at ways 
to improve information distribution 
process.

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Over the past few months our 
pages have carried numerous 
stories concerning financial prob­
lems at this school and that school. 

Those problems have centered 
on the lack of funds to pay such 
things as phone bills or to pur­
chase everyday school supplies 
like copier paper. 

To resolve these financial crises, 
we've heard school officials sug­
gest students sell candy bars, 
heard teachers complain that they 
must ante up out of their own 
pockets, and listened to parents 
who allege booster club funds are 
being confiscated to pay for sup­
plies. 

Somebody stop the bleeding. 
Students pay field trip fees to go 

on field trips. 
Booster club members raise 

funds to boost school clubs. 
Teachers should be required 

only to teach and should be ade­
quately supplied to do just that. 

There is nothing wrong with 
organizing fund-raisers to help pay 
for extras. That's what fund-rais­
ers are for. 

There is plenty wrong with ask­
ing students. teachers and par­
ents to cough up cash for phone 
bills and copier paper. There's 
plenty wrong with taking booster 
club or field trip funds to pay for 
anything other than their desig­
nated purpose. 

The greatest wrong, though, is 
to ignore what is right. 

The response to our story last 
week concerning a bingo game at 
Prestonsburg High is running 
about five to one in support of the 
question: where does the money 
go? 

The lone objection to the article 
came from an anonymous caller 
who vilified the story, the newspa­
per, and ourselves, personally, 
for casting stones at a worthwhile 
project 

Worthwhile to whom? 
Worthwhile to those few lucky 

winners? To the organization 
which reaps the proceeds? 

Or worthwhile to the students at 
Prestonsburg High? 

So far we have seen no docu­
mentation of the benefits weekly 
bingo games provide the school. 

We have, however, seen docu­
mentation that the organization 
which sponsors the game has 
spent thousands of dollars for a 
pickup truck and evidence that 
members of the organization have 
received thousands of dollars in 

"reimbursements." 
It would appear that bingo pro­

vides a lucrative means of raising 
much-needed revenues. If the 
school and its students are the 
beneficiaries and the legal require­
ments for operating the game are 
met, we're all for it. 

If the numbers don't add up, the 
folks doing the counting need to 
explain why. 

It is our usual policy to steer 
clear of pointless political bicker­
ing, but the case of Tim Sizemore 
vs. Eddie Billips begs our atten­
tion. 

Sizemore, a former newspaper­
man and an obvious anti·Billips­
man, has alleged that The Floyd 
County Times provided free ad­
vertising to Billips during last fall's 
school board race. 

Billips has acknowledged that 
he made some mistakes in the 
paperwork required to be filed in 
election campaigns and he has 
publically vowed to step down as 
a board member if Education 
Commissioner Thomas Boysen 
deems the errors to be of suffi­
cient cause. 

We doubt that will be the case. 
As to the accusation that the 

Times gave free space to Billips in 
the campaign ... forget it. 

All was paid and accounted for. 

Few will deny that the first year 
of life is difficult, for both the new 
baby and the new parents. 

That's why the first birthday is 
often among the most celebrated. 

Tuesday, the baby turned one 
and, like most new moms and 
dads, the parents still aren't quite 
sure what to do with it.

Helping children 
get enough to eat 

In our society the obvious is all 
too often understated. Our nation's 
leading economic indicators show an 
alanning slip in industrial and tech­
nological superiority. This is quickly 
rationalized as either an economic 
cycle or an educational problem-let 
the economists and the teachers fix it. 

However, the problem rests with 
society's inability to properly ac­
knowledge its responsibility. Far too 
many children go without adequate 
food on a daily basis. 

Last year, I attempted to address 
this national problem with a bill 
considered during the reauthoriza­
tion process, but rejected because 
there were insufficient funds avail­
able for this type of project. How-
ever, a two-state pilot project was 
approved. This pilot project extends 
the eligibility of child care food pro­
gram benefits to child care centers 
based on the number of children who 
qualify for freeorreduced-pricemeals 
in the National School Lunch Act. 
Presently, participation is based on 
the number of Title 20 funds avail­
able for child care. Kentucky and 
Iowa are the states participating in 
this pilot project, and early figures 
show that the number of children 
receiving benefits under new eligi­
bility requirements is rising. 

