Missing head is 
not a .. mystery ..

Floyd County Coroner Roger 
Nelson said Tuesday, after conduct­
ing his own investigation, that the 
body of a 1978 murder victim was 
not exhumed over the weekend as 
reported. and he called those reports 
"flat out lies." 

Nelson said he personally in­
spected the gravesite of Waller Hall 
Tuesday and found the grave hasn't 
been disturbed since a 1989 exhuma­
tion when Hall's head was removed 
by the state's medical examiner dur­
ing an autopsy. 

Three Floyd County men were 
charged with conspiracy to commit 
murder after Hall was shot in the 
head July 15, 1978 ala home in Jacks 
Creek. 

Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie Con­
ley informed prospective jurors 
Monday that the case could not be 
tried because evidence was "miss­
ing." The case was continued until 
October 7. 

Newman's attorney, Daniel Tay­
lor of Louisville, was quoted in 
Tuesday's Lexington Herald-Leader 
as saying that the body was exhumed 
Sunday and was found to be missing 
the head. 

Nursing proposals get

Nelson refuted those claims Tues­
day, saying the body had not been 
exhumed since 1989. 

Taylor said he petitioned the court 
for the request so he could have his 
own pathologist examine Hall's skull. . 

"If Taylor was quoted accurately, 
I question his ethics," Nelson said. 
"And, I'm sure he will be hearing 
from the ethics board about this." 

Dr. David Wolf, forensic patholo­
gist with the state Medical Examiner· s 
office, said Tuesday that special 
prosecutor J.D. Johnson ofPaintsville 
and the coroner knew he had the 
victim's skull in his possession. 

"It's never been missing," Wolf 
said. "The reports that it was are 
incorrect. The prosecuting attorney 
and the coroner knew it was it my 
possession." 

Wolf said he hadn't received any 
requests by Taylor "or anyone else" 
to examine Hall's skull.

Brad Hughes, spokesman for the

Human Resources spokesman Brad 
Hughes said Monday the injunction 
would likely have no effect on the 
issuance of certificates of need for 
the Prestonsburg and Paintsville 
nursing projects. Should the local 
company be unable to proceed with 
the projects, he said, other companies 
could apply for the certificates.

A 19-year old Floyd County 
woman was charged Friday witJ1 
second degree manslaughter in con­
nection with t11e death of a newborn 
baby found in a dumpster Thursday 
at Eastern Kentucky University in 
Richmond. 

Pamela Michelle Harris, formerly 
of Melvin. wao; charged by the 
school's Division of Public Safety 
after the body of a newborn baby gir 1 
was found by a custodian outside of 
Burnam Hall, a residential hall on 
campus, said Ron Harrell, director of 
public information at EKU. 

The baby was born at ''full or 
oear'' term and it \vas born ahve, 
Harrell said. The body was found at 
2:30 p.m. Thursday, April I I, in a 
garbage bag and placed in a first floor 
restroom of Burnam Hall. 1 he body 
was discovered outside the residence 
hnll. 

Madison County deputy coroner 
Charles Stiles said no cau!'c of death 
has been given and the office is 
awaiting the result<; of an autopsy 
performed Friday in Louisville. 

Stiles said Harris initially reported 
she was from Floyd County. Harrell 
said Harris gave campus policl' a 
Lenoir. North Carolina address 

Harrell said alter the body was 
found securit)' conducted a search of 
the residence hall to sec if there was 
a student in need of medical atten­
tion. That search did not turn up 
anyone in need of assistance, he said. 

Harris approached university of­
ficials Thurstlay asking for medical 
assistance and she was taken to Pattie 
A. Clay Medical Center in Richmond, 
where she was treated and released 
Friday morning, I farrell said. 

She was arrested Friday and taken 
to the Madison County Detention 
Center and released later that day on 
a $5,000 bond, Harrell said.

He came out to 
see what was going on. He tlten saw 
the players t11row the bottles from the 
back of a truck into our bus," said 
Moore.

"The (Floyd County) clerk's of­

fice knew I was on my way to court 
with the evidence," Wolf said. "I 
don't know why it was reported that 
the evidence was missing." 

Wolf said state Jaw permits evi­
dence to be retained by his office. He 
said family members knew he had 
retained the skull. 

"There was no need to exhume the 
body because I had the evidence 
always available," Wolf said. "I was 
at the courthouse ready to comply 
with any request by the defense for 
their expert to examine theevidence." 

David Slone, 32, of Weeksbury, 
Danny Meade, 35, of Hi Hat and 
Wendell Ray Newman were indicted 
for conspiracy to commit murder. 
Charges against Slone and Meade 
were dismissed Monday and New­
man was charged with murder. 

Newman was ordered to remain in 
the Floyd County Jail without bond. 
He was arrested Friday on a bench 

warrant for an unrelated driving under 
the influence charge. 

The order to hold Newman with­
out bond said Newman allegedly had 
threatened two witnesses in the case 
and also his co-defendants. The order 
stated that Newman had said Slone 
and Meade would not live to walk in 
the courthouse. 

It was unclear to officials Tuesday 
why an exhumation order was 
granted. 

After the case is closed, the re­
mains will either be reburied with the 
body or disposed of, Nelson said. 

"It's not unusual to keep a vital 
piece of evidence, such as this," Nel­
son said. "Once the case is over, it can 
be returned for burial or disposed of, 
however the family wishes." 

Security was tight before Mon­
day's scheduled trial with sheriffs 
deputies checking persons coming 
into the courtroom with a metal de­
tector. 

Courtroom doors were locked after 
each person entered the crowded 
courtroom. Approximately 50 pre­
spective witnesses and family mem­
bers left the courtroom after the judge 
told them they were free to leave.

Blue Ribbon Day will be observed 
Friday, April19 in Floyd County and 
businessesandcommunitiesarebeing 
asked to participate in the event. 

The Blue Ribbon campaign was 
founded by Bonnie Finney with the 
Virginia Coalition for Child Abuse 
Prevention after her grandson died. 
Finney describes in a letter what 
events led to the campaign and the 

• details of her grandson's death. 
"No! It isn't true! It simply cannot 

be true! They are telling me that my 
grandson is dead ... they are wrong! 
Therehastobesomemistake ... Bubba 
is fine ... but deep in my heart, I knew 
it was true for I have not seen him in. 
.. weeks. 

"It's been so long since I sat by his 
side in the hospital. Of course I knew 
something was wrong as I sat there. I 
saw fear on his face, the bruises on 
his body, and the healing cigarette 
bums on his hands. His doctor did not 
believe my daughter's story .. .'he 
fell in slippery water in the bathtub'. 

l!t . .I felt sick .. .I didn't understand .. 
.Are my granddaughters alright? 
Where are they? 

"I only had one child. She was a 

beautifullitUe girl. She was the light 
of our eyes. We knew she had entered 
into a stormy marriage, for we brought 
her home several times in the five 
years that the marriage lasted. We 
suspected heavy use of drugs ... but. 
. .in those five years three beautiful, 
healthy children had been born. I 
loved them dearly, and they loved 
me. The children were 16 months, 
three-years and four-years old. 

