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New face a guarantee in circuit court

The face of justice in Floyd County 
is changing. After nearly thirty years 
on the bench, Circuit Court Judge 
Hollie Conley has decided to step 
down. 

On NovemberS, a successor for 
Conley will be chosen by Floyd 
County voters. The candidates for 
the position are Paul Burchett and 
Harold Stumbo. 

B urcheu, a Prestonsburg attorney, 
was born in Prestonsburg and has 
two children. He ran for state Senator 
in 1983 and was defeated. 

Passenger injured : 

Stumbo is currently the District 
Judge for Floyd County. He hails 
from the McDowell area and has four 
children. He has been Commonwealth 
Attorney and .--------, 
Floyd County 
Attorney. 

The circuit 
judge hears all 
civil and crimi­
nal cases except 
minor felonies, 
misdemeanors, Burchett 
traffic, juvenile L---=~=~-' 
and claims cases involving less than 
$4,000. These other cases are heard 
in district court. 

The next judge inherits a huge 
caseload. The Floyd circuit ranks 
seventh in the state in number of 
cases flied. In fiscal year 1989-90, 
1,163 cases 
were filed in the .--------------. 
county. The av­
erage caseload 
for a Kentucky 
circuit judge is 
880 cases per 
year, according 
to Pat Sims of

six circuits with larger caseloads than 
Floyd County cover two or three

asked a series of questions to both 
candidates for the position. Their 
responses follow. 

Floyd County Times: Why do 
you want to be elected CircuitJ udge? 

Burchett: I chose as a goal to be 
Circuit Judge about 10 or 12 years 
ago. I almost ran for the office in 
1983, and decided not to out of re­
spect for Judge Conley ... You've got 
to have someone who is qualified and 
has some le"el-headed judgment 
about them to make the court system 
operate properly. I'm not trying to

The Floyd County Emergency and 
Rescue Squad was called to the scene 
and used the Jaws of Life to free 
Gayheart from the vehicle. Floyd 
County Sheriff's deputies and mem­
bers of the Garrett Fire Department 
were also at the scene.

Drowning in 
well probed 
by police

The death of a 63-year-old Martin 
woman is under investigation by the 
Kentucky State Police after she re­
portedly climbed into a ground well 
and drowned. 

Aggie Click of Stephens Branch 
was found in the well near her home 
by her grandson at approximately 10 
a.m. Wednesday. Members of the 
Floyd County Emergency and Res­
cue Squad removed Click from the 
well and she was pronounced dead at 
the scene by Floyd County Coroner 
Roger Nelson. 

A rescue squad spokesman said 
the diameter of the well opening was 
18 inches and was six and a half feet 
in depth. Her shoes and a metal fold­
ing chair were found beside the well, 
the spokesman said. 

Itwasreportedbytherescuesquad 
that Click drank coffee and talked 
with family members earlier W ednes­
day. 

Nelson said the water level inside 
the well was four and a half feet deep 
and Click died due to asphyxiation 
from drowning. He said no foul play 
is suspected.

the couple. She said when Lowe moved out, he 
left the coffin. 

"We got stuck with it," Collins said. 
Residents became concerned and contacted 

the Floyd County Sherifrs Department after the 
coffin was observed on the front porch. 

Deputy Ed Rickman answered the complaint 
and asked for assistance from deputy Linzie 
Hunt 

"Ed contacted me by radio and asked me to 
come to the scene," Hunt said. "I asked him if he 
thought anything was wrong and he said, 'It's the 
most unusual thing I've ever saw.' I went to the 
house and made them open it up. You could tell 

gave them away during 
Halloween. He said the plaque was a form of advertis­
ing. 

The casket appeared to be pretty worn with the 
interior stained and a dent in the lid. Collins said the 
only persons ever in the coffin were "her friends that 
passed out" after parties at the home. 

Rumors that a "curse" had been placed on Floyd 
County SheriffPaul Hunt Thompson after inquiring at 
the home about the coffin, gave him something to 
laugh about. 

"I've never been up to that house," Thompson said 
Wednesday. "But, I'm sure I am cursed and cussed 
every day in this county."

The state's Office of Education 
Accountability (OEA) will address 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion concerning a letter alleged! y sent 
to Prestonsburg High School booster 
cJubs by principal Roben May. 

Dr. Penney Sanders, director of 
OEA called May's leuer"erroneous'' 
and said it will be brought to the 
auention of the board of educauon. 

