Since the an­
nouncement by Morehead State 
University of plans to put an ex­
tended campus center in 
Prestonsburg, the authonty had sev­
eral questions as to why the Univer­
sity of Kentucky did not expand

meet the four-year degree needs of One sentenced, one arrested : 
Eastern Kentuckians instead ofbring-
ing in another university. 

Gary Cox from the Council on 
Higher Education met with the au­
thority this week in an attempt to 
answer these questions. According 
to Cox, this region is "MSU's terri­
tory" and they put in a bid for the 
extended campus. Kentucky was 
broken down several years ago into 
service areas for all the universities

in the state. It was determined then 
that MS U served the greatest amount 
of Eastern Kentuckians, according to 
Coll. That was the rcaso~fw: MSU 
coming to Prestonsburg. 

Cox also pointed out that one of 
the goals set when the contract was 
awarded to MSU was to make sure 
MSU and PCC worked together "to 
provide people, who may not other­
wise have the opportunity to com­
plete a four-yeardegree, the opportu­
nity to do so as economically as 
possible." 

In addition to good educational 
opportunities, the authority also 
strives to develop a catalog of indus­
trial sites and get these sites prepared 
for prospective builders. The Floyd 
County authority members will be 
meeting with the Pike County 
I.D.E.A. board on August27 to look 
at a site in I vel which they have been 
working on for some Lime. 

The authority has also given the 
chairman and vice chairman, Paul 
Gearheart and Dolores Smith, the 
authorization to explore the possibil­
ity of joining forces with Pike County 
and to create a single development 
board for the two counties. 

Another topic of discussion be­
tween the authority members 
Wednesday was the problem of get­
ting water to proposed sites. Nolhing 
definite was decided on this issue. 

The next meeting of the Floyd 
County Development Authority will 
be on Wednesday, Sept. 18 at4 p.m. 
atPCC.

Accident on U.S. 23 claims 
third victim in two weeks

A Prestonsburg woman was killed 
Wednesday afternoon in a two-car 
auto accident at Banner. 

According to Kentucky State 
Police reports, at approximately 1 :30 
p.m., Dessie H. Setser, 71, of 
Prestonsburg was killed when her 
1981 Toyota Corolla was struck at 
the junction of U.S. 23 and Rt. 1426 
by a 1986 Trans Am driven by Den­
nis Osborne, 43, of I vel. Setser was 
attempting to cross U.S. 23 when her 
car was struck. 

Setser and her passenger, Nora 
Hamilton, 74, were both taken to 
Pikeville Methodist Hospital. Setser 
was pronounced dead at 4:17 p.m. 
Hamilton was treated at Pikeville 
Methodist and released. 

Osborne was taken to Highland 
Regional Medical Center. He was 
treated and released. Osborne was 
the only person involved in the acci­
'dent wearing a seat belt. 

Fatal accident 

The fatality was the third on U.S. 
23 in the last two weeks. 

The accident is still under investi­
gation by trooper Dave Watkins. The 
Floyd County Rescue Squad also 
responded to the accident. 

Local Job Corps

The Carl. D. Perkins Job Corps 
Center has received funding for the 
nex.t three years through the U.S.

Career Systems Development 
Corporation, the company which 
operates the center, has received 
$6,812,877 for the operation of the 
Job Corps Center in Prestonsburg. 
The period of funding is October 1, 
1991, through September 30, 1993, 
with the possibility of three addi­
tional one-year option periods.

A day later, another police infor­
mant brought in some snake skin he 
had purchased illegally, which had 
been stolen from the Cobbler Shop in 
downtown Prestonsburg the same day 
as the clinic break-in, Stumbo said. 

Stumbo found 10 leather Jackets 
also stolen from the Cobbler Shop 
dumped over a hill in West 
Prestonsburg and, through other in­
formation, connected the two break­
ins. 

The youth was arrested and 
charged with two counts of burglary 
in the third degree and one count of 
trafficking marijuana within 1,000 
yards of a school. The boy pleaded 
guilty to all charges and was sen­
tenced on Thursday, August22 to 30 
days in the juvenile detention center 
and ordered to make restitution for 
half the value of the drugs taken from 
Archer Clinic, valued at $4,700, 
wholesale. 

Stumbo estimated the street value 
of these medications at $25,000-
$30,000. The items taken from the 
Cobbler Shop were valued at $2,300. 

