Towns flooded, roads blocked
"as steady rainfall swells creeks

Three-and-a-half days of steady
rain pushed Floyd County streams
outof theirbanks Monday and swelled
the Big Sandy River (0 within fve
feet of flood siage in Prestonsburg
Tuesday.

The Big Sandy was expectled to
crest at 7 p.m. Tuesday at 354 feet,

% Flood stage is 40 feet.

Though the river posed only a
moderate threat of flooding, many
low lying areasin Floyd County were
swamped Monday and Tuesday by
rainfall that measured an average of
4.5 inches between Friday evening
and Tuesday morning,

During thatperiod, rainfall at David
was measured at 4.68 inches while at

Dewey Dam, 4.88 inches were re-
corded. The heaviest rainfall was
measured at Right Beaver, where 5.67
inches were recorded between Friday
evening and Tuesday morning,

May
said the 6.1 increase was plugged
into the budget based on last year's
pay raise for county employees.

Patton asked that the board not
vote on pay raises until the issue
came up for discussion in July.

“I'd rather we wait and vote on
this in July,” Patton said. “Ican't see
why we're voling on pay raises now,
if it doesn’t come up until July.”

May explained that the raise
needed to be in the budget and the
board wasn 't necessarily approving a

“I'd suggest you leave it in the
budget and vote on it before the raise
is given,” May told the board. “That
doesn’t mean you have 1o give the
raise.”

Stumbo agreed with Patton and
stipulated that the board would re-
serve the right to approve employee
salaries in July.

The issue of a tenant service
worker was raised by Stumbo and
Patton. Stumbo asked what a tenant
service worker was and what duties
went with the position.

May explained that the authority
did not have a tenant service worker
and said it was included in the budget
each year and she advised the board
against taking out the $6,249 appro-
priation.

“T don’t suggest you take it out
because when we do hire one we
would have a tough time from HUD
getting the money back,” May said.

May added that funds allocated
for thatposition were sometimes used
to cover shortfalls in other depart-
ments and to buy needed equipment.
She said that when the housing proj-

ect is completed in the Left Beaver
area the authority should qualify for
a full-time worker.

Stumbo said she would like to see
4 tenant service worker hired to or-
ganize Christmas parties in the hous-
ing projects and to distribute food
baskets during the holidays.

Patton asked why the board did
not approve the Section 8 Housing
budget and asked to see a copy of the
budget which was submitted in
November.

May told Patton that the budget
did not require board approval, but
she would be glad to give members a
copy of that budget before it is sub-
mitted to HUD, May said she would
have a document drawn up for the
board that would show funding for
all the various programs administered
through the housing authority.

Patton also asked May about a

WHY CANADA’S
HEALTH SYSTEM
WOULDN'T WORK HERE

America’s health care system has
beeninthe newsalotlately. You may
have read articles or heard people
talking about the idea of national
health insurance that's funded and
managed by the federal government,
similar to the system used in Canada,
where there are no private insurance
companies One study even contends
that the U.S. could save enough
money on administrative costs to be
able to provide caretoeveryone, rich,
poor, young, old and homeless —
simply by adopting a Canadian-style
system.

If this sounds oo good 1o be true,
itprobably is, according to Joseph F,
Boyle, MD, executive vice president
of the American Society of Internal
Medicine (ASIM). “The reason is
simple: Americans are not Canadi-
ans. There are many reasons why a
Canadian system would not be ac-
ceptable to the vast majority of us in
this country, said Dr, Boyle.

How Is America different?

First, there are major social and
demographic differencesbetweenthe

U.S. and Canada, Canada is fairly
homogenous with only small, scat-
tered ethnic populations. In contrast,
America has large Hispanic, Asian
and Middle Eastern communities in
most cities, in addition to immigrant
and Native American populations that
live in rural, sometimes remote areas,

Social variances also account for
higher health care costs. Teenage
pregnancy, poverty and violence —
as well asillness and injury related to
alcoholism, drug abuse and cigarette
smoking — soak up many more health
care dollars here than in Canada.
Obviously it costs more Lo care for a
more diverse, more populous society
with wide differences in income,
social and ethnic characteristics,
languages, expectations and prob-
lems.

Second, the United States holds
physicians and other health care per-
sonnel to a higher standard of ac-
countability than most other coun-
tries. This means continual checking
and reviewing to make sure that all of
us who provide health care qualified
to do so, And it's important that our
laboratories and equipment meet
certain standards. Our country has
also begun a major undertaking to
define what constitutes appropriate
care in a variety of situations. The
result will be formal “practice guide-
lines” to assist physicians in making
decisions about appropriate patient

sonnel but is very important inreach-
ing the needs that are important to
constituents.

Because of the district offices, my
staff and I have been able to cut
through the red tape and get to the
bottom of many problems. I am
pleased 1o say that we have helped
many Kentuckians obtain the needed
medical and other benefits from the
military, Veterans Administration, the
Social Security Administration and
other federal agencies .

In addition te handling approxi-
mately 40,000 instances of casework
in our state offices since 1974, we
also handle more than 25,000 con-
stituent phone calls a year in our
Washington and state offices. 1 want
and need to hear the views, concerns
— and complaints — of all constitu-
enis.

Turge and welcome your calls and
mail. Receiving and responding 1o
constituent mail has made me even
more aware of vital contacts involv-
ing everything from your common-
sense opinions on major issues of the
day to complaints about misguided
federal policiesaffecting large groups
of Kentuckians,

In today's society we must be able
1o respond quickly o growing and

constantly changing national and
international issues. I have tried to do
Jjustthat in my new position as Assis-
tant Majority Leader of the Senate.

