Sue Osborne, a friend of the fam-
ily, spotted Patton and called his
family to pick him up because he is
leery of anyone but family members.
The family found Patton and took
him to an area hospital to be exam-

The crew looked at sites
adjacent to the high school; the old
drive-in property; the Gordon Moore
property at Abbott; Prestonsbwrg’s
Industrial site; and propersty at CHff.

Judge said in a meeting after the
tour that tentative approval would be

granted for four sites. He said the

property at Cliff would require ex-

cessive site preparation and it would
niot be approved.

Board member Dr. Mary Hall

asked Billips and the board what

would be the disposition of the Middle

Creek site if the drive-in property is
acquired.

Billips said Luscher told him the

board would have three options: sell
the property outright; take bids on the
site; or trade the property for other
property of equal or greater value,

Classrooms
are emptied
by flu bug

Floyd County school studentsand
teachers were caught by surprise as
well as the flu bug Monday when
schools closed early prior to the holi-
day break due 1o the rising rate of
absenteeism,

Average daily attendance (ADA)
dropped to 81 percent this week clos-
ing Floyd County schools until
Monday, December 30, according to
assistantsuperintendant Pete Grigsby.

“Reports coming into us (the
administration) were that the kids ac-
tually had the flu. They were check-
ing out and going home, I said last
week we were watching the situation
and we did,” Grigsby said Tuesday,

Teacher absentecism was becom-
ing a problem also and total average
daily auendance during the last three
school days showed a decrease of
three to four percent since Thursday,

Prestonsburg High School \was
the hardest hit by absenteeism Mon-
day withan ADA of 67.9 percent. Al-
len Central High School followed

Judge fo hear airport issue

Oral arguments will be heard De-
cember 30 in Johnson Circuit Court
in a civil suit concerning appoint-
mentstothe Paintsville-Prestonsburg
Airport board.

The suit, filed last month by
Paintsville anomey C.K. Belhasen,
challengesthe legality of six appoint-
ments to the board, made jointly by
Mayors Ann Latta of Prestonsburg
and John Preston of Paintsville,

Belhasen argues in his action, filed
on behalf of a private pilots’ associa-
tion, that appointments to the airport
board must be approved by city coun-
cil members in Paintsville and
Prestonsburg. The mayors counter
that state law gives them sole author-
ity to name members of the board.

Belhasen has also alleged in his
suit that Latta and Preston are part of
“a conspiracy” to close the airport
and toconvertitinto an industrial site
and he has enlisted support from
various individuals and government
groups to oppose closure of the air-
Strip.

Neonatal transport van
is now available in Pike

Methodist Hospital of Kentucky
in Pikeville is providing a very im-
portant service (0 newborns in the
Big Sandy Region with the Neonatal
Transport Van, an ambulance used
solely to transport sick babies to more
specialized facilities.

A team of trained professionals
accompanies the Neonatal Van, re-
sponding to calls throughout eastern
Kentucky and southem West Vir-
ginia usually within an hour. Sick
babies are transported from other
hospitals and brought to Methodist's
Level Il Neonatal Intensive Care Unit,
keeping babies close to home for
family visits.

Advanced equipment in the van
makes it possible to monitor the
baby’s hcartbeat, breathing, and
temperature every minute the baby is
in the ambulance, and even breathe
for the baby with a respirator if
needed. The van is licensed by the
state of Kentucky and is currently in
full operation.

Methodist’s Level II Neonatal
Intensive Care Unit opened in March
of 1989 and began serving sick ba-
biés "from all over the Big Sandy

region, One problem the unitencoun-
tered was the inconsistent availabil-
ity of ambulances for use by the
Neonatal Transport Team. At times,
the local ambulances were tied up
with other runs, delaying the Neona-
tal team. This situation is now reme-
died with the acquisition of its own
neonatal ambulance.

We've said nothing in response
editorially out of respect for the
potential conflict that it might pres-
ent by our being both a newspa-
per editor and a newly appointed
member of the Combs Airport
board.

To Hell with that noise.

We're not going to fake it any
more.

We quit, resign, retire and va-
cate our appointment.

