Federal aid 
requested 
for Floyd

Floyd County is one of several 
counties included in a request by 
Governor Brereton Jones this week 
toPrcsidentGcorgeBush for disaster 
assistance following the November 
30 flooding which caused $2.25 mil­
lion in damages throughout Ken­
tucky. 

If the request is granled, those 
counties included would be eligible 
for assistance from the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency. 

Approximalely $200,000 in dam­
ages wete incurred in Floyd County, 
according to county judge executive 
John M. Stumbo. 

Damage to roads, water systems, 
and privale property were assessed in 
early December by Area 9 Disaster 
Emergency Services officials. The 
DisaslerandEmcrgency Services area 
coordinator, David Chaffins, was not 
available for comment at prcsstime 
Thursday. 

The Mud Creek Water District 
was damaged by the flooding and a 
boiled waler advisory was issued. 
The advisory was finally lifled last 
Friday, Stumbo said. 

Local and stale resources are 
"inadequate to accomplish recovery 
efforts," Governor Jones said in his 
letler to the president. 

The state estimated that about 
$300.000 in damage was done to

Reward offered to solve break-in

A break-in at a Prestonsburg busi­
ness over the Christmas holiday re­
sulted in the loss of thousands of 
dollars worth of electronic equipment 

Prestonsburg city police are in­
vestigating the robbery of Frasure 
Furniture Store on North Lake Drive 
after owners discovered merchandise 
missing Thursday morning when the 
store reopened. 

"They cleaned us out. Whoever it 
was stole VCRs, televisions, scan­
ners, stereos, cordless telephones, 
guns, answering machines, CB ra­
dios and car slerco equipment," owner 
Ronald Frasure said Thursday. "I 
don't know when it happened, either 
Christmas Eve or Christmas. It's a 
shame. A small businessman has no 

protection against a thief. 
"Usuall) when break-ins occur at 

Christmas it's two or three busi­
nesses," Frasure added. "So far, I'm 
the only one that's been hit." 

City detective Jeff Stumbo and 
police chief Greg Hall dusted count­
ers and remaining merchandis<.' 
Thursday for fingerprints. Police were 
not sure how the robbers enlered the 
store. They asked employees for a list 
of merchandise taken and for the serial 
numbers. The serial numbers will be 
entered mto a nationwide 'Computer 
network m an effort to recover the 
goods.

John Rosenberg, who was asked 
by the board to coordinate efforts to 
select a parent representative, an­
nounced Thursday that a meeting will 
be held at 7 p.m. at Allen Central 
High School on January 9. 

Under Kentucky's Education 
Reform Act, a screening committee 
consisting oftwo t.cachcrs, elected by 
teachers in the district; a board 
·member appointed by the school 
board chairman; a principal, elected 
by principals in the district; and a 
parent must be formed within 30days 
of a determinatiOn by the board that a 
vacancy has or will occur in the 
superintendent's office. 

The board of education voted at its 

December 12 meeting to begin form­
ing the screening committee and 
asked that organizations submit the 
names of their representatives at the 
January 14 board meeting. 

Board chairman Ray "Shag" 
Campbell asked Rosenberg to hold a 
meeting with the presidents of PTA, 
PTO and any other parent groups to 
select a representative to serve on the 
commiuee. 

Rosenberg's announcement asked 
that persons be nominated who "have 
the time and intcrcstto participate in 
the committee; who will think inde­
pendently and who will as much as 
possible represent the views of par­
ents" in Floyd County regarding the 
selection of a superintendent. 

Under stale law, the screening 
cornmittre will accept and review 
applications for superintendent and 
will make recommendations to the 
board. The board is not required to 
accept the committee's recommen­
dation and can hire a superintendent 
themselves.

Workers to decide Sunday : 

Strike repeat 
seems likely

Floyd County students could be in 
for an extended Christmas vacation if 
classified workers follow through 
with a December 30 walkout. . 

Classified workers met Monday 
at 1 p.m. atthcUnited Mine Workers 
Union Hall in Estill to discuss the 
ultimatum given to the Aoyd County 
Board of Education at their Decem­
ber J 2 meeting. 

