Fourth Freedom Forum speaker suggests : 

Make war an "impossibility"

"I used to bring people up to date 
on economic sanctions," said Fourth 
Freedom Forum's Marc Hardy dur­
ing a recent speech, "now, I find that 
they know exactly what I'm talking 
about." 

Hardy, who was in Prestonsburg 
earlier tllis week for speaking en­
gagements with tllc Floyd County 
Chamber of Commerce and the 
PaintSville Kiwanis Club, spoke about 
the view's of tlle Fourth Freedom 
Forum in an interview Wednesday 
morning. 

Hardy's duties as spokesperson 
and executive director are simple 
enough, to let the world know that 
battles can be fought with economic 
power ratller than military might. "J 
think tlle urgent point of my message 
is this, 'Give trade a chance'. People 
are starting to understand that if you 
pull the pillar of economics from 
under someone, then you have toppled 
that person's world," said Hardy. 

According to Hardy, the ultimate 
goal ofFourthFreedom Forum would 
be the implementation of automatic 
economic sanctions against any world 
leader who would use military force 
in an offensive manner. 

"What we want to do is make 
waging war an economic impossibil· 
ity. while incentives would make 
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peace very profitable," said Hardy. 
Although the group supports the 

current action in the Persian Gulf, 
I Jardy is not without criticism of the 
effort. 

"President Bush missed a real 
chance to make a mark on the world,"

said Hardy. "If he would have kept 
the economic sanctions up against 
Iraq, he could have not only won the 
war, but also he could have won the 
peace." Hardy said that economic 
sanctions and incentives should be 
offered to to Jordan, Iran and other 
countries which might get involved 
in the war. "We :;hould be saying to 
them ' if you get involved we are 
going to shut you down financially, 

but if you stay out you can enjoy the 
incentives and trade status offered." 

Hardy argues that military action 
will always cost more than economic 
warfare. "People have said 'we tried 
that, it dido 't work', but they don't 
realize that the international sanc­
tions against Iraq have had very little 
tune to be effective. Our soldiers arc 
going to be there (The Persian Gulf) 
for a long time, even after we win this 
war. The country will have to be 
rebuilt and a political vacuum will 
exist. All of the neighboring coun­
tries will want a piece oflraq, and we 
will remain there until it is finished. I 
ask people 'what if it would have 
taken a year? Or five years?' If no 
lives were lost, tllen it (economic 
sanction) is very cost effective." 

"We created this guy (Saddam 
Hussein), we and the other western 
nations. We knew his intentions and 
still we sold him everytlling he 
wanted. We knew his plans years 
ago, and now we have to wage war 
.vith him. If we could have imple­
mented economic sanctions against 
him when he gassed 4,000 Kurds in 
his own country, he wouldn't be able 
to consider military action now," 
Hardy said. 

"Japan tried to take Pearl Harbor 
by force and tlley couldn't do it," 
Hardy said. "Now, tlleJapanese have 
bought most or Hawaii. Economics 
is the one thing that everyone has to 
contend with."

Special reading classes have re­
sumed at Martin Grade School after 
maintenance personnel removed 
several loose tiles Tuesday that con­
tained asbestos fibers. 

The special reading classroom was 
closed and sealed Monday after 
Health Coordinator Ned Bush, in­
vestigating complaintS from parents, 
inspected the room and found the 
loose tile. 

"We had a minor (asbestos) re­
lease," Bush said Thursday. "The 
asbestos wasn't in tlle adhesive, it 
was in the tile. The tile was removed 
from the room and property sealed 
and disposed of. ll took about 15 
minutes. Under federal law we had to 
seal the room. When we put the no­
tice on room it looked like tlle skull 
and cross bones on a poison bottle. 
I'm sure ll sacred some parentS to 
death. 

"At the beginning of each school 
year, we send a letter to parents in­
forming them that there is asbestos in 
the school," Bush added. "ParentS 
need to read those letters." 

Parker Moore, director of the 
state's asbestos abatement program, 
said an inspector had visited the 
school Thursday and found the tile 
had been removed in compliance witll 
state and federal regulations. M~re 
added that other areas of concem, 
stairways and an area in the cafeteria, 
were inspected and they posed no 
danger of a fiber release. Moore said 
it was "unlikely" a release had oc­
curred. 

