Akers was turning onto to U.S . 23 
from RL 979 at the Harold bridge 
when Johnson, witnesses at the scene 
said, ran through the intersection 
while the traffic signal was red and 
struck Akers' vehicle and two others, 
a Kentucky State Police dispatcher 
said Tuesday. 

Akers was making the tum onto 
U.S. 23 when the traffic light was 
green, said deputy coroner Glenn 
Frazier. 

Akers was pronounced dead at the 
scene by Frazier. She suffered mul­

t Liple fractures of the spine and inter­
nal injuries. The accident occurred at 
10:15 a.m.

Conley asked to be removed from 
theca.'iCafterNewman fileda$64,000 
wrongful imprisonment suit against 
Conley on June 18, the same day 
Newman was releac;ed from jail on a 
$10,000 cash bond after a ruling by 
Stumbo. Stumbo ruled that Kentucky 
law docs not make provisions for a 
"peace bond" and that Newman's 
bond had been "erroneously in­
creased" by Conley. 

Conley had imposed a $100,000 
ca'h bond and an additional $75,000 
"peace bond" against Newman in 
April afterNewmanatlegedlythreat­
cncd Witnesses in the cac;e. 

The Court of Appeals agreed with 
Stumbo's ruling on the peace bond, 
but reinstated the $1 00,000 cash bond 
until the trart<>cript of an April 24 
hearing could be reviewed. 

A Floyd County Grand Jury 
handed down a murder indictment 
against Newman on June lO for the 
1978 shooting death of Walter Hall 
of Letcher County. Hall's death was 
originally declared accidental but 
evidence found during an exhuma­
tion in 1989 led to a murder charge. 

Taylor was reported to have said 
Friday that Newman would surren­
der to Floyd County officials only 
after ''he gets some assurances of his 
personal safety." Taylor reportedly 
said he wanted Newman to be trans­
ferred to the Big Sandy Regional 
Detention Center in Paintsville be­
cause of threats he had received.

Local effort asked

Dr. Nelson Grote, pres1dent of 
Morehead Slate University and sev­
eral members of his faculty spoke to 
the Floyd County Chamber of Com­
merce members during the Chamber 
board meeung Monday at May Lodge. 
Dr. Grote challenged the community 

to match the university dollar for 
dollar for Lhe funding of the MSU 
extended campus center to open in 
Prestonsburg in August. 

Grote billed the fundtnP: a'> an 
investment in the economic develop­
ment of the area. He asked that the 
community raise at least $80,000 to 
help "make it a frrst class center, that 
we can be proud of." 

Campbell passes 
torch to new chief 

Grote said that the center would 
open in August regardless of whether 
the community met lhc challenge, 
however it would be minimally fur­
nished and equipped. 

"With the community's help we 
can put nice furnishings in it, fully 
equip a computer lab, purchase au­
dio-visua1 equipment needed for 
quality instruction and office equip­
ment needed to communicate beucr 
with the main campus in Morehead,'' 
Grote explained.

The symbolic torch was passed 
Sunday night at midnight from retir­
ing Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege president Dr. Henry Campbell 
to his succcsor, Dr. Deborah Lee 
Floyd. Floyd wiU officially come on 
board at PCC on July 29. 

Dr. Aoyd told the Floyd County 
Chamber of Commerce Monday af­
ternoon that she was "looking for­
ward to moving to Eastern Kentucky 
and working with the Chamber." 

She told the Chamber board 
members that she saw a lot of poten­
tial at PCC and in the community and 
was glad to be a pan of it. 

"I was ecstatic when I was offered 
the position .. .! was doing more than 
keeping my fingers crossed," Dr. 
Floyd said. "When you decide to 
make a change and look for a differ­
ent position the most important thing 

to look for is a good fit and I feel 
(PCC) is a good fit." 

Dr. Campbell said "I've been a 
custom here for 27 years and it's time 
for a change. I stepped down at mid­
night (Sunday) very gratefully." 

Dr. Campbell lauded Dr. Aoyd 
noting, "her credentials &rc impec­
cable and her spirit will make her far, 
far superior to me. We 'II be able to do 
a whole lot of different things (at 
PCC} that we've never been able to 
do before." 

Dr. Floyd was previously vice 
president of student development at 
the Collin County Community Col­
lege District in McKinney and Plano, 
Texa.~. a position she held since 1985. 

This year Floyd was nominated 
for the Volunteer of the Year Award 
by the VolunteerCentcrofPlano,she 
also won the 1990 President's Lead­
ership Award for Service by the 
National Council on Student Devel­
opment. 

Morehead has experienced un­
usual growth in the past few years, 
expanding its enrollment by .8.2 
percent this past spring, and 11.1 
percent during the first summer ses­
sion of 1991. Grote noted that even 
with the expansion, there has been a 
decline in the number of freshmen 
enrolling. Most of the increase was 
coming from transfer students, largely 
from the community colleges, and 
more non-traditional student<; enroll­
ing. 

