Campus extension is ·go·

The prospect of having a More­
head State University Extended 
Campus in Prestonsburg is quickly 
becoming a reality. The lease has 
been signed and the interim director 
has been appointed. If all goes well, 
classes will begin August 19. 

Representatives from MSU have 
been looking int.O locating the higher 
education facility in the old Hecks 
building at Highlands Plaza for some 
time now. Monday, the lease for the 
building was signed and it was deter­
mined that it would take approxi­
mately 60 days to prepare the build-

ing for classes, according to Porter 
Dailey, vice president at MSU. 

Prest.Onsburg is one of two sites 
approved by the Council of Higher 
Education to operate an extended 
campus for Morehead; the second is 
in Ashland. The funding for the op­
eration was approved by the 1990 
General Assembly at $132,000 per 
year. 

MSU was able 1.0 rent the 14,250 
square footage of property for $9 per 
square foot, for a t.Otal of $128,250 
per year. Dailey has estimated the 
first-year costs at $225,000, not in­
cluding equipment and furnishings 
or teaching costs. He said that MSU 
has budgeted the difference in state

A preliminary aut.Opsy Monday 
proved inconclusive in determining 
the cause of death of a 31-year-old 
Tram man found in his car Monday 
evening.

Are you eligible for Social Security income?

In some way, at some point in life, 
everybody needs help. For more than 
4 million people, that help comes in 
the form of monthly Supplemental 
Security Income (SSI) benefits. If 
you have limited income and re­
sources and arc age 65 or older, or 
blind, or have a disability, or if you 
know someone who is, SSI can help. 

SSI is a federal program admini­
stered by the Social Security Ad­
ministration. It pays monthly checks 
to people with limited income and 
resources who are age 65 or have a 
disability at any age. And being eli­
gible for SSI means more than just 
receiving monthly checks. SSI re­
cipients may be eligible for other 
benefits and services provided by the 
Bureau of Social Insurance and Bu­
reau of Social Services offices. 

In 1991, the basic monthly Fed­
eral SSI payment is $407 for an eli­
gible person and $610 for an eligible 
couple. Not everyone gets these 
amounts, however. Some people get 
more because they live in a state that 
adds money to the Federal payment;

For example, 
they can own the home where they 
live and all the land it sits on. Within 
certain limits and under certain con· 
ditions, people can own a car, insur­
ance policies, burial funds, and per­
sonal or household goods. People 

also can have some other income-a 
Social Security check or other in­
come-and still get SSI. The amount 
of this other income or Social Secu­
rity will determine if you are eligible 
for SSI. 

If you think you might be eligible 
for SSI, it'seasy to apply. Just call or 
visit our office. The Big Sandy Area 
Social Security office is located on 
U.S. 23 between Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville. 

If you prefer to handle your Social 
Security mauers by telephone you 
can call 886-8525, Monday through 
Friday.

majoring in business, education or 
nursing to obtain approximately 75 
percent of their four-yeardegree while 
remaining in Prestonsburg. 

"We are working in close coop­
eration with PCC," Dailey said. "In 
no way are we in competition with 
them but, rather, in compliment." 

Dailey noted that the Floyd County 
enrollment at MSU has grown faster 
than any other just in anticipation of 
the idea that the extended campus is 
coming to Prestonsburg. 

The new facility will contain 10 
classrooms, including two computer 
labs (one of which will be mostly 
equipped by the fall semester), a 
reception and lobby area, five offices 
and a lounge.

He 
earned his doctorate from the Uni­
versity of Southern Mississippi and 
his appointment will be effective 
August I. 

James Ratcliff of PresLOnsburg 
Community College will continue as 
site coordinator, a function he has 
performed for MSU since they began 
offering courses at PCC. 

Future plans for the extended 
campus are to offer enough courses 
to enable students to complete a four­
ycardegrcc, in cooperation with PCC, 
in the three major courses of study 
now offered there.

EKU student indicted 
in death of newborn

A 19-year-old woman was in­
dicted Monday by a Madison County 
grand jury in connection wilh the 
death of her newborn daughter in 
April. 

Pamela Michelle Harris, formerly 
of Melvm and a student at Eastern 
Kentucky University at Richmond, 
was indicted on charges of conceal­
ing the birth of an infant and abuse of 
a corpse. Charges were reduced from 
second-degree manslaughter, a fel­
ony, to the two misdemeanor charges. 
The jury's report said not enough 
evidence existed to indicated Harris 
"intentionally, wantonly or recklessly 
caused the death of her child." 

Harris was charged by EKU's 
Division of Public Safety after the 
body of a newborn baby girl was 
found April II by a custodian outside 
of Burnam Hall, a residential hall on 
campus. 

Ron Harrell, director of public 
information at EKU, said in April 
that the baby was born at "full or 
near" term and it was born alive. 
Harrell said the the body was found a 
garbage bag and placed in a first floor 
restroom of Burnam Hall.

If the taxpayer thinks that he or she does not owe the bill, or if the 
property had been sold prior to the year(s) of tax liability, or if he or 
she feels that the property bill is incorrect, he or she should 
immediately contact the Property Valuation Adn1inistrator (Tax 
Commissioner) and get the bill(s) corrected. 

The delinquent taxpayers are urged to immediately take the notice 
letter to the Floyd County Clerk's Office and tnake arrangements to 
pay the delinquent taxes, if owed. 

