guilty on pot growing charges contracts

A federal jw·y m Pikeville con­
victed a Knott County elementary 
school teacher, her husband and son 
Tuesday on e1ght charges relating to 
a drug consp1facy and growing 4,590 
marijuana plants. 

Donna Gaye Brenner Hall, 57. of 
Kite was convicted on four charges 
and Claude Hall Sr., 64, and Claude 
David HallJr., 37,ofKite were con­
victed on eight charges. 

Sandra Hall, wife of Claude Hall 
Jr., was found not guilty on the eight 
counts. 

Donna Hall, Claude Hall Sr. and 
Claude Hall Jr. were convicted for 
producing and growing marijuana; 
possession of 4,590 marijuana plants 
with the intention of distributing 

marijuana; violation of the federal 
drug conspiracy statute; and possess­
ing, with the intent to distribute, three 
pounds of processed marijuana. 

Claude Hall Claude Hall Sr. and 
Claude Hall Jr. were also convicted 
of possessing three destructive de­
vices and using the booby-traps lO 
protect 14 marijuana patches. 

According to Louis DeFalaise, 
United States Attorney for the East­
em District, each of the booby-traps 
utilized blasting caps and dynamite 
devised to detonate by using trip wires 
concealed in the undergrowth. 

One of the booby-traps was acci­
dentally detonated by a Kentucky 
State Police officer, but he was not 
injured. The remaining two devices 
were disarmed by the Hazardous 
Devices Unit of the KSP. 

The plants were discovered by the 
Governor's Marijuana Strike Force 

on September 11,1990neartheHall's 
residence at Kite. Kentucky State 
Police obtained a search warrant and 
conducted the raid on the Hall home, 
said John M. Compton, assistant 
United States Attorney. 

The trial began May 28 and con­
cluded with the jury's verdict Tues­
day. Compton said police officials 
testified they found plants 12-15 feet 
high. 

"We believe this verdict was con­
sistent with the evidence presented," 
Compton said Thursday. 

Bond has been set at $400,000 for 
Claude Hall Sr.; Donna Hall at

FLOYD COUNTY TAXPAYERS 
Kentucky Law requires the County Attorney to notify taxpayers 

that delinquent taxes have not been paid so that they may have an 
opportunity to pay the taxes before a lawsuit is filed against them. 
In that event, delinquent taxpayers could also be assessed additional 
costs, including court costs resulting from the lawsuit required to 
collect the taxes owed. 

The Tax Collection Division of the Office of the Floyd County

A letter of notification of delinquent taxes has been sent to the 
taxpayers who have failed to pay their taxes, giving them notice of 
this delinquency. 

If the taxpayer thinks that he or she does not owe the bill, or if the 
property had been sold prior to the year(s) of tax liability, or if he or 
she feels that the property bill is incorrect, he or she should 
immediately contact the Property Valuation Administrator (T:;tx 
Commissioner) and get the bill(s) corrected. 

The delinquent taxpayers are urged to immediately take the notice 
letter to the Floyd County Clerk's Office and make arrangements to 
pay the delinquent taxes, if owed. 

Please take notice that the amount stated in the notice letter does 
not include interest and/or penalties owed by reason of the nonpay­
ment of the taxes. However, the delinquent taxpayer may call the 
Floyd County Clerk's Office, (606 886-3816), and get the exact 
amount that is due upon receipt of payment. Payment can then be 
made to the County Clerk either in person or by mailing the payment 
in check or money order form.

40 degrees Fahrenheit and a freezer 
temperature of zero degrees Fahren­
heit prevents most bacteria growth. 
Leftover foods should be placed in 
small containers and refrigerated 
immediately. 

Perishable foods ,should never 
be left out for more than two hours. 
Foodborne bacteria can double in 
number every 20 minutes if they have 
moisture, warmth and nutrients. 
Bacteria do not usually multiply to 
dangerously high levels within two 
hours. 

* Thaw food in the refrigerator, 
not on the counter. SUTface bacteria 
can multiply to dangerous levels 
before the food is completely thawed. 

• Cook food at proper tempera­
tures. Most meat and fish should be 
cooked to an internal temperature of 
160 degrees Fahrenheit.

Your recent letter to the Transpor­
tation Cabinet has been forwarded to 
my office for response. You are cor­
rectthatin 1984, the General Assem­
bly considered requiring headlights 
to be used during daylight hours if it 
were raining hard enough to require 
the use of windshield wipers. How­
ever, the bill did not pass. Therefore, 
there are no requirements in Ken­
tucky relating to the use of headlights 
except after dark. 

Your second question was regard­
ing the use of turn signals. K.RS 
189.380 requires that no person shall 
tum a vehicle or move right or left 
upon aroadway until such movement 
can be made with reasonable safety, 
nor without giving an appropriate 
signal.It further requires that a signal 
indicating the intention to tum right 
or left shall be given continuously for 
not less thatlOO feet traveled by the 
vehicle before the tum and that all 
signals required shall be given by 
signal lamps or mechanical signal 
devices. The penalty imposed for 
conviction of violating this statute is 
a fme between $20-$100. Enforce­
ment of this statute must be accom­
plished by law enforcement officers. 
If you have found the non-useofturn 
signals to be a particular problem in 
your area, I suggest that you contact 
the State Police Post in your area, as 
well as your local law enforcement 
agencies and ask them to consider a 
higher priority for enforcement of 
K.RS 189.380. 

