A March 25 hearing date has been
set in Franklin Circuit Court o deter-
mine the future of the Allen waste-
water system, The hearing comesafter
amotion for injunctive relief filed by
the Commonwealth of Kentucky
Natural Resources and Environ-
mental Protection Cabinel which al-
leges that the cily's wastewater treat-
ment-facility hias been releasing raw
and inadequately treated sewage into
Beaver Creek and the Levisa Fork of
the Big Sandy River.

Allen city officials said Tuesday
that an engineering firm had been
hired to deal with problems with the
sewage system, but that the firm had
not been in contact with the city for
over one year. Members of the Allen
City Council voled Monday night 10
draft a letter informing Parrot, Ely
and Hurt Engineering of Lexington
that services by that firm are nolonger
desired by the city.

"“We're going to start again,” said
Allen City Clerk Bill Parsons. “As
far as the court hearing goes, we
don’t know whal is going 1o happen
with that.”

Parsons said (hat Allen Mayor
Vem “Buck™ Porter has been sub-
poenaed for the March 25 hearing.

Mayor Porter, however, said that
he was unable to make a trip to
Frankfort on the appointed date and
added, “That (problems withthecity's
sewer system) isn’t my fault. That
was other people and | don’t hardly
know anything about ir.”

The Allen sewage collection sys-
tem was originally installed during
the 1930s under the Water Pollution
Abatement Acl.

Fannin’s proposal, which he said
came to him in a dream, is a reincar-
nation of a shelved revitalization proj-
ect--a proposal to build a multi-level
parking garage downtown--that, with
a few alterations, will eventually be-
come a Prestonsburg Civic Center
and home to the Kentucky Opry.
As outlined in a Tuesday press
conference, the ¢ily civic center will
be developed on what is now the
Prestonsburg municipal parking lot
in the heart of the downtown area.
Preliminary plans call for the con-
struction of afour-story facility which

will house an auditorium, music stu-
dios and offices for use by the Opry,
an Appalachian museum, and a gift
shop that will help finance Opry
programs, The civic center will also
devote lower areas to parking.

Prestonsburg city council members
unanimously endorsed the civic cen-
ler project in a special meeting
Monday, and preliminary plans were
discussed Tuesday in a press confer-
ence that was highlighted by a tele-
phone call from country music star
Dwight Yoakam, a Floyd County
native.

Name droping

Yoakam, a member of the Ken-
tucky Opry board of directors, has
lent his name to the project for pro-
motion, and his first platinum album
with the hit song “Guitars and Cadil-
lacs” was donated to Billic Jean
Osborne. The album will be one of
the firstitems placed in the new civic
center’s museum.

Yoakam also said Tuesday that he
will perform in a benefit concert in
Lexington’s Rupp Arena, with pro-
ceeds from the show to go to help
develop the Kentucky Opry. No date
was announced for that show.

Triple B wants school contract cancelled :

Left Beaver contractor
sues for non-payment

A contractor on the Left Beaver
High School project claims in a law-
suit filed Friday that he has not been
paid for work his company has per-
formed, while alleging a second
company has been paid for work it
didn’t do.

Triple B Corporation, contracted
to conduct site preparation at Left
Beaver, names the Floyd County
Board of Education and D.F.M.,, Inc.,
doing business as B&J Construction,
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Icy aftermath

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in the complaint, which seeks
$342,334 in damages.

The suitcontends that the board of
education has “ignored” Triple B's
requests for payment for fulfilling its
contractual obligation; paid B&J
Construction for work Triple B per-
formed; provided “erroneous and
inaccurate” engineering documents;
that B&J failed to provide security at
the site; and the board failed to obtain
the necessary permits to dispose of
fill material taken from the site.

The lawsuit claims the board of
education owes the company

$82,367.50 for site preparation work
and that the board has denied claims
for payment. The suit also lists
$33,776.32 in additional costs for
fuel and explosives, claiming they
were incurred due to project delays
caused by the board.

Triple B alleges that B&J Con-
struction was paid for distribution of
gravel delivered to the site, but that
Triple B actually spread the gravel. A
$4,310.18 claim for gravel distribu-
tion was listed by Triple B in the

She
added that Prestonsburg architect
Randy Burchett had been employed
to help develop plans. Burchett esti-
mated the project would cost between
$2.7 million and $4 million to com-
plete, depending on its scope.

