Floyd County Board of Education

Pair pleads guilty to 
bus-shooting charge

Two men entered guilty pleas to 
wanton endangerment charges Tues­
day in Floyd County Circuit Court 
for an October 1989 shoo1 : 0 in.::i­
dent involving a Pike County school 
bus. 

Paul ClarkCombsand Scott Burke 
pleaded guilty to the charges but, 
charges are still pending against 
Randy Prater, who was indicted with 
Combs and Burke. 

The incident occurred October i 3, 
1989 when a bus carrying 19 mem­
bers of the Belfry High School foot­
ball team was returning from a game 
in Lexington. Coaches aboard the 
bus reported hearing brealcing glass 
and discovered someone was firing 
shots at the bus. 

Kentucky State Police reports said 
a red pickup truck with one headlight 
out pulled from behind the bus and 
fired shots at the vehicle. Police de­
termined the shots were fired from a 
high powered air rifle. 

Combs, Burke and Prater were 
arrested after an investigation by the 
KSP and the Prestonsburg Police 
Department. 

Combs and Burke were given a 
one-year jail sentence in the county 
jail after entering pleas Tuesday, 
according to David Woods with the 
Floyd County Commonwealth 
Attorney's office. 

The two men entered their pleas 
one day before their trial was sched­
uled to begin in Floyd County CircUit 
Court. 

In a court action Monday, a Goble 
Roberts man was found guilty of 
cultivating marijuana after a jury trial. 

Idea session gets plans 
for.

Pat Moore was found guilty on the 
cultivation charge and the jury voted 
to fine him rather than sentence him 
to jail, according to Assistant Com­
monwealth Attorney Jon Johnson. 
Thejurylevieda$3,000fine.Johnson 
said the case involved over 15 mari­
juana plants. 

A Friday afternoon meeting to 
"brainstorm" for ideas to be used in 
designing a new multi-story facility 
to house the Kentucky Opry was 
successful, according to the architect 
designing the structure. 

Randall Burchett, of Randall 
Burchett and Associates Architects, 
said approximately 15 people gath­
ered to give input toward building 
design. 

"The main thing we wanted to talk

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta 
agreed that the meeting was produc­
tive, saying, "We did very well for a 
ftrst meeting. Billie Jean Osborne 
brought several music teachers with 
her and their input went a long way." 

While no specific measures for 
the building were agreed upon, 
Burchett said he felt he would be able 
to begin preliminary sketch work on 
the building. 

"This building, by its nature, must 
be more than one building in one," 
said Burchett. "We need to design it 
so that rooms could possibly be di­
vided to allow several groups, such 
as bands and choirs, to practice at the 
same time. Also, there will probably 
be a separate entrance for Kentucky 
Opry performances and the educa­
tion facilities. We are really just 
beginning on this, but the meeting 
was a really good first step." 

Burchell said that preliminary 
sketches and schematics could be 
ready for review and revision "in a 
couple of weeks." 

In another case, Clifford Jarrell 
entered a guilty plea Friday to second 
degree assault charges. Jarrell was 
indicted in September 1989 for as­
saulting Jack Clark Hyden. Jarrell 
received a four-year sentence that is 
to be probated in exchange for resti­
tution on Hyden's medical bills. 

Another case was dismissed last 
week when a key witness for the 
commonwealth could not be located. 

Theft by unlawful taking charges 
against Mary Ann Williamson, Hil­
ton Newman, Billy Williamson and 
John Slone were dismissed Thursday 
after the key witness could not be 
located, Johnson said. The case in­
volved the alleged theft of coin 
changers out of Pepsi machines.

Back from the war

"All I want to do is go home, get 
some rest and enjoy some peace," 
said Eddie Watkins of Middle Creek, 
one of Floyd County's first soldiers 
to return from active duty in the Per­
sian GulfWar. 

"The first thing I want to tell people 
is that I am not a .50 caliber machine 
gunner," joked Watkins as he hugged 
his mother, "I am a Dragon gunner." 

Watkins was featured in Stars and 
Stripes when he was the northern 
most soldier in Saudi Arabia. The 
writer referred to Watkins as a .50 
caliber machine gunner, a point Eddie 
is quick to clarify. A Dragon gunner 
operates a wire guided projectile, 

normal! y used to disable and destroy 
tanks and other heavy artillery. 

Watkins returned to Fort Campbell 
with 900othermembers ofthe lOlst 
Airborne, 2nd Brigade last Saturday, 
March 9, and returned to his home in 
Floyd County Tuesday afternoon. 

He was greeted by signs, hugs and 
handshakes. 

"Aftermonthsofsand, worms and 
bad food, it is good to be home," said 
Watkins. "When we got to Bangor, 
Maine it took us about 45 minutes to 
getthrough theairportterminal there. 
There weren't any military families 
there, it was just people wanting to 
shake hands and stuff like that. We 
went from walking in a big bunch to

Murder charged : 

Floyd man 
dead, Pike 
man jailed 

A Pike County man has been 
lodged in the Floyd County Jail fol­
lowing the weekend shooting of a 
Floyd County man at his home at 
Price. 

According to state police reports, 
Ralph G. "Jerry" Newsome, 26, of 
Virgie was charged with murder in 
connection with the Saturday morn­
ing shooung death of Gregory Dean 
Perry. 

Police said Newsome allegedly 
shot Perry once in the forehead with 
a .357 caliber handgun shortly after 
10 a.m. Saturday. Perry was found 
lying near the road in front of his 
home. 

Newsome allegedly shot Perry 
after an argument about a construc­
tion job the men had worked on. The 
murder weapon was found, in a car­
rying case, in a pickup truck owned 
by Newsome. Newsome reportedly 
remained at the Perry home until 
police arrived. 

Perry was pronounced dead at the 
scene by Floyd County Deputy Coro­
ner Glen Frasure. 

Newsome was charged with mur­
der and lodged in the Floyd County 
Jail. No bond had been set for 
Newsome as of press time Tuesday.

ladies Monday who rely of this serv­
ice, it becomes obvious how valuable 
it is to their lives.

She calls 
me before she comes over to get my 
grocery list; she picks up my mail; 
she realizes when I'm out of my 
medicine; she goes to the drug store 
and she'll cook me something to eat 
if I'm not able. 

"She has personality plus she's 
kind, loving, courteous and has a 
strong desire to be helpful," Mary 
continued. "She makes it possible for 
me to stay in my home. If I didn't 
have her help I don't know what I'd 

do. She means everything to me."

a single line, there were just so many 
people there to greet us. All of the 
support that everyone has shown 
really meant a lotto us over there." 

When asked how he and others 
felt when they first heard that Iraq 
had agreed to pull out of Kuwait, 
Watkins said he and his fellow sol­
diers were both "happy and frus­
trated." 

