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Legislative subcommittee to review 
findings and recommendations

A long-awaited report on a state 
review of school construction proj­
ects in Eastern Kentucky apparently 
will be released today, May 1, in 
Frankfort to a legislative subcommit­
tee. 

Officials in the office of State 
Auditor Bob Babbage declined Tues-

day to discuss specific details of the 
report. 

Nine members of Babbage's Pub­
lic Integrity department visited 
schools in Floyd and Pike counties in 
February and March after school 
construction projects in those coun­
ties were questioned. The auditing 
team reviewed construction proce­
dures and policies concerning proj­
ects built or under construction using

Prestonsburg High School princi­

Prater, Pamela Webb, 17, of Martin 
was traveling west on Ky 122 when 
she lost control of her 1981 Pontiac in 
a curve, crossing into the east bound 
lane and striking a 1983 Toyota 
Celica. Driving the Toyota was Ha­
rold Conn, 45, with his wife, Shelby 
Conn,43,asa passenger. TheConns, 
of Hunter, were pronounced dead on 
the scene by Floyd County deputy 
coroner Glenn Frazier. 

Webb and her passenger, Jennifer 
Yates, 17, of Martin, were both trans­
ported to Our Lady of the Way Hos­
pitaJ in Martin where Webb was 
treated and released on Friday. Yates 
was transferred to Cabell-Hunting­
ton Hospital in critical condition, on 
Monday she was listed in good con­
dition. 

No seat belts were used in either 
vehicle and the accident is under 
investigation by Trooper Leslie 
Massey. 

Floyd woman is 
killed in mishap 

A head on collision between a 
coal truck and a passenger vehicle 
resulted in a Floyd County woman's 
death on Thursday, April25. 

Bonna Patrick, 27, of Hunter was 
pronounced dead on the scene by 
Coroner Jay Hinkle after the vehicle 
in which she was a passenger crossed 
the center line and struck a coal truck, 
according to Trooper Gomer Prater 
of the Kentucky State Police. 

air conditioners at the high school. 
A $20,000 expense for air condi­

tioning the high school has not been 
repaid to the Floyd County Board of 
Education by the P AAA. Board of 
education records show that the asso­
ciation made one $5,000 payment on 
the debt several years ago. Financial 
records show the remaining debt as 
an account receivable. 

Meanwhile, a probe into the op­
eration of bingo games at several 
Floyd County high schools will be­
gin within the next 10 days, Floyd 
County Commonwealth Attorney 
Jerry Patton said Monday. 

Patton said he received a letter this 
w~ek from Floyd Superintendent Ron 
Hager that listed the names of indi­
viduals to question about the bingo 
operations. 

A Kentucky State Police investi­
gator will be asked to start a criminal 
investigation into the issue and indi­
viduals named in Hager's leuer will 
be questioned for information about 
t!le bingo operations. 

"Depending on the investigator's 
schedule, I hope to get the investiga­
tion started this week," Patton said. 
"It should be complete in 30 days." 

Pauon said he did not receive fi­
nancial records of the Prestonsburg 
Athletic Academic Association in 
Hager's custody. That association has 
been operating a bingo game at the 
high school for the past several years. 
Games were also conducted at Betsy 
Layne and Allen Central high schools, 
and none were registered with the 
county court clerk, a violation of the 
state's charitable gaming laws. 

The Prestonsburg Athletic Aca­
demic Association also did not have

funding provided by the state School 
Facility Construction Commission. 

Findings and conclusions of the 
state review have not yet been made 
public, but they are expected to in­
clude recommendations for chang­
ing the procedures used for manag­
ing and tracking school construction 
projects. The report apparently in­
cludesnofindingsofcriminal wrong­
doing in relation to construction proj­
ects in Floyd and Pike counties and 
suggests regulatory and statutory 
changes that will apply statewide. 

In a brief news release issued 
Tuesday evening, Babbage said the 
report will be presented at 1 p.m. May 
1 to the legislature's Education Ac­
countability Subcommittee. Members 
include Senators Walter Baker, David 
Karem, Ed Ford and Joe Wright and 
Representatives Roger Noe, Kenny 
Rapier, Ann Northrup and Jody 
Richards. 

Babbge also said in the Tuesday 
news release that .. everyone in Pike 
and Floyd counties, without excep­
tion, was very cooperative during the 
research for and the development of 
the report." 

The state review of school con­
struction projects was the result of a 
request by Pikeville architect James 
Ellis, who asked the state's Office of 
Education Accountability to investi­
gate school construction management 
contracts, specifica1ly contracts held 
by Martin Engineering, of Martin. 

Ellis alleged in his request for a 
state investigation that Martin Engi­
neering had received "abnormal 
compensation" under .. open-ended" 
contracts for construction projects, 
including the development of Floyd 
County's Left Beaver High School. 

Martin Engineering spokeswoman 
Elizabeth Rowe said in March that 
her company had operated "by the 
book" on school construction proj­
ects and that she thought the state 
review would "benefit all." 

State auditors spent a week last 
February reviewing school construc­
tion projects in Floyd and Pike coun­
ties. 

Auditors examined records con­
cerning property acquisition, site 
development, bidding procedures and 
construction contracts. 

