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Dr. Henry Campbell :

PCC's first and only president

Dr. Henry A. Campbell Jr., a
mountain educator whose wit and
wisdom have earned him the respect
and love of his faculty and students at
Prestonsburg Community College,
will deliver his last Commencement
Address as PCC president Sunday,
May 5,at2 p.m. atJenny Wiley State
Park’s Amphitheater.

Campbell will retire from his presi-
dential post on June 30 at the manda-
tory retirement age of 65.

A 1943 graduate of Wheelwright
High School, Campbell spent his early
years in the coal mining areas of
Kentucky, Virginia, West Virginia,
Pennsylvania, and Ohio.

Campbell began his career in
education after a tour of duty in the
Army. He began his brief military
career as acadet in the Army Special
Reserve Program on August 3, 1943,

while he was an engineering student
at the University of Kentucky. He
was in the reserve for one quarter,
before going to Ft. Benning, Geor-
gia, and later 1o Ft. Jackson South
Carolina, for training. Campbell
joined the 87th infantry and served in

Europe with the 3rd Army under
General George Patton. He was
wounded and sent back to Camp
Carson, Colorado and wasdischarged
on July 7, 1945,

Campbell went back lo Seattle,
Washington, where he was born and
enrolled in a university there, After
two years, transferred back to UK

where he graduated with a major in
Math,

Campbell coached and taught for
six years at schools in Lancaster,
Cumberland, and Benham. He trav-
eled 10 Alamo Garde, New Mexico
where he lived for eight years. In

1957, a community college was es-
tablished in the area and Campbell
became its first direclor. He also
obtained his Master’s Degreein 1957,
and an Education Specialistdegree in
1961 from New Mexico State Uni-
versily.

Campbell then went to Texas
where he received his Ph.D.in 1963.

On August 20, 1963, he accepted a
post as first president of Crowder
College, atwo-county junior college,
in Neosho, Missouri.

He has written two monographs in
conjunction with Dr, Clyde Blocker
at the University of Texas, and has
also published several magazine ar-

ticles on science, mathematics, and
astronomy.

While Campbell's career was
climbing, tragedy struck. On Sep-
tember 29, 1963, his wife died in
childbirth, His son lived only 30
hours. His life was shattered and
Campbell said he returned home to
Kentucky to recuperate, “just like
any animal who receives a serious
blow and returns home.”

Alice Lloyd College offered him
the position of Dean, and he had just
decided to accept when former super-
intendent of Floyd County Schools

Board gets close-up of needs

A tour of several Floyd County
schools by board of education mem-
bers Thursday proved enlightening
and gave members a close-up look at
problems in schools.

The tourbegan at 10 a.m. at Betsy
Layne Elementary gym with board
member Tommy Boyd voicing his
concern about lack of maintenance at

the gymand the schools. Boyd pointed
out that the gym’s ceiling was cov-
ered with dirt because filters in the
filtering system had not been changed
regularly. Boyd also pointed out
weeds growing on the campus and
the need fora fence behind the school
since it is so close to the Big Sandy
River.

“You know who little children
are, they could easily go over the
bank to the river,” Boyd said.

Frankie Francis, director of build-
ings and grounds, said the board did
not own weedeaters and that was
why tall weeds were growing in some
areas of the school. Other board
members agreed with Boyd that a
fence was needed behind the school.

The location, not the condilion..of
Harold Elementary was a major
concern for the board. The school,

A week-long review of school
construction projects in Floyd and
Pike counties in February and March
by a team of state auditors has re-
sulted in a 36-page reportand a list of
16 recommendations for changing
the ways schools are built in Ken-
tucky.

State Auditor Bob Babbage pre-
sented the report Wednesday to
membersof the state’s Special Legis-
lative Subcommittee on Education
Accountability, Babbage told the
Times Wednesday that the review
uncovered “no evidence of criminal
wrongdoing,” but added that the
state’s Office of Education Accounta-
bility “will pursue other aspects of
our reports and make recommenda-
tions to the Legislature.”

