Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt
Thompson confimed Tuesday that a
complaint had been filed against
Adams Middle School principal
Thomas Tackelt, alleging Tacketthad
threatened members of the Floyd
County Education Association.

Thompson said the complaint was
filed by Kentucky Education Asso-
ciation director Betty Rowland Tues-
day aftemoon on behalf of twomiddle
school reachers.

Rowland said the complaint in-
volved allegations that Tackett threat-
ened physical harm to all FCEA
members in attendance at Tuesday
night’s session of the county board of
education.

“The two teachers came to me and
told me Mr. Tackett had threatened 1o
take a gun to the board meeting and
shoot all FCEA members who were
atthe meeting,” Rowland said. “The
teachers believed what they  said
Tackett told them and that's why I
called the sheriff.”

Thompson said Tuesday that he
would assign a deputy 10 attend the
meeting “to make sure there would
be no problems.”

Rowland said the teachers at-
tempted to oblain a restraining order
against Tackeu Tuesday, but could
notreach the appropriate county offi-
cials,

Thompson said the complaint was
not a criminal charge against Tack-
elL.

Attempts Tuesday to reach Tack-
ett, who has an unpublished phone
nunber, were unsuccessful.

last year’s 10-day walkout.

Prestonsburg attorney Ned Pill-
ersdorf said in a May 13 letter to the
board that FCEA intends to file a
lawsuit in federal district court if a
13.5 percent pay increase is not met.

Pillersdorf said FCEA sees the
board’s decision as a violation of
“the good faith agreement to provide
the teachers with a raise of 13.5 per-
cent for the coming year.”

The board voted last week to re-
scind two parts of proposal eight of
the teachers’ agreement. The two parts
of the proposal called for the reduc-
tion of extended employment per-
sonnel and a five percent ceiling on
raises for administrators, The agree-
ment said teachers would receive a
13.5 percent increase nexL year if
funds were available.

The Floyd County Administrator’s
Association objected to those two
parts of the teachers’ agreement,
saying that teachers had no authority
to negotiate their salaries.

Pillersdorf’s letter said the admin-
istrators’ claims are “frivolous, and
demonstrate contemptible greed on
their part.” The letter also claims that
the majority of the administrators
were members of FCEA during the
strike and “‘therefore, bound lo the
agreement that the Floyd County
Education Administration signed.”

William McCann, representing the
adminstrators, said Tuesday that he
“was soity” (o see that the eacfers
intended 1o file a lawsuit.

“We atttempled to work toward
an agreement with the teachers, the
administrators and the board,"
McCann said. “We felt the board’s
latest action would resolve what was
impasse between the teachers and
administrators.”

McCann said Pillersdorf’s state-
ments about adminstrators being
greedy, were “a poor choice of lan-
guage, at best.”

McCann confirmed that “some
adminstrators” were members of

Drug deal "witnessed,”

Cow Creek man cited

Floyd County sherifl’s deputies
arrested a 29-year old Cow Creek
man Friday after officers allegedly
waiched the man conduct an illegal
drug transaction at Allen.

William H. Goble was arresied at
the scene and deputies obtained a
search warrant for his home. Officers
found a wide variety of weapons,
drug paraphernaliaand a police scan-
ner.

Sheriff's deputies confiscated
from Goble’s home and vehiclea .22
caliber long rifle gun; a .38 caliber
special handgun; a 38 caliber Smith
and Wesson pistol; a .22 caliber long

rifle target handgun; a 9 mm pistol;
11 bags of marijuana, and approxi-
mately $179 in cash.

Deputies Lloyd Powers and Linzie
Hunt had Goble under surveillance at
Allen and witnessed the transaction,
the complaint said. Deputies found
eight bags of marijuana in a welder's
glove in his vehicle, court records
said, Goble had been under investi-
gation for approximately five weeks,
said Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson.

Goble was charged with traffick-
ing in marijuana, less than eight
ounces; possession of marijuana, less
than eight ounces; and possession of
drug paraphernalia. He was released
from the Floyd County Jail Saturday
on a $10,000 unsecured bond.

Corps to take hard line on booze

When you think of recreation in
Floyd County, you probably think of
Dewey Lake. The lake is the most
popular attraction in the county for
fishing, swimming, boating, skiing
and much more.

But if your definition of recrea-
tion includes the consumption of
alcoholic beverages, beware, because
that is illegal at Dewey Lake and the
Corps of Engineer Park Rangers will
strictly enforce that prohibition this
year,

The lake’s popularity brings the

people in. But, with this popularity
comes problems, problems like boat-
ing accidents, individuals in the wa-
ter who can't swim or can't swim
well and drownings.

