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Against city police :

Lawsuit
alleges
brutality

A Floyd County man has accused
two Prestonsburg patrolmen of po-
lice brutality in a federal suit filed
October 7 in U.S. District Court at
Pikeville.

In hiscomplaint, Gregory Johnson,
alleges that on October 9, 1990, cily
police officer Jeff Stumbo “‘mali-
ciously rammed his vehicle” into a
car driven by Johnson in the Comn
Fork area of the county. Johnson
contends he was permanently injured
in the collision,

Following that collision, Johnson
alleges he was arrested by city police
officer Anthony Caste who, the
complaint said, “proceeded 1o mali-
ciously choke the plaintiff and slam
his head onto a vehicle without any
cause or justification.”

Johnson also names the city of
Prestonsburg as a defendant in the
action, claiming the city was “grossly
negligent in hiring and retaining the
defendant Castle due to his past his-
tory of violence and threats 1o indi-
viduals.”

The suit also notes that Johnson
has accused Stumbo of “negligent
and reckless driving” and has ac-
cused Castle of “assault, battery and
outrageous conduct” as an alternate
course of action under state laws.

The suit seeks $1 million in puni-
tive damages from Castle and
$500,000 from Stumbo; an unspeci-
fied amount of compensatory dam-
ages and a trial by jury.

Police said at the time of the Octo-
ber 1990 incident that Johnson's ar-
rest followed a high speed chase and
they alleged the collision occurred
when Johnson abruptly stopped his
car. Johnson was charged at the lime
with two counts of assaulton a police
officer, resisting arrest, attempting to
elude, improper passing and speed-
ing. There has been no court resolu-
tion of those charges.

Kentucky State Police detective
Joel Newsome said Thursday that a
window in the high school building
was hit with two shots from the gun
and one projectile went through the
window.

Newsome said witnesses reported
hearing a“pop, like light bulbs break-
ing” near the back of the school, A
teacher and three students were in the
classroom when the shots were fired.
One projectile made a hole in the
window and the other caused a con-
cave impression on the glass.

An hour-long search was con-
ducted in the classroom, but nothing
was found to indicate whal Lype of
gun was used, Newsome said.

There will be no voice for the
classified employees of the Floyd
County School Systemn until the
workers merge the three separate
employee organizations into one.

The independent organizations
came before the board of education
Tuesday asking to be recognized as
the “designated spokespersons” for
the 396 employees.

First to address the board was
Herschel Slone on behalf of the Floyd
County Classified Independent As-
sociation. Slone asked the board to
recognize thal organization as the
collective bargaining agent for the
classified employees.

Board chairman Ray “Shag”
Campbell told Slone that he didn’t
feel the board couldn'trecognize any
group asacollective bargaining agent
for any organization.

“We agreed to recognize a repre-
sentative of classified employees,”
Campbell said, “the representative
being a designated member of that
membership to discuss the affairs of
clasgified employees.”

Board attomey CLiff Latta said he

understood that Prestonsburg attor-
ney Ned Pillersdorf represented a
majority of classified employees and
helped them to draft a constitution
and a set of bylaws for the organiza-
tion,

“Ibelieve acouple of other groups
have done the same thing,” Latta
said. “If you're asking the board which
group 1o recognize—pick between
them—1I would advise them not to do
it until you work out your in-house
problemsand thencome to the board.”

Next to speak 1o the board was
Ron Abshire, a Teamster union or-
ganizer, Abshire said he was speak-
ing for the classified employees be-
cause the group that was organized
by Pillersdorf asked him to be their
spokesperson.

Abshire said he had sent superin-
tendent Ron Hager a letter outlining
a grievance procedure for classified
workers and he asked for a perma-
nent slot on the monthly agenda for
the classified personnel. He told the
board he had tumed in a list of per-
sonnel to the board.

The list Abshire mailed to Hager
was the names of classified person-

A place in history . ..

Floyd County has added a new
chapter in the annals of Civil War
history. The county's Middle Creek
Bautlefield site, located near the junc-
tion of Routes 404 and 114, will be
added to the pages of the National
Register of Historic Places within the
next two months, said Marty Perry,
coordinator for the National Regis-
ter,

Frank Filzpatrick, owner of the
propeny, gained approval for the state
listing on September 25 when the
Kentucky Historic Preservation
Review Board met in Georgetown,

National listing will occur after the
required 45-day waiting period has
passed, said Fitzpatrick.

