An outbreak of hepatitis in two ar-
eas of Floyd County appears to be
under control, said Floyd County
Health Department director Earl
Compton.

The community of Dwale near
Allen hashad the most casesreported,
approximately 20. Several cases have
been reported in the Wheelwright
area which prompted questions about
the sanitary condition of the city’s
water supply, said Audrey Yates,
business manager for the Wheel-
wright Utility Commission.

Yates said Tuesday that an in-
spection by the state’s Division of
Water in early October showed the
comission's water supply o be in
compliance with state regulations.

Fires spark
call for aid

Governor Wallace Wilkinson is
expected to declare an emergency in
the eastemn half of the state today due
to an outbreak of forest fires. Na-
tional Guardsmen are expected to be
activated to the area once the order is
signed, said a govemor's spokesper-
son Tuesday.

Floyd County Judge-Executive
John M. Stumbo and Prestonsburg
Mayor Ann Latta declared a state of
emergency Tuesday afternoon and
have banned any burning the county
Or City.

State Department of Forestry offi-
cials declared a forest fire emergency
in Floyd, Johnson, Pike, Magoffin,
Martin and Lawrence counties Tues-
day.

Forestry crews have been battling
three major fires at Stephens Branch,
Little Mud Creek and Stone Coal in
Floyd County since Saturday, Ap-
proximately 350 acres have bumed
or are burning in the county, said
Zondra Woods, a forestry department
spokesperson.

National Guardsmen are expected
to be involved in fighting the fires in
the air by flying helicopters over the
areas and dropping water, said Mike
Molloy, executive director of the
state’s Disasterand Emergency Serv-
ices. Molloy said that National
Guardsmen would not be activated
until the govemor signs an emer-
gency order.

Woods said that 78 fires have been
reported in Floyd County since Fri-
day and all are believed o be related
to arson. A spotter plane used by the
department wasunable to fly over the
area Monday and Tuesday due to
heavy smoke.

Many local fire departments have
not had an unusual number of fires

reported. Cow Creek, Left Beaver,
Martin, Southeast and Prestonsburg
fire departments had had from one to
six fires reported in their district by
Tuesday. Wayland, Auxier and Al-
len fire departments did not have any

A new FM radio frequency was
approved for the Harold area by the
Federal Communications Commis-
sion (FCC) in Washington, D.C. last
week, beating out two requests 1o
award it in Pike County.

Harold businessman Paul Gear-
heart on behalf of Inter-Mountain
Broadcasting Company persuaded the
FCC 10 allot the frequency in that
community rather than in Belfry in
Pike County. Ed Billips, d/b/a/ Bel-
fry Broadcasting and Floyd County
Broadcasting Company, licensee of
station WMDJ in Martin, were push-
ing to have the additional frequency
allocated for Belfry.

FCC’sdecision to allocate the fre-
quency in Harold, however, does not
givepreference to Inter-Mountain for
the channel, said Dan J, Alpert, a
Washington attorney who special-
izes in representing and acquiring
new broadcast stations,

Alpert said Friday that applica-
tons for the frequency will be taken
by the FCC from December 10 until
January 9, 1992,

“Realistucally, nearly all applicants
itleon the very lastday,” Alpert said,
“Al the present time, there are no
applicants for the frequency.”

Alpert explained that after the fil-
ing deadline has passed, applications
will be designated for a comparative
hearing before an FCC Administra-
tuve Law Judge and only one appli-
cant will be chosen.

Preference is given to applicants
who do not own any other broadcast
interests; and whose owners promise
o actually work at the proposed sta-
tion once it is constructed and is op-
erational.

For owners who will work at the
station, additional preferences are
given to owners who are members of
minority groups; are female; who
have past broadcasting experience;
are local residents; and who are in-
volved in civic activities.

In the FCC report, Belfry Broad-
casting and Floyd County Broadcast-
ing Co. argued that Belfry should
receive the frequency because of its
population; because the county's
largest high school is located there;
and that several Pike County govemn-
ment agencies were located in that
town. The two companies contended
that Harold was not a community; it
doesn’thaveagovemmentofitsown;
and 1t lacks any governmental serv-
ices.

[nter-Mountain countered that Ha-
rold is growing al a rapid rate; it lists
30 businesses in the community; and
it has its own post office, elementary
school, and four churches.

Inter-Mountain’s proposal also

With the Kentucky unemployment
rate having reached 7.7 percentin a
continuing recession, approximately
200,000 Kentuckians know exactly
what Harry Truman meant when he
made that statement many years ago.

