Newman is
alleged 1o have been engaged in the
distribution of cocaine in Kentucky
and other states for the past several
years,

The federal complaint against
Newman also alleges he agreed to
pay an undercover FBI agent to
murder David Slone, Newman's for-
mer co-defendant in the murder of
Hall, Charges against Slone in con-
nection with that case were dismissed
earlier this year,

Federal charges were also filed
Friday against Slone, 32, of Jacks

Creek. He was arrested on charges
relating 1o conspiracy to distribute
cocaine. In a federal hearing Tues-
day in Pikeville, Slone's bond was set

Hall, 21, of Bevinsville, was arrested
Friday on state charges of trafficking
in cocaine,

State investigators here to
follow up on school probes

Two investigators with the state’s
Office of Education Accountability
were in Prestonsburg this week, re-
portedly conducting follow-ups into
ongoing probes of the Floyd County
school system.

A spokesman for the agency de-
clined Tuesday to offer specifics of
the follow-ups and would neither
confirm nor deny reports that one
area of investigation involved school
financesat Prestonsburg High School.

Those finances, particularly funds
raised through the operation of an
illegal bingo game by a private or-
ganizationknown as the Prestonsburg
Academic Athletic Association, are
now the subject of a probe by the
Kentucky State Police.

. Results of the Prestonsburg bingo
mvestigation are expected 1o be pre-
sented in November to the Floyd
County Grand Jury.

Pikeville KSP post executed federal
search warrants Friday at Newman's
residence, rental house and another
residence, all in Floyd County, and
an undisclosed quantity of cocaine,
cash and weapons were recovered.
Three vehicles—a Corvetie, a Cam-
aro and a truck-- were also seized for

possible federal forfeiture.

If convicted of the federal charges,
Newman facesa possible prison term
of not more than 10 years, 4 $10,000
fine, or both, with respect to the
murder-for-hire charge. He faces 10
years (o life in prison, a $2 million
fine, or both, on conveition on the
cocaine conspiracy charge.

David Slone could be imprisoned
from 10 years to life and could be
fined up to $2 million on the narcotics
charges.

Clifford Hall faces a prison term of
five 1o ten years if convicted on the
state drug charges.

Additional federal and state charges
could be pending.

A comprise ending to a five-day
strike by Floyd County school em-
ployees could be reached Thursday
during a special meeting of the Floyd
County Board of Education.

The special meeting was called 1o
conisider board recognition of & pro-
posed Floyd County Classified Em-
ployee Association (FCCEA) as a
collective bargaining agent for the
school system’s cooks, bus drivers,
custodians, clerks and maintenance
personnel.

Organization and recognition of
the FCCEA appears 1o be a compro-
mise between striking employees,
who have sought union representa-
tion, and the school board, which has
repeatedly declined to acknowledge
employee desires to be represented
by the Teamsters.

If approved Thursday, the newly
formed FCCEA would represent the
concerns of classified employecsina
manner similar to the FCEA, which
represents the system's teachers, and
the FCAA, which represents school
administrators,

Allbutone school bus driver went
back to work Tuesday, said transpo-
ration director Earl D. Ousley, The
lone hold out, Neal Clevenger, said
Tuesday he would not return to his
job until a hearing is conducted Fri-
day, September 27, on a restraining
order issued against the strikers last
Friday in Johnson Circuit Court.

When the weather gets colder,
people aren’t the only creatures who
scurry indoors for warmth, shelter,
and food. You may very well find a
“mousequest” before the winterends,
according to Les Curry, manager of
the Middlesboro Service Center of
Terminix International.

“Thisis the time of year when we
start getting a lot of calls about mice,”
Curry says. “Many people are sur-
prised to have a mouse problem in
clean, modern homes, but they
shouldn’t be. Mice seek warmth by

crawling through fgpndation cracks,

attics, aroungd pipes— any nook and
cranny they can squeeze through.”
Mouseproof Your Home

To close off as many routes as
possible, Curry suggests keeping
garage doors closed, fixing obvious
cracks in walls and floors, storing
garbage and pet foods in tightly cov-
ered containers, and sealing other
possible entry points with steel wool,
Miceespecially like to hide inkitchen
cabinets, where warmth and food are
both readily available.

