Petitions began circulating last 
week which read: "We the following 
citizens of Floyd County request that 
RonaldL.Hagerbepermiuedtoserve 
as superintendentoftheF1oyd County 
School System for the remainder of 
his contract for that position." 

Twenty-two names were on a 
petition at Rose's Drug Store in 
Prestonsburg on Monday. It has not 
been determined in how many loca­
tions the petitions are circulating or 
how many citizens have signed them.

Hughes began his leave last week 
and assistant superintendent Frazier 
said Hughes would retire from the 
school system.

Castle was lodged in the Pike 

County Detention Center Sunday 
under a $25,000 cash bond. 

The accident is under investiga­
tion by Kentucky State Police troop­
ers Chuck Bledsoe, Mike Crawford 
and detective Richard Ray. 

Assistant superintendent of fi­
nance Tommy Thompson, however, 
said Monday that Hughes had taken a 
medical leave of absence and he did 
not know when he would return. 

Hughes' name surfaced March 12 
when Boysen filed willful neglect of 
duty and misconduct in office charges 
against Hager. Boysen alleged that 
Hager failed to "timely address and 
correct" a false year-end financial 
report submitted by Hughes. 

"Hughes J,nisrepresented the fi­
nancial condlti n of his schc:pl as 
sol vent when in fact, a deficit of over 
$18,000 existed," Boysen charged 

The state board scheduled a sus­
pension hearing on Hager's charges 
for Friday, April 10 in Frankfort 

Neither Hughes nor Hager could 
be reached for comment. 

Frazier, meanwhile, has found a 
few surprises at the school, including 
a "live" speaker in the principal's 
office and an extra line spliced into 
the office telephone. 

"I'm going to get an estimate from 
the phone company on installing a 
secure telephone line," Frazier said. 
"And the live speaker on the wall has 
been disconnected. It's been differ­
ent." 

One of Frazier's main objectives, 
he said, is to get the school safe and 
clean. 

"We're working like crazy," Fra­
zier said Tuesday. "We are address­
ing clear violations of fire codes­
mechanical rooms full of clutter and 
flammable liquids and a hot plug 
wire hanging from the ceiling. Why 
these things have been ignored by 
Mr. Hager and Mr. Hughes, I don't 
know." 

Maintenance workers were busy 
Monday scrubbing and repairing an 
unusable restroom near the cafeteria. 
"We're getting it painted, and install­
ing a new commode and lavatory so

Measles pop up at Duff

An outbreak of a rash among Duff 
Elementary students has health offi­
cials scurrying to immunize students 
and staff against a possible epidemic 
of measles. 

"One case of a vaccine prevent­
able disease (such as measles) is 
considered an epidemic," said Jane 
Bond with the Floyd County Health 
Department. 

About two weeks ago, the school 
began receiving reports of students 
complaining about a rash, a symptom 

of Fifth Disease. "With Fifth Dis­
ease, some people never experience 
any symptoms," Martin said. "Some­
times, though, they have a stomach 
ache." 

One of the most prominent symp­
toms is a large red spot on the face. "It 
looks like you've been slapped," 
Martin said. This symptom was not 
evident on the Duff students, though. 

Health officials, after talking with 
students at the school, reported the 
outbreak to Dr. Clarkson Palmer, with 
the Department of Epidemiology, 
Communicable Disease branch, at 
Frankfort After checking the symp-

However, some of 
the children began complaining of 
eye infections and high fevers, symp­
toms of measles. 

Health officials are unsure which 
type of measles virus they are dealing 
with, Rubella or measles.

Level field 
is goal for 
job hunter 
Competition is 
stiff, Gilliam says

The competition for new jobs is an 
uphill fight, but Floyd County is 
making moves to level the playing 
field, an economic development 
expert told the Floyd County Cham­
ber of Commerce this week. 

Darrell Gilliam, executive director 
of the Floyd County Development 
Authority, ld Chamber members 
Monday that an aggressive program 
with short and long-term goals was 
underway to bring Floyd County into 
the competition for new jobs. 

Gilliam, who has been on the job 
for three weeks, srud he had two pri­
mary missions as director of the local 
authority. 

"We have to retain the jobs we 
have now," Gilliam said, "and recruit 
new jobs." 

Short-term goals for accomplish­
ing those missions, he added, include 
the development of "an effective 
industrial team" to deal with indus­
trial prospects and the development 
of "effective marketing materials." 

