A federal probe into Kentucky's 
state government wound its way back 
this week to Floyd County, where a 
legislator-turned-lobbyist has been 
asked to provide records to a grand 
jury meeting in Louisville. 

Meanwhile, the first person in­
dicted as a result of that probe said 
Tuesday he would plead guilty to 
charges and that he has cooperated 
with investigators. 

According to a report published 
Wednesday in the Louisville Cou­
rier-Journal, federal prosecutors have

Thompson was answering a do­

mestic dispute complaint called in by 
Little's wife, Regina. Mrs. Little 
claimed her husband had threatened 
to kill her and anyone else who was at 
the home. 

subpoenaed the records of lobbyist 
James "Jitter" Allen, of Martin. The 
subpoena asks for "all records of any 
payments to, or expenditures for, any 
past or present member of the Ken­
tucky General Assembly or any past 
or present Kentucky public official" 
datingtoJanuary 1,1987. 

The subpoena to Allen, who is 
represented by Prestonsburg attor­
ney Phillip Damron, suggests that the 
federal probe may be expanding be­
yond its initial scope of horse racing 
and banking issues. None of Allen's 

clients are directly related to racing. 
A former state representative, rep­

resenting Floyd County from 1976 
through 1979, Allen was listed in 
Frankfort as a registered lobbyist for 
Addington Environmental, Inc.; As­
sociated Industries ofKentucky; B luc 
Cross, Blue Shield; the Kentucky 
Cable Television Association; the 
Kentucky PAC; Miller Brewing Com­
pany; and Phillip Morris.

Mother Nature displayed her 
poetic side as heavy rain descended 
intermittently on those who entered 
and exited the polls at L & H Used 
Cars on South Lake Drive on Satur­
day, April 25. The formerly dry pre­
cinct was voted wet by a small but 
deciding margin. There were 82 "yes" 
votes and 74 "no" votes, as only 156 
of the precinct's 398 registered vot­
ers turned out for the wet/dry elec­
tion. The polls were open from 6 a.m. 
until6 p.m. 

Ben Ferguson, Frank Heinze, 
Robert J. Wallace, and Mike 

McCormick, the precinct's election 
officers, seemed bored but otherwise 
unaffected by the lacklustre voter 
participation. "There's nothing hap­
pening here," Ferguson said on Sat­
urday. "I don't know if it's the bad 
weather or what." 

On Monday, Floyd County Court 
Clerk Carla "Robinson" Boyd said 
"Well, it was justa low tum-out. not 
really any big deal. The petition (for 
the election) only had flfty-five sig­
natures on it, which was exactly the 
number required for it to be held." 

The next wei/dry election in Floyd 
County will beheld on July 11, when 
voters in the Allen/Dwale 44th pre­
cinct will decide whether or not the 
sale of alcoholic beverages will con­
tinue to be penni ttcd. There were 107 
signatures on that petition, which 
Boyd received on February 21. The 
44th precinct has 561 registered vot­
ers.

A federal grand jury sitting in

Hall said in a press conference

investigation of state government. 

"In the last three months of my 
term as state senator I did some things 
that were illegal...,: he said. "I have 
cooperated with the FBI and the De­
partment of Justice for over a year 
and expect to enter my plea of guilty 
to offenses with which 1 have been 
charged." 

Hall said he would enter a guilty

Extended employment eliminated by board : 

Rumored job cuts 
fail to materialize

Rumored cuts in the central office 
staff of the Floyd County School 
System did not come Tuesday, but 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion passed a resolution to abolish 
extended services for certified per­
sonnel. 

Interim superintendent Eldon 
Smith notified board members of the 
certified personnel hiring for the 
1992-93 school year, which appar­
ently disappointed several board 
mer.nbers. 

"Yes, I'm somewhat disap­
pointed," board member Eddie Bil­
lips after Tuesday's meeting. "It's 
been a long-lying perception that the 
central office and this school system 
is overstaffed. It's perceived that we 
have personnel filling duplicate posi­
tions and there is all kinds of conjec­
ture that we need to red ucc the staff to 
some extent" 

BoardmemberTommyBoydsaid 
he wished the board had been noti­
fied earlier and had more information 
about the hirings. 

"We should have had more infor­
mation," Boyd said. "This is the first 
I've heard of it." 

No plans exist at the present to 
reduce the central office staff, Smith 
said. 

"There is no action planned of 
reduction of personnel in the central 
office at this time," Smith said. "''ve 
made the decision that the staff is 
needed for this school district There 
may be some reassignments (of posi­
tions) this summer. " 

Smith did say that 21 first-year 
teachers have been notified they have 
not been re-employed for the coming 
school year due to declining enroll­
ment figures. He added that several 
school personnel arc retiring, but he 
did not know specifically how many 
teachers and/or administrators. 

The hiring recommendations did 
not come from state Education 
Commissioner Thomas Boysen, 
Smith said, but from meeting with 

principals and staff. Smith said he 
does have ideas for "streamlining 
operations" but he did not elaborate. 