This past week I visited the 
Southside Christian Child Care Cen­
ter in Louisville. The center is one of 
many statewide that are enjoying the 
benefits brought about by this pro­
gram. The children were happy, 
healthy and enthusiastic. all of these 
are factors that contribute to a sue-

received from home from your read­
ers, several unsigned letters, sort of 
"hate mail," came from people in the 
area who were opposed to the war, 
and the reasons for which we were at 
war.

My reasons became clear to me as 
my unit 1/41 infantry spearheaded 
for "Task Force Iran" through South­
Central Iraq and into Northern Ku­
wait. As I write this, I can see 31 
separate oil wells on fire, pouring 
thick clouds of black smoke into the 
air. The smoke is so thick that the sun 
can barely break through. It's 11:34 
a.m. now and if I didn 'thavea watch, 
I would think it was dusk. This pollu­
tion will not just affect Kuwait, but a 
largeportionofthe world. That's one 
reason I fought here. 

But the biggest reason came to me 
on the 2nd of March, as we were 
clearing Iraqi troops from their bun­
kers and dug-in positions in Northern 
Kuwait. 

There were three of us and we had 
justcaptured 19ofthesocalled 'elite' 
Iraqi Republican guardsmen. As we 
marched them down a Kuwaiti high­
way to the P.O.W. compound, I saw 
a little blue stroller sitting on the 
shoulder. I moved to inspect it be­
cause I feared a child might have 
been abandoned. As I moved closer, 
I saw the infant, all tucked in with 
blood soaked blankets, bullet wounds 
all over it's body, left to rot on the 
desen highway. 

So, to you people who protested 
this action; walk a few miles with an 
infantryman on the front lines and 
you'll see everybody praying for 
peace, while realizing the necessity 
for war. I lost a couple of good friends 
here, but they were here for the same 
reasons I was here; for that baby boy 
anddozensmorelikehim throughout 
Kuwait. Think about that the next 
time you want to send "hate mail" to 
a soldier who's just doing his job.

A question to Prestonsburg 
- are we progressive?

Progressive: adj., making use of 

or interested in new ideas, findings, 
or opportunities; moving forward or 
onward. 

Progressive: n., one believing in 
moderate political change and esp. 
social improvement by governmen­
tal action. 

According to Webster's diction­
ary, that is how "progressive" is de­
fined. So, I ask the question, "Is 
Prestonsburg a progressive commu­
nity; are its people progressives?" 
There are some signs of progress, 
even in difficult economic times. A 
new four-lane road plunges through 
the mountains north of town. A facil­
ity for four-year college courses is in 
the works, and rapid changes are 
taking place at the Community Col­
lege. There are lofty hopes for the 
construction of a home for the Ken­
tucky Opry. Downtown stores are 
being renovated for new uses, and 
community pride is high-evidenced 
by responses to the recent Gulf con­
flict, efforts at community cleanup, 
and new tourist and economic expan­
sion initiatives. 

But, is Prestonsburg truly a pro­
gressive community? Prestonsburg 
has three public schools-one each 
for elementary, middle, and secon­
dary grades. Recently, each had an 
opportunity to vote for site-based 
decision making, one of the exciting 
aspects of Kentucky's Educational 
Refonn Act, now just one year old. 
Though for different reasons and in 
different circumstances, in each case 
the ''progressive" approach was re­
jected, or denied. 

Prestonsburg offers the only col­
lege courses in the county. It bas the 
public library. cultural arts activities, 
the main shopping districts, an active 
Chamber of Commerce, an over­
whelming percentage of the county's 
professional people such as attorneys 
and physicians, and yet in this area, 
we are not progressive at all. While 
the county seat likes to pride itself on 
being''progressive," here, the county 
outshines us altogether: schools in 
Allen, Betsy Layne, Melvin, and 
McDowell "out in the county" have 
voted for the progressive way, while 
our three schools-for fear of the 
unknown and to preserve entrenched 
power-areonrecordasbeingagainst 
change and for "things as they are." 