"After the ordeal at the hospital, 
my grandson was placed into foster 
care for three weeks. He cried when 
they came to take him back to his 
mother. He told his foster mother, 
'My mama don't love me' and he 
begged to stay. 

"I ached for his dilemma. I was 
not physically able to care for him. 
The courts seemed to believe that 
home was the best place for him .. 
.but I knew better and I told ... no, I 
begged them not to return him to his 
mother. But, I was overruled. My 
instinct as a grandmother did not 
count. 

"I never saw Bubba again. My 16-
month old granddaughter was hospi­
talized after being beaten severely .. 
.herleg broken in four places, and her 
hand burned from the tip of her little 
fingers to her wrist. 

"It was only then that the 'search 
was on' for Bubba. We learned he 
had been killed, wrapped in a sheet, 
stuffed in a tool box,and dumped into 
the Dismal Swamp three months 
earlier. 

"My grandchildren had suffered 
and battled so much throughout their 
young lives that it sickened me. My 
life was turned into physical and 
mental chaos. My efforts to under­
stand became a plea to stop abusing 
children. 

"I tied a blue ribbon on my van 
antenna to make people wonder. It 
caught on locally with restaurants, 
businesses, police and TV and radio 
stations supporting me in my efforts 
to make it a real awareness cam­
paign. 

"Why blue? I intend never to for­
get the battered, bruised bodies of my 
grandchildren. Blue serves as a con­
stant reminder to me to fight for 
protection of our children. Every day 
I pray that our children will be al­
lowed to hear the sounds of a differ­
ent drummer.

It has been 
good to receive the newspaper from 
back home. I am writing to tell you I 
will be leaving here and coming back 

to West Virginia approximately the 
middle of April. 

The best single personal thing 
about being over here has been the 
support shown by the people back in 
the USA. It has helped to make a very 
difficult task considerably more bear­
able. The notes, cards, and letters to 
say "Hi, how's it going?" or "We're 
thinking about you" have been most 
encouraging. Having received your 
newspaper has helped to keep in touch 
with things going on back there. The 
support shown by your newspaper 
has been tremendous and greatly 
appreciated. 

For the past six months I have 
been assigned to the largest C-130 
transport aircraft base in the whole 
theater of operations-in fact, in tenns 
of number of assigned aircraft of one 
type, ours has been the largest C-130 
base in the world for the last several 
months. In addition, our base was 
chosen to provide the operating fa­
cilities for the only five South Ko­
rean C-130s in the coalition forces. 
Our aircraft have carried personnel 
and their equipment from all U.S. 
seTVIces-vehicles, food, clothing, 
water, medicine, bombs and ammu­
nition-whatever was required. We 
are now busy moving people and 
their equipment out of remote areas 
back to points of departure to their 
home stations. My unithopcstodepan 
here on April 11, and arrive back at 

Yeager Airport, Charleston, WV on 
approximately April 13. We are in 
the process of tearing down the fa· 
cilities at our base and packing up to 
leave.

Garbage, trash, solid waste! No 
matter what you call it, we Ameri­
cans discard 180 million tons of it 
annually. That translates into 360 
billion pounds a year, or about 1,500 
pounds per year for every man, 
woman and child in America. 

Only since 1988 have we as a 
nation really looked at the way we 
manage our trash and started to change 
for the better and pennanently. 

Solid waste and recycling have 
captured our atLention in part because 
every day we see the symbols of our 
high standard of living tossed in the 
trash can or carelessly discarded at 
the park or along the roadside. 

We know we can do something 
about our trash as individuals. That 
means you and I can make a differ­
ence. If we participate in collecting 
newspapers, aluminum cans, glass 
bottles, plastic containers or steel 
cans, for recycling, we are conserv­
ing two important resources-natu­
ral resources and landfill space. 

Five options are widely recog­
nized today as the best ways to man­
age solid wastes. They are: 

Reduce the amount of natural 
resources used in products; and reuse, 
repair and ex tend the life of products. 

Recycle materials back into the 
same product, when possible, or into 
another useful product. 

Compost organic materials, espe­
cially yard and garden wastes, into a 
useful soil amendment. 

Burn, in an environmentally safe 
manner, the nonrecyclable materials 
and contaminated residues to recover 
useful energy in the fonn of steam or 
electricity. 

Landfill, in an environmentally 
safe manner, only those leftovers of 
economic activity that cannot be put 
to useful applications. 

Advice for the consumer has come 
in a confusing array of fonns, de­
signed to appeal to people's emo­
tions and guilt feelings. My advice is 
more general, but has the same objec­
tives as those of serious activists­
better use of our resources and a 
better quality of life. 

Here's how I would express it: 
• Do a lifestyle checkup. Be sure 

of the consequences of your behav­
ior, i.e., what you do with your trash 
and Litter. 

• Be a careful shopper and buyer. 
When you can, buy something du· 
rable, repairable, reusable or recy­
clable. 

• Participate in "closing the loop" 
by keeping recyclables out of the 
trash, and into whatever local pro­
grams are available. (You may even 
have to get your community started 
on a recycling program.) The other 
end of that loop is to buy recycled or 

recyclable products whenever pos­
sible. 

• After all efforts have been made 
to reduce, recycle and compost, 
remember that we need safe final 
resting places for what cannot be 
used-and that amount is still going 
to be significant until technology and 
recycling markets can catch up. For 
the foreseeable fnture, mixed-waste 
composting, energy-recovery plants 
and sanitary landfills are crucial to 
sound solid-waste management. 

• Be conscious that every strong 
movement-even environmental­
ism-has to have its symbols and 
villains. Manufacturers are working 
feverishly to be responsive to our 
new environmental ethic. Products 
targeted because they supposedly are 
"symbols of wasteful society" have a 
place m society, too, whether they 
involve plastics, polystyrene foam, 
diapers or paper made from trees. 
Remember, with these products 
manufacturers are responding to your 
concerns about safety and conven­
ience. This is especially true for food 
and beverage products. 

Finally, let's keep on pushing 
toward those goals-to reduce, re­
cycle and compost-with patience, 
persistence and participation. After 
all, living a good life and conserving 
our resources are goals we all share.

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Labor secretary hits fraud in coal 
mine health sampling program 

Secretary of Labor LyM Martin 
has announced that the U.S. Depart· 
ment of Labor has cited more than 
500 coal mining fmns for tampering 
with dust samples intended to help 
protect coal miners from black lung 
disease. According to Secretary 
Martin, the Labor Department will 
assess penalties for the violations 
totaling nearly $5 million, the largest 
aggregate fmc in the history of the 
Mine Safety and Health Administra­
tion (MSHA). 