"The Office of Education Ac­
countability has reviewed principal 
May's May9lenertoall Prestonsburg 
High School booster clubs," Sanders 
said Wednesday. "We find it to be 
erroneous as to facts and the interpre­
tation ofKRS 528.130 and 528.140. 

"Since the Prestonsburg Athletic 
Academic Association (PAAA) is 
currently under investigation by the 

Kentucky State Police," Sanders 
added, "no further comment will be 
made regarding the matter other than 
to say that it will be properly ad­
dressed by OEA through the Floyd 
County Board of Education." 

Kentucky Revised Statutes 
528.130 and 528.140 deal with the 
operations of charitable gaming ac­
tivities including bingo. The PAAA 
used to operate a weekly bingo game 
at the high school unt\1 an investiga­
uon by the Times revealed the group 
failed to meet state law criteria to 
operate the games. The board of 
education suspended the games in 
April and asked for a state investiga­
tion into the operation.

Pot harvests grow 
for local officers

With autwnn harvest just around 
the calendar's comer, the Floyd 
County Sheriff's department has 
stepped up its efforts to eradicate 
marijuana fields in the county. 

The latest effort by the depart­
ment led to their largest marijuana 
fmd this year Tuesday after an anony­
mous tip led them to a secluded 
mountain top at Wheelwright. 

Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson and 
five deputies cut and removed 160 
marijuana plants Tuesday evening at 

Hen Pen near Melvin. The plants 
were found growing on a remote hill­
side in two different plots. Officers 
hiked approximately a half mile up 
steep terrain to locate the patch. 

The plants were destroyed 
Wednesday. Deputies Ricky 
Thornsberry, Lloyd Powers, Mike 
Slone, Bill Howell and Dewayne 
Jarrell headed Tuesday's effort. 

Tuesday's find was one of several 
the shenff's department made over 
the past week. 

Deputies Lloyd Powers and 
Homer Neeley found over 20 plants 
in five locations last week that re­
sulted in two arrests. Plants were 
found at Com Fork, Abbott, Lancer, 
Auxier and Banner. 

Johnny R. Boyd, 22, of Com Fork 
was arrested July 24 and charged 
with producing and culitvating mari­
juana after plants were found behind 
his residence. 

Mike R. Hall of Hall Branch at 
Banner was arrested July 23 and 
charged with producing and cultivat­
ing marijuana after Powers found 
marijuana plants growing near his 
home.

them to cease their fundraising ac­
tivities.

A group called Boosters for Aca­
demic Excellence filed incorporation 
papers with the Secretary of State 
office last week and May was listed 
as sole incorporator. May said Mon­
day that the group "might" revive the 
weekly bingo games and that the 
booster club would be used to raise 
funds for organizations at the high 
school. 

The issue is expected to be ad­
dressed at the August 13 meeting of 
the board of education. The meeting 
will be held at Betsy Layne High 
School and begins at 6 p.m.

According to Pikeville City Po­
lice Oct. Ray Akers, the suspect may 
be responsible for several Sunday 
morning capers throughout a four­
state area, and is believed to be hiding 
somewhere in the Wise, Virginia, 
area. 

Police still do not have a name for 
the suspect but they do have a de­
tailed description of a man that 
matches the description of a person 
being sought for robbing StOres m a 
four-state area. 

Akers said the subject is a white 
male, approximately 6'2" to 6'4"', 
245 pounds. He is thought to be in his 
30s to 40s, has "a pitted complex­
ion," long, dark hair in a ponytail, 
mustache and goatee and a receding 
hairline. He was last seen wearing 
jeans and a gray tank top with a black 
bandana and black gloves. 

Akers also said that the man wears 
lots of jewelry. "He has rings on 
every fmger, two or three necklaces." 
One necklace he has been observed 
wearing bears an obscene message. 

He fled the scene Sunday in an 
early 1980s gray Buick with a black 
or maroon vinyl top. The license plates 
on the car were concealed by a plastic 
bag. 

The Sunday morning burglary was 
cut short when the man noticed he 
was being observed. Two eyewit­
nesses saw the burglary and called 
the police. The store's alarm also 
activated. 

A woman was also seen with him 
Sunday morning. She was described 
asbeing5'3", 120pounds, with black 
shoulder-length hair and wearing a 
white t-shirtandjeans. She was walk­
ing up and down Caroline Avenue, 
apparently acting as a lookout for the 
man. One witness said the woman 
seemed to be "eying" The Diamond 
Corral, another jewelry store located 
a few feet from Hefner's. 