An altercation at the Super 8 motel 
in Prestonsburg on Tuesday, August 
20, led to the arrest of the second 
burglary suspect, Tommy Music. 
Police had been searching for the 20-
year-old Prestonsburg resident, who 
had been out of town since the break­
ins, according to Stumbo. 

Music has been charged with two 
counts of burglary in the third degree 
and is lodged in the Floyd County jail 
on a $10,000 bond waiting indict­
ment by the grand jury in September.

The squad assembled a search 
party in the First Guaranty National 
Bank parking lot at Martin. Search­
ers from the Floyd County squad, 
Left Beaver Rescue Squad,the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Department, May­
town Volunteer Fire Department and 
the Kentucky State Police mapped 
out their search and moved on to the 
hillside at Stephens Branch where 
Yates was last seen. 

The rescuers got a pleasant sur­
prise just as the search got underway 
when Yates walked off the hillside 
directly where they were and got into 
the truck with his sons. 

Illegal aliens in custody : 

Trio arrested 
at Watergap

Life in the fast lane Tuesday eve­
ning led to the arrest of three persons 
and opened a case of international 
intrigue for the Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department. 

The fast lane is where deputy 
sheriff Roy Compton stopped a black 
four-door Buick on U.S. 23 near 
Watergap at approximately 5 p.m. 
Tuesday after the driver failed to move 
into the right lane. 

Compton ran a standard license 
check on the vehicle, found the Ohio 
license plates on the car had been 
stolen and two of the occupants in the 
car turned out to be illegal aliens 
from Mexico. 

Flavio Vazquez Alanis, 19, of 
Dayton, Ohio, and Gudberto Olvera, 
20, of Fairborne, Ohio, were arrested 
along wilh Angela McKenzie, 25, 
also of Fairborne. An inquiry to the 
UnitedStatesCustomsand Immigra­
tion officials showed Alanis and 
Olvera were not registered to be in 
the United States.. Immigration spe-­
cial agents John Lawrence and Robert 
Medellin said that Alanis and 01 vera 
were suspects in an illegal alien 
smuggling operation, said a spokes­
man for the sheriffs department. It 
was also reported that McKenzie had 
several federal warrants pending. 

Also in the vehicle was a 15-year­
old female juvenile from Ohio whose 
mother told deputies she was not al-

lowed to be with the trio. She picked 
up her daughter at the sheriffs office 
at 2:47a.m. Wednesday morning. 

The Buick was impounded by the 
sheriff' sdepartmentand after getting 
a search warrant, Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson, deputies Ricky 
Thornsbury. Chuck Ousley and 
Dingo, the department's drug dog, 
searched the vehicle Wednesday af­
ternoon. 

Thesearchproduce.dasmallquan­
tity of drugs in an improper container 
and drug paraphernalia. Officers also 
found several identification cards for 
the Mexicans. An Ulinois license plate 
registered to Alanis was discovered 
in the backseat and his address was 
listed as Chicago, Illinois. 

Also found in the vehicle were 
directions to Pound, Virginia and an 
incomplete parental consent form for 
marriage from Dickenson County, 
Virginia. 

The three remained lodged in the 
Floyd County Jail Thursday. Alanis 
was charged with improper registra­
tion, receiving stolen property, no 
insurance, no registration receipt and 
permitting an unlicensed driver to 
operate a motor vehicle. Olvera was 
charged with receiving stolen prop­
erty. McKenzie was charged with no 
operators license, receiving stolen 
property and holding the second lane 
of traffic. 

No bond has been set for the sus­
pects. The case is expected to be 
turned over to the U.S. Customs and 
lmmigr:ation Department.

The Partnership for Kentucky 
Education Reform, a non-partisan 
coalition, today began a statewide 
grassroots campaign to promote 
implementation of the 1990 Kentucky 
Education Reform Act (KERA).

Beginning October I, more coal 
operators in Kentucky will be eli­
gible for financial assistance through 
the Small Operutor Assistance Pro­
gram (SOAP) than ever before. The 
program will include coal operators 
who produce up to 300,000 tOll'> per 
year as ofOctotx·r I, 1991. 

Operators cnn currently save as 
much as 40 percent of the pcrmittmg 
cosLc; by utilizing thl' program. The 
financial ussistlmt~c pays for such 
items as water monitoring, geologic 
sampling. and other engineering work 
required before mining can begin. 

Officials for the progriiiO encour­
age operutors to bcgm applying for 
the assistance by contacting either 
the Department for Surface Mining 
Reclamation & Enforcement- SOAP 
office at (502) 564-2356 or their 
engineering firm . 