But my primary responsibility is
to Kentucky and its citizens, and that
will not change, 1 sce my district
offices as a way in which we can
work more closely together by bridg-
ing the gap between Kentucky and
Washington.

Always do right. This will gratify some | ,

| people, and astonish the rest.

care. Obviously, all this is good news
for you and your family —butitdoes
cost money that Canada is not spend-
ing.

Third, our litigious society breeds
higher costs. As long as Americans
suc at the drop of a hat, huge amounts
will continue to be spent on docu-
mentation, legal fees and malprac-
tice insurance premiums. We will
continue to practice “defensive medi-
cine," ordering extra (ests only as a
defense against lawsuits, notbecause
we need the answers. Practice guide-
lines will help in this area, too, giving
the judicial system and our courts an
understanding of what constitutes
appropriate care.

Finally, Americans may find
spending somewhat more money 1o
be an acceptable price to pay for a
system that emphasizes choice and
innovation. In the United States we
have a choice of insurance coverage
and policies, as well as achoice about
the kind of care we want, where we
want it and when. Under a Canadian-
style system, our choices would be
more limited. We might also lose our
edge in medical research and techno-
logical advancement. Mosteveryone
agrees that we have the best health
care potential in the world, and pub-
lic opinion polls tell us Americans
expect and want us to keep it that
way.

The factis, we do have some major
problems in our health care system,
according to Dr. Boyle. Heading the
list is having more than 31 million
people without adequate health in-
surance. He also added that the U.S,
spends too much money on needless
paperwork and regulationsin an inef-
ficient, out-of-control bureaucracy.

The message from ASIM is clear:
administrative costscan—and should
be reduced. “All Americans should
have the ability to get quality, afford-

MCCONNELL PROPOSES
WETLANDS LEGISLATION

We all realize the value of protect-
ing our environment, particularly our
waler resources. Aftermuchresearch,
we are also beginning to recognize
and have a greater appreciation of the
value of the American wetlands. It
has been estimated that one out of
every twenty acres of the world's
land surface can be called a wetland.
Last week, I proposed legislation to
centralize the regulation of wetlands.

Currently, four federal agencies
have regulatory jurisdiction over
wetlands, These agencies all serve
differentconstituenciesand thercfore
follow different agendas. The lack of
consistency has placed substantial
burdens on farmers and has created
much confusion regarding wetlands.
My proposal, The Wetlands Simpli-
fication Act, will eliminate much of
that confusion by making the Soil
Conservation Service (SCS) the lead-
ing agency in wetland determinations
on agricultural lands. It will also al-
low the various federal agencies 10
concentrate their scarce resources in
atargeted approach rather than in the
current broad, duplicative manner.

The Soil Conservation Service
maintains a long history of working

In fact,
our experience with Medicare sug-
gests that the costs of red tape could
increase under a totally government-
s1l):nnsored. national health insurance
plan.

So what can we do? Reducing
unnecessary administrative require-
ments imposed by private insurers
and govemment programs would
certainly help. Reform of the mal-
practice insurance system and the
insurance market in general would
also help, as would requiring all
employers to provide a basic level of
health insurance coverage to their
employees.

But it won't be easy. In an era of
massive budget deficits and a slug-
gish economy as well as high unem-
ployment, drug abuse and crime rates,
it will take much work to fill the gaps
and control the costs. It is, however,
possible to fix what's wrong with our
U.S. health care system without jeop-
ardizing its good points. It will take
all of us working together: doctors,
hospitals, health insurance compa-
nies, our government and our elected
officials, business, industry, labor —
and you.

But we can do it if we put our
minds to it. That, after all, is the
American way.

Anotherdistinctadvantage of the Soil
Conservation Service is an estab-
lished appeals process for individual
property owners to disagree with
determinations regarding wetlands,
In the past, landowners have been
frustrated because the only process to
disagree witha decision by the Army
Corpsof Engineersor EPA isthrough
a court of law. Often, these appeals
turn into a lengthy, complicated and
expensive process.

Simply put, federal wetlands pro-

tection programs are a bureaucratic,
overly restrictive mess. We must
make a uniform, all inclusive wet-
lands program a national priority,
before thousands more acres of vital
wetlands are lost.

The Kentucky Education and
Reform Act of 1990 requires that all
Kentucky schools have the primary
school reform fully operational by
1996 and the restructuring begun by
the "92-'93 school year.

Clark Elementary School isone of
five pilot projects within Floyd
County to begin the primary school
program this year. Principal Wayne
Combs is very encouraged and en-
thusiastic about the results thus far,

First, second, and third graders
are to all be placed in one classroom
by the KERA reform. Clark Elemen-
tary has begun the process this year
by placing first and second grades
together to form the preliminary pri-
mary reforms.

“We began this year because we
were allowed to and (we prefer to)
make mistakes now rather than later,”
Combs said. The program, however,
is progressing very well.

Clark has five primary teachers in
the program. Each classroom is set
upasa family group. Teachers’ roles
aremore like activity directors, Clark
Elementary students are free to work
together and are teaching each other.
Thissystem is based on the belief that
young children learn by imitating,
talking, and interacting with each
otheras well as with adults. The older
children help the younger ones and
Clark Elementary teachers guide
studentactivities. Textbooks are still
used but not as the sole means of
instruction.

“The kids move around and expe-
rience leamning through a freer at-
mosphere,” Combs said.