Take your airpori and shove it.

Butbefore you do, let us saythis
about that.

Newly appointed members of
the Combs Airport board have
gotten the short end of the stickin
the airport debale from self-serv-
ing individuals who suggest, inac-
curately, thatboard members hayve
already made up their minds to
close the airstrip.

In the one brief meeting con-
ducted by the new board, the
general consensus of its mem-
bers was to obtain information
about airport operations and to
compare Combs Field's potential
as an airport o its polential as an
industrial site.

Inthe meantime, the new board
hasbeen accused, tried, convicted
and sentenced to death on the
testimony of individuals who ap-
parently have no respect for the
truth.

For instance...

Critics of the new board claim
Combs Field was a key elementin
American Standard's decision to
locate a plant near Paintsville and
that transforming the field into an
industrial site would cause Ameri-
can Standardto pack upand move
out.

Part one of that claim is pure
hooey. American Standard lo-
cated here in the late 60s be-
cause of an available sile and a
trainable workfarce. The proxim-
ity of an airport was nol even
considered,

Part two of the claim is scary. If

Combs Field is the only thing
keeping American Standard's
doors: open, the need for new
industrial development is all the
more imperative.

The Johnson County Fiscal
Court is the latest recruit in the
airport fiasco, issuing a resolution
that suggesis closure of the air-
port would “be damaging to the
future economic development of
Johnson County..."

Let's see if we've got this
straight.

Transforming an airport now
used by a half dozen pilots into an
industrial site that could provide
dozens, perhaps hundreds of jobs,
would be damaging to future
economic development.

Hey, these guys get paid for
making decisions fike these.

Are we lucky, or what?

One final comment on the air-
port and we'll quit...for now.

Instead of relying on half-truths
and insinuations, the cities of
Prestonsburg and Paintsville
wouldbe well servedto conduct a
feasibility study on Combs Field's
potential as an industrial site and
they might evengoasfarasto ask
the state's Commerce Cabinet if it
has any marketability.

If it has or hasn't got potential,
we could find out fairly quickly
and, in the meantime, dispense
with all the hot air,

Whatever comes (has come?)
of the redistricting of Kentucky for
both national and state represen-
tation, it is a near cerlainty that
someone, somewhere is'going lo
be upset.

Redistricling is, after all, pure,
unadultered politics which allows
the “ins” to stayin and the "outs"to
look for another line of work.

Redistricting is a perfect oppor-
tunity to eliminate paolitical ene-
mies, punishthose whowon't play
ball and 1o strengthen the power
of incumbency which, of course,
is job one.

N HOLD THESE TRUTHS
TOBE SELF-EVIDENT.
THAT ALL MEN
ARE CREATED

As a parent and a professional
educatorlam deeply disturbed by the
most recent series of events surround-
ing the proposed new high school for
district one here in Floyd County. It
appears that Mr. Eddie Billips, dis-
trict one board member, is playing
musical chairs with the building’
project. This is occurring with nei-
ther objection nor question from two
other board members creating in ef-
fect a three member coup, a situation
which could ultimately lead to prior-
ity changes causing district one and
Floyd County to lose a much needed
new high school.

During his short tenure in office
Mr. Billips has made three very grave
errors on behalf of the education of
our youth, To err is human but to err
thrice on such an important matter is
totally unacceptable.

Error number one. Immediately
upon taking office Mr. Billips an-
nounced the renovation of the exist-
ing high school in addition to renova-
tion of several other facilities in the
district in lieu of the top construction
priority at the time, the building of a
new Prestonsburg High School, Mr.,
Billips had absolutely no authority
whatsoever to chart such a course
and after much controversy his pro-
posal was dropped.

Error number two. At the April 9,
1991 board meeting held at McDow-
ell High School, Mr. Billips unveiled
his personal plan 1o change the direc-
tion of the current Prestonsburg High
School football field and build the
new high school on properties lo-
cated adjacent to the existing athletic
field. Again, after much controversy
and further study this ‘proposal too
has been dropped.