Classified workers sent themes­
sage "you talk or we walk" to the 
board after the board failed to recog­
nize the Floyd County Classified 
Employee Association (FCCEA) and 
granted recognition to the Floyd 
County Classified Independent As­
S(>ciation at the December meeting. 

FCCEA spokesman Ron Abshire 
told the Associated Press Thursday 
that clac;sified employees arc "lean­
ing toward" a second walkout be­
cause the board has failed to recog­
nize that organization. 

"They've (classified employees) 
done everything the board has asked," 
Abshire told the Associated Press. 

"And nothing has been done (by the 
board). The only thing that has hap­
pened is that people arc more frus­
trated." 

Classified employees placed an 
advertisement in Friday's (today) 
Floyd County 11mcs denouncing 
rumors threatening violence if a 
walkout occurs Monday. 

"As for the rumor going around 
that some bus drivers had made threat­
ening accusations about (incidents) 
which would endanger students, this 
could not be (further) from the truth. 
.. ," the ad says. "To think that we 
could harm one of them is an absolute 
lie." 

Board member James Duff said 
Thursday he has hemd rumors classi­
fied workers will stage a walkout on 
Monday, but said he expected classes 
to resume as usual. 

"I assume the transportation di­
rector has some substitute drivers, 
enough to fill the job if they strike," 
Duff said. "I'm sure the superinten­
dent could fire any drivers who arc 
not on the job Monday."

Downtown Prestonsburg had more

Response to the arts and crafts 
sale was tremendous as people from 
all over the five county arcaand many 
holiday travelers crowded through 
the numerous booths of Appalachian 
arts. Expo shoppers expressed their 
desire for information concerning 
Eastern Kentucky traditions and its 
people's heritage. 

Many downtown merchants ad­
mitted the Expo had brought custom­
ers into Prestonsburg and served to 
boost their own Christmas sales. 

The future of the Main S trcct Arts 
Expo is in doubt at present, although 
iL<; success during the holiday season 
was evident, said Brenda Crouch, 
director of the Floyd County Arts 
Association. 

The Floyd County Arts Associa­
tion, formed toenablcarca artisLs and 
crafts people to display and sell their 
work, plan to present workshops for 
local schools and members of the 
community who arc ini.Crestcd in 
Appalachian craftsmanship and his­
tory in general. 

Business leaders and members of 
the Prestonsburg Industrial Author­
ity met with Crouch recently in sup­
port of the Floyd County ArL'> Asso­
ciation, but funding to keep the arts 

and craft exhibition in Prestonsburg 
is "up in the air," Crouch said. 

"We would very much like to 
remain in Prestonsburg, but alternate 
sites are a possibility. Most of the 
members of the Floyd County Arts 
and some members of the commu­
nity feel that it (the exposition) needs 
to be out of the city limits as far as its 
atmosphere for success goes," Crouch 
said. Members of the community 
and downtown business owners have 
told Crouch that they would like the 
arts and crafLs exhibition to remain. 

The old Dollar Store building, 
owned by Frank Fitzpatrick, was 
donated for usc during the expo. The 
city picked up the tab for the utilities 
from November 15 through Decem­
ber 21 through ils Main Street Pro­
gram funding. On the December 21 
deadline, Crouch and members of the 
Floyd County Arts closed up and 
moved out because the funding to 

remain in operation had not malerial­
ized. 

The city of Prestonsburg, Big 
Sandy Area Development District, 
Floyd County Chamber of Com­
merce, Prestonsburg City Tourism 
Commission, and the Aoyd County 
Arts Association arc, at present, look­
ing at different possibilities to find a 
permanent location for the artists and 
cmfts people. 

'This, along with the development 
of the Kentucky Opry, would benefit 
Eastern Kentucky and its people and 
would also attract tourism imo the 
area," Jodi Blackburn, member of the 
Floyd County ArL<; Association, said

Bosco man moves up the ladder : 

Floyd County native named. state parks commissioner

Eastern Kentuckians arc expected 
to have a strong voice in state govern­
ment with a lieutenant governor from 
Pike County and a Floyd Countian 
has joined the chorus as commis­
sioner of Kentucky's parks syslem. 