"We're waiting on all the docu­
mentation to be filed to get a clear 
picture of what went on," Moore said. 
"But, I think its unlikely any fibers 
were released." 

Moore said a release probably 
didn't occur because none of the ti Ies 
had been shattered or severely bro­
ken. He suggested maintenance crews 
keep a coat of wax on areas where the 
tile was worn. He said fibers would 
remain intact unless the tile was 
"virtually ground into dust" or if it 
was sanded. 

Bush said asbestos exists in virtu­
ally all the schools in Floyd County 
except the two new schools that 
opened this year. 

remove asbestos from John M. 
Stumbo, BetSy Layne Gym and 
McDowell," Bush said. "Asbestos 
was found on steam piping atJohn M. 
Stumbo. There's a hot water tank 
coated w1th it in the boiler room. Al 
McDowell it's m a closet and five or 
six classrooms. There's not any dan­
ger at this time. We mspect all areas 
targeted every six months." 

Bush said an asbestos log is on file 
at every school and in the central 
office. He said any parent who is 
concerned about the level in their 
school may contact the school princi­
pal or the central office. 

"I had one mother call me this 
morning concerned because her son 
has severe allergies and she didn't 
want her son going back to the 
school," Bush said. "I told her asbes­
tos is microscopic and she don't have 
to worry." 

Moore said he agreed asbestos is 
microscopic but did not know the 
effect of fibers on human allergies. 

Long term exposure to asbestos 
has been proven to cause lung dis­
cases, including cancer.

tor before state lawmakers. 
FCIA members say several resi­

dents have developed skin rashes and 
breathing problems which they asso­
ciate with emissions from the incin­

nance January 18 and it requires 
applicants to pay $2,500 for a permit 
and to post a $1 million bond for 
hand I ing solid waste and a $5 million 
bond for hazardous waste.

The impact of seasonal layoffs in 
December was offset in many Ken­
tuckycommumtics by theendofother 
short-term layoffs and a smaller 
workforce, resulting m lower jobless 
rates in 67 counues. 

In the Big Sandy region, the un­
employment rate fell from a revised 
5.8 percent in November to a prelimi­
nary 5.3 percent in December. Local 
rates ranged from 4.5 percent in 
Martin County to 10.1 percent in 
Magoffin County, the only double­
digit rate in the ADD. 

The monthly sample of claimants 
of unemployment insurance benefits 
showed 29.9 percent had worked m 
mining, 29.3 percent in trade, 16.7 
percent in construction, 6.8 percent 
in manufacturing and 6.4 percent in 
services. 

Both November's revised and 
December's preliminary state rates 
were 5.4 percent, slightly above the 
December 1989 rate of 5.3 percent. 

December also marked the sixth 
consecutive month Kentucky was 
ranked below the national rate, which 
rose from 5.8 percent in Novemberto 
5.9 percent in December. Compa­
rable state and national rates are not 
seasonally adjusted. 

The drop in working Kentuckians 
nearly equaled the 14,000 decrease 
in the labor force. Ed Blackwell, the 
cabinet's chief analyst, said the labor 
force shrunk because the tobacco 
harvest season ended and people 
unable to find Christmas jobs dropped 
out of the market. 

Trade had another good month 
with 2,600 new workers mostly in 
apparel and department stores be­
cause of the holiday season. A related 
sector called transportation, commu­
nications and utilities rose 1,000. 

Manufacturing was boosted by 
jumps in transportation equipment

caused mainly by the recaJI of Ford 
Motor Co. workers from a brief lay­
off, tobacco processing industry and 
textiles and apparel. 

For the fifth consecutive month 
non-farm employment (1.c. trade, 
manufacturing and services sectors) 
grew, reaching an aJI-time high in 
this category of 1.49 million jobs in 
December. 

"Growth in non-farm employment 
is good news, because since our rec­
ords began in 1939, a yearly decline 
in this category has meant a recession 
in Kentucky," Blackwell said. 

The category that includes self­
employed people, domestic employ­
ees and people working in family 
businesses rose by 1,900 worke~. 

The U.S. Department of Labor's 
estimate of Kentuckians working in 
December, based on census surveys, 
was 1,661,500, compared to the 
November figure of 1,676,200 and 
15,600 higher than the December 
1989 report of 1,645,900. 