According to Gmtc, the major 
growth in enrollment is behind them 
and this fall the university has budg­
eted for a five-percent increase. "We 
have a possibility of exceeding 9,000 
students this year," he said. "We have

New DUI law tOkes effect 
Prosecutors will likely find their 

jobs a little bit easier and drunk driv­
ers will find their punishment a bit 
harsher with Kentucky'snewestDUI 

• law, which took effect July I. 
The new law, passed during the 

General Assembly's special session 
this year, makes it "illegal per se" to 
drive a vehicle with a blood alcohol 
level of 0.10 or hagher. Prosecutors 
no longer arc required to prove that a 
DUI defendant was "impaired" to 
obtain a conviction. 

For convicted first offenders, the 
law provides for a 90-day suspension 
of a driver's license but allows for a 
hardship license during the fina1 60 
days. Green stickers must be posted 
on vehicle windows of drivers who 

1~ qualify for hardship licenses. Hard­
ship licenses will not be issued to 
persons who refuse to take blood 

alcohol tests. 
All persons convicted of DUI will 

now face mandatory treatment for 
substance abuse and must complete a 
90-day program before licenses can 
be reinstated. 

According to Russell Ha11 of 
Mountain Comprehensive Care, per­
sons convicted of DUl, no maHer 
which offense, will take a written 
assessment ($75), participate in an 
psychological history interview 
($100) and attend at least a nine-hour 
class ($75), depending on the results 
of the computer-analyzed written 
assessment. 

Hall said that the costs have m­
creased from a one-lime cost of $75 
for the assessment and school be­
cause all the counselors are now 
rcqutred to be licensed and accred­
ited and they are required to do the 

psychological history interview. Cost 
to the patient is determined by a 
person's ability to pay. 

"We have no control over what a 
person has to do to get his license 
back," Hall said. "Whatever the test 
says is what a person has to do." 

The test is provided by Behavior 
Data Systems in Phoenix, Arizona, 
und their computer determines 
whether a person needs the nine-hour 
class (broken down into three three­
hour sessions), the 10-week educa­
tion program, intensive outpatient 
treatment, or inpatient treatment. 

"The new "state law is leaning 
towards treatment, which is what 
we've been working on for a long 
umc," Ha11 said. "The prevention stuff 
just wasn't workmg. We weren't

seeing that big of a change with the 
number of arrests." 

Other provisions of the new law 
include: 

-automatic six-month suspension 
of licenses for drivers who refuse to 
lake blood alcohol tests; 

-revocation of licenses during 
arraignments for drivers under the 
ageof21; those previously convicted 
of DUI; or those who refused to lake 
blood alcohol tests; 

-handling of all suspenstons by 
district couns; and 

-mandatory reporting by the courts 
of the status of all DUI cases. 

A fourth offense DUI is a Class D 
felony under the new law. 

With the new law, circuit court 
clerks will be asked to report statisti­
cal information on DUis daily to the 
state Administrative Office of the 
Courts. Quarter I y reports are required 
on cases which have not resulted in a 
final judgment within 90 days of the 
date on which a person was charged. 
The flrstreporton pending DUI cases 
is due to the Administrative Office of 
the Courts on July 8. 

Responsibilities handled by dis­
trict judges will also expand under 
the new DUI law because they will 
handle license suspensions. Those 
duties were previously left to the 
state's Transportation Cabinet

An ambitious $3 billion plan to 

improve educational opportunities in 
rural areas was launccd !his week by 
Kentucky Congressman Chris Perk-

~ ins, his office announced. Perkins' 
bill, called !he Rural Schools of 
America Act of 1991, is !he frrst 
federal initiative !hat specifically 
addresses !he problems of rural 
schools, teachers and students. 

Perkins, current chairman of !he 
Education and Labor's Employment 
Opportunities subcommittee, said he 
introduced Lhe bill as a response to 
falling graduation rates, !he decaying 
state of rural schools, Lhe poverty 
afflicting rural areas and !he shortage 

Johnson woman 
dies in house fire 

A Johnson County woman died 
from smoke asphyxiation and burns 
Saturday when she entered her burn­
ing house to phone the frre depart­
ment, according to Johnson County 
Coroner J.R. Frisby. 

According to state police reports, 
Mary Adams, 40, was cooking in her 
kitchen and had left her Williamsport 
home to go outside and talk to a 

t friendofoneofhcrsons. She noticed 
smoke coming out of the back of hec 
house and ran inside to use !he phone 
and somehow got trapped in a bed­
room. 

A neighbor, Wallace Williamson, 
told a Lexington Herald reporter J]lat 
his wife caUed Lhe fire department at 
9:40p.m. and Lhe volunteer frrefight­
ers attempted to extinguish the fire 
with water pumped from Adams' 
pool. 

According to Williamson, !he fire­
fighters attempted to enter the burn­
ing structure twice but were driven 
back, once due to a malfunctioning 
breathing apparatus. 

4 Williamson's nephew, Robert 
Ward of Columbus, Ohio, was cir­
cling the burning house and heard 
Adams. He pulled an air-conditioner 
unit from !he bedroom window and 
neighbors shot water from the fire­
fighters' hoses through the hole. Ward 
then entered the house through the 
opening and got Adams out. 

Adams was pronounced dead on 
arrival at Paul B. HaU Medical Cen­
ter in Paintsville, according to Frisby. 
Results of an autopsy showed !hat 
Adams died of smoke asphyxiation 
and bums that covered 85 percent of 

\~ her body.