Please take notice that the amount stated in the notice letter does 
not include interest and/or penalties owed by reason of the nonpay­
ment of the taxes. However, the delinquent taxpayer rnay call the 
Floyd County Clerk's Office, (606 886-3816). and get the exact 
amount that is due upon receipt of payn1ent. Payrncnt can then be 
made to the County Clerk either in person or by n1ailing the payment 
in check or money order form. 

The longer the property tax bill remains unpaid, the tnore interest 
and/or penalties will be added, so it is important that the delinquent 
tax bill is settled immediately.

Protect self, pets against rabies 
As Kentucky enters its peak ani­

mal rabies season, the Floyd County 
Health Department is reminding 
Floyd Countians to make sure their 
dogs and cats arc vaccinated and to 
take precautions around wild animals. 

Earl Compton, administrator of 
• the Floyd County Health Department, 

says that although rabies in humans 
is rare, Kentuckians reported 3,442 
ammal bites last year, putting these 
people at risk. 

"Humans can catch r<1bies if bitten 
or scratched by a rabid animal," 
Compton said. "'Ibat's why il's ex­
tremely important that all dogs and 
cats ha vc lhc proper shots and that 
people avoid contact with wild ani­
mals." 

In 1990, the state Department for 
Health Services laboratory reported 

• that 56 animals tested positive for 
rabies. Skunks accounted for 63 per­
cent of the positives. Other animals 
testing positive were nine dogs. four 
foxes, four bats, three cows and a cat. 
The requested tests performed by lhe 
state detect only a fraction of actual 
cases statewide.

Liberty of thought is the life o{the soul-Voltaire 

Now that the election is over, 
the political emphasis is shifting 
from the candidates to the voters 
or, to be more specific, the non­
voters. 

An interesting article in Sunday's 
Courier-Journal shed some new 
light on an old topic .... why people 
hate to vote. According the the 
author of the piece, voters are 
shunning the polls because politi­
cians are building their platforms 
out of tired old planks and they are 
avoiding the issues that really 
concern the public. 

The death penalty, for instance, 
crops up in just about every major 
state or national campaign when 
crime is an issue. Invariably, 
candidates will ignore the real 
concerns about crime ... like the 
growing incidents involving youths 
and the increasing numbers of 
violent crime ... and turn debates 
into a referendum on the death 
penalty. 

We believe, as the C-J article 
appropriately pointed out, that 
voters in Floyd County, Kentucky, 
and the country want candidates 
who propose real solutions to real 
problems. They're tired of choos­
ing their leaders on the basis of 
who will and who won't pee in a 
jar; who will or who won't tell all 
about their tax returns; or who will 
or who won't throw the switch on 
the electric chair when the need 
arises. 

When candidates begin to talk 
about what is important and what 
they intend to do about it, the 
voters will listen. More importantly. 
they'll vote. 

Next Friday. June 14, is Flag 
Day. 

No doubt the day will be cele­
brated far and wide as the first 
"official" tribute to the soldiers of 
Desert Storm. 

Few Americans died during the 
Persian Gulf War and for that we 
are thankful. Statistics indicate, in 
fact, that more coalition soldiers 
were killed in accidents during the 
conflict than were killed in com­
bat. 

Next Friday, as we salute our 
victorious troops, let us also re­
member the 58,000 American 
soldiers who died in VietNam and 
those who continue to fall victim to 
that war. 

Seventeen years after the fall of 
Saigon, statistics would indicate 
that nearly three times the num­
ber of soldiers killed in VietNam 
have died ... from suicide. 

Let's open our eyes, our arms 
and our hearts to our forgotten 

heroes and help end their war 
once and for all. 

While we're raining on parades, 
let's salute the soon-to-be gradu­
ates of Floyd County high schools 
and note that about 40 percent of 
them will likely have no chance at 
a career in their home county. 

According to a report issued by 
the Appalachian Civic Leadership 
Project, "true" unemployment 
rates in the region are much higher 
than "official" state counts because 
state numbers do not include those 
people who are no longer actively 
seeking jobs. 

In Floyd County, "real" unem­
ployment was estimated at 40.2 
percent for 1989 and about four 
and a half times higher than the 
state's 8.7 percent figure. 

That's disturbing, but not really 
surprising. The state, after all, only 
counts those who file for unem­
ployment anp does not take into 
account those whose benefits 
have expired. 

If you translate "real" unemploy­
ment into the chance new entries 
into the workforce have at landing 
a career opportunity at home, the 
odds are that four in ten will have 
to look elsewhere. 

Opportunity isn't knocking in 
Appalachia, it's calling long dis­
tance. 

The silver lining. 
While many young people are 

forced to leave home to find work, 
soon fewerwill have to leave home 
to achieve a college degree. 

Morehead State University offi­
cials announced this week that 
their plans to develop an extended 
campus in Prestonsburg were go, 
and the first students could be 
enrolled by August. 

The extended campus will offer 
third and fourth-year courses to 
college students and pick up 
where PCC leaves off in selected 
fields ... like business administra­
tion and elementary education. 

The MSU extended campus 
should be a double dose of good 
news. 

First it will allow area students 
the opportunity to complete their 
college educations at home and, 
secondly, it should attract a num­
ber of students to Prestonsburg 
where their dollars will help boost 
the local economy. 

Maybe some of these bright 
college grads will bring with them 
some bright ideas for creating new 
jobs. 

Stay tuned.

The article communicated a 
very limited and misleading perspec­
tive of what the school is all about 
and the type of people our students 
are. As the article pointed out, our 
students have been and continue to 
be referred to as "troublemakers, 
druggies, dummies, retards and de­
linquents" and sadly enough, our 
students will continue to be con­
fronted with these stereotypes. 
However, we, the students and staff, 
refuse to accept these stereotypes as 
true. 