I trust this answers your ques­
tions. If there is anything else we can 
do, please feel free to contact us.

Recently, a Writing Workshop, 
designed ac; a follow-up to a previous 
workshop, was held at Osborne Ele­
menLary for the Osborne and Melvin 
teachers. The presenters were Willie 
Elliott, English and journalism 
teacher from McDowell High School, 
and Sherry Tackett, frrst grade teacher 
from Prater Elementar). Patricia 
Watson, chairperson or subject advi­
sory for English/Language Arts and 
Thelma Spears, coordinator of writ­
ing projecLc; were also on hand for a 
question and answer session. Those 
who participated in the workshop 
included the following: Geneve 
S!one, Peggy Bradford, Amber An­
derson, Linda Holbrook, Sandra 
Newsome, Colleen Johnson, Jan 
Akers, Carlotta Jones, Sherry Tack­
cu.

in harmony to achieve an overall 
effect He also pointed out that in 
scoring writing papers holistically, 
the following traits should be consid­
ered: quality and completeness of 
ideas, development of ideas, organi­
zation, voice, word choice, sentence 
structure and fluency, and conven­
tions. He then gave writing hand­
outs to teachers to read and score 
holistically. Afterwards, teachers 
shared their scores and were pleased 
to learn that their evaluations were 
much alike. Everyone agreed that 
holistic scoring was a time-saving 
method of paper grading. 

After the session on holistic scor­
ing, teachers from Melvin and 
Osborne Elementaries shared their 
own experiences with using the writ-

The other day I had the oppor­

tunity to travel r----,;;~--:--,..n 
with the sheriff 
and one of his 
deputies to de­
liver shirts to 
the kids who 
graduated from 
the D.A.R.E. 
program. 

For those of ~;...;;;..;;.....;..;..;..;..;.;;;;=~ 

you who don't know, D.A.R.E. 
stands for Drug Abuse Resistance 
Education. It is a program tar­
geted primarily towards elemen­
tary school kids with the goal of 
educating the young about the 
dangers of drugs before they have 
a chance to be exposed to them. 

A good philosophy. Now, 
when, or if, these children are 
ever faced with the decision of 
whether or not to experiment with 
drugs (or alcohol) they will be 
able to make an educated choice. 

I don't remember a whole lor 
of drug education when I was in 
school. Lord knows it was 
needed. Just looking at what 
education has done to curb ciga­
rette smoking shows what a 
powerful tool it is. 

When I was in school it was 
cool to smoke. If you didn't 
smoke everyone thought you 
were a nerd. (Do they still use the 
word nerd these days?) Nowa­
days, if a person lights up they 
are more than likely the oddball 
in the room. It attracts uncom­
fortable stares and makes a per­
son feel awkward. 

I guess you could term this 
peerpressurcin the reverse of the 
nonn. Peers usually pressure you 
to do something, not to not do 
something. Today, fewer and 
fewer people are lighting up, all 
because it has been ingrained that 
picking up the habit is a stupid 
thing to do. 

I'm really pleased to see this 
kind of valuable lesson being 
taught in our schools. I remem­
ber when it was a major debate 
about whether to allow sex edu­
cation in schools. 

The argument was, if a kid is 
going to do it, telling them not to 
is not going to stop them. This 
may be true, but who says you 
have to tell them not to? The key 
is to give them the facts and al­
low them to make their own deci­
sions. You'll receive a much 
better response and the children 
will feel as if they are respected 
for their ability to tell right from 
~ng. . 

Add to this a subtle "atta boy" 
for making the right choice for 
their health and welfare, and you 
have lesson that will stick. One 
thing a person must always re­
member, however, is that chil­
dren learn mostly by watching 
others, including adults. So, if 
you are doing something you 
don't wish your child to do, don't 
hide it or admonish your child for 
asking about it, just calmly ex­
plain to them your reason. Chil­
dren want to know why, if you 
can tell them that. you are miles 
ahead. 

The other day seven-year-old 
Tiffany came into my office and 
said"iflcanonly get my mommy 
to quit smoking ... " I don't know 
why she was on this subject, but 
I tried to explain to her that it 
wasn't because her mother didn't 
want to quit but, rather, that she 
couldn't- easily. 

I then proceeded to explain to 
her what an addiction was. I tried. 
I couldn't think of one thing in a 
seven-year-old's life that would 
compare to an addiction to nico­
tine. I couldn't think of a thing 
that a child that age could be ad­
dicted to. 

I tried to explain ftrst what a 
habit was. She understood that. 
Then I equated an addiction to a 
habit that you can't quit because 
of the chemical change your body 
goes through when you do. She 
listened intently 10 everything I 
was saying, but her face said she 
didn't quite understand. 

1 began to realize what a diffi­
cult task the D.A.R.E. instructors 
must have teaching children 
about something for which they 
have no basis of comparison. 

I tested my teaching skills and 
asked Tiffany if she had any ad­
dictions. She began to shake her 
head no and then nodded finnly 
and said "Pepsi." 

I think she got it.