Roger Recktenwald, director of the
Big Sandy Area Development Dis-
trict, explained Tuesday that financ-
ing for the project would be devel-
oped in a package that included ap-
plication for a state Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG).

A spokeswoman for Martin Engi-
neering and Construction said Friday
that her company welcomed a state
review of school construction proj-
ectsand she criticized mediaaccounts
of the probe as “unjust.”

Elizabeth Rowe, whose company
serves as construction manager for
several Eastem Kentucky school
building projects, including four in
Floyd County, said Friday that she
thought a review of those projects by
a team of state auditors “will benefit
all.”

“After we see the review from the

+ state auditors, we may all be enlight-

ened,” Mrs. Rowe said. “Maybe we'll
Jave someanswers, maybe we'll have
some conclusions. Idon’tknow what
to expect. In my opinion, I think the
review has gone very well.”

Nine auditors from the office of
State Auditor Bob Babbage visited
Floyd and Pike counties last week to
review school construction projects
financed through the state School
Facilities Construction Commission.
Mrs. Rowe said the team visited
Martin Engineering offices and that
her company had been happy to
cooperate.

Mrs. Rowe criticized newspaper
accounts of the probe, suggesting
those accounts amounted to “nega-
tivism” and offered inaccurate infor-
mation. She mentioned specifically
an article in the Floyd County Times,
which indicated that bid documents
on file in school administration of-
fices relaling 1o the Duff Elementary
project were incomplete.

That article noted that MVP Enter-
prises had received a painting con-
tract at Duff, but school files showed
Reynolds Painting as low bidder.

Wayland council lays down the law :

No city

When March 6 rolls around and
you work or live in Wayland, you
could find yourself without a car and
paying $5 extra to get a car sticker.

Wayland City Council members
voted Monday night to begin im-
pounding cars or writing citations (o
automobile owners who do not buy
and display their car stickers,

Wayland has an ordinance on its
books which requires all residents
and persons working in Wayland to
purchase a $10 automobile sticker
for each car they own. That sticker
has to be displayed on the windshield
of each vehicle or owners could be
cited by the city police or have their
vehicle impounded.

“What can we do o them (resi-
dents) if they don't buy one?” asked
councilman Tommy Robinson.

“Put the pressure on them,” said
councilman Robert Stewart.

sticker,

“That’s right,” said Mayor Hobert
Webb, “If they don’t buy a sticker
we'll have (o start impounding their
cars. And, if they don't buy a sticker
by March 6, it’s going (o cost them

$15 instead of $10.

“And that includes all their cars,”

Alan Stumbo, a Martin Engineer-
ing employee, explained Friday that
the painting contractat Duff had been
rebid in 1990 after Reynolds Painting
did not respond 1o requests seeking
his interest in the job. Stumbo said
more than a year had passed since the
initial bid was accepted, and those
bids expired after 60 days.

Four companies entered offers on
the painting contract when it was
rebid, Stumbo said, and MVP Enter-
prises was the low bidder. Mrs. Rowe
said documentation of the rebidding
was on file at Martin Engineering
offices and copies were sent to the
school administration offices. She
said her company had “no control”

Triple B also seeks payment of
one dollar per yard for 205,914 yards
of material removed during site exca-
vation.

The suit asks that the contract
between Triple B Corporation and
the board of education be declared
canceled and held for naught, due to
the alleged breaches and violations
by the board of education.

Early morning collision injures three

Icy roads early Tuesday moming
were blamed for a head-on collision
Tuesday on U.S. 23 near the
Prestonsburg National Guard Armory
that sent three people to the hospital
with serious injuries, In a separate
incident at the same location another
man's vehicle slid over an embank-
menL.

Patrick Gallivan, 51, apharmacist
at Highlands Regional Medical Cen-
ter was transported to U.K. Medical
Center in “very serious condition,”
said Kathy Rubado, public relations
director for Highlands hospital. Janie
Bentley, 21, of Auxier was trans-
ported to Cabell Huntington Hospital
and Forrest Bentley, 23, also of
Auxier, was admitted at Highlands in
stable condition, Rubado said,

A U K. spokesman did not know
Gallivan’s condition Tuesday eve-
ning and a Cabell Huntington spokes-

man did not know Bentley’s condi-
tion.