"We were happy that it was over, 
that no one had to die," said Watkins, 
"but, we were also frustrated because 
we had been there for so long and we 
didn't really get to show what we 
could do. When you spend three years 
training for your job, and there has to 
be a war for you to do your job, you 
want to do your job. I guess we got 
mad that the Iraqi's gave up so quick, 
but a lot of their soldiers were stu­
dents and others that just got drafted 
so they weren't very motivated. They 
just wanted to give up." 

Watkins and company spent much 
of their seven months in Saudi Ara­
bia near the King Fahd Airport, 
"somewhere in the middle of the 
desert, about two hours from Dhah­
ran." 

Watkins mother, Dorenda, had 
only three words to say regarding the 
return of her son.

allow city employees to "donate" sick 
leave days to a "bank" for other city 
employees.

Goebel said that city employee For­
est Bentley and his wife Janie were 
recently involved in a serious auto 
accident which might require more 
time off than Bentley had accumu­
lated.

Case manager Dye and program 
director Greg Hamlin arc welcomed 
sights in Mary and Tiny's homes. 
They view the pair as guests they 
know will do what they can to get 
them the assistance they need and as 
friends. 

Dye talked to both women Mon­
day about the Guardian Angel pro­
gram offered by Big Sandy ADD. 

Guardian Angel is a term to de­
scribe an electronic monitoring de­
vice the patient wears to alert a desig. 
nated person something could be 
seriously wrong with the patient. The 
device has a bunon the patient can 
push if they arc in need of immediate 
attention. When it rings in, it will 
signal that something is wrong at that 
address and help will be dispatched 
to the scene. Both women tell Dye 
they arc interested in the program. 

Homecarc provided through Big 
Sandy ADD offers a host of services 
to persons over 60 who could have to 
be placed in a nursing home because 
of functional limitations or lack of 
adequate support in the home. 

In order to qualify for the service, 
applicantc; must flfst be assessed to 
sec what care is needed and a case 
manager is assigned to the case. 

To qualify, a person must be at 
least 60 years old; be at risk of being 
placed in a nursing home; or be 
someone in a nursing home who could 
return home if assistance was avail­
able. 

The program is funded by a com­
bination of federal, state and local 

money. A fee for thescrvicecould be 
charged depending on that person's ..-------------------------, 
income. Most people who receive 
homccarc are not billed, but many do 
make voluntary donations. 

The program also offers respite 
care, which means someone can be 
sent to the home, after normal work­
ing hours, to care for the person when 
the usual companion needs to be away 

from the home. Other services in­
clude: doing yard work, heavy house­
work or home repairs; escorting pa­
tients to a doctor's office or other 
necessary appointments; home de­
livered meals; and helping with laun­
dry, shopping, cooking and types of 
personal care. 

"This is an excellent program that 
a lot of people don't know exists," 
said Hamlin. "We have 150 appli­
cants in Floyd County waiting to be 
assessed. Our program is also in Pike, 
Martin, Johnson and Magoffin coun­
ties." 

Hamlin said the program works in 
conjunction with local home health 
agencies and health departments that 
have home assistance programs. 
When a patient's needs change, other 
home care agencies arc contacted to 
sec if additional or alternate care can 
be given. Admittance to a nursing 
home is a "last resort," Hamlin said. 

The program is interested to hear 
from individuals who would be will· 
ing to volunteer or contract services 
ranging from lawn care to home re­
pairs to respite services.

Some say that as one nation, we 
should have laws that are as uniform 
as possible, enacted by the federal 
government Others say that deci­
sions should be made at the lowest 
level that includes the entire class of 
affected parties or that (with the 
possible exception of national secu­
rity) all decisions should be made at 
the local level. 

This issue is not just about con­
trol, but about responsibility, ~d 
about giving people who have to bve 
with the consequences of decisions a 
meaningful voice in those decisions. 
It is also about assuring sufficient 
technical support for decisions (for 
example, environmental decisions), 
without substituting decisions of 
technicians for public value judg­
ments. Since 1980, the federal 
government's emphasis has been on 
pushing more decisions from the 
federal level to the state level and 
down to the local level. This has not 
always been the case. For exampl~, 
the seventies was a decade of envi­
ronmental decision making at the 
federal level. Policy makers argued 
persuasively that federal minimum 
standards were necessary to ensure a 
"level playing field" for industries 
competing with products manufac­
tured in other states and to prevent 
states from "racing to the bouom" by 
competing to outdo each other with 
lenient environmental regulations in 
an effort to decrease operating ex­
penses and attract industry. There is 
now broad acceptance of the need for 
national (or indeed, international) 
minimum standards to prevent envi­
ronmental degradation for the sake of 
short term economic development

concluded that people, getting to­
gether in their communities, have the 
best chance of reading decisions in a 
way that will truly serve the public

coal severance tax. In the issue of 
school reform, more decision mak­
ing has been assigned to the local 
level, although a degree of control is 
retained by the state, particularly the 
power to intervene in those districts 
that fail to meet the new standards for 
performance over the next few years.

Technical training to 
improve UPS services 

With the assistance of the 
Workforce Development Cabinet, 
United Parcel Services (UPS) of 
Kentucky, has begun training over 
one thousand of its employees state­
wide to use the Delivery Information 
Acquisition Device (DIAD). DIAD 
is a state-of-the-art, handheld unit 
that replaces the UPS driver's clip­
board and delivery records. 

The DIAD system will enhance 
the tracing and tracking services UPS 
provides to customers, allowing the 
driver to more accurately and effi­
ciently record needed information 
while making deliveries. 

The Workforce Development 
Cabinet's Department of Adult and 
Technical Education coordinated the 
statewide training project. The Cabi­
net provides employee training serv­
ices as an incentive to retain and 
attract business and industry and 
upgrade workforce skills to be com­
petitive with the global marketplace. 
Coordinating/monitoring services 
may involve assisting a company in 
determining training needs, curricu­
lum design, funding resources, and 

locating training facilities, equipment 
and instructors. 

Gary Wcrcnskjold, Commissioner 
of Adult and Technical Education, 
states, "The DIAD training is being 
conducted at 19 different UPS oper­
ating facilities throughout the state 
and will involve all package drivers 
and the majority of full-time man­
agement workforce." The number of 
trainees includes 854 package deliv­
ery drivers, 95 staff managers and 85 
operational managers. They will 
receive up to 32 hours of classroom 
trJining. 

The DIAD is designed to perform 
automatically many tasks that the 
driver now docs manually. "It will 
virtually make delivery a paperless 
process," states Commissioner Wer­
enskjold. 

The statewide training project was 
coordinated through the Kentucky 
Tech Region 6 office and is funded 
through a cooperative effort between 
the Workforce Development Cabi­
net, the Bluegrass State Skills Coun­
cil, and UPS.

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Solid waste bill touches variety of issues 
From folks who throw U1cir gar­

bage over the hill to school children 
toscriou-: recyclers, Kentucky's new 
solid waste management law affects 
virtually all citi7.ens of the common­
wealth. 

Many legislators and others have 
criticized Senate Bill 2 for falling 
short of a total solution, but the 161-
page bill, passed in the General 
Assembly 'sspccial session, addresses 
- or begins to address- the state's 
massive garbage prohlem. 