Babbage said in February that 
questions resulting from the probe 
would be directed to the appropriate 
local and state officials. 

Jim Curtis, media spokesman for 
Bob Babbage, did not indicate this 
week when details of the finished 
report would be made public.

Childhood training helps 
student save friend·s life

With all the soldiers returning from 
Saudi Arabia, the word "hero" has 
become commonplace in the Ameri­
can vocabulary. But, the word "hero" 
does not only apply to those who 
fight wars. It can also say something 
about those everyday people who 
perform brave and rare acts. 

Prestonsburg, and more specifi­
cally, the Job Corps Center, has their 
own local hero in Alexander Smith. 
The 17-year-old Job Corps student 
said he knew at some time he would 
be required to use the life saving 
skills his mother had taught him a 
year ago, and on Sunday, April28 he 
proved his knowledge with flying 
colors. 

On that day Smith's good friend 
Charles Reed discovered what a true 
friend was when Smith saved his life. 

Reed, 18, was the last student to eat 
lunch on Sunday and, feeling rushed, 
began to gulp his food. 

"I had volunteered to do K.P 
(kitchen work) Sunday and I saw 
Charles trying to finish eating," Smith 
said. "He was acting a little funny, 
butldidn'tpaymucnattention. Then, 

all of a sudden, he got up and started 
running around. He bounced off a 
wall and headed in my direction and 
fell over near me." 

Smith said that there were others 
around but they were all panicking 
and not doing anything to help Reed. 

"My friends who were around me 
thought I was joking," said Reed. " I 
didn't know what to do, but I knew I 
needed help and needed it bad." 

Reed was unconscious when he 

fell at Smith's feet Smith reached 
down and picked up the 135 pound. 
5'8" Reed and performed the 
Heimlich maneuver on him, dislodg­
ing theobstruction blocking the young 
man's airway. 

"He was heavy. I don't know how 
I was able to pick him up so fast, I just 
did it," said Smith. ''I feel real proud 
of myse lf,like I accomplished some-

AI rita Shepherd filed suitAprill7 
in Floyd County Circuit Court on 
behalf of her daughter, Karla Darice 
Phipps. The suit alleges Phipps was 
required to perform certain cheer­
leading routines which caused severe 

injuries to her knees. 
The lawsuit also alleges that cheer­

leading sponsor Lois Marshall gave 
Shepherd seven demerits after Phipps 
complained about routines and those 
demerits resulted in her being dis­
missed from the squad. The civil 
action called Phipps' dismissal .. ar­
bitrary, unreasonable, capricious and 
illegal." 

A civil suit only represents the 
plaintiff's cause of action. 

Certification rift 
settled by board

A dispute between the construc­
tion manager and architect over work 
certification on the Left Beaver High 
School project was settled Saturday 
after both parties agreed to sign a 
joint certification form. 

Superintendent Ron Hager said at 
Thursday's special board meeting that 
contractors working on the Left 
Beaver High School site have not 
been paid since February because of 
a work certification problem between 
construction manager Sam Martin and 
the project's architeCt James Ellis. 
Ellis would not approve payment to 
contractors until the work has been 
certified to him by Martin. 

proved in Frankfort Monday. 
Campbell said contractors were paid 
by Tuesday. 

Debate between board attorney 
Cliff Latta and Superintendent Ron 
Hager Thursday centered on the cer­
tification process. 

Latta advised the board that 
Martin's contract called for certifica­
tion to thearchitectand he said Martin 
was not performing his contractural 
obligations. An amendment to 
Martin's contract by the board in 
February "bypassed" certification 10 
the architect, Latta said, and it was 
not a valid amendment. 

"According to Mike Luscher with 
the state Department of Buildings 
and Grounds, the amendment is void 
because he, Luscher, did not approve 
1t," Latta said. "I recommend that this 
board recind that action."

"If we've expended $16 million 
using the wrong forms we could be 
liable," Hager said. 

Latta said if the construction 
manager would operate under the 
contract he, Martin, signed with the 
board the issue could be resolved. 

"Enforce both of their contracts," 
Latta said. "Put both their feet to the 
fire." 

Damron and Ellis said there would 
be no problem signing the requisi­
tions for funds if Martin would also 
certify the work. 

Ellis explained that he would not 
assume the responsibility for work 
done at the site without Martin's 
certification. 

"The board pays the construction 
manager for continuous on-site in­
spection," Ellis said. "The architect 
is required to make periodic on-site 
inspections. I can't approve payment 
for work on the site that the construc­
tion manager is supposed to certify 
has been done. That's nota good way 
to operate." 

Bobby Rowe, representing Mar­
tin, said the situation has been blown 
out of proportion and that the con­
struction manager certifies every step 
of the program to the board. 

"The construction manager is 
under contract to the board," Rowe 
said. "The construction manager 
shouldn't certify to someone who he 
doesn't have a contract with." 

Hager told Damron that i treflected 
badly on the board thatsomecontrac­
tors haven't been paid in over three 
months. 

Damron said he would not advise 
his client to approve the payments 
unless the construction manager cer­
tified the work. 

"If the board directs us tosign,and 
you don't want us to inspect the work, 
we will not be liable for any deficien­
cies," Damron said. "If we are made 
to sign under your direction, we will 
not be responsible." 