Babbge said auditors had discov-
ered “a big problem” in the lack of
competitiveness for the use of pro-
fessional services on school construc-
tion projects, specifically mention-
ing Floyd County.

“They (the Floyd County Board of
Education) see the first (architect) as

the last one,” Babbage said. “They
make no atiempt to negotiate (for
those services).” Babbage also said
there were “decisions being made in
Floyd County about site selection
entirely inprivate. That'snot good. If
you can place more competition in
that system, you can lessen public
concern.”

Babbage highlighted the report
Wednesday ata meeting of the state's
Special Legislative Subcommitiee on
Education Accountability, noting that
problems uncovered during the proj-
ecl reviews were similar across the
state and not unique to Floyd and

State offers solution fo

State officials have sent a pro-
posal to the Floyd County Board of
Education that they hope will end the
controversy about certification of
work on school construction projects
in the county.

Mike Luscher, director of build-
ings and grounds for the Department
of Education, said Wednesday that
he mailed a proposal to the board of
education which should be agreeable
to the architect and construction
manager on the Left Beaver High
School project.

The board called a special meet-
ing last Thursday (o try to resolve the
issue of certification of work to archi-
tect Jim Ellis by construction man-
ager Sam Martin. Both sides agreed
last Thursday to sign a joint certifica-
tion form.

Luscher said amended G-702 and
requisition for funds forms is fair and
equitable to both parties and should
resolve the issue.

The amended G-702 form, the
form used todetermine the amountof
work done by a contractor, would
require the signatures of the architect

and construction manager certifying
that the work cited had been per-
formed.

The requisition for funds form,
which was developed by Henry Reed,
bond counsel for the School Facili-
ties Construction Commission, re-
quires both signatures but contains a
clause relating to the construction
manager,

The clause reads: “The under-
signed construction manager certi-
fies that to the best of the construc-
tion manager’s knowledge, informa-
tion, and belief; work covered by this
Project Application for Payment has
been completed in accordance with
the Contract Documents, and that
current payment shown herein is now
dlle." 3

“The above statement allows both
professional offices to sign off for
their own required services and pro-
vides no hint of indemnification on
the part of either party to the other,”
Luscher’s said. “This will comply
with each’s contract requirements,
and I would utilitze these immedi-
ately.”

Ellisand Martin have been atodds
over the certification issue since
January. Ellis would not sign the

requisition for funds because Martin
would not certify to him materials or
equipment used on the site had been
used. Martin maintained his contract
did not require certification to the
architect, only to the board of educa-
tion, Ellis claimed if he certified the
work without Martin's certification
he could not accuralely certify the
work had been done.

The board passed an amendment
to Martin’s contract in February that
“bypassed"” certification to the archi-
tect, according to Cliff Latta, attor-
ney for the board. Latta said at last
Thursday’s meeting that the amend-
ment was considered “invalid” by
Luscher because Luscher had not
approved it.

Luscher said Wednesday that was
accurate,

“I've never saw an amendment to
the contract,” Luscher said, “The
board can't change the contract if I
didn’t know anything about it.

The ultimate impact of a state review of school construc-
tion policies and procedures, released in a report this
week, won't be felt until 1992.

That's when Kentucky's General Assembly will or won't
enact legislation recommended by State Auditor Bob

Babbage.

On Wednesday, Babbage told members of the legisla-
tive Subcommittee for Education Accountability that
Kentucky needs to change the way it builds schools. Most
of the evidence to support that stance was developed
here, in Eastern Kentucky, the same breeding ground, you
may recall, for what eventually became landmark educa-

tion reform legislation.

Resistence to change is as inevitable as change itself.
In Eastern Kentucky, where school systems are more
often than not the largest employers, change comes hard,

one battle at a time.

Fighting to protect
Social Security

This week the Senate debated a
proposal that wopld affect seniors
and every working American. It was
a proposal that would allow the
weakening of the Social Security
system, one that might be a major
step back toward instability and in-
solvency. This proposal could even
bankrupt the Social Security sysiem
as early as 2005.