During the lake's 40-year history
there have been 54 drownings. In the
past 10 years there have been 12
drownings on Déwey Lake, seven of
which alcohol was involved in or
suspected. These statistics correlate
with those compiled nationally. Na-
tionwide the US Coast Guard esti-
mates that over 50 percent of all

drownings are alcohol related.

Inthe 12 drownings thatoccurred,
none of the individuals were wearing
personal flotation devices (PFDs) or
life jackets. During a five-week pe-
riod in the summer of 1990, there
were three deaths by drowning on
Dewey Lake,

To promote waler safely in and
around the waters of Dewey Lake, a
water safety council was formed in
April of 1990. This council, estab-

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City gas rates at stake :

Couris will

settle spat

Prestonsburg’s city council will
let the courts decide the validity of a
20-year-old contract that forces the
city to purchase natural gas from a
local supplier and which could lead
to higher gas rates for city customers.

At issue is a contract signed in
1971 between the city council and
John Allen, trustee for the local gas
producer, which requires the city
utilities company to buy natural gas
from the local company at a rate
equal to the rates charged by Ken-
tucky West Virginia Gas Company.

Cityutility officialshave contested
the present status of the agreement,
however, noting that it is no longer a
valid contract.

Uulity superintendent Bill How-
ard explained to city council Monday
that the contract required the city
company topurchase gas from Allen’s
company as long as the city pur-
chased gas from Kentucky West and
at the same rate paid to Kentucky
West.

Howard said the Prestonsburg
Utility Company nolonger purchased
natural gas supplies from Kentucky
Westand now received supplies from
Equitable Resources Exploration at
rates much lower than those previ-
ously paid to Kentucky West. How-
ard argued that the city utility coms-
pany should not be required to pay
Allen’s company on the basis of
Kentucky West rates because such a
requirement could force the utility
company [o raise local rates by $1.19
per thousand cubic feet. (This figure
is an average difference based on gas
rates for the months of December
1990, January 1991 and February
1991).

Morris Kennedy, of Louisa, act-
ing as legal counsel for Allen, con-
tended that the intent of the 1971
contract was to always pay Allen the
rate Kentucky West charges regard-
less of whether the cily was still
purchasing gas from Kentucky West.

Kennedy told the council that his
client wanted to give them the appor-
tunity to review the contract and vote
on a revision before any legal action
was taken.

Council member Bill R. Collins
said in response “In effect you are
asking uslo vole onraising gas prices.

I couldn’t vote for a rate increase (o
be placed on the back of the citizens.”

The current pricing dispute arose
due to asettlementagreement reached
between the city utility company and
Kentucky West on July 1, 1990.
Kentucky West was granted the right
toreprice certain pipeline production
sold during the period of December
1, 1978 through March 2, 1983. This
amounted to a bill for the city of
Prestonsburg of $2,877,809. Ken-

lucky West agreed to lower that

charge10$1,297,138 and allowed the

city to suspend their contractin order
to seek gas supplies from a cheaper
dealer, Equitable Resources. The
agreement enabled the city (o recoup
its losses without raising gas prices.
In effect, the local rates for gas serv-
ice remained the same, but the city

Taylor said the grand jury that
indicted Newman indicted him on
the lesser charge of complicity from
the evidence presented. To amend
the indictment to a more serious
charge was improper, Taylor said.
Taylor asked thal the indictment
against Newman be dismissed.

Judge Conley overruled the mo-
tion to dismiss charges against New-
man and ordered the case resubmit-

ted toa Floyd County Grand Jury this
June.

Engineers, includes representatives
of the Kentucky Water Patrol, the
Kentucky State Parks, the Floyd
County Rescue Squad, Floyd County
Sheriff’s Department, the Area 9
Disaster and Emergency Servicesand
the Kentucky State Police.

As a result of the lake’s history of
drownings, and more importantly, the
recent high number of drownings,
the council developed proposals
designed to reduce the potential for
walter-related accidents through edu-
cation and enforcement.

Four council meetings have been
held so far, including a public meet-
ing on August 27, 1990 at Jenny
Wiley State Park. This meeting was
designed to allow public input and as
federal, state and local agency input
on six water safety proposals under
consideration.