Membersofthe state review board
recommended the listing to David
Morgan, state historic preservation
officer and execulive director of the
Kentucky Heritage Council, who
submiued the property for national
listing.

Listing in the registry provides
protection of the property. Federal
agencies are required to contact the
Kentucky Heritage Council before
beginning any projects that might
alter the site. The owner, though,
does not need approval for any proj-
ecis, Perry said. The owner may also

qualify for tax benefits for rehabilita-
tion of income-producing structures,
No financial assistance is available,
though, through the registry listing,
said Perry,

Members of the Kentucky His-
tori¢ Preservation Review Board, in
anunusual move, also recommended
Morgan convey to the U.S. Depart-
ment of Interior a request to list the
site as a National Historic Landmark,
aprestigious listing which could lead
1o funding through Congressional
measures. To be eligible for the Na-
tional Landmark listing, the property
must meel at least one of several

Jury deliberates just fifteen minutes :

A seven-year prison lerm was
recommended fora Magoffin County
man convicted of incest Wednesday
after a Floyd County jury was con-
vinced he had sex with his daughter.

Willie Wallen, 45, formerly of
Prestonsburg was charged with hay-
ing sex with his daughter beginning
in 1987 and continuing until 1990.

Wallen's daughter, now 17, testi-
fied that her father began fondling
herin the 1987 when she was 12, and
began having sex with her when she
turmed 13.

Wallen and his wife divorced in
1987 and he had weekend visitation
rights with his daughter, His daugh-
ter said the sexual abuse began ap-
proximately one month after those
visitations began.

The juvenile testified that she did
not tell anyone about the abuse until
after a suicide attempt earlier this
year. She said her father had threat-
ened to kill her if she told and had
shot at her on four different occa-
sions when she threatened to tell other
people about what had happened.

Commonwealth Attorney Jerry
Patton asked the girl how she felt
about her father and about what had
happened between them.

“Afterthe firsttime, I was scared,”
the juvenile said. “I hated him; I was
angry; and I felt awful about myself.
He had physically abused me most of
my life. I was afraid of him."”

Defense attorney Teddy Flynt of
Salyersville introduced into evidence
a letter the girl had written to the
sister of her father’s girlfriend.

“This letter you wrole says you
love your father and you were tired of
everybody treating him like dirt,”
Flynt said. “Why did you say that?”

“It was a big scam,” the girl an-
swered.

Patton asked for a short recess
afier the letter was introduced to dis-
cuss the issue with his client.

Whencourtresumed, Pattonasked
that the envelope that contained the
letter also be introduced as evidence.

“When was the last time you saw
that letter?” Patton asked.

“It was in the garbage at my
father’s house. I never mailedit; I had
no intention of mailing it."

Patton showed the jury the enve-
lope and it showed the letter had not
been mailed.

The girl testified that she wrote
the letter because her father and his

A former Prestonsburg firefighter
claimsina federal lawsuit that he was
fired in July as a result of his union
activity and he seeks reinstatement 1o
his position, back pay and punitive
damages from the city.

Kevin Hedrick, a city firefighters
until his dimissal by Mayor Ann Latla
on July 19, contends in his suit that
his civil rights to free speech and
equal protection under the law were
violated by the city and Latta because
his dismissal was the result “in whole
orin part” of Hedrick's involvement
with the Prestonsburg Professional
Firefighters Association.

Hedrick, elected president of the
local union soon after it was estab-
lished in February 1990, alleges his
dismissal was retaliation against his
efforts 1o seck overtime compensa-
tion and for filing a complaint against
the city for alleged violations of the
Kentucky Occupational Safety and
Health of Employees Act

Mayor Latta has repeatedly denied
that Hedrick’s union involvement led
to his dismissal and noted in a letter
dated July 19 that he was relieved of
duty “due to breaches of employment
rules, regulations and procedures.”

A specific cause for Hedrick's ter-
mination, Latta wrote, concerned his
alleged refusal of his assignment to
the position of fire department Health
and Safety Officer, a claim Hedrick
disputes in his suit.

“In light of these repeated chal-
lenges to authority, lack of respect to
your superiors, unsatisfactory work
attitude, refusal to accept a reason-
able work assignment, and failure to
perform assigned duties..." Lata
wrote, “T have no option but to termi-
nate your employment...”

Hedrick’s suit was filed in U.S
District Court at Pikeville. No trial
date has been set.