Confirmation of

Judge Clarence Thomas

Outrage. That was the operative
word this last week as Americans
viewed the spectacle that was the
confirmation of Judge Clarence
Thomas asan Associate Justice to the
Supreme Court of the United States.
An already scandalous confirmation
process became a circus after confi-
dential FBI documents concerning
sexual harassment were leaked to the
media,

Despite the tortuous, marathon
Judiciary Committee hearingsto hear
testimony over the sexual charge, the
Senate voted on Tuesday to confirm
Clarence Thomas. I voted in favor of
Judge Thomas. The 52-48 vote,
though not resounding, was a clear
victory for those who value the fun-
damental right of all Americans to
due process.

In America, people — even Su-
preme Court nominees — are inno-
cent until proven guilty. Denying
Judge Thomas’s confirmation based
on an unproven allegation would be a
dangerous precedent and contrary to
established American principles of
justice. Keeping this in mind, I care-
fully followed the latest hearings.

I believe Clarence Thomas. The
.charges leveled against him were not
consistent with the Clarence Thomas
the Senate had voted to confirm to
high office on four previous occa-
sions.

In reaching this decision, I took
into account the latest hearings, ear-
lier estimony of 100 witnesses, and
the 36,000 pages of documents which
have been provided during the course
of this nomination process. I sup-
ported Judge Thomas because of his
professional qualifications, his dis-
tinguished record, his ethical propri-
ety, and his sound judicial tempera-
mentwhich make him uniquely quali-
fied to serve as a Supreme Court
Justice.

I do not discount the seriousness
of sexual harassment. It was a seri-
ous charge, and it remains a serious

issue, Sexual harassment is deplor-

able, destructive, and illegal. That is
why I adopted for my office a strict
policy against sexual harassment,
recommended by the Capitol Hill
Women's Political Caucus, long
before it became fashionable to do
S0.

It is important to note the chaos
which surrounded the Thomas nomi-
nation from the very beginning, and
particularly in the last week. From
the outset, certain special interest
groups vowed to “Bork” him, They
set the adversarial tone of these pro-
ceedings and it was appalling. The
release by Senate staff of confiden-
tial documents to the press describ-
ing the sexual harassment charge was
the culmination of this concerted
effort to discredit and destroy Judge
Clarence Thomas — at any cost.

Americansunderstandably viewed
this spectacle with a profound sense
of disgust. These highly unethical,
and possibly illegal, leaks to the media
must not go unpunished. Such scur-
rilous behavior has forever tarnished
the reputation of at least two people.
Further, it threatens the integrity of
the entire nomination process, and
the judiciary system.

Whoever leaked the confidential
FBI documentsestablished a danger-
ous precedent in which anonymous
character assassination can be an
effective means of short-circuiting
the nomination process. As a resalt,
I introduced legislation which' will
hold the exccutive and legislative
branches to the same standard as the
general public, Thislegislation would
make it a criminal offense to nnlaw-
fully disclose an FBI background
report and could result in a prison
term and substantial fines to anyone
guilty of this offense.

I plan to work together with all of
my colleagues to restore the integrity
to our system and ensure that Ameri-
cans are not further harmed by calcu-
lated leaks.

We don’t need to make economic
scapegoats of the unemployed. We
need to work together for far-sighted
and fair-minded economic policies,
including asound unemploymentbill,
and we need to do it now.

It is time for a national dialogue
on the economic policies of this na-
tion, and I urge all Kentuckians o
make their voices heard with regard
tounemploymentinsurance and other
issues of vital importance to all
Americans.

have it under control now. No new
cases have been reported in about a
week and a half. Each time we had a
confirmed report we took immediate
action.”

Once a case is reported to the
health department, usually by a phy-
sician, department nurses will imme-
diately make a home visit and ex-
plain proper sanitizing procedures to
prevent the disease from spreading.
Household members are immunized
against the virus. Families that are
affected by the virus are advised not
visit with other families for approxi-
mately three weeks.

The disease is spread by either
eating ordrinking aftera family mem-
ber who is infected or through un-
sanitary conditions, Compton said.

“We explain to the families that

they shouldn’t eat or drink after one
another and especially that children
should wash their hands after going
to the bathroom,” Compton said.
“But, people don’t always listen. It's
hard to make children understand.
We also teach families how to prop-
erly sanitize their homes.”

Compton said the department has
made several visits to Allen Elemen-
tary to educate the students about
how the disease is spread.

There are five types of the hepati-
tis virus, said health department nurse
Carrie Branham, types A, B, C, D,
and E. The majority of the cases in
Floyd County have been type A, Bra-
nham said.