Buildings near open fields and
with high grass or other vegetation
around the perimeter are especially
attractive to mice, notes Curry.

Conventional “snap” traps work
well if they are correctly baited and
placed, Curry explains. “First, make
sure you place the trap where the
mouse willlikely be,” he says. “Look
formouse droppings, holes in insula-
tion, or nibbled food. Since mice move
mostly at night, look for these clues
left while you were asleep.”

Mice are ineredibly prolific and
athletic, according to Curry. For in-
stance:

+ Two mice can multiply into 100
in as little as four months,

= Mice can drop as much as 20 to
50 feet without injuring themselves,
and can climb, too.

= Mice can hear twice as well as
humans, and can sense motion up o
50 feet away.

= Mice can swim up to one-half
mile, and have been known to tread
water for three days.

According to striking bus drivers,
while you played golf Saturday,
September 14 with old-what's-his-
name, they and the UMWA stopped
Transportation Director Ed Ousley
from giving potential substitute driv-
ers a week’s worth of training in a
single day. The Times didn’tcoverit.

While you and your family flew
off to LA, confusing bits of informa-
tion aboul school and bus schedules
flew around Floyd County. Compared
to the coverage given Lo the teachers’
strike and strike threats, the space
given classified personnel was negli-
gible.

Is it because classified personnel
don’t have the bucks for full-page
advertising as FCEA has? Or is it
because a teacher strike and threat
stories were composed primarily from
press releases rather than reporters’
coverage?

Last year, through no choice of
their own, classified personnel went
without work or pay because the
teachers chose lo strike. This year,
these same people have already lost
seven days’ wages and are risking
their very livelihood to stand up for
themselves and our children’s safety.

While other school systems can-
celed classes and worked weekends
to resolve their issues in a few days,
oursystem has guaranteed continued
chaos by refusing to talk with its
employees, setting court dates more
than a week away and wasting
$250,000 of next year’s funds.

While school officials wait for the
court hearing, our children wait in the
dark and rain for buses promised by
Earl Ousley on TV and radio that
may or may not appear. Itis doubtful
thatany of ourchildren havereceived
the required six hours of instruction
since September 12. Parents and
children alike worry what will hap-
pen instruction and grade-wise to
children who aren't in school and
whether those who are in school might
be the victims of strike-related vio-
lence. All of us are glued to the radio
and TV in hopes of hearing the latest
but mostly we learn nothing,

The Floyd County school system
has successfully wasted aquarter of a
million dollars in eight days and
simultaneously distracted us from
other pressing symptoms of its in-
competency — the need for "91-92
school budget (a special board meet-
ing will be needed if the October 1
deadline is to be mel); the need o

replace financial officer Russell
Mount Frazier who resigned in June;
the fact that most of our schools are
not in compliance with 704 KAR
4020 Section 4; and the realities that
ourchildren’s test scores, attendance
and dropout rates have worsened.

If the Times and other media
continue Lo ignore classified workers
the same way their bosses, the super-
intendentand school board have, most
of us will remain ignorant and neces-
sary changes will be delayed. All of
us will suffer, but our children are
suffering and will suffer most!

Out of print since 1987, “Eastern
Kentucky: A Pictorial History,” a
visual chronicle of 49 Eastern Ken-
tucky counties from pioneer days to
the present, is available again.

The volume is described by its
author, Dr. Stuart S. Sprague, as a
“visual feast, offering a fresh look at
a region that all too often is seen as
just a series of stereotypes.”

Recognized as an Appalachian
scholar, Dr. Sprague is a professor of
history at Morehead State Univer-
sity, where he began teaching in 1968,

Floyd County is one of the coun-
ties prominently featured in this vol-
ume.

A mapand description of the Civil
War Battle of Middle Creek, Floyd
County coal camps — including
Wheelwright in its time, David and
Weeksbury — and an undated coal
andoil land map are among the book's
highlights.

Now in its second printing, the
book was published originally in 1986
by Donning Publishing Co., Norfolk,
Virginia. The pictorial history may
be purchased from the MSU Book-
store for $29.95, plus tax. Copies will

be shipped 1o purchasers desiring
them at a cost of $35 which includes
tax as well as shipping and handling
charges.