Long-term goals include the ac­
quisition and development of indus­
trial sites and a "pro-active, aggres­
sive marketing campaign" to locate 
industry on those sites. 

"We have to realize," Gilliam 
added, "that competition fornew jobs 
is stiff. To be an active participant in 
the competition for those jobs, we 
have to do it ourselves. Nobody is 
going to do it for us."

Larry Douglas Tipton, 49, was 
charged by a federal grand jury in 
Lexington recently for illegally deal­
ing in frrearms during an 18-month 
period.

Joint effort results 
in, three arrests

A joint effort between four law 
enforcement agencies Saturday led 
to the arrest of three persons who 
were charged with third degree arson 
in connection with a house fire at 
Wheelwright.

Wheel wright police chief Charles 
Harmon also notified Layne about 
the, vehicle. Layne radioed Martin 
city police officer James Slone and 
deputies Ricky Thornsberry and Fred 
Mynher. Thornsberry and Slone 

spotted the vehicle at Bucks Branch 
in Martin and pulled it over. Ken­
tucky State Police detective Lynn 
Cross joined Slone and Thornsberry 
at Bucks Branch.

pneumonia. It can lead to an inflam­
mation of the brain.

Health nurses in conjunction with 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion hope to begin blanket immuniza­
tions today, Wednes~ay. Students 
enrolled in kindergarten through the 
eighth grade must be inoculated. 
Adults employed at the school who 
received a Measles, Mumps and 
Rubella vaccine after 1957 also must 
be immunized, Martin said. 

Students in Duffs fifth, sixth and 
seventh grades will not need the 
immunization because they were 
immunized as part of a revaccination 
program. Health nurses began inocu­
lating fifth grade students with the 
vaccine about three years ago after 
outbreaks of measles occurred 
throughout the United States. Health 
officials said that primary vaccine 
failure may have been the reason 
behind the outbreaks. They now rec­
ommend a 2-dose measles vaccine 
schedule- one at 15 months of age 
and one at school entry level (either 
when entering kindergarten or middle 
school). 

Adultsandchildrenwhohavebeen 
immunized should bring proof that 
they have had adequate immuniza­
tion. Those children who do not have 
the second dose of MMR by Mon­
day, April 13, will not be allowed to 
return to school for two weeks. 

Parents are encouraged to be on 
hand when their children are vacci­
nated. "It makes the child feel se­
cure," said Martin.

Spent most of last week on the 
road, traveling to a far-away land 
called Missouri. 

We learned two things on the 
trip: 

(A.) The Western Kentucky 
Parkway is the most boring road

The talk of the town, it seemed, 
was an upcoming school board 
election, a renovation project for 
downtown and, surprise, local 
politics. 

It's a small world. 

Fun in the sun can be deadly 
these days. 

Scientists now believe that our 
protective ozone layer is deterio­
rating faster than originally 
thought, and that means the 
chances of contracting one form 
or another of skin cancer is multi­
plying, too. 

Ironically, the holes in the ozone 
are being created by the bypro­
ducts of inventions developed to 
keep us cool. .. air conditioning, 
refrigerators, etc. 

The more dangerous it becomes 
to expose our skin to the sun, the 
more necessary are the items that 
cause the danger. 

The good news is that damage 
to the ozone can be repaired. 

The bad news is that things are 
going to get worse before they get 
better, and we won't see any 
improvement in our lifetimes. 

If we begin doing everything 
right, now, fun in the sun will be 
something folks in the year 2100 
can count on. 

If the feds don't get the first

Two years after landmark re­
form legislation was enacted, 
KERA lives, much to the chagrin 
of many political hacks who were 
betting their careers on legislative 
revisions for some of the hard­
hitting reform measures.

I am a historian and author cur­

rently writing a book about the Scioto 
Marsh in Hardin County, Ohio, at 
which many local residents of Floyd 
County worked in the onion fields in 
the early decades of this century. 

Perhaps a local historical society 
has collected oral history interviews 
or other recollections of that experi­
ence. If so, I would like to know 
about that and the names of resource 
persons who may know of such ma­
terials. Also, the large growers on the 
marsh were said to have advertised in 
local papers in Kentucky for work­
ers. I think the practice of advertising 
for laborers may have been done in 
the mid to late teens or the early 
1920s. That is when the first large 
group of workers arrived in Hardin 
County, Ohio, from Kentucky. I see 
that The Floyd County Times was 
founded in 1927. Was there a county 
newspaper before that? 