In another issue not publicly dis­
cussed Tuesday, Billips and Smith 
said that the board is considering 
hiring a certified public accounting 
firm to oversee the financial affairs 
of the district 

Smith said that an auditing team 
from the Kentucky Department of 

Educulion had been in the district for 
two days reviewing the financial 
affairs of the district. The results of 
that team's findings will be released, 
Smith said, but preliminary fmdings 
found "nothing dramatic." 

Also at Tuesday's meeting, the 
board approved several change or­
ders for school construction projects 
and agreed to retain attorney F.C. 
Bryan for "three or four hours work':

INVISffiLE . 
BIFOCALS 

by Marcus Minix,,FNAO 
Although invisible bifocals have 

been widely accepted because o( their 
cosmetic appearance:, there exists some 
confusion about them--and rightly 10. 

It is the line around the bifocal mag­
nification area which appean invia­
ible because the line is blended into 
the lens. The bifocal magnification it­
self is not invisible. All ao-cal.led in­
visible bifocals are rightly called 'no 
line. bifocals. 

However, there are basically two 
types of 'no line' bifocah: the blended 
bifocal and the progressive. Both are 
quite different in magnification and 
allow focus at different working dis­
tances from the face. 

The advantage of the blended bifo­
cal is cosmetic due to the 'invisible' 
blended line. Its round magnification 
area serves the same usefulness u the 
tr1.ditional bifocal where print is fo­
cused at a worlcing distance of gener­
ally sixteen inches. 

The progressive lens also has a 
blended 'no line' around an entirely 
different magnification area. Techni­
cally it is not a 'bifocal' but a multifo­
cal because this lens has more than the 
two traditional focal ranges for dis­
tance and near vision. Progressive 
lenses magnify by progressive increase 
in magnification from the top of the 
reading area (just under the pupil) to 
just above the botlom of the frame 
where magnification is usually focused 
at sixteen inches away from the face. 

This progressive magnification area 
is useful for those requiring focus of 
areas of intennediate vision (greater 
worldng distance away from the face 
than the usual sixteen inches) such as 
viewing computer screens, sheet 
music, or labels on cans on the top 
shelves at the grocery store. 

Thus, the progressive lens has be­
come an alternative to the traditional 
use of the trifocal to focus intennedi­
ate areas. However, success of wear­
ing this lens depends upon the adapt.\· 
tion by proper head positioning and 
viewing through the appropriate por­
tion of the progressive magnification 
area for the distance of the object to be 
focused. 

Remember to consider these rela­
tively new alternatives to traditional 
bifocals and trifocals. Discuss !.h.!: cos­
metic advantages of the blended bifo­
cal and the optical advantages as weU 
as the adaptation required of progres­
sivemultifocal with your professional.

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and do nothing." 

Collins countered by saying that 
he did care about the fate of the air­
port, but that he wanted to make sure 
the study was done by an unbiased 
panel. 

"You've got the Development 
Authority deciding whether or not 
the area is going to become an indus-

• trial site," he said. "Which do you 
think they'll choose?" 

Fannin once again voiced his 
concern that the mayor was ignoring 
the council's wishes. "We spent 
$30,000-$40,000 last year on the 
Kentucky Opry," he said, "and our 
plan wasn't even submitted to the 
legislature." 

Latta and Fannin then argued about 
Lhe process of submitting a bill to the 
legislature, both citing Rep. Greg 
Stumbo as Lhcir source. 

"I did what I could," Latta said. 
"Bills have to be submitted by a leg­
islator. I was told Lhere were no funds 
in the budget for this sort of project ... 
no point in (submitting the bill)." 

Collins then brought the discus­
sion back around to the airport con­
troversy by stating that, if the field 
did indeed belong to the city, then the 
city council should do the study. 
"Why can't we do it ourselves?" he 
asked. "There are eight people sitting 
right here that the people have elected 
to take care of things like this. We 
don't need a ball player, a mine in­
spector, a carpenter, a surveyor, ... or 
anybody else to do our job for us." 

Latta stated that the city council 
would make a lithe decisions, that the 
development council would just 
gather the information and make a 
recommend<ation. 

Fannin reiterated that the proper 

course of events would be to appoint 
a new airport board, make sure that 
the city owns the property and then 
have the study done. 

Earlier in the meeting, 
Prestonsburg businessman Gorman 
Collins Jr. had voluntcercd to be a 
member of a new, unbiased airport 
board. 

Councij mem bcrs then once again 
argued about the alleged bias of the 
previous airport board members, 
which include Burl Wells Spurlock, 
Ted Nairn, and Dr. White. Those 
men arc also members of the 
Prestonsburg/Paintsville Develop­
ment Authority. 

"I realize there arc a lot of per­
sonal agendas involved here," coun­
cilman Mike Vance said, "but there 
arc really only two questions that 
have to be answered here: if the prop­
erty ceases to be an airport, will we 
still own it, and; if it ceases to be an 
airport, will the city still get the money 
it's owed." 

Councilman Bill Callihan said that 
nobody knew exactly what would 
happen, because the deeds to the 
propcrt aren't on record in either 
Floyd or Johnson counties. Council­
man George Archer said that the deeds 
arc in archives in Frankfort and in 
Atlanta, Ga. The mayor reiterated 

that the study would gather all the 
necessary information and submit it 
to the city council for review before 
any decisions were made. 