Regardless of the resolution of the 
new Prestonsburg High School site, 
should not school-based decision 
making be an important, and vital 
part of any new school? Shouldn't 
we in the countyseat be setting the 
pace, rather than falling farther be­
hind in school refonn? 

Recently, someone considering a 
move to the Big Sandy area from 
Lexington asked me about schools 
here: "Prestonsburg has a progres­
sive school system, like Paintsville 
and.Pikeville, doesn't it?" How would 
you have answered that question? 

Today, one year after the school 
refonn act was signed, under the 
leadership of our own state represen­
tative, I would have to say, "No, we 
do not." We're lagging behind, not 
advancing, and that's not being pro­
gressive. 

That attitude can be changed, but 
it's up to us Prestonsburgers-and to 
no one else-to change it.

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About self-esteem 
Self-esteem is a much-used tenn 

in the mental health field and has also 
made its way into the self-help jargon 
of the magazines and other pop psy­
chology media. It is so frequently 
used and so rarely explained that I 
sometimes wonder if any two clini­
cians, much less Jane and John Q. 
Public, have the same definition in 
mind. 

I do think the concept of self­
esteem is a useful one, however, and 
I'd like to dispel at least one myth 
which I've encountered. That is, the 
notion that self-esteem is a positive 
feeling about oneself that comes from 
recognition and frequent compli­
ments.lf that were true, then the rich 
and famous would all be ecstatically 
happy. Though we might hate to see 
tarnish on our idols we know that's 
not the case. Think of how many of 
our stars and heroes have had drug 
problems, messy divorces, legal prob­
lems and even depression and suicide 
that public adulation couldn't pre­
vent. 

Self-esteem comes from within. It 
is our own positive self-regard and 
belief in our capabilities and worthi­
ness. Educators and child guidanc;e 

experts are concerned about low self­
esteem being passed from one gen­
eration to the next, though self-es­
teem is a quality less inherited :"ill'l 
learned, less biological than it is 
environmental. Thus children acquire 
low or high self-esteem from us be­
cause we teach it to them. Most often 
the process is so subtle and occurs at 
such an unconscious level that we are 
surprised by the outcome. However, 
the acquisition of self-esteem is an 
understandable process and it can be 
brought to conscious awareness. So 
it's important not only for our own 
happiness and well-being but that of 
our kids that we develop this attribute 
in ourselves. The following are hab­
its you can practice to build your self­
esteem and teach your children to 
build theirs: 

Learn to be alone both physically 
and emotionally. Everyone needs 
"quiet time", preferably daily ,to think 
and examine thoughts and feelings 
without distraction. Getting to know 

and like yourself is the basic for 
change. Feeling in control and un­
dependent of others is vital to a sense 
of well-being. 

Appraise yourself realistically and 
look at your behavior as objectively

as you can. Learn to recognize your 
self as separate from your behavior. 
Stop criticizing yourself. When you 
criticize yourself (or your children) 
change becomes negative. When you 
approve of yourself, (or the kids) 
change becomes positive. Be careful 
not to set overly high expectations 
which can block achievements. 

Build your self-confidence 
through risk-taking. If you don't try, 
you may not fail but neither will you 
achieve anything. Confidence gro~ 
from meeting challenges and over­
coming obstacles. 

Make your own decisions remem­
bering that decisions can always be 
changed. Not making your own deci­
sions gives others control over you 
and significantly decreases the chance 
of getting what you want. By the 
same token, you must learn to admit 
your mistakes and objectively exam­
ine them for ways to improve. Suc­
cessful people accept mistakes as a 
condition of being human and use 
them to grow. 

Learn to be assertive. Develop the 
ability to be open about your feelings 

and needs. Learn to confront others 
when they infringe upon your rights. 
Don't confuse assertiveness with 
aggressiveness. Being assertive re­
duces conflict and improves relation­
ships while increasing the possibility 
of getting your needs met. Non-as­
scrti ve behavior generates resent­
ments, erodes self-respect and sets 
you up to be victimized. 