MSHA has issued a total of 4,710 
citations to the operators of 847 coal 
mines, 301 of which arc in Kentucky, 
that submitted respirable dust samples 
with evidence of tampering. The 
agency intends to propose a civil 
penalty of approximately $1,000 for 
each violation cited, Secretary Mar­
tin said, and is pursuing criminal 
investigations related to tampering 
with coal mine dust samples. Stan­
dards designed to proleet coal mines' 
health are enforced by MSHA under 
the direction ofWilliam 1. Tattersall, 
assistant secretary of labor for mine 
safety and health. 

Under a federal law designed to 
protect miners' health, the nation's 
coal mine operators take approxi-

mately 92,000 airborne dust samples 
per year. The tests are conducted by 
using a sampling pump to collect 
respirable dust from the mine air in a 
sealed, preweighed filter cassette 
which is then submitted to MSHA. 
The amount of the dust collected on 
the cassette's filter is used in deter­
mining whether an operator is in 
compliance with the respirable dust 
standard established to protect min­
ers from lung disease. 

"I am deeply committed to assur· 
ing the safety and health of the 
nation's workforce," Secretary Mar­
tin said. "The coal mining induslry 
must understand that sampling fraud 
will not be tolerated. Individuals 
personally responsible for tampering 
with dust samples will be held ac­
countable. 

"I am seriously concerned over 
the potential health consequences of 
elevated coal mine dust levels going 
undeleeted because of sampling fraud. 
For the sake of miners' health, we 
must act decisively to end tamper­
ing," Secretary Martin said. 

"What is even more worrisome is 
the broad nature of the violations. 
This did not occur once or twice in 
two or three mines. Mines in West 
Virginia, for instance, had 24 3 mines 
in violation. Indeed, some of the 
samples may have been within the 
allowable limit and yet the samples 
were still violated. It seems almost an 
addiction to cheat at some mines,"

retary Martin said. "In expressing my 
concern over the tampering, I also 
intend to call upon these top corpo­
rate executives to take responsibility 
for assuring that activities compro­
mising worker safety and health will 
not be tolerated in any of their opera­
tions. 

"Finally, we are exploring pos­
sible methods to make it more diffi. 
cult to accomplish tampering and to 
provide a more complete picture of 
respirable dust conditions in each 
mine," Secretary Martin said. 

Through legislation enacted in 
1969, Congress established by law 
the program of dust sampling by coal 
mine operators to determine compli­
ancewithfederalrespirablecoalmine 
dust standards. Currently, no miner 
may be exposed to an average con­
centration of respirable dust greater 
than 2 milligrams per cubic meter of 
air, a level intended to prevent the 
development of coal workers' pneu­
moconiosis or "black lung." 

Stricter requirements apply when 
the dust is found to contain more than 
5 percent quanz, a potential cause of 
silicosis. MSHA is responsible for 
enforcing these requirements. 

Overall, coal miners' dust expo­
surehas been reduced markedly since 
the 1960's, when a federal study 
conductedin 1968repMedmeandust 
exposures as high as 7. 7 milligrams 
per cubic meter of air.

Boy, Has Baseball Changed 
Springtime brings many images 

to mind. For sports enthusiasts the 
"Great American Pastime" means the 
opportunity to watch or participate in 
a game of baseball. Today's game 
has evolved into a multimillion-dol­
lar sport. High-tech has introduced 
the use of pitching machines, radar 
guns, aluminum bats and artificial 
turf. 

In its infancy, baseball was quite 
different from today's sport. In the 
mid-nineteenth century it was a 
gentlemen's game and, as such, all 
participants were expected to con­
duct themselves accordingly. There 
were no heated fast balls or curves to 
hit, no bunting, stealing, or leading 
off bases. Yesterday's game was 
geared to offense, keeping the ball in 
play,andscoringmanyrunsor"aces," 
as they were known. 

Baseball produced its own vocabu­
lary. "Club Nine" meant a certain 
team, and "match" referred to a game 
between two Club Nines. The batter 
"striker" had the luxury of instruct­
ing the "thrower" where he wanted 
the bal~ tq b~ pitched. In was the 
obligation of the thrower to place it 
there by underhand. Each swing and 
a miss was a strike, with three strikes 
being out 

Field position was a little confin­
ing. The first, second and third base­
men could not move offbase until the 
"striker" had swung at the ball. Only 
the shortstop could play anywhere on 
the field. The fans, or "cranks" at­
tended faithfully ,just as they do now. 

At the Kentucky Historical Soci­
ety, a group of interested baseball 
enthusiasts is attempting to recreate 
that same gentlemen's game of yes­
terday. The Society's Club Nine, 

known as the "Kentucky Pioneers" 
formed in the spring of 1990, when a 
challenge was issued by the Ohio 
Village "Muffins," a Club Nine spon­
sored by the Ohio Historical Society. 

. On July 22, 1990 the Kentucky 
Pioneers traveled to Columbus, Ohio, 
and went up against the Muffins, 
scored three aces in the first inning 
due to a throwing error. After that, 
the Pioneers settled down for what 
became a very intense struggle. The 
customary seven-inning match was 
extended to nine, with the final score 
of 5-0. A goodly number of"cranks" 
expressed their appreciation to both 
Club Nines after the contest. 

Upon their return to Frankfort, the 
Kentucky Historical Society partici­
pants decided to sponsor and outfit 
their own Club Nine and establish 
their own season for 1991. To date, 
four games are on the schedule: April 
28, Historic Southwest Ohio, Cincin­
nati; July 14, Ohio Village Muffins in 
Columbus, Ohio; October 5, Per­
ryville Civil War Restaurant, one each 
with the Northern and Southern 
forces.

NIGHT FISHING RIPRAP CAN 
PRODUCE BIG BASS 

If you're looking for a way and a 
place to catch a big bass, consider 
fishing riprap rocks at night with a 
noisy crankbait. 

It's paid off many times for Evin­
rudeOutboards Pro Staff angler Cliff 
Craft, a former Lake Lanier, Geor­
gia, bass guide and now a highly 
respected tournament pro. Craft has 
caught jumbo sized largemouths, 
smallmouths and spotted bass with 
the technique, including a 9-pound, 
10-ounce lake Lanier largemouth. 

"Rip rap rocks around bridges, rail­
road trestles and dams usually holds 
a lot of crayfish and small minnows 
that attract bass," Craft ex plains. "AJJ 
you have to do is start at one end of a 
long wall of rocks and cast your way 
down it" 

The key, says Craft, is using a 
deep diving cran.kbait with a lot of 
rattles. He believes the noise helps 

attract the bass. 
"Make your casts at about a 45-

degree angle so the lure gradually 
works down to eight or 10 feet," he 
explains, "and use a steady, slow to 
medium retrieve. You don't have to 
do anything special, just cast and 
crank. the fish will do the rest" 

Although comers, indentions and 
other changes in the rocks often at­
tract and hold bass on riprap during 
the day, the fish may be anywhere 
along the rocks at night They're 
usually roving, feeding fish that have 
moved up from deeper water. Craft 
has caught them in water as shallow 
as a foot. 

Riprap fishing is usually a late­
night technique, too, the Evinrude 
pro notes, but the pattern can be used 
form spring through the summer and 
into the early autumn. 