The man is suspected of having 
taken hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars worth of merchandise from stores 
in Kentucky, Virginia, Tennessee and 
North Carolina, Akers said. 

. He continued that the man nor­
mally "pulls up, breaks the front door 
out, gets stuff and takes off." Akers 
added that the robberies usually oc­
cur on Sundays. 

Anyone having information about 
the robbery should contact Akers at 
the Pikeville Police Department at 
437-5111 or the Kentucky State Po­
lice at 437-7311. The suspect was 
anned with a handgun during the 
Pikeville robbery.

CmLDREN 

Kentucky received good news this 
week concerning our state • s children. 
The state will receive $253,821 in 
start-up funds to expand the school 
breakfast program. With the millions 
of government dollars flowing to all 
kinds of assistance programs, this 
amount might first seem insignifi­
cant. But these funds mean that 12 
Kentucky counties who did not have 
any school breakfast program now 
have the ability to start one. Addi­
tional funding also means that schools 
now have the resources to promote 
the program and educate potential 
users of it. 

The money going to Kentucky is 
part of a total $5 million going to 
school diStricts in 30 states, the cul­
mination of a bill J introduced in May 
1989 to amend the Child Nutrition 
Act of 1966.

Editor: 

I am searching for the true identity 
of my grandfather, Joseph Murry 
Osburn, who supposedly was born in 
Iowa between 1843-47,grewupnear 
the Cumberland River in Kentucky, 
and died in Hempstead County, 
Arkansas, in 1912. He died before I 
was born, but I grew up on t.ales of his 
mysterious and colorful life. 

According to my father, he was a 
"full-blooded Frenchman" and came 
from Bradith County ncar a litlle town 
that sounded like "Dirks." Since there 
has never been a Bradith County, 
Dad must have meant Breathitt. I 
have searched Breathitt County rec­
ords and have found no Osburns at 
any time. He had 10 brothers and 2 
sisters and his father's name was John. 
One sister married a Booboo. (I be­
lieve that to have been Booher.) 
Census records say that his father 
was born in Massachusetts and his 
mother was born in Pennsylvania. 
His father was a lieutenant in the 
army during the Civil War. 

When the Civil War broke out his 
father and brothers enlisted, but I 
don't know whether they were Union 
or Confederate. Joseph was left at 
home to look after his mother and 
some younger children. One day his 
mother sent him to the mill with com 
to be ground. On the way two boys 
which I think were his cousins, took 
him off his mule and whipped him. 
That night he crawled through their 
windows and killed them. He then 
fled and joined the Union Anny. Later 
he saw his father and three brothers 
killed on the same day in a battle ncar 
Jackson, Tennessee. He served as a 
spy for the Union Army and was with 
Sherman when he went through 
Georgia, but he has no military rec- . 
ord. I have searched the Kentucky 
Adjutant General L1sts and I cannot 
identify the father and brothers. After 
the war, he left Kentucky and there is 
a 14-year gap before he shows up in 
I879in Red River County, Texas. As 
far as I know, he never corresponded 
with the family back in Kentucky. 

I have just returned from my sec­
ond trip to Frankfort doing research 
and I learned that Breathitt County 
has had two courthouse ftres, so crimi­
nal records of the 1861-62 era do not 
exist. In my 10-ycar search I have 
exhausted every clue that I can re­
member and my only conclusion is 
that he changed his name. I know that 
there must have been many such 

incidents in Kentucky in those years 
and I realize that I am asking for a 
miracle, but maybe, just maybe, such 
a story has been handed down in 
some family in your area.

WMMT, 88.7 FM, is the listener­
supported radio station of the Appal­
shop media center in Whitesburg. 
The station serves eastern Kentucky 
and southwest Virginia with a wide 
variety of programming, mostly done 
by volunteers such as Prestonsburg's 
"Alligator John" Spurlock. WMMT 
does not accept advertising, but it has 
drawn contributions from a wide 
range of mdividuals and businesses 
in its listening area. 

Recently WMMTreceiveda grant 
from the US Department of Com­
merce to improve its coverage by 
building a series of eight FM transla­
tors. A translator is an auxiliary trans­
mitter which receives the main signal 
and rebroadcasts it at low power on 
another frequency. The device is 
generally installed on a hilltop where

the signal is strong. The translator 
then beams the signal to lower-lying 
areas that otherwise would be blocked 
from receiving it by the hills. In 
Prestonsburg's case, the translator 
will be installed on the tower of radio 
station WQHY. 