Consulting firms and laboratories 
are presentJy renewing contracts that 
enable them to assist these eligible 
coal operators.

"We don't like to do big appeals 
more than once or twice a year be­
cause then people don't think it is as 
important as it is," Sanders said. "We 

are hoping that the blood drive being 
conducted next week by the 
Prestonsburg Jaycees and Rotary will 
bring enough blood that we won't 
have to go on the T.V. and radio and 
beg for blood." 

During the "Great American 
Blood Drive" members of the Jay­
cees and Rotary will be competing 
with each other to recruit the most 
donors. The drive will be conducted 
on Wednesday through Thursday, 
August 27, 28 and 29 from 11 a.m. to 
7 p.m. at the Prestonsburg Donor 
Center in the municipal building on 
North Lake Drive.

Kentucky retailers declare 
war on shoplifting 

It's Back-To-School time in Ken­
tucky. Time for consumers to stock 
upon school supplies, clothing, shoes 
and all of the other necessities for the 
start of a new school year. It's a busy 
time for Kentucky's retailers. Unfor­
tunately, it's also a busy time for 
Kentucky's shoplifters. Crowded 
stores and increased sales bring with 
it an increase in shoplifting, a crime 
that costs Kentucky retailers and 
consumers millions of dollars each 
year. 

Shoplifting takes an enormous bite 
out of Kentucky's economy. It is 
estimated that honest shoppers in 
Kentucky pay between $50 and $80 
per person and between $150 and 
$225 per household each year be-

~ cause of shoplifters, according to the 
Kentucky Retail Federation. Some 
10 million dollars in retail sales will 
have been exposed to shoplifting 
during 1991. 

Mack Morgan, president of the 
Kentucky Retail Federation, says 
shoplifting is a crime Kentucky can­
not afford. According to Morgan, 
"shoplifting is an economic crime 
that hurts all Kentuckians ... We all 
pay for stolen merchandise through 
higher prices and increased security 

costs." Morgan is calling upon law 
enforcement officials throughout the 
state to be tough on shoplifters. 

Mr. Morgan also commented that 
the general assembly was also con­
cerned about the crime of shoplift­
ing. "In the 1990 session, the legisla­
ture passed an additional law against 
shoplifters that will require thieves to 
pay for what they steal. "If caught, 
under the new law, a shoplifter will 
be liable for the cost of the merchan­
dise plus an additional penalty of 
$100 to $250. 

"Retailers have the tools to make 
shoplifters pay for their crime," 
Morgan said. 

Also a comprehensive new anti­
shoplifting public awareness cam­
paign has been launched for the Back­
to-School season by the Kentucky 
Retail Federation. As part of the 

campaign, public service announce­
ments have been distributed to televi­
sion and radio stations warning 
would-be shoplifters that it is a seri­
ous crime with tough punishment for 
those who are caught The TV and 
radio spots portray a person being 
caught in the act of shoplifting, being 
arrested, and taken to jail.

Back to school

It appears that a walkout this year by Floyd County 
teachers is becoming more and more unlikely, and that's 
good news for the school system, the students and the 
teachers. 

While teachers do have legitimate concerns about sala­
ries, working conditions and their involvement in the 
educational process, they are more likely to see their 
questions answered by following a diplomatic route than 

' they would be by taking an adversarial stance. 
Fundamental changes are taking place in Floyd County 

schools, but none of us can expect perfection overnight. 
Last year, Floyd teachers let it be known that they are a 

force to be reckoned with and that they can, indeed, serve 
as a catalyst for change. They garnered widespread 
support from the public. 

But Rome was not built in a day and a truly progressive 
school system won't be built on a foundation of hostility. 

Patience is a virtue that could very well prevent last 
year's gains from becoming this year's losses and, in this 
matter, losing the battle for public support is tantamount to 
losing the war. 

The Floyd County Board of Education should make good 
on its promises to the teachers from last year and the 
teachers should go back to school, on time, so that 
education can move out of the cellar and into the light.

This interim of the Kentucky 
General Assembly has not followed 
its standard consistency - interim 
meaning the period of legislative 
activity between sessions. The spe­
cial session called last January to 
address urgent environmental needs 
placed interim committee activities 
on hold, which meant most issues 
being researched and studied by 
committee members lost several 
weeks of critical time. 