Combs explained that the primary
teachers take thirty minutes a day o
plan and discuss what they will teach
the children during the day. Team
and collaborative teaching methods
now exist in open classrooms. Chil-
dren are split into groups for differ-
ent leaming levels. Varied instruc-

tional strategies and exercises are °

being introduced.

The students work at listening
stations, writing stations, word proc-
essing stations, research stations, and
computer stations, Kindergarten and
first graders learn basic reading skills
atcomputers using a Writing toRead
program. Second graders use their
computer station and the computer
program Teaching and Leaming with
Computer. First and second graders
use the computers as learning guides
twice aday for the intermediate read-
ing and writing skills.

“We've found the kids love it,”
Combs said.

Another aspect of the program is
that younger students grow and de-
velop better in a non-competitive
environment. Combs said that report

cards will not reflect As, Bs, Cs, etc.
A system using only “S” for satisfac-
tory, “I" for improving, and “N” for
needs improving is being utilized and
it 1s the hope that next year report
cards will not be given at all.

"Hopefully, a progress chart on
each child will be discussed in a
parent-teacher conference every six
weeks,” said Combs.

Combs said by 1996 an individual
portfolio of each child will be main-
tained and possibly video tapes to
assess each child’s progress through-
out the primary school years.

Clark has integrated into their
primary program a thematic curricu-
lum, lasting four to five weeks at a
time for one hour a day which incor-
porates the basic school subjects
within an activity. For instance, the
students are currently studying dino-
saurs. Math may be taught by meas-
uring the length of the dinosaur from
its head toitstail. Social Studies may
be taught by teaching the child the
part of the world where dinosaurs
once lived or were discovered. Sci-
ence, spelling, basic reading, etc. are
integrated within this framework.

This thematic method of learning
is a creative way for children to leam
and interact among themselvesand is
quite enjoyable for the students.
Combs said the physical education,
music, art, and special education
teachers contribute to thematic leam-
ing by incorporating their specialty
within the framework.

It wasn't a good outing for the
Alice Lloyd Eagles as well as the
Lady Eagles in college basketball
play last weekend.

WHO CALLS THE SHOTS?

This time of year you gencrally
see more huniers than any other ime.
Fall and winter are the two seasons
when most hunting is permitied in
Kentucky.

Sometimes when we sec a person
decked out in camouflage clothing,
or wearing a bright orange cap and
vest, we may wonder why some
peopleareeveninterested in hunting,
Lotsof peoplearen’t. Yeteventhough
not everybody hunts, iL is an activity
where those who don’t participate
can appreciale why many people do.

If you ask hunters why they hunt
you'reapttobe given lots of different
reasons, Many will respond that they
enjoy the tradition. Others will say
it's because hunting provides oppor-
tunily 1o enjoy the outdoors. Still
more will mention that wild game
makes excellent meals.

All of these reasons are legitimate
and there are many, many more, in-
cluding the fact that harvest of re-
newable resources within acceplable
limits is a perfectly good practice. In
fact, in some cases the absence of
harvest would generate severe prob-
lems for both wildlife and humans.

Yet, what could possibly be a
common, underlying reason among
all hunters for engaging in this activ-
ity is that hunting provides a rare
experience where success or failure
completely depends on the hunter's
decisions alone. In other words, lots
of people, especially hunters, enjoy
opportunities where credit or blame
is awarded to them and nobody ¢lse.
Whenahuntermakesthe rightchoice,
he or she eamns all the recognition,
Likewise, when a mistake is made,
the individual alone reaps the conse-
(quences,

This insight isn't too difficult to
understand when you stop and think
about il. Today, there simply aren’t
that many chances in life where the
things we do and the choices we
make aren’l influenced by a host of
outside factors. Lots of Limes we just
don’t have the amount of control we
desire over what happens to us.

On the job for example, the major-
ity of the time someone else makes
most of the decisions about what we
do, and receives much of the credit.
Decisions at home are often diclated
by what our budget allows, what our
families need, or what time allows.
More and more we find ourselves
asking “Who's calling the shots?" in
our lives.... is il me, somebody o
something else?

Well, the hunter has founda much
more desirable scenario — a place
where he or she can “call the shots™
s0 (o speak, When a hunter sieps into
the woods, everything that occurs
until the time his experience con-
cludes directly depends on his deci-
sions and actions, and nobody elses.
The level of the hunter’s success and

satisfaction is his alone, produced in
and of himself. Making the right
choices and achieving the resualis
desired is something that just very
simply, makes the hunter feel good.

One other compelling character-
istic about hunting is that it can pro-
duce different levels of satisfaction.
Hunting is not an activity that can
only be enjoyed one way or for one
reason. Those who hunt can decide
for themselves whal they consider
success, or enjoyable. That's both
importantandrare. Ifahunterchooses
to measure “success” based on
whether or not game is harvested, he
or she can, If simply looking for
game, seeing game or being crafty
enough to be able to really watch and
leam something about how wild ani-
mals act is considered success, then a
hunter ¢an also be happy with that if
he chooses. There are just a lot of
opportunities for enjoyment while
hunting that many other activities
don't provide. Hunting is rarely a

simple win or lose situation. In this
activity, you can'set your own goals,

work at your own pace and have no
one 1o please but yourself.

So the next time you see a hunter,
and wonder what the atiraction is,
remember there's more 1o il than
meets the eye. Keep inmind, 100, that
some of the enjoyment hunting offers
truly is hard to find anywhere else,
and even those who choose not 10
huntoften have the same desires that
hunting fills for many.

Who wants deer jaws? Biologists
do.
Studying jaw bones gives biolo-
gists valuable information important
to managing Kentucky's deer herd.