Error number three. This error
occurred at the November 10, 1991
meeting of the Floyd County Board
of Education at which time Mr. Bil-
lips got amotion passed forappraisal,
as an alternate construction site, that
parcel of real estate in Prestonsburg
commonly known as the drive-in
theatre property. In consideration of
this site which would produce be-
tween six and seven acres of usable
land, of which 60% lies within the
100-year flood plain, Mr, Billips is
sacrificing a 110 acre site with a
built-in natural science laboratory that
would, after site preparation, yield
approximately eighteen acres of us-
able land every parcel of which is
above the 100-year flood plain (the
state requirement for a secondary
school with 800 students is eighteen
acres of usable land). He is sacrific-
ing a site which from a logistics point
of view is ideally located on a major
highway with excellent accessibility.
He 1is sacrificing a site on which
Prestonsburg High School could grow
and expand, especially in areas such
as vocational and technical educa-
tion.

There are some very important
questions which should be asked at
this time that no one seems 1o be
asking. With the current budget of
the Floyd County Board of Educa-
tion, where will the dollars come
from to pay for an altemate site?
With the abandonment of the Middle

RUSSIAN OFFICIAL PREDICTS
FAMINE WITHOUT U.S. AID

A huge market may be opening
for American farmers to expand their
markels internationally as a result of
crumbling communism in the Soviet
Union.

That market may come at first in
the form of aid to help bolster the
sagging Russian economy which
threatens famine and perhaps starva-
tion for multitudes even while new
leaders attlempt to move into a more
democratic, markei-based govem-
ment.

The harsh outlook was presented
by a Russian economist visiting the
University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture to address the agronomy
department in a seminar titled “Can
Russia Feed Iiself?”

For the long term, yes, the Soviet
Union will be able to feed itself, said
Sergei N, Bobylev, an internation-
ally known agricultural economist
with the State University of Moscow
and presently serving as a Fellow
with the Kennan Institute of . the
Woodrow Wilson Center in Wash-
ington,

“But for the short term, Russia
faces a very difficult winter —per-
haps the most difficult winter in our
history,” Bobylev told students and
faculty attending his seminar on the
UK campus.

“Itisvital to get American aid,” he
said, “and bread is by far the most
important aid right now.”

His remarks came on the heels of
an announcement that the U.S. would,
indeed, provide credits to provide
some $275 million worth of wheal in
emergency assistance to help the
Russian people stave off hunger this
winter.

The slow pace of governmental
wheels breaking inertia to grind into
movementisaconcern tomany, Some
believe that if the grain were shipped
today, it could not be received and
distributed in Russian in time to meet
the need.

Even so, the present is the earliest
time possible to start the process, the
Russian educator said. Food will be
needed desperately in the Soviet
Union in Decemberand Januaryeven
though agricultural productivity in
that country totals about 80 percent
of that of the United States.

Rural areas in the U.S, have 10
times better roads and transportation
systems than do rural areas of the
Soviet Union, he said. As a result,
food that is grown in the country is
difficult to get to the cities for mar-
keting. Much spoils in the railcars
awaiting shipment.

He received his Master of Art
degree in school administration from
Morehead State University in 1961,
Hisadministrative post graduate stud-
ies, though, were completed at the
University of Cincinnati and Xavier
University in Ohio.

CLOSE THIS MONTH

Squirrel bunting shuts down state-
wide after December 31, and some
hunting and trapping seasons on
several Kentucky wildlife manage-
ment areas (WMAs) also close this
month.

The taking seasons for rabbit,
quail, grouse and furbearers close
after December 31 on the following
WMAs Beaver Creek, McCreary and
Pulaskicounties; Cane Creek, Laurel
Co.; Dewey Lake, Floyd Co.; Fish-
trap Lake, Pike Co.; Mill Creek,
Jackson Co.; Paintsville Lake,
Johnson and Morgan counties; and
Redbird in Clay and Leslie counties.

Rabbit, quail and grouse scasons
also end the last day of the year on
Big South Fork National River and
Recreation Area, McCreary Co.; Clay
WMA, Nicholas Co.; Cumberland
Lake WMA (all lands on the north
side of the lake which are managed
by the state fish and wildlife depart-
ment); Fleming WMA, Fleming Co.,;
and Grayson Lake WMA, Carter and
Elliott counties.