Mark Lovely, a native Floyd 
Countian, was picked to head the 
state's parks system last week by 
Governor Brereton Jones. 

Lovely, who grew up in Bosco, 
ncar Hueysville, said Thursday he 
hoped to emphasize the tourism 
appeal of Kentucky's parks, espe­
cially during the winter months. 

"Business drops drastically dur­
ing the off-season, November through 

March, and I will accept that as a 
strong challenge to improve it," 
Lovely said. "In the parks syslem our 
main goal and objective will be to 
attract more people from outside 
Kentucky's borderlines which will 
mean more money that before and it 
will be good for all parties concerned 
by stimulating the economy as a 
whole." 

Overall, Lovely said the parks 
system needs improvcmcnL\i in main­
tenance and ways to deal with per­
sonnel issues. He hopes to redirect an 
emphasis on park employees to work 
as a team, from the dishwashers to 
park managers. 

"I want to get all the people in­
volved in the system to work as a 
team," Lovely said. "We arc only as 

good as the employees who work in 
the system. l want everybody to real­
ize it can be fun (working in the state 
parks). I hope to emphasize strong 
management on the side of the park 
level, and the cooperation between 
management and staff will he a key to 
success." 

As for irnprov<.'rnents at Jenny 
Wiley, Lovely said although he is 
unaware of the det:1ils ahout plans for 
an 18-holc golf course, he intends to 
boost the project any way he can. 

"When I take oflice I'll be privt­
lcgcd to inlormation about the proj 
ect and I'll he mor<.'. lamiliar with it," 
he said. "Golf is a growing sport in 
this day and age. A course at Jenny 
Wiley will he a great tourist attrac­
tion for r:1oy1l County and the East 

Kentucky area." 
Lovely 1s no stranger to the parks 

system having began his career work­
ing as handyman of sorts at Jenny 
Wiley State Park while going to 
school. 

"I started out working the summer 
atJcnnyWileyin 1955,"Lovelysaid. 
"I drove a garbage truck, served as a 
lifeguard relief, worked the conces­
sion stand at the boat dock and did 
any other type of work they needed." 

After finishing school, Lovely 
served a stim in the Marine Corps, 
worked a<; a field auditor for the state's 
Revenue Cabinet in Ha1.ard and re­
turned to the parks system in 1964 ac; 
manager of the Jenny Wiley boat 
dock. 

Lovely went to Laurel County in 

1966 to manage the Levi Jackson 
State Park; moved to manager at 
Carter Caves and came back 10 Jenny 
Wiley in 1970 for about six months. 

Lovely scllled down in 1972 at 
Lake Barkley State Park in Cadiz and 
managed the park for 20 years. 

"It is a wonderful place 10 live and 
raise a family," Lovely said. ''The 
people of this state have been very 
supportive wherever I've worked. 
But, Lake Barkley is l1kc home to us 
and our children." 

Lovely, who ha" the highest re­
gard for the governor, was surprised 
at his appoinuncnt, but said t11erc 
comes a time when a person wants to 
take the reins.

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No wonder Congress failed again

Special interest lobbyists and 
political hangers-on who use con­
gressional"expcrience and expertise" 
to fight off demands for rerm limits 
have some more explaining to do. 

The congressional year ended 
typically as leaders forced bushels of 
legislation through day-and-night 
marathon sessions while members 
traded woes at the cruelty of public 
office. 

Long tenn damage of congres­
sional mis- and-malfeasance for the 
year isn't yet added up but the case 
defending congressional experience 
and expertise is already discredited, 
not just by what Congress did but 
what~t didn't do. 

It invites speculation that the rented 
experience and expertise of a debt­
free Elks lodge or a high-school stu­
dent council not tinged with scandal 
could do every bit as well as Con­
gress in passing laws for the nation.Il 
would also come at a fraction of the 
price. 

Rivaling Congress this year for 
solid ineptitude was President Bush 
and a White House so filled with its 
own peculiar experience and exper­
tise that rocks l11rown through win 
dows have become office-to-orfice 
communications. 

The chaos produced a whimsical 
presidential re-election plan for 1992. 
ll would be a campaign in which 
Bush, who during most of the past30 
years thrived as the well-connected 
ultimate Washington political insider 
would run for a second term as a 
Washington "outsider" critical of 
"insiders." 