The federal estimate of unem­
ployed Kentuckians was 95,500 in 
December, up 700 from November's 
94,800 and 2,900 above the Novem 
ber 1989 figure of 92,600. 

Kentucky's civilian labor force 
estimate for December was 
1,757 ,OOO,adecreaseof 14,000 from 
November's 1,771,000 and 18,500 
higher than the December 1989 fig­
ure of 1,738,500. The civilian labor 
force includes non-military workers 
and unemployed Kentuckians who 
actively are seeking work. It docs not 
include the unemployed who have 
not looked for a job in four weeks. 

Unemp1oymentsl.atistics arc based 
on estimates and are compiled to 
measure employment trends rather 
than to actually count people work­
ing.

In spite of the Wooly Worm pre­
dictions and whatever forecast the 
Ground Hog came up with on Febru­
ary 2, the National Weather Service 
expects February to be a rather mild 
month. 

The official National Weather 
Service forecast for Kentucky for the 
month of February is for tempera­
tures to average above the normal 
while precipitation amounts will be 
near normal. 

In Southeast Kentucky, based on 
records at the Jackson Weather Of­
fice, daily high temperatures average 
around 42 at the beginning of the 
month to around 46 by the end of 
February. Overnight low tempera­
tures range from around 21 in early 

February to around 25 by the end of 
the month. The average precipitation 
for February is 3.69 inches which 
includes any rainfall as well as the 
water equivalent of any snowfall. 

Statistically speaking, February is 
normal! y the month of greatest snow­
fall in Southeast Kentucky, average 
7.8 inches. The greatest snowfall 
ranged from 21 mches in February 
1985 to only one mch m 1990. This is 
based on 10 years of records avail­
able in the Jackson Weather Office. 

Based on the predication of above 
normal temperatures we would ex­
pect most precipitation in February 
to be in the form of rain. However, 
this does not preclude the possibility 
of an occasional cold spell with some 
heavy snow. Any such periods of 
cold and snow would most likely be 
of short duration. 

Central Kentucky Blood Center 
has been sending 25 units of blood 
each week for Operalion Desert 
Shield since before Christmas.

The University of Kentucky has 
organized a series of lectures by noted 
scholars to help students and inter­
ested members of the general public 
understand how the current crisis in 
the Middle East developed. The 
lectures arc held on Tuesday nights at 
7:30p.m. an the student center on the 
main campus of the university. 

Attacking a culprit 

In the first of these lectures held 
January 29, U.K. Professor Robert 
Olson discussed the rise of Arab 
Nationalism. Olson believes that 
Arab Nationalism was actually de­
clining until the advent of the Iraq­
Iran war in 1981. That war led to an 
increase of Arab nationist feeling and 
an increase in the inter-Arab depend­
ency, especially among Iraq; Jordan, 
the Palestinians and Yemen. This 
inter-dependency led to a de facto 
coalition jUTlong these groups which 
contributed to the present crisis. 
Olson said in order to regionalize the 
growing power of this Arab coali­
tion, Iraq might try to curtail the plans 
of the coalition. Saudi Arabia and 
Kuwait supponed U.S. efforts to curb 
the power of the Iraqi-led coalition.

During the Middle Ages, Moslems 
believed that their culture wao; the 
center of truth and enlightenment. 
For some 10 centuries, Islam was 
advancing in land and culture. This 
Moslem tide peaked in 1683, when 
the Turkish armies laid siege to Vi­
enna, Austria. 

Since 1683, Islam has been on the 
defensive. For three centuries it lost 
ground to the Chnstian West. By 
1900, European states were begin­
ning to ctivide the Ouoman Empire 
(the last of the great Moslem states) 
into spheres of influence. As Arab 
minorities within the vast Ottoman 
Empire became infected by the germ 
of nationalism, Arabs began to dream 
of creating a separate Arab state. 

During the First World War, the 
Ottoman Turks joined Germany and 
Austria in their fight against Britain 
and France. In order to weaken the 
Ottoman state, Britain encouraged 
the Arabs to rebel against their Turk­
ish masters. She also promised Arab 
leaders that they would be given 
sovereignty over Iraq, Syria, Leba­
non, and Palestine. Unfortunately, 
those dreams were frustrated when 
the war ended and the League of 
Nations sanctioned the extension of 
British and French control over these 
regions. Thus, feeling betrayed by 
the Western powers, hatred and mis­
trust of the West has continued in the 
Middle East to this day. 

the region. As the strongest of the 
Western powers, we arc viewed by 
some Arabs as the new crusaders or, 
at the very least, as a conquering 
power from a foreign culture. Our 
superior fire power will give us vic­
tory in the war against Iraq, but it will 
be much more difficult for us to 
achieve a lasting peace in the region . 