"We are starting to realize how 
crucial education will be for the 
continued success and prosperity of 
our great nation," Perkins said as he 
introduced the bill into the House. 
"However, little attention has been 
focused on !he desperate state of 
America's decaying rural school 
system. And, unless immediate ac­
tion is taken, the educational paraly­
sis of our rural children will doom an 
entire generation, and perhaps a way 
of life, to extinction." 

The bill aulhorizes $3 billion for 
fJScal year 1992 and seeks additional 
funding through !he year2000. These 
funds will go for a variety of rural 
scholastic needs. 

Here are some highlights: 
1.) Funding for implementation of 

programs to achieve the National 
Education Goals. 

2.) Money for building new 
schools, repairing existing ones, and 
removing asbestos, lead and radon 
from them. Perkins said !he average 
rural school building IS over 45 years 
old and in "serious disrepair." 

3.) Funding for daycare and early

childhood development programs. 
4.) Money to recruit and train 

qualified LCachers. 

In addition, the bill calls on Lhe 
president to establish a White House 
Conference on Rural Education to 
coordinate a national rural strategy. 
This would include !he appointment 
of an Assistant Secretary for Rural 
Education, who would oversee the 
program's operation and effective­
ness. 

On a more local level, !he bill 
authorizes the creation of a National 
Rural Regional Education Center in 
each region to conduct research, 

evaluaLC and monitor information, 
and disseminate information. 

It will now be referred to Lhe 
Educat.ton and Labor committee, 
which will !hen direct it to !he appro­
priate subcommittee for considera­
tion. 

"This bill, I think, will get the 
wheels moving on addressing the 
educational needs of our rural chil­
dren.

PU1TING THE SOCIAL 
SECURITY EARNINGS TEST 

TO REST

When most folks reach the age of 
65, they want to leave their jobs and 
retire. But many senior Americans 
---t out of either personal preference 
or fmancial necessity - want to 
remain in the worlc force. 

Unfortunately, they arc often in 
for a shock. 
- Many seniors don't expect to hve 

on Social Security alone. However, 
they don't expect to be financially 
penalized for working either. This 
penalty comes from an antiquated 
law still on the books which has its 
roots in the Great Depression. It was 
dcsagned to get those age 65 and 
older out of the work force to make 
room for the younger generalion. 
While times have changed, thrs law 
hasn't. 

Take, for example, the case of 
Eloise B., a 66-year-old widow from 
upstate New York who must work to 
supplement her modest Social Secu­
rity benefits to pay her renL, utilities, 

Their vote on whether to give 
further study to our more serious 
complaint<: against Blandford was: 2 
in favor.

Gallbladder surgery at HRMC 

Eastern Kentucky's fust laparo­
scopic cholecystectomy (gallbladder) 
procedures were performed at High­
lands on May 2 with much anticipa­
tion and great success. 

The recipient of the operation was 
Wanda Owens of Mousie. Owens 
was typical of someone with gall­
bladder disease. She found herself 
eating mostly bread and sweets -
foods that would not bring on the 
pain and nausea of a gallbladder at­
tack. She rarely traveled because 
travel increased stress, and that too 
would aggravate her gallbladder and 
bringonanattackatunexpected times. 

Typically, gallbladder surgery 
requires a week of hospitalization 
and six weeks of recovery. Owens 
checked into Highlands on Lhe mom­
ingofThursday, May 9. Dr. William 
Cook, assisted by Dr. Nabil Basha, 
removed Owens' gallbladder using 
the new laparoscopic cholecystec­
tomy procedure. The entire proce­
dure took just over an hour to per­
form. Owens slept most of the after-

noon, spent the night at Highlands, 
got up the next morning, had bacon 
and eggs for breakfastand went home. 

The incision in conventional sur­
gery cuts numerous stomach muscles 
and requires the surgeon to move the 
liver out of the way in order to reach 
the gall bladder-all of which results 
in greater trauma, postoperative pain 
and a longer recovery period. Lapa­
roscopic surgery requires only four 
"puncture" incisions involving far less 
muscle tissue and no need to rear­
range the liver. 

Hundreds and perhaps thousands 
of people in Eastern Kentucky have 
gallbladder disease, but fear and dread 
of the intensive surgery and lengthy 
hospital stay usually associated wil.h 
gallbladder removal cause them to 
just "put it off a little longer." 

With the availability of the new 
gallbladder removal procedure, lapa­
roscopic cholecystectomy patients 
can come into the hospital one morn­
ing, have their gallbladder removed 
and go home the next day with prac­
tically no pain.

Their family 
members' Jives are also seriously 
effected in that they must give the 
child extra care, they worry about 
their child's illness and medical 
expenses can be very costly. Addi­
tionally, family life may be further 
disturbed by frequent need to travel 
out of the community to obtain the 

specialized care the child needs. 
The United States Bureau of 

Maternal and Child Health has funded 
a grant to the Special Treatment 
Center for Juvenile Arthritis at the 
Cincinnati Children's Hospital Medi­
cal Centerto set up a model for health 
care for children w1th chronic illness 
in Ashland and Lhc surrounding re­
gion which provides comprehensive, 
coordinated family-centered care in 
the Big Sandy area. The project works 
closely with the Kentucky Commis­
sion for Handicapped Children and is 
coordinated by Mrs. J ettic Bradley, a 
Commission nurse at Big Sandy 
District Health Department.