Yes, as in all schools, we have 
some students who are disruptive and 
are not committed, students who are 
suffering with difficult stressful prob­
lems and students who have difficul­
ties in academic skills. This is not 
uncommon to any school. The unique­
ness of this school is found in the 
desire of the vast majority of our 
students to do whatever it takes to 
improve themselves and a dedicated 
staff to get the job done. 

The 10 percent of our students 
who may behave in a manner that 
lives up to these stereotypes clouds 
the 90 percent of our student body 
who averages 2-3 grade levels of 
improvement on basic skills in a 
year's time or who, for the past four 
years, have been restoring parks, 
visiting nursing homes and working 
with children as an act of service for 
their community. So often, the stu­
dents have been portrayed as helpless 
rejects and the school as the "saintly 
savior.''

Benny Ray Bailey 
(D-Hindman) and enacted by the 
Kentucky General Assembly, a por­
tion of the Health Care Reform Act of 
1990requires the Cabinet for Human 
Resources to provide single-entry 
point, comprehensive case manage­
ment for long-term care clients re­
ceiving Cabinet services.

Hindman Settlement School 
to expand dyslexia program 

Hindman Settlement School has 
been awarded a $15,000 grant to 
expand its scholarship program for 
area students with dyslexia. The 
Appalachian Regional Commission 
(ARC), an economic development 
agency for Appalachian areas, ap­
proved the school's application and 
arranged for the grant, said Congress­
man Chris Perkins. 

The $15,000 grant will allow the 
school to offer about 20 scholarships 
to eligible students, Perkins said.

National Hospice organization president 
addresses annual Hospice meeting 

Jay Mahoney, president of the 
National Hospice Organization, ad­
dressed representatives of hospices 
throughout the state of Kentucky at 
the annual spring meeting of the 
Kentucky Association of Hospices 
Friday, May 10, at the Radisson Hotel 
in Lexington. 

Mahoney, focused on issues of 
particular interest to Kentucky pro­
grams. As hospice care for termi­
nally ill patients and their families 
becomes more accepted and widely 
used, as it has in the twelve years of 
hospice in Kentucky, hospice pro­
grams must remain committed to their 
first mission, Mahoney said. This 
mission, as Mahoney noted, is to 
continue to be recognized as the 
experts in the field of quality care for 
the dying and their families. TheNHO 
president pointed out that rural care 
issues, those which most affect Ken­
tucky programs, are being studied by 
an NHO task force. Mahoney said he 
hoped the task force report will focus 
on such issues as recognizing the fact 
that rural programs, such as Hospice 
of Big Sandy, offer exactly the same 
level of service offered by urban 
programs, such as Hospice of Louis­
ville, but under much greater diffi­
culties. Issues such as nursing staff, 
social services personnel and diffi­
culty in reaching many of the termi­
nally ill who need hospice should be 
part of the NHO task force reporL 

In his closing remarks, Mahoney 

took time to note that Kentucky hos­
pices are making a name for them­
selves on the national hospice scene. 
The Kentucky Association of Hos­
pices has been recognized at the na­
tional level for being a state organi­
zation with the unique perspective of 
keeping all Kentucky hospices united

Prestonsburg sailor serving 
with pride, the world wide

After spending more that 10 
months at sea participating in Opera­
tion Desert Shield and Desert Storm, 
the USS Okinawa arrived home on 
Aprill7. Theamphibiousassaultship 
was pan of the largest amphibious 
force assembled since Korea. 

Mark A. McKenzie, the 28 year­
old son of Byrdus and Ann McKen­
zie of Prestonsburg, was one of more 
than 1,800 sailors and Marines em­
barked aboard the Okinawa who 
received a hero's welcome by thou­
sands of family, friends and jubilant 
San Diegans. 

The role Okinawa played in the 
Gulf war had many facets, according 
to its crew. "The Okinawa's mission 
included conducting island raids with 
the Marines, helping to evacuate 
P.O.W.'s, and conducting 
minesweeping operations in the 
Gulf," said McKenzie, a 1981 gradu­
ate of Prestonsburg High School. 

"As a radioman, I deal with the 
ship's communications. I take in all 
incoming and outgoing electronic 
messages and process them to the 
correct people," said McKenZie, a 
petty officer second class. 

The Okinawa left San Diego June 

20, 1990, with Amphibious Ready 
Group Alpha. The crew expected to 
be away for a routine six-month 
Western Pacific deployment, with 
port calls in the Philippines, Japan, 
Australia and Korea. 

But, the Iraqi dictator Saddam 
Hussein, along with his then-power­
ful military machine, stepped in and 
invaded his tiny southern neighbor, 
Kuwait, on August 2. 

After entering the region on Sep­
tember 5, the Okinawa was involved 
in three major amphibious exercises 
on the Saudi Arabian peninsula. They 
also supported the interception of 
three Iraqi merchant ships trying to 
breach the United Nations-imposed 
economic blockade of Iraq. 

Shortly after November 10, the 
President ordered the Okinawa to 
proceed to Subic Bay in the Philip­
pines. After sailing for 92 days, the 
Okinawa arrived there for a short 
upkeep period and awaited further 
orders. 

With economic sanctions in place 
and the U.N. deadline for use offorce 
drawing near, Okinawa was ordered 
to redeploy to the Gulf. The air war 
began on January 16.

on and 12 hours off really wears you 
down. It was very challenging," 
McKenzie said. 