Theaccidenthappened atapproxi-
mately 7 a.m. after the two cars ap-
parently hit a patch of ice on the
roadway and collided. Further de-
tails of the accident were not avail-
able. The mishap is under investiga-
tion by Kentucky State Police trooper
Danny Jarrell.

In a separate accident at virtually
the same location and same time, a
truck driven by Ken Gullett of
Paintsville spunover anembankment
and came torestin a pile of brush and
used truck tires near the banks of the
Big Sandy River,

Gullett said he lost control of his
vehicle after it slid on the icy high-
way and skidded over the embank-
ment. Gullett was not injured in the
mishap.

State road crews arrived at the
scene after the two-car accident and
put road salt on the road to deter
further accidents.

Thanks for the memories

Pass the salt, please. Time for a plate of crow.

Four years ago we were among the skeptics, the Doubting
Thomases who were convinced that Paintsville's John Pel-
phrey made the wrong choice when he signed to play
basketball for the University of Kentucky.

Oh, we knew John could play college basketball, but we
believed he would become just another token Eastern
Kentuckian on a Wildcat squad brimming with high school All
Americans.

We got the first hint of how wrong we were during Pelphrey’s
first year at UK.

As a redshirt freshman, Pelphrey didn't don the blue and
white uniform for a single game, he didn’t score a single
point, didn't dish off a single assist and he didn't pull down a
single rebound. Yetrarely was there a newspaper account of
a U.K. game that didn't include a quote from him.

The next season he played sparingly—at point guard of all
places—and he witnessed the worst season ever for UK.,
not necessarily from the won-loss perspective, but from the
NCAA investigation that blackened college basketball's win-
ningest program.

The All-Americans deserted like rats from a sinking ship.

John Pelphrey stayed at the helm.

Saturday evening, from our vantage point high above
Rupp Arena’s hallowed floor, we watched the Wildcats
annhiliate Auburn to claim the best record in the SEC and
clinch a regular season championship that the SEC has the
gall to say they can't have.

Afterward, during an awards ceremony conducted before
23,000 adoring fans, we had more than a little trouble
choking back tears of pride as John Pelphrey stepped
forwardto claim his honor as co-Most Valuable Playerforthe
1990-91 Wildcat season.

Pelphrey and departing U.K. senior Reggie Hanson were
named All-SEC team members Monday, no small accom-
plishment when you consider that team selection comes
from the votes of league coaches.

This Wildcat teamwon't be national champions, they won't
even be SEC champions in the record books. But for U.K.
fans, Pitino’'s Bombinos may well be the most precious
jewels in a vault of rich basketball traditions.

Much of the credit for keeping the tradition alive in the face
of so much adversity goes to a red-headed kid from Eastern
Kentucky who beat the odds and humbled the critics, our-
selves included. Pelphrey is nothing less than an inspiration,
proof that it doesn't take Michael Jordan skills to succeed, to
excelonthetop levelof college athletics. Nodoubt Pelphrey's
success on the court and in the classroom will serve as a
model and encouragement for many a mountain youngster
who dreams of someday making college basketball's big
show.

Dreams come true, you know. Ask John Pelphrey.

Next year the Cats and John Pelphrey get to go for the
brassring forreal. We hope they make it allthe way. Whether
they do orthey don't, nothing can dilute what John Pelphrey
and company accomplished during the 1990-91 basketball
season. Not even an asterisk in league record books.

At senior night next year, there'll be few dry eyes among
Wildcat fans when U.K. bids farewell to John Pelphrey,
Deron Feldhaus, Ritchie Farmer and Sean Woods—the
core of the teamthat preservedthe house that Rupp built and
assured Pitino’s remodeling project a solid foundation.

Thanks for the memories.

And thanks for proving us wrong.

I would like to take this opportu-
nity to share information with par-
ents of mentally handicapped chil-
dren. If you have achild that attends
the Auxier Greenhouse program and
your child has joined the Adult Reha-
bilitation Program, you should be
aware of the hazards involved. Your
child could be influenced and per-
suaded to go somewhere else to live
with other families that receive sev-
eral hundred dollars a month to care
for your child. The point being that
you will have little or no say in the
matter.