Across the state, local officials 
should be scurrying to plan for their 
role in the legislation, which becomes 
effective in mid-May- 90 days af­
ter its February 21 pa~sage date. 

The bill requires much of local 
governments, particularly those that 
have dragged their feet on solid waste 
1ssues. Cities and counties must de­
clare themselves as solid waste 
management districL'> or align with 
their neighbors as such districts and 
come up with a five-year plan for 
managing their citi1.ens' wastes. 

The district, according 10 the bill, 
can consist of several counties or a 
city-county or an individual city or 
county. Whatever the configuration, 
the districLc; must devise their plan by 
June I or risk having it done for them 
by the Cabinet for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection. 

Though some may approach it 
kicking and screaming, the solid waste 
management plan forces local gov­
emmenL~ to take responsibility for 
wastes generated by their citizens 
and to examine their disposal needs 
well into the 21st century. 

In the plan, local officials must 
idcnti fy the solid waste problems and 
come up with solutions designed to 
reduce the generation of wa~te by 25 
percent and to deal safely with what's 
left. To keep them on track, the bill 
also requires revising of the plans 
every five years. 

The Cabinet, in tum, is charged 
with devising an overall plan of waste 
management for the state that incor­
porates the district plans. 

The bill also requires local clean 
up of illegal garbage dumps within 
one year and regular monitoring to 
keep them from reappearing. In tum, 
state money is made available to 
match clean up efforts. 

Though a Cabinet proposal to 

mandate door-to-door garbage col­
lection was dropped from the bill, 
counties arc required to provide a 
formal garbage disposal option of 
some kind to their citizens by 1994. 
Monetary assistance will be avail­
able from the state through grants, 
loans and bonds. 

Also required is the formation of 
local advisory committees made up 
of residents and representatives of 
business and industry. 

Besides their responsibilities, dis­
tricts have the right, under the bill, to 
react to applications for construction 
and expansion of local landfills prior 
to the Cabinet's approval. The Cabi­
net can still override a district's reac­
tion, in line with its state plan, but the 
district is allowed legal recourse. 

Also in response to local concerns, 
the bill authorizes the Cabinet to hire 
on-site inspectors to make sure that 
landfills are operated according 10 
regulations. 

Throughout the planning and 
landfill-permitting processes, local 
governments, the Cabinet and appli-

cants are rcqutrc<J by the bill to give 
adequate public notice of their inten­
tions and to arrange for public hear­
ings. 

To meet the goal of reducing the 
amount of waste generated, the bill 
provides a number of incentives to 
local governments and individuals to 
recycle and to usc recycled materials. 

Important to this effort is the crea­
tion of the Kentucky Recycling Bro­
kerage Authority, effective July 1 
and composed of representatives from 
state and local government, the waste 
industry, legislators and environ­
mental groups. The authority's charge 
is to explore markets for recycled 
goods and assist districts in promot­
ing recycling. 

Edueationofthepublicaboutsolid 
waste and recycling is a prime com­
ponent of the bill. Instructed by the 
bill 10 establish an education pro­
gram are the Department of Educa­
tion, Kentucky Environmental Coun­
cil and the Natural Resources Cabi­
net. The DOE will concentrate on 
programs for school children. 

Recycling by all state agencies is 
also mandated, as is their use of re­
cycled goods whenever possible. 
Even companies doing contract work 
with the state are required to use 
recycled materials as much as pos­
sible. 

The bill docs not significantly 
change the waste industry's role since 
administrative regulations adopted 
last year arc widely regarded as ex­
tensive. The Cabinet remains the 
overseer of landfill operation, con­
struction and expansion . 

Operators and shareholders in 
private landfills will now, however, 
have to undergo more stringent back­
ground checks to make sure they have 
not previously violated environ­
mental regulations either in Kentucky 
or elsewhere. 

To stem out-of-area garbage as 
much as possible, existing landfills, 
under the new legislation, cannot 
accept more than five percent more 
waste than they received in 1990. 
Exceptions can be made, though, for 
areas experiencing industrial growth. 

In addition, the bill contains a 
strong conflict of interest clause that 
prohibits any elected or nonelected 
government official or his/her spouse 
from engaging in the business of solid 
wastemanagementorrecycling. (One 
mayor has already resigned because 
of his recycling business.) 

Commercial haulers of trash must 
obtain a special license from the 
Transportation Cabinet. Their ve­
hicles must also have a special li­
cense and must display a placard 
saying they are for waste hauling. 

To verify the origin, weight and 
types of waste hauled, transporters 
will also have 10 keep complex rec­
ords, or manifests, of their loads from 
pick up to delivery at a landfill or 
transfer station. Copies of the mani­
fests are to be on display at the waste 
facility and submitted quarterly 10 
the Cabinet. Waste facility operators 
are instructed not to accept waste 
without the manifest. 

Exempt from this provision are 
private citizens who are not hauling 
trash for pay. 

Knowing their constituents, the 
legislators and Cabinet representa­
tives even included in the bill a sys­
tem of resolving conflicts within and 
among solid waste management dis­
tricts through the state's Department 

Spring forest fire season 
is March 1 through May 15 

March 1 marks the beginning of 
Kentucky's official spring forest fire 
season. 

Traditionally, twice as many for­
estruesoccurin Kentuckyduringthe 
spring than in the fall. "That means 
we need the help and cooperation of 
all Kentuckians to prevent this con­
tinued loss to Kentucky's forest re­
sources," said Carl Bradley, secre­
tary of the Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet. 

From March 1 through May 15 it 
is illegal to set fire to any flammable 
material capable of spreading rue, 
which is located in or wit11in 150 feet 
of any woodland or brushland except 
between 4:30p.m. and midnight. 

Air pollution regulations or local 
ordinances in some locations in the 
Commonwealth make ALL outdoor 
fires illegal. 

Last year was an unusually light 
year for forest fires. Kentucky re­
corded 22,326 acres damaged by 
1,260 fires in 1990. These fires, 
however, still caused more than $1.9 

million in damage to Limber. Losses 
to wildlife, recreation and watershed 
values also occurred as a result of 
these lues. 

"Every forc.c;t fire last year was 
caused by man and could have been 
prevented," said Donald Hamm, di­
rector of the Division of Forestry. 
Arso:Hypc fires accounted ror half 
of last yc 1r'~ fi1 "c; Ruming trash, 

brush piles and other debris was the 
second-leading cause of fires, and 
carelessness with smoking materials 
was the third-leading cause. Camp­
fires, equipment use and railroads 
also caused fires. 

Forest fues can be prevented by 
obeymg these laws: 

* bum only after 4:30p.m. and 
only when wind is calm, 

*clear site down to bare soil where 
rue will be set, 

• have tools and water on hand to 
control fire, 

• don't leave fire unattended until 
it's out.

citizen/government committees to 
study and make recommendations on 
issues relevant to solid waste man­
agement. 