Superintendent Hager read a reso­
lution directing Ellis to sign the docu­
ments. 

Latta told the board he would not 
advise them to approve the resolution 
because he said he found no evidence 
that the architect failed to comply 
with his contract. He said if the board 
did not require the joint certification 
it would result in less accountability 
on the construction project. 

Latta said the issue could be re· 
solved if the two parties agreed to 

sign the payment documents and 
negotiate a new certification form 
that would require both signatures. 

Damron and Rowe agreed Thurs­
day to the arrangement.

During Operation Desert Storm: 
Frasure on first gator to hit the beach 

Moses Frasure Jr., son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Moses Frasure of McDowell, 
was stationed aboard the USS 
LaMoure County, the frrst amphibi­
ous ship to "hit the beach" during 
Operation Desert Shield. during 
amphibious exercise Sea Soldier m, 
LaMoure County was the first and 
only landing ship tank to complete a 
causeway compression marriage and 
simulated offload. 

On the second day of the exercise, 
the ship literally took its Marine sol­
diers to the beach. The ship has the 
ability to operate in shallow water 
and was able to drive to within 600 
feet of the beach and marry up to 
eight causeways provided by the 
NavalAmphibiousBase,LittleCreek 
home-based Amphibious Construc­
tion Battalion Two. Remainingjoined 
for 20 minutes, LaMoure County 
simulated an offload of Marine ve­
hicles and then retracted safely back 
to sea. 

The difficult and dangerous evo­
lution was hampered by the fact that 
only two people on board had ever 
participated in prior causeway mar­
riage, said the commanding officer 
of the ship, Commander R.A. Duffy. 

Practicing for causeway marriages 
and other amphibious operations is 
usually done prior to deploying dur­
ing amphibious refresher training. 
During the training experts instruct 
the crew on operations and proce­
dures of amphibious evolutions. 
LaMoure County had canceled re­
fresher training due to the short no-
tice deployment to the Middle East in 
support of Operation Desert Shield/ 
storm and pursued a program of self­
instruction in amphibious warfare. 

Murder and assault in Pike County

Editor: 

The recent Florida case of rape 
alleged against a member of a promi­
nent American family has brought to 
public attention the issue of whether 
the names of rape victims should be 
published or broadcasted by the news 
media. As the state agency which 
works most closely with Kentucky's 
Rape Crisis Centers, the Department 
for Mental Health and Mental Retar­
dation Services offers the following 
perspective on the publication of rape 
victims' names. 

Advocates with the field of sexual 
assault have long argued that rape 
should not be distinguished from other 
crimes. The status of sexual assault 
as a crime of violence has been ada­
mantly supported in an effort to 
remove the stigma of rape and to 
decrease society's tendency to focus 
greater attention on the behavior of 
the rape victim than on the perpetra­
tor of this crime. Eventually, the ef­
forts of advocates will lead to the 
redefmition by society at large of 
rape as a crime of violence, not as 
simply an unfortunate or shady expe­
rience of sex. 

There is a disturbing reality, 
however, to the current perception of 
rape and its victims within this cul­
ture. Myths of victim-blaming and 
stigma still abound. As a result, there 

. is not a safe environment for victims' 
names to be published or broadcasted 
for editorial benefit or on principle. 
Publishing a victim's name without 
her or his consent is a further victimi­
zation because society alters its view 
of a woman or a man who has been 
sexually victimized unlike its view of 
any other crime victim. The argu­
ment cannot be made that rape vic­
tims' names should be published 
because the names of burglary or 
assault victims are printed by the 
press because the result is not the 
same. Society is not titi.lated by the 
experience of robbery or burglary, 
and does not have a fascination with 
the background or prior burglary 
experience of the victim. Whether a 
robbery victim is married, has dated 
many partners, attends church orR­
rated movies, or goes to bars alone­
none of these details feed a frenzied 
"need to know" by this culture, and 
none are printed with the burglary or 
robbery victim's name. The experi­
ence of the alleged rape victim in 
Florida who had reporters peeking in 
her bedroom windows to report the 
book titles on her bookshelves and 
the color of her wallpaper is an ex­
ample of society's differential treat­
ment of rape victims, and shows why 
news agencies should not routinely 
release names. 

The inevitable result of the press 
release of victims' names will be the 
decreased reporting of this crime by 
victims who do not wish the trau­
matic details of their experience or an 
analysis of their "innocence" to be 
the content of radio and television 
news clips and newspaper articles. 
Polices in support of publishing or 
broadcasting names mean victims 
lose three times-by the rape, by the 
stigma, and by the loss of their ano­
nymity. 

Kentucky advocates against sex-
ual assault and the survivors of this 
crime are grateful and appreciative of 
the policy of most of the media in this 
state which prohibits publication or 
broadcast of the names of sexual 
assault victims. The refusal to revic­
timize Kentucky women and men, 
the prioritization of human dignity, 
and the sensitivity to crime victims 
apparent in this policy should be 
applauded and nothing less should be 
accepted.

Poor pay more of income ·~ 
for taxes than do rich

Low- and middle-income fami­
lies in Kentucky are paying a higher 
share of their incomes in state and 
local taxes than are wealthy Ken­
tuckians, according to a study by 
Citizens For Tax Justice. The study 
was released in Kentucky by Ken­
tuckians For The Commonwealth 
(KFI'C). 