I voted not to weaken the Social
Security system. According to a
Congressional Budget Office (CBO)
study, the proposed payroll tax cut
would slow economic growth, in-
crease interest rates, and lower the
savings rate. The payroll cut would
also reduce the accumulation of re-
serve funds thatcushion the program
from an economic setback, subject-
ing the program to unneeded poten-
tial financial risk. With an ever-in-
creasing deficit and a growing popu-
lation of senior citizens, no one needs

such a burden on the economy.

For Kentucky seniors, the pro-
posal was a (hreat o the stability of
the system. Seniors should not have
to worry that the funds they worked
so hard for might be threatened by
those who want to tamper with a
now-secure program.

For working Kentuckians, the
proposal would be a major tax hike.
By 2020, the tax burden for the aver-
age worker would be more than $1300
higher than under current law. This is
no time Lo increase the burden on
working families— you want o know
that the system will be secure by the

. time you need it, 100.

The Social Security system now
provides a stable, secure income for
workers and their families who have
contributed for many years. Ken-
tuckians and all Americans want
Social Security to remain safe. The
strength of the program is its future
— Social Security must be solvent by
the time today’s workers retire.

I am writing to voice my support

Bringing more clean coal
to our energy future

I am pleased to report that our
Senate Committee on Energy and
Natural Resources has approved a
series of clean-coal proposals, which
1 recently offered as amendments to
far-reaching national energy legisla-
tion.

This legislation, now including
these critical amendments, can help
10 lead Kentucky and the nation to a
brighter energy future. I am abso-
lutely convinced thatit should be the
top priority of the 102nd Congress.

Our bill—the National Energy
Security Actof 1991—is expected Lo
reach the Senate floor in relatively
shortorder. I have every hope that we
¢an get Senate action this year and
congressional approval of major
energy legislation before this Con-
gress adjoumns at the end of 1992,

Kentuckians and others have
worked for many years [0 encourage
national energy policies to reduce
our crippling dependence on foreign
oil. Now, as we Seek ways (o ensure
that the Persian Gulf conflict will
never be repeated, the need for such
policies is greater than ever before.

This short-sighted approach is
highly damaging to Kentucky and
other coal-producing states—and
even more damaging o the long-
term energy security of this nation.

By contrast, our National Energy
Security Act calls for the develop-
ment of advanced clean-coal tech-
nologies along with many other en-
ergy-efficiency and conservation

for a new Prestonsburg High School
being built on the sile already pur-
chased for that express purpose on
Route 114, Middle Creek Road. Af-
ter attending the recent school board
meeting, I believe, more strongly than
ever, that this would be the comrect
thing to do.

First, I would like to see a new
school for our children, not one that
has been renovated. When Il attended
high school at Prestonsburg during
the early seventies, the school needed
extensive work, the least being the
removal of asbestos throughout the
building. Why should our children
have to settle fora “new” schoglinan
old shell?

Secondly, I listened with interest
to Mr. Billips® proposal for an alter-
nate site. However, I felt there were
several points not taken into consid-
eration; one of the most important
being that even if there is arenovated
“new” school built on thatlocation, it
will still be in the flood plain. Why
should millions of dollars be ex-
pended for a project that is located on
such a site?

Thirdly, the land located on Route
114 has already received the approval
of the state and as such, has been
purchased by the Floyd County Board
of Education. If this property is not
utilized as a building site for the high
school, the Floyd County Board of
Education will be responsible for
monies expended thus far on the
project, This money would have to
come from the Board’s general fund.
[s there an extra $510,000 available
to throw away? I think not. However,
if the Board becomes responsible for
this debt, then money being thrown
away will be the case.

Lastly, I have been perplexed
about the figure being thrown about
for site preparation of the Middle
Creek site. This seems to be a big
issue for those opposed to the project,
asitshouldbe. Howeyer, [ have yetio
determine from where the quoted 4.3
or4.8 million dollar figure came, The
property purchased was 110 acres.
For 18 level acres, 1.3 million was
the bid received from the construc-
tion company. Core drilling and other
such expenses took the total cost of
site preparation to 1.9 million, not4.8
million.