According to Paiti Williams, re-
source manager at Dewey Lake, this
public input was considered as well
as other actions, including the posi-
uveresultsof banning alcohol at other
Corps’ projects such as Paintsville
Lake and John W. Flannagan lake in
Haysi, Virginia.

The council approved the follow-
Ing acuons:

1. Banning the possession and/or
consumption of alcoholic beverages
on project lands and water.

2. Requiring all children 10 years

of age or younger to wear PFDs while
involved in any boating activity on
Dewey Lake.

3. Increasing efforts in public
education on water safety through
school programs, news articles, pub-
lic service announcements, etc.

4. Installing and maintaining
additional life jug stations (a life
saving tool forthose standing on shore
observing a swimmer in trouble).

5. Placing water safety informa-
tional signs in high use areas (launch
ramps and marinas).

The first two actions will be en-
forced by Corps of Engineer Park
Rangers under authority of Title 36
of the Code of Federal Regulations,
according o Williams.

Williams, who is the chairperson
of the Water Safety Council, said that
these two actions officially go into
affect on Friday, May 24.

“Alcohol was banned in the
Downstream Recreation Area and
Picnic Hollow last year,” she said.
“The ban will now include the lake,
the Corps” Shoreline Campgrounds
and German Bridge Campground.”

There is a Kentucky state law al-
ready inexistence that prohibitsdrink-
ing alcoholic beverages in public
places including lakes, streams, boat
docks and ramps, parking lots and
swimming areas. The Corps’ ban on
alcohol echoes the state statute, but
also includes a restriction on the

possession of alcohol.

“Beer and alcohol are prohibited
and, for the safety of the public, the
regulation will be enforced,” Wil-
liams stressed.

Pertaining to the PFD requirement
for children under 10, Williams said,
“Most parents already have their
children in the habit of putting their
life jacket on before they even get on
the boat, but to get the complete ef-
fectiveness of the jacket, parents
should make sure the jacket is the
rightsize and is fastened completely.”

If you have trouble convincing
your child of the importance of a
PED, Williams suggests purchasing
some of the new, brightly colored
Jjackets that are now available.

The Corps of Engineers has been
very busy making sure that all the
Water Safety Council actions are
being carried oul. Park Rangers have
been presenting water safety pro-
grams Lo area school children since
March. The life jug stations are al-
ready in place along the lake shore-
line. Public service announcements
on the Walter Safety Council’s ac-
tions will air on local radio stations
starting May 24 and all water safety
gigns will be in place by the same
date.

the case.

Taylor filed a motion May 6 ask-
ing Conley to withdraw from the case
claiming the judge was biased against
Newman.

The mouon claimed Judge Con-
ley was biased against Newman
because Newman refused to buy a
coal mining permit from Conley for
$20,000. Newman's affidavit said that
Conley had mentioned the criminal
indictments againsthim “withastrong
inference to offered assistance as to
the same.” Sterling Hamilton of
Teaberry was listed as witnessing
Conley’s remarks.

When Taylor did not call any
witnesses Friday in reference 1o the
motion, Conley overruled the request.
Conley has denied Newman's alle-
gation of prejudice.

Newman was indicted in Febru-
ary 1990 along with Dave Slone and
Danny Meade for the 1978 shooting
death of Walter Hall of Letcher
County.

No autopsy was
performed in 1978 because investi-
gators thought Hall had been acci-
dentally shot in the face.

was buying it cheaper.

Kennedy noted that Allen could
legally ask for a similar repricing
settlement under his contract with the
city, but would agree not to pursue
the alleged debt if the city council
would agree to continue (o honor his
contract.

Most of the council members re-
ceived the contract and background
information the day of Monday’s
meeting and were very hesitant to
make a vole for or against Allen.

“It seems at one time the city
council was involved in setting util-
ity rates and they haven’t been since,”
Mayor Ann Latta said, “I don’t think
it is a position we should be in.”

Kennedy pointed out that, al-
though the city was allowed to dele-
gate their authority to a commission,
it was “their ultimate responsibility”
and the city would be named in any
lawsuit brought by Allen pertaining
to the dispute.

Child sexual abusers must be

Few crimes committed in the
United States today affect one as
deeply as the crime of child abuse
and neglect. It has almost become a
daily occurrence—news reports of a
child being sexually or physically

mistreated. According to the Depart-
ment of Justice, in 1989 alone, there
were 2.4 million reported cases of
child abuse. Of those, 380,000 in-
volved sexual abuse. In addition,
ChildHelp USA estimates that one

out of every six boys and one out of
every three girls will be sexually
abused or victimized before the age
of 18. These astonishing figures re-
veal the need for federal, state and
local officials to become involved, to
eliminate these affronts to human

decency.