SACRAMENTO SOLUTION:
ENERGY EFFICIENCY

In 1989, Sacramento, California
ratepayers took control of their en-
ergy future. Spurred to act by sky-
rocketing electri¢c bills, Sacramen-
tans voted to close the Rancho Seco
nuclear plant, a clone of the Three
Mile Island réactor. The “Ranch” had
operated at a dismal 39 percent aver-
age capacity overits 14 year lifetime;
ratepayers demanded cheaper, more
reliable power,

In two short years since, the pub-
licly owned Sacramento Municipal
Utility District (SMUD) has re-
bounded from its nuclear nightmare,
stabilizing double digitrate increases,
recovering Wall Street confidence
for its previously plummeting bond
ratings, and transforming a depressed
work force into proud employees. Its
plan to meet future electricity de-
mand withefficiericy improvements
will actually save SMUD's ratepay-
ers more than $1 billion by the year
2010.

After years of struggling with a
troubled nuclear plant, SMUD is
becoming a national leader in cost-
competitive energy efficiency, and
looking toward renewable energy
technologies.

Efficiency is seeping into other
utilities boardrooms and supply plans.
In New England, 12 utilities will
invest more than $300 million annu-
ally to retrofit mills, offices and
homes. These utilities have commit-
ted $1.65 billion through 1996 to-
ward programs to install high effi-
ciency lighting, reflective windows,
upgraded motors and other equip-
ment, They foresee saving money
over the long run through efficiency
measures that ensure adequale elec-
tricity supplies without new plant
construction.

ambitious. It includes controlling the
maximum demand for power, reach-
ing out to architects, engineers and
builders to encourage energy effi-
cient designs for new buildings, and
implementing conservation programs

10 save electricity in existing homes
and businesses,

New construction offers a vast
conservation opportunity in Sacra-
mento, especially in lighting and air
conditioning. With proper design,
new buildings can be made 25 per-
cent more energy efficient than re-
quired by building standards without
adding to construction costs. Elec-
tricity to serve these new homes and
offices will come from savings cap-
tured from existing customers.

SMUD provides free compact
fluorescent lights, low-flow shower
heads, caulking compound, weather-
stripping and switch plate gaskets to
its customers. Customers can also
receive rebates on refrigerators, air
conditioners, solar water heaters and
other selected measures: And the
utility provides low-cost financing
and helps arrange for qualified con-
tractors for major equipment instal-
lation. R

Why all the bother? Because:en-
ergy efficiency is far cheaper than
building new power plants.

Sacramento’s energy savingsplan
extendsinto the future. With the help
of citizen volunteers, SMUD has
committed to plant half a million
shade trees in its service area by the
year 2000, which will reduce cus-
tomers air conditioning needs by up
1o 40 percent.

To meet future electricity growth,
the utility is actively developing
several renewable energy projects.
Together with other utilities, SMUD
is building anadvanced solar thermal
power plant. This new solar technol-
ogy holds the promise of sun-pow-
ered electricity with no fossil fuel
back-up. Also, Sacramento’s utility
is supporting the commercialization
of a variable speed wind turbine,
which will significantly lower the
cost of wind power; it will likely
install several hundred of these wind
turbines in the next five years.

Citizen pressure converted SMUD
from a troubled nuclear utility to a
model of reliance on energy effi-
ciency and leadership in renewable
resources. Its ratepayers make con-
servation programs work, enthusias-
tically installing efficient lights and
appliances...and reaping the finan-
cial benefits. Utilities across the
country can save both energy and
money by making energy efficiency
programs their top priority.

Starting out with
sewing needles, thread and a few
scraps of fabric, their special tribute
soon ook the shape of a quilt.

Response was immediate and
widespread. People in each of the
cities most affected by the epidemic
— New York, Los Angeles and San
Francisco — sent quilt panel§ to the
San Francisco workshop in memory.
of their loved ones. The gay and
lesbian community and their friends
were especially generous, rapidly
filling “wish lists” for sewing ma-
chines, office supplies and volun-
Leers.

As awareness of the quilt grew, so
did participation. Thousands of indi-
viduals and groups from all over the
United States and overseas began (o
send panels 1o San Francisco (o be
included in the quilt.

OnOctober11,1987, the NAMES
Project displayed the quilt for the
first time on the Capitol Mall in
Washington, D.C. The quilt covered
a space just larger than two football
fieldsand included 1,920 panels, Half
a million people visited the quilt that
weekend.