Symptoms include: nausea, vom-
iting, loss of appetite, muscle and
jointaches, yellow skin, yellow eyes,

Kentucky's wildlife has been an
important department effort since the
late 1940s. Currently. more than
100,00 fifth and sixth graders leam
conservationethicsand practiceseach
year through the department’s con-
servation education program in
schools across the state. Each sum-
mer three conservation camps are
filled to capacity with 6,500 young-
sters who have opportunities to par-
ticipate in nature studies and gain

skills in fishing, casting, swimming,
safe boating, firstaid and archery and
firearms safety.

Did you know deer check station
operators are volunteers?

Each year, thousands of harvested
Kentucky whitetails are checked by
volunteers who aren’t paid a penny
for their services, During this No-
vemberalone, hunters will bring about
60,000 deer to official deer check
stations where volunteers flll out
game check cards, one for each ani-
mal.

These volunteers obyviously play a
vital role in helping the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources keep track of what's hap-
pening with the state’s deer herd —at
no cost to the department or sports-
men.

Many volunteers run deer check
stations from small businesses they
own such as mini-marts, ﬁllmg sta-
tions, rural grocery stores, “mom &
pop” shops and sporting goods out-
lets. And good business calls for
putting customers first. So, if you
have to wait your turn to have your
deer checked because the owner is
waiting on customers, be patient. All
you’re out is a little time.

Remember, a hearty “thank you”
is always welcome and purchasing
items from the business helps the
owner 1o continue offering that loca-
tion as a deer check station.

SCOUTING FOR DEER

Experienced deer hunters know
preseason scouting pays off.

Being in theright place at the right
time rarely happens by chance. It
takes planning and effort to success-
fully (and legally) harvesta whitetail,
even though Kentucky has plenty of
the animals,

One of the firstthings adeer hunter
needs to do, besides boning up on
hunting regulations, is contact land-
owners and get permission not only
for hunting but for scouting that land
several times before the hunting sea-
son opens. If the locations are near
your home, so much the better, be-
cause you'll be able to go more often
and spend more time on them.

Since deer are most active early
and late in the day, you're probably
planning to hunt during those times.
And logically, that’s when you’ll do
most of your preseason scouting.
(Let's make sure we know what
“preseason” means. Deer tend 1o
change feeding and traveling patiems
seasonally, so it's a good idea to
begin your scouling activities about
four weeks before the season opens
or no more than a month before you
plan to hunt.)

Look for well-used trails as well
as feeding and resting areas. Large
depressions in grass and hairs caught
on trees or fences are good deer signs.

If you visit your hunting territory
often and keep a record of findings,
you'll be able to come up with a
pattern of daily routes the deer are
using.

Making a map of the area and
including the observation informa-
tion you've collected will help you
select the best spots for deer stands.
Yes, that's plural, Stands suitable for
carly morming hunting may not be
worth climbing into late in the day if
the deer aren’t there. Also, choosing
several stand locations provides a
selection of hunting sites if the wind
changes in an unfavorable direction.
Deer have extremely sensitive noses
capable of picking up alarming human
scents from great distances. Hunting
from stands where the wind blows in
the opposite direction deer are ex-
pected to approach is an important

to temperature and oxygen changes
than bass are and thus migrate sooner.

“In late summer,” he explains, “
the oxygen levelsimprove in the tribu-
taries because of the flowing water,
and also because this water is cooler,
the shad begin to migrate up from
deeper main lake points and channels
and into the creeks.

“Because this is the main food
supply of the largemouth bass, they
follow with a migration of their own
within a few days.” An opposile
migration occurs later in the early
part of winter, continues the Johnson
pro, when colder temperatures in the
creeks push the baitfish — and the
bass — back toward deeper water.

“Sometimes baitfish also migrate
during the day from place to place,”
adds Fite, “going from the mouth of
acreek out (o the edge of a treeline a
quarter mile away, or from a deep
channel up onto a shallow flat. “The
things that make them move are
changing water conditions, so when
they begin to move, the entire school
of bait moves, and you can see them
on a depthfinder, Largemouth bass
often follow undemeath the baitfish,
or close behind them.” This autumn
when you 'begin fishing the backs of
creeks, Fite suggests looking for
baitfish before you even begin fish-
ing. Because the water will be rela-
tively shallow, you’ll usually see the
shad pushed ahead of your boat.

“One of the things professional
bass anglers always pay attention to,
no matter where or how they’re fish-
ing,” Fite notes, “is the activity of
baitfish. If we see a single shad flip
out of the water, or start skipping
across the surface, we know bass are
nearby, and we'll often toss a plastic
worm right out to that spot. “We
don’t always have to see the baitfish,
either,” he continues. “If we see her-
ons feeding along the shorelines or
on shallow flats, we also know bait-
fish are present.

“Some tournaments have even
been won by anglers who ran down a
lake and began fishing wherever they