The nearly 500 photographs were
taken primarily between 1884 and
the 1940s. Many of them are either
from the author’s own postcard col-
lection or the Clayton Collection of
circa 1915 photos, Dr, Sprague also
gathered additional photographs from
the National Archivesand Library of
Congress in Washington, D.C., as
well as from various Kentucky re-
positories.

A graduate of Yale and New York
universities, Dr. Sprague is the au-
thor of eight books, including several
designed as genealogical research
tools.

People in Eastern remember Uncle Ferd

by Barbara P. Martin

Every once-in-a-while a man will
emerge, who hassuch esteemed ways
and high qualities of life, that he is
remembered long after he has ex-
pired. This is the case of Uncle Ferd.
Tomany of our Eastern residents, he
was really uncle, but to most of us he
was our good friend. Both friends
and relatives have requested that we
exhume his memory and tell others
about him. May we present to you our
beloved Uncle Ferd Stephens,

Those who were the closest to
him, and loved him the most, might
be surprised to hear his complete
name. He was alwaysrepresented by
the name Ferd Stephens. His name
appears under witness to the deed of
S.P.Ratliff’s farm on Wilson’s Creek,
upon which stood the log cabin
commemorated earlier by this au-
thor, in this paper, You might have
thought that his name had been mis-
spelled, but, no, he was F-g-r-d.

Dearreaders, may [ present io you
Ferdinand Columbus Stephens (the
real name of Uncle Ferd), Surprised?
So was I! Having learned his real
name, | can better understand the
man. Ferd was considered to be huge,
medium height, weighing well over
200 pounds, in my estimation, Their
agricultural efforts paid off in good
living.

Everyone like Uncle Ferd. He had
a deep voice. When he spoke, he
added humor to the conversation. All
the kids in Eastern loved him, He
Jjoked with us. Whenever we saw him
we were ready for fun.

.Uncle Ferd was a farmer. He re-
sided with a sister, Aunt Susan Allen,
at the mouth of Goslin's Creek. A
small house a short distance from
Aunt Susan’s was the residence of
our Uncle Ferd. The farm enclosed
huge bottomlands, forests, fruit or-
chards, barns and many farm ani-
mals. Ferd helped in all these areas.
He was very strong, yet he wasa very
kind person.

Charles E. Martin, Sr. of Checo-
tah, OK recalls how Uncle Ferd use
to packiwo bushel baskets with fresh
vegetables, which he carried over the
hill to Garrett 10 sell to the house-

wives there. Garrett was a mining
town, and farm products were in great
demand. |

Uncle Kendal Moore was running
for re-election for Sheriff of Floyd
County and Charles’ mother had al-
lowed him and his younger sister,
Jewell, to go with their father, Dial
Martin, to Garrett to work in the
election. They took the short cut to
Garrett as Uncle Ferd did. With his
loaded baskets, one on each arm, he
soon overtook and then left them
behind. They had walked up main
Goose Creek to the mouth of Goslin’
Fork, to Blue Grass Hollow. By fol-
lowing Uncle Ferd's trail across the
hill into the head of Garrett Hollow,
which was filled with coal miner’s
homes, they could begin immedi-
ately to transact their business, New
highway 80 follows this mountain
pathasitisstill the shortest way to get
where you are going in that direction.

On warm evenings Uncle Ferd
could be seen sitting on the shady
side of his little house resting. Be-
sideshis vegetable sales, he also grew
fruit to be marketed in the same

the lower end of Maytown while
napping on the Langley Supply Store
front. With no air conditioners, the
warm, humid weather caused many
to nod and doze.

Some of us recall the time when
we gave him a terrible fright. The
Maytown School was being rebuilt;
The workmen, putting tar on the roof
of the new building had lost small
bits over the edge, which was quite
pliable and jet black in color. At
evening recess we gathered enough
to mold what looked exactly like a
shiny black snake.

Upon arriving at Eastern, we saw
Uncle Ferd sitting on the front porch
of Bailey’s Store, so we went for a
fun session. When he was looking in
another direction, we eased the black
tar snake around his shirtcollar. When
it slid around his right shoulder he
saw it! Immediately he jumped up in
fright. When we saw how scared he
was, we were very sorry. We had

expected only a laughing session, but
ourdetailed workmanship had caused
him to believe it to be real!