The growing of onions on the 
Scioto Marsh required much land 
labor in the early 1900s and on into 
the 1930s and many of the laborers 
came from Floyd, Magoffin and 
Johnson counties in Kentucky. The 
hundreds of families who came to 
work in the fields contributed much 
to the once famous productivity of 
the marsh but now they are gone from 
the scene and it is difficult to ade­
quately characterize their presence 
there at that time. I would appreciate 
an opJX>rtunity to correspond with 
anyone who has information about 
the subject, or to come to Floyd 
County and talk with them, if they 
can help me understand the work 
experience. 

Thank you for any help you can 
give me. The book which I am writ­
ing will have national distribution. 
My most recent book publications 
include a history of the American 
Legion(NY:M.Evans&Co.,610pp., 
ill us., 1900), and a two volume study 
of the 1844 emigration on the Oregon 
Trail (Spokane: TheArth ur H. Clark.,

Editor: 

I wonder how many of you were 
as appalled as I was at what happened 
in our state Senate on Tuesday, March 
24, 1992. Lieutenant Governor Paul 
Patton proudly voted the tie-break­
ing vote to defeat House Bill #460, 
the seat belt law. He even went so far 
as to compare the freedom of the 
press to driving an automobile. Lt. 
Gov. Patton seems to have forgotten 
that driving an automobile has al­
ways been considered a privilege and 
not a right. We already have strong 
driver and automobile restrictions. It 
is against the law not to restrain two 
year old children but it is not against 
the law to not restrain 16 year old 
children. Your driver's license can 
be suspended for minimal infractions 
and even without due process in one 
particular case and this is because 
driving safety is considered such an 
important issue. After all, automo­
bile accidents are the number one 
cause of death in young adults. Safety 
belt usage has been studied qwte 
extensively and is one of the few 
things that have been shown to save 
tens of thousands of lives and serious 
injuries. The cost to our society is 
measured in hundreds of millions of 
dollars and every major health and 
safety organization has endorsed 
safety belt laws. There are still only a 
few states that have not passed such 
legislation. Kentucky will probably 
be the 50th state to pass a seat belt 

'taw, but with our progressive legisla­
ture we are already used to being last 
in most things. 

As a physician I have personally 
seen a significant number of teenage 
drivers who have come into the 
emergency room after having just 
run their heads through an automo­
bile windshield in sometimes what 
would-ordinarily have been relatively 
minor accidents. Most of these kids 
will tell you that they weren't wear­
ing their seat belt because thcy"ncver 
thought about it" or" no one in my 
family uses them" or"my father says 
he doesn't believe in them". Studies 
have clear I y shown that seat belt usage 
goes up dramatically when it is the 
law. Safety experts also tell us that 
our ability to control an automobile 

in a skid is tremendously improved 
when thedriveris wearing a seat belt. 

The seat belt law will come up 
again and eventually it will, at some 
future date, pass. For the time being I 
hope that everyone will remember 
our 19 senators and lieutenant gover­
norwho voted against common sense 
and the lives of our citizens.

THE SHRYOCKS: 
Kentucky's architectural family 

The name .. Shryock," when linked 
to Kentucky architecture most often 
b~gs to mind Gid00:. Shryock, 
dCl?t~er of Kentucky's third capitol 
butldmg, the ftrst Greek Revival 
building in the state. However, many 
Kentuckians may not know of 
Gideon's father, Mathias, and his two 
brothers, Montgomery and Cincin­
natus, who were also builders and 
architects. 

Mathias Shryock (1774-1833) 
came to Lexington from Maryland in 
the 1790s, and by the early 1800s he 
was an accomplished and respected 
carpenter-builder, in business with 
his brother-in-law, Michael Gaugh. 
They designed and built the David's 
Fork Baptist Church (1801) in Fay­
ette County. Shryock built an Epis­
copal church in Lexington in 1814, 
and is said to have worked on one of 
theearlyTransylvaniaCollegebuild­
ings. He also built a substantial brick 
house for his family on North Broad­
way.

"These trees were selected to 
provide shade and beauty. and a vari­
ety of forms, leaf shapes and fall 
colors," John , Rosenow, the 
foundation's executive director, said. 