"I just don't think you should let 
the foxes count the eggs in the hen­
house," Collins said. "We need an 
unbiased airport board before any 
study is made." 

In a vain effort to end the discus-

sian, Vance said "Look, even if (the 
Development Council) decides to 
make it an industrial site, that's still 
somewhere way down the road. 
There's no reason to shut it down 
right now." 

"The commission will just bring 
back the facts," Mayor Latta said 
heatedly. "You, the council will make 
all the decisions. In the meantime, it 
continues as an airport even if I, the 
Development Authority, and the city 
council decides it should become an 
industrial site .... Some people seem 
to think that I'm in favor of closing 
the airport. I'm not. I'm not inter­
ested in closing it. I'm not interested 
in keeping it open. I'm just interested 
in doing what's best for the people of 
the city." 

Paintsville attorney C.K. Bel­
hasen, who was attending the meet­
ing, said that it was illegal for the 
mayor not to appoint someone to the 
airport board, and that the current 
members bordered on illegal con­
flicts of interest. He then suggested 
that the council just choose three new 
members to work with Paintsville's 
three airport board-members. 

Fannin's motion to appoint a new 
airport board failed. 

The council finally brought the 
argument to an end by deciding that 
the board's economic development 
committee, Collins, Vance, Gorman 
Collins, Sr. and Danny Hamilton, 
should meet with the Prestonsburg/ 
Paintsville Industrial Authority and 
get more information. 

Councilman Gorman Collins, Sr., 
then added a bit of much needed 
levity to the proceedings. "I move 
that we all have a drink and adjourn," 
he said.

CATCH MORE BASS WITH 
THESE SPINNERBAIT TIPS 

Bass are "striking short" at your 
spinnerbait, hiuing the lure but never 
taking it well enough for a hook-set. 
Should you add a trailer hook? 

"No, not really," says well-known 
tournament angler Jerry Rhyne of the 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff. "Nor­
mally, a better solution would be to 
shorten the spinnerbait skirt in order 
to get the bass closer to the hook. 

"I don't think most short strik:es 
are from timid fish not really wanting 
the lure. Rather, I think they're from 
overly aggressive bass hitting the lure 
with their mouths closed. For some 
reason they're mad and just want the 
lure to leave them alone." 

Known nationally for his exper­
tise in fishing spinnerbaits, Rhyne 
says these I ures are designed for fish­
ing in heavy cover that bass are known 
to prefer. They are virtually weedless, 
but adding a trailer hook only makes 
them more prone to get snagged. 

"Yes, a trailer hook will catch a 
few more bass for you," he admits, 
"but I don't think it's worth the trade­
off of getting snagged when you're 
fishing thick cover. When you move 
in to retrieve your lure, you're going 
to spook any bass that may have hit 
on your next cast." 

Shortening a spinnerbaitskirt, says 
the Johnson pro, can be done quickly 
and easily with a pair of scissors. This 
will slightly change the action of the 
skirt but not enough to stop the fish. 

"You're getting the bass closer to 
the lure's hook," says Rhyne, "and if 
.the fish has his mouth open the least 
little bit, you should be able to hook 
j t." 

Theonlytimeaddingatrailerhook 
can be worthwhile, he adds, is when 
you're fishing a spinnerbait in rela­
tively open water, or perhaps SWim­
ming it over submerged vegetation. 

"In places lik:e this a trailer hook 
won't hurt you nearly as much," he 
explains. "It fact, it's more like an 
insurance policy. 

"Many times bass do hit very 
lightly, especially if they're notre­
ally in an active mood, and adding a 
short trailer hook may help catch 
them." 

Now when fishing is slow is a 
good time for anglers to check the 
water pump on thetr outboards, say 
the service experts at 0 M C. Sand and 
grit encountered when boating and 

fishing in shallow, sandy water can 
wear the rubber pump impeller and 
reduce pump efficiency. Excesstve 
wear can lead to pump failure and 
overheating. Local dealers can pro­
vide instructions on how to make the 
mspcction yourself.

Eastern Kentucky in the Civil War : 

Prestonsburg established Confederate recruiting camp 
PART 1: THE WAR BEGINS 

by Jimmie Epling 

Editor's Note: The Floyd County 
Times will be printing a series of 
articles describing events that lead 
up to the Battle of Middle Creek. A 
re-enactment of the Middle Creek 
battle will be held May 17. 

Eastern Kentucky's Civil War 
experience was unique. Kentuckians' 
fears that their state would become 
the bloody battleground between 
North and South in the coming sec­
tional conflict became a tragic real­
ity. More than any other part of the 
state, this region experienced a Civil 
War whose results were felt for dec­
ades after the surrender of the south­
em armies. 

The 1860 Pr-esidential election 
promised to be one of the most deci­
sive in the nation's history. Kentucky 
cast itself with John Bell of the Con­
stitutional Union P.arty. The five Big 
Sandy counties cast themselves with 
Bell's opponent, Southern Democrat 
and Kentuckian, John C. Breckin­
ridge. Abraham Lincoln got only 20 
votes, 18 of them from Boyd County. 
Eastern Kentuckians were not influ­
enced by a dependence on slavery, 
but family ties. 