Discover the ability to praise 
yourself. Criticism breaks down the 
inner spirit, praise builds it up. Mod­
ify your self-talk to tell yourself often 
how well you are doing. 

High self-esteem can be devel­
oped through the practice of these 
widely recognized habits in thinking 
and self-talk. We can control our 
thoughts and the kinds of messages 
we give ourselves about ourselves.

Illegal Sunday 
sales leads 
to crackdown 

In a crackdown on the illegal 
Sunday sales of alcholic beverages, 
the Aoyd County Sherifrs Depart­
ment and the county's Alcohol and 
Beverage Control agent conducted a 
raid April 7 at Curt Tackett's Bar at 
Frasures Creek in McDowell. 

Sheriff's deputies arrested Curt 
Tackett after Tackett allegedly sold 
an informant a case of beer Sunday 
for $16, said Sheriff Paul Hunt Th­
ompson. Deputies also confiscated 
approximately 12-15 cases of beer; a 
.25 automatic pistol; $527 in cash 
and food stamps; and a police scan­
ner. 

"We're going to be working hard 
in the area of illegal sales (of al­
choholic beverages) on Sunday," 
Thompson said. "It's plain and 
simple: you sell beer on Sunday, 
you're breaking the law. It could be 
very expensive for those caught." 

Thompson explained that any 
business caught selling alcoholic 
beverages on Sunday could lose all 
its remaining inventory on the prem­
ises, plus face fines and penalties and 
have its license to sell those bever­
ages suspended. 

"I'm sure if the person caught 
abides by the law from then on, the 
suspension of their license could be 
probated,"Thompson said. "But, they 
could also lose lhem for a certain 
amount of time."

At Kiwanis meeting: 

Bradbury predicts hard year 
ahead for coal industry

Martin County Coal Corporation 
addressed the regular weekly meet­
ing of the Prestonsburg Kiwanis Club 
on Thursday, April4, in the wake of 
that company's recent layoffs. 

Bradbury told Kiwanians that 
these layoffs were in fact permanent 
and cited several causes, the ftrst of 
which is the spot market for coal 
sales, Bradbury said the market is 
non-existent at this time. In February 
the spot market disappeared because 
power plants had accumulated stock­
piles of coal due to a milder than 
usual winter. He also said that the 
problem actually began last summer 
when Kentucky had very few periods 
of extreme heat, therefore cutting 
down dramatically on the use of coal 
to generate electricity for cooling. 

Bradbury also predicted, along 
with many recent headlines, that 1991 
would be a hard year for coal. Martin 
CountyCoal'sprimarycoal purchaser 
has evoked its right of force majeure 
which, in effect, states that when their 
stockpiles reach a certain level they 
have the right to request Martin 
County Coal to suspend further ship­
ments until their stockpiles are di­
minished. As a matter of fact, he 
stated that that coal purchaser's stock­
piles have reached well above their 
maximum levels. 

The efficiency with which coal is 
produced was also given as another 
reason for the cutback on manpower. 
He stated that during the 80's more 
men were used to produce less coal; 
however, with today's mining tech­
nology, coal company's can produce 
at much higher levels . with fewer 
employees. 

The speaker also covered the ar­
eas of coal mining related to the 
government's new Clean Air Act. 
Bradbury said he expected that this 
would help Eastern Kentucky's coal 
industry more than hurt it Also en­
tering into the discussion was the 
recent interest in Wyoming coal, 
which has a much lower sulphur 
content than does any other Ameri­
can coal. It is yet to be seen if compa­
nies will be willing to buy coal that 
has to be shipped over 1000 miles for 
use, Bradbury said. 

Kiwanians also learned that an­
other major problem looming in the 
future for the coal industry is "global 
warming. " Bradbury stated that the 
jury is still out on this but if it is found 
that global warming is a reality, the 
coal industry could be adversely af­
fected. 

The general outlook for coal is 
that the market is flat for the time 
being; however, he expects it to 
improve sometime during 1992 or 
1993. This will affect coal sales, not 
necessarily employment for our area.