Craft's big bass came during an 
otherwise slow night of fishing, and 
provided him with one of his greatest 

fishing thrills. 
'T d made a long cast and started 

reeling back when the fish struck," 
Craft remembers., "and it seemed 
like it took forever to land the bass. I 
heard it jump and splash out in the 
darkness and I knew it was a big fish 
from the way it pulled, but I didn't 
know just how big until I boated it 
and weighed it." 

Craft released the bass then, and 
continued fishing, because, he says, 
he thought there just might be a 12-
pounderon the next rock. It's a tech­
nique that can certainly produce fish 
that big. 

"It works well for spotted bass and 
smallmouths, too," says the Georgia 
pro. "On Lake Lanier, which is one of 
the best spotted bass lakes in the 
nation, I've caught a lot of fish in the 
four to five-pound class, and in some 
Tennessee lakes I've fished the rip rap 
and caught smallmou th just as large."

An Intolerable 
Combination

Responsible boaters are sick and 
tired of drunks endangering themselves 
and others on the water. 

And foc good l'e<Wn. Did you 
lcnow that 55 percent of boating fatalities 
are a direct result of alcohol abuse? 

The boating experts at MonArk 
Boats offer the following advice for a 
safer boating season. 

Good citizens are getting mad 
over statistics such as this one, and 
have urged state authorities to ex­
tend the war against drunk drivers to 
drunk boat operators as well. 

There's no excuse for imbibing 
to excess and then operating any type 
of watercraft Unfortunately, we've 
tolerated such behavior far too long, 
allowing drunk boaters too much 
license in the name of a good time. 

Yet the good times quickly dis­
appear for those who experience a 

serious injury. And serious injury 
resulting from alcohol abuse has grown 
increasingly common as the number 
of recreational boaters escalate all 
across the nation. 

Now for the good news. State 
lawrnalcers are giving their approval to 
statutes aimed at reducmg the number 
of drunken boaters.

Those mums that do survive and 
come to life again in the spring will 
have many new stems coming up 
from the old planL Some will grow 
vigorously; others near the center of 
the clump won't be doing so well. 
Unlike hosta and peonies that get 
bigger and better when left undis· 
turbed from year to year, the quality 
of chrysanthemums diminishes if they 
aren't divided yearly. 

Mums are easy to divide. Dig up 
the entire clump and wash the dirt 
from the roots. On the outer rim of the 
root ball, you'll notice lots of new 
shoots with small, young hair roots. 
Snip these rooted stems from the 
mother plant and place them in water. 
Becauseofthelargenumberofyoung 
rooted stems that can be taken from a 
year-old plant, you can and should 
throw away the old center portion. 

Rooted stems can be planted di· 
rectly to the garden. Be sure your soil 
is rich and humus. To get even more 
new plants take four to five inch 
cuttings from the rooted stems or 
from the undivided clumps still in the 
garden. Remove the two lower leaves 
and cut with a sharp knife, or razor 
blade a 45 degree cut, on the bottom 
of the stem, and place in wet sand 
until rooted. The cuttings should have 
enough roots within two weeks to set 
in the garden. Fifteen to twenty cut­
tings can be placed in a 10 inch pot. 
Keep sand damp, not wet, and place 

cuttings in a shady area. 
After your new mums start grow­

ing pinch out the tips, to force the 
plants to be compact and bushy. 
Unpinched plants will bush out on 
their own later, but have a tendency 
to be tall and leggy, falling over in 
windy times. Pinched ones always 
stand up. 

Mums have very allractive foli­
age from May to Fall and bloom from 
September to frost. If you have one or 
more m pots, bnng them mto the 
house, and extend the gardener's last 
hurrah!

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF 

PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY 
RELATING TO COLLECTION AND 

DISPOSAL OF SOLID WASTE 
WHEREAS, the collection and disposal 

of solid waste and related refuse materi­
als has become an increasing concern to 
the citizens of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, 
and other cities and towns across the Com­
monwealth of Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg deems it prudent 
and responsible to adopt a comprehen­
sive ordinance dealing with solid waste 
collection and disposal to meet this prob­
lem head-on as we approach the 21st 
Century; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg has conferred with 
relevant solid waste consultants and 
experts for the purpose of accumulating 
sufficient information necessary to regu­
late the collection and disposal of solid 
waste; 

NOW, 11-IEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY 
ORDAINED by the City Council of the 
City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, as fol­
lows: 

SECTION 1: DEFINmONS 
l.Applicantmeansanypersonmaking 

application for a permit to operate a 
landfil~ or to collect and dispose of any 
form of waste material. 

2. Ashes shall mean the residue from 
the burning of the wood, coal, coke and 
other combustible materials in homes, 
stores, institutions and small industrial 
establishments for the purpose of heat­
ing, cooking and disposing of waste 
combustible material Cinders that are 
produced in large quantities at steam­
generated plants are not included within 
the meaning of the term. 

3. Building rubbish shall mean the 
waste material resulting from the con­
struction, remodeling, repair and dem<>­
lition operations on commercial build­
ings, houses and other structures. 

4. City shall mean the City of 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky. 

5. Construction permit means a permit 
for: 

{a) A landfill not previously permitted; 
{b) A permitted landfill which seeks 

substantial modification in the scope of 
its permitted activities; 

{c) A landfill whose permit has lapsed 
and has not been renewed within sixty 
(60) days. 

6. Director of Public Works shall mean 
the Director of Prestonsburg Department 
the ofPublic Works, his authorized agents 
or representatives. 

7. Dumpster shall mean a metal tank 
designed or intended to be mechanically 
dumpedintoapacker-typegarbagetruck. 

8. Environmental Protection Agency 
or "EPA" shall mean the U.S. Environ­
mental Protection Agency, or where 
appropriate the term may also be used as 
a designation for the Administrator or 
other duly authorized officials of said 
agency. 

9. Garbage shall mean animal and 
vegetable waste resulting from the han­
dling, preparation, cooking and serving 
of foods, paper, and other kitchen type 
wastes generated from normal household 
activities. It is composed largely of pu­
trescible organic matter and its natural 
moisture content. It includes a minimum 
amount of free liquids. Garbage origi­
nates primarily in home kitchens, and 
also may originate in stores, markets, 
restaurants, hotels and other places where 
food is stored, prepared or served. 

10. Hazardous waste shall mean expl<>­
sive, pathological waste, pesticides, herbi· 
cides, toxic industrial waste, radioactive 
waste and other toxic materials which are 
harmful to public waste. 

11. Industrial user shall mean a souroe 
of indirect discharge which does not 
constitute a "discharge of pollutants" 
under regulations issued pursuant to 
Section 402 of Act {33) USC 1342. 

12. Industrial Waste Water shall mean 
all water-carried wastes and waste water 
of the community excluding domestic 
waste water and uncontaminated water, 
and shall include all waste water from 
any producing, manufacturing, process­
Ing, institutional, commercial, agricul­
tural, or other operation where the waste 
water discharge includes waste of non­
human origin. 