When built, the translator will send 
WMMT's programming into the town 
of Prestonsburg and the surrounding 
area. This programming is probably 
the most diverse of any station in 
eastern Kentucky and southwest 
Virginia. The station airs bluegrass 
and traditional mountain music, clas­
sic and contemporary rock, blues, 
gospel, country, Latin and African 
music; it also runs news and public 
affairs features, both locally-pro­
duced and national. The station relies 
on volunteers to design and carry out 

Over $13 million in funding, in­
cluding funds for a Floyd County 
flood control project, was approved 
Wednesday by the House of Repre­
sentatives. The funds were included 
in a conference report of the Energy 
and Water Appropriations Develop­
ment Appropriations for fiscal year 
1992. The bill easily passed the House 
393 to 32, said a spokesperson for 
Congressman Chris Perkins' office. 

If the bill receives Senate ap­
proval,$150,000 in funding will be 
utilized to continue the design of 
Beaver Creek's flood project, which 
includes the left and right forks. 

Other projects in Eastern Ken­
tucky will receive a big chunk of the 
funding including $8,070,000 for 
continuation of South Williamson's 
flood proofmg and floodwall con­
struction; $3.5 million for "finish­
up" work on Yatesville Lake, incl ud­
ing funds to build a permit office,

visitors center, cultural resource pres­
entation and to provide part of the 
costshareofBarker Marina; $600,000 
for continuation of the Salyersville 
cut-through project which the Senate 
had eliminated funding for this year's 
work; $500,000 to begin engineering 
on an extensive flood control project 
in Pike County; $300,000 forprecon­
struction engineering and design of 
the Hazard flood control project; 
$225,000 to continue the study ot 
flood control solutions for West 
Liberty in Morgan County and 
$160,000 to continue the study to 
solve Jackson's flooding problems. 

In addition, Congressman Perkins 
received $200,000 to look at the 
economic potential of expanding 
recreational activities on existing 
reservoirs along the Levisa Fork of 
the Big Sandy River, the Little Sandy 
River, the Upper Licking River and 
the Kentucky River's North Fork.

State, Big Sandy 
jobless rates rise

More than 36,000 job seekers 
flooded Kentucky's job market in 
June, pushing the civilian labor force 
to a new record and causing unem­
ployment rates to climb in 86 of 
Kentucky's 120 counties. 

Rates fell in 3 I counties and re­
mained the same in Franklin, Garrard 
and Pulaski counties from May to 
June, accerding to the Cabinet for 
Human Resources' monthly labor 
trends report. 

Kentucky's revised May jobless 
rate of 6.9 percent rose to a prelimi­
nary 7.2 percent in June - much 
higher than last June's 6.1 percent. 
Nationwide, the rate grew from 6.6 
percent in May to6.9 percent in June. 

Locally, in the Big Sandy area 
development district, the unemploy­
ment rate increased from a revised 
11.3 percent in May to a preliminary 
11.9 percent in June. Rates ranges 
from 9.8 percent in Johnson County 
to 19.3 percent in Magoffin County, 
third highest in the state. Floyd 
County's jobless rate was 10.9 per­
cent in June, up from 10.0 percent in 
May. The jobless rate had just fallen 
slightly from 10.2 percent in April. 

The rise in unemployment is con­
sidered normal for the summer 
months, as students looking for 
summer work enter the work force. 

The dubious distinction of the 
state's highest unemployment rate 
went to Elliott County, with a 25.1 
percent jobless rate, followed by 
Breathitt County with 19.3 percent. 
The state's lowest unemployment 
rates were in Oldham County (2.9 
percent) and Fayette County (4.1 
percent).

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Understanding the struggle: 

The Revolutions of 1989 
(Part VI Ins Series) 

by Dr. Thomas Matljaslc 
PCC History Professor 

When Soviet leader Mikhail Gor­
bachev came to power in 1985, four 
of the stx satellite nat ions were led by 
old Stalinist dictators who were de­
termmc to rcstst change at all cost. 
Gorbachcv was determined to intro­
duce econom tc and polttical reforms 
in the U.S.S.R. and he hoped that the 
states of East-Central Europe would 
support his efforts. The notions of 
perestroika (restructuring the econ­
omy) and glasnost (openness) quickly 
captured the popular imagination. 