The interim is a very important 
element to insuring effective legisla­
tive sessions and an efficient legisla­
tive process. Before the committee 
system was initiated into the process, 
members of the General Assembly 
were expected to consider hundreds 
of bills for the first time, within a 
thirty day period, and make knowl­
edgeable decisions on whether the 
bills should become law. Now, dur­
ing the interim, bjlls are scrutinized 
and testimony taken from state agen­
cies and the general public, allowing 
us to make responsible decisions. 

An issue receiving intense scru­
tiny this interim has been the devel­
opment of the new educational sys­
tem which is currently being phased 
into place. It has certainly been an 
exciting time for education in Ken­
tucky. I believe when the new pro­
grams are complete, Kentuckians will 
have the best educated children in the 
United States who will be ready to 
take their place in our highly techni­
cal workplace. 

I have also been hearing highly 
charged testimony from vocational 
education teachers across the state, 
as well as from representatives of the 
Workforce Development Cabinet. 
Vocational education t.eachers are 
deeply concerned over new policies 

initiated by the new Workforce 
Development Cabinet involving sal­
ary, annual leave, and extended 
employment policies. While legisla­
tors on the committee sympathize 
with the concerns of the teachers, a 
majority of the committee agreed to 
make no immediate recommenda­
tions to change the Workforce De­
velopment Cabinet's policies until 
they are given a chance to prove their 
success. 

In listening to the testimony, it 
became clear to me that vocational 
education has evolved throughout the 
years in a very disjointed, unorgan­
ized way and the intention of the 
Legislature, when creating the 
Workforce Development Cabinet, 
wastoputsomeconsistencyandunity 
into the program. The people within 
the Cabinet who obviously are com­
mitted to vocational education and 
have worked extremely hard to 
modernize and improve this impor­
tant facet of education in Kentucky 
deserve the opportunity to show the 
merit of their ideas. It should also be 
noted that because of financial con­
straints, some key improvements to 
vocational education reform. such as 
equipment modernization and teacher 
salaries, must be phased in. 

Lately, it has become an accepted 
rumor in the State Capitol that a 
special session of the General As­
sembly will be called sometime this 
fall to redesign legislative and con­
gressional districts to conform to the 
1990 census population figures. Fi­
nal statJSlics from the Census Bureau 
in Washington indicate Kentucky will 
lose a Congressional seat How the 
lines will be drawn to accommodate 
the remaining six seats is still specu· 
I at ion.

Teachers, if 
you don't have an interest in educat­
ing the children of Floyd County, get 
out! There are teachers in the Floyd 
County sxstem that genuinely enjoy 
teaching and do an excellent job, 
others that are adequate and there are 
some that would not even qualify as 
responsible babysitters. 

Regarding the construction of new 
school facilities in the county, the

A more competitive marketplace. 
More American jobs. Strengthened 
foreign trade. More consumer choice 
and responsiveness. Rapid advances 
in technology. More innovation. 

These are the benefits promised 
by the regional Bell telephone com­
panies if they are permitted to manu­
facture their own equipment. But 
experiences and a closer examina­
tion suggest that exactly the opposite 
would be likely. Vibrant and grow­
ing competition in the industry could 
be devastated, unprecedented inno­
vation would be impeded, American 
jobs would be placed at risk. and 
consumer process could be driven 
higher. 

The Bell companies have been 
prohibited from manufacturing, long 
distance and information services by 
the consent decree that broke up the 
Bell System in 1984. The restriction 
was imposed to prevent the Bell 
companies from using their monop· 
oly stranglehold on local phone serv­
ice to choke off competition in these 
related industries. As long as this 
monopoly condition exists- which 
it does today - the restriction is 
essential to these related industries 
and to consumers. 

There is no doubt that if the Bells 
are allowed to. manufacture their own 
equipment or provide long distance 
or information services, that we will 
simply recreate the anti-competitive 
environment that led to the Bell Sys­
tem breakup in the ftrst place. In the 
manufacturing area, they will buy 
from their own manufacturing affili­
ates, not from the thousands of inno­
vative companies that have entered 
the industry since 1984. That is why 
the three major manufacturing trade 
associations are strongly opposing 
this ill-advised legislation. 

A competitive manufacturing 
industry did not even exist before the 
Bell System breakup, because there 
was no real competition in the indus­
try. The Bell System manufactured 
its own equipment, and bought virtu­
ally exclusively from itself. Today, 
in contrast, thousands of new compa­
nies arc engaged in the industry, 
competing ferociously for business. 
This competition has produced one 
of the strongest and fastest growing 
segments of the American economy, 
marked by high productivity, un­
precedented innovation and rapidly 
falling prices. 