Deer hunters who panicipate in
the deer jaw program receive a free
hunter orange Kentucky Department
of Fish and Wildlife Resources coop-
¢rator cap for their trouble.

Here's how to qualify for a cap.
Remove the lower left jaw from your
harvested deer. The next sieps are
extremely important, Clean the jaw
and let it dry inthe open air for a
couple of days. Pick up a jaw-return
envelope from any deer check station
andfollow the directions on the prcad
dressed mailer.

And that’s all there is o i1, Just
remember 10 be patient while waiting
for your cap. It takes a bil of time 1o
process all those jaws.

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Leasing land to hunters may
be best way to protect it

With more and more private
wooded lands “posted” off-limits to
hunters, some landowners are find-
ing profits in leasing lands to small
groups who are willing to pay for the
privilege of restricted access.

Leased hunting also may be the
best way for the owner to protect his
own land and property from unwanted
trespassers, said Tom Barnes, Exien-
sion wildlife specialist with the Uni-
versity of Kentucky College of Agri-
culture,

“When a landowner leases land to
a group of hunters, he knows the
individuals who will be on his land,”
Barnes said. “That reducesthe uncer-
tainties that come from not knowing
what kind of person may be hunting
from one week to the next whether
the land is posted or not.”

Barnes spoke this week at ameel-
ing on wildlife management at Blue
Licks State Park aboutdifferent types
of hunting leases and their adyan-
tages.

“The long-term, or annual lease is
the most common type, and in many
casesit’s the best for the landowner’s
interests,” Barnes said. “It gives the
hunter, or group of hunters, the privi-
lege of hunting on the land for a full
year or duration of the hunting sea-
sons.”

Long term leases usually result in
good sportsmen/landowner relation-
ships because the landowner knows
the hunters personally, Barnes said.
As a result, the leases are frequently
renewed for several years. The owner
also knows the amount of income
which will be generated annually and
this type of lease requires less man-
agement than other types.

A short-term lease is usually on a
per day, weekend or weeklong basis,
Barnes said. It is usually granted to

hunt a specific wildlife species. The
traditional dove hunt is an example
of this type of lease.

“This type of lease yields the high-
gstmonetary return peracre,” Barnes
said, “but it is the most management

intensive type.”

A third type of lease is based on
the animal being harvested in which
the owner charges for the animals
bagged during a particular season.
Those charges are different depend-
ing on size, sex, antler development.

“Oftenthereisaperday feeandan
additional fee for trophy animals
taken,” Barnes said. “In a fee fishing
operation, charges are based on
pounds of fish harvested.”

The final type of leasing agree-
mient involves the landowner leasing
the right to enter his property to a
sportsmen club, hunting club, or
professional outfitter. This organiza-
tion orindividual in turn manages the
access to the land and controls hunt-
ers.

“The landowner is free from most
management responsibilities and
knows what income will be pro-
duced,” Barnes said. “However, the
landowner also realizes the lowest
net return and has no direct control
over the hunters once the lease has
been signed.”

Owners thinking about leasing
their land or waters should also con-
sider the question of liability, Barnes
said. That means, for his best protec-
tion and that of his visitors, a wrilten
contract should be drawn up to pre-
venl misunderstandings . between
owners and hunters.

That lease should identify the
responsibilities, rules and restriction
of both parties, he said. For guide-
lines on how to develop such a lease,
interested parties can contact Bames
at UK or the county Extension agent.

“A majority of the people here
work their dogs on the farm," said
competitor Ivan Weir of Ozona,
Texas.

They vary in
color, size, and shape because stock-
dogs are bred for their intelligence,

courage, and stamina, not their pedi-
grees, Border collies are commonly
used as stockdogs because owners
say they are more intelligent and train-
able than most other dog species.

Stockdogs have natural instincts
which enable them o gatherand herd
any type livestock. Their owners
(handlers) then train the dogs to
control those instincts and use them
to each handler’s best advantage.

Tips For Choosing
Autumn Spinner Baits

October and November are prime
spinnerbait months for bass fishing,
but the problem anglers have 15 using
the proper spinnerbait. There are
dozens on the market from which 1o
choose.

“The type of spinnerbait you use
should be determined by the type of
water and cover you're fishing,”
explains top tournament pro Mickey
Bruce, a member of the Evinrude
Outboards Pro Siaff and a six-time
qualifier for the prestigious Bass
Masters Classic.*

*“The two things you want most
from a spinnerbait this time of year
are flash or vibration.”

If you're fishing around grass-
beds, flash will be important in
making the lure appear as a baitfish.
That means using a willowleaf spin-
nerbait. These lures also come through
grass better than other spinnerbaits.

Bruce also prefers a single wil-
lowleaf blade when he's fishing dingy
or off-colored water, because he be-
lieves the frsh can see it better.

When you're fishing around other
typesof shallow cover, such asstump
flats or fallen timber, the Evinrude
pro recommends using a spinnerbait
with a single Colorado-style blade,
because it will produce more vibra-
tion, He also uses this lure when he's
in clear water.

“Two of the sizes I like best this
time of year are 3/8 and 1/2-ounce”
says Bruce, “and | always add a pork
or plastic trailer because it provides
additional action to the lure.

“If you get caught by a cold front
and the bass move decper and wanl a

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slower presentation, you may have (o
change to a slighlly heavier lure, or
change to smaller blades.