DUCK STAMPS HELP
WATERFOWL

Revenue from the sale of the fed-
eral Migratory Bird Hunting and
Conservation Stamp, commonly
called “duck stamp,” helps water-
fowl.

Costing $15,the federal stamp isa
remarkable value because 98 cents of
every dollar goes toward purchasing
and protecting wetlands, vital habitat
areas [or waterfowl and hundreds of
other wildlife species. Since its be-
ginning in 1934, the duck stamp
program has generated over $400
million and purchased nearly four
million wetland acres tobenefit North
American waterfowl species.

Major contributors to walterfowl
conservation in North America are
huntersand stamp collectors who buy

"more duck stamps each year than any

other group. In Kentucky, waterfowl
hunters age 16 and over who are
required to have a state hunting li-
cense must purchase both the federal
and state duck stamps.

But you dont have to be a water-
fowler or stamp collector 1o purchase
duck stamps. Anyone may buy them.
Dollars spent on duck stamps go a
long way toward preserving waler-
fowl nesting and resting arcas as well
as ensuring an abundance of species
and their numbers for everyone 1o
enjoy, whether hunter of wildlife
watcher. 1992-93 Stamp Design: The
speckled eider, a large Arctic duck
restricted 10 coastal Alaska, is com-

ing to Kentucky in the form of the
1992-93 federal duck stamp. The
stamp was designed by contest win-
ner Joe Hautman,

Deriving its name from large,
white eye patches rimmed in black,
the speckled cider drake has a pale
green head with white on its throat,
neck, back, and wings presenting a
sharp contrast Lo its slate-black body.
As with most females in the wild
kingdom, the hen is less spectacular,
although her eye patches are evident
in a light brown color.

All 42 species of North American
waterfowl will appear on the federal
duck stamp by the time year 2002
rolls around.

The unforgetable hack:

Bumps, baggage, preachers and box suppers

Robert Lee"Bob" Conley (1868-1943)

Fannie (Triplett) Conley (1873-1941).

Everyone seems to enjoy remi-
niscing about the past, especially
childhood days. I grew up in the
mountain country of Knott County,
Kentucky. My father was Robert Lee
Conley and my mother was Fannie
Triplet Conley. There were 11 chil-
dren in their family. They were Mil-
ton, Hattie, Maryland, Melvin, Green,
Monte, Margaret, Erwin,Norcia,John
and Lee Ester.

Like all children, I had many fa-
vorite things. However, my list of
favorite things would be incomplete
without The wonderful old hack my
dad ordered from someplace faraway
before I can remember. At that time,
before World War 1, the main type of
transportation was walking, horse-
back riding, or wagon. The roads
were narrow and rough and a ride in
the wagon was very bumpy — bul no
one complained. It was better than
walking!

You can imagine how excited my

brothers and sisters were when the
hack arrived! They couldn’t wait o
go for a ride! [ can't remember when
itarrived, as I hadn'tbeen born atthat
time, but I know it was a thing of
beauty. It was large with a wide seat
up front and one in back. Three pas-
sengers could sit up front and four in
back with room for children in their
laps. And the seats had springsto take
out the bumps in the road!

There was a large space behind

the back seal for baggage. It had four -

wheels, sides all around, and a flat
top. The seats and sides were covered
with black leather, There were no
glass windows, but it had curtains
which wererolled up for fair weather,
and put down and snapped in place to
keep the rain or snow out in bad
weather. There was a big tongue
which separated the two horses that
pulled the hack when it was used.
My dad was rather strict about
using the hack. It was kept in the barn
and taken out orily on special occa-
sions, the main one being church

time. My mother always prepared for
the meeting, They had church on Sat-
urday and Sunday, once each month
at the various meeting houses around
the countryside, a tradition still prac-
ticed today by the Old Regular Bap-
tist Church. Several preachers would
take turns preaching and church

would last a 1-o-n-g time! Then the
people who lived ricarest the meeting

house would invite the preachers and
friends home for dinner.