The Jist of 1991 accomplishments 
of congressional experience and 
expertise is, as usual, modest to non­
existent. And that's counting Con­
gress' prompt move out of the way so 
Bush could launch war in the Persian 
Gulf. 

Specialized work in the Senate 
included a boost in salaries to 
$125,000a year, matching last year's 
House increase, and the official white­
wash of four senators of the "Keating 
Five." 

The four, it was decided by the 
Senate, might have peddled Lheir 
influence to a savings and loan shark 
but kept the prices low. The fifth, it 
was also decided, had charged too 
much and, since he was retiring, he 

could be "reprimanded" without 
damaging his chances for re-elec­
tion. 

Decisive action in the House was 
embarrassed abandonment­
maybe--of a banking operation in 
the Capitol that members used to kite 
checks with no penalty. 

The congressional leadership, 
flaunting its experience and exper­
tise, waited as it usually does until the 
final few hours to push through hun­
dreds of billions of dollars in federal 
spending, action which deliberately 
hides public giveaways and legisla­
tive theft in enormous amounts. 

A $151 billion transportation bill 
and legislation for another $95 bil­
lion to bail out banks and savings and 
loan associations were passed in the 
wee smaJl hours of the morning. 

A $291 billion military budget 
padded with wasred spending and 
secret deals, all put there by congres­
sional experience and expertise, was 
passed in the rush to finish what 
should have been done months ago. 

In another typical product of ex­
perience and expertise, Congress left 
town solemnly lying to do something 
about campaign reform-next year. 

Separate bills were passed in the 
Senate and the House to overhaul 
campaign finance laws, lessening 
influence of wealthy special inter­
ests, imposing spending limits and, 
possibly, to provide federal financ­
ing as is now handed out in presiden­
tial elections. 

The basic lie is that the Senate and 
House will agree on meaningful and 
fair campaign reform. The lead pipe 
guarantee is that any bill agreeable to 
Senate and House members will 
benefit congressional incumbents 
over challengers. 

An ace in the hole for congres­
sional experience and expertise is the 
almost certain knowledge that Presi­
dent Bush will veto whatever cam­
paign reforms are passed by Demo­
cratic majorities in Congress. 

One victory of congressional 
experience and expertise should not 
be ignored, that of House Speaker 
Tom Foley, D-Wash., who worked in 
his home state to help defeat a refer­
endum for term limits on state offi­
cials and members of Congress. 

1 ust like he promised, Foley, in 
what was left of Lhe 1991 session of 
Congress, did not allow California to 
steal Washington water or plug in to 
Washington's grid of cheap federally 
financed electricity.

Health care reform must top 
congressional priority list 

U there was ever a fact that should 
strike at the heart of every Kentuckian 
who cares about the health and well­
being of all Americans, it is this -
over 37 million citizens, including 
approximately eight million children, 
are struggling to survive without 
health insurance. 

In Kentucky alone, over 700,000 
citizens have no health insurance, 
including over 250,000 working 
Kentuckians who simply have no­
where to turn for affordable health 
care. 

This intolerable situation must not 
continue, and that is why I plan to do 
everything I can to ensure that health 
care reform is a top priority in the 
upcoming second session of the 102nd 
Congress. 

We must take a close look at many 
areas of the health care financing 
system to address. the cost, access and 
quality of health care. 

In America we spend more on 
health care than any other country in 
the world. We also have the best 
health care available anywhere in the 
world- but only for those who can 
afford it. Many Americans are left 
out. They are forced to worry about 
losing their life savings because of an 
illness as they watch an ever increas­
ing amount of Lheir wages going to 
unrestrained health care costs. 

Health care costs will soon be 
over $700 billion a year on a national 
basis, with several congressional 
studies showing that bureaucratic 
paperwork is costing over $100 bil­
lion a year alone.

Due to double-digit increases in 
heaJthcostsandincreasedlivingcosts, 
many seniors need or want to stay in 
the workforce.

If 
they continue to work they may be 
penalized through a loss of Social 
Security benefits. Without the extra 
income, they often face Jiving near 
the poverty level. 