The next lecture in the series will 
discuss intra-Arab politics. Dr. Abdul 
Rifai of Berea College will make the 
formal presentation and Dr. Chung­
ln Moon of the U.K. Political Sci­
ence Department will add some addi­
tional comments. The lecture is free 
of charge and •s open to the general 
public.

Get tough on trash

Most of the debate in Frankfort concerning solid waste 
disposal has centered on what goes into Kentucky landfills. 

But what's not going into those landfills is just as impor­
tant. 

Weak-knee politicians in many Kentucky counties con­
tinue to avoid implementation of mandatory participation 
solid waste disposal programs for fear they will be soiled 
in the process. 

While they drag their feet on the issue, tons of garbage 
bags continue to be dragged to the banks of streams and 
the sides of roads. 

Cer1ainly we must act to control the flow of waste into our 
state and the types of waste that flow into our landfills. We 
must also elimmate the trash that floats down our rivers 
and creeks and piles up at nearly every rural wide spot on 
nearly every rural road. 

The lamest argument we've heard in opposition to 
mandatory garbage collection is also the oldest argument. 

The cost would be just too much of a burden on poor 
Kentuckians. 

In reality, few active garbage collection services cost 
patrons more than 30¢ a day- less than a cup of coffee 
at your favorite restaurant. 

Compare that to the cost to taxpayers for cleaning up 
roadside dumps or the cost our children will pay for a 
fouled environment. 

If individual counties won't act to resolve our trash 
problems, Frankfort must take the lead. 

Universal collection must be mandated and enforce­
ment of dumping laws must be strengthened. 

The alternatives are obvious ... to the eyes and the noses. 

Justice fo·r all 
If Kentucky is to truly make headway in the fight to 

remove drunk drivers from our highways, laws which 
govern such matters must be applied equally to all per­
sons who violate them. 

A first step in that r:lirection would be for our legislators to 
end the practice of allowing indefinite court continuances 
in DUI cases. 

Sixty days from the date of the offense should be 
sufficient time for anyone to prove their guilt or innocence, 
yet court dockets are often clogged with cases that are 
months and sometimes years old. Unfortunately, some of 
those continuances are reflections of undo and unfair 
influence on our justice system and that who a person is 
carries more weight than does equal justice under the law. 

Speedy trials and uniform sentencing, the latter of which 
is already provided for under Kentucky's Slammer Bill, 
may not reduce the number of first-time DUI offenders, but 
it would certainly have an effect on repeats. 

You drink, you drive, you pay. No matter who you are or 
who you know.

I have recently returned from 
Washington, D.C, after attending a 
conference concerning Medicare 
offered by the National Association 
of Medical Equipment Suppliers. 
Considerable coverage has been given 
to Medicare changes in the new fed­
eral budget, especially the 
beneficiary's responsibility for an 
increased deductible and premiums. 
There are, however, other less visible 
cuts and changes that are part of a 
serious long-term erosion of health _ 
care for our nation's elderly. 

These cuts are in payments for the 
home medical equipment (HME) 
services that provide oxygen, wheel­
chairs, hospital beds and other items 
that are critical to the health and 
mobility of elderly and disabled 
people. 

For Fiscal Year '91, $215 million 
in HME reimbursement funds were 
slashed from an overall budget for 
HME of $2 billion-more than a 10 
percent cut. Total reductions over 
five years will exceed $2 billion. 

Withoutadequatereimbursement, 
it will be impossible for the home 
care companies that provide HME 
services to maintain current levels of 
care. Service reductions will be felt 
in a variety of ways, including: 

* Reimbursement cuts will force 
HME companies to reduce their 
geographic service areas. Some bene­
ficiaries may be left without service.

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Seeking help : 

A hurdle in domestic violence 
Two recent Kentucky spouse 

abuse cases ending in murder show 
the severity of domestic violence and 
the need for help for victims, say 
officials of the state Department for 
Social Services. 