Puffing round pegs into square holes.

The Second World War left Eu­
rope in shambles. In addition to the 
tens of millions who were killed in 
the conflict, some twelve million 
Europeans were identified as "dis­
placed persons" by 1945. The Soviet 
army had pushed its way through 
East·Central Europe meeting the 
American and British annies on the 
banks of the Elbe River in Germany 
on April27, 194 S. The German High 
Command surrendered to General 
Eisenhower on May 7, 1945, but the 
German Army continued to fight in 
Prague, Czechoslovakia until May 
11. 

As the war was coming to a close, 
the leaders of Britain, the Soviet 
Union and the United States attempted 
to construct a peace that would en­
dure. Meeting at Yalta in February, 
1945, Winston ChurchilL Franklin 
Roosevelt, and Joseph Stalin estab­
lished the broad outline of the future 
peace settlement. All three commit­
ted their nations to join a United 
Nations Organization. Stalin pledged 
that his nation would join the war 
against Japan. A broad statement was 
made about holding free elections in 
liberated nations, but a specific for­
mula was not adopted. All three na­
tions did agree that Germany should 
be divided into zones of occupation 
and that France should be given a 
zone. 

The Yalta Accord was vague and 
subject to interpretation. New bor­
ders from German, Poland, Czecho­
slovakia, and Yugoslavia were left 
undefined. Several months later the 
Big Three met again at Cecilienhof 
Palace in Potsdam, but the cast of 
characters had changed. Roosevelt 
was dead and President Harry Tru-

man represented the United States. 
During the course of the conference, 
British Prime Minister Winston 
Churchtll learned that his party had 
lost power during recent elections 
and he was replaced by Clement 
Attlee. Only Joseph Stahn remained 
of the great wartime leaders who had 
led their nations to victory over fas· 
cism. 

In a sense, the Allied leaders could 
only ratify what had already taken 
place. Poland and the Soviet Union 
had agreed that the Soviets would 

annex the Polish Ukraine and com­
pensate the Poles by moving their 
border westward to the Oder and 
Western Neisserivers. The Poles were 
already establishmg settlements in 
this region when the conference 
began. In order to make room for the 
Polish settlers, six million Germans 
were ex_pelled from Polish territory. 
Followmg the Polish example, 
CzechoslovaJcja conceded Ruthenia 
totheSovietUnionandexpelledabout 
three million Germans from its bor­
der regions. The new governments of 
East-Central Europe were determined 
to make populations fit borders rather 
than attempted to create borders that 
reflected populations. The Big Three 
accepted the expulsion of German 
inhabitants but expressed the hope 
that it would be done in an orderly 
and humane fashion. 

Allied leaders also established four 
zones of occupation for Berlin and 
detennined that the city should be 
ruled by an Interallied Control Coun­
cil. A Council of Foreign Ministers 
was established, which continued to 
meet after Potsdam, in order to draft 
peace treaties with Germany and her 
former satellites.

Redesigned highway signs 
could help older drivers 
AAA study concludes 

Redesigned highway signs could 
help older dri vcrs avoid having acci· 
dents, according to a new study re­
leased by the AAA Foundation for 
Traffic Safety. Titled "Aging and the 
Visibility of Highway Signs: A New 
Look Through Old Eyes", the study 
shows signs using symbols rather than 
text are much more effective for all 
drivers. 

As a group, older drivers do not 
have a higher than average accident 
rate. However, they are more likely 
to be involved in accident<; becau~e 
of a failure 10 heed signs or give right­
of-way. Earlter studies show age 
increases difnculty in reading signs 
in time 10 react to them. This study, 
conducted by researchers at the Uni­
versity of Calgary, addressed the 
question of improving sign readabi 1-
ity for older drivers. 

Subjects used included drivers in 
three age-related categories (young, 
middle-aged, older). The subjects 

were tested in simulated driving 
experiences, and their reactions to 
various signs were tested in normal 
day and dusk conditions. The results 
reflect the average number of meters 
from which the signs were correctly 
read by members of each age-group 

under different conditions. The study 
shows symbolic signs were actually 
visible for a longer distance during 
dusk .&han text Signs during daylight. 

Another factor in readability is the 
design of the symbolic sign. While 
the first reaction in improving signs 
for older drivers is to make them 
bigger, the researchers found it is 
better to increase the space between 
parts of the symbols, and change the 
sizes of some of the components.

the end of 1945 that the Soviet Union 
intended to establish pro-Soviet, 
Communist governments throughout 
East-Central Europe. This process 
was not as neat or rapid as most 
Americans assume. Soviet troops did 
libemte virtually all of the territory 
from the Adriatic to the Baltic Sea, 
but Communism did not have a long 
tradition in most of the liberated states. 
King Michael of Rumania was not 
forced into exile by the Communists 
until the end of 1947. That same year 
elections were held in Poland. The 
Independent Socialist Party won an 
overwhelming majority of seats in 
the Polish Parliament chiefly because 
of repressive measures taken against 
the National Peasant Party. The 
Communist sponsored Workers' 
Party did poorly in the elections, but 
the Soviets eventually forced a merger 
ofthetwogroupsandmembcrsofthe 
Workers' Party soon dominated the 
Independent Socialist group. 
Hungary's post-war government had 
an anti-Communist majority for four 
years before Soviet influence tight­
ened over Budapest In Yugoslavia, 
Communist leader Marshal Tito eas­
ily won election in 1945 but he suc­
cessfully resisted Soviet control over 
his nation. 