Okinawa's first war mission was 
to reclaim several small Kuwaiti is­
lands. They accomplished it with little 
resistance from Iraqi occupiers on 
January 29, marking the first Kuwaiti 
soil liberated by allied forces. 

In February, the ground war 
commenced and the Okinawa was 
part of what became one of the most 
elaborate deception campaigns in 
modem military history. Okinawa's 
mission, along with various other 
allied amphibious warships, was to 
tie down up to 11 Iraqi divisions 
deployed on Kuwait's coastline. 

The Okinawa group conducted a 
series of"feint" assault maneuvers to 
keep the enemy on the beaches as the 
main allied forces pushed into Iraq 
and Kuwait. 

Finally, while Iraqi troops were 
surrendering in droves, Okinawa was 
directed to reclaim Faylaka Island, 
the last Iraqi stronghold offshore. 
After sailing through a narrow mine­
swept channel, the Okinawa's Ma­
rines accepted an Iraqi surrender and 
took 1,400 prisoners of war. 

After arriving home, all the crew­
members said that they were glad to 
be back. "The Floyd County Times 
and the people back home really 
showed me a lot of support I heard 
from family and friends, fonner 
school teachers, girlfriends and 
people I dido' t really know. I take my 
hat off to all and say thanks and God 
bless," said McKenzie.

It is a hard thing for directors 
and coaches to pick the players 
that make up the all-star teams.

The blame goes to the 
coaches and they are put on the 
spot It's not an easy thing to do! 
Each league wants to field the 
best team possible and go as far as 
they can in the tournament. 

I would like to see all the Little 
Leagues, and we have three 
leagues in the county, get together 
and have one super All-Star team. 
The players could be selected on a 
try-out basis and not popularity. If 
the best 15 players in the county 
were taken, think of what a team 
could be assembled. 

A team of this sort would have 
an excellent chance of advancing 
in competition. Now, I have 
mentioned this to others and the 
reaction was "the three leagues 
couldn't agree on things and the 
parents wouldn't approve of it." 
That's a shame that coaches and 
parents from each league cannot 
work together for the betterment 
of the kids. The players are the 
ones that matter. The game is for 
them, not the parents or coaches. 

After one super all-star team 
has been formed with the best 15 
players in the county, other teams 
could be organized from the other 
players.

They each have one team and 
it's usually a very competitive 
one. 

The Floyd County Babe Ruth 
League operates differently be­
cause of the three different age 
groups. The league fields a 13 
year old team, 14 year old team 
and a 15 year old team. That way, 
they compete against their age 
groups. The Prestonsburg Senior 
League operates much the same 
way in breaking down the age 
groups. 

One other league, the Ameri­
can Amateur League, which is a 
form of Little League but with 
different rules, has an All-Star 
team of the smaller and younger 
players that compete in All-Star 
tournaments. Wayland has such a 
team and is doing very well in the 
Hindman League. The Pee Wee 
Leagues around the county do not 
have Ail-S tar teams that play else­
where. Pee Wee Leagues in Ha­
rold, Mud Creek, McDowell, 
Martin and Prestonsburg could 
have their own AU-Star team 
(chosen from theu own league) 
and hold a tournament between 
the five teams to determine a 
county champion. It would be fun 
and very exciting for the kids as 
well as for mom and dad.

Although Ll1c rubber :-kin has been 
a vnal component in many of our 
haits Lltrough the years, it is quite 
poss1 hie tl1atthis old standby is on its 
last legs. In this h1gh-tech. plasti­
cized society, new synthetics arc 
hcingcrcatt•d hy the thousands, many 
of which eventually make their way 
into secondary markets where new. 
often offbeat uses arc discovered for 
them. 

Such is the case with Danny Joe 
Humphrey's new Ullra Luma skin 
matcnal. Humphrey, an innovative 
tournament angler, bass tournament 
d ircctor and tack Je en Lreprcncu r from 
Kmston, North Carolina, discovered 
the material several years ago. Since 
then, he has been working with the 
synthetiC to create an all-new skin 
design. Now, after more than two 
years of field testing, Humphrey is 
releasing his Ultra Luma Skin to the 
angling public. a move that many 
bass anglers will undoubtedly wei· 
come. Producers of rubber skirts, 
however. may not be too thrilled with 
the development. 

As a tournament angler, 
Humphrey is somethmg of a radical. 
While most of his competitors stick 
to the tried-and true bass baits, he is 
continually experimenting With new 
designs. "I always like to usc some­
thing new, maybe even something 
radically different, when I am fishing 
competitively," Humphre} says. 
"Ttirowing something that the bass 
haven't seen every day of their lives 
really gives me a psychological edge 
- kmd of a confidence boost-that 
keeps me fired up throughout a tour­
nament." 

Humphrey won the 1988 South-
em Divisional B.A.S.S. tournament 
and then the first B.A.S.S National 
Federation Championship that same 
year, a win that earned him a coveted 
spot in the B.A.S.S. Masters Classic. 
To win those prestigious tournaments, 
Humphrey tossed a floating worm, a 
lure few anglers ever throw, much 
less stake a lOurnament on. 
Humphrey's bird-dog search for 

;..._ _______________ something new led him to this inno-
vative skirt material, a discovery that 
may very well change the face of 
skirted baits in years to come. 

LEARNING TO PLAY 
Nowadays, kids have plenty of 

opportunities to Jearn to play base­
ball. As soon as a child is old enough 
to swing a bat, there's a "tee-ball" 
league nearby where he can play. 
That wasn't the case when I was 
growing up. In Mobile, Alabama, in 
the 1930s and 1940s, there were not 
that many places for a young black 
kid to play the game. 