Our daughter is 34 years old but
has the capabilities of an 11 or 12-
year-old. In our opinion she is not
capable of making adult decisions.

This is what happened to us. On
Monday, January 25, our daughter
was to return from the greenhouse at
3:30 p.m,; butinstead, one of the high
ranking officials in the ADH pro-
gram brought our daughter home
early, Being that we had business in
Prestonsburg, we did notreturn home
until 3:45 p.m. Since we were away
from home, this lady proceeded to
remove our daughter’s personal be-
longings from our home without our
knowledge. She was gone when we
returned, but ourdaughter was home.

Our daughter did not mention that
she was brought home by one of the
workers instead of the usual trans-
portation, We did not realize that
anything was different, and so our
daughter returned to the Greenhouse
Tuesday, January 26.

On this day around 10 a.m,, we
received a phone call from the ADH
program informing us that they were
taking our daughter and keeping her
and that there wasn’t anything we
could do about it. We have tried to
file papers against this woman, but
because she is an ADH worker
through the state, we can not seem (o
be able to do anything.

It seems that this ADH program
has more control over our daughter’s
life than her parents. We love our
daughter very much and want every-
one toknow that she has a good home
and is treated very well with no kind
of abuse — mentally, physically or
sexually, Why these people want to
destroy a family of three — mother,
father, and child — we do not under-
stand. It was our understanding that
we were legal guardians over our
daughter, but it seems if you do not
file papers for guardianship, then you
arenotalegal guardian, evenif you're
the child’s parents.

If anyone has children in any of
these programs, please beware. There
is a possibility that you could lose
your child.

Tax preparation for
Job Corps students

Gelting started as a tax paying
citizen isnevereasy, but thanksto the
teamwork of a corporation and anon-
profit organization, that process will
be less taxing for up to 40,000 Job
Corps students across the country,
including those who attend the Job
Corps Center here.

H & R Block, the Kansas City-
based tax preparation giant, and Joint
Action in Community Service
(JACS), a nationwide volunteer pro-
gram, have joined forces to see that
certificates for free tax preparation
are distributed to completers of the
Department of Labor’s Job Corps
program. The certificates allow the
former students to have their 1ax re-
turn prepared free of charge the first
year after they leave Job Corps.

Peter Rell, national director of Job
Corps, Harvey Wise, executive vice
president of JACS, and Thomas
Bloch, president and chief executive
officer of H & R Block, met in Kan-
sas City recently to formally kick off
the expansion, Joining the officials
were two students from the Excelsior

The organization was begun in 1967
to provide localized, volunteer sup-
port for the students when they return
from Job Corps. JACS currently has
nearly 5,000 volunteers throughout
all 50 states, Puerto Rico and the
Virgin Islands.

“Our volunteers are always look-
ing for ways to help the former stu-
dents find success as self-supporting,
tax-paying citizens,” said Harvey
Wise, executive vice president of
JACS. “Corporate support such as
that received from H & R Block is an
extremely helpful part of that proc-
ess.”

Job Corps is a program of the
Department of Labor designed to
provide academic and vocational
training to the thousands of students
who drop out of high school annu-
ally, The program can accommodate
approximately 41,000 students at 107
centers nationwide.

Employees
were trained in CPR and first aid.

Recognizing depression
Most of us at one time or another
in our lives have experienced depres-
sion. Usually the feeling of being low
or blue lasts only a brief amount of
time and, most often, these feelings
are in response 1o events we clearly
recognize as having caused them.

These events are generally related
to a loss or disappointments of one
kind or another — the death of some-
one we cared about, the loss of a job,
or the breakup of a relationship. Its
normal to feel depressed or discour-
aged about these kinds of things. But,
while most of us, after a ime, pick
ourselves up, dust ourselves off and
go on with our lives, for some, the
feelings of depression just don't lift
and feelings of helplessness and
hopelessness set in.

When should we become con-
cerned that we or someone we care
about is seriously depressed and in

need of heip? Mental Health profes-
sionals diagnose clinical depression
when a person has experienced a
depressed mood or a loss of interest
or pleasure in things for at least two
weeks or longer. We also look for
disturbances in a person’s usual sleep
pattern and for disturbances in appe-
tite especially when a significant
amount of weight is lost unintention-
ally.