·me Solid Waste Reduction and 
Management Plan Advisory will keep 
tabs on all aspects of the legislation. 
The two-year committee is to include 
the Natural Resources Secretary, 
serving ac; chairman; one senator, one 
representative, and nine person:; 
appointed by the governor. The 
governor's nominees must represent 
cities and counties, industrial waste 
generators, private recycling indus­
try, environmental advocacy organi-
7.ations and the public at large.

Misuse of child 
safety seats 
common, AAA says 

The good news is more and more 
concerned parents are using child 
safety seats to protect their children. 
Unfortunate! y, misuse of these safety 
seats still allow preventable injuries 
or deaths of improperly protected 
children. 

Use of child seats has risen to 82 
percent over the past decade. How­
ever, surveys estimate that 30 to 65 
percent of safety seats are used im­
properly. 

In checking for correct use of a 
safety seat, the Blue Grass AAA 
Foundation for Safety recommends: 

• The child is facing the correct 
way. A seat designed for infants (up 
to 18-20 pounds) always faces the 
rear. 

• The lap belt is properly threaded 
through the seat. 

• The child is buckled in cor­
rectly. 

* Straps and belts are snug. 
"Many times the driver justdoesn 't 

know that even a small deviation 
from the safety seat manufacturer's 
instructions can endanger a child's 
life. It's important the seat be used 
properly and installed correctly for 
the child to have the maximum pro­
tection," said Lilla Mason, Executive 
Secretary for the Blue Grass AAA 
Foundation for Safety. 

"Often, it's a matter of informa­
tion," said Mason. TheFFoundation 
offers materials for public education 
on proper child restraint in vehicles. 
One such source is the 
"Fragile ... Transport Safely!" bro­
chure, which answers questions about 
proper safety seat use, how to shop 
for the type of safety seat needed, and 
what to do when a child becomes too 
big for a safety seat.

extension more bearable. Growing 
old is not always a pleasant experi­
ence. 

All of the tissues, organs and sys­
tems of the body are affected by ag­
ing. There arc no exceptions. There is 
a decrease in metabolism, a decrease 
of organ reserve, a decrease in the 
volume of water retained in the cells, 
of minerals in the bone and of neu­
rons in the brain. 

Muscle mass and tone will likely 
be lost, blood vessels will start to 
harden, dental disease will likely 
increase and loss of bowel tone will 
cause increased constipation. Output 

of the heart decreases, the senses of 
sight, hearing and taste become less 
efficient, and the efficiency of the 

body's immune system is lowered. 
Energy levels are not as great. 
Veterinarians studying the proc­

ess of aging have come up with some 
simple steps to increase the vitality of 
your pet's older years. 

They recommend you keep ex­
cess weight down by exercising the 
pet regularly and not overfeeding. 
Because the pet's digestive system 
cannot assimilate food as well as it 
could when your pet was younger, 
they suggest you feed your pet three 

or four times a day in lesser amounts, 
rather than one large meal. 

Groom your pet daily. Skin be­
comes less elastic as your pet ages, 
and the coat becomes dryer, more 
brittle and dull. Frequent grooming 
stimulates better skin tone and better 
hair coat. 

Supplement your animal's diet 
with additives that help reduce defi­
ciencies caused by aging-brewer's 
yeast, vegetable oil, vitamins B 1, B 
12, C and E are important 

Provide dental care, both profes­
sional (at least once a year) and at 
home. 

Annual examinations will allow 
your veterinarian to recognize and 
deal with problems that may occur as 
your pet ages. Yearly vaccinations 
are important to the aging animal, 
because your pet's immune system 
may not be as competent as it was 
when your pet was younger. 

Feed a balanced diet, tailored to 
your pet. 

Provide companionship. Your pet 
senses it isn't as young as it used to 
be, and may be ashamed or simply 
give up. Your encouragement can go 
a long way toward keeping it on feed 

and happy. 
Your veterinarian is well trained 

in geriatrics for animals, and can assist 
you in developing a plan to make 
your pel's golden years into growing 
years. Special foods which meet 
nutritional needs of older animals arc 
now available, as are geriatric vita­
min/mineral supplements. 

These, combined with your 
veterinarian's knowledge of the ag­
ing process and his or her ability to 
recognize deficiencies and problem 
areas, can make your pet's latter years 
more healthy at less total cost than 
you may rca1ize.

Eastern Kentucky Concentrated 
Employment Progmm will share in 
$56 million in federal aid for em­
ployment and training services dur­
ing the fiscal year beginning July 1. 

The agency, which services Bell, 
Breathiu, Carter, Clay Elliott, Floyd, 
Harlan, Jackson, Johnson, Knott, 
Knox, Lawrence, Lee, Leslie, 
Letcher, Magoffin, Martin, Menifee, 
Morgan, Owsley, Perry Pike and 
Wolfe counties, will receive 
$6,174,874 for its job training pro­
gram and $3,040,664 for its summer 
youth program. 

Each state's allocation under the 
federal Job Training Partnership Act 
(JTPA) is based on a formula which

residents. Kentucky's share of the 
I991-92 JTP A budget is about $6.6 
million less than in the current year, 
due to improved economic condi­
tions here.

"We'll receive less of the JTPA 
pie next year because our economy is 
in better shape than in many of our 
sistcrstatcs,"Wilkinsonsaid.

Legislation is introduced 
to assist small coal operators 

A bill was introduced last week by 
Senator Mitch McConnell to update 
and improve a federal program which 
assists small coal operators. McCon­
nell said that the Small Coal Opera­
tors assistance Program (SOAP), 
created 14 years ago to improve the 
competitiveness of small coal opera­
tors, fails to meet the needs to today' s 
coal industry. 

He also said the program failed to 
keep up with changes in the industry 
and is critically underutilized. 

Utilization of and funding for the 
SOAP program has fallen signifi­
cantly over the last six years. Assis­
tance has been averaging only $1.6 
million a year since 1985, even though 
$10 million could be made available 
under the current legislation. 

"Not only is the small operator an 
important part of Kentucky's coal 
industry, he is an important part of 

our national energy mix," McCon­
nell noted. "The Persian Gulf con­
flict has forced us to focus on de vel· 
oping domestic sources of energy 
and reducing our dependence on 
foreign oil. Improving the competi­
tiveness of the nation's small coal 
operators is a good step in that direc­
tion." 

McConnell noted that the current 
program provides assistance only to 
operators producing less than 100,000 
tons of coal a year. "by penalizing 
operators who exceed that limited 
level of production, the program 
defeats its own purpose of encourag­
ing growth," McConnell said. "My 
bill redefines small operators as those 
producing no more than 300,000 tons, 
thus making more operators eligible 
for assistance and giving them more 
room for growth."

"Actually, I've done that several 
times," explains the Johnson pro, 
"although only that once during a 
national tournament. There have been 
occasions where two friends and I 

landed and released more than 100 
bass a day, all of them caught on a 
jigging spoon." 