State residents in the lowest fifth 
of the income range ($9 ,200 or less 
for a family of four) will pay 12.5 
percentoftheirincome for state sales, 
property, income and excises taxes, 
according to the study. By contrast, 
the wealthiest 5 percent of Ken­
tuckians will pay only 8.9 percent of 
their income for taxes. 

Middle-income Kentuckians 
making an average of $31,500 will 
pay 10 percent of their earnings and 
state and local taxes. 

"The problem (in Kentucky) is 
over-reliance on regressive sales and 
excise taxes," said Robert Mcintyre, 
director of Citizens for Tax Justice. 
"Kentucky still places too much of 
the tax burden on those who can least 
afford to pay." 

Recent refonns in Kentucky's 
income tax structure, including re­
peal of the capital gains exclusion 
and of federal income tax deductibil­
ity, significantly increased the level 
of taxation for middle- and upper­
income Kentuckians. But increases 
in the state sales and the gasoline 

taxes take a larger percentage of the 
earnings of lower-income house­
holds, keeping the greater tax burden 
on these famili~. 

Kentucky sales and excise taxes 
take 5.6 times as great a share of 
income from the poorest fLfth of 
Kentucky families as from the richest 
1 percent (those with incomes of 
$645,000 or more), and more than 
three times as great a share from 
middle-income families as from the 
rich, the study found. 

Over the past six years, the tax 
burden has increased for all Ken­
tuckians.In 1985,Kentuckians in the 
lowest fJfth of the income range paid 
10.9 percent of the incomes in state 
and local taxes compared to 12.5 
percent in 1991. For the top 1 percent 
of the income range, taxes have risen 
from 5.4 percent of income to 8.0 
percent. 

"We have always been concerned 
about fairness and equity in the tax 
system," said Daymon Morgan, 
KFTC chairperson. 

"KFfC has worked for more than 
nine years to get a tax on unmined 
coal because we believe large absen­
tee mineral owners should be paying 
their fair share of property taxes," 
Morgan said. "Everyone else has been 
paying property taxes for a long time. 

"The unmined minerals tax means 
millions of dollars for our schools, 
libraries and other county services," 
Morgan added. "The poor have paid 
more than their fair share of taxes for 
long enough .. "

Pending Bill seen as burden

A small portion of a bill that looks 
good as a whole can cause serious 
repercussions for some, as Johni 
Jakobson of Home Medical Equip­
ment has learned recently. 

The bill is the Omnibus Budget 
Reconciliation Act of 1990 (OBRA 
1990) which is designed to cut costs 
and prevent fraud in the medical field, 
especially with issues dealing with 
Medicare. Partofthatlaw, which has 
been enacted, provides that a home 
medical equipment (HME) supplier 
may not distribute to physicians or 
beneficiaries any completed or par­
tially completed certificates of medi­
cal necessity (CMN) forms. 

According to Jakobson, the CMN 
forms that are required for Medicare 
to pay for such supplies as canes, 
wheelchairs, oxygen and hospital 
beds for home use are quite compli­
cated. 

"The codes that are required on 
these forms are very specific," Jakob­
son said. "There are I 0 codes just for 
wheelchairs alone." 

Physicians and their staff will be 
required under this new bill to re­
search and become familiar with 
minute details on the type and nature 
of equipment provided to their Medi­
care patients. They will need to 
compile this data and transmit it on a 
CMN using precise phrases and in­
dustry-specific terminology, Jakob­
son said. 

"If these forms have any mistakes 
on them Medicare will send them 
back with a statement only that more 
information is necessary," Jakobson 
said. "It doesn't tell you exactly what 
was filled out incorrectly or what is 
missing, causing a very burdensome 
task for the physicians." 

Since Medicare can legally hold 
these CMN forms at their office for 
up to 30 days after they receive them, 
the timeliness of application is very 
important to the supplier. "The pa­
tients already have their equipment 
and we carry the debt until we receive 
our money from Medicare," said 
Jakobson. 

The Home Medical Equipment 
Co., with stores in Martin and Inez, 
has about 600 ·clients and about 75 
percent of those are Medicare recipi­
ents. According to Jakobson, her 
business and other small businesses 
like her's will not have the cash flow 
to survive having to carry the debts 
this bill could create. She noted that 
there are almost 300 home medical 
equipment suppliers in Kentucky and 
the majority of those are small busi­
nesses. 

"This could conceivably put the 
small businesses out of business, 
causing patients to have to go as far as 
Lexington to acquire equipment," she 
said. "The doctors are already gorged 
with paperwork and for them to have 
to worry about paperwork for a cane 
or a walker is ridiculous. I still have 
to assist them in filling the forms out, 
so why not let my staff do it." 

Debbie Robinson who works for 
Dr. Roger N. Jurich's office in 
Prestonsburg concurred with Jakob­
son that the change was not neces­
sary and very burdensome to the 
physician's office. 

"It docs increase our workload," 

she said. "Previously all we needed 
to do was fill out the date last seen by 
the physician and get his signature 
and any necessary comments. This 
took five minutes per CMN ... Now it 
takes 15-30 minutes each and there 
are more chances for us to fill out 
something incorrect! y." 