In conclusion, I believe that when
the facts are placed on the table, the
logical choice is that the best deci-
sion forthe people of Floyd County is
to build a new high school on the
property: located on Route 114.

1am very pleased that the commit-
tee has adopted my amendments to
strengthen crucial coal provisions of
this bill. I am convinced that the
resulting bill deserves the support of
all Kentuckians. My amendments
will:

* Encourage additional rounds in
the clean-coal technology program.

* Direct the Secretary of Energy
to undertake joinl ventures to de-
velop commercial-scale demonstra-
tions of innovative coal-refining
processes such as liquefaction. This
will allow us to focus more on clean-
ing up our coal before—rather than
after—it is burned.

* Include coal refining in our
proposed research and development
program for non-fuel uses of coal.

* Encourage states to provide
regulatory incentives Lo utilities in-
vesting in clean-coal technologies,
and require the Secretary to issue
progress reports.

* Also direct the Federal Energy
Regulatory Commission to conducta
rulemaking to establish a S5-year
demonstration program of regulatory
incentives for clean-coal technolo-
gies.

* Eliminate a disincentive to the
acceptance of clean-coal projects by
ensuring that electricity rates are not
based on avoided-cost calculations
that could artificially drive up rates.

* Require the Secretary 1o make a
report o Congress on the utilization
of coal-combustion byproducts, such
as ash, slag and flue-gas desulfuriza-
tion materials.

Life saving mammography services

offered in ninty-seven Kentucky counties

Low-income women in 97 Ken-
tucky counties now have access to
mammography (breast cancer)
screening services through local
health departments,

State Health Services Commis-
sioner Carlos Hernandez, M.D., says
that the new service, eventually to be
offered by health departments state-
wide, provides a more comprehen-
sive cancer check-up for Kentucky
women,

“Health departments have tradi-
tionally provided Pap tests to catch
cervical cancer early, taught women
how to examine their own breasts for
lumps and counseled smokers about
the risks of lung cancer,” Hernandez
said.

“With the addition of mammogra-
phy screening to health department
services, low-income women will be
offered a chance to detect breast
cancer in its earliest, most treatable

s!ages.“

The American Cancer Society
estimates that in 1991, 2,300 Ken-
tucky women will be diagnosed with
breast cancer and that 600 Kentucky
women will die of the disecase.
Mammography screening can detect
breastcancerinitsearly stages thereby
greatly improving survival rates,

The mammography services will
benefit Kentucky women who until
now have not had access to this po-
tentially life-saving medical service.

“For the most part, the women
who will receive mammograms
through health departments do not
have private medical insurance and
are ineligible for Medicaid,” Her-
nandez said. “With this new pro-
gram, these women will be able to
have this valuable screening,”

Low-income women over age 45
are eligible for the health department
services. Women age 35 through 44
who have a family history of breast

cancer and meet the income criteria
are also eligible.

Hemandez says that women at the
highestrisk forbreastcancerarebeing
targeted for the screenings,

“We know that women over age
45 are at more risk of getting breast
cancer than younger women,” he said.
“That’s why the screening program,
inaccordance with established medi-
cal guidelines, will emphasize women
of this age.”

The new service i being added
across the state as a result of a §1.3
million appropriation by the legisla-
ture in its 1990 session, Health de-
partments are contracting with local
and mobile mammography provid-
ers for the service.

Women who want more informa-
tion about the availability of mam-
mography screening in their area
should contact the Floyd County
Health Department.

Snoring can indicate serious medical problem

Snoring — it often results in jabs
in the side at night and lots of bad
jokes. But, to the medical commu-
nity, snoring is not joke. As a matter
of fact, loud, habitual snoring can be
an indication of a potentially life-
threatening disorder, obstructive
sleep apnea.

Snoring may indicate a problem
with breathing during sleep such as
the airway not being fully open. The
noise comes from efforts to force air
through the narrowed airway.