The horrifying facts and statistics
do not stop there, According to the
National Institute of Mental Health,
the typical child sexual offender will
molest an average 117 youngsters in
his/her lifetime and garner multiple
child abuse convictions. These child
molesters aren’t local bums thathang
out on the corner—they are pediatri-
cians, child psychologists, and coun-
selors in boys' camps, among other
professionals. These individuals have
sought out employment that enables
them to have easy access (o children.

Forexample, in 1985, a Maryland
school psychologist was convicted
of child molestation and received a
probated sentence. He moved 1o

Virginia, was hired as a school psy-
chologist, and was subsequently ar-
rested for the molestation of 1210 15
elementary school children. In 1986,
aphysician in Ohio was convicted of
molestation. He moved to Washing-
ton, D.C., resumed medical practice,
and was again arrested in 1987, con-
victed for molesting children in a
hospital. Without a means of track-
ing convicted child sexual abusers,
how are we to protect our children
from these monsters?

One way is through tough legisla-
tion. Later this year, 1 intend 1o pro-
pose a bill that will assist in combat-
ing this very problem. By requiring
convicted child abusers to be regis-
tered with the National Crime Infor-
mation Center, we can and will be

sfopped

able to clamp down on second-inci-
dent offenders by having informa-
tion available, and easily accessible
for every child care organization in
the United States. Taxpayer expense
would be limited merely to records
administration.

1 am currently working with the
Justice Depariment, the National
Center for Missing and Exploited
Children, and the Federal Bureau of
Investigation (o further develop this
legislation and other methods of
protecting childrén. The time has
come for Congress o aggressively
address the growing problem of child
abuse and neglect in America. As
lawmakers, we mustact to safe-guard
the lives of children today, and to-
morrow.

“Fast track” legislation needs major siowdown to save American jobs

Along with many of my col-
leagues, 1 have serious reservations
about extending the so-called “fast-
track™ authority for negotiating for-
eign trade agreements, scheduled for
a vote in the Senate this month.

My opposition to this measure is
based on the belief that providing an
extension will cost American jobs,
draw U.S. industry overseas and ulti-
mately serve 1o lower our present
standard of living in this country,

In March, President Bush called
on Congress 1o grant a Iwo-year ex-
tension of his “fast-track™ authority,
which provides expedited procedures
for Congressional consideration of
trade agreements negotiated by the
Administration.

Current authority s due (o expire
on June 1, but will automatically be
extended unless Congress acts to
disapprove such an extension,

The “fast-track™ authority would
apply 1o all trade negotiations cur-
rently in progress—including the
Uruguay Round of GATT, the North
American Free Trade Agreement with
Mexico and Canada, and the Enter-
prise for the Americas Initiative.

Under this duthority, implement-
ing legislation will be submitted 1o
Congress under tight time restric-
tions. Noamendments are allowed to
this legislation, either at the commit-
tee level or during floor debate on the
measure, We are also limited to an
up-or-down vole on the final pas-
sage.

Inmy opinion, this take-it-or-leave
it approach to approving such legis-
lation that Congress has neither ne-
gotiated nor can amend, should give
cause for concem o those who de-
mand responsible government.

For this reason I am particularly
concerned about the ramifications of
granting this authority in our trade
negouations with Mexico; | see very
litde chance of the Administration
negotiating a fair agreement that will

eventually benefit American work-
ers and small business.

There are several reasons [ be-
lieve we should be skeptical of a
possible Mexican free-trade agree-
ment that could well undo many of
workers gains over the past decades:

* The average wage in Mexico is
57 cents per hour, which could very
well pull American industries south
to take advantage of cheap labor costs.

* Our worker's gains in healthand
safety standards would be effectively
displaced by the huge disparity in
regulation, enforcement and uniform-

ity of standards between America
and Mexico;

* A disparity also exists in the
environmental standards between the
two countries. As industry builds on
the border, we will steadily see jobs
go south while the pollution comes
north;

* Small business, which will not
be able to relocate to Mexico, would
be placed at a competitive disadvan-
tages as large firms move south o
take advantage of these disparities.

1 want to make it very clear that I
am not an isolationist, but I believe

we have to be very careful how we
enter into trade agreements. There is
adistinction tobe made between “free
trade” and “fair rade.”

More than eight million Ameri-
cans are out of work and the unem-
ployment rate stands at approximately
6.6 percent.