The overwhelming response to the
quilt during that inaugural display
led to a four-month, 20-city, national
tour in the spring of 1988. The tour
raised nearly $500,000 for dozens of
AIDS service organizations and
generated a wealth of community
spirit: more than 9,000 volunteers
across the country helped the seven-
person crew move and display the

quilt. Local panels were added to the
quilt in each eity, tnpling its size 0
more than 6,000 panels by the end of
the tour.

The quilt returned for a second
showing in Washington, D.C., in
October of 1988, At this time 8,288
panels were displayed on the Ellipse
in front of the White House. Hundred
of celebrities, politicians, families,
lovers and friends read aloud the
names from the quilt panels in dis-
play. The NAMES Project gained
international recognition that year
when it was nominated for a Nobel
Peace Prize.

In 1989, a second tour of North
America brought the quilt to 19 addi-
tional cities in the U.S. and Canada.
And in October of that year the quilt
was displayed on the Ellipse in its
enurety for the third time. The quilt
garnered international attention again
in 1989 when the film “Common
Threads: Stories From the Quilt” won
an Academy Award for Best Feature
Documentary.

In 1990, in response 10 4 growing
need, the NAMES Project was Foun-
dation expanded its programs to al-
low for more quilt displays. Nearly
200 displays were held worldwide,
including a simultancous five-city
display in October.

All told, the NAMES Project has
hosted more than 500 displays of the
quilt. These displays have ranged in
size.from the entire quilt, 1o smaller
exhibils in schools, churches, hospi-
tals, shopping malls, art museums,
synagogues, theaters and convention
centers.

Q: Tell me aboat Matthew

Broderick, one of my favorite

actors. Did he win an Oscar
for his performance in Glory?
I’ve noticed that in most of
his movies be talks to his

awdience. Is there any reason

for this, do you think?

Ore,

A: Broderick was born
Aug. 21, 1962, in New York
City. His movies include
Max Dugan Returns, War-
Games, Ladyhawke, 1918,
Ferris Bueller's Day Off]
Biloxi Blues, The Freshman,
Family Business and Glory.
A few years back he was
involved with Jennifer Grey
(the star of Dirty Dancing
and Broadway-star Joel
Grey's daughter), but now he
is involved with actress
Helen Hunt, whom he met
while filming Project X four
years ago.

As for talking to his
audience, Broderick used
that device in Ferris
Bueller’s Day Off and Biloxi
Blues, and he talked to
himselfin Ladyhawke. In all
cases it was probably
because the scripts called for
it.

Broderick did not win an
Oscar for Glory, but his
oco-star, Denzel Washington,
did win the award for best
supporting actor.

Q: I'm a big fan of the
adult-film star Marilyn
Chambers. I would like to
know her history and how she
got her start in adult films.
—Mark Tucholski, Kihei,
Hawaii.

A: Tronically, Chambers
was once the Ivory Snow
baby. Years later she met the
Mitchell brothers, producers
of pornographic movies,
who felt having the Ivory
Snow girl in one of their
movies would be fantastic.

Why should they be doubted? | say
no one ever questioned their stats
before.

Untested College Players To
Demanding, Or Is It Their Agents?

Can you believe it? The top draft
picks in last year’'s NBA draft are
asking for the sky in trying to sign
with their respective NBA club.

The number four pick, Dikembe
Mutombo, out of Georgetown, just
signed a contract for $12 million and
he has yet to play the first game in the
NBA. The contractis over afour year
period making him worth §3 million
a year.

Now, that number four has signed
for that much, think what numbers
one, two and three might command.
It is staggering the way salaries in
professional sports have gotten com-
pletely out of hand.

At least in the major leagues
owners have the chance to see what a
baseball player can do in the minor
league system. But, in the NBA, how
they perform in college is the only
gauge the basketball pros have to

evaluate a player.

A ceiling price should be estab-
lished for new players coming into
the NBA. A first or even a second
year look at a promising prospect
would give the owners of an NBA
club a chance to evaluate a player
and, if he is deserving of more money,
then open negoiations.

Asof this writing there are 13 first
round draft picks stll unsigned.
Remember the days when a college
player was drafted by the NBA, he
couldn’t wait to ink that contract.
There was not the delay in signing a
player then. The problem today is the
greediness of the player’s agents
compared to 10-15 years ago. Some
want to blame the players and right-
fully so, butitis throngh the advice of
their agents they hold out for the big
bucks.