Recently Ileamed that Uncle Ferd
had a twin brother, Monroe. Re-
search revealed that he had taken a
trip to Olive Hill for a visit with him.
Upon arriving there, he began 1o
inquire around as to where Monroe
lived. They must have been identical
because the person whom he asked
stared at him a long time with some
disgust and then said, “aw, Monroe,
quit trying to make people think that
they don’t know who you are be-
cause you shaved off your beard!”

The picture on this page probably
documents his trip to visit Monroe.
Uncle Ferd holds his suitcase, Rhoda
her hat, and her son Baisden Osborne
smiles about the prospects of visiting
a relative. Families were close and
kept in touch in those days. Behind
them is a Studebaker car which he
will drive to take them there.

manner. Boys coming from school
made raids on his orchards beside the
road. Sometimes he hid in the tall
grass nearby. When they got into his
apple trees he would raise up and say,
“Get out of my apples, boys!” in his
deepest, gruffest voice. The boys were
so frightened, they ran as fast as they
could down the road which led to
their homes. Ferd threatened to cut
off their ears if they did not stop
stealing apples, in an attempt to pro-
tect his source of income,

At times when work was light at
AuntSusan’s,Ferd wenton hisrounds
visiting relatives. The common way
to get around was to walk on your
own two feet. A nephew told how
Ferd would stop with his sister,
Rhoda, for lunch, goon tg hisbrother,
Bascom’s for supper, and then con-
tinue his trip farther the next day or
return home thatevening , Usually by
the time he returned home, he had
visited his sister, Bernie Gayheart,
and many relatives in Maytown.

As was the way in those days, he
spent some time loafing on the store

porches in Eastern and Maytown.
Ferd was known to be able to fall
asleep at the drop of a hat. Upon such
occasions they tell us that he, for
instance, could rattle the windows in

Any
changes must be made by submitting

Q — I retired from the Army in
March 1988 after 20 years of service.
I'was told that I am not eligible for GI
Bill education benefits because I re-
tired before July 1, 1988. Is this true?

A — A recent decision by the

UK offers 25 scholarship oppor-
luniues for mining engineering stu-
dents from throughout Kentucky that
range from $1,000-2,000 per semes-
ter at the Lexington Campus, and
$500-600 at community colleges.

Lastyear, UK mining engineering
students received more than $100,000
in financial aid.

Funding for scholarships and
grants-in-aid comes from the UK
Center for Applied Energy Research,
and is supplemented by corporate
scholarships, private endowments and
professional society scholarships.

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We Know Our History—
But What of the Future?

Who was Jenny Wiley?

Almost any resident of Eastern Kentucky can tell you of the
pioneer woman who was an Indian captive and, after months of
harrowing experiences, made her escape to a white settlement.

And most of us of the region also can tell you that Blockhouse
Bottom, in the southern edge of Johnson County, only a few hundred
yards from the Floyd-Johnson line, was the refuge that Jenny Wiley
almost miraculously found.

Fewer of us know that the site of the old blockhouse, the first
white settlement in the Big Sandy region, is today a part of the
runway of Combs Airport, its artifacts, even its spirit, buried
beneath concrete.

This spot was the first toehold the white man held in all the
eastern region of Kentucky. Known as Harman's Station, it ante-
dated Boonesborough. Daniel Boone visited Harman's Station be-
fore he ever saw the rolling Great Meadow that was the Bluegrass.

The spot is recognized downstate and in official circles for its im-
portance in the history of the state. But we to whom its name and
story have become commonplace, do little or nothing to leave any
evidence for future generations of what took place there.

A replica of the old blockhouse could be built—the exact site and
dimensions of the little log fort are known—and Blockhouse Bot-
tom, or Harman's Station, could become, as it deserves to be,
another Kentucky shrine. Jenny Wiley Festival Board has appointed
Frances Brackett as Chairman to head the proposed project to
rebuild Harmon Station as close to its original site as possible.

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Coal mine deaths drop in first half of 1991

The number of coal mining deaths
in the United States decreased while
the rate of fawalities per total hours
worked during the first half of 1991
remained unchanged compared (o the
same period of 1990, the Labor
Depariment’sMine Safety and Health
Administration (MSHA) has an-
nounced.

In metal and nonmetal (non-coal)
mining, both the number of deaths
and the rate of fatalities decreased for
the first half of 1991 compared to the
same period last year.