The trees will be shipped postpaid 
at the right time for planting in April 
or May with enclosed planting in­
structions. The six to twelve inch 
trees are guaranteed to grow or they 
will be replaced free of charge.

30, 1992. 

Gideon Shryock (1802-1880) 
became Kentucky's ftrstnative-born, 
professionally trained architect and 
the state's most prominent architect 
of the second quarter of the 19th 
century. 

After working with his father, 
Gideon left Lexington in 1823 and 
went to Philadelphia to study with 
William Strickland, who was a de­
signer in the Greek Revival style. 

Shryock returned to Lexington in 
1825 and began the practice of archi­
tecture. In 1827 he won a competi­
tion for designs for a new state house 
to replace Kentucky's second capitol 
building which had burned in 1824. 
This handsome structure ofKcntucky 
limestone was the ftrSt Greek Re­
vival building west of the Alleghe­
nies. 

Major buildings designed by 
Gideon Shryock include Morrison 
College of Transylvania University 
(1830), the Franklin County court­
house (1832), the Arkansas State 
Capitol (1833), the Jefferson County 
courthouse in LouisvilJe (1835), and 
the Louisville Medical Institute 
(1837). In all of these buildings 
Shryock used the Greek Revival style. 
Shryock's only documented residen­
tial work is the Orlando Brown house 
in Frankfort, designed in 1835. It is a 
Georgian plan house with Greek 
Revival details. 

Gideon Shryock moved to Louis­
ville in 1835 to supervise construc­
tion of the courthouse. That same 
year he was appointed LouisviJlc City 
Architect, a post he held until 1842. 

The Jefferson County courthouse 
was beset with financial and con­
struction problems soon after build­
ing began. In 184 2 it was still unfin­
ished and Shryock resigned, or was 
removed, from the project. The last 
building known to have been designed 
by Gideon Shryock was the Chestnut 
Street Methodist Church in Louis­
ville(nowthe Brown MemorialCME 
Church),completed in 1865.Shryock 
died in 1880 and is buried in Cave 
Hill Cemetery in Louisville. 

Gideon Shryock's younger broth­
ers, Montgomery and Cincinnatus. 
are said to have .received architec­
tural training from him. Little is 
known of Montgomery (1808-1834), 
who became a civil engineer and died 
in Vandalia, Illinois. 

Cincinnatus Shryock ( 1816-1888) 
lived in Lexington and did most of 
his work after the Civil War. He had 
studied medicine at Transylvania, but 
left school to enter the building busi­
ness. His ftrst major commission was 
for the Odd Fellows Hall, later the 
Opera House, in Lexington. It was 
completed in 1856 and burned in the 
1880s. During the Civil War there 
was little building in Lexington, and 
Cincinnatus moved his family to 
Woodford County where he operated 
a Kentucky River ferry owned by his 
father-in-law. After the war he re­
turned to Lexington and again took 
up his architectural practice. 

He designed the Centenary Meth­
odistChurchatBroadwayandChurch 
Street in 1867. His finest work is the 
Gothic Revival First Presbyterian 
Church on North Mill Street, com­
pleted in 1872. He also designed a 
number of houses in Lexington and 
several are sti II standing. Cincinnatus 
did not follow his brother in working 
in the Greek Revival style, but rather 
designed in the Gothic Revival, Jtali­
anate, and Second Empire styles 
which were popular after the Civil 
War. Cincinnatus Shryock died in 
Lexington in 1888. 

The work of the Shryock archi­
tects - father and sons - spanned the 
19th century, and their designs repre­
sented most of the architectural styles 
prevalent during those years. 

For further reading on this sub­
ject, the following sources are sug­
gested: A History of the Profession 
of Architecture in Kentucky by Jul­
ian Oberwarth and William B . Scan, 
Jr. (1987); and "Gideon Shryock, 
Kentucky Arctiitcct, and Greek Re­
vival Architecture in Kentucky" by 
Alfred J. Andrews, The Filson Club 
History Quarterly, 18 (1944).

The Filson Club has been dedi­
cated to collecting Kentucky histori­
cal material since 1884.

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Abuse of People With Disabilities 

. We slip into a handicapped park­
mg space because we'll only be a 
minute. Averting our eyes from the 
man in the wheelchair, we cross the 
street to avoid him. Our children 
laugh, pointing at the girl who 
struggles to swing with leg braces. 
The blind woman searches for the 
curb with her white cane. Silently we 
pass by, hoping she doesn't hear us. 
We help the physically challenged 
youth when he doesn't need iL At 
times we act as if people with handi­
caps are not even there. 