Kentuckians began the Civil War 
in 1861 hoping to remain neutral in 
the sectional conflict. Kentucky's 
position as a border state made it 
vitally important for both sides to 
assure its loyalty. Governor Beriah 
Magoffin, a man of southern sympa­
thies, saw Kentucky ac; a battleground

The uniqueness of Eastern 
Kentucky's experience rests upon its 
geography and people. The area is a 
rugged country of high ridges and 
narrow valleys. A member of the 
40th Ohio Infantry, from Ashland 
County, Ohio, remarked in a letter 
home that "it is nothing but one hill 
after another and such you never saw. 
The largest hill in Ashland County 
would not be noticed here." At the 
timeoftheCivil War there were only 
poor dirt roads in those counties 
bordering the Big Sandy. The major 
road into Eastern Kentucky at the 
time began in the Bluegrass, starting 
at Mt. Sterling, making its way 
through Salyersville to Prestonsburg, 
and across Pound Gap into Virginia. 
There, one could board the train at 
Abingdon for the heart of Confeder-

• ate Virginia. The Big Sandy River 
and its forks, the Levisa and Tug, 
were the best way to move into and 
out of the country. Communi ties, such 
as Louisa, Paintsville and 
Prestonsburg, sprang up at the forks 
of tributaries to the Big Sandy. From 
the Ohio river, one could take a steam­
boat from Catlettsburg to Louisa at 
anytime during the year. At times of 
high water, steamers could make their 
way to Prestonsburg and Pikeville. 
The area was isolated from much of 
the state, the nearest telegraph being 
at Catlettsburg, because of its geog­
raphy.

The people of this rugged, iso­
lated region were descendants of 
English, Scotch-Irish, and a few 
Germans from the highlands of Vir­
ginia and North Carolina. These pio­
neers filtered into the narrow valleys, 
establishing small farms. At the time 
of the war, nearly 90 percent were 
farmers who mainly raised com and 
hogs. The timber and coal industry 
were in their infancy in 1861. These 
large I y Methodist, Presbyterian and 
Baptist farmers held to their Virginia 
and North Carolina roots, so when 
the war came, they had little in com­
mon with their fellow Kentuckians 
wholivedontheOhioRiver.ln 1860, 

• the five counties bordering the Big 
Sandy had 31,989 inhabitants. Only 
160 of them owned the 573 slaves 
living in the region. 

and steered the state toward neutral­
ity. President Abraham Lincoln said, 
"I think to lose Kentucky is nearly ... to 
lose the whole game." The North 
could not allow an enemy to threaten 
the vital Ohio River trade. The Con­
federacy wanted prosperous Ken­
tucky, historically a southern state, 
so that it would have a natural north­
em border, the Ohio River. There 
was no way Kentucky could remain 
neutral in the conflict.

Even though Kentucky remained 
officially neutral, Kentuckians 
crossed its borders into other states to 
join the Union or Confederate ar­
mies. Those with southern sympa­
thies entered Tennessee and Virginia 
to join Kentucky regiments forming 
in anticipation of the state leaving the 
Union. Northern sympathizers went 
to Ohio for the same reason. Neutral­
ity began to collapse in late August 
with the founding of a Union recrUit­
ing camp, Camp Dick Robinson, in 
Garrard County by, Gen. William 0. 
"Bull" Nelson. On September 3, the 
Confederate occupation of Colum­
bus on the Mississippi River and the 
September 5 Union occupation of 
Paducah dragged the state into the 
war. Attempting to remain neutral, 
the fiscal court of Johnson County 
made it illegal on October 9 for a 
Union or Confederate flag to be flown 
from the courthouse in Paintsville. 
Neutrality could not be revived in 
Eastern Kentucky. The lines were 
clearly drawn by month's end. 

Eastern Kentucky's Confederates 
quickly established a recruiting camp 
at Prestonsburg in late September. 

~··· -F.A.C.E.S.

The camp, known as Camp Smith or 
Camp Dixie, was founded by Hiram 
Hawkins of Bath County, Mexican 
War veteran Col. John S. Williams, 
and John Fickland. Hundreds of 
Kentuckians from the Bluegrass 
passed through Prestonsburg on the 
road to Virginia to join the Confeder­
ate cause. Nearly 1 ,000 men, mostly 
Eastern Kentuckians, gathered at 
Camp Dixie to join the Confederate 
army. 

Eastern Kentucky Clashes 

Williams worked to organize these 
men into an effective fighting force. 
His efforts to supply the men met 
with little success. Some recruits had 
to return home for their own weap­
ons. An appeal to Governor John 
Letcher of Virginia for arms brought 
only 600 obsolete flintlock rifles. The 
men were given lead to melt down to 
make their own bullets. Their gun­
powder had to be carried in horns, 
gourds and bottles for their shotguns, 
squirrel rifles and flintlocks. The men 
were poorly clad and short on shoes, 
forcing Williams to order leather be 
collected to make shoes. The rumors 
of thousands of gray clad men poised 
to strike at Catlettsburg on the Ohio 
River, the wealthy Bluegrass, or both 
spread throughout the state and be­
yond, causing concern among fed­
eral authorities. 