James Allen Has Second Thoughts; 
Look For Reds To Finish Second 

Monday afternoon at Riverfront 
Stadium, the Cincinnati Reds and 
Houston Astros kscked off the 1991 
Major League baseball season.

Their pitching is not 
what it should be." 

The Reds have stated that they are 
interested in picking up free agent 
Don Carman, who was released by 
the Houston Astros earlier, but Allen 
doesn't see Carman being much of a 
help to this year's club. 

"I don't know why they want 
Carman for," stated the popular 
sportscaster for WQHY. "He can't 
be much of a help to them. I would 
have like to seen them pick up (Fer­
nando) Valenzuela and give him a 
shot at making the club." Valenzuela 
was released by the Los Angeles 
Dodgers. The Reds did sign Carman 
for the upcoming season Sunday. 

Allen thinks the Reds will be a 
strong defensive team this season. 

"I like the depth the Reds have on 
the bench this year. I like their overall 
defense. They will have the strOngest 
infields in the major leagues. Outside 
of their pitching, they will defmitely 
be a strong contender. 

"In spring training the veterans 
sort of lay back a bit, so, they may 
play better than did in spring train­
ing," Allen said. 

On manager Lou Piniella, Allen 
sees the Reds skipper "knowing his 
players better this lime around." 

"He will have an advantage going 
into this year's season because he 
will definitely know his players bet­
ter. He did a great job of handling 
them last year and evcrythingjust fell 
into place for him. 

"The Reds need to run more as a 
ballclub because of the speed they 
have. Last year they jumped out and 
ran early but seemed to quit run-

ning." 
Allen feels that there arc a lot or 

dissension on the Reds team. "I 
thought they would try and unload 
(Todd) Benzinger this past winter. 
He's not happy not playing every­
day. I look for him and (Hal) Morris 
to platoon at first base. Lou is going 
to have a problem playing a lot of his 
players. (Bill) Doran and (Maranio) 
Duncan definitely has to play, both 
had great spring trainings." 

Allen feels that not just any man· 
ager could have won with last year's 
Reds. 

"Piniella had that laid back ap­
proach. He was cool, calm and col­
lected. He also let it be known who 
was running the ballclub," said Al­
len. 

Allen doesn't feel that Pete Rose 
could have won with last year's 
ballclub. 

"You know, I loved Rose when 
was a ballplayer. He played hard and 
there was just something about him. 
But I don't think he could have won 
with last year's ballclub." 

Allen thinks that Tom Browning 
should be a solid 15 game winner for 
Cincinnati this season and that Jose 

Rijo is capable of posting 16 or 17 
victories. 

"I am really disappointed with 
Armstrong," said Allen. "His atti­
tude was very disappointing to me. I 
feel that he hurt himself with his own 
personal walkout in spring training." 

Allen still rates the Reds two stop­
pers in the bullpen-Randy Myers 
and Rob Dibble- as baseball's best 

Allen sees the Dodgers winning 
the National League West Division 
this season and the Reds coming in 
second. The Braves will take third 
place in the NL West, according to 
Allen, followed by the Padres and 
Giants. The Astros will finish last 

"TheGiantscouldeasilybeathird 
or fourth place team," conceded Al­
len. "I just feel the Dodgers and Reds 
are a notch ahead of them." 

In the National East, look for the 
Pirates to repeat despite the problems 
they are having with Bobby Bonilla 
and Barry Bonds. Allen looks for the 
Cubs to take the number two spot and 
the Mets placing third. Fourth place 
goes to the last year's last place Car­
dinals. The Expos will finish ahead 
of the Phillies who will hold up the 
rest of the league.

Your Fishing Boat: 
More Than Just 
Transportation 

By Mark E. Thomas 

Too many anglers think their boat 
is just a means to get from point A to 
point B. Those who suffer from this 
misoonception are missing out on many 
hours of exciting and productive fishing. 

The fishing experts at the 
Brunswick Marine Group offer the 
following advice to help you catch 
more fish. 