13. Junked motor vehicles shall mean 
one that does not have lawfully affixed 
thereto an unexpired license plate and the 
condition of the vehicle is wrecked, dis­
mantled, inoperative, abandoned or dis­
carded upon any public or private prop­
erty, excepting those at lawfully licensed 
and properly operating junk yards. 

14. Landfill means a solid waste dis­
posal site or facility. 

15. Medical waste includes, but is not 
limited to any and aU pathological, biG­
logical, radioactive or other to~c waste 
generated by health care businesses or 
facilities as may be defined by the Envi­
ronmental Protection Agency, or Com­
monwealth of Kentucky. 

16. Non-wooded landscape waste shall 
mean grass clippings, leaves, garden 
vegetation, weeds and twigs (pencil thin), 
free of other debris or refuse. 

17. Nuisanoe shall mean any condition 
or use of premises or of building exteriors 
which is detrimental to the property of 
others or which causes or tends to cause 
substantial diminution in the value of 
other property in the neighborhood in 
which such premises are located. This 
includes but is not limited to the keeping 
of the following: 

(a) Ashes, debris, garbage, lumber, 
bricks, cinder blocks, insulation materi· 
als, building debris, refuse or waste of 
any kind, whether liquid or sawed. 

(b) Abandoned, discarded or unused 
objects or equipment such as autom<>­
biles, furniture, stoves, refrigerators, freez­
ers, cans or containers. 

18. Open burning means any fire 
wherein the production of combustion is 
emitted directly into the out door atmos­
phere and is not directed thereto through 
a stack or chimney, incinerator or other 
similar device. 

19. Operator means any person respon­
sible for the construction and/or opera· 

lion of the landfUI. 
20. Ordinance shall mean, unless oth­

erwise specified, this Ordinance. 
21. Penn it means permission, in what­

ever form, by the Director of Public Works 
or any Administrative Agency within the 
City. 

22. Person means any individual, pub­
lic or private corporation, political subdi­
vision, government agency, municipal­
ity, industry, partnership, association, 
firm or other entity whatsoever. 

23. Plan means the detailed plans and 
specifications for the disposal site or facil­
ity, which shall include all material, de­
scription and information set forth in the 
application for permit and upon which 
said pennit was approved by the City of 
Prestonsburg. 

24. Pollution shall mean the man-made 
or man-induced alteration of the chemi­
cal, physical, biological and radiological 
integrity of water or land. 

25. Pollutant shall mean any dredged 
spoil, solid waste, incinerator residue, 
sewage, garbage, sewage sludge, muni­
tions, chemical wastes, biological materi­

als, radioactive materials, heat, wrecked 
or damaged equipment, rock, sand, oellar 
dirt and industrial, municipal, and agri­
cultural waste discharged into water or 
on land. 

26. Putrescible means organic solid 
waste subject to decomposition by bacte­
ria, fungi and oxidation, except trees, 
brush and the like not requiring dally 
cover. 

27. Recyclable Materials may include, 
but not limited to various grades of pa­
per, aluminum, tin cans, glass and plas­
tics. 

28. Roll cart container shall mean a 
large, durable polyethylene refuse con­
tainet on wheels, complete with attached 
lid. Roll cart containers are designed to be 
rolled to the curb by residents or proprie­
tors. Carts are designed to be dumped 
automatically by refuse vehicles. Carts 
are designed to hold both garbage and 
trash, carts are provided by the City of 
Prestonsburg and remain the property of 
the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky. 

29. Refuse means all non-putrescible 
waste. 

30. Salvage means the controlled re­
moval of reusable materials. 

31. Sanitary landfill means a landfill at 
which putrecible and other solid waste 
may be disposed pursuant to a method of 
disposing of said waste on land without 
creating nuisances or hazards to public 
health or safety, by utilizing the prin­
ciples of engineering to confine the refuse 
to the smallest practicable volume and to 
cover it with a layer of earth at the conclu­
sion of each day's operation, or at such 
more frequent intervals as may be neces­
sary. 

32. Scavenging means the manual sort­
ing of refuse either in the trucks or at the 
place of the fill, or in unconfined truck 
discharged areas by individuals not asso­
ciated with the landfill operation. 

33. Shall is mandatory; may is permis­
sive. 

34. Solid waste means all putrecible or 
non-putrecible refuse in solid form. Solid 
waste includes but is not limited to gar­
bage, rubbish, ashes, incinerator residue, 
street refuse, dead animals, demolition 
wastes, construction wastes, solid com­
mercial and industrial wastes including 
explosives, pathological wastes and ra­
dioactive materials. 

35. Solid waste collector shall mean 
any person who collects or transports 
solid waste. 

36. Solid waste disposal site or facility 
means any place at which solid waste is 
disposed of by incinerator,landfill or any 
other approved method. 

37. Special handling wastes shall mean 
wasteswhichcannotbeproperlyorsafely 
handled by a packer-type garbage truck 
{front or rear loading) without resulting 
in damage to government equipment. nus 
waste shall include but is not limited to 
tires, wooden pallets, lumber, large en­
gine parts, large furniture, large scrap 
metal and shavings, bricks, building 
rubbish, concrete blocks, stoves, excavat· 
ing earth, food processing waste, metal 
drums, large wire bindings, heavy pack­
aging material, boiler house cinders, 
sewage, or process sludge, and hazard­
ous or toxic materials of any sort. 

38. Spoiled food shall mean any food 
which has been removed from sale by the 
United States Department of Agriculture, 
Food and Drug Administration, Kentucky 
State Department of Health, Aoyd County 
Health Department, or any other regula­
tory agency having jurisdiction in judg­
ing food unfit for consumption. 

39.Stateshallmean the Commonwealth 
of Kentucky, or art authorized agency 
thereof having regulatory authority. 

40. Town House or Condominiums 
shall mean a single-family residence shar­
ing a common wall with one or more 
single-family residences. 

41. Trash shall meart a variety of both 
combustible and non-combustible solid 
waste from materials from homes, stores 
and institutions. Normally, trash consists 
of general yard waste, small tree branches, 
grass clippings, leaves, small appliances, 
and other residential rubbish. 

42. Toxic pollutant shall mean any 
pollutant or combination of pollutants 
listed as toxic in regulations promulgated 
by the Administrator of the Environ­
mental Protection Agency under the 
provisions of CW A 307 {a) or other acts. 

43. Vector shall mean any insect or 
animal which transmits diseases from one 
person or animal to another. 

44. Waters of the State shall mean all 
streams, lakes, ponds, marshes, water 
courses, waterways, wells, springs, reser­
voirs, Irrigation systems, drainage sys­
tems and all other bodies or accumuia­
tions of water, surface or underground, 
natural or artificial, public or private, 
which are contained within, flow through 
or border upon the state or any portion 
thereof. 