The leaders of Hungary and Po­
land moved rather quickly to liberal­
ize their governments. In Poland, the 
Communist arty began to realize that 
it was impossible to rule without the 
support of the people. Massive strikes 
during 1988 were destroying the 
Polish economy. Unable to control 
the workers, the Polish government 
turned to Lech Walcsa and Solidarity 
for help in ending the labor unrest. In 
exchange for Walesa's assistance, 
Communist leaders agreed to legal­
ize Solidarity and it began a series of 
negotiations that led to the holding of 
elections on June4, 1989. Of the 261 
contested seats in the Polish Parlia­
ment, Solidarity won 260. Polish 
President Jaruzelski resigned from 
the Communist Party and Tadeusz 
Mazowiecki, a member of Solidar­
ity, was chosen as the ftrst non­
Communist prime minister-in forty 
years. 

Changes in Hungary actually origi­
nated from inside that nations's 
Communist Party. As early as 1987, 
party member ImrePozsgay began to 
assert that Hungary must look to the 
capitalist West for democratic mod­
els. With encouragement from 
Russia's Gorbachev, the Communist 
Party replaced Stalinist dictator Janos 
Kadar with reformer Karoly Grosz. 
Pushed by Pozsgay to go further the 
Communist Party of Hungary held its 
last meeting in October 1989in which 
it legalized opposition parties, ar­
ranged to hold free elections in 1990, 
condemned the 1956 Soviet inva­
sion, and then voted to change its 
name. 

Centre graduate

He was 
trained In Huntsville, Alabama at 
the Marshall Space Flight Center. 
A sophomore at Centre College 
this fall, Crootwlll declare a major 
In physics and mathematics. 

The quiet revolution in Hungary 
inspired dissidents m East Germany 
and Czechoslovakia to stnke for free­
dom. Party boss Eric Honecker in 
East Germany and President Gustav 
Husak of Czechoslovakia were both 
relics of the pasl. They disliked Gor­
bachev and had no intention of liber­
alizmg their regimes. But when 
Hungary opened its borders with 
Auslria in 1989, thousands of East 
Germans decided to visit Hungary 
and slip across the border to theW est. 
In just three days, 30,000 people fled 
into Austria. When the Honecker 
government began to obstruct traffic 
to Hungary, East Germans began to 
flee to Warsaw, Poland and Prague, 
Czechoslovakia. The tide of ref ugces 
became so great that these nations 
permitted the East German refugees 
to leave for West Germany rather 
than bare the fmancial expense of 
caring for them . 

Most citizens of the German 
Democratic Republic (East Germany) 
did not want to flee. They wanted 
change at home. Demonstrations 
spontaneously erupted m Leipzig 
during the summer. When Gorbachev 
visited Honecker in October 1989, he 
warned him that if he put off reforms 
any longer, it could lead to disaster. 
As thousands took to the streets in the 
week that followed, Honecker re­
signed as leader of the Communist 
party. Three weeks later, the entire 
leadership of the East German Com­
munist party resigned their positions 
and they were replaced by reformers. 

On November 9, the government 
announced it was easing travel re­
slrictions between East and West 
Berlin. By midnight, thousands of 
people were making their way across 
the Berlin Wall into the western half 
of the city. The next day, hundreds of 
young Berliners were climbing the 
Wall or chipping at it with hammers, 
rocks, or what ever was available. It 
was clear to everyone that the Com­
munist leaders of the D.D.R. could 
no longer control their people. 

Inspired by recent events in East 
German, youthful Czechs took to the 
streets of Prague. Earlier in the year a 
march to commemorate the death of 
Jan Palach, a young man who had set 
himself on fire to protest the 1968 
Soviet invasion of his country, was 
broken up by police using tear gas 
and water hoses. On November 17. 
1989, as many ao; 50,000 protesters 
jammed Wenceslas Square chanting 
anti-Communist slogans. Police beat 
many of the demonstrators when they 
lried to hand them flowers. The pro­
test leaders responded by calling for 
a general strike. 

On November 19, various groups 
opposed to the Communist govern­
ment met at the Magic Lantern Thea­
ter to form Civic Forum. Vaclav 
Havel, an internationally known play­
wrightquicklyemergedasthegroup's 
leader. As the protests grew in size 

and strength, Alexander Dubcek,_the 
leader of the Prague Spring of 1968, 
traveled to Prague and joined Havel 
at his Magic Lantern headquarters. 

On November 27, millions of 
Czechoslovak tans across the country 
joined in a general strike. That eve­
ning, crowds of up to 500,000 people 
cheered as Havel demanded the 
government's rcstgnat.ion. 