Congress is now considering leg­
islation, that if enacted into law, would 
tum back the clock on the vigorous 
competition. The Senate recently 
passed S.173, a bill by Senator Ernest 
Hollings (D-SC). that would lift the 
manufacturing ban on the Bell com-

chlldren ofFioyd County are entitled 
to the same opportunities of new 
buildings and modem educational 
materials as children elsewhere in the 
state and in the United States. There 
are buildings in use for classes in this 
county that would not be good barns. 

The board members are elected to 
represent the best interests of the 
students rather than the interest of 
themselves. Education must be the 
major focus rather than returning 
favors to influential figures. If the 
city of Prestonsburg is so opposed to 
the construction of a new high school 
for the benefit of the children ofFloyd 
County, they can take their city tax 
money and invest in the constt'Uction 
of an independent school system of 
their own. In or out of the city limits 
malces no difference, only the best 
educational opportunities for our 
children is number one. The money 
appropriated to the county for educa­
tion is to benefit all children in the 
county. Renovating buildings that are 
unsafeandreadyforcondemnationis 
foolishness. 

The children of Floyd County are 
entitled to the best that we can pro­
vide. Given the resources, among om 
youth may be a future president, who 
knows? The future is theirs to be the 
best they can be, but they must be 
given the tools and resources to ex­
cel.

panies imposed by the antitrust court 
order. Companion legislation is pend­
ing in the House of Representatives. 
Many U.S. manufacturers have in­
vested their capital, their brainpower 
and years of their employees' hard 
work into building successful com­
panies, but because of this legisla­
tion, they now see it all at risk. 

Consumers also oppose this legis­
lation. They know that the Bells are 
giant monopolies that would want to 
buy exclusively from their own af­
filiates, regardless of price. And they 
know that the inflated cost of those 
purchases wouldinevitab1y be passed 
along to captive ratepayers. 

The workers in telecommunica­
tions equipment manufacturing 
companies are equally concerned. 
They know that if the Bells are al­
lowed to manufacture, they will self­
deal with their own manufacturing 
subsidiaries or joint venture partners. 
They see their jobs-jobs created by 
a competitive marketplace- in seri­
ous jeopardy if competition is shut 
off. 

Proponentsoflegislation to change 
the industry structure say it is needed 
because America is falling behind 
the rest of the world in telecommuni­
cations technology. That's simply 
wrong. We are the dear global leader 
in telecommunications equipment 
and infrastructure. We are the envy 
of the entire world, which is why we 
now enjoy a healthy foreign trade 
surplus in network and switching 
equipment. Our competitive market­
place is the reason for that. 

All this legislation would accom­
plish would be to crush strong com­
petition. It will inevitably put many 
small American companies out of 
business and thousands of American 
workers out of jobs. it merits a prompt 
defeat in the House, which should not 
follow the Senate's lead.

Eastern Kentuckians have long 
been stigmatized as being barefooted, 
illiterate, red-necked hillbillies who 
wouldn't know how to count to ten if 
they didn't have toes. I, for one, take 
exception to this theory. 

Though 11llscd in "town," it's 
preposterous to believe that I'm an 
urbanite because, whether we like to 
admit iL, all of Eastern Kentucky is 
considered rural. 

In many ways, we are thought to 
be culturally deprived because we 
don't have professional orchestras, 
ballet compames or the opera. What 
we do have is the Opry. 

Last Monday night, my family 
and I were overwhelmed w1th the 
performance we watched at the Jenny 
Wiley Amphitheatre by a group of 
musicians, singers and comedians 
known as the Kentucky Opry. In at· 
tcndance, only because my mother 
had purchased extra tickcLo; and in­
vited us, my husband and I begrudg­
ingly drove the 13 miles just to ap­
pease her. TwommuLCs into the show, 
our ingratitude turned to sheer pleas­
ure. 

During the next ninety mmutes, 
"'e,and the standing room only crowd, 
applauded ,cheer<'.d,laughed and were 

practically moved to tears by the 
ouLo;t.unding performances of the en­
tire entourage of multi-talented indi­
viduals. 

For the first time in many years, I 
became aware of how exceedingly 
proud and fortunate I am to be from 
the mountains. This experience was 
even more significant because two of 
the 12 performers were from Johnson 
County,and their performances were 
superb.Jcxly Conley and Ray Salyers 
were neither mediocre, nor adequate; 
they were spectacular as were the 
rest. 