“Your retrieve with a spinnerbail
is always important,” he continues,
“but it seems to be especially impor-
tant at this ime of year, probably
because there is so much real bait in
the water. The bass have plenty toeat
and sometimes you really have to do
something special to get them to hit,

Bruce likes to make his retrieves
erratic, with a lot of fluttering, stop-
and-go action. He varies his retricve
speed, lets the lure bump logs and
stumps, and even moves the spinner-
bait up and down with his rod tip. He
keeps trying different retrieves until
he finds what the fish want.

“A lot of bass fishermen prefer
crankbaits this lime of year,” he
concludes, “but I like a spinnerbail
because I feel I have more versatilily
with it. If you choose the right spin-
nerbait for the conditions and present
it properly, you can catch all the bass
you want to with 1t this time of year.”

“Once the dog understands
those commands you can substitute a
whistle for added distance.”

Used all over, the world stock-
dogs were first bred in the hills of
England in order to help sheep herd-
ers gather their animals, Each dog
was trained to fit the precise needs of

the handlers and in the area where
they work.

Today stockdogs can be found
herding livestock in every part of the
world: from sheep and cattle in the
United States and England to wild
animals in Africa and reindeer in
colder climates, The use of stock-
dogs in livestock production has
marginally decreased in the last few
years while the interest in trialing
them has risen,

Thisis the first year for a stockdog
trialat the North American Livestock
Exposition. The first stockdog trial
was heldin Balain Walesin 1873 and
the first trial in the United States was
on August 16, 1928 in Vermont. Trials
are designed 10 test a dog’s ability,
intelligence and talent to work live-
stock. Trial popularity has grown
since their origination late in the 19th
century,

Fred M. Vinson

Fred M. Vinson, a native son of
Louisa, spent the major part of his
lifetime in serving his country. He
performed outstanding service in all
three branches of the federal govern-
ment, namely: legislative, executive
and judicial. In each branch, his per-
formance was so outstanding that
American history has documented its
significance.

The Honorable Walter J. Cum-

mings,circuitjudge of the U. S. Court
of Appeals, Seventh District Circuit,
Chicago, Illinois, made the follow-
ing statement. “Chief Justice Vinson
was one of the greats of this century.
The country is better off because of
his outstanding service in Congress,
as Secretary of the Treasury, and as
Chief Justice of the United States. He
also filled other federal and judicial
posts with great distinction.

“Beyond that, he was a lovable
person who rightly attracted a host of
friends, including former President
Truman, who was one of his fore-
most admirers.”

Judge Cummings served as a
young law clerk in the office of Chief
Justice Vinson. He isamemberof the
National Advisory Council for the
Fred M. Vinson Memorial Museum,
Vinsonbegan his federal service when
he waselected as acongressman from
the old Ninth District of Kentucky,
which included Floyd County, in
January 1924. He served in the U. S,
House of Representatives from 1924
through 1938 with the exception of
1929-30. During his tenure in the
Congress, he was one of the key
architects of the basic social and
economic legislation of the 30s, He
played akey role in the development
and passage of the Social Security
Actof 1935, the Vinson-Guffey Act,
Fair Standards Act, National Labor
Relations Act and Reciprocal Trade
Legislation. He introduced the bill
providing cash payments of the Ad-
justed Service Certificates to War
Veteransin 1936, which was enacted
over the President’s veto.

Vinson’s service in the Judicial
branch began in 1938, when he was
appointed Associate Justice of the U.
S. Circuit Court of Appeals for the
District of Columbia. He then was
appointed by Chief Justice Harlan

Stone, in March 1942, as Chief Judge
of the Emergency Control Act, to
hear cases involving the authority of
the Office of Price Administration.
He served there until May 1943,

On May 27, 1943, Vinson entered
the Executive branch, when he was
assigned by President Roosevelt, as
Director of the Office of Economic
Stabilization. In the next three years
he held the positions of Federal Loan

Administrator, War Mobilizationand
Reconversion Director, and Secre-
tary of the Treasury. His service in
this period of time covered the World
War II and postwar period, and was
s0 outstanding that he was awarded
The Medal For Merit by President
Truman on July 16, 1947, His cita-
tion was for exceptionally meritori-
ous service 10 the United States from
May 1943 10 June 1946. A portion of
the citation read as follows:

“Mr. Vinson demonstrated the
peculiarly exacting qualities of states-
menshipneeded ina global war whose
economic and organizational com-
plexities created problems of scope
hitherto unknown to history. To the
people he wasa human symbol of the
strength of American leadership, and
the two Commanders-in-Chief he
served, he was one of the nation’s
greatest contributors to viclory in the
war and to the successful reconver-
sion to peace afterwards, In personal-
ity, in speech, in the tone of justice of
wartime decisions whose wisdom
have beenamply proved, he displayed
solid knowledge of detail governed
by a true perspective and a shrewd
eye to the overall needs of the nation.
His outstanding qualities as adminis-
trator, negotiatorand conciliator were
rooted deep in American character
and his words and acts, determining
some of the greatest decisions of the
war and postwar period, had their
base in the principles that go back to
the founding fathers. Here and every
post to which his president and his
country assigned him, Mr. Vinson
sustained the reputation that he had
securely established as one of the
foremost Americans of his genera-
tion," Signed: Harry S. Truman.

On June 6, 1946, President Tru-

1
really think if miners had been the
only ones who could vote, John Lle-
wellyn Lewis would have been presi-
dent of the United States. As a matter
of fact, he was held in such high
esteem in those days that everybody
knew the fastest way to get to the
Paintsville Hospital was 1o stand on
the steps of the Northeast Coal
Company store and cuss John L.

Anyway, all I know is that when
newsman Gabriel Heatter, in his
optimistic tones, mentioned F.D.R.,
Truman, or John L. Lewis on the
radio, a kind of hush fell over our
house.