- Mother usually has some hired
helpers because when we had church
dinners we really had a feast. I re-
member two young ladies who were
especially good at housekeeping and
cooking. They were Kate Chaffins
and Northa Slone. I also remember
two or three of the well known Bap-
tist preachers of that time, They were
Lindsey Mosley, his brother Clabe,
and Marion Chaffins,

In those days, “company” ate first
and the children had to wait until last
1o eat, Sometimes we got really hun-
gry, but the food was always worth
the wait!

After the dinner and a lot of talk,
the hack was hitched up to take the
preachers home if they couldn’t stay
overnight, Church time was a happy
time for all. Everyone seemed to love
one another. My parents had great
love and respect for Preacher Lind-
sey “Lens” Mosley and paid him
wages for working in their general
store for many years. I think it paid
for them 100, because he was a good
Bible teacher not only for us, but for
the customers who came 1o trade at
the store.

The hack was important because
itbroughtmany people intoour home.
Sometimes it really seemed like a
hotel! Friends, relatives, travelers,
all were welcomed by our parenis,
Everyone affectionately called them
Uncle Bob and Aunt Fannie.

Whenever anyone became ill, the

doctor would come and stay until the
person got better. One ume the den-
tist, Dr. Cleveland Collins, was
brought to our home to do dental
work for my mother. Grandmother
Lee Esther was there and he made her
asetofdentures. She was well pleased
to have new teeth! During times like
that the hack was put 10 good use.

Sometimes I often wished I could
hide in the baggage space and just
ride all over the countryside listening
to all the stories and news the people
told. It would have been like reading
a giant newspaper.

Once in a while the hack was used
on some otheroccasions. ALtimes we
wenl to socials. The school teachers
often had “box suppers” o raise
money for school purposes. That was
the time that all young people learned
which girl each of the young men
fancied. The big decorated boxes
filled with food were auctioned off 1o
the highest bidder. Often several
young men would run the price up on
a buddy if they knew for sure he
really wanted a certain young lady’s
box! You see, the boy who bought the
box got to share it with the girl who
had brought it.

The hack was also used (o take us
to community meetings. A political
speaking was one held shortly before
elections. The candidates would take
turns telling the voters why they
should vote for them. But for the
children, and grownups, 0o, 1 sup-
pose, the most interesting activity
was locating the lady with the best
tasting gingerbread at voting time.
And I believe, today, the idea for
Knott County’s Gingerbread Festi-
val probably originated from the
voling time gingerbread sale,

My brother, Monte, said one of his
favorite rides in the hack was the
journey to visit our grandmother, Lee

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How to stop those squeaky stairs

Q: What can I do to get the squeak
out of my staircase?

A: If you are tired of hearing the
same squeaky noises every time you
walk up the stairs in your home, you
may want to try to solve the problem
permanently. For the amount of time
necessary, this project can be ex-
tremely rewarding,

How you go about resecuring stair
treads to the stringers differs depend-
ing on the accessibility of the stairs
from below. If the stairs have not
been enclosed on the backside, you
are in luck. This is the case in many
homes where acloset is built directly
under the staircase and the backside
of the stairs is not drywalled over. In
other cases, the first-floor staircase is
located directly above the basement
stairs, and the backside is unfinished,
leaving the diagonal supports, the
risers and the treads open.

In situations where the backside of
the staircase is open, you will need
some wood shims (thin wooden
wedges), a few tubes of construction
adhesive or panel adhesive, a ham-
mer, a wood chisel and someone to
help you.

Your helper has the easy job of
walking the stairs to locate those loose
treads. You will have to place your-
self under the stairs and look for the
gaps between the loose tread and the
supports. Usually, the gaps are be-
tween the tread and the center sup-
port near the rear of the tread.

First, place a bead of the construc-
tionadhesive inall of the joints where
the supports meet the treads. This
will take care of the minor gaps and
act as a glue to hold the shims from
working loose in the future. Then
slide the shims from both sides of the
support to fill the gap until the tread
no longer flexes when your helper
walks on it. You may need to cut off
the thinner part of the shim if the gap
is wide. Tap the shims in with the

hammer until they are snug. Use this
same method until all of the squeaks
are gone.