Opponents argue that repealing 
the earnings limitation would cost 
the Social Security Administration 
more in added benefits. While this is 
true, the extra cost would be partially 
offset by new revenues from addi­
tional income and payroll taxes paid 
by working seniors. In addition, the ..., 
Social Security Trust Fund this year 
is expccred to generate a surplus of 
some $70 billion - many. many 
times more than the cost of repealing 
of this Social Security law. And, this 
is not to mention the $50 million to 
$100 million a year that would be 
saved in administrative costs. 

The bottom line is that, as the 
recession worsens, it doesn't make 
sense to shut out people who want to 
work and contribute to the c~onomy. 

Now is the time to Jet our congres­
sional members know that this out­
dated policy needs to be abolished. 
After all, every American deserves a

Winter commencement at MSU 

MSU 's presidential 
search group to 
name candidates 

Morehead State University's 
Presidential Search Committee plans 
to publicly release the names of the 
candidates that it will recommend 
next month to the Board of Regents. 

Wayne Martin, search committee 
chair, told the board at its meeting 
last month that the committee antici­
pates bringing forward four to seven 
names following its meeting on 
December 13. The names wiU be 
released only after the candidates and 
the board have been notified, he said. 

Updating the board on the search 
for a successor to President C. Nel­
son Grote, Martin said that the oom­
mince was continuing to make prog­
ress toward identifying those candi­
dates whose names would be pre­
sented to the board. 

On a motion by Helen Pennington 
of West Liberty, the board voted to 
ask the search committee to "strong! y 
consider" expanding the list to 10 
names. Martin said that he would 
take the request to the committee. 

The regents expect to interview 
candidates in late January and name 
Dr. Grote'ssuccessorinearly March. 
Hjs retjrement is effective June 30, 
1992. 

At the morning meeting, the board 
also received the final fall enrollment 
figures which show MSU' s 
headcount at 8,812 students, a 2.2 
percent increase from last fall 

The 1990-91 audit report con­
ducted by Kelley, Galloway and 
Company of Ashland was accepted 
by the board as was the quarterly 
fmancial report for the period ending 
September 30. , 

Addressing the state's projected 
revenue shortfall, Dr. Grote said that 
steps had been taken to deal with 
MSU's $1.4 million share in the 
current budget. 

He also said that the University 
was developing contingency plans to 
reduce the next fiscal year's budget 
base if sufficient funds are not appro­
priated in the 1992-94 biennium to 
replace those lost this year. 

The regents also declared seven 
University-owned buildings as sur­
plus and issued, according to state 
statutes, the order to dispose of prop­
erty. One structure, located behind 
Lappin Hall, will be razed to make 
room for the addition to MSU's sci­
ence building. The other six will be 
demolished in order to straighten the

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State dropout prevention project 
is winner among federal programs 

~.Pint(_ Destination Graduation, a Ken­
tucky program to make academic 
winners out of Eastern Kentucky 
secondary school students who arc at 
risk of dropping out before graduat­
ing, has become a winner itself among 
such federally sponsored initiatives. 

Area schools that arc partners in 
the program are Prestonsburg Com­
munity College, Mayo Vocational, 
David School, and high schools in 
Floyd, Johnson, Pike and Magoffin 
counties. 

Mark Pittman, staff member of 
the Kentucky Council on Higher 
Education and project director for 
Destination Graduation, has learned 
from the prime sponsor of the proj­
ect, the United States Department of 
Education, that Destination Gradu­
ation is the only School, College, and 
University Partnership (SCUP) proj· 
ect in the nation that has been funded 
for a second three years. 

Destination Graduation was 
awarded$390,000grantforthe 1991/ 
92 year - the largest grant that 
Destination Graduation has received 
to date. The project is now the largest 
one being sponsored by the Depart­
mentofEducation, Pittman said, and 
the funding will allow the program to 
expand. 

Pittman expects the federal grants 
for the 1992/93 and 1993/94 years 
will each be for about $400,000. 

Destination Graduation was one 
of only 14 projects selecled for fund­
ing by the United States Department 
ofEducation, from over 180 propos­
als nationwide.