Social Services Commissioner 
Larry Michalczyk said that violence 
in a relationship is rarely a single 
incident. 

"Far too many of the victims 
experience severe patterns of abuse 
before someone calls the police or 
this agency," Michalczyksaid. "There 
is no 'reasonable' number of violent 
acts before help should be sought. 
There is no normal period of time to 
wait and see if the hitting will stop." 

Michalczyk said that a variety of 
factors keep many victims from leav­
ing an abusive relationship or seek­
ing help. 

"These include embarrassment, 
isolation by the abuser from those 
who could help, financial vulnerabil­
ity, belief that the children must have 
a father, and religious beliefs on the 
sanctity of the marriage," he said. 

Another common reason abused 
spouses do not immediately get help 
is their hope that the situation will 
change and the violence will stop. 

"At the same time, many victims 
may blame themselves, rather than 

the violent spouse, for what is hap­
pening," he said. "Others have a very 
real fear of even worse treatment by 
the violent spouse if they seek help." 

While various reasons are given 
for not seeking assistance, 
Michalczyk said, "A very troubling 
response, to me, is 'I didn't know 
where to tum."' 

"Where to tum" may be either 
local law enforcement agencies or 

the local Social Services office, both 
of which respond to spouse abuse 
reports. Adult Services branch man­
ager Richard Newman said, "Our 
adult protection staff recognize the 
'fear' and 'safety' factors. 

"ln order to act as advocates for 
domestic violence victims, our work­
ers are trained in the importance of 
being discreet," he said. '1These are 
highly volatile situations and our 
presence, if not handled correctly, 
could accomplish just the opposite of 
our role to protect and help the vic­
tims. 

"We encourage, support and ad­
vise. We stress protection and safety 
for the victims and children, through 
referral to services such as spouse 
abuse centers and the courts to obtain 
necessary protective orders," New­
man said. 

"Our goal is for the victims to 

know that they are not alone, and that 
there is confidential help available to 
them." 

Michalczyk said, "In 1980, there 
were just over 1,500 spouse abuse 
casesreportedinKentucky.For 1990, 
we've estimated that there were more 
than 10,000 reports of spouse abuse 
in this state, including almost 5,000 
women and children going to the 
spouse abuse shelters. 

"As public awareness of the crime 
and the social problem of spouse 
abuse increases, so does the need for 
a coordinated public response tc 
victims in need of protection," he 
said. "People need to recognize that 
spouse abuse in not a private matter. 
It's against the law."

GED recipients may qualify for scholarships 
A new program to aid recipients 

of High School Equivalency Certifi­
cates, GEDs, to continue their quest 
for further ed1:1cation is being inaugu­
rated by the Christian Appalachian 
Project this year. 

Scholarships are being offered in 
Floyd, Rockcastle, Garrard and Lin­
coln counties. Anyone who has re­
ceived aGED is eligible to compete 
for $1,000 or $500 scholarships. 

The scholarships are non-renew­
able, and are applicable for the first 
year for educational expenses -
tuition, books, room, board, or per­
sonal expenses - transportation, 
child care or food- while attending 
school. 

The scholarship can be used wher­
ever the recipient wants to go, which 
may include any college, university, 
or vocational school. 

Anyone, at any age, who has re­
ceived aGED by a local board of 
education as a result of participating 
in a Christian Appalachian Project 
preparation program in Rockcastle, 
Lincoln, Garrard, or Floyd county is 
eligible to apply for a scholarship. 

One or two recipients will be 
chosen from each county based on a 
combination of GED test score, fi­
nancial need, two letters of recom­
mendation and a one page statement 
about what the applicant wants to 
accomplish and how a degree or 
vocational certificate would help him 
or her reach their goals. 

"It is important that we g1ve low­
income, GED recipients incentives 
to further develop their skills so that 
they will be eligible for better job 
opportunities," said Glen Tau!, man­
ager of scholarships.

ALLEN FIELD 
AS PRIORITY ONE 

Floyd Coumy Babe Ruth 
League Director Harold Case, 
while agreeing with local folks 
up Right Beaver, sees the need 
to refurbish the Allen ballpark 
as project number one. 

"I'm not disagreeing with 
the ones up Right Beaver,thcy 
do need a field, but if we arc 
going to host the state tourna­
ment next year, we need to first 
of all get the Allen Park field 
fixed up," he said. "I am be­
hind the ones up Right Beaver 
100 percent. And again they do 
need a field." 