The saddest chapter in the history 
of what came to be known as the Cold 
War was the suppressiOn of democ­
racy in Czechoslovakia. Following 
thedefcatoftheNazis,EdwardBenes 
returned to his homeland to resume 
his position as president Czechoslo­
vakia, unlike most of the nations of 
East-Central Europe, had a demo­
cratic heritage to build upon. In the 
free elections of 1948, the Commu· 
nist Party won forty percent of the 
vote and Benes awarded the party 
eight out of twenty-five posts in his 
government. Unfortunately one of 
those posttions was that of Minister 
of Interior and the Communists 
quickly purged the police force. In 
response to this purge, the non­
Communist ministers resigned and 
Benes allowed the Communists to 
replace them. A month later, popular 
Foreign Minister Jan Masaryk fell to 
his death after being thrown from a 
window. 

In 1948, the Soviets attempted to 
force the Western powers from Ber­
lin by dtsrupting traffic through the 
eastern sector of Germany. The 
United States and Britain responded 
by organi1ing a massive airlift to 
save West Berlin from Soviet domi­
nation. In less than a year, 277,264 
flights were made in order to feed, 
clothe and provide fuel to 2,250,000 
Berliners. The Soviet blockade of 
Berlin ended on May 12, 1949, but 
the incident only illustrated the ruth­
less nature of Soviet domination in 
East-Central Europe. Clearly, the 
European continent was being di­
vided into two hostile camps. A war 
of nerve would continue for more 
than two generations with millions of 
people caught in the middle.

TIDS SPRING, TRY RIPRAP 
FOR BASS 

The rocky riprap that supports 
bridges roadways and shorelines to 
prevent erosion might seem like the 
last place to look for spring large­
mouths, but its one of the frrst places 
bass pro Steve Daniel looks. 

"Riprap is especially good when 
the water is muddy," says theJohnson 
Outboards Pro Staff angler. "Bass 
move right up on the rocks into really 
shallow water where they're usually 
ptetty easy to catch." 

Daniel prefers to start fishing at 
the shallow end of a wall of riprap 
and gradually work his way along. 
Hisprimaryfishingtechniqueispitch­
ing jigs right ahead of the boat 

"You can work the riprap at dif­
ferentdepths," Daniel explains, "but 
one of the most productive depths is 
often right at the base of the rocks. 
This is where fish spawn, but chang­
ing water conditions may move the 
bass further up the riprap." 

Daniel believes riprap attracts bass 
for several reasons. First, the rocks 
usually hold a variety of foods bass 
eat, such as crayfish, salamanders 
and insects. Secondly, the rocks may 
retain heat, which makes them espe­
cially attractive if a spring cold front 
hits. Also, riprap is usually located 
near deep water the bass can use for 
sanctuary, if necessary. 

"Riprap is actually good anytime 
of year, day or night," the Johnson 
pro notes, "but few people fish it 
during the spring because they're 
usually working brushy shorelines or 
wide flats. 

"I always start at one corner in the 
most shallow water I can find, and 
then fish right along the rocks. Bass 
can be anywhere on the riprap in the 
spring." 

In addition to a jig, Daniel may 
also try spinnerbaits and crankbaits. 
With these, he usually casts shallow 
and works the lures down the rocks 
into deeper water. If he can establish 
a particular depth the bass are using, 
he will then switch to parallel cast­
ing. 

"You can catch some really big 
bass around riprap," he adds. ''This is 
a prime place to hook a six or seven­
pounder." 

Daniel feels riprap ts especially 
good in muddy water because the 
rocks help fliter some of the silt and 
debris that gets washed in from the 
shoreline. At the same time, small 

creatures that live in the riprap above 
the waterline get washed out to be­
come bass food. 

"Muddy water is common in the 
spring," says Daniel, "and it nor­
mally slows fishing everywhere on 
the lake. The one place you can usu­
ally find bass ready to bite, however, 
is in the riprap."

Grandpa's history still living

A couple of weeks ago, my 
grandpa and I were able to do some­
thing we've never done before. We 
had a long talk. 

That may not seem like such a big 
deal to a lot of people. But it did to 
me. You see, my grandpa will be 98 
years old next month. 

Even at that age, this man who has 
seen a new president inaugurated 18 
times, the 17 -year locusts appear five 
times, and Halley's comet twice can 
still think and speak clearly - a 
rarity for people of any age but a 
small miracle in his case. 