An uncle taught me to throw the 
ball and to catch. I called him Uncle 
Bubba, and he was a very good base­
ball player. And then there was my 
daddy. He ran a tavern that sponsored 
a baseball team for a while not that 
I got to play on it. I'd go out with him 
on the weekends and help sell soda 
pop. But it did allow me to watch a lot 
of baseball games. 

I loved baseball from the begin­
ning. When I couldn't find someone 
to throw with, I pretended someone 
was there. I'd throw the ball onto the 
roof of the house and then catch it as 
it rolled off. Our house had a tin roof, 
and that ball made a lot of noise. My 
mother was all over me. "Get on 
around from there, boy!" she would 
yell. "Stop throwing that on the 
house!" 

When I say I was playing "ball," I 
don't mean I was playtng with a true 
bac;cball. We made our own balls like 
we did our other toys. There wasn't 
the money in those days for store­
bought toys. 

A friend and I used to play "base­
ball" using broomsticks ac; bats and 
bottle tops as balls. I think it taught 
me to keep my eye on the ball. Play­
ing with a botlle top, you couldn't 
take your eye off it for a second 
because of the way it sailed in all 
different directions. 

Even though my high school didn't 
even field a baseball team. I managed 
to find enough playing opponunities 
to learn the game. When I was a 
teenager, I heard Jackie Robinson 
give a talk, and right then I knew 
what I wanted to be when I grew up. 
Jackie's breaking the color line with 
the Brooklyn Dodgers provided in­
spiration for so many people, myself 
included. 

Looking back on those days, it 
was tough, but I think it helped me 
more than it hurt I believe I learned 
a great deal about overcoming the 
odds, -that helped me later in life. 

The Ultra Luma Skirt is a syn­
thetic polymer that has an iridescent 
sheen, and it was this unusual bril-

liance that tlrst auracted Humphrey 
to the material. Although the Ultra 
Luma Skirt is attractive in the sun­
light, its luslrous, rainbow like colors 
really shine m the water "Thts 
material's natural radiance looks just 
like a shad ora minnow in the water," 
Humphrey states, "and it imitates a 
baitfish far better than traditional 
rubber sktns." This new material also 
is much more buoyant than rubber, a 
property that causes the skins to bil­
low and undulate upon relrieve with 
more innate action than standard jig 
and spinnerbait dressings. 

After two years of on-the-water 
testing and evaluation, Humphrey 
d1scovered that his Ullra Luma Skirt 
is far more durable than its rubber 
counterpart. "This stuff IS not af-

heat typically found tn boalc; and 
tackleboxes left in the sun. (Like 
rubber, however, tt will melt if ex­
posed to a direct heat source.) Con· 
servauvely, I'd say that an Ultra Luma 
Skin ts 10 ttmcs more durable Ll1an a 
rubber skirt," Humphrey notes. "In 
fact, all ol my field testers reported 
that the rubber hand holding the skirt 
onto the spinncrbait would dry rot 
and break long before the skirt itsell 
showed any type of deterioration." 
(Humphrey now tics the skirts with a 
sLCand of the same material to elimi­
nate that problem.) 

Will these sk1rts catch fish'! 
Humphrey answers: "We found that 
bass most often htt these baits wtth 
more vtgor than they will a rubber­
skincd lure. I don't know why, but 
the bac;s seem more intent on killing 
this lure. Our catches so far have 
been, quite literally, phenomenal." 

Woo Davcs,aneighttime B.A.S.S. 
Masters Classic qualifier and re­
nowned spinnerbait angler from 
Chester, Virginta, has been using this 
skin for JUSt over a year. "This mate­
rial has just about replaced all of my 
rubber skirts," Daves says. "I've 
found thal it is much more durable 
than rubber, but the best thing about 
it is that it never sticks together and 
spoils the action of the bait like rub­
ber skirts will. I usc Fish Formula 
SparkiScalcs on all of my skirted 
bruts, and Danny Joe's Ultra Luma 
Skirt material is not adversely ef­
fected by the Fish Formula like rub­
ber is- it doesn't gum up like rub­
ber. Too, it has a great breathing 
action in the water that is more wavy 
and more life-like than any other 
material that I' vc used. And the col· 
ors are simply amazing. My success 
with these skirts has been so great 
that that I now rctie all of my Mcpps 
spinnerbaits with it ru1d use exclu­
sively on all of my jigs." 

The only negative aspect of the 
Ultra Luma Skirt is that it is a bit more 
expensive that traditional living rub­
ber skirts. 

"This material must be dyed by 
hand and tied by hand," Humphrey 
says, "and those labor intensive Utsks 
add to the cost." At Humphrey's own 
bait company, Carolina Fish and Fur, 
rubber skirts sell for forty to sixty 
cents each while the UltraLuma Skirts 
rctaJI for approximately 89 cents. 
Spinnerbaits equipped with the new 
sktns retail for roughly three dollars. 

Because this material must be hand 
dyed,the Ultra Luma Skirts arc avail­
able in a virtually unlimited number 

of colors and combinauons. 

Although no maJor spmnerball 
manufacturers have yet added the 

Ultra Luma SkirLc; to their product 
lin~:s, anum ber of smaller companies 
have already done so. L(X>Se skins or 
complete jigs, spinner balls and 
buzzbaiL<; - all equipped with tlw 
new Ultra Luma Skirts arc avail· 
able through Humphrey's Carolina 
Fish and Fur tackle company.