Persistent thoughts. about commit-
ting suicide are an especially impor-
tant symptom which should never be
ignored,

For those afflicted with
agoraphobia, leaving one's home 15
cause for fear. And the further away
from home you are, the more afraid
you are, A woman may notice the
onset of initial agoraphobia by a
sudden panic attack in a public place.
Agoraphobic panic attacks may then
increase in frequency gradually leav-
ing you stuck at home, unable togoto
the market, to shop, to literally do
anything ouiside your home without
fear,

Agoraphobia is dclined as an

abnormal fear of being in open or
public places. A phobic (fear based)
behavior, agoraphobia is most often
suffered by women. However, it can
strike males who then suffer from the
same general panic reactions.,

Medicare controls affect cardiac program

As Congress wrangled through the
final days of its budget debate last
fall, it made a decision that could
have harmful implications for the
elderly and disabled who depend on
Medicare for their health care needs:
it decided that, beginning in 1992,
Medicare no longer will pay for
physicianstointerpretroutine electro-
cardiograms (EKGs).

Accurate interpretation of an EKG,
which is used to detect abnormalities
in your heart, literally can mean the
difference between life and death if
you have a heart problem.

An EKG measures your heart's
electrical activity, which controls its
beating. By interpreting the results of
an EKG, trained physicians are able
to detect potentially life-threatening
conditions and promptly start treat-
ment.

“Physicians who mange your care
often perform and interpret EKGs, or
may send the resultstoa specialist for
interpretation,” says Milford C,
Maloney, MD, president of the
American Society of Internal Medi-
cine. “Those patients with heart prob-
lems may need EKGsdone frequently
to monitor those problems,”

Millions of patients have had their
cardiac abnormalities detected and
treated because their physicians were
trained tointerpret electrocardiogram
results carefully and quickly, says
Dr. Maloney, an internist who sub-
specializes in cardiology in Buffalo,
N.Y.

About 59 percent of men and 48
percent of women with heart disease

have abnormal EKGs. Furthermore,
35 percent of all people over age 65
exhibit a major EKG abnormality,
with or without a history of cardio-
vascular disease.

But as valuable as EKGs can be
for patients, the test itself can’t tell
you whether you have a heart prob-
lem. To know that, physicians must
carefully interpretthe “tracings™ from
the test and diagnose the problem
based on their own skill and experi-
ence.

“The health of these patients liter-

ally depends on accurate interpreta-
tion of the EKG by a skilled physi-
cian,” Dr. Maloney says.

Despite the proven medical value
of interpreting EKGs, Congress ap-
parently has decided that EKG inter-
pretation has little or no value for

patients and therefore, Medicare
won’t pay for it.

But research done by Harvard
University — and sponsored by the
federal government— concluded that
EKG interpretation indeed does have
a value, and the millions of patients
whose heart problems were detected
because their physicians carefully
interpreted their EKGs certainly
would agree.

According to ASIM, physicians
don't object to receiving less for the
service if Medicare currently is pay-
ing too much for it, butit’s not fair to
pay nothing for it and expect doctors
to provide itanyway. It’s one thing to
say that Medicare currently is paying
too much for EKG interpretation; it’s
another to say physicians should do it
for free, the society contends.

If this ban on payment for EKG
interpretation is allowed to take ef-
fect, physicians still will continue to
do everything they can to make sure
their patients have access to EKG
interpretation. But many primary care

physicians may conclude they just
can’t afford to provide the service in
their office for free, Dr. Maloney
says.

In that case, some physicians who
used 1o provide the service will have
to refer their patients to another doc-
tor to get it done—if they can find a
doctor who is qualified and will do
the interpretation, This will, of course,
inconvenience patients, many of
whom are elderly and have difficulty
traveling to another doctor’s office.

In addition, some patients might
have towaita few daysoreven weeks
to consult with a specialist instead of
having a problem diagnosed by their
regular physician at the same time as
their regular office visit. This is not
only inconvenient for patients, it's
potentially dangerous to their health.