One reason jiggmg spoons, which 
are simply small slabs of metal with 
a treble hook attached, arc so effec­
tive in the autumn months, Chancel­
lor believes, is because the lures look 
like baitfish. 

"In the fall, bass often concentrate 
in large schools as they follow swarms 
of baitfi~h around a lake. A spoon, 
dropped into the school and jigged, 
looks like an injured minnow. One 
bass hitting that spoon seems to trig­
ger a feeding response in the other 
bass, so you can often catch them as 
fast as you can get a lure in front of 
them." 

The actual technique of jigging a 
spoon is simple, says Chancellor. All 
that's required is to drop a spoon to 

the desired depth, then make iljump 
hy a quick upward snap of the rod tip. 
The more pronounced the rod tip 
movement, the higher the spoon will 
jump. 

"You don'talways want to make a 
spoon jump a lot," cautions Chancel­
lor. ''There are many times when I 
barely jiggle my rod tip so the spoon 
moves less than six inches up and 
down. It all depends on the mood of 
the bass, so try different jigging 
mouons until you start catching fish. 

"Normally, you lower the spoon 
back down with your line tight, too, 
so you can feel strikes. Most will 
occur as the spoon is falling after you 
jig it."

Ky. Afield: 
FISH TAGGING IN FULL 

SWING 
. In late winter and very early spring, 
JUSt before the annual angler on­
slaught begins, the state fish and 
wildlife department's fish-tagging 
crews are hard at work all across 
Kentucky. 

"Tagging fish is one ot the meth­
ods we u~e to monitor what's hap­
penmg w1th a fish population," says 
Kerry Prather, central district fisher­
ies biologist for the Kentucky Dc­
panment of F1sh and Wildlife Re­
sources. 

Crappie and largemouth bass, 
Kentucky's leading game fish, arc 
the species most often tagged for 
study and evaluation. Tagging ef­
forts are focused on bodies of water 
where biologists arc anxious to learn 
more about the fish populations pres­
ent: "study lakes" is the actual term 
applied. 

"When we're working a lake, we 
try to stay well away from anglers, if 
at all possible," said Prather. "That's 
another reason we tag early in the 
year."

enough fish are being taken, officiaJs 
may recommend increasing creel 
limits. 

Many people mistakenly assume 
when they see electro-shocking boats 
on a lake that some kind of deep, 
dark, mysterious problem exists, and 
that's not necessarily true. Tagging 
and return programs are simply a 
means of gathering the information 
necessary to properly manage a spee 
cies or fishery. 

Another false assumption is that 
fish- and subsequently the quality 
of fishing - are harmed by the 
"shocking" method of collecting 
sample fish. But, that's not true ei­
ther. 

McDowell junior majorettes 
Tagging operations arc not fea­

sibleduringthecoldest winter months 
because fish are so deep that they're 
unaffected by the low-voltage, elec­
tro-fishing gear. But idcall y, the work 
of the tagging teams is complete by 
the time the spring season "cranks" 
up. 

H?re's the way it works. A jon­
boatts outntted with electric "worms" 
:-strands of cable which hang down 
mto water from long poles attached 
to the from of the boat. At a spot 
where target fish might be present, a 
low-voltage current is sent through 
the cables into the wat.er causing 
nearby fish to be momentarily-and 
very mildly - stunned. As the 
stunned fish drift to the surface, dip­
netters at the front of the boat quickly 
scoop the shocked fish into the boat 
wherethefisharemeasured, weighted 
and painlessly fitted with a numbered 
tag. In minutes, the fish are returned 
to the water where they quickly swim 
away under their own power. Though 
the effects of the ordeal may linger 
for just a little while, in only a few 
hours the tagged fish are completely 
back to normal. their behavior and 
feeding patterns affected only briefly.

The last time the McDowell Grade 
School had majorettes was back in 
1984. But this year the squad was 
revived to perform at grade school 
basketball games and also the girls 
high school varsity contests. 

Kitty Moore and Patti Hicks de­
cided it was time to get the squad 
back on the floor performing and that 
is just what they did. 

Tryouts for the squad was held in 
early November and 14 girls tried

The whole key to success in the 
KDFWR's tagging studies is angier 
participation in returning tags from 
caught "sample" fish. Pre-addressed 
postage paid envelopes for tag re~ 
turns _are available at most bait shops, 
sportmg goods stores and marinas. 
By answering the few simple ques­
tions on the outside of the envelope 
and returning the tag to the staLe and 
wildlife department, anglers are help­
ing to insure outstanding Kentucky 
fisheries for the future. What's more, 
each returned tag nets the fisherman 
$5 for the effort.

The State Tournament. The 
Sweet Sixteen. The Greatest 
Show on Earth. 

No matter what it's called, the 
Boys' State Basketball Tourna­
ment is an experience that lasts a 
lifetime. There simply isn't any­
thing on Earth to compare with 
it. In no other state is there such 
a show, where 16 teams gather to 
decide a state champion over four 
days. 

Ask Clem Haskins . He led 
Taylor County to the State Tour­
nament and then went on to an 
All-American career at Western 
Kentucky University, a produc­
tive career in the National Bas­
ketball Association and now 
coaches the University of Min· 
nesota. 

But nothing - nothing -
compares with playing in Ken­
tucky's State 'fournament, Hask­
ins told a Louisville audience last 
summer when he was inducted 
into Kentucky's Athletic HaJJ of 
Fame. It may have been s ignifi­
cant, too, that when he was 
inducted into the Dowahares­
Kentucky High Sch~.J I Athletic 
Association HaJl of Y.'ame, Hask­
ins brought his enbre family to 
watch, enjoy and share his honor. 
The same was true a year later 
wl1tW his daughter Clemctte wac; 
inducted into the Dawahares­
K.H.S.A.A. Hall of Fame. None of 
his immediate fam:ly was on 

tit hand for the Kentucky Athletic 
Hall of Faroe• induction -and 
that certainly is not to dc·nigrate 
the Athletic Hall of Fame. I serve 
on both select.lon committees. 

Ask Charles "Jock" Suther­
land. The State Tournament 

meant so much to him that he 
used to hitch-hike from Lexington 

to Louisville to see the Sweet Six· 
teen. "One year I caught a ride in 
the back of a pig truck," said 
Jock. "By the time I got to 
Louisvi1le, I smelled so bad 
nobody would get near me. But I 
had a good time at the Armory." 

When Sutherland guided 
Lafayette to the state champi­
onship, he cried like a baby -
and announced that he was get· 
ting out of coaching. After all, 
what more was there to accom­
plish? He had just won the state 
championship of Kentucky! 

The building Jock referred to 
is the Jefferson County Armory, 
now called Louisville Gardens. 
The Armory is one of seven build­
ings that have been the site of the 
State Tournament. It started at 
Centre College, moved to the Uni­
versity of Kentucky's Buell 
Amo.ry, then to UK's Alumni 
Gym, to the Armory, to UK's 
Memorial Coliseum, back to 
LouisviJle when Freedom Hall 
was build and then to Lexington's 
Rupp Arena. Under an agree­
ment made secretly by 
Louisville's Mayor Jerry Abram ­
son and Lexington's Mayor Scotty 
Baesler and forced upon the 
K.H.S.A.A. by the two politicians, 
the tournament now alternates 
between Rupp Arena and Free­
dom Hall. The plan was hatched 
by Baesler. 