Robinson also agreed that the 
HME suppliers did an excellent job 
filling out the forms and they never 
had any problems. "We do a substan­
tial amount of CMNs on a daily basis 
and refer to HME suppliers quite a 
bit. It requires information we just 
don't know, such as specific reports 
and time periods, so we need to call 
them to find it out." 

The bill was to take affect May 1, 
but Jakobson and others from the 
Kentucky Medical Equipment Sup­
pliersAssociation (KMESA)recently 
traveled to Washington D.C. seeking 
to have the law amended. They suc­
ceeded in having the implementation 
date delayed to September in order 
for doctors to have a few months to 
learn the data needed for the forms. 
The KMESA is still pushing to have 
the portion of the bill pertaining to 
CMNs deleted and is urging people 
to write their congressman. 

''Thisisnotaboutmoney,it'sabout 
customer service and keeping small 
businesses operating," Jakobson said. 
"In a misguided attempt to effect 
policy changes in the Medicare pro­
gram, Congress has placed an oner­
ous and administratively unworkable 
burden on physicians and the HME 
suppliers." 

Jakobson noted that, to the best of 
her knowledge, there is no abuse 
associated with the usual practice of 
suppliers partially completing CMNs 
and forwarding them to physicians 
for their verification and signature. 

"They (HME suppliers) were 
doing an excellent job," Robinson 
said, concurring that she has seen no 
abuse of the system. "I can't see any 
positive points (in having the law 
changed). This change just takes time 
the patient doesn't have and the pa­
tient should be our fust concern."

Highlands and Floyd County ~ealth Dept. 
to provide fetal sonograms for patients . 

Highlands Regional Medical 
Center, as a community service, has 
signed a contract with the Floyd 
County Health Department to pro­
vide fetal sonograrns for patients 
participating in the Health 
Department's prenatal program. 

A fetal sonogram is a medical 
diagnostic procedure used during 
pregnancy. It is a very sophisticated, 
but painless. process which uses ul­
trasound (sound waves) to monitor 
the condition of both baby and mother. 
The age of the fetus, development of 
baby's organs, presence of multiple 
babies. and the detection of compli­
cations or abnormalities can be deter· 
mined by a fetal sonogram. 

Highlands has participated with 
the Floyd County Health Department 
for several years in providing other 
prenatal services and believes expec­
tant mothers participating in this 
program may be those most in need 
of fetal sonograms and who other­
wise would be unable to afford the 
procedure. 

Earl Compton, administrator of 
the Floyd County Health Department 

said, "Patients participating in the 
prenatal program must meet certain 
criteria. One guideline is that patients 
have no health insurance and do not 
quality for any other type of medical 
assistance." 

Paul Hutchison, director of Diag­
nostic/fherapeutic Services at High-

lands stated, "Highlands is glad to 
work with the health department in 
providing this service to the commu­
nity. Good prenatal care is vital to our 
area having low infant mortality rates. 
This has long been a major concern 
of healthcare providers in Eastern 
Kentucky."

stitutions nationwide paid tribute to 
their medical staffs as they celebrated 
National Doctors Day. Highlands 
Regional Medical Center honored its 
dedicated physicians with an appre­
ciation breakfast.

Step Aerobics: A Fun Way To Get and Stay Fit 
There is a new dance craze m town, 
it's called Step Aerobics. The new 
dance step has been introduced at the 
Physical FiUless Center (fonncrly 
Slim-Way) outside of Prestonsburg 
on old route 23. 
Betty Keathley, and her group of 
instructors, have introduced this new 
way of shedding the extra pounds 
and keeping it off at the Physical 
Fillless Center. 
"We just started it here," explained 
Keathley. "We had our work shop 
three weeks ago on the new exercise 
and have found it very effective in 
taking off the extra weight and tinn­
ing up the body." 

Keathley, who has been at the loca­
tion and in aerobics for the past 11 
years, brings a lot of experience to the 

field and feels that she has added yet 
nnother effective way to help keep 
people fiL 
"With the Step Aerobic exercise there 
is less stress on the joints such as the 
knees and hips," explains the fitness 
centerowncr. "Itisalsoagoodcardio­
vascular work out. The new exercise 
is recommended by doctors who have 
pattents with knee problems." 
The new exercise is just what it says 
to be- aerobics using steps of dif-
ferent sizes. 

"We have four, six and eight steps," 
says Barbara Bloomer, one of the 
instructors at the center. "A work out 
will last around 30 minutes and we 
start with the smaller step (four-inch) 
and work up from there. 
"Women really like it a lot," she 

continued to ex plain, "because it helps 
the thighs and buttocks ... 
Bloomer says there is an unlimited 
number of variations that can be 
pcrfonned in Step Aerobics. 
"Men arc very interested in it be­
cause they can do it without a lot of 
stress and not feel intimidated by the 
women," stated Keathley. 
The Physical Fillless Center will be 
holding classes in Step Aerobics five 
days a week.

"It helps relieve stress and it is much 
better than a diet," said Hicks. Hicks 
has been an instructor for about a 
year. 