The typical individual with sleep
apnea is a middle-aged male who is
overweight. He may awaken fre-
quently during the night gasping and
thrashing about. Morning headaches,

trouble concentrating, difficulty stay-
ing awake while driving, or sitting
still to watch television are all symp-
toms of sleep apnea. The individual
may also be unusually irritable, anx-
ious, or depressed. Since these symp-
tomstend lo manifestthemselvesover
a period of years, the person tends Lo
minimize their effects, Often family
members recognize the changes in
mood and behaviors and urge the
individual to seek help.

Anyone who suffers from these
symptoms needs to discuss the prob-
lem with his or her physician. Indi-
viduals with suspected sleep apnea
should avoid drinking alcohol within
four hours of bedtime and/or the use
of sleeping pills. Both alcohol and
sleeping pills cause breathing to be
more depressed and increase the fre-
quency and severity of the apnea.

Most people who have sleep ap-
nea find they feel better when sleep-
ing in a recliner or with three or four
pillows beneath them, This tends 1o
take some of the pressure off the
narrowed airway that is worse when
they are totally flat in bed and sleep-
ing on their back.

The most common treatment for
sleep apnea is called continuous
positive airway pressure. With this
treatment a mask is worn over the

Some people plant theironion sets
2 or 3 inches apart in rows, so they
can pull fresh green onions for table
use by pulling every other onion out.
I have done that.

I later learned that when you pull
every other one out, you will slightly
disturb the ones on each side of the
pulled onion, causing the onion to
mature before reaching maximum
size. To avoid this, it is better 1o set
out some sets in a special bed. Set
your main bed out with 5 or 6 inches

Onions should
get an average of one inch of water
each week. If your soil is sandy and
quick draining, they will need two
inches. A nitrogen-loving plant will
grow more vigorously with a steady
watering of manure tea or other wa-
ter-soluble fertilizer. Anonion grow-
ing myth is they need no fertilizer or
feeding,

Iranacrossa good idea (I think) to
help grow your onions. Cut card-
board panels the size of your onion
beds from large boxes, such as refrig-
erator cartons. Using an electric drill
equipped with a hole cutting saw,
drill rows of one inch holes on six
inch centers into the panels. Lay the
panels on the onion bed, anchor the
edges with soil and place a few rocks
down the middle to keep the card-
board flat, Plantyour onion sets in the
holes, then sprinkle wood ashes on
the cardboard to repel onion flies.

Using this method, the only weed-
ing you will have to do is in the holes
until the onion bulb grows large
enough to smother the weeds. You
will be spacing and mulching your
onion beds at the same time. Along
with holding the moisture in the bed,
because the sun won't draw it out,
this method requires less watering in
hot dry spells.

Old cousins never die,
they just go someplace
more relative

Last week was a nightmare.
Among family sicknesses, friends’
illnesses, and the death of a loved
one, it wasa trying and sad time at the
Hopson household.

With God’s help, we weathered
the sickness and illnesses, but the
death of one of my dearest and sweet-
est cousin’s, Mark Trimble, was an
obstacle that proved to be almost
emotionally insurmountable.

Mark was only 41-years old. The
last time I spoke to him in person, he
had just learned of his illness and was
preparing to face his adversity with
optimism, That was typical because
optimistically was the only way Mark
dealt with anything,

I was always Mark’s “Cuz". That
was his nickname forme, but  wasn’t
singled out for this distinction. Mark
had a nickname for everyone. This
was simply one element of his natu-
ral magnetism thatmade people gravi-

tate toward him. And aside from being
cousins, Mark and I were friends. We
grew up together, attended the same
church, dated each other’s best friends
and generally caused a commaotion
whenever we were logether.

One night when Mark and his
girlfriend, and my boyfriend and I
were “courting” in the basement of
my house, we decided 1o turn off the
lights for privacy. After about 15
minutes, I felt someone fondling my
leg. “Stop that!” Icommanded. Mark
never missed a beat as he replied,
“Cuz, I'm sure glad that’s your leg. 1
had an itch and for a minute there, I
thought my leg was paralyzed.”