Our workers need a fair shake and
protection of their jobs during this
recessionary period. Unfortunately,
the proposed Mexican-American free
trade agreement and “fast-track™
authority would provide neither.

Jackson Weather office received
areprieve Thursday, when Congress-
man Chris Perkins introduced two
amendments which successfully
blocked the National Weather Serv-
ice from closing the weather service
office.

The amendments will prevent the
National Weather Service from clos-
ing the Jackson office until 1995,
said Perkins,

“Jackson's office is critical to
forecasting potential flooding in our
hills and hollows and letting those in
charge know when hazardous weather
is on the way,” Perkins said.

“I had to act immediately,” said
Perkins, who explained that propos-
als were introduced which “sought to

kill” the Jackson office.

Perkins introduced the amend-
ments at a bill mark-up of the Sci-
ence, Space, and Technology Com-
mittee, of which he is a member, The
amendments were passed unani-
mously. The Bush Administrationhad
publicly opposed earlier language
introduced by the
Congressman,which would have
mandated a study by the General
Accounting Office before any
weather sites could be closed.

The amendments require the
Commerce Department to retain
personnel at each weather office for
at'least two years in the event an
office isordered closed, Perkins said.

Prescription for a sagging
economy: fry a primary election?

Welcome to the Kentucky version
of Jeopardy.

Answer: A wh-0-0-0-0-le lot of
money!

Question: What is involved in the
1991 state election primary?

Through April 23, the end of a
reporting period, the candidates for
Kentucky governor—including
campaign dropout Martha Wilkin-
son—had raised more than $13 mil-
lion from individual contributorsand
Political Action Committees (PACs).

Add to that the take from raising
events at country clubs, elementary
schools and community centers across
the state and the figure becomes more
like $14.5 million.

Then add in the in-kind dona-
tions—individuals preparing food for
receptions or buying stamps for a
candidate or paying for advertise-
ments—and the total jumps to almost
$15 million.

That’s enough to give a couple
thousand dollars to every person in
Wolfe County or to buy a nice steak
dinner for the nearly 500,000 Ken-
tuckians who receive food stamps.

And don’t dismiss the candidates
for other state offices. Those vying
for licutenant governor have pulled
in some $3.2 million, including indi-
vidual, in-kind and fund raiser con-
tributions.

Counting all those who reported
their campaign finances from the
period that began Jan. 1, the amount
raised totals just a tad under $19
million. Not included are the dozen
or so candidates for state office who
signed a Statement of Intent with the
Registry of Election Finance, saying
their campaign coffers were likely to
be under $3,000 each; they'll file a
final funding report in June.

This spring's primary, set for May
28, looks—on paper—like a big shot
in the arm for Kentucky’s sagging
economy. Since the campaigning
began in full force, the gubernatorial
candidates have put well over $10
million back into the marketplace.

Besides paying their campaign
staffs, the candidates have pumped
money into the real estate industry
foroffice rental in what they perceive
are key areas around the state. They're
paying to heat, cool, light and water
those offices, so the utility compa-
nies get a cut.

The candidates have also boosted
business for the novelty industry by
ordering huge supplies of t-shirts,
caps, emery boards, matchbooks,
yardsticks and other items bearing
the reminder to “Vote for yY

Those advertisements and commer-
cials are not free.

Political consultants, poll takers,
public relations firms, advertising
agencies, writers and artists also re-
ceive a significant piece of the pie as
would-be office holders clamor 0
make a positive impression on the
May king—the voler.

What happens when a candidate
drops out of the race before the elec-
tion, as Wilkinson did on May 10?
According to the Registry, the op-

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Cicadas make rare appearance [l®

en masse in Floyd County area

After an absence of almost two
decades, the cicada made its pres-
ence known throughout Floyd County
Sunday with its high-pitched whir-
ring monotone. The insect emerged
from its 17-year underground abode
to begin its metamorphosis into an
adult.

The sound is louder in the rural,
wooded areas, and will continue
through the summer, said Gene Ball,
Floyd County extension agent.

The piercing “‘singing” is the
mating call of the Cicada. It is pro-
duced by the male cicada vibrating
membranes on the underside of their
first abdominal segment.

The adult cicada emerged from
their outer skeletal shell Sunday en
masse throughout the county. After
struggling outof the pupal skin, adult
cicadas rest on that site for several

hours until their bodies and wings
have expanded and are dry and hard.