“It's gratifying to see thatcoal and
non-coal fatalities are down the first
half of 1991 compared to last year at
this time,” said Bill Tattersall, assis-
tant secretary of labor for mine safety

and health, “But the industry still
must make a significant improve-
ment in its safety record if we are (o
meet our goal of zero fatalities by the
year 2000."

Following are some other safety
statistics and comparisons for the coal
mining business:

* The rate of fatal injuries in coal
mining was .04 per 200,000 employee
work-hours during the first half of
1991. This compares with .04 for the
first half of 1990, .04 for all of last
year and .03 for the first half of 1989.

» Thirty-one miners werekilled on
the job through June of this year
compared to 33 during the same pe-
riod of 1990, 66 for all of last yearand
25 for the first half of 1989.

The June Buchanan School opened
its doors o a record enrollment of
188 students, August 14, JBS, now in
its eighth year, is a private school
focated on the campus of Alice Lloyd
College. Students have the advan-
tage of small classes and individual

Ous Balkcom, director of IBS, is
opumistic about the school’s pur-
pose and philosophy.

This year the school has enrolled

number of communities in Kentucky
and other states requesting full-time
boarding (seven days a week),” said
Balkcom. “We offer only the five-
day boarding plan which requires
parents to pick up their children on
Friday and return them on Sunday
night.”

Since JBS is on acollege campus,
students have the advantage of en-
rolling in college classes beginning
their junior year with a 3.0 grade
point average. The college library is
another plus for the students.

New courses added to the curricu-
lum this year include Latin, advanced
government, advanced economics
and sociology for juniors.

Seventeen full-time staff mem-
bers live and work on the campus.
Coy and Ann Samons are among the
hard-working faculty at the school.
Coy, who is athletic director, coach
and teacher, is enthusiastic about his
work. “It's been a very positive situ-
ation. Students come 1o learn. You
can teach without interruptions, and
there are virtually no discipline prob-
lems," he said.

Ann is guidance counselor, cheer-
leader and mock trial coach, and
teaches chemistry and advanced bi-
plogy. *We have kids whose parents
support us 100 percent and take a
positive, active role in the life of the
school. The students want to be here
and it shows by their attitude,” she
surmised.

Balkcom is delighted with the new
staff members this year.

Bailey got the Panthers on the score-
board in the first period when, on the
fifth play from scrimmage, he plunged
in from one yard out and a pass from
Danny Estep to Jason McCoy for the
conversion gave Pikeville a 8-0 lead.

The Trojans looked good on of-
fense on their first possession but,
two penalties set the Trojans back in
stalling out the drive.

ONE BUCK LIMIT

Kentucky deer hunters may lake
one buck this season. Although a
hunter may take two deer per season,
the one buck limit applies to all deer
hunters whether using archery or fire-
arms equipment.

This season, hunters should note
that the yellow tag portion of deer
hunting permits may be used only on
antlerless deer.,

The only way ahunter may legally
take more than one buck this season
18 if he or she is drawn for a quota
hunt. Deer taken on quota hunts are
considered bonus deer and do not
count against the one buck per hunter
limit or the season limit of two deer
per hunter.

Limiting all hunters to one buck
per season will help the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources (KDFWR) maintain its
management goal of providing an
appropriate deer supply, and a
healthy, high quality herd. More
bucks will attain a larger size and
more antlerless deer will be taken to
control herd growth where needed.

Traditionally, hunters have been
reluctant 1o take does. However, too
many antlerless deer in the herd can
cause several problems including
lowering the quality of bucks and
jeopardizing the overall health of the
herd.

The one buck limit also allows all
deer hunters to share more equally in
developing quality opportunities in
Kentucky.

Bow and muzzleloader hunters
took 20 percent of all deer harvested
last season, and the percentage is
expected 10 increase because both
shooting methods are growing more
popular. Last year’s muzzleloader
hunters netted 1,048 does and 3,201
bucks. Many of the bucks taken dur-
ing the two day segment in October
were older deer. Limiting modemn
firearms users to one buck and reduc-
ing the hunting pressure on antlered
deer for the past two years is the main
reason these older bucks were pres-
ent,

CLARIFICATION IN 1991-92
DEER HUNTING GUIDE
This year, the General (gun) sea-
son for deer is November 9-18
throughout most of the state. Some
counties in Eastern Kentucky have a
shorter general (gun) season, due to
lower deer populations.