These are subtle, but clear-cut 
ways we abuse people with disabili­
ties. Blatant maltreatment happens 
also. Individuals with handicaps fall 
victim to the same sexual, physical 
and emotional abuse as anyone else. 
But due to their handicaps, they are 
more vulnerable. Individuals with 
disabilities may be unable to defend 
themselves against hitting, restrain­
ing, and sexual molesting. 

Emotional abuse of people with 
disabilities is equally devastating. 
They endure ridicule, pity and treat­
ment as eternal children. They are 
called freak, vegetable or retard. 
Sometimes people with handicaps are 
not allowed to do things for them­
selves, which may teach them to be 
helpless. They may be isolated be­
cause to others they are dangerous, 
disruptive or embarrassing. 

Some people with disabilities are 
given aversive treatments. Inappro­
priate electroshock therapy, over­
medication and institutionalization 
are sometimes used to control behav­
iors considered otherwise unmanage­
able. Many national advocacy groups 
have developed policies condemn­
ing such treatment. 

THE IMPORTANCE OF 
INDEPENDENCE 

In recent years, there has been a 
welcome emphasis on integrating 
folks with disabilities into the main­
stream of society. When those chal-

Individuals with disabilities have 
the right to make choices and to live 
as self-sufficiently as possible. As 
they grow in self-reliance, children 
need suitable support from their par­
ents. Too much support detracts from 
the person's move to independence; 

too little places the individual in a 
sink-or-swim position which may be 
discouraging or overwhelming. 
Adults with disabilities also need 
appropriate support from service 
providers, parents, co-workers and 
friends. 

FAMILY STRESS 
No matter how well a family ad­

justs to caring for a person challenged 
with disability, over time e eryone 
feels stress. Family members can be 
drained by the continual demands of 
caring for a loved one with special 
needs. When a caregiver feels over­
whelmed, physical, mental, emotional 
or even sexual abuse can occur. Stress 
factors include: 

• Increased external pressures such 
as finances and the needs of other 
family members. 

• Increased risk for isolation­
both for the person with special needs 
and the rest of the family. 

• Transition times such as when 
thechildstarts preschool,leaveshigh 
school and changes jobs. 

• Feelings of embarrassment. 
Parents may think a child with handi­
caps reflects negatively on them. 

• Feelings of disappointment and 
frustration. The person with a dis­
ability may fall short of the hopes and 
expectations of loved ones. 

• Constant responsibility. Physi­
cal and emotional demands on the 
caregivers can be exhausting. 

• A do nothing attitude. Caregivers 
don't ask for or use the services and 
help they need.

Get involved in sports or 
hobbies. 

• Don't tolerate abuse from car. 
egivers. Physical, emotional and 
sexual abuse are criminal offenses. 
Call a hotline or social agency, or tell 
someone you need help. Get out of 
unhealthy living situations. 

• Consider your options. Today 
supported employment in the com­
munity and a variety of independent 
living arrangements arc realistic aJ. 
tematives. 

• Become an activist When people 
with handicaps are denied needed 
services such as continuing educa­
tion, this is subtle abuse. Other rights 
abuses include sexual or economic 
exploitation, denial of access to the 
community, and discrimination in 
hiring and housing. Become involved 
in making positive change. Denial of 
informed choices is a violation of 
your rights. No one should deny you 
the opportunity to take risks as you 
grow in independence. 

• Show people what you can do 
and be. Make your life contradict the 
stereotypes that people have of some­
one with your handicap. 

IF YOU ARE A CAREGIVER 
• Use available services. Take 

advantage of services such as special 
education and vocational rehabilita­
tion. 

• Arrange for respite care. Ask a 
friend to take over while you go to the 
library or park. Set up formal respite 
care through an agency or daycare 
center. 

• Meet your own needs. Avoid 
isolation. Keep up old friendships, 
cultivate new ones. Stay involved. If 
feelings like anger, depression or guilt 
surface from time to time, find a 
counselor, support group or friend to 
help you through them. Relax when 
you can, enjoy small triumphs. and 
maintain your sense of humor. When 
you take good care of yourself, you 
and the person with special needs can 
live so that each of you leads a bal­
anced, enjoyable life. 