The Union forces in Eastern Ken­
tucky were slow to organize. Law­
rence Countian Laban T. Moore of 
Louisa gathered men to the Union 
cause, but recruiting was going too 
slowly to meet the threat Gen. Wil­
liam T. Sherman, commanding the 
Department of the Cumberland, 
which included Eastern Kentucky, 
feared the rumors of impending 
Confederate attack were true. On 
October 8, he strongly suggested to 
Gen. William "Bull" Nelson that he 
drive the Confederates threat from 
Eastern Kentucky. Nelson wasted 
little time in beginning a campaign 
which would end at Ivy Mountain in 
Pike County.

Kentucky has just plugged into 
the national network to help rclati ves 
and friends - and aging persons 
themselves - locate agencies and 
community organizations that offer 
specific services to older residents. 

"Anyone who has just been 
through the dozens of steps and calls 
to find help for parents in another 
state as I have will quickly appreciate 
what a shortcut a locator line can be," 
said Sue Tuttle, directorofthestate's 
Division of Aging Services. "How­
ever, you have to remember that 
Eldercare Locator is a locator serv­
ice; that means you can't do it all with 
one call," she cautioned. 

The 800 line, answered between 9 
a.m. and 6 p.m. EST by a Maryland 
firm under contract with the U.S. 
Administration on Aging, will tell 
the caller what agency to call for 
local help or information on specific 
needs. 

Eldercare Locator will not be na­
tionwide until next January. The 
network now links states from the 
Atlantic Coast to roughly the Missis­
sippi River. That means from New 
England to Florida and west to a 
north-south line including Minnesota, 
Wisconsin, Illinois, Tennessee and 
Mississippi. Puerto Rico and the 
Virgin Islands are also in the 800 
network. Callers to or within Ken­
tucky will be guided to a variety of 
local caregivers through the 15 Area 
Development Disaict offices and 
approximately 260 senior citizen 
centers around the state. About 2,500 
volunteers expand the efforts of the 
staff specialists and centers that are 
funded by federal, state and local 
public funds.

GRASS CUTTING 18 
NECESSARY; HUNDREDS OF 

INJURIES ARE NOT 
With an estimated 1,753 mower­

related injuries in Kentucky in 1991, 
state safety officials are reminding 
Kentuckians that while most people 
can't avoid grass cutting, they can at 

• least avoid injuries that Occur. 
In the past 10 years, an average of 

1,358 estimated mower-related inju­
ries occurred yearly in Kentucky. The 
figures come from emergency room 
data from a random sampling of 
several Kentucky hospitals. THe 
numbers do not include injuries 
treated by private physicians or clin­
ics. 

Terry Wescott, manager of the 
Department for Health Services' 
consumer product safety branch, says 
many accidents are often the result of 
haste. 

• "When we're trying to complete a 
chore that we'd rather not do at all, 
we often tend to get in a hurry and 
forget about some of the basic, com­
mon-sense safety rules," he said. 

"Common injuries seen by emer­
gencyrooms include cuts to the hands 
and feet, burns from touching hot 
machine parts and wounds from items 
thrown from the machine," he said. 
"There injuries can run from minor 
incidents to full-blown traumas when 
someone gets a hand or finger sev­
ered." 

To cut down on operator distrac-
• tions and to protect children, it's best 

to keep little ones out of the area 
being mowed, he said. 

"There's a danger of objects being 
thrown from the mower, especially 
with older models, that could hit and 
injure children playing in the yard," 
Wescott said. 

"A serious danger with riding 
mowers is the possibility of acciden­
tally backing over a small child who 
can't get out of the way," he said. 

Wescott says that riding mower 
operators should always look behind 
them before backing up and remem­
ber that the mower is not a "fun" 

• vehicle but a potentially dangerous 
piece of machinery. 

• 

"Small children should never 
operate a riding mower - they just. 
don't have the capabilities to operate 
such a piece of machinerv."

-Make sure that the mower is off 
if you must leave it-even if only for 

a moment 
-Always wait until the blade has 

stopped revolving bcforeclcaning the 
discharge chute-doing so can save 
fingers and hands. 

-Riding mowers should go up 
and down slopes to prevent tipping 
over. Walking mowers should go 
across slopes. 

-Before mowing, pick up stones, 
wire, toys, sticks or other items the 
mower's blade might pick up and 
throw.

Habitat for Humanity begins new program 
in Eastern Kentucky and Tennessee 

Habitat for Humanity announces 
a new program of developing Habitat 
affiliates in Eastern Kentucky and 
Eastern Tennessee to help low in­
come families build or repair houses. 
Smaller communities with fewer 
resources have been less likely to 
start Habitat programs than the larger 
cities. 

Habitat hired Ben Woodard, for­
mer executive director of the Lexing­
ton Habitat For Humanity, as a proj­
ect developer in late 1991 to help 
interested small communities start a 
local Habitat affiliate. "Habitat is a 
self-help organization that is started 
and run by local folks," said Ben. 
"My job is to tell people about Habi­
tat and how it works and to help them 
get the affiliate going. I can't run the 
local Habitat; that has to be done by 
the community." 

Habitat affiliates are started when 
local individuals or groups show 
enough interest to fonn a steering 
committee and schedule a town 
meeting to discuss Habitat. Ben or 
other Habitat officials will attend the 
meetmg, answer questions and ex­
plain the procedures necessary to get 
started. 