Your boat is a fishing tool-a 
portion of your tackle, as essential as 
rods, reels and lures. Wise anglers 
bring their boats into play as an inte­
gral part of their overall fishing 
strategy and technique. These are 
thefishennen who consistently catch 
fish, no matter what the weather 
patterns or the season. And you can 
too-if you learn to think of your 
boat as a fishing aid, rather than just 
a means of transportation. 

The next time you head for the 
lake or fiSh along our beautiful coast­
line, remember there are four time­
proven methods of improving your 
catch. And each involves the skill­
ful use of your boat as a fishing tool. 

Few angling methods can match 
trolling for overall effectiveness. 
Trolling-towing a lure at a prescribed 
depth behind your boat at very slow 
speeds-allows anglers to cover more 
fish-producing water than casting from 
a stationary craft The only time your 

lure is out of the water is when you're 
unhooking a fish, and your boat sets 
the tempo and controls the action. 

Saltwater anglers bave long rec­
ognized tbat chumming is a deadly 
way to increase their catch. You just 
cruise the area you've chosen to fiSh, 
tossing out a few handfuls of bait 
Next you cruise back over the area, 
presenting the same bait, this time with 
a hook enclosed. Striped bass, blue­
fiSh and flounder are often quick to fall 
for the temptations of chumming. 

Chasing schooling fish in late 
summa and fall may just be the ulti­
mate fishing/boating experience. 
Watch for diving gulls, leaping forage 
fish and the surface water eruptions 
tbat signal schooling spon-fish rush­
ing up to feed. 

When you've got the action 
pinpointed, run it down, and toss a lure 
right into the frenzied middle of the 
pack. These wild surface explOSions 
will ebb and flow throughout the day, 
and good, safe boating skills will al­
ways give you the competitive edge. 

Drift fishermen are among the 
most successful anglers we know, and 
their technique is deceptively simple. 
Once they've found good fish habitat 
likebars,edgesorotherstructure,these 
anglers drift both boat and bait over the 
cover. The results can be staggering­
if you're willing to use your boat and 
boating skills as a fishing tool. 

So remember what the folks at 
Brunswick Marine Group say: your 
boat is both transportation and tackle. 
Learn to use it safely and wisely, and 
the results just may be dramatic. 

elusive quarry upon which his occu­
pation is based, and how the fish's 
wariness dictates his fishing strat­
egy. 

"Catching bass today is not so 
much having the right lure as pre­
senting that lure properly," empha­
sizes the Evinrude Outboards Pro 
Staff angler. 

"I try to make all my presentations 
as light as they can be. I don't want 
the 1 ure to crash loudly into the water; 
I want it to drop in like a leaf." 

The instant it touches down, 
however, Eaker starts cranking espe­
cially if he's using a spinnerbait, his 
favorite lure. 

"I don' tlet the lure sink at all," he 
explains. "To me, a spinnerbait 
sounds like a shad fleeing from a 
predator, so I pull it with my rod tip 
when it first touches the water to 
make the blades start turning. 

"That way, it stays on the surface 
and sounds much more natural. As I 
pull, I also start reeling." 

Eaker advises fishermen to select 
an individual target, one each cast, 
but then cast so the lure actually lands 
beyond tbat target. 

"By selecting a specific twig, 
branch or log, you improve your 
accuracy and increase your aware­
ness," theEvinrudeproexplains, "but 
youcastpastitsoyoudon'tspookthe 
fish. 

"You bring your lure up to and 
beside the target I believe 80 percent 
of the strikes we get from bass are 
reaction strikes in which he never 
studies the lure at all. It hears the 
vibrations approaching, then simply 
sucks the lure in as it goes past 

"If your lure lands on top of the 
target where the bass is hiding, the 
flSh either gets spooked and moves, 
or at least does not bite." 

Because he does a lot of close­
target fishing with spinnerbaits and 
worms, Eaker does a lot of under­
hand casting. With his pitch-type 
casts, the lure remains close to the 
water and is easier to control. 

"As fishing pressure increases, 
accurate, light-touch casting is going 
to become more and more critical," 
Eaker believes. "The more pressure 
bass receive, the tighter to cover they 
hold. 