45. Woody landscape waste shall mean 
tree limbs or trunks not more than six 
inches in diameter. 

SECTION 2: ENFORCEMENT. 
(A) The Director of Public Works, his 

agents, or representatives, is hereby au­
thorized to exercise such powers as may 
be necessary or convenient to carry out 
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and effectuate the provisions of this ordi­
nance, as enumerated and regulated by 
the Mayor and City Council, including 
the following powers in addition to any 
others herein granted: 

(1) To enter upon all properties within 
the City of Prestonsburg for the purpose 
of inspection, observation, measurement, 
sampling and testing in accordance with 
the provisions of this ordinance; 

(2) To delegate the duties of such offi­
cers, agents and employees as he deems 
necessary to carry out the purposes of this 
ordinance; 

(3) To delegate any of his functions or 
power under this ordinartce to such other 
officers, agents and employees as he may 
designate; 

{4) To promulgate regulations which 
may be necessary to carry out and effectu­
ate the provisions of this ordinance. 

SECTION 3: ROLL CART CON­
TAlNER SERVICE: 

{A) The City may provide a roll cart 
container to every residential property 
which is current! y within the city limits or 
an area where the city provides for waste 
collection. 

(B) The City may provide a roll cart 
container to office, commercial and in­
dustrial units, apartment complexes, or 
other buildings within the city limits or 
area where the city provides for waste 
collection and which property does not 
generate enough waste to warrant con­
tainer service, or has special circumstances 
which do not allow use of dumpster con­
tainers. 

SECTION 4: DUMPSTER CON­
TAINER SERVICE: 

(A) The City will provide collection 
services for dumpster containers at any 
multi-family residential structure, office, 
commercial, industrial unit, or other build· 
ing within the city limits or area where 
the city provides for waste collection, 
subject to the approval of the Director of 
Public Works and the City Council. 

(B) Dumpster containers will be fur­
nished by the city at the following loca­
tions: 

1. Apartment Buildings, town houses 
or condominiums of seven units or larger. 

2. All office, commercial and industrial 
units or other buildings, including apart­
ment complexes, town house complexes 
and condominium complexes, which, as 
determined by the Director of Public 
Works and the City Council, generate a 
sufficient amount of refuse to warrant the 
use of a dumpster {approximately 8 cubic 
yards per any collection day or three or 
more roll cart containers of refuse nor­
mally). 

3. Exempt from this requirement are 
existing apartment buildings, office, 
commercial and industrial units or other 
buildings which the Director of Public 
Works and the City Council determine 
either do not have sufficient spaoe to 
properly locate a dumpster or have spe­
cial circumstance which make the use of a 
dumpster at that location wholly imprac­
ticable. Existing properties which have 
sufficientspace,butdonothavedumpster 
collection may be required to change type 
of service by the Director of Public Works 
and the City Council within twelve {12) 
months of formal written notice. 

SECTION 5: COLLECTION RATES: 
(A) Collection rates for residential 

service shall be $8.00 per month. Addi­
tional containers if necessary, requested 
may be provided at the rate of $2.00 per 
month. 

{B) All other collection rates shall be 
$3.00 per cubic yard per month, plus a 
container service fee as follows: 

1. $3.00 per month for each roll cart 
container; 

2. $21.00 per month for each four (4) 
cubic yard dumpster; 

3. $25.00 per month for each six {6) 
cubic yard dumpster; 

4. $35.00 per month for each eight {8) 
cubic yard dumpster. 

(C) Businesses which presently have 
their own dumpsters will be allowed to 
phase out those dumpsters until or unless 
a replacement is necessary in the judg­
ment of the Director of Public Works with 
the approval of the City Administrator. 

(D) The City Administrator and the 
Director of Public Works shall work t<>­
gether with businesses, or groups of 
businesses, on an individual basis, to assist 
them with volume reduction plans in 
order to economize the need and use of 
both roll cart and dumpster service. 

{E) The current rates shall be increased 
to the amounts hereinabove stated in 
paragraphs (A) and {B) in the following 
periodic increments: 

1. Effective July, 1991, all increases up 
to 33.3% above the Individual's current 
charge; 

2. Effective January 1, 1992, additional 
increases up to 66.6% above the current 
charge; 

3. Effective june 1, 1992, 100% (for full 
implementation of rate increase). 

SECTION 6: PROCEDURE FOR US­
iNG ROLL CART CONTAINERS: 

{A) It will be the responsibility of the 
property owners and/or tenant of said 
property to keep the roll cart container 
provided by the City reasonably secure 
and in good condition. If the container 
needs replacement due to nonnal wear 
and tear or because of some 
manufacturer's defect, a new container 
will be provided or repairs will be made 
at no charge. The City will replace stolen 
or vandalized containers unless the City 
detennines that the resident clearly has 
been neglect In the care of his or her 
container. If so, the resident may be re­
quired to purchase replacement contain­
ers. 

{B) The roll cart container may be filled 
to capacity as long as the lid can be closed 
and latched. No hazardous, medical spe­
cial handling waste, bricks, dirt, engine 
blocks, or other excessively heavy mate­
rial, hot ashes, paints, solvents or flam-

mable liquids shaU be placed in the con­
tainer. 

(C) Any residences or establishments 
that do not use the City Government Roll 
Cart Container or establishments that use 
containers for excess garbage and trash in 
addition to the one provided by the City 
of Prestonsburg will comply with the fol­
lowing regulations. All containers and 
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receptacles must have covers. Regulation 
Garbage containers shall be water tight 
containers equipped with tight fitting 
covers sufficient to keep out water, pre­
vent disturbance by animals and entrance 
of insects. Containers shall not be less 
than five nor more than thirty gallons 
capacity. All standard garbage contain­
ers shall be equipped with suitable 
handles by which they may be lifted. Tied 
plastic bags may be used for excess trash 
placement at the curb. 

SECTION 7: MAINTENANCE AND 
PLACEMENT OF ROLL CART CON­
TAlNER: 

{A) Refuse containers shall be main­
tained in good condition. Any container 
that is not provided by the City of 
Prestonsburg and does not conform to 
the provisions of this Olapter or that may 
have ragged or sharp edges or any other 
defect liable to hamper or injure the per­
son collecting the contents thereof must 
be promptly replaced by a proper recep­
tacle. All bulk trash accumulated in resi­
dential, commercial or manufacturing 
buildings, other than those items which 
can be placed in the roll cart or container, 
shall be flattened and tied in bundles or 
packed in suitable containers of a size that 
can be readily handled by one collector, 
and in no case shall such bundle or con­
tainer be larger than 3 feet by 4 feel Brush 
shall be cut into length not exceeding four 
feet and tied into bundles which can be 
readily handled by an individual collec­
tor. All non-residential establishments 
which do not use dumpsters will comply 
with the regulations listed above. When 
any container is found to be in bad condi­
tion or when the refuse is not properly 
prepared in accordance with this section, 
a notioe shall be attached to such con­
tainer or refuse by the Director of the 
Department of Public Works, or his rep­
resentative, listing the defect to be cured 
before collection is continued. 