Havel's auacks upon the govern­
ment were often humorous and with­
out malice toward individual Com­
munist leaders. A longtime advocate 
of non-violent resistance, Havel was 
more interested in gaining the rights 
of.freo speech and free association 
for his people, than hewasingaining 
political power for himself. On De­
cember 7, 1989, most of the Commu­
nist rulers of Czechoslovakia volun­
tarily resigned and a new, non-Com­
munist cabinet was formed. Three 
days later, Havel was named presi­
dent. Havel immediately began ne­
gotiations with the Soviet Union 
designed to rid Czechoslovakia of 
Soviet troops. Free, multiparty elec­
tions were held in June 1990 with 
candidates loyal to Civic Forum 
winning48 percent of the vote. In all, 
some 46 political parties participated 
in the election. 

In Rumania, long-Lime dictator 
Nicolae Ceaucescu refused to share 
power. When demonstrations broke 
out in the city of Timisoara, he or­
dered the army and security guards to 
fire into the crowd. Thousands were 
killed. Four days laterCeaucescu was 
shouted down when he attempted to 
address a rally in Bucharest. Faced 
with a mass uprising, Ceaucescu at­
tempted to Oce the country. He was 
arrested by local police in the town of 
Tirgoviste and turned over to the 
army. After a speedy trial, he was 
executed on Christmas Day, 1989. 

After witnessing the events in the 
rest of the Communist bloc, the rulers 
of Bulgaria decided that mild reform 
was preferable to open revolt. In 
essence, the Communists of that state 
were to save themselves by making a 
few concessions to their people. 

Yugoslavia had freed itself from 
Soviet control in 1948, but ethnic 
rivalries became involved in the 
competition between democratic and 
Communist forces within the coun­
try. Non-Communist governments 
were elected in Slovenia and Croatia 
in 1990. They demanded greater 
autonomy from the Communist -
dominated central government whose 
Serbian majority refused to grant 

concessions. 
The revolutions of 1989 would 

not have been possible without the 
approval of Soviet leader Mikhail 
Gorbachev. By the same token, the 
people of East-Central Europe 
showed great courage. The revolts in 
Poland, East Germany and Czecho­
slovakia were based upon mass 
movements. They were, for most the 
part, peaceful affairs.

State funds help

Beware phone fraud, 
says AT&T spokesman 

AT&T is warning customers that 
thousands of American consumers 
are being ripped off by telephone con 
artists who trick them into revealing 
their calling card num hers or accept­
ing long distance charges. 

The annual bill for telephone 
scams directed at consumers is esti­
mated by industry experts at more 
than $1 billion. 

Calling card thieves usually find 
their victims in busy public places 
such as bus, train or airline terminals. 
The victim can be any unsuspecting 
caller who makes a calling card call 
from a public phone. 

Frequently, card number thieves 
simply stand close to their victim in 
order to watch the calling card digits 
being entered on a touch-tone phone. 
If a caller speaks the calling card 
information to an operator, the thief 
tries to listen in. 

Some unwary customers receive a 
call at home from a fraud artist pos­
ing as a phone company or law en­
forcement investigator. The fraud 
artist requests the customer's calling 
card number and provides a phony 
explanation of a supposed toll fraud 
investigation or problems with the 
company's database. 

These phony investigaLOrs also 
sometimes use the "Just say yes" 
scam, instructing victims to accept 
charges for international calls when 
an operator calls for verification. The 
thief assures the customer he or she 
won't be billed for the calls. 

After stealing calling card num­
bers, the thieves usually find an avail­
able public phone from which they 
sell discounted long-distancecalls to 
locations around the world-billing 
the calls to the victim's card number. 

If customers are tricked into ac-

cepting charges for calls, they are 
billed for the calls. 

These con artists can be very in­
timidating and even threaten to cut 
off a customer's phone service if the 
customer doesn 'tcooperate. Custom­
ers should know they are responsible 
if they willingly accept third-number 
charges. 

While these fraud schemes arc 
often centered in larger cities, vic­
tims are being reported across the 
country and anyone can be a target. 

AT&T offers these phone fraud 
tips to consumers: 

* Protect your telephone calling 
card number just as you would a 
credit card number. At public phones, 
be careful not to let anyone see you 
keying in your calling card number 
or overhear you reading the number 
to the operator. 

* Do not use your telephone call­
ing card as identification for pur­
chases to avoid sharing your calling 
card number. 