Ifl' d closed my eyes, I could have 
been at a concert in Los Angeles 
when I heard the '60s hit"Unchained 
Melody" performed. (Bill Medley 
would have been impressed.) I' II even 
venture and s.1y that had Baryshnikov 
been present, he would have unlaced 
his ballet slippers, stripped orr his 
tutu and donned clogging shoes and a 
pair of levi's. Even imminent con­
ductor Arthur Fiedler would have 
loved waving his maestro's baton 
before the band as they strummed out 
"Oiue Moon or Kentucky." And If 
Elvis truly is alive as some reports 
im1icate, he was on hand that night, 
quivering and shaking all over the 

stage. 
Though I am neither worldly. nor 

a critic of the arts, I have been to four 
county fairs and two pie suppers, so I 
feel qualified to say that I feel very 
few people would have failed to be 
moved bytheskillsandabilities these 
artisLS exhibited. 

If you like Bluegrass, they can set 
your feet to tapping.

Noth­
ing escaped them, and every person 
in the theatre reluctantly !left when 
the show ended. 

Although the instrumento; they play 
don't necessarily put them in the 
category or what is usually perceived 
as being classical music, the melcxli­
ous strains struck by the alto sax, 
steel guitars and electric organ were 
unsurpassed in their excellence.

There are baseball junkies. There 
are baseball nuts. There are baseball 
fanatics. In one of these categories­
or all three-Gary Frazier, assistant 
superintendent of the Floyd County 
Schools and his wife Kitty can be 
found. 

Frazier has lived and breathed 
baseball since he was a youngster, 
along with his father Sherrill Frazier 
and brother Lanny. Frazier was an 
avid St. Louis Cardinal fan while 
brother Lanny rooted for the Brooklyn 
(Los Angeles) Dodgers. Their dad 
was a die-hard Cincinnati Reds fan. 

Fra7.ier is also a long-time collec­
tor of baseball cards and other Major 
League baseball memorabilia. He has 

a section of seats that once were part 
of the stands at old Crosley Field in 
Cincinnati, former home of the Reds. 

Now. vacation time has become 
affected with his love for the game of 
baseball: Frazier and his wife Kitty 
spent a different kind of vacation this 
past June when they headed for t.a 
Crosse, Wisconsin and boarded a bus 
that took them on a nine-day tour of 
major league ball parks throughout 
the southeast.

It's over. It's officially over. 
Wheelwright now has a new head 
basketball coach-Jackie Pack. The 
decision to name Pack as the new 
Trojan coach came on Monday after­
noon. 

Pack is a former player at Way­
land High School where he perfonned 
for the Wasps for four years. He 
played the ftrst three years under the 
tutoring of James Hensley and his 
senior year was played under coach 
Jimmy Cox. Pack then went on to 
play basketball for Austin Peay Uni­
versity. 

The new Wheelwright mentor held 
his first coaching job with Todd 
Central High School in Elkton where 
he was the school's assistant coach 
for five years. 

"I handled the junior varsity team," · 
Pack said. "In the five years at Todd 
Central, our JV team had a record of 
82-22. After the stint at Todd Cen­
tral, Pack took the head coaching job 
at small and unknown Olmstead 
(which is now Logan County) High 
School where he took the team to the 
regional tournament three of the four 
years he was there. 

"They had not been to a regional 
LOumament for 10 years," explained 
Pack, "until I got there." Pack had 
above .500 record at tiny Olmstead, 
57-43. 

"The last two years there, I had 
two sophomores on my starting five 
and the sixth man off the bench was 
a sophomore also. In their senior year, 
they won the state championship." 

Success came to Calloway County 
when Pack took the coaching posi­
tion at the First Region school. In his 
five year tenure at Calloway County, 
Pack won 94 games while losing 52. 
He took his team to the finals of the 
First Regional tournament three of 
the five years there. 

The junior college ranks beck­
oned Pack, and he answered by 
moving to St. Catherine College just 
between Lexington and Louisville. 
For two years, Pack worked to build 
a program at the Junior College only 
to find himself yearning for a return 

to Floyd County. After two years and 
a ftrst year record of 16-13 and going 
13-15 in his second season, the deci­
sion was made. 

"I came back last year for Christ­
mas and decided that I wanted to 
come home," he explained.