As an eight-year-old, I was too

young to know what Lewis had done
tocause him to be regarded so highly.
My dad sure knew, though. Perhaps
my youthful ignorance about the man
caused it as much as my big mouth
did, but for whatever reason, my
remarks caused me to be on the re-
ceiving end of at least two severe
scoldings— capped with a slap as
kind of an exclamation point.

You see, we got the United Mine

Workers Journal through the mail,
and Mr. Lewis' face dominated its
pages.

November 16: A daughter,

Tobacco Expo

is scheduled

for Lexington

A one-day “Tobacco Expo” to
feature latest products and technol-
ogy for tobacco production is sched-
uled for January 15 at Heritage Hall
near Rupp Arena in Lexington.

Among the subjects to be covered
is the economics for using float sys-
tem technology to produce tobacco
seedlings for transplant, said Gary
Palmer, Extension tobacco specialist
with the University of Kentucky
College of Agriculture.

The meeting, which is sponsored
by the Kentucky Cooperative Exten-
sion Service and the Burley Tobacco
Growers Cooperative Association,
begins at 8 a.m. and there is no regis-
tration fee.

Other subjects of interest to to-
bacco producer include sessions on
greenhouse environmental controls,
fertilizer, greenhouse diseases, use
of conventional beds and possible
use of migrant workers.

man nominated Mr. Vinson to be
Chief Justice of the United States.
Two weekslater he was unanimously
confirmed by the U. S. Senate. His
exceptional skill as a negotiator and
conciliator served him and the nation
as well. His success in restoring a
semblance of harmony between the
so-called liberal and conservative
elements was one of his outstanding

achievements on the Supreme Court.
Chief Justice Vinson authored many
landmark decisions during his term.

The Honorable Julian M. Carroll,
former governor of Kentucky, made
the following statement in this re-
gard: “My several years spent in
pursuit of my degreein law, made me
a greater admirer of Justice Fred
Vinson. In most every landmark
decision studied during my years at
the University of Kentucky School of
Law, Fred Vinson had written the
majority opinion for the court. Even
today, as a practicing lawyer, my
research takes me back to positions
enunciated by the United States
Supreme Court authored by Chief
Justice Fred M. Vinson. He is known
to have been one of the greatest legal
minds to ever serve on our highest
court.”

Chief Justice Vinson died sud-
denly from a heart attack on Septem-
ber 8, 1953. He was brought back to
his hometown Louisa, and buried in
the Pine Hill Cemetery. All of the
members of the Court attended his
funeral services. A museum and li-
brary honoring Chief Justice Vinson
is in the process of being established
on the public square, Louisa, in the
Old Jailer’s Quarters where he was
born in 1890, Vinson's father served
as jailer at that time and the families
living quarters were in the building.
Expressions of support for this effort
have been received from outstanding
leaders across the country, including
former governors of the Common-
wealth of Kentucky: Hon. Bert
Combs, Hon. Louie Nunn, Hon. Jul-
ian M. Carroll Hon. Martha Layne
Collins, Hon. A. B. Chandler, Hon.
Lawrence W. Wetherbey.

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Stote food index hits two-year low

Lowerpriced pork, produce and
grain foods pushed Kentucky's Oc-
tober food pncg index down 1o its
lowest point in two years, according
to Kenlucky Farm Burcau's markelt-

t survey,

Last month's price decline was
Just.2of 1 percent, or 16 cents spread
over the 40-item marketbaskel. But
since July' Ssurvey average of$73.55,
the food index has fallen in three
consecutive months by a total of
$4.09, or 5.5 per cent, to $69.46, the
Iowesl figure recorded since Novem-
ber 1989,

The survey finding represents the
average cost of the 40 food items in
22 Kentucky communities, scattered
throughout the state.

Cheaper pork chops and bacon
helped bring pork prices down 1.5
per cent, and lower-priced potatoes
and cooking oil produced a 2.9 per
cent fall in fruit and vegetable prod-
ucts. Grain-based foods reflected a
2.3 percentprice decline, while dairy
foods were off .5 of 1 per cent.

Beef and poultry prices bucked
the downward trend. Beef prices rose
1.2 per cent, as costlier steaks and
roasts offset cheaper ground beef.
Boneless chicken breasts and eggs
both registered nigher tabs, pushing
poultry products up an average of 8
per cent.

ANALYSIS

Cattle feeders, hit hard by higher
feed costsand expensive calves, have
been losing moriey on their fed caitle,
asmuch as $100 per head, since June.
And with steer prices down as much
as $20 per hundred from earlier highs,
feedlot operators have slowed pro-
duction, causing al least a temporary
rise in retail beef prices.

Analysts say beef markelings
could pick up toward year-end,
however, and if wholesale supplies
retum 0 normal, lower consumer
prices could follow fairly quickly,

Pork prices, already down nearly
9 percent since April, could fall fur-
ther if Department of Agriculture
projections hold. That agency says
farmers next year will produce more
than 17 billion pounds of pork, an all-
time record.

But retail prices seldom fall as
quickly as producer returns. USDA
says the spread between farm and
consumer pork prices could increase
by 7 per cent through the end of the

year. Last year's spread averaged
$1.25 per pound, covering such
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middleman charges as processing,
transportation, labor and retail prof-
its.

Plentiful supplies of broilers are
also adding downward pressure (o
meat prices. Total production this
yearisforecastat 19.7 billion pounds,
up 6 per centovera year ago. Whole-
sale prices have fallen 7 to 9 cents a
pound as a result,

The prospect of a second-straight
record year of exports is keeping the
price fall in check, however. The
Soviet Union has requested export
credits to cover more than 220 mil-
lion pounds of chicken. Initial ap-
proval of $40 million in credits has
started the product moving, helping
to clear out excess supplies in the
market pipeline.