If the backside of the staircase is
enclosed, you can remove the dry-
wall, plaster or paneling covering the
bottom. If you decide that this would
be too disruptive or if there are a few
areas that are impossible to reach,
you can work instead on the lopside
of the stairs. After locating the prob-

lemareas, drivea spiral-shaped floor-
ing nail through the tread into the
middle and, if necessary, on the sides
of the step and into the support be-

low. You will find the supports by
trial and error, but usually they are
located in the middle and on the sides.
Countersink the nail heads and plug
the holes with wood filler or puity,
depending on the stair [inish.

Cleaning paint equipment

Q: What's the easiest, most effec-
tive way to clean paint equipment?

A:If youplantorepaintyour fiome,
youcan save a good deal of money by
learning how (o clean brushes and
rollers properly. With the right tools,
cleanup can be relatively simple, and
you will find that brushes can be
reused for years.

After deciding on the type of paint,
ask the store salesperson to recom-
mend the appropriate brush, If you
are using only latex paint, cleaning
up will be easier, asthe paintis water-
soluble. If you are painting with oil-
based paint, you will need to pur-
chase paint thinner, mineral spirits or
Varsol to clean your equipment. At
the same time, purchase a paint-brush
spinner,awire brushand asteel comb.

When you paint, neverdip the brush
into the paint more than halfway.
After painting, clean the paint off
yourself and the handle first. Then,
insert your brush into the end of the
spinner, If you are using oil-based
paint, pour about two cups of the
solvent(mineral spirits)overthe brush
into a five-gallon bucket. Dip the
brush into the solvent several times,
working the paint loose.

Keep the brush in the spinner, rest-
ing it on the rim of the bucket with
one hand, and brush through the
bristles with the wire brush to dis-

Beware of home
improvement fraud!

Home repairs and improvements
can be costly—so watch out if some-
body mails you a brochure offering
to do an expensive job for an unusu-
ally low price—or to make a free
inspection of your home.

Experts at the U.S. Postal Service
point out that these are the favorite
tricks of dishonest home repair firms.
Some offer a price you just can't
resist. Once you sign the contract you
leam why—they never deliver the
service.

Free inspections usually turn up
plenty of expensive repairs youdon’t
need. Some shady ‘companies will
offer to do the work on the spot.
When they leave, you may be left
with a large bill and faulty repair job.

Some of these same selling tech-
niques are also used by honest busi-
ness people, That's why it’s some-
times very difficult to separate the
bad buys from the good buys.

Use These Precautions;

» Always get several estimates for
every repair job and compare prices
and terms. Check to see if there's a
charge for estimates.

» Ask your friends for recommens-
dations—or ask the firm for refer-
ences—and check them.

= Contact your local Consumer
Affairs Office or Better Business
Bureau to check out the company’s
reputation before you authorize any

work.

= Pay with a check or money or-
der—never with cash. Arrange 1o
make paymentsininstallments—one
third at the beginning of a job, one
third when the work is nearly com-
pleted and one third after the job is
done.

The Inspection Service investigates
violations of the mail fraud law. Con-
sumer complaints are the primary
basis for investigation by Postal In-
speclors.

ladge the paint. Pour another cup or
two of mineral spirits over the brush
and repeat the above process three of
four times, spinning the brush out
between wire-brushings. When the
brush looks clean, pour another cup
on the end of the brush to thoroughly
wash out the inside of the bristles,
and then spin out the solvent.

Now, use the steel comb to
straighten out the bristles, and place
the brush cover back over the bristles
so they will dry in their original shape.

If you are using water-based paint,
the method for wire-brushing and
spinning is the same, but use plenty
of warm running water in the process
instead of the solvent.

The brush spinner also accommo-
datesrollers, which slip over the shaft
and can be spunoutinbetweendredg-
ing the roller in running water.
However, 1 do notrecommend trying
1o clean rollers after use with oil-
based paint. Instead, use older rollers
in this situation and discard them
after the job is complete.