Case says that the present 
condition of the Allen ballpark 
is not too good. According to 
the Floyd County director, the 
infield is in need of repairs. 
Also, Case stated his concern 
over the entrance way to the 
field for small cars and motor­
cycles. Both, he says, have 
destroyed the infield. 

"What the county needs to 
do is put a fence all the way 
around it with walk through 
gates and one large gate on the 
third base side for vehicles to 
get through. That way the gates 
can be locked and motorcycles 
will not be able to get on the 
field." 

Case said that Floyd County 
hopes to host one of the three 
state tournaments this year, ei­
ther for the 13 year old Prep 
League, 13-15 year old Parent 
League or the 16-18 year old 
Senior League. Case said it wi II 
cost the league $600 if they are 
chosen to host one of the tour­
naments. · 

An earlier start on the regu­
lar season games is high on the 
agenda for the Babe Ruth 
League. Case remarked that in 
order for the league to get an 
early start, permission to use 
the Allen Central baseball field 
will be needed, providing the 
field is prepared for playing. 

"If we can use the Allen 
Central field we should be able 
to get our Prep League started 
around the middle of April. The 
other leagues ( 13-15 Parent and 
16-18 Senior) will not be able 
to start until after the high 
school season is over." 

The league director said that 
present plans are to have four 
Prep League teams, eight Par­
ent League teams and four Sen­
ior League teams. "That has 
not been finalized yet, but hope­
fully that is what we can have. 
The problem is the shortage of 
fields. Therearejustnotenough 
to play on," he said. "We defi­
nitely need more facilities." 

One of the problems in us­
ing the Allen Central field if it 
is fixed up for playing, has been 
the insurance question. "Our 
insurance covers any player on 
any field he plays on,'' said 
Case. "We have a $1 million 
dollar liability policy that cov­
ers everyone connected with 
the league-boosters, conces­
sion workers to name a few." 

"We would like to get some 
of the Prestonsburg teams back 
into our league," remarked 
Case. "They used to be in and 
we miss having them with us." 

Case stated that he would 
like to see the county install 
water fountains on the grounds 
at Stumbo Park and that per­
mission be given to the league 
to install billboards around the 
outfield fence. Case said it 
would be a money raising proj­
ect for the league. 

A meeting 1s expected to be 
called some time in the next 
three weeks to discuss the up­
coming season and scheduling 
plans. Case said that there is 
not a shortage of coaches and 
many have said they would 
return this year. However, if 
the league expands, other 
coaches will be needed. 

It has been a hardship on our 
players in the county to find a 
place to play baseball. Last year 
in Floyd County alone we had 
72 organized baseball teams 
(Pee Wee, Little League, Babe 
Ruth, Senior League). It is an 
ongoing problem finding some 
place for all these teams to prac­
tice and play -especially the 
older leagues.

'Real Life' walks the line 
between obnoxious, humorous

Real Life ( 1979) 

This film is definitely not 
for all tastes and certainly 
not wtthout its flaws, but I'd 
still recommend it. Film­
maker and comedian Albert 
Brooks stars as an obnoxious 
com1c who decides to 
broaden his skills, pad his 
bank account and, primari­
ly, inflate his ego by oversee­
mg the making of a film 
about the typrcal American 
family. 

The best part of the film 
comes first; the "set up" is 
really funnrt:r than the 
execution. Brooks engages a 
computer and its attendant 
experts to find the needed 
family unit. They process 
information from thousands 
of people ready to have their 
lives invaded by a car:nera 
crew. 

Finally a selection is made 
and, amid the laughs, you 
almost feel sorry for these 
poor schmucks, suddenly 
intimidated by an army of 
rude invaders taking over 
their home and tearing their 
lives apart. 

Brooks excels in the not­
remotely-sympathetic role 
of the obnoxious "film­
maker," creating a character 
you watch with horrified 
fasc1nation; Charles Grodin 
is hilarious as the harried 
Dad who learns too late to 
prize the peace and quiet of 
anonymity. Frances Lee 
McCain is also excellent as 
Grodm's wife. 

This movie has flaws; it's 
cynical, it's obnoxious, 
maybe a little overstated. 
But there are also some real 
laughs in this show, too.