When Johnny King was born July 
8, 1893, America was still reeling 
from the bitterness of a brutal Civil 
War; Grover Cleveland was serving 
his second term as president; a no­
table Russian composer, Peter I. 
Tchaikovsky. was still alive; and a 
man named W.L. Judson had just 
made life a little easier when he in­
vented the zip fastener. 

Even though Grandpa has spent 
most of his days tucked away in the 
mountains of Floyd County, he has 
always kept up with the world around 
him. On this particular day in 1991 I 
had a chance Lo spend some time 
alone with Grandpa. And, though I 
didn't know it at the Lime, I was about 
to receive a history lesson unlike any 
I'd ever had before. 

In the next two hours he opened 
pages of history that my fmgers had 
never touched. He gave me first-hand 
accounts of what it was like to be 
alive as history was happening. 

Since his sight is all but gone and 
his voice quieter than it once was, we 

sat very close to each other. It was a 
looking glass of sorts. I must be- in 
appearanceanyway-somewhatlike 
he once was; and he, what I someday 
may become. A lifetime was all that 
stood between us. 

He told me the stories that his 
grandfather, Sam King had told him 
about the Civil War. He told of how 
Sherman swept through the South in 
his "March to the Sea." And, he told 
me of how, after the war, they loved 
Grant enough lO make him president. 

He also told me aboutmorerecent 
American presidents and the fateful 
decisions they made. Ho talked about 
the moral debate that cnsul:d lollow­
ing the bombing of Hiroshuua. It 
wasn't as neat and tidy as the history 
books have made it out to be, which 
leads to something we should stop 
and consider for a moment. 

Unless we pass along the oral 
history of those who came before ~ 
we have no way of knowing whether 
what we read in the textbooks is the 
lilith or just a slanted version of it. 

As a young man, Grandpa was a 
coal miner when coal was really king 
in these mountains. He, along with 
most of his friends and neighbors, 
dug the stuff out of the ground for a 
living. Atone mining job hemade$2 
a day, which, he said, waspreuygood 
money back then. 

He did that unti~his lungs, soiled 
from years of breathing the heavy 
black dust, were so bad he couldn't 
get his miner's license renewed. In 
those days, there was no such thing as 
a dust mask. It wac; not until many 
years later he finally received his 
long overdue Black Lung benefits. 
But even with the dust and the danger 
ofroofcave-ins, Grandpa said he still 
missed the work. 

The most important thmg to 
Grandpa throughout his life has been 
his faith, and for good reason. He has 
more of it than anyone I've ever 
known. He was a preacher in the 
Untied Baptist Church for nearly 70 
years (his most recent sermon was 
delivered within the last five years). 

When my grandpa dies, he won't 
hold any special place in history. He 
will be remembered by those who 
knew him as a kind, caring man who 
lived a long life and loved his family. 

I will rememberallofthosethings 
about him, too. But someday- per­
haps a lifetime from now-when my 
grandson comes to talk with me, 1 can 
share just a little bit of what my 
grandpa shared with me.

HOpmg to hear 
from you soon." 

"P.S. Am sending $5." 
Granted, neither of them told us 

very many other things we wanted to 
know-like: What kind of people 
lived "out there;" and whether they 
were getting plenty to eat at their 
boarding houses; and if they'd found 
them any girl friends; and how soon 
they'd be coming home for a visit 

Still, we knew they were "well at 
present," and there was .some satis­
faction in knowing they "hoped we 
were all the same." 

And, besides, there was that little 
postscript at the end of one of the 
letters, to be grateful for, since even 
with a family as large as ours, five 
dollars went a long way back in the 
"good old days." 

Then, there was the letter one of 
my sisters "took pen in hand" and 
composed for those two same boys: 

"DearBrothers,"(shewrote), "All 
of us went to town to the Fourth of 
July. A balloon went up, and one of 
'us girls' fainted." 

Although our "fainting sister" 
vows to this very day that there was 
no connection between these latter 
two events, it's good to remember 
that our "family scribe" was willing 
to forego the sharing of news about 

such things as sack races, and greasy 
pig races, and greasy pole climbing, 
and eating foods like hamburgers and 
ice cream cones, and drinking "pop" 
and ice cold lemonade, lO report on 
the condition of our sister's health.

The Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco 

and Firearms considers all products 
containing explosive material to be 
hazardous. This includes flJ'eworks. 
Each year, thousands of injuries are 
attributed to fireworks. The Bureau 
offers a few suggestions for persons 
who celebrate the Fourth of July with 
fll'eworks. 

•Check with the fire department, 
police or sheriff to make sure fire­
works are legal where you live. 

•Fireworks vendors should oper­
ate from site open to inspection by 
local/state/federal agencies. Items 
should be clearly marked "Ciass-C 
Common Fireworks'' and identify the 
manufacturer. Instructions should be 
provided. 

•Store fireworks in a cool, dry 
place not accessible to curious young­
sters. Avoid rough handling. 

•Kidsandftreworkscan be a vola­
tile mix.. Adults should supervise. 

•Light ftreworks only outdoors in 
a clear area away from anything that 
might catch ftre. Keep water avail­
able. 

•Lightonefireworkata time, then 
move away to a safe distance.