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FISHING IN TilE RAIN 
OFTEN BETTER 

THAN IN TIU: SUNSIIINE 
You can sing m the min, but can 

you catch bass in the rain? 
"Yes, I think you can," says well­

known tournament angler Guy Eaker, 
who actually prefers wet. gloomy 
skies to bright sunshine. 

"For anyone who likes to fish 
shallow water lures, particularly spm­
ncrbaits, like I do," continues the 
Evinrudc Outboards Pro Staff an­
gler, "fishing in the rain can be very 
productive. The bass move shallow 
because of the overcast skies, and 
don't seem to be as spooky. 

"It's an excellent time to fish 
shallow water. I think most anglers 
see a clear, bright day and think it's a 
great time to be fishing, but I always 
do better when it's gray and raining." 

Faker believes thunder and light­
ing, however, have a reverse etTect 
on the bass. 

"I don't know exactly what the 
bass do when thunder is rolling and 
lightning is flashing," he says, "but I 
do know they seem to stop biting, 
especially during and right after a big 
storm passes. 

"You can catch fish just before a 
big storm hits, and the action can be 
fast, but then it stops just as quickly, 
as if a switch is turned off. Many 
fishermen believeth is is a reaction to 
changing barometric pressure, but we 
don't know for certain." 

Wind often accompanies such 
storms, and it, too, can cause fishing 
problems, explams theEvinrude pro. 

"High winds make casting and 
boat control difficult," Eaker says, 
"and this affects your lure presenta­
tion. The rain itself is no problem 
because you can protect yourself with 
a rain suit, but you can't always find 
good, unprotected water." 

Eaker is always cauttous durmg 

stonns, particularly when lighting and 
thunder arc present, and he seeks 
shelter when lightning st.arLo; Oashing 
nearby. 

"Our graphite rods can actually 
attract lightning," he says, "and if 
you're in open water where you're 
the tallest thing around, you're really 
asking for trouble. 

"If conditions get too bad, don't 
hesitate to pull to the shore or tic up to 
someone's boathouse and get under 
cover."

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HUNTER EDUCATION 
CARD REQUIRED FOR 

HUNTING 
If you want to hunt in Kentucky 

.is year and were born on or before 
Mluary 1, 1975,completionofastate­

approved hunter education course is 
required. The requirement applies to 
residents and nonresidents. 

There seems to be some confusion 
over exactly what the requirement 
means. 

Some folks have been led to be­
lieve they must complete the hunter 
education course before purchasing 
their hunting license. 

Not so. 
The law simply says hunters "shall, 

WHILE HUNTING, carry a valid 
course completion card in addition to 
the appropriate Kentucky hunting 
license." (301 KAR 2: 185) The key 
words here are "while hunting." 

Simply put, a humer education 
course completion card must be in 
the hunter's possessiOn while hunt­
ing. Hunting licenses may be pur­
chased anytime, whether or not the 
buyer has completed the hunter edu­
cation requirement But, if the 
hunter's birthday falls on or after 
January 1, 1975, that person needs to 
earn a course completion card before 
going afield. 

Children under 10 may hunt with­
out a course completion card, pro­
vided they arc accompanied by an 
adult in a position to take immediate 
control of the child's firearm or bow. 
Also, persons not required to have a 
hunting license are exempt from the 
hunter education requirement. 

Hunters who need to complete the 
hunter education program are advised 
to do so as soon as possible. The free 
courses are being offered throughout 
the summer months at locations 
around the state. Officials anticipate 
a "rush" on classes this fall,just ahead 
of the deer season.

Many wild animals are cute and 
cuddly when they're young, but as 
the animals grow older they often 
become obnoxious - even danger­
ous- and quite difficult to handle. 
That's when they're brought to fa­
cilities such as the Kentucky Dcpart­
mentofFish and Wildlife Resources' 
Game Fann in Frankfort 

"People often try to keep raccoons, 
for example, and it's easy to do­
when they're small," according to 
Game Farm Manager Danny Wat­
son. "But as the animals mature, they 
can become really contrary, espe-
cially the males." · 

Once mature, most wildlife raised 
in captivity are too wild to be kept as 
pets and too domesticated to be re­
leased. 

Some well-meaning people even 
believe themselves to be doing a kind 
and wonderful deed when they bring 
home what mistakenly appears to be 
an "abandoned" young animal. This 
often happens with fawns. 

"A doe will hide her fawn while 
she goes to look for food, and folks, 
thinking the young animal has been 
abandoned, will pack it home," said 
Watson.

Water Safety Ti.ps 
The U.S. Corps of Engineers, in 

conjunction with the Paintsville Lake 
Water Safety Council, has provided 
the following water safety tips for all 
water sports enthusiasts visiting 
Paintsville Lake. 

- Respect the water. Enjoy its 
pleasures, but don't underestimate 
its dangers and become a drowning 
statistic. 

- Learn to swim. If you can't 
swim, keep a life jacket on. Always 
utilize the buddy system and never 
swim alone. 

- Watch small children. They 
may only be out of your sight for a 
moment, but could wander off or fall 
into the lake. 

-Dangerous areas. There are no 
designated swimming areas at 
Paintsville Lake. Swimmers swim at 
their own risk, unless the area has 
been designated as an authorized area. 
Swimming in off-limits and unauthor­
ized areas leads to drowmng because 
of unmarked holes, currents, pollu­
tion, undertows, cold water, the ille· 
gal attachment of rope swings to trees, 
and the lack of life guards. Obey off. 
limits or unauthorized area signs and 
directives. Obey safety rules. Before 
wading, swimming, or diving in an 
unfamiliar area, find out the depth, 
temperature and whether there are 
hidden rocks, strong currents or sud­
den drop offs. 