The problem could be particularly
severe in rural areas, where there
already are oo few physicians quali-
fied o interpret EKGs, If this provi-
sion forces those who are left to do
the interpretation for free, people in
some rural regions might have a hard
time finding any doctor who can af-
ford to interpret their heart test,

If you’re concerned about this
issue, write to congressional repre-
sentatives in Washington and let them
know how you feel.

Ky. unemployment rates reach
highest point in eleven months

January typically means fewer jobs
in Kentucky, but this January the
national recession was an added fac-
tor as the state’s unemployment rate
rose to its highest level in almost a
year.

The end of seasonal construction
and sales jobs combined with short-
and long-term layoffs affected by the
national economy o force Kentucky's
rate 1o 7.2 percent. That was above
both December’s revised 5.5 percent
and last January's 6.5 percent, and
matched the 1990 high recorded last
February, according to the Cabinet
for Human Resources monthly labor
trends report.

The U.S. rate also leapt from
December’s 5.9 percent to 7.0 per-
cent in January. Comparable state
and national rates are not seasonally
adjusted.

Ed Blackwell, the cabinet’s chief
labor market analyst, said the na-
tional recession, slow to affect Ken-
tucky, hit the state at the worst pos-
sible time.

*“That’s because in January Christ-
mas jobs are ending and weather-
related work is at a lull,” Blackwell
said, “Historically, those two factors

cause our unemployment rates to rise
from December to January and Feb-
ruary.
“ThisJanuary also was marked by
some temporary and permanent lay-
offs which, added to the seasonal
losses, caused employment to fall
61,100.”

Trade dropped 10,400 jobs.
“Departmentandapparel stores, auto-
mobile dealers and restaurants cut
back after the holidays,” Blackwell
said.

Manufacturing (-3,600) felt the
brunt of national recession, especially
inindustrial and electrical machinery
and transportation equipment.

“Half the losses in manufacturing
were caused by a one-week shut-
down at Ford Motor Co. in Louis-
ville,” Blackwell said. “Overall, fac-
tories were slow going back to work
following seasonal closings.

“During recessionspeople tighten
the reins on spending. Trade and
manufacturing usually feel spending
cutbacks before services, because
people buy fewer ‘luxury’ items, such
as clothes and cars and eat out less.”

of normal reductions during the
winter.

A 2,300 drop in education caused
thegovernmentcategory to fall, “Staff
who don’t work during semester
breaks, such as college students and
hourly workers, aren’t considered
employed during that time,” Black-
well said.

Services also posted a slump with
1,600 fewer jobs in hotels and lodg-
ing places, amusement and recrea-
tion, and business and educational
services.

Manufacturing and trade cuts hurt
the transportation, communications
and utilities sector, which sunk 1,700.

Contrary to other sectors, agricul-
ture rose 400 jobs, probably because
farmers were taking advantage of the
unsually mild January temperatures
to get the ground and equipmentready
for spring planting, Blackwell said.

The category that includes self-
employed people, domestic employ-
ees and people working in family
businesses fell by 7,500 workers.

The U.S. Department of Labor’s
estimate of Kentuckians working,
based on census surveys, showed
1,601,900 people with jobs in Janu-
ary, down 61,100 from December’s
1,663,000, and 19,700 below Janu-
ary 1990’s, 1,621,600,

The federal estimate of unem-
ployed Kentuckians was 124,300 in
January, up 27,900 from December
(96,400) and 12,400 more than in
January 1990 (111,900).

Kentucky’s civilian labor force
estimate for January was 1,726,200,
a loss of 33,200 from December’s
1,759,400 and 7,300 less than the
January 1990 figure of 1,733,500.
The civilian labor force includes non-
military workers and unemployed
Kentuckians who actively are seek-
ing work, It does not include the
unemployed who have not looked for
a job in four weeks.

Unemploymentstatistics are based
on estimates and are compiled to
measure employment trends rather
than to actually count people work-

Murphy said that in the first year
of girls’ basketball most people
looked upon itasanovelty that would
not last. Fans felt thai the only reason
for girls’ basketball was because the
law required it. “It never did reach the
level of boys’ basketball. The only
ones who came out were the parents
of the girls that played.”