Some people have seen 50 and 
even 60 of the State Tourna­
ments. One reason people keep 
going year after year is that the 
tournament is a great social 
affair. It's the only time of year 
when Kentuckians from Paducah 
to Ashland get to renew their 
friendship. 

My first State Tournament 
was in 1946 when several of my 
friends and I played hooky from 
old Irvine High and hitch-hiked 
to Louisville where we watched

But I 
don't mind telling anyone who 
asks that Cliff Hagan put on the 
most dominating one-man show 
in 1949 when he led Lawrence 
McGinnis' Owensboro Red Devils 
to the championship against 
Ralph Carlisle's Lafayette Gener­
als. Hagan dominated the scor­
ing, rebounding and defense.

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Woodrow Burchett: another decade of a colorful career Kim·s 

Woodrow Burchett 
humorist, philosopher, 

politician, and Kentucky legend

When Prestonsburg Attorney 
Woodrow Burchett celebrates another 
birthday Saturday, March 16, it will 
mark another decade of an excep­
tional life and a colorful career. Born 
with a rare wit, he has used it to make 
friends from all walks of life. 

He isn't affected by traits of van-

ity, the way women are, so he doesn't 
mind our telling that he will be 80. 
"They tell me," he says, "that the fust 
80 years are the hardesL" 

He had just spent the morning 
representing a client in court and had 
a busy afternoon scheduled, so things 
look pretty much the same as he heads 
into his next 80. 

Dick Burdette of the Lexington 

Herald-Leader calls him "the Sage of 
Cow Creek" and often uses his witti­
cisms and quotations to fill his regu­
lar column. 

Differentpcoplehaveothernames 
for him. Former Governor Bert 
Combs calls him "Scrooge." Their 
friendship began many years ago 
when Combs opened his law practice 
in Prestonsburg and their offices were 
side by side. They developed a mu­
tual respect and have remained 
friends, political allies and fellow 
attorneys. 

When Combs served as governor, 
he appointed his Floyd County ally to 
the Public Service Commission. For 
part of this tenure he served the 
commission as chairman, a role that 
was rotated with the members. 

Early in his career, Burchett was 
named City Attorney for 
Prestonsburg, and after that was 
elected for three successive terms as 
Floyd County Attorney. For eight 
years, he was Floyd County Chair­
man of the Democratic Party. 

Probably no other person has kept 
his finger on the pulse of American 
politics more than he. Whether it be 
local, state or national, he will make 
an analysis and express it with can­
dor. Sometimes he uses emphasis, as 
he did in a predication of the recent 
Senate race between Sloane and 
McConnell. He said, "Harvey Sloane 
would lose - even if he ran unop­
posed." He says what he thinks, even 
when it involves his own party, and 
he isn't often wrong. 

Governor Julian Carroll appointed 
him to the Kentucky Harness Racing 
Commission. He was vice chairman 
for part of this tenure where he says, 
"I served with dignity and ignorance." 
He must have done well for he was 
reappointed to the commission by 
Governor John Y. Brown.

Joint replacement restores mobility

A relatively new procedure in the 

Medical World is performed at the 
Methodist Hospital by the skilled 
hands of two orthopedic surgeons. 

Joint replacement surgery only 
began in the early 1960's and with 
constant advances in technology. the 
surgery is readily available to those 
patients in the Eastern Kentucky area 
who need it. Joint replacement sur­
gery is a way to restore free move­
ment to joints effected by arthritis. 

Arthritis patients know that move­
ment of joints is a terrible task once 
arthritis invades the area. Several 
methods of treatment arc available to 
people who suffer from this disease. 

The flrst step in treatment begins 
with anti-inflammatory medication 
such as aspirin. An exercise program 
and physical therapy will improve 
the function of the joint When the 
disease progresses past the stage 
where anti-inflammatory drugs will 
help, injections of cortisone into the 
joint can help relieve pain associated 
with the stiffness caused by arthritis. 

Dr. Krishnama Raju and Dr. Ste­
ven Shockey both practice at the 
Methodist Hospital and both doctors 
are board certified orthopedic sur­
geons. Dr. Raju said that joint re­
placement surgery is needed when 
the pain of arthritis can no longer be 
eased with medication or when ar­
thritis has caused severe deformity 
that interferes with the function of 
the joint. Dr. Shockey reported that 
before the surgery is performed a 
complete physical examination is a 
must. He said that a history of the 
patient is very important along with 
X-rays in making the right decision 
about surgery. Dr. Shockey said the 
basic decision about surgery comes 
to a functional assessment of the 
particular joint. Both doctors agree 
that joint replacement surgery is the 
last resort, but both said that the sur­
gery can enable a patient to perform 
the specific tasks that he or she wishes. 

Ashcamp resident Jean England 
is a believer in joint replacement 
surgery. England said that at the sur-

geries she has had at Methodist have 
kept her from being crippled. "I'd 
have been in a wheelchair if it hadn't 
been for him," she explained. The 
"him" she is referring to is her physi­
cian Dr. Raju. At this time, England 
has had four surgeries. She explained 
that she has joint replacement sur­
gery each year. The surgeries were 
performed on her right hip, right knee 
and both wrists. The surgeries began 
in 1986 and since that time, England 

said she has been able to do many 
things she enjoys such as holding her 
great-grandchildren. 

Simple, day to day tasks that we 
take for granted were hard for Eng­
land, now she said she can even cook 
better than before and she can wash 
dishes and sweep. 

England came to Methodist be­
cause, "there ain't no use of going 
anywhere else when you've got the 
besL I feel like we have as good of 
doctors here as m Lexington, so why 
run so far," she said. 

One of Dr. Shockey's patients, 
Arthur Scott, said his right hip was 
replaced in August of last year. Scott 
reported that just a few short weeks 
after surgery he was up walking and 
putting weiglit on his leg. Although 
Scott has had some major health 
problems since the surgery, he said 
his repaired hip is in good shape.

of Kiwanis International, a service 
organization he has supported for 
more than 50 years. In 194 5 he served 
as a lieutenant governor for the Ken­
tucky-Tennessee District.

His audience 
loved the light touch and kept com­
ing back for more. 

Another area of his life that he 
cares much about is his membership 
at Irene Cole Memorial Baptist 
Church. He might joke about poli­
tics, his friends and many things, but 
he displays a rare seriousness about 
his church. "I'd like you to include 
this affiliation," he says. "It's an 
important part of my life." His role as 
trustee, finance chairman, Sunday 
School teacher and solid supporter 

covers a span of 45 years. 
It was 55 years ago that he won the 

heart and hand of Narcie Sturgill 
whose family was prominent in Floyd 

and Knott County politics. her father 
was Henry Sturgill, and an uncle, 
Troy B .• was Floyd County Sheriff 
for a time. 