Joyce Reffett, a trainee at the center, 
likes the new Step Aerobics because 
it"isjusta better way to lose weight." 
"It is not as stressful as jogging or 
other fonns of exercise," she com­
mented. "Step Aerobics help a per­
son lose weight without a lot of stress· 

ful activities." 
Body builder Randy Burrus says that 
jogging and running hurts his knees 
and he prefers Step Aerobics much 
more than jogging and running. 
"I really have just goLten started in 
it," he said, "and I already like it 
better than running or jogging. My 
knees don't hurt and it'sjusta whole 
new way of staying in shape." 
Bloomer's husband, Tom, says that 
he used to jog around three times a 
week, but he finds Step Aerobics a 
better way to lose weight and stay in 
shape. "It is a more invigorating work 
out," he said. 
Those who take part in the exercise 
do so while listening to music and the

Each participant has his or her own 
step and moves to the calls of the 
instructor. 
"It's a more dignified style of exer­
cising," says Keathley. "Men feel 
more comfortable with it They are 
not intimidated. Women are more 
coordinated than men. Most men are 
not as flexible as women and that's 
why men love this fonn of exercising 
(as opposed to traditional aerobics)." 
Studies by Drs. Lorna and Peter 

Francis at San Diego State Univer­
sity have shown step training (Step 
Aerobics) targets the thighs and but­
tocks as well as providing the neces­
sarycardiovascularworkload needed 
to attain desired training effects. 
Studies also show that men love this 
fonn of aerobics because it is tough 
and notdancey, but rather, athletic. A 
typical workout will give the partici­
pant the energy expenditure of run­
ning atascven-minute-per-mile pace 
with less impact shock to the lower 
legs, more like walking. 
"A child up to a person that is 85 
years old can do these exercises," 
says Keathley. "Step Aerobics is high 
impact with low intensity and there is 
not strain on the muscles or joinL'i. It 
is not like the aerobics with all the 
wild movements." 
Keathley says that the public is in­
vited to stop by the fitness center for 
a free work out. "Anyone that w nts 
to stop by will be given a free week's 
work out to see how they like it."

Be Prepared For 
Boating 
Emergencies 

8 y Mark E. Thomas 

Most outdoor sports enthusiasts 
realize that emergency health situa­
tions can occur suddenly, and prepare 
for the unexpected. Hunters, runners 

. and those of us who participate in 
strenuous team sports are especially 
cognizant of the hazards involved. 

Yet few boaters take into 
consideration that they, too, should be 
equally prepared. Heart attacks, dia­
betic comas and life-threatening inju­
ries can incapacitate boaters as well 
as those who keep their feet planted 
fi11Tlly on the ground. Every boater 
should anticipate the worst possible 
scenario and be ready to deal with it 
Otherwise a long-anticipated plea­
sure trip may result in a personal disas­
ter that could have been avoided. 

The boating experts at Fisher 
Boats offer this guidance for safer 
boating. 

First and foremost the boat's 
skipper should make all passengers 
and crew aware of any personal health 
conditions that might be disabling. 
Malee sure others in your party are 
versed in basic boat operations and 
navigation. Ifthere'saradioon board, 
teach guests and crew how to operate 
it Afterall,sharingthesefundamental 
skills could save your life. 

Also, the skipper should have 
any required medication on board and 
easy to locate. Next, inform passen­
gers and crew of every detail con­
cerning this medication's applica­
tion and dosage. 

Unfortunately we can't always 
tell when a first heart attack or other 
critical illness will strike. If the unex­
pected arises aboard your boat, don't 
panic and be prepared to immediately 
take charge. 

Move the victim to a comfort­
able position. Sitting up is usually 
best, if at all possible. 

Next, make sure the victim is 
breathing. If not, begin artificial respi­
ration. If you're not sure of the tech­
nique, give it a try anyway. Emer­
gency situations often times bring 
out the best in many of us. Any 
effort, no matter how awkward, just 
might save a life. 

And finally, get the victim to the 
nearest place he or she can receive 
medical attention. Go as fast as you 
safelycan-butnofaster. Don'tcause 
an additional accident or emergency 
situation during your mad rush to re­
spond to the one at hand. Use your 
radio to alert authorities like the Coast 
Guard or law enforcement officials on 
shore. And if a radio isn't avail­
able, head for the nearest marina, 
boat landing or waterfront home 
and a telephone. 

Here's another thought from the 
experts at Fisher. If you're not com­
fortable with medical emergencies, 
consider attending flrst aid training 
sessions. They're available through 
the Red Cross and possibly your 
local hospital.

"Ifyou'refishinglilypads, weeds, 
grass or other aquatic vegetation, the 
spoon is defmitel y worth trying," says 
the Evinrude pro. "A lot of big tour­
naments have been won with this 
lure." 

The most common problem Brauer 
sees when using the spoon is setting 
the hook too soon. Many anglers try 
to set the hook the instant a bass hits.

and when they do they usually pull 
the lure away from the fish. 

"The way to use the spoon is to 
keep your eyes on it throughout the 
retrieve," Brauer explains. "when you 
see a bass come up and take the lure, 
wait until you feel the fish on your 
line and see it tum its head. Then you 
can set the hook and catch it." 

Brauer prefers to fish either gold 
or silver spoons, and he uses a twin­
tail plastic trailer, which he believes 
adds stability to the lure, especially 
when fished on the surface. 