Since church played a major role
in our growing up process, we spent
a lot of time “parked” in the back
pews where we scribbled notes to
eachother and whispered throughout
the services. A lot of our best conver-
sations ook place between the Of-
feratory and the Benediction, Some-
times we were even “nerdy” enough
to listen to the preacher’s sermon,

and the way Mark lived his life is
proof that he got the gist of the mes-
sages.

During one of our last conversa-
tions, Mark told me about telling his
niece, Caroline (his nickname for
Mary Elizabeth) about where unborn
babies went after they left their
mommies’ bellies.

“I heard her asking the house-
keeper where those babies went,”
Mark laughed. “The woman really
didn’tknow whatto say, sol called to
her and told her “those babies™ went
to the Breaks of the Mountains and
had picnics,” He then cackled that
laugh which could evoke laughter
from a mute.

Mark had a *“way"” with children,
My own son was one of the lucky
ones who had the opportunity to have
been coached by him in basketball.
Since my son was the oldest child on
Mark's novice team, he gave him a
free-hand at delegating plays to the
younger ones. “Get in there, ‘J. R.
Ewing’,” Mark would say to him.

“And don’t be discouraged because
we're only 38 points behind. We're
playing a good team with a good
coach, but we've got a better coach,
Get abunch of baskets and pass it off
to Tommy if you get achance.” J. R.
adored him, asdid all the kids he ever
coached.

Atone lime, my husband and Mark
were in business together. The sto-
ries Jimmie can tell about their epi-
sodes can’tbe repeated here, butIcan
assure you, hearing them would
double you over with laughter. The
unique part of this is that there are
hundreds of others who could cite
similar incidents.

There isn’t a time I can recall not
feeling better after a conversation
with Mark, The minuie we were
together, we started laughing. And
because we shared so many secrets,
“graveyard talk” you could say, we
never tired of things to discuss. Even
Mark’s andeserved front-page cov-
erage in the Lexington Herald Leader
about taxes was a source of fun be-

tween us.

“Mark,” Iasked when I called him
after reading the article. “Why in the
world did you consent to an inter-
view?"

“Cuz, that was an awful picture of

me, wasn't it? I wanted to give them
my best side, but they wouldn’t let
me pose.”
It would have taken more pages
than the Congressional Record to print
Mark’s good side because that’s the
only side he had.

One of my favorile sayings of
Mark’s had to do with paying bills.
On one occasion, my job required
that 1 call Mark and ask about an
overdue payment. “Cuz, I didn’t know
they wanted it all at one time,” he
cackled.

The last time I saw Mark, he was
smiling and langhing. And wherever
he is, there are no doubts in this
“Cuz’s” mind, (nor in anyone else’s
who was fortunate enough to know
him), that someone is smiling and
laughing now.

Yet, I am still running into
people I haven't seen since 1've
been back and inevitably the first
question out of their mouths is
“how was it over there?” or “did
you have a good time?" Both
questions are rather ambiguous. If
you think about it you can under-
stand why. Imagine someone
asking youhow the past six months
of your life was. Can you give
them a definite answer? And like
your life, the past six months of
my life were a mixture of some
good and some bad.

Now the second question is a
litle easier to answer, but my
answer always shocks the asker.
Yes, I had a good time, for the
mosl part. It was a good time in
that it was a great expericnce and
Tlearned a lot about myself, [ was
given the opportunity to discover
my capabilities and to improve on
my weaknesses before I came back
to my people.

I' learned a lot about Tess
Whitmer during the second haif of
my 25thyear. 1'd list those lessons
but, in doing so, I'd tell you what
my weaknesses were and 1'm not
crazy about doing that since I've
worked so hard to eliminate them.
Those of you who know me know
what they were.