After mating, the females disperse
to lay their eggs. They prefer grape-
vines and oak, hickory, apple, peach
and pear trees for egg laying, They
firstslit the bark and then insertarow
of eggs into the opening. The eggs
hatch in six to eight weeks, The
nymphs fall to the ground and bur-
row down to the root system where
they stay for the next 17 years.
Damage occursas they use their pierc-
ing-sucking mouthparts o feed on
the roots.

Though adult cicada like to feed
on leaves of shade trees, fruit trees or
grapevines, most tree damage results
from egg laying when females slit the
bark on twigs to lay their eggs, said
Doug Johnson, extension entomolo-
gistwith the University of Kentucky's
College of Agriculture. Johnson said

the small branches can turn brown or
break, and damage can be severe in
new plantings of shrubs or shade trees.

“When the eggs hatch, they drop
down 1o the ground and the nymphs
burrow into the soil down to theroots,”
said Johnson. “There they remain,
sucking on the roots and causing
damage.”

There are steps that homeowners
cantake to protect their trees, Johnson
said. Small trees can be covered with
protective netting like cheesecloth
which is secured at the bottom around
the trunk, he said. This protection
will need to stay on the tree for four to
six weeks until egg laying is com-
plete (Females are ready to lay eggs
about a week or so after emergence),
Because egg laying is the real danger
from these insects, consider emer-
gence as the signal to begin protect-
ing plants, he said.

Pruning infested limbs before the
eggs hatch can be helpful. Also trees
can be sprayed, Johnson said.

The cicada and the 17-year locust
are often misidentified, said Ball. “A
locust is a species of grasshopper,”
Ball said. The cicada is a different
type of insect.

The cicada is about 1 1/2 inches
long, It has clear wings with orange
veins and red eyes. :

Floyd County tourism industry
gains in tourism expenditures

Results of a new study on the
economic impact of tourism through-
out the state indicate Floyd County
gained in tourism travel expenditures
by approximately $2 million.

In 1989, travel expenditures were
$16,321,411. Those figures increased
10 $18,648,406 in 1990, creating 549
jobsin the county’s tourism industry.

Statewide, total tourism spending
in Kentucky soared to nearly $5 bil-
lion in 1990, and travel expenditures
jumped by a record $662 million,
according to data compiled by the
University of Kentucky on behalf of
the state Department of Travel De-
velopment.

Tourism is the state’s third largest
industry. Tourism spending gener-
ated $347 million in state and local
tax revenues, the study concluded.
This compares with $321 million in

1989. The study also showed that

126,000 jobs were supported by tour-
ism spending last year, an increase of
8,000 jobs over 1989,

Tourism Secretary Ron Gentry
pointed to a major increase in the
state’s travel advertising campaign
and the administration’s unprece-
dented investment in state park fa-
cilities asreasons for tourism s gains,

In the Eastern Highlands-North
Region—Floyd, Bath, Boyd, Carter,
Elliott, Greenup, Johnson, Lawrence,
Magoffin, Martin, Menifee,
Montgomery, Morgan, Pike, and
Rowan counties — direct tourism
expenditures totaled $145.2 million,
anincrease of $17.2 million between
1989 and 1990. This representsa 7.6

percent increase in direct tourism
spending during 1990, when adjusted
forinflation. Anestimated4.,600 jobs
were supported by travel spending in
the region last year.

WHEN BASS DON'T BITE,
TRY THESE LAST DITCH
TACTICS

If you’re abass fisherman, you've
probably faced this situation before:
it’s late, you haven’t caught any fish
and you’re running out of time, pa-
tience and ideas.

What do you do to keep from
going home empty handed?

“There are a couple of things to
try,” suggests Johnson Outboards Pro
Staff member David Wharton, who
admits he’s been in that situation a
few times.

“First, if I've been concentrating
in shallow water, such as shorelines
or flats, I would move to slightly
deeper water. For me, this would
nearly always be a major point with a
lot of depth variation, and I'd stay
there fishing with a worm or jig until
I positively had to leave.

“If I'd been working points like
thisall day withoutsuccess,I’d move
to a shallow bank and simply start
covering as much water as fast as I
could with a spinnerbait.”

Wharton, a former guide on Sam

Rayburn Lake in Texas and now a
highly respected toumament pro,
emphasizes the main thing to do in
those final minutes or hours of fish-
ing is to concentrate in one area or on
one technique, and keep your lure in
the water.