12, miles!

During the General season, any
equipment, archery or firearm, that is
legal for deer hunting may be used.
However, regardless of whether a
bow, modern gun, handgun or
muzzle-loader is used, all hunters
who hunt deer the November 9-18
General season must follow the same
zone and tag restrictions. This re-
quirement has been in effect for sev-
eral years.

The 1991-92 Kentucky Deer
Hunting Guide, which provides in-
formation about the deer seasons,
lists the zone and tag restrictions for
the November 9-18 segment of the
deer season under the General season
section of the guide. However, some
muzzleloader deer hunters may no-
tice that this requirement is not com-
pletely clear in the information pro-
vided in the portion of the guide
regarding muzzle-loading hunting.
Hunters who may have questions
about the deer season should contact
the KDFWR at (502) 564-4336
Monday through Friday 8 a.m. to
4:30 p.m.

DEADLINE APPROACHING

Are you one of the many who plan
to apply to waterfowl hunt on the
Ballard or Sloughs wildlife manage-
ment areas this season? If so, don’t
delay. You have until September 30
to obtain and return your completed
application.

STEEL OR LEAD SHOT?

As most hunters are aware, steel
shot is now required statewide for all
waterfow] hunting, Waterfow! hunt-
ers must nol use, or have in their
possession, lead shotshells which are
toxic to waterfowl.

While lead shot is legal for small
game hunting, those who hunt squir-
rels, rabbits, quail and other small
game species with lead shot must
remember not to shoot at waterfow!
even though the season may be open.
If you’re hunting with lead shot, and
happen to test your shooting skill at a
passing wood duck, you are now
waterfowl hunting and in violation of
the steel shot requirement,

Be safe and legal, if you think you
might ‘coime’ across a duck or tWo
while'hunting small game, make siire
you carry aod use only steel shoL.

TRY CREEKS AND RIVER

FOR SUMMER BASS
If you're looking for a pleasant
alternative to big-lake bass fishing
this month, consider fishing a creek
or river.

With current present, the water
will be well-oxygenated so the fish
will be more active; the current will
be washing down a steady supply of
food so the bass will likely be in a
feeding mood; and best of all, the
fishing will be easy.

“Rivers and creeks do offer an
excellent choice for bass fishing in
the hot weather,” notes Evinrude
Outboards Pro Staff member Guy
Eaker, “'but lure presentation can be
critical.

“Because of the current, bass
position themselves in very specific
places, and if youdon’t geta lure into
those places, you won't catch many
fish,” he continued.

“The key,” explains Eaker, “is
making certain your lure always
comes downstream with the current.
Don’t try to cast and retrieve up-
stream ‘or against the flow of the
walter,

“The way I like to fish currentis to
float backwards downstream,” says
the Evinrude pro, “By this, I mean I
have the bow of my boat facing up-
stream, but I let the current take me
downstream. I use the trolling motor
only to keep the boat in the proper
casting position,”

Eaker’s casts are upstream paral-
lel to the shoreline. Each retrieve
then brings his lure downstream natu-

rally with the current, This tactic al-
lows him not only to cover a lot of
productive water, but also to put his
lures in the proper spolts.

“Bass in current often position
themselves behind obstacles like
rocks and logs so they don’t have 1o
fight the force of the water con-
stantly,"” says Eaker. “They're facing
upstream so they see food come past,
and other food gets washed into the
quiet eddy areas where they’re stay-
ing.

“By casting upstream, my lure
follows the same path of the natural
food, and I can also guide it into the
protected areas where the bass may
be holding.”

Eaker s favorite stream and river
current lures include small spinner-
baits, crankbaits, and plastic worms.
He particularly likes the soft plastic
lures because he can hop them up and
downalong the bottom, or, by raising
his rod tip, simply let the current
wash them downstream at mid-range
depths.

The outboard service experts at
OMC recommend all boaters care-
fully check their propellers for bent
blades and “dings."”

You may
considerchanging Lo a stronger stain-
less steel propeller if you regularly
run your boal in areas with stumps,
logs or shallow water.