IF YOU CARE 
• Don't assume or intrude. People 

with disabilities are people frrst. with 
preferences just like you. Don't as­
sume someone using a wheelchair 
needs help. Just smile and ask if she 
needs a hand. She may not need your 
help, but will value your caring atti­
tude. We all appreciate being treated 
lilce "regular folk.'' 

• Be a friend. Give the person with 
a disability the support he needs to 
succeed. Encourage him to get in· 
volved. Rejoice with him about the 
new job or his winning goal in bas­
ketball. Be there to listen. He has 
feelings, dreams and desires just like 
you. Don't withdraw from people 
with physical, emotional or mental 
disabilities.

~ Cancer Answers 
The Cancer Information Service is part of the Kentucky Cancer 
Program and is supported by the National Cancer Institute. 

Q: My husband and I are in our 
40's. We are starting to worry about 
getting cancer. Are there things we 
can do to check for cancer? 

A: The most important thing you 
and your husband can do is have a 
check-upeveryyear. You should have 
a Pap test to check for cervical can­
cer, a pelvic exam to check the uterus 
and ovaries, and a rectal exam to 
check for colon cancer. You will also 
need a breast exam and mammogram 
(breast x-ray) to check for breast 
cancer. Between the ages of 40 and 
50, you should have a mammogram 
every 1 or 2 years and after you reach 
50, you should have one every year. 

Your husband needs to have a 
rectal exam to check for cancer of the 
prostate, colon and rectum. His tes­
ticles should also be examined. 

There are also things you and your 

husband can do at home. Help each 
other look for changes in the skin and 
check moles. Do breast self-exam 
and testicular self -exam every month. 
Ask your doctor or nurse to show you 
how. 

Remember, the best way to fight 
cancer is to fmd it early when it can be 
treated with best success. 

Q: My mother has lung canc~r-· 

She would like to see her grandchild, 
but I'm afraid for my baby to be 
around her. My mother coughs a lot. 
Could he catch cancer from her? 

A: No, your son cannot catch 
cancer. It cannot be spread by cough­
ing, sneezing, kissing, or in any other 
way.

tion, the official called a technical 
foul on him for, get this, being out 
of the coaches' box during a time 
out The technical gave the oppos­
ing team two shots, which they 
made, and the ball with four sec­
onds to go.

The sher­
iff responded, "Sir, there are several 
charges that could be brought against 
you. I suggest you hire a wrecker to 
get your truck out of the creek. but 
f1fst-ask the landowner.

It's Up To You- Ask and Do 
Asking first before entering pri­

vate property (for any reason) is your 
responsibility. And remember, too, 
that landowners are under no obliga­
tion to grant pennission for you to 
hunt (or fish) on their land.

Floyd County Extension agent Gene Ball 
to be honored Friday on his retirement

Gene Ball, Floyd County Exten­
sion Agent for Agriculture and 
Community Development, a forty 
year veteran of the University of 
Kentucky Cooperative Extension 
Service will retire in May, according 
to a release from the Floyd County 
Extension office. 

He began his extension career in 
1953 as assistant county agent m Pike 
County with a major portion of his 
time being devoted to4-H Club work. 
He transferred to Martin County as 
Agricultural Agent in 1957, remain­
ing there until 1965 when he trans­
ferred to Floyd County as County 
agricultural agent and as Area Com­
munity Development Specialist for 
five counties. 

In 1970,hemovedtotheBigSandy 
Area Extension office in Ashland as 
Area Community Development Spe­
cialist for ten counties. While in this 
position he helped develop and im­
plement a program to use paraprofes­
sional workers to organize rural 
communities, which gained national 
and international recognition. This 
program, known as the Northeast 
Kentucky Rural Community Devel­
opment Association expanded from 
54 to 95 organized communities under 
his leadership. 

In 1978, he was chosen by the 
Dean of the College of Agriculture to 
assume the position of area extension 
director for the Northeast Area and 
transferred in 1979 to a similar posi-

tion in the Wilderness Trail (Harlan­
Laurel) area. He returned to Floyd 
County as county extension agent in 
1984.

Choose lean 
varieties; remove excess fat and 
skin. Use cooking methods that 
help reduce fat, such as broiling 
or roasting on a rack. 