Habitat for Humanity is a non­
profit Christian housing ministry that 
builds simple, decent homes with 
people in need. Families arc selected 
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and are required to help build their 
own home with local volunteers. 
Houses are then sold to families at no 
profit and no interest. Money is raised 
by donations and grants, and no 
government funds are used. The 
families payments are used to build 
more homes. Many new Habitat af­
filiates start out by doing repairs to 
existing homes, buttheHabitatmodel 
of "a hand up, not a hand out" is still 
followed. 

Habitat For Humanity Interna­
tional has over 600 affiliated projects 
in the United States and more than 
100 other projects in 30 other coun­
tries. The Habitat affiliates have built 
or repaired over 10,000 homes since 
Habitat's founding 16 years ago. 
Fonner President Jimmy Carter and 
actor Paul Newman have been in­
volved in working with Habitat. 
Newman worked on the Lexington 
15 house project in September of 
1991.

Labor secretary 
expresses alarm 
over number of 
roof fall deaths 

The U.S. Labor Department's 
Mine Safety and Health Administra­
tion (MSHA) has alerted coal mine 
operators and miners following the 
death of six underground coal miners 
since the beginning of the year. The 
miners were killed in roof fall acci­
dents. MSHA is asking underground 
:oal mine operators to immediately 
~nsure that approved roof control 
plans are followed and that miners 
arekeptawayfrom unsupported mine 
roofs. 

"''m alarmed that six underground 
coal miners lost their lives in five 
separate preventable accidents since 
the beginning of the year," said Sec­
retary of Labor Lynn Martin. "Three 
miners died because roof control plans 
were not followed, a terrible price to 
pay for not complying with regula­
tions." 

"MSHA inspectors will deliver a 
message about roof control safety to 
every underground mine operator and 
to key members of the mining com­
munity to bring a halt to roof fall 
deaths," said Bill Tattersall, assistant 
secretary of labor for mine safety and 
health. "'They will encourage mine 
operators to make sure training pro­
grams fully address all aspects of 
roof control and will urge miners to 
faithfully follow roof control plans 
and avoid working under unsupported 
roofs." 

The six fatalities, all under inves­
tigation by MSHA, occurred between 
Jan. 1 and Feb. 20, 1992. On Ian. 1, a 
portion of roof 20 feet wide fell, 
killing twominersandinjuring a third 
worker in a Tennessee coal mine. 
The mining plan was not followed. 

On Feb. 5, a massive roof fall in a 
West Virginia mine killed a section 
foreman and seriously injured two 
miners. On Feb. 11, a coal miner died 
in a Utah mine when a ponion of the 
roof collapsed. 

OnFeb.12,aminerinstallingroof 
bolts in a Kentucky mine was killed 
by a section of rock which fell on him 
from an unsupported roof area. The 
required sequence of bolt installation 
was not foUowed. On Feb. 20 a roof 
bolter helper in a Colorado mine died 
when a roof section dislodged, struck 
the victim and knocked him under an 
unsupported roof which then fell and 
covered the victim.

Exchange of stock is not taxable 
EXCHANGE OF STOCK 

IS NOT TAXABLE 

Q: Can I exchange my stock in a 
corporation for more stock without 
heing taxed on it?-LL., Burling­
ton, Vt. 

A: Yes. You can exchange com­
mon stock for common stock in the 
same corporation, or preferred stock 
for preferred stock in the same corpo­
ration, without having a taxable gain 
or loss. 

Q: My old red barn was set on ftre 
and burned down to the ground. Can 
I write the total loss off as a deduction 
even though I had no insurance cov­
erage?-B.Y., Jackson, Miss.

A: Absolutely. A misfortune like 
this certainly sounds like a casualty 
loss write-off. This, of course, is 
providing it was not an intentional 
barn disposal or going away party. 
That's a horse of a different color. 
However, your loss is subject to the 
rules and limitations outlined in the 
tax instructions that came with your 
federal income tax booklet 

Q: I won $6,500 in the lottery. 
They deducted $1,300 from my win­
nings. I didn't tell them to do that or 
even sign a form instructing them to 
do that Do I get this back when I ftle 
my tax return?-L.B., Canton, Ohio 

A. Unfortunately, the IRS says 
you will have to report your louery 
winnings with all your other income. 
They make no exception for lotto 
winners. A payer of certain gambling 
winnings is required by law to with­
hold 20 percent from the winnings 
and report these amounts to the Inter­
nal Revenue service on Form W2-G, 
"S tatemem for Recipients of Certain 
Gambling Winnings." 

This is called "regular gambling 
withholding." It applies to gambling 
winnings of more than $5,000 from a 
state-conducted lottery. 

Most raffles are also subject to the 
20 percent withholding tax rate on 
prizes of more than $1,000. 

However, the $1,300 withheld can 
be deducted from any income tax 
liability owed when you file your 
return. You will receive your very 
own Form W2-G. This statement 
shows your winnings and the amount 
of. federal income tax withheld. 

Q: Can we deduct our foster child 
as a dependent? -- J.R., Birming­
ham, Ala. 