"Using the right lure is important, 
but often, several different lures can 
usually be used in the same situation. 

What's imponant is not the lure, but 
rather, how you present that lure to 
the bass." 

FISHING FOR BASS WITH 
HOOKLESS LURES 

In a sport where success is meas­
ured by the weight and number of 
bass caught, it hardly seems reason­
able the bass tournament pros would 
ever consider using lures without 
hooks. 

This is exactly what many of them 
do at every tournament 

"It's a technique we use in prac­
tice simply to locate bass," explains 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff angler 
Randy Dearman. "The bass will hit 
the lure, but because it doesn't get 
hooked, the fish isn't spooked and 
does not move to a new spot 

"Because it does strike, however, 
we can pinpoint its location and go 
back during the actual tournament 
and frequently catch it again." 

Dearman and other tournament 
anglers will take the hooks off any 
plug the bass seem to be biting, as 
well as bend barbs back on other 
lures like jigs and plastic worms. 

"If you actually hook a bass, play 
it and then handle it to release it, 
you're really putting a lot of stress on 
the fish," the Johnson pro continues, 
"and your chances of actually catch­
ing the same fish the next day are 
really reduced. 

"A lot of inexperienced tourna­
ment anglers get so excited about 
catching bass in practice they com­
pletely wear out the very fish that 
might win the tournament for them." 

Even if they don't see the bass that 
hits their hookless lures, the pros can 
often tell the approximate size of the 
fish. 

"With a worm or jig, you can tell 
if it' sa large or small bass by the way 
it pulls," Dearman explains. "A big 
bass feels heavy on the line, as if it 
just sucks in the lure and doesn't 
move much. A smaller bass has a 
more active strike and pulls in short 
jerks." 

Dearman has also come close to 
landing bass on his hookless lures, 
although he tried not to. 

"I was fishing a big topwater plug 
on Toledo Bend," he remembers, "and 
a four-pound largemouth hit it The 
flSh really clamped down on the lure,

When a fisherman loses a 
fish because the line breaks, it 
is seldom the fault of the line.

Bleaches and detergents cause 
most cleaning product poisonings 
Watch out A kilter may be lurk-

ing under your sink. 
"Bleaches and detergents poison 

more yowtg people than any other 
common household cleaning prod­
ucts. Since people often are not aware 
of their danger, these products are 
usually stored low or under the sink 
and within reach of toddlers and 
young children," said Frances Pitts, 
extension home economist specialist 
with the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. 

A recent report from the Ameri­
can Association of Poison Control 
Centers indicates that nationally 
nearly 170,000 people were exposed 
to some type of poisoning substance 
in 1989, Pitts said. The largest cate­
gory of exposure was to cleaning 
products. 

Bleaches and detergents accounted 
for the largest number of cleaning 
substances exposures. More than 
33,000 people swallowed bleaches 

and 3,100 consumed some type of 
detergent, including fabric softeners. 
Other cleaning substances poison­
ings included disinfectants, tile clean­
ers and toilet bow I and over cleaners, 
Pitts said. 

"Detergents often smell fragrant 
and that entices children to consume 
them. However, they also contain 
toxic and caustic ingredients that 
cause vomiting and diarrhea," she 
said. 

Although there is no quick anti­
dote for such poisonings, drinking 
adequate amounts of water or iso­
tonic beverages helps replace fluids 
lost Medical attention is needed in 
severe cases, Pitts said. 

Proper use, storage and disposal 
of household products are very im­
portant. Read labels carefully to learn 
of any dangers. Usc the least hazard­
ous product available, and limit what 
you buy by choosing one multi-pur­
pose cleaner instead of several. 

Manufacturers are not required by 
law to list ingredients for many of 

these prOducts. So, if you have a 
question about the safety of a prod­
uct, simp! y choose an altemati ve one 
that you feel more comfortable with. 

"Whatever product you use, be 
sure to read and follow label instruc­
tions and store the products out of 
reach of young children," she said.