{B) Garbage containers shall be kept or 
placed at the most accessible place at the 
rear of the house or building or in un­
locked areas or passage ways thereof at 
ground level. Containers must be clearly 
visible to collectors as they enter the rear 
yard. Garbage containers shall not be kept 
upon the street, sidewalk, other public 
place, front yard or premises or below 
ground. Containers shall not be kept in 
garages, on patios or in enclosed areas. 
Residents shall place receptacles for trash 
at the curb. 

SECTION 8: REFUSE COLLECTION 
SCHEDULES: 

{A) In all areas of residential city collec­
tion, garbage service will be provided at 
least onoe per week on the same days of 
each succeeding week. Trash that will not 
fit in the roll cart container and that is 
properly prepared pursuant to this ordi­
nance will be collected once per week. 
When a scheduled refuse collection day 
falls on a city holiday, refuse will be col­
lected on the next regularly scheduled 
collection day. The Director of the De­
partment of Public Works will retain the 
right to adjust schedules in response to 
emergencies or severe weather. 

(B) Roll cart containers and receptacles 
for trash and ashes shall be placed at the 
curb line for collection but shall not re­
main at the curb line longer than a reason­
able time necessary for collection. City 
containers and other receptacles for trash 
and ashes shall be placed at the curb no 
sooner than 7:00p.m. on the eveningprior 
to collection and no later than 5:00a.m. on 
the day of collection. City containers and 
other receptacles shall be removed from 
the curb no later than 7:00 p.m. in the 
evening on the day of collection. Roll 
carts and otherreceptaclesshall be kept in 
the rear yard when not at the curb for col­
lection. Properties which donothaverear 
yard access may be exempt from this 
provision upon approval of an alterna­
tive storage location by the Director of 
Public Works. 

SECTION 9: PROCEDURE FOR US­
ING DUMPSTERS AND COLLECTION 
SCHEDULES: 

{A) No dumpster shall be located closer 
than six (6) feet to any abutting residential 
property line. Whenever in the opinion of 
the Director of Public Works a dumpster 
cannot be located upon a particular site so 
as to conform with these requirements, or 
there are special circumstances that make 
the requirements wholly impractical, the 
Director may designate a location for the 
dumpster which in his discretion is the 
most accessible and anesthetically appro­
priate or make exemptions from the re­
quirements as necessary. Any property 
owner aggrieved by the determination of 
the Director of Public Works may address 
tlte concern to the City Council of the City 
of Prestonsburg. 

{B) All dumpsters and containers, re­
gardless of whether collection service will 
be provided by the dty or by private 
hauler, shall be maintained in a safe and 
sanitary condition and shall be cleaned 
by the owner I occupant of the dumpster 
site as often as necessary to prevent the 
dumpster from becoming malodorous. 
Utter and debris shall not be allowed to 
accumulate around the dumpster, and all 
refuse shall be deposited in such manner 
so as to prevent it from blowing out of the 
dumpster. 

{C) The Department of Public Works 
and the City Administrator is hereby 
authorized to promulgate further regula­
tions regarding dumpsters in order to 
provide standards for the location and 
mamtenance of the dumpsters not in 
conflict with these sections. 

(D) The City shall make a minimum of 
one collection per week from each estab­
lishment having dumpster containers. U 
a dumpster is blocked by a vehicle or Is 
obstructed in any other way which pr<>­
hibits access to a dumpster, the Depart­
ment of Public works will return for this 
collection only if the collection schedules 
allow. No dumpster containers will be 
collected or emptied by the City if its 
collection equipment is required to pass 
over a curb. Such containers shall be 
placed and located as directed by the 
Director of Public Works. 

(E) A dumpster container will not be 
collected when in the opinion of the Di­
rector of Public Works it is filled with 
special handling wastes or when the 
combined weight of the container and its 

contents is of such an excessive weight as 
to pose a threat to the proper functioning 
of the packer truck lifting equipment. 

(F) Establishments using dumpster 
containers shall ensure that the container 
is placed at a point that is reasonably 
accessible for the purpose of collection. 
Such point shall not be in any public 
street, alley or sidewalk, or upon any 
public property of any nature. Dumpsters 
in extremely difficult locations may not 
be serviced if in the opinion of the Direc­
tor of Public Works a better, safer and 
more accessible location exists upon the 
property. Establishments shall see the 
dumpster containers are maintained in 
good condition. Any container with rag­
ged edges, serious rust problems affect· 
ing the strength of the container or bro­
ken sleeves may not be serviced and may 
be replaced by the City. Dumpster con­
tainers shall be cleaned as often as neces­
sary by the owner I occupant of the prop­
erty to ensure that the container does not 
become malodorous and unsanitary. 

(G)Temporary placement of dumpsters 
on rights-of-way for restoration or dem<>­
lition work requires a permit from the 
City Oerk. Further, the City reserves the 
right to refuse service to temporary 
dumpsters. 

SECTION 10: COLLECTION RE­
STRICTIONS: 

(A) It shall be unlawful to place any 
hazardous or medical waste or special 
handling waste in City Solid Waste Con­
tainers any receptacle for pick-up by the 
City. (roll carts or dumpsters). The City 
reserves the right to enter into private 
contract negotiation and award a fran­
chise or franchises to businesses for the 
collection and disposal of hazardous, 
medical or any other special wastes un­
der terms and conditions as the city deems 
reasonable and appropriate. 

{B) It shall be unlawful for any person 
to engage in the refuse collection business 
in the City of Prestonsburg without first 
obtaining a license from the City. 

{C) It shall be unlawful for any person 
other than refuse collectors in the Depart­
ment of Public Works or a person duly 
licensed to collect, haul, convey or trans­
port any of the waste materials herein 
mentioned, to interfere in any manner 
with the receptacles containing any such 
waste materials, or to remove any such 
receptacle from the location where placed 
by the property owner/occupant or the 
Director of the Department of Public 
Works, or to remove any of the contents 
of such receptacles. 

SECTION 11: PROHIBITED PRAC­
TICES: 

The following practices are hereby 
prohibited and violators shall be pun­
ished as provided in Section 12 below. 
From and after the effective date of this 
Ordinance it shall be unlawful: 

(A) To use dumpsters other than those 
assigned to the owner/occupant of any 
premises serviced by the City, its repre­
sentatives or assigns. Persons using 
dumpsters other than those assigned to 
them by the City shall be subject to fines 
and/ or penalties as hereinafter set forth; 

{B) To throw or deposit any garbage, 
rubbish, waste matter, or to cause the 
same to be thrown or deposited upon or 
in any street, alley, gutter, vacant lot, or 
yard; 

(C) To keep, place, or deposit garbage 
or waste on any private grounds or prem· 
ises whatsoever, except in receptacles as 
designated herein. 