* Beware of individuals who call 
you at home requesting your tele­
phone calling card number or asking 
you- as part of an "investigation" 
- to accept charges billed to your 
telephone number. Do not give out 
your number to these callers and do 
not accept charges for calls of a sus­
picious nature. If you receive such a 
call, hang up and call your long­
distance company immediately. If 
you're served by AT&T, you can call 
toll-free: 1-800-CAI..L-ATI. (No 
legitimate phone company will ever 
call asking you for your calling card 
number. Your phone company al­
ready has the number.) 

* You should call your long-dis­
tance company if your calling card is 
lost or stolen. 

The weather situation that fos­
tered good growing conditions for 
grass pa<>turcs this year created a 
double whammy for cattJe grazing 
those pastures, according to an ani­
mal scientist at the University of 
Kentucky. 

"Unseasonably warm tempera­
tures and high humidity in May and 
June provided unusually good grow­
ing conditions for grasses," said 
Nelson Gay, associate chairman of 
the Animal Sciences Department in 
the UK College of Agriculture. 

"But," Gay added, "the weather 
also favored development of fungi 
that produce organic compounds 
(alkaloids) in grasses. These com­
pounds create toxic reactions that 
cause a blood circulatory problem or 
reduce cattle performance." 

Pastures produced abundant seed 
heads this spring, he said. Since ergot 
alkaloids develop on infected seeds, 
pastures that were not mowed to 
remove the seed heads may have high 
concentrations of the organic com­
pounds. 

These alkaloids can create a toxic 
reaction that restricts blood flow to 
the extremities. Affected beef cattle

shed tail hmrs and tail switches. In 
extreme cases, animals develop 
"fescue foot," a dry gangrene. 

"Weather condiuons also favored 
development of a endophytic fungus 
that spends its entire life within the 
plant tissue," Gay said. "When tall 

fescue grows well, the endophytes 
also flourish; so higher levels of the 
organisms arc present in the grass. 
They produce organic compounds 
that cause a malady known as 'fescue 
toxicosis.' " 

Catlle grazing tall fescue pastures 
with high levels of the endophyte 
have reduced weight gain and lower 
competition rates; calves have lower 
weaning weights. 

"About 90 percent of the 5 to 6 
million acres of tall fescue in Ken­
tucky is infected with thisendophylic 
fungus, which spreads only through 
the seed," Gay said. 

"However," he added, "tall fescue 
is the predominant pasture in Ken­
tucky. In many cases, it is the only 
pasture available. I urge producers to 
take pasture samples and have them 
tested to determine the level of in fcc-

Lion. Your county Extension office 
has information on collecting and 
submuung samples." 

"Fescue. toxicity is a greater prob­
lem durmg the summer," Gay said. 
"So we recommend that, where pos­
sible, producers take animals off tall 
fescue pastures in June, July and 
August. It is especially important to 
keep the breeding herd off highly 
mfected pastures during the breeding 
season."

Watson, mathematics and 
German teacher at Allen Central High 
School, is one of two Kentucky teach­
ers chosen to participate in the na­
tional Computer Equity Expert Proj­
ect which is a current major national 
education project. The goal of the 
project is to increase girls' involve­
ment with computers, mathematics, 
and science. With acceptance, Mrs. 
Watson has agreed to serve the next 
year and a half. 

To begin participation in this 
project, Mrs. Watson is attending a 
six-day seminar at MIT in Cambr­
idge, Massachusetts, to begin July 
26th. The seminar will address gen­
der equity in computers, mathemat­
ics and science classrooms, what the 
problems are and how to solve them. 
Educators will be represented from 
across the country. 

Throughout Mrs. Watson's par­
ticipation in the project, she will be 
part of a national network of educa­
tors who are concerned about equal 
education for girls. In the fall, she is 
expected to share her expertise within 
her own school as well as the district, 
and in the state in workshops and 
school computer equity team efforts. 
Later in the year, she will attend an 
additional project. 

The Computer Equity Expert

coach will make it to Wheelwright as head basketball coach or not. The 
latest rumor has it, and it is more fact than rumor, that he has decided to 
remain at Knott County Central for another try after securing his old job 
back.

I learned a lot from it. Playing more 
positions than just underneath the 
basket helped me a lot." 

Burlce hopes to be able to use the 
summer experience and show some 
leadership for this year's Blackcat 
team. "I jusL want to do better on 
offense. l believe the tournaments 
have made me a better coordinated 
player and I realize I am going have 
to be." 

The Blackcat center said that his 
bestgamecameagainstOcean View, 
a California team, when he scored 12 
points and had a good defensive out-
ing.