FOCUS ON WINTER
VEGETABLES

The October marketbasket survey
reflected fairly stable fresh salad-type
vegetable prices, with letiuce, pep-
pers and cucumbers showing little
change from earlier levels.

But a small insect called the
whitefly, which is infesting winter
vegelable crops in California, Ari-
zonaand northern Mexico, could have
an adverse impact on supplies, and
could increase prices sharply on some
itlems.

Clark Biggs, with the California
Farm Burcau, says the whitefly in-
festation 1§ serious on many farms in
or near desert areas of central Cali-
fornia and Arizona, Broccoli seems
the most at risk, with lettuce in lesser
Jjeopardy.

Unlike many other insect pests,
there is no affordable chemical treat-
ment that is effective with the
whitefly, Biggs notes. Researchers
are scurrying Lo find some predator
insect or biological control, but those
efforts could take time,

So far, USDA predicts only a 6
percent reduction in vegetable pro-
duction this year, which should pre-
clude any major long-term run-ups in
price. But if the whitefly damage is
worse than predicted, orif bad weather
further damages crops, consumers
could find that salad bars later in the
winter may be expensive to stock.

Kentucky Farm Bureau Women
canvassed retail food prices in 22
Kentucky communities, According
to local marketbasket averages in
October Hopkinsville tallied the
lowest market prices, $56.36 aver-
age, while Clinton posted the high
figure for the survey, $77.22.

Salyersville’s average was $65.07.
Louisa posted a $76.69 average.

This month we will probably be
needing to remove the heavy snow
off our hedges and evergreens, be-
fore ice forms, otherwise the weight
of the snow will break the branches,
Mulch shrubs and trees with shred-
ded leaves, or other materials.

Mulch
pansies with straw, or leaves, now
that the weather has been cold for
some time and the plants havé hard-
ened themselves to the rigors of
winter.

Sow radishes, lettuce and cauli-
flower in cold frames. Mulch straw-
berry plants as soon as the ground
freezes. Most people use straw, but
sawdust works as well.

Grape vines may be pruned now,
but most people prefer to wait until
early spring.

If you have an outside goldfish
pond now is the time 10 remove a
little of the water from the fish pond
toallow forexpansion from freezing.

If baby's teething problems seem
severe contact family doctor

Teething isanormal development
process for your baby. Between the
ages of 4 and 8 months, he or she will
probably begin cutting the first two
teeth.

They are usually the ones found in
the lower front of the mouth. At this
time, he or she may drool and refuse
toeat. The gums may be swollen, and
the baby might have a stomach ache,
Before the teeth break completely
through the gums, the molars are
sometimes covered by a harmless,
blister - like, bag containing blood-
tinged purplish fluid. These are the
mostcommon symptoms of teething.
Rarely are the symptoms more seri-
ous.

It is important to consider some-
thing else that is happening to the
baby. During the [irst few months of
life, the young baby seldom becomes
ill. This is because of natural protec-
tive substance received from its
mother. This protection usually dis-
appears al about six months of age.
Because of this, he or she begins 1o

run into other health problems. As a
result of these problems, the baby
may experience crying, nausea, vom-
iting, diarrhea, head rolling, and
general discomfort. Many mothers
blame these symptoms on teething,
not fully realizing that they could be
caused by something else.

A mother has a perfect right to
ask, “How can you tell thatit's some-
thing else that's making him or her
cry, and not teething?” If the symp-
toms seem more severe than just mild
discomfort, it's probably not teeth-
ing. It may be necessary to search
further for the problem,

[f the baby has a fever and rolls the
head from side to side, he or she may
have an ear infection. This is particu-
larly true if he or she has a cold at the
same time. [f the baby is kicking,
screaming, and pulling legs up to-
ward the tummy, he or she may have
a stomach ache. If he or she has

nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain,
and diarrhea, you should be suspi-
cious of a bowel infection, not teeth-
ing. These are all symptoms that
should be reported to the baby’s
doctor. The decision on the treat-
ment should be left up to him or her.

The mother’s next question might
be, “What can [ do to help my baby
feel more comfortable?” If the symp-
toms indicate that the baby’s only
problem is teething discomfort, then
the mother can try home remedies.
An applicator may be dipped in
brandy or whiskey and rolled on the
sore gums. A small ice cube tied
inside a wash cloth with a rubber
band, may be given to the baby Lo
suck on. Or, if you wish, your drug-
gist may be able to suggest a number
of over-the-counter teething lotions
which may be helpful.

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Housing affordability index contfinues to climb as interest rates drop

The National Association of Real-
tors’ Housing Affordability Index in
October climbed to the highest level
innearly fifteen years, surpassing the
record level set in September. Con-
tinued declines in mortgage interest
rates and the median home price drove
the index up, the association reported
today.

The index, which measures the
ability of a family eaming the median
income to purchase a median-priced
resale home, was 118.8 in October,
up from the revised September index
of 116.3. Last month’s index was the
highest since March 1977, when it
was 120.7.

Those consumers who are fortu-
nate enough to take advantage of the
current home buying conditions—
the lowest interest rates and home
prices in years—have really “struck
gold,” said 1992 NAR President
Dorcas T. Helfant.