Soak leftover 
items and discard wet

Today I got into a job that I hate 
worse than any I have ever done in 
my life. I had to, of all things, go out 
and pull green peaches off my trees. 
It was a case of pulling them off or 
having the limbs break off and the 
peaches small at ripening time. I 
pulled bushels of gold, ball-size 
peaches offthe tree, and I have sev­
eral more trees to go. The ones that 
were not overloaded have larger and 
prettier peaches on them already. The 
thing I fret about is I know I have not 
thinned them enough and will have to 
do this again. 

As it was raining, that was about 
the only job I could find to do outside. 
The limbs needed to be propped up, 
but because I am still unable to do any 
hard work or lifting, I have to settle 
with JUSt thinning them out. My hus­
band thinks I have thinned them too 
much but give them a couple weeks 
and we '11 see. 

Last week, we did another new 
thing, for us, in the garden. I chanced 
to find some vegetable plants at a 
sell-out price, and I loaded up on 
them. We set out blooming hot and 
sweet peppers (the hot peppers had 
several finger-long peppers on the 
plants), Zucchini squash and musk­
melons. We had never bought this 
type of plant before, much less set out 
plants that were in bloom. They have 
changed colors now (from a sickly 
yellow to green) so maybe-Time 
will tell. 

Friends and neighbors have been 
offering us fresh garden produce but, 
as to date, we haven't taken any. I 
know they want us to have it or they 
would not have offered. I hate to 
acceptlt because I know it is the first 
pickings for most and might be 
needed. I will take 'em up on it later 
for sure. 

I was out on my hands and knees 
weeding the onions beds this week 
for the last time because the onions 
are getting quite large and the stems 
are getting weak. That means harvest 
time is just around the corner.

Every day in this country there are 
children being physically abused, 
seriously neglected and sexually 
exploited. Although it is imposs1ble 
to determine the exact number, it is 
estimated that several thousand chil­
dren will die or be permanently in­
jured as a result of being physically 
abused by a parent or guardian. 

Child abuse is usually divided into 
several areas. Physical Abuse occurs 
when a child is disciplined or pun­
ished so severely that marks are left 
on the body. These may be bruises, 
welts, bums, broken bones, or other 
marks. Neglect occurs when a child 
is denied proper food, clothing, shel­
ter, medical or other care that is nec­
essary for normal growth and devel­
opment. Sexual Abuse occurs when a 
parent or guardian takes advantage of 
a child and uses the child for sexual 
pleasure. Emotional Abuse and 
Neglect occur when a child is not

Both neglect and abuse are dam­
aging to thechildand frequently occur 
together. Psychological or mental 
abuse may be even more devastating 
to a child than physical injury.1mag­
ine how harmful it would be if con­
stantly tOld of shortcomings, unac­
ceptable physical appearance, or fail­
ure to live up to family standards. 

Children are most often abused in 
their own homes, by their parents, 
although sometimes abuse occurs in 
schools, group homes, foster homes 
or other places. 

Most people who abuse children 
do so because they cannot handle the 
stress in their lives, and because they 
have poor child management sk11ls. 
Frequently a parent sets out to disci­
pline a child and when the situation 
gets out of hand, he or she becomes 

abusive. Genemlly people who abuse 
chi ldrcn have a difficult time han­
dling the angry feelings that they 
have for their children and others. 
Often parents simply do not realize 
how hard they arc hitting a child, or 
that there arc other ways to get chil­
dren to behave properly. Although 
people used to believe that parents 
who abuse their children were drug 
addicts, alcoholics, or poor single 
mothers, that is not always the case. 
People who abuse children come from 
all cultural groups and levels of edu-

cation or income. Very often an 
abusive parent was himself or herself 
an abused child. Generally, parents 
who abuse their children do not feel 
good about themselves and often feel 
very guilty about what they do. 

How do you identify an abused 
child? You should observe the child· s 
appearance and behavior, as well as 
parental behavior. Does the child 
complain of constant beatin~s or 

harassment? Is the child unclean and 
inadequately dresSc.!d? Is the child 
constantly crying, extremely fearful, 
absent from school or seemingly 
always tired? Do the parents seem 
disinterested in their children, ad­
minister unusual punishment, usc 
drugs or alcohol excessively? These 
are only a few of the warning signs. 
However, the presence of any combi­
nation of these indicators should alert 
you to the possibility of an abusive 
situation. 

Child abuse is against the law. 
Every state has some type of law 
relating tO child abuse. Many states 
require professionals such as doc­
tors, psychologists, and social work­
ers, among others, to report cases of 
suspected child abuse to local law 
enforcement agencies, the health 
department, or child protective serv­
ice agencies. Social workers in any 
welfare department or hospital should 
be able to tell you where and how to 

file a report. The purpose of reponing 
suspected cases is to protect the child 
by preventing future injury and to get 
help for the parents. 

There are many ways that families 
with an abuse problem can be helped. 
In addition to counseling with a psy­
chiatrist, clinical social worker, clini­
cal psychologist or other counselor, 
parents can join a group where they 
learn that they are not alone. They 
will be able to talk with other parents 
who have had an abuse problem and 
dealt with it successfully. 