- Cold water. Any water below 
70 degrees Fahrenheit hampers a 
swimmer's capabilities and endur­
ance. It may even cause instant body 
reactions that lead to drowning. Water 
in lakes, gravel pits, and quarries 
may be below 70 degrees even dur· 
ing the summer. Swim where you can 
use the buddy system but don't be­
come over confident. Your buddy 
maybe having as much funasyouare 
and look the other way just when you 
need help. 

-Horseplay. Don't! It can often 
lead to accidents. 

- Obey all park rules and regula­
tions. These regulations are posted 
on outdoor bulletin boards located at 
the Paintsville Lake Marina, 
Paintsville Dam Overlook, Paintsville 
Lake downstream area and breeze­
way bulletin board at the Corps of 
Engineers office on top of the dam. 

- Buoys. These are floatmg sta­
tionary regulatory water markers 
placed at specific points on the lake. 
Know what they mean before you go 
boating and obey them because they 
are for you personal safety. 

- Alcohol and water. Don't! 
Alcohol affects your judgment. It 
makes you think you can function 
better than when you are sober. But, 
in fact, alcohol slows your reaction 
time considerably. 

- Remember the life you save 
may be your own.

There are more and more recipes 

fmding their way ouLo;idc to the grill. 
The first six in this week's edition arc 
all great. If you haven ' tdusted off the 
grill yet, now is a good time to start 
thinking about it. 

Meat is often scared in a skillet 
over high heat to seal in juices, but 
you can do it on the grill. Place the 
meat 2 or 3 inches above the coals for 
the first three minutes, then mise the 
rack to 4 or 5 inches above the coals. 
Thicker cuts of meat should be cooked 
farther from the heat so they will 
cook more thoroughly. Tum meats 
only once and use tongs rather than a 
fork to prevent piercing the meat and 
losing flavorful juices. 

If the grill is too hot, raise the rack 
and move coals to the side, of the 
meat. To increase the temperature 
lower the rack and move the coals 
closer to the meat. 

To test temperature of grill, place 
open palm over the grill at cooking 
level. If you can hold it there 2 sec­
onds the grill is hot; three seconds, 
grill is medium-hot; 4 seconds, grill 
is medium and 5 seconds, low. By the 
time you have tested your tempera­
ture you could have a well-cooked 
palm. 

TERIY AKI LAMB CHOPS 
6 ( 1 -inch thick) lamb chops 
112 c. finely chopped onions 
114 c. soy sauce 
114 c. cider vinegar 
2 cloves garlic. sliced 
2 tbsp. honey 
2 tsp. ginger

Place meat in a shallow dish . Com­
bine remaining ingredients, mixing 
well.

1 pkg. dry yeast

114 c. sugar 
114 c. shortening 
2 tbsp. salt 
1 c. milk, scalded 
1!4 c. water 
2 eggs, beaten 
4 to 5 c. a/1-purposeflour, divided 
butter or margarine, melted 
Dissolve yeast in warm water. 

Combine sugar, shortening, salt and 
milk in a large bowl, stir until short­
ening melts. Add water; let mixture 
cool. Add yeast mixture, eggs and 2 
cups flour, beat at low speed until 
mixture is smooth. Stir in enough of 
remaining flour to make a soft dough. 
Place dough in a greased bowl, turn­
ing to grease top. Cover and let rise in 
a warm place free from drafts. Until 
double in bulk, about I l/2 hours. 
Punch dough down. Cover and let 
rise for 30 minutes. 

Divide dough into thirds. Shape 
each into a 12 to 14 inch rope. Place 
ropes on a greased baking sheet. Pinch 
ropes together at one end to seal. 
Braid ropes. Pinch ends to seal. Tuck

8, 1991", some 75 participants left 
the Getting It All Together Confer­
ence with new auitudcs and aware­
ness. 

The event, subtitled "Survival 
Skills for the Single Parent m 1991," 
focused on helping the participants­
primarily women-develop inde­
pendence while exposing them to 
possible new career choices. 

The conference, held at Jenny 
Wiley State Park, was initiated by the 
Kentucky Work Force Cabinet 
through the Single Parent and Home­
maker Program at Prestonsburg 
Community College, according to 
Jean Rosenberg, Director of the pro­
gram.

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I think this, the first week in June, 
would be a good Lime for a checklist 
of things to do this momh. I will not 
be doing anything, myself, except 
watching the weeds take over the few 
things I did finish carly. lfl'm lucky, 
some of the onions and potatoes will 
make it before the weeds smother 
them. 

It is very imJ")rtant to keep your 
garden and flowers weed free as they 
compete for water, nutrients and light. 
A small hoe works great for remov­
ing weeds between rows, but those 
growing near or between the vege­
table plants must be pulled out by 
hand. Water the ground well to pre­
vent damage to the vegetable plants, 
or, if you were one of the smart ones, 
you ha vc mulched around your planL~ 
and they are mainly weed free. A few 
weeds wall make itLhrough the mulch 
but, as their root systems arc shallow 
and usually damp, they arc easy to 
pull out. The sooner a weed is pulled 
up, the less chance of it going to seed 
and reseeding the area. 

It is berry picking time again. 
Always allow your dewberry, black­
berry and raspberry fruits to npen on 
the plant. Berries will not ripen after 
they arc picked off the vines. A ripe 
berry will ea.o.;ily separate from the 
vine, an unripe one will cling to the 
plant. When all the berries have been 
harvested, cut the vine back to the 
ground since next year's berric!!> will 
be on new stems. The old berry vines 
will not produce fruit next year and 
will make the plant thicker and the 
picking harder. (more briars too). 