Murphy tells about the biggest
changes in the sport since it began.
“They now pay the girls’ coaches,”
she said,

Allen Central had no gym when
the new school opened in 1973. When
the basketball program started, find-
ing aplace 10 practice was a problem.

“We would practice at Garrett and
play our gamesat Maytown,” Murphy
explained.

The former Lady Reb mentor sees
a good future for girls’ basketball,
especially since television has started
covering some games. “With the
coverage of the girls® college game
and now the formation of the new
women’s professional league, I think
it will help the image of women’s
basketball. In the pro league they
have lowered the baskets to where
the girls that play can dunk the ball.

“I think in the next few years the
women’s programs will gain in pcpu-
larity,” said Murphy. “I believe the
coverage that is given now will filter
down Lo the high school level.”

Murphy pushes aside the reason-
ing that girls’ basketball isn’t played
on the same level as men. “Good
basketball is good basketball and it
doesn’t matter who plays it.”

Murphy seemed to have mixed

emotions about the menand women's
programs being scheduled at difier-
ent times.

“With the girls playing the same
time the men play, it allows more
people 1o see them play,” she re-
marked. Murphy favors keeping the

scheduling format they presently have
in the county.

Some of the changes she would
like to see incorporated into the girls’
game is the lowering of baskels.
“Right now the girls can’t dunk the
ball or score a layup offa finger roll.”

Murphy says that the newspaper
coverage of girls’ games in the county
has helped the program a lot. She
feels that radio stations should give
more coverage during the regular
season.

Some of the players Murphy re-
calls are Kim Hall, who she said
really knew the game; Kim Shep-
herd, who was an All-Stater at the
school; and Belinda Click and Tammy
Martin were on the former coach’s
list. “There were so many,” she said.
“They all worked hard and got little
recognition,”

Why did she take the job? “They
asked me to. There wasn't anyone
clse on the staff willing to do it. 1 did
not hesitate. I played basketball and I
grew up following the Kentucky
Wildcats. I had two brothers who
played basketball and I played some
intramural basketball in college.”

Murphy said there were no disci-
pline problems on her earlier teams.

CAP donates vehicle to Senior
Citizen’s home delivery program

For the past two years, Zella
Collins has driven her personal ve-
hicle 1o deliver approximately 40
meals each day to the elderly and
shut-in within a 55 mile radius, but
thanks to the generosity of the Chris-
tian Appalachian Project, this wear
and tearon Ms, Collin’s car will soon
end.

Christian Appalachian Project do-
nateda 1981 Dodge St. Regent 1o the
Prestonsburg Senior Citizens Center,
which oversees operation of the Home
Delivery program.

“The vehicle will also be used (o
transport individuals to the doctor o1
whateveragency they needtogotoin
case the bus is down,” said Evans.
*“However, the car can notbe used for
personal use,” Evans said, so the
center will keep it garaged when it's
not in use.

Evans said that Collins is a dedi-
cated individual and would have

continued using her car. “Delivering
meals 1s a hard job. She only has a
two hour time limit, but she tries todo
something with each individual —
opening mail or reading to them.
Sometimes, she finds people who are
very ill and will call the center, re-
questing help for them.”

So Evans began searching for a
car to help Ms. Collins on her rounds.
She contacted several politicians, car
dealers, and local agencies. They all
turned her down.

“I even tried to find one we could
afford to be used for the home deliv-
ered meals program,” said Evans,
who explained it was impossible to
find a decent car on the little amount
of money the center has.

“If it wasn't for the generosity of
donors, we couldn’t operate,” she
explained.

When Donna Turner, manager of
the elderly program at Christian
Appalachian Project, heard of the
dilemma, she went 1o work and with

the help of Mike Saunders, senior
director of operations, located a car
that the Senior Citizens program could
use.
“The CAP program has helped us
alot,” Evans said. She explained that
there was plenty of room in the car's
trunk and the back seat, which has
been specially prepared to provide
protection fromespillage, to stack it
full of the necessary containers
needed for the home delivery pro-
gram,

“The meals mustbe stored in large
containers which will keep the food
at the proper temperature,” she em-
phasized. Food temperatures are taken
before meals are delivered and at the
last delivery to see if the containers
are keeping the food at the right
temperatures.