They were married in 1936 and 
have three children. Woodrow 
Burchett Jr. lives in Delaware, Ohio; 
Sarah Elizabeth (Sally) Allen lives in 
Prestonsburg; and Martha Ann Hart 
lives in Anchorage, Kentucky. There 
are seven grandchildren and three 
great-grandchildren. One grandson 
was lost in a tragic automobile acci­
dent some months ago. 

There are now four Woodrow 
Burchetts. Woodrow Jr. has a son, 
Woodrow Ill who has a son. 
Woodrow IV. The youngest IS two 
years old and lives with his family in 
Versailles. 

The Burchett patriarch boasts that 
he has lived in Floyd County all his 
life. "I built a house on Cow Creek," 
he says, "and never was made to 
leave." 

The truth is that he loves where he 
lives and what he does. Anywhere 
else in the world that he could go 
would find him homesick for this 
special spot he calls home. After a 
day at the office and in the battles of 
court, he is ready for the peacefulness 
he fmds with Narcie - with their 
animals and flowers and the good 
country neighbors around them. 

A lot of things have changed since 
Woodrow Burchett was born, March 
16, 1911. He has observed it all with 
a keen eye and described it with an 
even keener wiL "I have a great past, 
but maybe not much future." 

You get the feeling that he feels 
pretty grateful to have lived for 80 
years, and that he treasures each day 
a bit more now. "I still practice law," 
he says, "but I don't accept any long 
drawn-out cases." 

Then with a twinkle in his eye, he 
adds, "I don't even buy any green 
bananas."

Pop bottles 

and scrap iron 

Being a coal miner he couldn't 
have afforded it, but even 1fhe could 
have, I doubt that my dad would have 
given me an allowance. So, when I 
was a kid growing up in a 1940's coal 
camp, I got my pocket change and 
spending money the hard way-1 
earned it. 

Even though most families in 
Society Row raised their own odd­
job help, and the older boys always 
got the precious few big jobs-like 
mowing grass, cutting weeds or 
washing upstairs windows-we 
younger entrepreneurs were not dis­
mayed. 

Gene Miller, who ran the North­
east Coal Company store, was pay­
ing 15 cents a case for pop bottles, 
and scrap iron brought whatever we 
were skilled enough to bargain for. 

With every household containing 
six or seven pop drinkers, Society 
Row was a virtual goldmine for dis­
carded bottles. 

Pepsi, Coke, Spur, Nehi, 7-Up, 
Dr. Pepper, Grapeuc, Orange 
Crush-they were all worth money 
to us, and it was not uncommon to be 
able to gather up three or four cases a 
week by just paymgattention to where 
most folks put them. 

Of course, all the kids in the neigh­
borhood would just drop them wher­
ever they happened to be when they 
tOQk that last swallow. So.thc rope 

swing under the big sycamore be­
tween the dairy bam and Claude 
VanHoose's house was always good 
for eight or ten. The pump rock in 
front of Virgil Green's house would 
net us three or four and a stroll along 
the road, checking against the fences 
and the ditch line, would almost 
always add another dozen or so. 

On those rare occasions when we 
were shy a couple to fill a case, we 
checked a few back porches in the 
neighborhood. Some people would 
throw away their bottles in a most 
peculiar way; they would put'them in 
nice little rows next to their back 
doors. or even put them in pop cases. 

If by some chance even a check of 
the neighborhood porches proved 

fruitless, we could always pick up a 
few from the back porch of the store­
before we marched through the front 
door to sell them. 

Now, selling scrap iron was an­
otherdealaltogethcr. In the first place, 
scrap iron was mighty hard to come 
by. So. wedidn 't bother to go hunting 
for it. When we found scrap iron, it 
was by chance. Someone would throw 
away an old cook stove or a bicycle 
rim all bent out of shape, and we'd 
just happen to find it and carry (or 
drag) it home. 

In the second place, everybody 
had a scrap iron pile behind their 
house, and every member of the 
family contributed to it. Dad would 
bring home an old piece of junk iron 

he'd found beside toe road some­
place, or one of my older brothers 
would toss a piece of something or 
other onto the pile from time to time. 

Anyway, about every month or 
two, an old man wtth a hor!\c and 
wagon and a peg leg would come and 
buy1l. 

When we had a prcLty-good·sJZcd 
ptle, sometimes, he'd give us two or 
three dollars. Mostofthetime, though, 
he'd just offer us a flat 50 cenLo; and 
we'd take it. Afterall, that was more 
than we got for three case~ of pop 
bottles. 

Anyway, we wheeled and dcaled 
enough to always have a little extra 
show fare or some loose change to 
rattle in our pockets if we wanted to 
impress someone.

The first robin. who usually struts 
around in my yard at the end of 
February with the mistaken convic­
tion h;'s the harbinger of spring, 
doesn t fool me for a minute.

This one tree has 
several different names in different 
secti_ons of the country-J uneberry, 
sarvts, May cherry, sugar plum, 
sugar pear, wild pearshadblow shad, 
and half a dozen other names, de­
pending on where it grows. Service­
berry is a good name for this tree 
because service is what it provides. 

Adapted by many soils and cli­
mates, self-pollinating, thickly veiled 
in lovely blooms at the time other 
trees arc just waking up, serviceberry 
trees furnish reddish purple fruits that 
are good in many cooked dishes, or 
eaten raw.

Question-Is there a time limit 
for applying for service-connected 
disability compensation from the 
Department of Veterans Affairs? 

Answer- There is no time limit; 
however, the date of application is a 
factor in establishing the effective 
date of payment. Claims approved 
within one year of separation are 
rettoactive to the date of separation. 
Thereafter, the effective date is the 
date the claim is ftled. 

Question-My mother receives a 
VAwidow'spensionandhasrecently 
lost her sight Can the VA offer her 
any additional assistance? 

Answer-Widows who qualify 
for death pension may receive in­
creased benefits if they are blind, in a 
nursing home, or helpless or so near! y 
helpless as to require the regular aid 
and attendance of another person. 

Question-As the widow of a 
World War II veteran, I received 
Dependency and Indemnity Compen­
sation until my remarriage to a non­
veteran. My second husband died 
recently. Am I entitled to restoration 
of VA benefits from my first mar­
riage? 

Answer-No. As of November 1, 
1990, a surviving spouse of a de­
ceased veteran who remarries cannot 
have those benefits restored when the 
second marriage is terminated by 
death or divorce.

Third graders celebrate 
smoke-free class of 2000 

The quest for a smoke-free soci­
ety by the year 2000 is moving an­
other step forward thanks to the co­
operative efforts of three of the 
nation's largest voluntary health 
organizations and more than 400 
Kentucky elementary schools. The 
Tobacco-Free Young Kentuckians 
Coalition has named March as 
Smoke-Free Class of2000 Month in 
Kentucky, and participating schools 
across the state will be planning spe­
cial activities to celebrate the occa­
sion. 