"Weedless spoons have a fast, 
wobbling action," he says, "and when 
you add a trailer you can actually 
increase the lure's action and make it 
appear larger." 

"I think the reason weedless 
spoons attract larger bass is because 
of where you fish them. Because they 

are weedless, you can throw them 
into extremely heavy vegetation, 
which is where big bass like to hide." 

"It's an ideal lure for vegetation 
because you can fish it fast and cover 
a lot of water without getting 
snagged."

• Healthy baby·s cry brings memories to former midwife

During a bitter winter storm in 
1934,IdaBurchett,pregnantwithher 
flfSt child, was forced into a role that 
would become her lifetime career. 
When she began experiencing strong 
labor pains, Burchett, who was 34, 
sent her husband out into a blinding 
snow storm to "fetch" the doctor. 

While the wind howled outside 
~ her door and the snow drifts became 

deeper around her home, Ida Burchett, 
a long figure in a battle for life, 
singlehandedly gave birth to her 
daughter, Garnett. Burchett, with a 
common-sense approach, cut the once 
life-sustaining cord, which now was 
a link with death for both mother and 
child, and tied the end. She calmly 

awaited theretum of her husband and 
the doctor. 

When the doctor finally arrived, 
he examined both his patients and 
could not believe the skill of the new 
mother. Ida Burchett didn't know it 
at the time, but she had just embarked 
on her career as a midwife. It was a 
career that reaped no monetary bene­
fits but produced an abundance of 
healthy babies. 

"I delivered all kinds of babies, 
and I never had a bit of bad luck," 
Burchett said as she remembered the 
numerous babies she had delivered 
over the years. 

"At that time, womendidn'tgoto 
doctors when they were expecting 
babies. They went when they thought 
they were pregnant They had a blood 
test and that was iL They didn't have

the money to go back to the doctor," 
she said. So, instead, the women 
called on the licensed midwife to 
deliver their babies. 

In the early years, men, some­
times on horseback, would come for 
her in the middle of the night, and 
Burchett would trudge the hills to 
deliver a baby. Many times she waded 
through snow across two hills. The 
bitter cold would freeze her stock­
ings to her legs, but she never became 
ill from these excursions. She attrib­
uted this to the protection of the "Old 
Man" (God). 

When she arrived, the first thing 
she did was to clean all the dirt from 
her fingernails and get out the disin­
fectant. "You can't have a speck of 
dirt anywhere," said Burchett. 

In addition to the disinfectant, she 
carried soap, newspapers, scissors, 
and rubber sheets in her black bag. 
She also brought a set of baby clothes 
because, in many instances, the par­
ents did not have any for their new­
born babe. Her black bag also con­
tained plenty of twine, which she 
used to tie the baby's cord. 

"I used twine instead of thread 
because thread would cut into the 
cord and it wouldn't hold," said 
Burchett, who explained that the baby 
could bleed to death within 2 1/2 
hours if the cord wasn't tied right. 

The midwife was not allowed to 
use anesthesia on the mothers. In­
stead, she tied sheets to the foot of the 
bed, and when the contractions be­
came hard, Burchett told the mothers 
to pull at the sheets. 

Often, Burchett would spend the 
night at the home of the couple while 
waiting for the delivery. She remem­
bered that most of the time, she would 
not receive any food during her stay. 
She would return home, across the 
hills, hungry and exhausted. 

Burchett also had to clean up after 
the delivery. Her fee for complete 
services rendered- $10- often 
was not paid. In later years, she had to 
raise it to $20. Then, it was no longer 
men on horseback, but emergency 
departments with their sirens blar­
ing, who retrieved the midwife. 

Burchett told about delivering 
twins. "One of the babies was born in 
a black bag (a .sac-like covering of 
skin). The other women who gath­
ered around the baby thought it was 
dead," she remembered. She ripped 
the covering from the child and gave 
it mouth to mouth resuscitation. Now 
that baby has babies of her own, said 

Burchett. 
"Most all women can have babies, 

if given time. Now, doctors give shots 
to get rid of it (get the labor over with 
fast) so they can go play golf," she 
said. 

The largest baby she delivered 
was twelve pounds. The baby, a 
daughter of Cal Clay, was born on 
Christmas Day. Her last delivery, 
about 20 years ago, was Richard 
Lewis, whose mother returned to 
Michigan the day after he was born, 
she said. 

Burchett calls all the infants she 
delivered "her babies," She remem­
bers them all and some of them re­
member her with kindness. 

"One man always gives me pop 
because he knows I delivered him," 
she said. "Since his parents didn't 
pay me, he says he's paying me in 
pop." 

Another young woman, on the day 
of her wedding, showed up on 
Burchett's doorstep. She handed the 
midwife some money, and explained 
that she was paying Burchett for 
delivering her. 

Though it has had its rewards in 
t!te sounds of a healthy baby's cry, 
life has been tough for Burchett. To 
raise her growing family, she had to 
cross the hills with her daughter on 
her hip, so that she could work for 

other people at any odd job she could 
fmd. Her daughter, Garnett Ward, 
remembered the times her mother 
took in laundry. Her mother scrubbed 
clothes on a washboard, and her skin 
became blistered and cracked until 
the blood from her hands mingled 
with the scrub water, Ward said. 