I must say though, by far, the
most interesting, challenging and
emotionally stimulating time was
when a portion of my unit was
sentout o the middle of the desert
to process prisoners of war. The
factor which made that time so
great for me was that | was in
charge. As much as il may seem,
that was nol an egotistical state-
ment,

Being in charge is not always
an enviable position. Many days 1
wished I was justa troopand didn’t
have 1o make the decisions and
didn’t have to order my friends to
do something that needed done.
But, it sure tested my mettle, It
made me think things out and
weigh the pros and cons of any
given situation. It forced me to
build confidence because who
wants 1o follow someone wishy-
washy? It also helped me to be-
come open-minded and more pa-
tient (slightly). Lack of patience
hasalwaysbeenoneofmy biggest
faults (guess I spilled the beans
anyway, didn't1?).

My commandercalled it “lead-
ership under fire.” Previous to the
desert, I had two captains, a major
and alieutenant colonel above me:
making all the decisions. I basi-
cally did what they told me to do.
When my unit was split up, I was
putin charge of 25 troops and sent
to the middle of nowhere to do a
mission we knew practically noth-
ing about.

Not only did I have ensure the
mission was performed properly,
everyone had all the supplies they
necded and were following the
Geneva Convention pertaining to
the treatment of prisoners, but I
also had to make sure my people
stayed healthy, had food and wa-
ter, a place Lo live with all the
proper facilitics, transportation,
mail and time off. T had to wear so
many different hats it is almost.
inconceivable. It certainly wasn't
easy, but it was challenging.

Consequently, what I gained
most during my adventure is
maturity. My [ricnds and family
can tell you that I am now more
outspoken and more outgoing (if
that’s possible). Also, I'm not
intimidated as casily, yet I listen.
and put credence into other
people's opinions.

Well, 1 1old you it wasn’t an
easy questiontoanswer, butl hope
this has helped explain how many
of your people may be feeling and
how they may have changed when
they come home. No, it was nota
typical war, butIbclieve the things:
I gained while serving are the
same, or at least similar, to the
things other veterans gained dur-
-ing their tours. L

Jones’ wife Sherry will also be
teaching in the Powell County school
system.

Jones said it is always hard to
leave a program like Wheelwright.

“I have mixed feelings about leav-
ing,” he said. “We will be leaving
friends, family, students and players.
That is hard to do. However, I am
looking forward to the challenge of a
new program and I am excited about
going.”

Jones has been at Wheelwright for

the last five years, a school where he

graduated in 1980. Jones starred for
the Trojans during his four years as a
Trojan player, going on to the Uni-
versity of Georgia to play college
basketball. Jones best season as head
coach of the Trojans was in 1989
when he went 15-12,

Powell County plays in the 14th
Regionand is partof the 56th District
with Lee, Menifee, Owsley and Wolfe
counties. Powell County has one state
tournament appearance back in the
*70s.

While Jones will be packing his
bags to head to the Powell County
school, he willnot leave without being
missed, according to Wheelwright

Principal Lonnie Slone.
“Monroe Jonesis a fine basketball

coach,” said the Wheelwright princi-
pal. “He has been very supportive of
everything we have done here at
Wheelwright. He will be missed and
Idon’tthink peoplerealize how much
he will be missed.

“I think our size here at Wheel-
wright and the fact of consolidation
helped Coach Jones make up his mind
to accept the position.

The Dead Zone (1983)

Some people think The
Shining is the best film thus
far of a Stephen King work;
others, I'm sure, would argue
for Misery. For my money,
this under-appreciated gem
by director David Cronen-
berg takes the honors. Yes,
the film is low-key and
meandering, but that adds to
the mystique.

Christopher Walken is the
sensitive young man who,
following a near-fatal ac-
cident, emerges with a star-
tling ability. All he has to do

is touch a person to know
their fate. The haunted look
in Walken's expressive eyes
soon tells us this unnerving
prescience is much more a
curse than a gift. Clearly,
Walken doesn’t want to
learn the things he does,
especially when he shakes
the hand of an icy political
candidate played by Martin
Sheen.

Sheen is just one of the
many actors who contribute
fine supporting perfor-
mances. Brooke Adams,
Tom Skerritt, Anthony
Zerbe and the great Colleen
Dewhurst all add texture
to this film. Besides Wal-
ken, however, the real star
here is Cronenberg’s master-
ful direction. This is one not
to be missed and works very
well on the home screen.