It’s not a pleasant situation to be
in,” the Johnson pro laughs, “but
we’ve all been there. You can’t panic
and start running from spot lo spot
hoping to stumble into a school of
fish, because all you really do is use
up your remaining fishing time.

“You need to find one place, like
a point, and sit there and work it
thoroughly. Or, if you're fishing
shallow water, simply fish your way
down a long shoreline.”

Putting the trolling motor down
and flinging a spinnerbait as fast as
you can wind it in the final minutes,
isn’t always as desperate as it may
seem. During a recent tournament on
Alabama’s Lake Martin, Wharton
began doing just that, and with only
15 minutes remaining in the contest,
caught a six pound 15-ounce bass,
the largest of the tournament

Threadfin Shad, New
Resident At Dewey Lake

The Kentucky Department of Fish
and Wildlife has recently introduced
a new fish into the waters of Dewey
Lake. Approximately 100,000 thread-
fin shad were released during the
month of April. The stocking of
threadfin shad is part of an ongoing
project designed to improve crappic
and bass fishing,

The threadfin shad is a cousin of
the gizzard shad that is already abun-
dant in East Kentucky waters. The
threadfin shad, however, grows
slower and seldom grows beyond
lengths of seven-inches. The gizzard
shad can reach lengths of 20 inches.
Most larger predator fish (bass) pre-
fer shad in the range of three to five
inches, It is hoped that the threadfin
shad will successfully reproduce and
therefore provide an abundant source

of food for the crappie and bass in
Dewey Lake.

The stocking of threadfin shad is
not new for Eastern Kentucky lakes.
The difference at Dewey Lake is the
amount of fish stocked. Other reser-
voirs receive approximately 10,000
threadfin shad each spring, whereas
Dewey received 100,000, This is an
attempt to determine once and for all
if stocking threadfin shad improves
the quality of fishing. This project
will continue for two more years,

The threadfin shad come from
Lake Herrington and must be re-
stocked each spring because they
usually donotsurvive the cold winter
temperatures. Lake Herrington has
the luxury of a warm water discharge
from a power plant and consequently
the threadfin shad can survive the
year round.

Quality child care is available
at cerlified family day care centers

Traditionally in Eastern Kentucky,
grandma and grandpa filled the role
of part-time baby-sitters. Today, as
more mothersreturn to the workforce,
or to school, full-time child care is
needed.

Quality day care is an important
part of rearing a child. Parents can
find quality care for their children at
regulated day care centers. When a
state certified small family day care
home is selected for the child, the
parent knows that the caregiver has
met the standards established by the
Department of Social Services, said
Carol Lewandowski, Human Serv-
ices coordinator with Big Sandy Area
cevelopment District.

“Jt is an important time for chil-

dren. Whether they are in a day care
center or group home, they need to be
in a quality place,” she said.

A small family day care center is
usually in the home of the caregiver,
The provider cares for no more than
three children, who are unrelated by
blood, marriage, or adoption to the
family child care provider. (Family
child care providers are individuals
who provide care for pre-school or
school-age children, or both, inside
their own home for less than 24 hours
a day.)

A group day care home provides
care for up o twelve children, who
are non-related.

“Eastern Kentucky,” said Lewan-
dowski, “has a high rate of unregu-
lated child care.”

Lewandowski stressed the m?ed
for child care providers to receive
certification through the state. She

explained thatitis inexpensive —the
only fee connected to the certifica-
tion process isa $4 fee for a criminal
records check — and the caregiver
may also apply for assistance through
the Child Care Program,

A certified day care provider ¢an
receive reimbursement for providing
two meals and snacks to the children.
For instance, a provider who feeds
three children breakfast, lunch, and a
snack for a 20-day month, could
receive approximately $146, All
meals served by day care homes are
reimbursed at the payment rate that
applies to the types of meals served.
In some instances, homes which meet
program requirements, may receive
the full rate for each meal, This assis-
tance, though, is available only to
licensed homes.

Before granting the license, a
Family Day Care Program Specialist
from the Department for Social Serv-
ices will inspect the child care facil-
ity. If all requirements are met, then
the home will be certified and a cer-
tificate will be issued for a two-year
period. The specialist will check to
see thatelectrical outlets are covered,
poisonous substancesare outofreach,
firstaid suppliesare available,and an
adequate learning environment is
present.

“Children learnalotthrough play,”
said Lewandowski. “They learn
through doing things. The day care
center must have toys available for
them.” She said the toys could be as
simple as cardboard boxes.

“Children learn through trial and
error — and have a good time while
they're doing it,” she said.