• Fats and oils themselves con­
tribute about 13 percent of fat to 
the average diet. To help reduce 
fat from these sources, use non­
fat salad dressings. Spread toast 
and rolls with all-fruit jam rather 
than butter or margarine.

When spring comes, birds start 
collecting food for their youngt base­
ball players warm up for a new sea­
son, and homeowners tackle tfl~ir 
spring lawn nemesis-<:rabgrass. 

Once crabgrass appears in a lawn, 
it is hard to get rid of without a 
dedicated plan. According to the lawn 
experts at The O.M. Scott & Sons 
Company, the best way to alleviate 
the problem of crabgrass is to attack 
before it starts. Unlike dandelions 
and other broadleaf weeds, crabgrass 
must be prevented early in the spring 
before the seeds germinate. A pre­
emergent weed control is the most 
effective answer, and it should be 
applied sometime before tempera­
tures steadily reach 80 degrees-so 
application dates will vary from one 
region of the country to another (see 
map). 

"A pre-emergent crabgrass appli­
cation puts an invisible barrier be­
tween the surface of the soil and the 
seed," according to Mike Kelty, vice 
president of research and develop­
ment at Scotts. "Established grass 
will grow, but the crabgrass seeds 
will not be able to break through this 

Easter pets may be inappropriate 
You've seen the stuffed animals 

in the stores for a couple of months 
now, rabbits and chickens and other 
creatures aimed at providing a cud­
dly delight for the wee ones at Easter. 

The variety and availability seem 
to increase every year. 

What you don't sec as often as you 
used to are special and inappropriate 
"pets" for the Easter season, such as 
ducklings and chickens and rabbits. 

That may be a good thing, because 
selling chickens or ducks to children 
who live in the city almost certainly 
condemned the animals to an early 
death. 

Some practices- like the sale of 
brilliantly colored chicks and ducks 
- arc now illegal. The dyes usually 
resulted in the early death of the ani­
mals, and heartbreak for the child 
who often blamed himself or herself. 
If they survived, there was the ques­
tion of where to care for them. 

You can still buy baby chickens 
and ducks-without the dyes-and 
also rabbits, and there's nothing 
wrong with that in itself. But you do 
need to usc some common sense. 

Children and adults living in close 
contact with chickens and ducks run 
a risk of exposure to salmonellosis, a 
severe gastro-intestinal problem. The 
disease, which may also affect pets, 
is s:!ldom fatal but often requires 
medical treatment including hospi­
talization. 

The U.S. Public Health Service 
says not to give small children duck­
lings and chicks at Easter. Scientists 
at PHS' Centers for Disease Control 
say many of the cute little critters 
carry salmonella and can make in­
fants and young children very ill. 

It works like this: The feces of 
infected chicks and ducklings carry 
various salmonella bacteria-and 
children handling the fowl typically 
ingest the germs when they stick their 
unwashed hands in their mouths. 

Salmonella can also be transmit­
ted by the nesh and eggs ofpoultry­
~hich is why the Public Health Serv­
ice advises that egg dishes, chicken 
and turkey be thoroughly cooked. 

Rabbits pose another, but similar 
problem. They, too, must be kept out 
of doors to thrive and many persons, 

especially city dwellers, have neither 
the space nor the expertise to care for 
rabbits. 

Farm animals given as pets most 
always have to be soon disposed of, 
because as they outgrow infancy they 
pose unique problems, and may vio­
late zoning laws as well. 

If you want to give a pet for Easter, 
there are many more traditional pets 
just as lovable and a lot easier to care 
for. 

Apartment dwellers with restric­
tions against dogs and cats might 
consider caged animals - gerbils, 
hamsters, guinea pigs, mice, rats or 
birds. Many people find them abso­
lutely delightful pets. 

Ask a veterinarian for advice, if 
you want a live pet for an Easter 
present for a child. He or she can 
estimate cost of upkeep, what might 
be acceptable within the neighbor­
hood, the expected lifespan of the 
animal and can match with reason­
able certainty the age of the child to 
the pet with a view to the welfare of 
both child and animal.

Q: I now have a second job. My 
boss says that I can take an automo­
bile deduction when I drive to my 
second job. I ftrst go home and clean 
up and then drive there. How much of 
a deduction can I take, and what form 
do I use?-L.K., Greenbelt, Md. 

A: If you work at two places in a 
day, whether or not for the same 
employer, you can deduct the ex­
penses of going directly from one 
place to the other. 