A: It depends. A foster child is 
treated as your child, and as your 
dependent, if the child lived with you 

and was a member of your household 
for the whole year. However,afoster 
child is not your dependent if the 
natural or adoptive parents provide 
more than half the child's support for 
the tax year. 

If a state, one of its agencies, or a 
tax exempt child-placing agency, 
makes payment to you as a foster 
parent, you may not take the child as 
your dependent. In this case, expenses 
that you incur in excess of payments 
received, are allowed as charitable 
contributions on your tax return. 

Q: I have rented out half of my 
house for many years and lived in the 
other half. I now sold this house and 
moved into a home that cost more 
than what I sold my other house for. 
Can I still defer the entire gain from 
the sale of my first house?-D.K., 
Wyandotte, Mich. 

A: If a ponion of your residence 
was used for business or rental pur­
poses, the sale is treated as the sale of 
two separate properties. The cost basis 
and sale price is apportioned between 
the business portion and the personal 
portion. Gain on the personal portion 
can be deferred as long as you follow 
the two-year rule for the selling of a 
personal residence. The profits from 
the business or rental portion is gen­
erally subject to tax in the year of the 
sale.

Private pensions exempt ? 
Private pensions were exempted 

from Kentucky income tax under a 
March 20 Franklin Circuit Court 
opinion. The opinion, based upon the 
Court's interpretation of the Ken­
lUcky Constitution, does not state 
whether it applies to prior years. 

The Revenue Cabinet will ask the 
Court of Appeals to review the Fran­
klin Circuit Court opinion. Private 
pension income is subject to Ken­
tucky income tax during the appeal 
process. This income must be in­
cluded in 1991 returns and for 1992 
estimated income tax calculations. 

The Cabinet suggests that private 
retirees file protective refund claims 
for prior years to avoid possible stat-
ute of limitation problems pending 
final court action. Kentucky law 
provides a two-year limitation period 
for refunds resulting from statutes 
held unconstitutional and refunds may 
be filed for 1989 (until April 15, 
1992) and 1990. (This two-year 
statute is under court review in an­
other case and taxpayers may wish to 
file claims - 1987-1990 - under the 
normal four year income tax refund 
statute.) 

Refund claims should be filed on 

Revenue Form 740X, marked "Pri­
vate Pension" across the top of the 
front page, and mailed to Kentucky 
Revenue Cabinet, P.O. Box 518, 
Frankfort, Kentucky, 40602-0518. 
The Cabinet will accept refund claims 
by letter if filed before April 16 and 
completed revenue forms 740X are 
filed before May 16. The Cabinet 
emphasizes that claims or letters for 
1989 (or 1987 ifftling for four years) 
must be postmarked before April 16, 
1992.

Proclamation 
supports efforts 
in rehabilitation 

Governor Brereton Jones has 
designated May 3-9, 1992 as Reha­
bilitation Counseling Week in Ken­
tucky. The proclamation is in recog­
nition of the role of vocational reha­
bilitation counseling as a key con­
tributor to the success and progress 
of persons with disabilities through­
out Kentucky. 

Most rehabilitation counselors 
work for one of several state agen­
cies. "I know many people have never 
heard of rehabilitation counseling and 
I hope they never need our services," 
said Carl Hall, Counselor for the 
Department of Vocational Rehabili­
tation. "However, in the event that 
someone should experience a dis­
ability that is so severe as to interfere 
with one or more major life activities, 
rehabilitation counseling could be a 
vital component to recovery and re­
employment" 

Rehabilitation counseling services 
are available in Floyd County through 
the Department of Vocational Reha­
bilitation. Last year the office served 
768 applicants and eligible individu­
als. As a result, 98 Kentuckians with 
disabilities were able to return to 
employment 

"Rehabilitation counseling makes 
a substantial contribution to 
Kentucky's work force," Hall con­
tinued. "Rehabilitation allows people 
to return to work and decreases the 
need for disability payments. It's an 
investment of tax or insurance carrier 
dollars that pays huge dividends. I 
hope that everyone in Floyd County 
can avoid illness or injury that could 
result in disability. However, if an 
impairment in vocational function­
ing should occur, the individual 
should consider the services of a 
qualified rehabilitation counseling 
professional." 

Rehabilitation counselors assess 
abilities and provide vocational coun­
seling and guidance for persons with 
disabilities. Counselors also advo­
cate for and promote the contribu­
tions of persons with disabilities to 
their optimum potential. 

The Paintsville-Johnson County Chamber of Commerce,

LESSON EXCHANGE

Then he took them through 
the Capitol itself, past the offices of 
the governor, attorney general, sec­
retary of state and other elected offi­
cials. 

As they walked, he asked if they 
knew certain things about their state­
about Daniel Boone, some former 
governors and other points of Ken­
tucky history. Some answers were 
easy and some more difficult, but all 
a means for learning. 

Then the guide thought of another 
question that reached even beyond 
Kentucky. It was about the upcoming 
observance of Earth Day. 

"Who knows what we celebrate 
this weekend?" he asked, and a small 
boy raised his hand. 

"It's Hillbilly Days in Pikeville!" 
the child told him. 

Even the guide didn't know that. 