Garlic is one of the easiest of all 
vegetables to grow. It can. do well.in 
any ground that onions will grow m. 
It is propagated by bulb division called 
cloves or sets. The garlic cloves sold 
in any supermarket are good seed­
saves money too. 

Plant the garlic cloves in early 
spring, in rows one f<X?t ~part, one or 
two inches deep and six mches a pari 
in the row. The crop will mature in 
August Harvest ~t like you do yow 
onion crop. Garbe grows to about 
two feet and has beautiful pinkish 
flowers. 1 have seen little humming­
birds swarming around these fragrant 
flower heads. 

The crops are harvested by pull­
~~~· them up after the leaves have 
twned yellow - in May or June, 
depending on the date they were 
planted. The bulbs should be thor­
oughly dried and cleaned by remov­
ing the outer loose parts of the sheath 
and trimming the roots close to the 
base. They may then be stored l<>?se 
like onions, tied in bunches! or plwted 
into strings such as someumes seen 
in the grocery stores. 

Better still, do as I do - leave 
them in the ground! If you plant your 
garlic in rows along the outer edge of 
your garden where they are out of the 
way, they can be left in the garde~. 
Less work for you, and the plants will 
do better each year. They will also 
have more and more tiny bublets 
forming to become adult plants in

two or three years. Don't set them out 
and forget them. The plant clumps or 
clusters will have to be dug up and 
divided every five or six years. 

If more people ate more garlic 
there would be fewer strokes, heart 
attacks and high blood pressure. 
Garlic is known to reduce high blood 
pressure, heal TB, pneumonia, and 
clear the lungs of other problems. I 
could go into several other things it 
does but, as I don't care to be arrested 
for practicing medicine without a 
license, I will leave well enough alone.

Landowners association formed 
to help protect property owners 

KLA, officially known as Ken­
tucky Landowners Association, was 
formed in January 1991. The asso­
ciation was formed to serve as a voice 
for its landowner members regarding 
legislation and government regula­
tions, as well as proposals by other 
groups of individuals, that restrict 
land use or otherwise infringes on the 
rights of private property owners. 

There are instances where land 
use restrictions are promoted either 
by public opinion or by law. Defini­
tions of some laws, particularly those 
dealing with environmental issues 
such as wetlands, endangered spe­
cies and conservation easements, is 
unclear. These laws are often inter­
preted without consideration of the 
hardship placed on the property 
owner. 

In the case of wetlands, of the 90 
million acres identified by the U.S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service as wet­
lands, 74 percent are owned by pri­
vate citizens. Kentucky Landowners 
Association supports protecting vital 
wetlands. Kentucky Landowners 
Association also supports the neces­
sity to respect and protect all species 
in our ecosystem. However, in pro-

tecting these species and wetlands,as 
well as developing other environ­
mental programs, the rights of the 
individual property owner must be 
taken into consideration. 

Such legislation harms not only 
t!he private landowner who has land 
use restrictions placed upon him but 
also the community as a whole. In 
many instances, the affected prop­
erty is the most productive farmland 
in the agricultural community or the 
most valuable for development This 
not only leads to lower production of 
agricultural commodities or retards 
development and growth, but also 
creates an adverse economic impact 
on the community. The landowner's 
investment value and income de­
creases as does his spending in the 
community. Threat of reductions in 
the local tax base forcing tax increases 
upon other landowners is also pres­
ent 

Kentucky Landowners Associa­
tion is an active participant in both 
the state and national policy debate 
on environmental and landowner 
rights issues. Kentucky Landowners 
Association's purpose is to keep 
landowners informed of legislation 
regarding land use restrictions and 
other issues concerning the rights of 
private property owners. With active 
participation, we can have an influ­
ence in new legislative policy as well 
as in changmg existing policy. By 
combining individual efforts through 
Kentucky Landowners Association, 
our organization will make the dif­
ference by creating a voice that wiU 
be heard by legislators and the gen­
eral public. 

Kentucky Landowners Associa­
tion was chartered in the State of 
Kentucky as a not -for-profit corpora­
tion. An application for a tax exempt 
status determination by the Internal 
Revenue Service is pending.