(D) To store or keep any garbage, 
rubbish or waste matter where rodents, 
flies or insects can have access thereto or 
feed thereon; 

{E) To bury any such garbage or waste 
matter at any place within the City Limits 
of the City of Prestonsburg except as 
authorized by the Director of Public Works 
or a relevant Public Health Offioer; 

{F) To deposit or allow to accumulate 
any rubbish or waste matter, any junked 
motor vehicle, or any other matter deemed 
to be a nuisanoe in the context of this 
ordinance in or upon any vacant lot, yard. 
street, alley, gutter, high way, park or other 
public place in the city except for building 
materials and related supplies in use for 
construction by virtue of an authorized 
current building permit; 

{G) To bum any garbage or refuse, 
wastepaper, boxes, rubbish, debris, brush, 
grass, weeds, cuttings from trees, lawns 
and gardens except that such materials 
may be burned in a state approved fur-

nace or private incinerator pursuant to a 
permit issued by and under the supervi­
sion of the City of Prestonsburg. 

{H) To deposit or cause to be deposited 
in any manner garbage or rubbish or any 
other waste matter into the sewer system 
of the city except with the written ap­
proval and under the direction of the 
Superintendent of the Utilities of the City 
and the appropriate Public Health Offi­
cer; 

(I) For the owner or operator of any 
truck or any vehicle carrying manure, 
swill, offal or any other noxious offensive 
or dangerous substance or the contents of 
any privy vault, cesspool, septic tank or 
sink to allow the scattering, spilling or 
leakage of the contents thereof upon any 
street or other public way or upon the 
yard, driveway or within any premises, 
whether public or private, or to allow 
such vehicle to stand or remain near any 
building, place of business or residence, 
or to unreasonably delay the time of load­
Ing or unloading or in passing along any 
street or through any uninhabited place 
or connection therewith to be kept tn an 
unsanitary and unwholesome condition 
or be stored in any place where needless 
offense is caused to any person; 

O> To engage in the collection, hauling 
or transportation of any garbage or other 
similar solid waste or refuse for hire, 
except by the City or its authorized agent. 
This is not intended to preclude the haul­
ing for hire of commercial garbage or 
waste or any prh•ate or commercial rub­
bish or waste matter as defined In this 
Olapter, or of cesspool or privy contents, 
or of any waste building or construction 
materials left over from construction, 
renovahon or demolition of any building, 
so long as said private or commercial 
rubbish or waste collector first obtains a 
permit from the City of Prestonsburg. 
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(K) To keep or allow to accumUlate for 
more than one week any kind of pu­
tresciple garbage or waste material. 

{L) No person, firm, or corporation, 
other than the city or its agents shall 
engage m the collection, transportation or 
disposal of garbage or other waste mate­
rials from any premises or business, ei­
ther for hire or compensation, without 
first obtaining a penn it as required by the 
City of Prestonsburg. 

SECTION 12: FEE EXCEPTIONS FOR 
ELDERLY OR HANDICAPPED PER­
SONS: 

The monthly garbage collection rates 
stated in Section 5 above shall not apply 
to family residential units which are oc­
cupied by the homeowner or occupant of 
individually metered rental units, pro­
vided that said homeowner or occupant 
is 62 years of age and provided that proof 
of age is established to the satisfaction of 
the appropriate officers of the City. If 
such provisions apply, the monthly col­
lection rates shall be discounted by 20% 
per month. 

SECTION 13: RECYCLING: 
Recycling plans may be implemented 

by the city with approval of the Mayor on 
a trial basis for up to six months, after 
which rules and regulations involving 
the recycling of materials, shall be pre­
sented to the council for inclusion in this 
Ordinance. 

SECTION 14: PENALTY FOR VIOLA­
TION OF ORDINANCE: 

Any person, firm or corporation violat­
ing any of the provisions of this Ordi­
nance shall be deemed guilty of a misde­
meanor, and upon conviction thereof, 
shall be punishable by a fine of not Jess 
than $25.00 nor more than $300.00 or by 
imprisonment, in the discretion of the 
court or jury trying the case. Each day any 
violation shall continue shall be consid­
ered a separation violation. 

SECTION 15: SEVERABILITY: 
Action by a court of competent juris­

diction declaring any section, sub-sec­
tion, phrase or word of this ordinance to 
be invalid, unconstitutional and/or void 
shall not affect the remainder of this 
Ordinance which shall remain in full force 
and effect. 

SECTION 16: FORCE AND EFFECT: 
This ordinance shall be in full force and 

effect as of the date of passage and publi­
cation as required by Law. 

SECTION 17: CONFLICTS: 
All ordinances or any parts in conflict 

with the provisions of this Ordinance are 
expressly repealed to the extent of such 
conflict.

February home sales rally in wake of low rates, war success 
The market for previously owned 

homes rallied in February, as home 
buyers, buoyed by an imminent al­
lied victory in the Persian Gulf, took 
advantage of low mortgage rates, 
according to the National Associa­
tion of Realtors. 

The association recorded a season­
ally adjusted annual sales rate• of 
3.13 million cxi.,ting ~ingle-family 
homes last month, 7.9 percent above 
the January rate of 2.90 million units. 
The month-to-month increase was the 
first recorded since last November, 
and it was the largest recorded in 
nearly five years. 

"The clear, dccisivcoutcomeofthe 
war turned around sagging consumer 
confidence and brought buyers back 
into the market/' said N AR President 
Harley E. Rouda. "After months of 
sputtering, it looks as though many 
markets across the nation have passed 
their low point and are regaining 
strength. People area ready to buy." 

Although a wide-scale surge in 
home sales is not anticipated in the 
months ahead, in general, activity 
appears to have stabilized and is now 
resuming a sustainable growth rate, 
he noted.

The Federal Home Loan Mortgage 
Corp. (Freddie Mac) reported that 
the nationalaveragecommitmcnt rate 
for 30-year, conventional, fixed-rate

Favorable mortgage rates have 
opened up the home buying market 
to more people with modest incomes, 
Rouda said. "Homrownership is 
becoming more affordable to the 
entry-level buyer/' he said. 

A decline in the national median 
price from one year ago and between 
January and February reflects a 
greater quantity of home sales in the 
lower-price range. The median is a 
midpoint-half the homes sell for 
more, half for less. February's me­
dian of$94,800 was 0.8 percent below 
January's price of $95,600 and 0.3 
percent below the February 1990 price 
of$95,100.

Rouda noted. "The difference be­
tween 10 and 9 percent eliminates 
both real and psychological barriers," 
he said. 

For instance, the principal and in­
terest payment on a fixed-rate, 30-
year loan for $75,800 (80 percent of 
February's median price) with a 9.25 
percent interest rate (Freddie Mac's 
lowest rate for February} would be 
about $624. Payments on the same 
loan at 10.25 percent would be $680. 

Activity was up notably in the 
Northeast, a region which has been 
dominated by s.uggish sales in high­
cost markets. There, the resale pace 
was 500,000 units in February 8.7 
percent above the January rate. The 
February median price in the North­
east was$137,700, up0.6 percent from 
January, but 4.0 percent below the 
price for February 1990. Realistic 
pricing by sellers has started attract­
ing buyers looking for bargains, 
Tuccillo noted. 

However, despite the resale pace 
increase, the Northeast is not likely to 
experience a sudden rebound, due 
largely to credit tightening that will 
continue to hamper sales in the resi-