After a venture in mining, Stepp 
decided he wanted to return to what 
he really loved- coaching.

The boosters club 
and parents are great and even though 
lhe basketball program has been down 
the past two years the potential for a 
great program exists.

Steppdoesn 'tknow who his assis­
tants will be but that will be named 
later he said. 

What style of basketball will the 
former Martin Countian bring to 
Lawrence County?

Stepp wants to go into the county 
and set up the junior high program 
and just offer his input into the sys­
tem. "I'm not going to go in there and 
tell them how to run their program, 
but just to make some suggestions so 
that it will be easier for the kids when 
they do reach the high school level. I 
can't go into the middle school and 
order anything done. but I can make 
suggestions."

Stepp hopes to stress the funda· 
mentals of the game of basketball in 
the lower grades and work with the 
existing coaches to help build a solid 
program at the Lawrence County 
school. 

Stepp's coaching philosophy is 
that of not embarrassing the players. 
"I wtllnever holler at a player or use 
profanity at a player in order to cor­
rect his mistakes. I don't believe they 
should be abused in front of other 
players or fans. If a kid makes a 
mistake, I will lake him aside and 
point out his mistakes and how to 
correct them.

Revenues from hunting and fish­
ing license sales rose 5.6 percent in 
1990. John Turner, director of the 
Interior Department's U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service, has announced. The 
total sales of hunting licenses de­
creased slightly from the previous 
year while fishing license sales held 
steady. 

A total of 15,806,864 people pur­
chased hunting licenses during fiscal 
year 1990,compared with 15,858,063 
in 1989. Fishing license purchasers 
numbered 30,731,821 in fiscal year 
1990, compared with 30.302,244 in 
1989. Income from the sale of li­
censes and associated permits, tags, 
and stamps in 1990 reached an over­
aU total of $784 million, compared 
with $740 million in 1989.

Back in the early 1950s, Ron 
Rhody, an employee of the Kentucky 
Department ofFish and Wildlife, had 
an idea: produce a lelevision show 
that would educale and enlertain the 
growing population of outdoor en­
thusiasts in Kentucky. 

In 1953, Rhody's idea became a 
reality when Kentucky Afield pre­
nuered on WAVE-TV in Louisville. 
After moving to KET in 1985, the 
program became stalewide. 

Today, Kentucky Afield is one of 
the most-watched KETprograms, and 
is the longest running series of its 
kind in the country. Now hosted by 
Dave Shuffett, a former bureau chief 
for Lexington's WLEX-TV, Ken­
tucky Afield features segments which 
focus not only on hunting and fishing 
but on issues concerning wildlife and 

their habitats. That will be the topic 
for a live, one-hour call-in special, 
airing on KET at 8 p.m.

Editor's note: Paintsville lost in 
the sectional finals Monday night in 
Georgia. 

They call themselves the "Diny 
Dozen." Now, you can call them state 
champions. 

• The Paintsville Big League (16-
18 ycar-olds) team won the 1991 
Kentucky Big League title Thursday 
evening, 14-11 over Hazard/Laurel 
County. 

Paintsville, after suffering some 
injuries during the season, finished 
the state tournament with only 10 
players plus the two coaches; hence 
the nickname. 

"It feels great," said Paintsville 
Manager Paul David Brown. "These 
kids have overcome a lot this year.

BrownalsocoachedthePaintsville 
Little League Senior League team to 
a state title in 1987. 

"We entered the state with only 10 
kids. Some of the teams got together 
to make a team and this bunch dido 't 
quit." 

Hazard and Laurel County com­
bined teams after Hazard won the 
district Litle. 

In the championship game, 
Paintsville pounded out 22 hits. 

'- Paintsville trailed 6-4 after two 
innings and took the lead for good 
with a four-run third inning. 

Mike Eldridge started the inning 
with a walk and, after a sacrifice by 
Sean Williams, scored on a double by 
Jamie Hinkle. Hinkle scored on a 
sacrifice fly by Billy Elam, tying the 
game at6-6. 

Paintsville grabbed the lead for 
keeps when Hatler Riddle singled 
and scored on an error off of the bat of 
John Clark, of Prestonsburg. Clark 
gave Paintsville an 8-6 lead as he 
scored on a single by Ray Collins, 
also of Prestonsburg. 

Paintsville led 10-8 through seven 
innings and iced the game with a 
three-run seventh. 

Hazard/Laurel County made it 
close, as they scored three runs in the 
bottom of the seventh but Ray Collins 
shut the door to gain the victory.