“However, there are many fami-
lies and individuals who want to buy
a home right now, but can’t because
they don’t have a job, or their em-
ployment future is uncertain, or they
feel insecure about the overall econ-
omy,” she said. “It is unfortunate
because with market conditions at a
premium, a home buyer can literally
save thousands of dollars,” Helfant
added. .

The October index shows that a
family eamning the national median
income of $36,473 in October had
118.8 percent of the income needed
to qualify for conventional financing

covering 80 percent of a home priced
at$99,200, the median existiff-home
price for that month. The median is
the midpoint, meaning half the exist-
ing single-family homes sold in Oc-
tober for more than the median price
and half sold for less. Similarly, half
the families in the United States earn
more than the median income and
half earn less.

NAR Chief Economist John A.
Tuccillo said despite the housing
market’s lethargy, there are small
signs of improvement as evidenced
bythe increase in existing-home sales
and especially housing starts last
month, “Signs of life appeared last
month in the housing sector, and we
expect these to grow. It will be a
gradual process, though, before we
shake this persistent stagnation pe-
riod and get back on track,” he said.

The Housing Affordability Index
calculated for the four regions of the
country improved in every area,
except the West during October.

The typical family in the Midwest
region had the most purchasing power
of all the regions during October. A
family earning the median income in
that region had 158.9 percent of the
income needed to purchase the me-
dian-priced home there last month.
In September, the index for the Mid-
west was 157.0.

In the South, the typical family
also had more than enough income to
purchase the median-priced home last
month. The index was 121.1 in Octo-
ber, up from 113.9 the previous

State officials urge consumer
caution in buying heat detectors
from in-home salespersons

Kentucky homeowners should be
cautious before agreeing 1o buy ex-
pensive “heat detectors” from in-
home salespersons according 1o At-
torney General Fred Cowan and act-
ing State Fire Marshal Rodney Ra-
bey.

Heat detectors are fire alarm de-
vices that look very similar to smoke
detectors, except they are triggered
by high levels of heat instead of
smoke,

State officials say they'vereceived
reporis that Kentucky consumershave
recently been subjected to high-pres-
sure and misleading sales piiches in
their homes by persons selling such
heat detectors.

Typically, sales representatives
selling heat detectors will make their
presentationsin theconsumer’shome,
playing upon family emotions by
showing dramatic films of damages
and injuries resulting from residen-
tial fires.

State officials urge consumers to
resist emotional sales pitches and to
make a reasoned decision based on
the facts about heat detectors. “Con-
sumers should also remember that, as
with all in-home sales, they have
three days after signing the contract
to cancel the sale and obtain a full
refund,” Cowan says.

The national fire code standard
for single family dwellings requires
smoke detectors as the primary life
prolection equipment. According to
the National Fire Protection Associa-
tion, ina typical residential setting, &
smoke detector will provide greater
advance notice of a fire than a heat
detector. In fact, “most fire casualties
are the victims of smoke and gas

inhalation rather than burn,” NFPA
Pamphlet #74.

The State Fire Marshal’s Office
recommends, as a minimum, that
smoke detectors (which are gener-
ally available for approximately $15-
$30 each) be installed outside every
sleeping area and on every level of
the home. Heat detectors are not an
appropriate substitute for smoke de-
1ectors, except in some areas where
smoke detectors are not feasible—
e.g., kitchens and other settings such
as garages and furnace areas where
fumes would cause smoke detectors
1o trigger frequently.

In the Northeast, the typical
borrower’s purchasing power stood
at 94.8 in October, an increase from
92.9 in September.

In the West, a family eaming the
median income, had 82.8 percent of
income needed to buy the median-
priced home in October. The index
for the West was 83.2 percent in
September. Tuccillo said the decline
in the index was caused by a fairly
significant increase in the median
home price in that region lastmonth.

“By and large, most regions are
showing signs of improving housing
affordability conditions. For example,
in the Northeast during the late eight-
ies, the housing affordability index
was in the seventies, and now it has
reached the nineties. That is a vast

improvement,” Tuccillo noted. “Now
whal is needed to balance the picture
isaninfusion of jobs and confidence,”
he added.

The interest rale used to compute
NAR's Housing Affordability Index,
which is a composite of closing rates
for both fixed-rate mortgages and
adjustable-rate mortgages on exist-
ing homes, as reported by the Federal
Housing Finance Board, declined to
9.02 percent in October from 9.17 in
September. The October rate was the
lowest since July 1977 when it was
also 9.02.

When calculated with the board’s
effective fixed-rate mortgage inter-
est rate of 9,41 percent for October,
the index was 114.8. When calcu-
lated with the effective adjustable-
rate mortgage interest rate of 7.68

percent for October, the index was
134.6.

The median home price declined
$500 between September and Octo-
ber; the median family income rose
$112; and the income needed to
qualify for aloan covering 80 percent
of the typical home declined $569.

. Also, the monthly mortgage payment

declined $12 to $640 in October.
When NAR’s affordability index
measures 100.0, the median family
income equals exactly the amount
needed to qualify to purchase a
median-priced home, using conven-
tional financing with a 20 percent
down payment. Because the national
median income in October exceeded
the qualifying income by more than
$5,000, a family earning the median
incomecould purchase ahome priced

at$117,800, $18,600 higher than the
median price for October.

Under October’s affordability
conditions, a family earning $20,000
would have sufficient income to
qualify for a $65,000 home using a
$52,000 loan. A family earning
$30,000 would qualify for a $98,000
home with a $78,000 loan. A family
caming $40,000 would have suffi-
cientincome to qualify fora $130,000
home with a $104,000 loan; and a
family with a $50,000 income would
qualify for a $163,000 home using a
$130,000 loan.