One way of preventing child abuse 
before it starts is to encourage par­
~nts to get counseling and attend 
parenting classes when they are just 
beginning to feel hke they might lose 
::ontrol with their children. Often, if 
parents can get emotional help for 
themselves and learn new ways of 
dealing with children, child abuse 
can be prevented.

health department.

End of slump/resale market 
upturn sighted for first quarter A~!?N CALL OR STOP BY FOR YOUR

State-by-state resales were a 
"mixed bag" during 1991's ftrst 
quarter, with existing-home sales 
increasing in some areas of country 
and declining in others. However, an 
overall increase in sales indicates the 
housingmarkethasalrcady started to 
improve and should pick up by the 
third quarter of 1991, the National 
Association of Realtors reported 
today. 

Sixteen states posted resale in­
creases from the fourth quarter of 
1990 to the ftrst quarter of 1991, 
ranging from 1.0 percent in Alabama 
to 31.6 percent in Delaware. Thirty­
two states and the District of Colum­
bia posted declines and South Dakota 
remained unchanged.* 

Nationwide, the association's lat­
est quarterly survey of sales of previ­
ously owned homes showed an in­
crease of 1.8 percent from a year ago 
to a seasonally adjusted annual resale 
rate** of 3.46 million units for the 
period covering January, February 
and March. The survey covered sales 
of existing single-family detached 
homes, town houses, apartment con­
dominiums and co-operatives. 

NAR President Harley E. Rouda 
said f1fst-quarter statistics represent 
a "bottoming-out" of the housing 
market. "It's important to look at 
each pan of the quarter to get an 
accurate picture, though. The month 
of January clearly was a slow period 
for the housing. However, the burst 
in home sales in February following 
the war was just what the housing 
market needed," he said. 

"Now,theFederalReserveBoard's 
recent interest rate cut should pro­
vide the economy and housing mar­
ket with a potent shot in the arm to get 
things going again,"Rouda predicted. 

NAR Chief Economist John A. 
Tuccillo said housing has just passed 
through a "subcycle," where the 
market most likely reached its low 
point during the flfst quarter. "De­
spite the housing market's burst of 
energy in February, the quarter as a 
whole reflected the general malaise 
of the economy," he said. 

"Some analysts predict that the 
housing sectorwilllead the economy 
out of the recession, and. if this is 
true, then February's impressive ac­
tivity in the housing market is a good 
sign," Tuccillo noted. "In any case, 
favorable financing conditions are 
expected to continue through 1991, 
and prospective homebuyers appear 
ready to take advantage oflow mort­
gage rates," he added. 

All regions except the South posted 
overall sales increases from fourth 
quarter to first quarter. However, 
despite a 3.7 percent drop for the 
region, the South had the largest 
number of individual state increases. 
In Delaware, existing-home sales 
jumped 31.6 percent from the fourth 
quarter. Maryland saw an increase of 
8.2 percent, Kentucky rose 6.2 per­
cent and Tennessee, 5.0 percent. 
Louisiana also posted a healthy gain 
in its resale pace in the f 1TSt quarter of 
I99l,increasing4.8 percent from the 
previous quarter. West Virginia and 
Alabama recorded sales pace in­
creases of 1.1 percent and 1.0 per­
cent, respectively. 

Tuccillo said the southern states, 
which have a major military pres­
ence, were hurtsignificantly with the 
deployment of troops this year. "Even 
so, the South did not fare badly dur­
ing the first quarter," he said. 

The Midwest posted a 7. 7 percent 
sales increase during the first quarter 
of 1991. Minnesota, the midwestern 
state with the largest increase in re­
sales from the fourth quarter of last 
year to this year'sftrstquarter:, saw~ 
20.2 percent increase. Missoun 
posted an increase of 15.1 percent 
and Michigan had an increase of2.5 
percent 

In the West, states posting fourth­
quarter-to-f1TStquarter resale pace in­
creases included Colorado, Califor-

nia and New Mexico. Colorado's pace 
was up 6.8 percent, California's was 
up 3.7 percent and New Mexico's 
rose 3.3 percent. Tuccillo noted that 
the stabilization of the California 
market during the first quarter is a 
positive sign. The West saw Mover-
all sales pace increase of 7.5 percent 
from last year's fourth quarter. 

In the Northeast, the overall sales 
rate increased 1.6 percent during the 
first quarter of this year. Vermont's 
annual resale pace increased 17.3 
percent from the fourth quarter of 
1990totheftrstquarterof1991. New 
Jersey's pace was ups 14.9 percent 
and New Hampshire posted an in­
crease of 14.0 percent. Tuccillo said 
the Northeast is slowly starting to 
show signs of improvement, evi­
denced by the sales hikes in New 
Jersey, New Hampshire and Vermont 
and the smaller declines in the states 
of New York and Massachusetts. 

Rouda said that while relatively 
low interest rates and home prices 
have started to rejuvenate many lag­
ging residential markets, the federal 
government now must take steps to 
ensure that the housing industry's 
rebound continues. 

"Because f1fst-time homebuyers 
continue to face affordability prob­
lems, Congress should pass a pro­
posal this year allowing individuals 
to make penalty-free withdrawals 
from Individual Retirement Accounts 
and 401 (K) plans toward the pur­
chase of a first home," he said.