When you snip chives fora recipe, 
alwayssnipplentyof extra ones. Place 
the excess in a plastic bag and store in 
the freezer. By the time your chiv<!s 
have died in late auturnn, you should 
have enough stored in your freezer to 
last the wintl.!r. Usc the frozen ones as 
you would rresh. 

When you scalp your lawn, as you 
mow at, you will notprcventthcgmss 
from growangany faster. All you wall 
do is create open spots for weeds, 
an eelS and daseascs . Never mow the 

• 
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lawn closer than two inches. This 
will cause the root system to spread, 
making the grass healthier and 
greener. Your lawn will look like 
velvet instead of a dog-eared, spolly 
mess. 

Having just received this infor­
mation, I find this the best time and 
place to pass it on to all my gardening 
friends. 

SEED SAVERS EXCHANGE, a 
non-profit organization dedicated to 
preserving heirloom seeds, is look­
ing for gardeners who have seed of 
vegetables that have been pac;scd 
down for years and cannot be bought 
commercially. They arc also inter­
ested in the traditional crops of the 
Indians, Mennonites and the Amish, 
along with selections that arc ex­
tremely tolerant of cold, drought, 
diseases or insects. To be a member, 
you must be willing to exchange some 
of your seed for others you wish. 
Each year, the exchange publishes a 
yearbook listing members and the 
seeds they have to offer. For a free 
brochure, send a large self addressed 
stamped envelope to Seed Savers 
Exchange, R.R. 3 Box 239. Decorah, 
Iowa 52101. 

If you buy, and you should, from 
a nursery that guarantees its trees and 
shrubs, here is a good way to keep 
your proof-of-purchao;c. Seal the 
receipt in a plastic sandwich bag, and 
place it in the hole. If the plant dacs, 
you can dig it up with the receipt.

Good conditions keep NAR'S 
housing affordability index healthy 

The National Association of Rela­
tors' Housing Affordability Index de­
clined slightly in March due to an 
increase in the median home price, 
but it still remained at an excellent 
level-115.3-as the average mort­
gage interest rate declined and the 
median family income rose. 

The index, which measures the 
ability of a typical family to purchase 
a median-priced resale home was 
down just barely, 0.2 of a percentage 
point, from the revised February index 
of 115.5. 

NAR President Harley E. Rouda 
said despite the rise in the median 
home price, which is a natural occur­
rence during the spring season, buy­
ers are continuing to come out into 
the market because they recognize 
good conditions when they see them . 

"Buyers are realizing the financial 
significance of interest rates in the 
nine percent range, and because of 
this they are no longer postponing 
their home purchases," he said. 

"The good news is that favorable 
affordability conditions are bringing 
more and more f1rsHime homebuy­
ers into the market. Moreover, in the 
past the housing industry has been a 
strong contributor to economic 
growth and a precursor for economic 
recovery," he noted. 

Rouda predicted that an expanding 
economy and attractive interest rates 
in 1992 should put home sales activ­
ity at its highest pace since 1988. 

The March index shows that a 
family earning the national median 
income of $35,938 in March had 
115.3 percent of the income needed 
to qualify for conventional financing 
covering 80 percent of a home priced 
at$96,500, the median existing-home 
price for that month. 

Half the existing single-family 
homes sold in March for more than 
the median price of $96,500 and half 
sold for less. Similarly, half the fami­
lies in the United States earn more 
than the median income of $35,938 
and half earn less. 

The interest rate used to compute 
NAR 's Housing Affordability Index 
is a composite of closing rates for 

both fixed-rate mortgages and ad­
justable rate mortgages on existing 
homes, as reported by the Federal 
Housing Finance Board. It dropped 
from 9.75 percent in February to9.50 
percent in March . 

When calculated with the board's 
effective fixed-rate mortgage inter­
estrateof9.65 percent for March, the 
index was 113.9. When calculated 
with the effective adjustable-rate 
mortgage interestrateof8. 74 percent 
for March the index was 123.4. 

The median home price increased 
from $94,000 to $96,500, between 
February and March, the median 
family income rose $119, from 
$35,819 $35,938 and the income 
needed to qualify for a loan covering 
80 percent of the typical home in­
creased from $31,012 to $31,159. 

NAR Chief Economist John A. 
Tuccillo said the underlying eco­
nomic indicators suggest the reces­
sion is nearing the end of its run. "I 
would be surprised if the economy is 
still sliding come mid-summer. In­
stead, I predict solid growth in the 
third quarter of this year," he said. 

When NAR's affordability index 
measures 100.0, the median family 
income equals exactly the amount 
needed to qualify to purchase a 
median-priced home, using conven­
tional financing and making a 20 
percent down payment The index 
has been above the 100 mark since 
March 1986. Because the national 
median income in March exceeded 
the qualifying income, a family earn­
ing the median income could pur­
chase a home priced at $111,300, 
$14,800higherthan the median price 
for March. 

Under March's affordability con­
ditions, a family earning $20,000 
would have sufficient income to 
qualify for a $62,000 home using a 
$49,600 loan. A family earning 
$30,000would qualify for an$93,000 
home with a $74,400 loan. A family 
earing $40,000 would have sufficient 
income to qualify for a $124,000 
home with a $99,200 loan; and a 
family with a $50,000 income would 
qualify for a $155,000 home using a 
$124,000 loan.