Meals are catered from High-
lands Regional Medical Center to the
Senior Citizens program. Volunteers
at the center, then package the food
and prepare it for transportation.

Each week we publish a cartoon
based on an old-Lime cure or Supersti-
tion sent to us by one of our readers.
From time to time, some of these
drawings pertain to the idea that the
familiar milkweed plant has medical
properties.
Forexample, onereader suggested
that the juice (the milk) from the
plant is good for athlete’s foot.

Now, as has been stated many
times before in this column, we do
not present these old cures and super-
stitions as fact. Instead, we merely
approach them as curiosilies — as
interesting ways that people once
cured various and sundry afflictions

in the days before good roads and
hospitals. In no way do we recom-
mend their use.

Not so, however, of Jefferson
County native Irvin Dickerson. In a
lengthy story that ran‘a while back in
the Courier-Journal, this 66-year-old
custodian on disability leave from
the University of Louisville, main-
tains that a tonic that his mother came
up with via a vision, with milkweed
(also known as prickly lettuce) as the
primary ingredienl, can cure cancer.

Dickersons’ interest in this tonic
isapparently not justa passing fancy,
cither. He's serious about it. Accord-
ing to the article, he’s been distribut-
ing his home-made cure since 1958.

“He has given his tonic free to
anyoné who was ailing and willing to

accept it, sent samples to hospitals in
48 states, and written doctors, cancer
centersand former President Richard
Nixon asking that the tonic be stud-
ied,” the story stated.

Even a $300 fine after a Jefferson
Criminal Court convicted him of
practicing medicine withoutalicense
has not swayed him from his convic-
tions.

“Each year,” the article states,”
from about April through July, he
picks prickly lettuce wherever he
finds it growing—in rural areas, in
sidewalk cracks, in vacant lots,”

Among the most widely used and
often abused materials in a garden
are the soil conditioners. These or-
ganic materials are always available
and often at no cost

If properly used, they can change
your soil from unproductive con-
crete—like dirt to rich productive
garden soil. Unfortunately, many
long-time gardeners, and most new
gardeners, burn or give to the trash
collectors large amounts of wonder-
ful soil conditioners. We should
remember that all nature operates on
a cycle and realize that all waste,
grass clippings, vegetable wastes,
corn cobs, etc., should be returned to
the soil to help put back some of the
nutrients removed by growing plants.
Before you throw anything out that
once grew, stop and think a moment.
There just may be a better place for it
than the over-filled city dump.

ticles on mulches and the benefits of
such, but I wonder if I have left out
the most important one. The rewards
of mulch are bigger and better plants
and less work for you. Mulch does a
multi-pronged job around the gar-
den.

First on the list of jobs that mulch
accomplishes is it stabilizes the soil
temperature. With mulch on the
ground around your plants, the soil
temperature remainsrelatively stable,
thus encouraging root growth and
healthier plants. In the summer, mulch
keeps the soil cool and moist, allow-
ing maximum growth, In the winter
months, it will maintain a cold tem-
perature throughout, preventing al-
ternate freezing and thawing which
results in damaging or killing them.

Mulches, properly applied, play
an important role in conserving the
moisture level of the soil. Water,
evaporated by the hot sun and tem-
peratures, is considerably slower (o
stay on mulched areas. Water that is
added by rainfall soaks in better
because the soil has been kept in
good condition, making it extremely
receptive to irrigation. Be careful that

the mulch is not packed. Grass clip-
pings and peat moss tend to form a
barrier to water if it is dry or packed
to tightly.

Mulching, aseveryone knows, can
almost eliminate weeding the garden
or flower beds. Just about all weeds
are defeated before they start because
they cannot push through the thick-
ness of the mulch. These killed weed
sprouts add humas to your soil, there-
fore enriching your ground. An occa-
sional weed will come through, butit
is quickly and easily pulled up and
added to the mulch.

With mulching you will find your
soilis better, your plants grow, bloom,
and bear better, and fewer roots are
damaged by cultivation. You have
less work. Your garden area will look
better. What excess wastes you have
above and beyond your mulch, can
be composted. At the end of your
gardening season, the mulch can and
should be worked into the soil —
adding more organic material to the
soil, and improving ifs condition. If
plants are in anyway diseased, it is
better to destroy the old mulch,