Four Floyd county schools will 
participate in the project. They are 
Allen Elementary, Auxier Grade 
Elementary, Clark Elementary and 
Prestonsburg Elementary. 

The Smoke-Free Class of 2000 
project is the educational and aware· 
ness program developed by the three 
health organizations in response to 
the U.S. surgeon general's call for a 
smoke-free society by the year 2000. 
At the tum of the century when the 
student<; participating in the project 
graduate from high school, they will 
become the nation's symbolic smoke­
free generation. 

Award winner 
Brandon Gearheart, third grade 
student at McDowell Elementary, 
recently won an award for earning 
the most stickers on his "A" award 
sticker chart. The contest was 
sponsored In his homeroom to 
promote exceptional work. The 
award was presented by his home­
room teacher, Jerri Turner. He Is 
the son of Sandra Gearheart of 
Printer. 

In Kentucky, the program was well 
received in its first two years, and 
now with the Smoke-Free Class of 
2o00 in third grade, free educational 
kits were distributed to 425 elemen­
tary schools, comprising more than 
1.250 third grade classrooms. 

"The Smoke-Free Class of 2000 
project helps children make a deci­
sion not to smoke, rather than focus­
ing on the health effects of smoking," 
said Barbara Phillips, M.D., chair­
person of the tri-agency Tobacco­
Free Young Kentuckians Coalition. 
"We hope that if children reject 
smoking at an early age, the decision 
will be reinforced long before they 
encounter the pressure to start smok­
ing. That can happen as early as the 
fourth grade," Phillips said. 

Gregory the Dragon, a character 
created especially for the project by 
the Disney organization last year, is 
being featured again in the third grade 
materials. Included in the materials 
are a short story, a poster featuring 
Gregory the Dragon, a certificate of 
recognition repro sheet, a student 
pledge repro sheet, discussion ques­
tions, and suggested art activities. 

"By using these new materials, 
the students will gain new skills and 
understanding to help them avoid 
smoking," Phillips said "For ex­
ample, they will positively express 
their opinion for a smoke-free envi­
ronment. They will understand and 
express that other people's smoke 
makes eyes water, hair and clothing 
smell bad and is not good for our 
bodies. And the students will feel 
free to remove themselves from a 
smoke-ftlled environment." 

During Smoke-Free Class of2000 
Month in March, participating schools 
across Kentucky will plan special 
activities such as poster contests, 
songs, skits, school banners, and other 
means of expressing what they've 
learned through the project. 

The American Cancer Society, 
American Heart Association, and 
American Lung Association are al­
ready planning for next year's fourth 
grade activities, and they anticipate 
continued growth in the number of 
participating schools.

Recession will be short-liv~d, growth expected in 1992, NAR says 

Declining interest rates, stable in­
ventories and moderate inflation 
indicate the recession still is likely to 
be rclahvcly mild, according to the 
National Association of Realtor's 
most rcccnteconomicoutlookrcport. 

While many questions remain 
about the war's effect on the econ­
omy-in particular, oil prkes and 

consumer confidence-most of the 
evidence suggests a turnaround at 
mid-year. For all of 1991, the econ­
omy is expected to contract by 0 2 
percent, and grow at a rate of 2.7 
percent in 1992, according to NAR's 
February "Outlook for the Economy 
and Real Estate."

Ky. Housing Corp. board adopts 
19911ow-income tax credit plan 

The Board ofDirectorsofKentucky 
Housing Corporation recently 
adopted the 1991 Low-Income Hous­
ing Tax Credit Allocation Plan for 
$4.6 million. KHC developed this 
allocation plan based on iden~fied 
rental housing needs of low-income 
Kentuckians. 

According to KHC Executive Di­
rector John G. Martinez, "The alloca­
tion plan is a very important part of 
the solution to the rental housing 
needs of the Commonwealth's low­
income residents. The effectiveness 
'of the 1991 plan is a reflection of the 
Wilkinson administration's commit­
ment to ensuring an equitable alloca­
tion of resources between urban and 
rural areas." 

The low-income housing tax credit 
was created by the Tax Ref6rm Act of 
1986 and is one of the last remaining 
tax incentives for the construction, 
rehabilitation and preservation of 
low-costrental housing. The 1986 tax 
act required that state housingagen­
ciesadministerthe low-incomehous­
ingtaxcreditprogram.KHCadmini­
sters the program for the Common­
wealth and has produced 8,2851ow­
cost housing can claim the credit 
against their federal tax liability for 
10 years. 

The 1991 plan gives preference to 
projects located in underservedcoun­
ties and projects that address the 
needs of special populations. Project 
selection criteria also emphasize serv­
ing very low-income tenants, provid­
ing rental housing for homeless, en­
couraging energy efficiency and pro­
viding low-income housing beyond 
the initial tax credit compliance pe­
riod. 

Set-asides provided in the plan 
make tax credits available more 
equally to projects in urban and rural 
areas during the first two of three 
allocation cycles. The Common­
wealth's population is generally split 
50-50 between the 10 most urban 
counties and theother110ruralcoun­
ties. Ten percent of the tax credit allo­
cations is available only to nonprofit 
sponsors. 

The 1991 tax credits will be avail­
able over three allocation cycles. The 
first submission deadline is March 
15. Developers will be notified 
whether their projects earned a com­
mitment by March 29. Sixty percent 
of the state's total allocation of $4.6 

mi11ion will be made available dur­
ing this first cycle. 

The second allocation cycle has a 
project submission deadline of April 

22 with notification to developers by 
May 10. The third and final allocation 
for tax credits will be July 15 with 
notification to applicants by July 29. 
The final two cycles will each have 20 
percent of credit a vail able for a lloca­
tion. The third cycle will provide tax 
credits without regard to geogra p hie 
set-asides. A project that does not 
receive a commitment of tax credits 
during the first cycle will be reconsid 
ered during the final two cycles un­
less the developer withdraws it. 

Informational workshops on the 
Low-Income Housing Tax Credit 
Program will be conducted in Lex­
ington February 14 at the Marriott 
Griffin Gate Resort and in Louisville 
February 15 at the Radisson Hotel on 
HurstbomeLane.

(inflation-adjusted) gross national 
product CGNP) declined less than 
expected during the fourth quarter. 
Also, inventories fell duringthefourth 
quarter instead of accumulating, as is 
usually the case early in recessions. 
"This implies that business in general 
will be under less pressure to slash 
production over the next few 
months," the outlook report says.

Ncw-homesalcsand housing starts 
arc expected to reach bottnm durmg 
the first quarter of 1991. But, by the 
second half of the year, a recovering 
economy, rising incomes and lower 
mortgage rate~ will spur home build­
ing and renew demand for new 
homes. 

Although existing-home sales arc 
expected to be down in 1991 from last 
year, lower rates and a stronger econ­
omy will spur home resales as well. 
This will carry into 1992, when sales 
are projected to increase by 10 per­
cent.