"Hard work won't kill you, or I'd 
be dead," said the former midwife, 
who until two years ago tilled her 
hillside garden with a mattock. A few 
years ago, she suffered a series of 
light strokes, and she now takes 
medication for her heart She also has 
won a bout with cancer. 

Tragedy struck in 1982, however, 
that almost caused her to lose her 
sanity. In one day she lost her hus­
band, her son, and her home. Her 
husband,Ermin Burchett, lost his life 
while trying to rescue their mentally 
handicapped son from a flre that also 
consumed her home. Her faith in God 
and the love of her surviving children 
helped her through the ordeal. 

Burchett also has the support of 
her neighbors who recently honored 
her on her birthday, April 11, with a 
birthday party and dinner. 

Today at 91, Ida Burchett lives on 
Cow Creek with her pets for com­
pany: a German Shepherd and three 
cats - one of whom is expecting.

Since I have oodles and oodles of 
cheese recipes, I will usc only the 
ones using cheese this week, along 
with some nice Lips and suggestions. 

Always store cheese in the refrig­
erator. Before serving, set out and let 
stand at room temperature ror 30 to 
60 minutes. Cottage, cream and neuf­
chatel cheeses should always be 
served chilled. 

After removing cheese from the 
original package, rewrap tightly in 
plastic wrap to prevent drymg out. 
Store strong cheese, such as blue and 
Iimburger in an airtight container so 
their aroma will not be absorbed by 
other foods. If mold gets on cheese, 
do not throw it away. Cut the mold 
out and discard it. Mold improves the 
flavor of cheese. 

If for some reason you have to 
freeze cheese, use it only for cook­
ing. Cook cheese dishes slow and on 
low heat to prevent it from sep~ting 
and becoming tough and stringy. 
Always cube or shred cheese before 
adding to hotfoods, such as maca­
roni. Always add your cheese top­
pings to casseroles about 10 minutes 
before the end of cooking.

juices. You should get about a cup of 
juice. 

Using oven milts or pot holders, 
carefully remove the cover far-side­
frrst so the steam escapes away from 
you. Drain the rhubarb mixture, re~ 
serving juice for the glaze. Set the 

drained rhubarb aside. Hold the still­
hot dish with pot holder and wipe it 
out thoroughly with a dry paper 
towel-<lo not use a damp towel for 
this. Generously butter the bottom of 
the still-warm dish and sprinkle the 
cinnamon-sugar over the butter. 
Arrange the drained rhubarb over the 
sugar. 

Mix together the remaining ingre­
dients, except the liqueur and reserved 
juices, and spoon this mixture over 
the rhubarb, press in with a spatula 
and bake 30 minutes at 3500 degrees. 

When done, tum the cake out on 
the Pyrex pizza dish or on a Corelle 
dinner plate.

April has been proclaimed Child 

Abuse Prevention Month by Gover· 
nor Wallace W1lkinson, in an eflort 
to bring uucmion to the issue of child 
abuse and ways to prevent children 
being abused. 

In conjunction with the proclama­
tion, the Kentucky Council on Child 
Abuse has compiled a list of what to 
say or do when parents abuse their 
children in public. 

Their recommendations are: 
• "He seems to be trying your 

patience." 
• "Is he tired? Docs he need a 

nap?"

Establishing, maintaining 
credit important for women 
Women should be concerned 

about establishing credit on their own, 
instead of using their spouses' ac­
count, said Frances H. Pitts, a home 
economics agent with the University 
of Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

"Establishing a good credit rating 
is very important," said Pitts. "H a 
woman is divorced, separated, wid­
owed, or faced with financial emer­
gencies, she can avoid many prob­
lems by having established her own 
credit rating." 

Many women do not have a credit 
record because they are listed with 
credit bureaus in a joint file with their 
husbands. 

Pitts said that women must as­
sume some responsibility in learning 
their credit rights and establishing 
their own identity. 

The specialist said obtaining a 
good credit reputation can be accom­
plished by:

• If you know lhe parent, offer to 
watch the child while he/she takes a 
break, gets a drink of water, etc. 

Carry with you, "Tips for Shop­
ping With Children." Give one to the 
parent 

account in your own name. 
* Applying for a single-purpose 

credit card or charge account from a 
gas station or a department store. 

• Applying for a multi-purpose 
credit card, even if you don't use it 

• Borrowing cash from a bank or 
credit union. 

* Safeguarding your credit by 
repaying on time. 

"As long as you are employed or 
have sufficient income, you should 
be able to establish and maintain 
credit," said Pitts. "But with the free­
dom and convenience comes some 
danger-the temptation to over­
spend." 

Other problems, she said, are credit 
card loss or theft, and billing errors. 
Neither problem should be ignored, 
and the creditor should be notified 
immediately. 

"If you are faced with the loss of a 
job, heavy medical bills or other 
emergencies, notify the creditors as 
soon as possible. Do not just stop 
paying bills without an explanation," 
said Pitts. 

"By talking with the creditors, a 
realistic payment plan can be worked 
out Most creditors are more than 
willing to adjust payment plans­
provided you are still a good credit 
risk."