A minimum of six hours of train-
ing, annually, are necessary for certi-
fication. These sessions include first
aid, nutrition and child development
training, Sessions are available
through Prestonsburg Community
College’s Continuing Education
classes. The costs are minimal —
about $4 for a two-hour session. For
more information about these ses-

sions, call Gordon Formsma, who is
a child development associate with
PCC’sContinuing Education classes.

“One great benefit is that day care
providers get a lot of information,”
Lewandowski said. “They’ll learn the
new things that are going on in child
care, the latest training methods.”
Lewandowski explained that the
Department of Social Services’ Child
Care Branch routinely mails news-
letters to certified day care providers.

Amnother important aspect (o the
jprovider is the chance to meet other
day care providers and compare notes,
said Lewandowski. She explained
that co-workers in offices can get
together during the day to talk over
their frustrations, but the day care
provider “has no one else to talk to.”

Family child care providers must
be 21 years old and have two charac-
ter references. No one who has been
convicted of child abuse, child ne-
glect, or who uses alcohol exces-
sively or illegally uses drugs can
operate a day care home.

Before a home can be certified,
the provider must have a physician’s
statement stating he or she is physi-
cally capable of providing for the
child's developmental needs. The
provider must also show proof that
anyone living in the provider’s home
i§ free of tuberculosis.

Standards for certification are
intended to protect the health, safety,
and welfare of the child, Before plac-
ing their children with a day care
provider who cares for at least three
children, parents should ask if that
home is a certified day care center. In
Kentucky, anyone providing full or
part-time day care, day or night, for
no more than three children who are
not related, must be licensed as a
small family day care provider.

I know
they know better, and for the
most part, they know they know
better. It takes a stern reminder
from time to time, but that is
understandable.

Manners begin at home, as
do rules. And, like the public
pool, we have our own set of
rules. They are listed below in
no certain order of priority.

So, there will be no
articles this summer on my many
mistakes in the garden, nor on trying
out new methods (that I know for
sure will fail, because [ did not think
them up myself.) There will be no
pictures of my musk-melons, that I
was accused of not growing.

Al this writing, I have a small
potato patch planted., two onion beds,
a row of peas, and a pot of tomato
plantsabout4 inches high. The weeds
will take the potatoes,and onion beds.
The peas might make it before the
weeds get them. The tomatoes? There
is no need to plant them. BUT I bet-
yeatleast two or three will be planted
and weeded by hand

At this time, it looks like you, the
readers of this column, will have 10
continue o read my how-1o-articles,
instead of my I'did itarticles, Now, to
end the nonsense and get down Lo
business.

Artemisia, 18 known as the ghost
plant, and is a very interesting plant
for the home flower beds or gardens.
The foliage is densely hairy, making

the plant look white, in the evening
just before total darkness.

This plant will thrive in general
garden soil and blooms in late sum-
mer and early fall. It retains its foli-
age after blooming. They grow from
six inches to 12 feet tall, are fragrant
and attractive, even if somewhat
elusive. The plants can be staried
from cuttings or seed, seedlings can
be obtained from most seed catalogs.
The most common one is the Silver
King.

Clumps of Artemisia are ideal for
gardens, because they seldom spread
more than two feet and do not need
dividing as often as some plants. They
bloom for about six weeks.

Divisions are made after the
clumps become at least 12 inches
around. After digging up the flower,
divide into atleast three, but not more
than four, new plants. Cut the clumps
with a spade.

Dig a hole for each section and fill
with water. After the water has
drained, set the new plants in place
and smooth the-soil level with the
ground, packing down well. Then
water gain. Plants need full sunshine
and will bloom well if fertilized with
a good all purpose fertilizer.

Question: Can you tell me what a
“due-on-sale” clause isand how itis
used?

Answer: A due-on-sale clause is
usually found in mortgagesobtained
from a savings and loan association
and requires the mortgager (owner
of the property) to pay off the loan
when the property s sold. Thisclause
is also known as an acceleration or
alienation clause,

The use of a due-on-sale clause, in
effect, eliminates the possibility fora
new buyer to assume the existing
mortgage unless the lending institu-
tion approves the assumption. The
lender may choose to approve the
assumption asis, increase theinterest
rate, or charge some additional fee
for handling the assumption,

All VA and FHA mortgages are
assumable, thus, this type of clause
would not be found in these type of
mortgages.

When shopping for a mortgage, be
sure that you fully understand all of
the requirements and regulations

governing the lending institutionand
the loan you are applying for.