However, if for some personal 
reason you do not go directly from 
one location .to the other, you can 
deduct only the amount it would have 
cost you to go directly from the first 
location to the second. Form 2106, 
Employee Business Expenses, puts 
these transportation expenses on 
Schedule A. 

Q: Docs the IRS have a publica­
tion on recent income taX laws or 
changes?- Jane, Topeka, Kan. 

A: Sure. Publication 553, High­
lights of Recent Tax Changes. Calll-
800-TAX-FORM for your free copy. 

Q: I have a very delightful Ger­
man student living in my home who 
attends the same school as my son. 
Can I take the cost of his food and 
board as some kind of deduction?­
A.P. Atlanta 

A: If you pay any of the expenses 
of a full-time student who lives in 
your home under a written agreement 
between you and a qualified organi­
zation, you may deduct as a chari­
table contribution up to $50 for each 
month that the studcn tis a mcm ber of 
your home during the taX year. 

The student may be a foreign or an 
American student but cannot be your 
relative or dependent and cannot be 
an exchange student with your chil­
dren. A full-time student is an indi­
vidual who is in the 12th-grade or 
lowerataschoollocated in the United 
States.

Q: I paid my fourth quarter state 
income taX estimate for I 991 in Janu­
ary I 992. Which year do I take it as a 
deduction on my federal income lax 
retum?-R.L., Youngstown, Ohio 

A: State income taX payments are, 
of course, deductible on your federal 
income tax return providing you item­
ize on Schedule A. 

However, you can only take the 
deduction in the year the payment is 
made, not for the year to which it is 
applied.

Estimated Tax Payment Due 
Soon For Some Taxpayers 

April I 5, 1992, is the due date for 
persons filing their first estimated taX 
payment voucher for their 1992 taxes. 

ThelntemalRcvcnueServicesays 
that most persons who need to make 
estimated tax payments are those 
whose withheld taX is: 

- less than 90 percent of the taX 
shown on their 1992 tax return, and 

-less than 100 percent of the taX 
shown on their 1991 tax return. 

Due to a tax law change last year, 
certain taxpayers will no longer be 
allowed to base estimated tax pay­
ments for the 2nd, 3rd and/or 4th 
quarter on their taX liability for the 
prior year. 

Generally, taXpayers affected by 
this change are those whose adjusted 
gross incomes arc: 

- more than $7 5,000 ($37 ,500 for 

married persons filing separately), 
and 

-more than $40,000 ($20,000 in 
the case of married filing separately) 
greater than their adjusted gross in­
comes for the prior year. 

For taxpayers who pay their taxes 
on a calendar year basis, the 1992 
estimated taX payment dates will be 
the approaching April 15 due date, 
June 15; September 15; and January 
15, 1993. 

Additional information about es­
timated taXes appears in IRS Publica­
tion 505, "Tax Withholding and Esti­
mated Tax." The Form 1040-ES, 
"Estimated Tax for Individuals," also 
contains complete instructions for 
filling out the form.

Grant awarded for co-firing 
of wood and coal 

In parts of Kentucky where wood 
products industries are strong, there 
are excess supplies of wood waste in 
the form of sawdust, chips and bark. 
These "wastes" could provide a low­
cost source of renewable energy for 
many Kentucky homes. 

East Kentucky Power Coopera­
tive, recently received two grants 
totaling $50,000 to do an engineering 
feasibility study of burning sawdust 
and coal in one of its large power 
plants near Maysville. The utility 
company, which serves 18 distribu­
tion cooperatives in 89 ofKentucky's 
120 counties, is headquartered in 
Winchester. It provides electricity 
through its member systems to many 
wood-producing Kentucky counties. 

If the co-firing of sawdust and 

coal proves technically and economi­
cally feasible at the Maysville plant, 
the study could provide an impetus 
for other power plants to utilize a 
wood/coal mix. Other benefits of co­
ftring a wood/coal mix include re­
ducing air emissions to meet new air 
quality standards, lowering costs to 
electricity consumers, and solving a 
troublesome and costly solid waste 
problem for the Kentucky wood 
products industry. 

A grant from the TV A's South­
eastern Regional Biomass Energy 
Program will provide$32,620 for the 
project The remaining $17,330 is 
from the Kentucky Alternate Energy 
Development Fund. The Kentucky 
Division of Energy is administering 
the two grants.