J. B. Matthews: a Kentucky maverick 
by Nelson L. Dawson 

Joseph Brown Matthews is 
scarcely remembered by Kentuckians 
today, but from 1930 to 1960 he was 
involved in national political contro­
versy. Born in Hopkinsville in 1894, 
Matthews was raised under the pow­
erful influence of an old-time 
Methodism which espoused thecause 
of world-wide evangelism. He at­
tended Asbury College, graduated in 
1915, and went to Java as a mission­
ary in 1917. He returned in 1921, 
however, to attend graduate school 
where he abandoned Methodism for 
political radicalism. He taught briefly 
at a Methodist college in Tennessee, 
but was forced to resign under fire. 
His next job with the Pacifist Fellow­
ship of Reconciliation launched his 
new career in political radicalism. He 
continued to move fwther to the left 
and broke with his pacifist employer 
by advocating violent revolution. 

The most radical phase of Mat­
thews' career lasted from 1933 to 
1936. During these years he became 
a wholehearted apologist for com­
munism and defended the Soviet 
Union. He wrote for radical publica­
tions and joined various communist 
"front" organizations while working 
as vice president of Consumers' 
Research, a "public service" organi­
zation which gave Matthews an ideal 
vantage point for launching spirited 
attacks on the evils of capitalism. 

In 1935,theConsumers'Research 
organization was divided by an acri­
monious strike; much communist 
criticism was directed at Matthews, 
which he found profoundly disillu­
sioning. So once again, he began a 
change, swinging back in a conserva­
tive direction. His writings contin­
ued for a time to denounce the waste-· 
fulness of capitalism, but he stopped 
supporting class struggle, violent 
revolution and the Soviet Union. 

By 1938 Matthews had clearly 
broken with his radical past. In fact, 
he agreed to testify before the House 
Committee to Investigate Un-Ameri­
can Activities. This decision made 
him an example of betrayal among 
fonner radical colleagues, though 
there was little in his behavior to 

justify this wholesale condemnation. 
Matthews was concerned about 
communist influence spreading 
through apparently respectable 
"front" organizations, but he engaged 
in almost no direct accusations of 
individuals. 

Martin Dies, chairman of the 
House committee, was so impressed 
with Matthews l.hat he offered him a 
job as his director of research. Mat­
thews eagerly accepted the position 
which he held until 1945. In this 
highly visible position Matthews 
became as notorious in liberal circles 
as he had formerly been in conserva­
tive ones. The nation's left wing 
regarded him as a kind of inquisitor 

seeking out subversion, largely imagi­
nary, wherever he suspected it ex­
isted. 

Yet, once again, a study of his 
activities as the commiuce's director 
of research fails to substantiate this 
overwrought image. The committee 
investigated Nazi and Japanese in­
fluences as well as communist ones. 
But even when communist witnesses 
were questioned, Matthews gener­
ally conducted himself in a respon­
sible manner, though on occasion he 
resorted to unfair, bullying tactics 
which incurred just criticism. 

Matthews left the committee in 
·1945 and the rest of his life was spent, 
for the most part, out of the limelight.

He continued to be active as a be­
hind-the-scenes anti-communist ac­
tivist. On! y once, in June 1953, did he 
regain public attention. He joined 
Senator Joseph McCarthy's staff as 
executive director of the Senate In­
vestigating Committee. The next 
month Matthews made a sensational 
charge about the extent of commu­
nist influence in America's Protes­
tant churches in an American Mer­
cury article. A hailstonn of protest 
resulted. President Eisenhower de­
nounced such "generalized and irre­
sponsible attacks." McCarthy was 
forced to accept Matthews's resigna­
tion "very reluctantly." 

This intense but brief crisis soon 
passed, and Matthews returned to 
private life. His strong, perhaps at 
times exaggerated, concern over 
subversion did not prevent him from 
living a contented life with His fam­
ily and a wide circle of friends. He 
contracted Parkinson's Disease in 
1960 and struggled against it man­
fully until he died in 1966, at the age 
of72. 

One of Kentucky's many political 
mavericks, Matthews's career re­
flected the cross-currents of 20th­
century politics which extended far 
beyond the borders ofKentucky. Yet, 
he never forgot his Kentucky roots, 
maintained his ties with Kentucky 
family and friends, and corresponded 
with officials at Asbury College. And 
in his death he came home to be 
buried in the Lexington Cemetery 
close to the grave of Henry Clay.

Medicare 
costs show 
increase 

The "out of pocket" costs that 
Medicare beneficiaries pay for Medi­
care coverage increased on January 
1, according to Jim Kelly, district 
director for the Big Sandy Area So­
cial Security office. 

The basic medical insurance pre­
mium-sometimes called "Part B" 
-increased by $1.9~from $29.90 
to $31.80. However. the $100 Medi­
care medical insurance deductible 
remained unchanged, Kelly said. 

The amount the patient pays for 
the Medicare hospital insurance­
sometimes call "Part A"~educt­
ible and coinsurance amounts in­
creased from $628 to $652 for the 
flfst 60 days of impatient care in a 
benefit period. 

The beneficiary share of the cost 
of Medicare is figured each yea. based 
on the increases in the cost of the 
program during the year before. 
People with limited income may 
qualify for help with payment of these 
costs under the "Qualified Medicare 
Beneficiary" program available from 
their state welfare or public assis­
tance agencies.
