Both men have been arraigned 
;md are currently lodged in the Floyd 

ounty Jail on a $50,000 bond each. 

several committee members are try­
ing to "railroad" the move tluough. 

Businesswoman Delores Smith 
and Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta 
said Thursday that the committee is 
not prepared to make a recommenda­
tion to move the offices because no 
information has been given to the 
group about moving the offices. 

Floyd superintendent Steve 
Towler said Thursday that the build­
ing that currently houses the central 
office is "unsafe" and it is the worst 
central office facility in the state of 
Kentucky. 

The committee reviewed two pro­
posals, one from the owner of the old 
L.A. Joe Department Store in Martin 
and the other from the owners of the 
old Heck's building in Prestonsburg. 

The proposal for the Martin loca­
tion, owned by George Barnett, is 
$2.08 per square foot for a 28,900 
squarefootfacilityatacostof$60,112 
per year, Towler said. The Heck's 
building proposal, owned by Eastern 
Kentucky Development Associates, 
is for $2.90 per square foot for a 
29,800squarefootfacility at a cost of 
$86,420 per year. Towler said the 
Heck's proposal called for a three 
percent increase in price per square 
foot every other year. 

The money to lease the facility 
would come from the district's gen­
eral fund, because the project would 
not be eligible for School Facilities 
Construction Commission monies, 
Towler said. 

The proposal for the Martin facil­
ity reportedly called for a 10-year 
lease, but Towler said he would not 
recommend anything more than a 
five-year lease.

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Former inmate alleges negligence : 

Jail incident 
draws suit

A Floyd County man filed a civil 
lawsuit December 4 against an uni­
dentified Floyd County deputy jailer 
and the Floyd County Fiscal Court 
claiming he was injured at the jail 
because of negligence. 

In the suit, David resident Bill 
Thomas Shepherd alleges that during 
the last weekend in May when he was 
jailed on an alcohol intoxication 
charge, he was placed in the general 
population area of the jail with a 
violent inmate and as a result of that 
he was injured. 

"While (Shepherd) was in general 
population, an inmate was admitted, 
who promptly yelled out that he 'had 
just done a line of coke' and (he was 
going to cause someone physical in­
jury)," the suit alleges. "The deputy 
jailer heard these remarks, yet wan­
tonly and callously placed the bellig­
erent inmate in the proximity of the 
other prisoners. 

"After being placed in the general 
population, other inmates and (Shep­
herd) pleaded with the deputy jailer 
to move the obviously dangerous and 
threatening inmate away from them," 
the suit claims. ..The deputy jailer 
failed to do so, and a few minutes 
later, the violent inmate began fight­
ing with Mickey Johnson. During the 
fight with Johnson, the combatants 
fell on (Shepherd's) leg, and broke 
his kneecap." , 

The suit, fl.led by Prestonsburg 
attorney Ned Pillersdorf and 
Painstville attorney C.K. Belhasen, 

said after Shepherd was injured, jail 
officials moved the violent inmate to 
another area of the jail The actions of 
the defendants violated thecivilrights 
of Shepherd because of not having 
appropriate regulations and safe­
guards to protect him, the suit claims. 
It also ~ontended that jail officials 
were negligent because they failed to 
keep the violent inmate away from 
Shepherd. 

The suit seeks in excess of $6,000 
for medical expenses and pain and 
suffering, compensatory damages fti 
past and future lost earnings and fu­
ture pain and suffering; punitive dam­
ages against the unknown jailer and 
costs and attorney fees.

At a specially-convened meeting 
Thursday afternoon, the Floyd 
County Development Authority dis­
cussed details of the newly~pleted 
geotechnical survey of the proposed 
site on the Lowe's property on Route 
114. 

According to results from eight 
core-drillings of the site, additional 
excavation and compaction under the 

main site must be performed in order 
for the proposed 30,000 square feet 
facility to have a proper, solid foun­
dation. 

The additional site preparation will 
cost an estimated $39,000, the report 
said, but Development Authority 
Executive Director Darrell Gilliam 
added that the figure was well within 
reason and much lower than it could 
have been. 

Additional areas of the proposed 
site, planned to be utilized for park­
ing space and access roads, will be 
ready for construction as soon as some 
material is removed, Gilliam said. 

The new Department of Commu­
nity Development's goal, Patton said, 
is to address the specific economic 
development needs of Eastern Ken­
tucky and to help the region's coun­
ties become more competitive in an 
increasingly diverse economy. 

Patton stressed that the region must 
nurture the existing business and job­
base as well as continue to strive to 
bring new businesses into the area. 

Patton also spoke Thursday at cer­
emonies at the new West Kentucky 
economic development office in 
Madisonville and is scheduled to par­
ticipate in a ribbon cutting next 
Wednesday, December 16 at the new

Although teenage pregnancy sta­
tistics have been greatly exaggerated, 
Kentucky still has the second highest 
rate in the nation of births to teen-age 
mothers and Floyd County has the 
second highest rate in the eastern 
portion of the state. 

Secretary of the Cabinet for Hu­
man Resources Brad Hughes said 
Tuesday that there were 9,181 live 
births to Kentucky mothers ages 15 
to 19last year and 199 births to moth­
ersundertheageof15.Nearly 140of 
those births were in Floyd County, 
Hughes said. 

It was incorrectly reported last 
week that the statewide totals were 
the statistics for Floyd County only.

The Floyd County school system 
held its frrst Technology Day last 
Friday, December4, in the form of an 
in-service day for teachers. The spe­
cial in-service was hailed as "a unique 
day for us," by Harold Burchell, tech­
nology coordinator for the school 
system. 

dards set by the Kentucky Education 
Reform Act (KERA) of 1990. 

According to KERA, each school 
system has six years to implement 
the KETS with equipment based on 
KERA standards. A five-year tech­
nologyplan for Floyd County schools 
was developed by Burchell and ad­
visers to meet the KERA deadline 
one step at a time. One KERA man­
date is that by the next school year 
each classroom must have a com­
puter. 

They advise me in the direction we 
feel we should go." 

Each school has a teacher who 
serves as a school-based technology 
coordinator who works in conjunc­
tion with Burchell. 

"We've been trying to learn as 
much about technology as we can," 
he explained. ·'Technology Day is a 
day where the coordinators get to 
show-off and teach what they have 
learned ... Technology Day is also a 
day set aside for six hours for teach­
ers to sit down at a computer and 
learn what they can." 

Those figures do not include a 
substantial number of pregnancies 
that were aborted or miscarried, 
Hughes added, which go unrecorded. 

Hughes was reluctant to attribute 
the high pregnancy rate to any one 
specific regional problem, but theo­
rized that the high poverty rate greatly 
contributed. 

Pam Hall, of Alternatives, Incor­
porated in Prestonsburg, said Tues­
day that she had found a high per­
centage of those births to be a direct 
result of socio-economic factors, a 
lack of adequate education and a tra­
ditional lack of self-esteem in young 
women in Eastern Kentucky. 

Hall, the sole paid-employee of 
the non-profit Alternatives, Inc.,

Second reading approved 
on race track facility

Floyd County Fiscal Court mem­
bers had the second reading of a re­
purchase agreement to acquire prop­
erty for a harness racing facility at a 
special meeting Thursday, but not 
without an objection from District 
Two Magistrate Jackie Ed ford 
Owens. 

Owens said he was concerned 
about the county being a "co-signer" 
for a $1.7 million piece of property 
located on Rt 3. 

The agreement calls for the county 
to purchase the 50-acre site if the plan 
to build a harness track facility is not 
carried out by June, 1993. Floyd 
County Attorney Jim Hammond ex­
plained that the court would be re­
sponsible for the purchase of the site 
until1993 if the harness racing track 
was not built. Hammond said the 50-
acre site could be developed into an 
industrial park by the Floyd County 
Industrial Authority. 

Owens said the price tag on the 
property was a concern to his con­
stituents. 

"The people in my district think 
$1.7 million for a undeveloped piece 

of property is toomuch,"Owenssaid. 
Hammond explained the cost for 

the property included filling the site 
above the 100-year flood plain and 
installing utilities. 

"If we have to pick up the property 
in June, I contemplate that grants will 
pay for running waterlines to the site," 

Hammond said 
Owens asked if property for the 

facility had been sought in the Betsy 
Layne, .Right and Left Beaver areas. 

Floyd County Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo said that 50-acres of 
land could not be found anywhere 
else in the county. 

"I have no problem helping people 
get in business," Owens said. "But, 
we need to be careful about spending 
$1.7 miUion of taxpayers' money be­
cause it could come back to haunt us. 
I'd like to get it in my district We'll 
end up paying $10-$12 million if we 
get stuck with (the property). That's 
a lot of money that could be used in 
this county."

No one has thrown their hats into 
the political arena for eight of the 17 
county offices and two of the state 
offices on the ballot in the May pri­
mary election. 

As of Thursday, no candidates 
have filed for the offices of Con­
stable in districts two and four; dis­
trict two Magistrate; Floyd County 
Attorney; Coroner; District Judge; 
County Surveyor; and Property V alu­
ation Administrator. No one has filed 
to seek the state offices of Common­
wealth Attorney and Circuit Court 
Clerk. 

Of the filings recorded thus far by 
Floyd County Court Clerk Carla 
Boyd, the most candidates for any 
one office are three contenders each 
seeking three county positions. 

Perhaps the earliest to flle for a 
city office is city councilman Jerry 
Fannin, who will run for mayor of 
Prestonsburg. 

All city commissions, city coun­
cils and mayor offices, except the 
position of mayor of Martin, will be 
on the ballot in November. Candi­
dates have until August 3 to file for 
those offices because the races are 
non·partisan. 

In what is expected to be the 
county's most-watched race, three 
people have filed to seek the office of 
jailer. Jailer Lawrence Hale's an­
nouncement that he will not seek 
another term has reportedly sparked 
the interest of a host of candidates for 
the post. 

As of Thursday the candidates for 
jailer are Floyd County Emergency 
and Rescue Squad member Onda L. 
Hunt, Carol Neeley and Junior Jo­
seph. 

The race for District Three Magis­
trate has drawn three candidates 
which does not yet include incum­
bent Betty Caudill. Darlene Hall, 
Eddie D. Meade and Tommy Neil 
Anderson have filed for that office.

works on a daily basis with pregnant 
teens, offering support, counseling, 
and alternatives to dealing with an 
unwanted child other than abortion. 

Among the most important advice 
she gives the young women she works 
with, Hall said, is that abstinence is 
the best form of birth control. 

• Although contraceptive devices 
are widely endorsed and distributed, 
Hall said, they are not widely used. 

"rd say that around 95 percent of 
the girls (who come to Alternatives, 
Inc.) do not use contraceptives of any 
kind," Hall said. "That shows me that 
the message is not working." 

Beverly May, director of theRe­
source Mothers program at the Mud 
Creek Clinic at Grethel, agrees. 

"Knowing how not to get preg­
nant is no guarantee you won't get 

.J>regnant," May said Wednesday. 
~ "A high percentage of the young 
girls we work with have much deeper 
problems (than just being pregnant)," 
May said. "Many of them feel they 
have no control over their lives or 
over their own bodies .... " 

Studies show thatnearly one-third 
of the women under age 19 who be­
come pregnant were found to have 
been sexually abused as children, May 
said. 

The ironic part, May said, is that 
although Kentucky ranks second in 
the nation in the number of teen births, 

• the state is lowest in the nation in 
overall fertility rate. 

The teen birth rate is actually low­
ering, May said, but not as quicld y as 
the birth rate of women over age 19. 

Part of the problem, May said, is 
that although rural teens know about 
birth control devices, they are too 
embarassed or reluctant to purchase 
them or get them at the hea1th depart­
ment because they fear that the small 
town "grapevine" will spread the news 
to their parents. 

Helen Crider, of the family plan­
ning division of the Floyd County 

'Health Department, also works with 
pregnant teens in a Resource Moth­
ers program, counseling them on pre­
ventative measures to avoid future 
unwanted births, how to care for their 
children, how to get the help they 
need and how to continue their edu­
cations. 

Under the program, trained lay­
workers follow the development of 
babies born to teen-age mothers from 
the time the mothers enter the pro­
gram until a year after birth. They 
help young mothers get needed medi­
cal attention for their babies and help 

~them, or their husbands or boyfriends, 
to earn their General Equivalency 
Diplomas. 

Through the program, Crider 
counsels the young mothers on a one­
to-one basis and also lectures at such 
institutionsastheFloydCountyTech­
nical HighSchool at Garth. Currently,

Crider said Tuesday that she felt 
much more education should be done 
in the school system, before teen-age 
pregnancy occurs, but that the sys­
tem is limited by what can be said and 
taught in the schools. 

The Mud Creek Clinic, Alterna­
tives, Inc. and the Floyd County 
Health Department all offer advice 
and fmancial, emotional and mate­
rial support to teen-age parents and 
refer young mothers to other agen­
cies that can provide additional assis­
tance.

Martin City Council members did 
not hire a new police chief at their 
regular meeting Wednesday because 
certain statutatoryrequirements have 
not been met to fill the position. 

City council members attempted 
to adjourn into closed session to dis­
cuss what course they would pursue 
in replacing former police Chief 
Hershel Lester, who died this month, 
but that move was challenged under 
a provision of the state'sOpen Meet­
ing Laws. 

Martin Mayor Raymond Griffith 
said the council was not going to 
discuss a specific individual for the 
position, but that council members 
were going to be asked how they 
wanted to proceed with the issue. 

Under the Open Meeting Law, 
general personnel matters cannot be 
discussed in closed session, only per­
sonnel issues dealing with a specific 
individual. 

After some discussion, Griffith 
said the council would adjourn into 
closed session to discuss "property 
and equipment." 

Martin city attorney Keith Bartley 
said that the issue concerned an indi­
vidual who had some of the city's 
property and equipment in their pos­
session and would not return it to the 
city. Bartley said the city council 
may have to pursue legal action for 
the return of the property. He de­
clined to discuss the specifics of the 
issue. 

Under the Open Meetings Law, 
public agencies may go into closed 
session to discuss proposed or pend­
ing litigation. 

Mayor Griffith said the council 
would return to open session to dis­
~uss the police chief issue. 

Before going into closed session, 
the council did hear from three mem­
bers of the audience who asked to be 
considered for the position. Those 
applying for the job were: Floyd 
County Deputy Sheriff Ricky 
Thornsberry; retired Kentucky State 
Policeman Rodney Hutchinson; and 
city police officer Joe Slone. 

After about an hour in closed ses­
sion, Mayor Griffith said the council 
had nothing to report.

CONGRESSIONAL 
PENSIONS NEED A TRIM

Hardly a day passes without some 

politician warning that we've got to 
cap entitlements, or slow down en­
titlements, or freeze entitlements if 
we're ever going to get government 
spending under control. 

The implication is that somebody 
out there is feasting on food stamps, 
welfare and other government give­
aways while the rest of us are strug­
gling to pay the bills. 

What's generally forgotten is that 
four of the largest entitlement pro­
grams are Social Security, Medicare, 
civil service pensions and military 
retirement pay, all of which are po­
litically popular and mainly benefit 
the middle class. 

Congress is loathe to touch any of 
these programs, even though they are 
increasingly costly to finance. Why, 
for example, should millions of young 
workers be paying stiff Social Secu­
rity taxes while affluent retirees are 
receiving tax-free benefits each 
month? 

One reason lawmakers are reluc­
tant to tangle with gold-plated retire~ 
ment programs is that they, them­
selves, are part of the problem. The 
congressional pension program is so 
generous that some retirees cam more 
in retirement than they did in the 
House or Senate. 

A new report by the National Tax­
payers Union points out that most of 
the 120-odd House and Senate mem­
bers who lost, retired or simply dido 't 
run this year will be amply rewarded 
for their services. 

Thirty-three will qualify immedi­
ately for more than $50,000 a year in 
pension. Two congressmen from 
Florida, Charles Bennett and Dante 
Fascell, willdrawabout~93,500each 
in 1993, the study found. 

One outgoing lawmaker, Rep. Les 
AuCoin, D-Ore., could receive as 
much as $2.9 million in petiSion ben­
efits over his expected lifetime if 
annual cost-of-living increases aver­
age4 percent An additional14 would 
receive more than $2 million, 70 oth­
ers more than $1 million, according 
to the report. 

Former House Speaker Carl 
Albert. D-Okla .• who was earning 
$44,600 when he left Congress in 
1977, is drawing well over $110,000 
in annual pension. Former Sen. Alben 
Gore Sr., D-Tenn., father of the vice 
president-elect, has received more 
than $2 million so far. 

A primary reason for this good 
fortune is that federal pensioners, 
unlike those in private industry, can 
retire young and are protected against 
inflation by annual cost-of-living in­
creases. It'sagreatsystem, if you can 
afford it. Most private employers 
can't 

At one time, government service 
was considered a sacrifice. You dido' t 
make much money, but you had job 
security and good benefits. Now we 
have government workers at all lev­
els earning competitive salaries in 
addition to generous fringe benefits. 

One study, by a group of state 
legislators, found that wages and ben­
efits for state and local workers rose 
four times faster than compensation 
inprivateindustryfrom 1980to 1989. 

In recent years, Congress has 
raised its own salary to more than 
$125,000,givingnewretirees, whose 
pensions are based on their three top 
salary years, a tremendous boost in 
benefits. 

Members of Congress and civil 
servants do conttibute to their own 
pension plans, but most of the money 
comes from the taxpayers, few of 
whom enjoy such generous retire­
ment packages. 

If we're going to crack down on 
entitlements, lawmakers should take 
a look at their own retirement ben­
efits before cutting other retirement 
programs down to size.

Deadline is set in 
Arms lawsuit 

A 4 5-day deadline has been set for attorneys to 
file necessary documents in a lawsuit challenging 
the Johnson County residency of an East Point 
couple. 

Johnson Circuit Judge Stephen N. Frazier set 
the deadline Friday in a complaint filed by the 
Johnson County Board of Elections against Bill 
and Malta Arms. 

The election board filed suit in May claiming 
the Armses cannot vote in Johnson County be­
cause they are residents of Floyd County. The 
Annses, whose home is near the Jobnson-Aoyd 
County line, contend they live in Johnson County. 

The dispute between the board and the Annses 
bas existed for several years. The couple filed a 
civil rights suit against the county earlier this year 
and a federal judge ordered that a declaration of 
rights petition be filed to resolve the matter. 

The Annses were indicted in 1990 for wrongful 
registration, but the charges were dismissed. 

The election board's petition asks the court to 
establish the boundary line between Johnson and 
Floyd counties and declare the couple residents of 
Floyd County. 

A decision is expected before next year's May 
election. 

"As long as we get a decision before the next 
primary, we'll be in good shape," said County 
Attorney Scott Preston, who ftled the petition on 
behalf of the board. - The Paintsville Herald

"My reasons are that, in my opin­
ion, wehavenotdonetheworlcneeded 
to make a good recommendation to 
the board on whether we need to 
build (a central office) or rent (a facil­
ity)," Smith added. "When this com­
mittee ftrSt met we were told this is a 
crisis situation and that the building 
is dangerous even though no struc­
tural engineer has made that determi­
nation. Some folks on the committee 
have determined it is dangerous. As a 
member of this committee, I feel it 
has been railroaded through and I'm 
not going to go along with that." 

Mayor Latta issued a statement 
Thursday which concurred with 
Smith's comments . . 

"The only information provided 
to this committee has been the rela­
tive costs of leasing two buildings," 
Latta said. 'The committee has been 
given no information or material rela­
tive to the need for relocation; the 
cost of leasing vs. construction; the 
possibility of utilizing other, board­
owned property; the. possibility of 
renovating the present building; the 
insertion of this project into the total 
school facilities plan; or what general 
fund monies will be used to pay the 
$60,000 per year lease. 

"I strongly believe that any action 
on your part at this time, based on the 
report of this committee, will only 
result in a repeat of past mistakes ... ," 
Latta added. "This committee has not 
prepared nor presented a recommen­
dation to you based on anything more 
than the desire of central office per­
sonnel to move to new quarters."

The condition of the central office 
facility has been a priority for Towler 
since he was hired as superintendent 
in July. Towler said Thursday that 
people who come to the office can't 
believe the condition of the building.

"I think the FCEA would support

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Take cover-skin protection more important than ever 
The dog days of summer have 

long faded and have since been re­
placed by brisk winter weather. Many 
summer items have been packed 
away. However, don't put away the 
sunscreen! The need for protection 
from the sun should still be a part of 
everyone's skin care regime, espe­
cially children and infants. 

Author Paul Martin writes in the 
December/Januazy issue of the Na­
tional PTA's magazine, PTA Today, 
that skin cancer is on the rise and its 
patients are younger than ever. "This 
year more than 600,000 Americans 
will develop some form of skin can­
cer and more than 10,000 will die 
from the disease," says Martin. He 
also said that doctors now commonly 
treat younger patients. 

Martin suggests that everyone 
wear a sunscreen with a sun protec­
tive factor(SPF) of atleast 15. "Along 
with sunscreen, it is also important to 

wear protective clothing such as long 
sleeved shirts, long pants and a hat," 
he noted. 

The author cites the American 
Academy of Dermatology for the 
following recommendations to pre­
vent skin cancer. 

• Stay out of the sun whenever 
possible. 

• Minimize your children's expo­
sure to the sun and begin applying 
sunscreens as early as six months of 
age. Try a sunscreen that is especially 
formulated for children's delicate 
skin. 

• Apply sunscreen liberally to 
young children and teach them how 
to use it. 

• If you must be in the sun, even 
for only 15-20 minutes, always use a 
sunscreen with a sun protective fac­
tor of at least 15. 

Martin added that the key in skin 
cancer prevention is limiting expo­
sure to the sun. He concluded that 
"Along with being preventable, skin 
cancer usually is readily treatable with 
little orno scaring and is rarely fatal"

The arteries are responsible for 
the transportation of food and oxy­
gen to the cells through the blood. 
The heart pumps the blood and the 
arteries serve as channels or pipes for 
the ttansportation of blood away from 
the heart. The arteries must be open 
to keep the cells healthy and alive. 

~ 

Normally, the inner wall of the 
artery is smooth and finn allowing 
blood to flow freely. Over time, the 
arteries carrying blood to the legs 
may become affected by a disease 
called atherosclerosis. Atherosclero­
sis is commonly called "hardening of 
the arteries." With this disease, the 
inner lining of the artery becomes 
thickened and rough by a build-up of 
cholesterol and fatty material. This

buildup, much like rust in a pipe, may 
cause the artery to narrow or even 
close off completely. Atherosclero­
sis occurs in all vessels to come ex­
tent, although the arteries of the heart, 
neck, and legs are most commonly 
affected. 

The symptoms oflower extremity 
(legs) arterial disease are dependent 
upon the amount of blood getting 
through the arteries and to the area 
involved. The frrst symptom oflower 
extremity arterial atherosclerotic dis­
ease is claudication. Claudication is 
an ache or cramp in the calf, thigh, or 
buttock after exercise. Rest, even 
standing still for a short period of 
time, will result in relief of symp­
toms. The next symptom to develop 
is rest pain. It is a severe and steady 
aching or burning sensation in the leg

or foot. Gangrene is the most ad­
vanced stage of arterial disease. 

Although we do not understand 
why atherosclerosis develops in the 
arteries, individuals with artery dis­
ease share many of the same charac­
teristics. Some of the risk factors are 
heart disease, elevated blood pres­
sure, smoking, diabetes, family his­
tory of vascular disease, lack of exer­
cise and stress. Many of the risk fac­
tors can be controlled by re-evaluat­
ing your life style and making 
changes. A guide to minimizing these 
risk factors is presented in the four­
step program below. 

1) Smoking-Stop smoking. To­
bacco causes constriction of the blood 
vessels, thus decreasing the flow even 
more. 

2) Exercise-Exercise improves 
circulation.

Parents donotusuallyrealizehow 
important their words and actions are 
for their children. Children learn 
from what they see, hear and do. 
They also learn from what we do not 
say or do. For example, if we do not 
show manners and respect for the 
child, the child learns that respect is 
only for adults or others. Anger re­
sults, and the child becomes the tar­
get of blame and disrespect from 

..ladults and children alike. Thus, we 
begin the cycle of disrespect to oth­
ers. 

When parents respect their chil­
dren, they listen to what the child 
actually says and what (s)he is trying 
to say. Sometimes children do not 
have command over language enough 
to say what they mean. A friend's 
child once complained that his mother 
was choosing favorites Qetween the 
children and he was losing. What he 
really meant was that his mother was 
not spending as much time listening 
to what he was saying when he did 

._spend time with her. 
Many times children have diffi­

culties expressing their innennost 
thoughts and desires. They hint 
around at them, complaining about 
inequities and unfairness. Usually 
they are saying that they feel cheated 
or shorter on attention, not that the 
brother or sister actually gets more 
"stufr' than they do. 

Children can handle things being 
different, but there must be logic, 
consistency and equity in the long 
run. For example, they can accept 
that the older children get to stay up 
later at night without any difficulty, 

~but they may have difficulty accept­
ing that theolderchildalwayschooses 
the TV programs without sharing the 
privilege with the younger child. 
Children do not mind sharing or even 
being "shorted" on some things, but 
there must be a logical reason obvi­
ous or explained to the child. 

Many times, in our busy lives, we 
neglect to explain our actions to our 
children. Usually we do not consider 
that they may be interested in why we 
do things or how things get done. It 
is surprising to find out what children 
believe based upon silence and ne-

~lecting to explain things to them. 
An example is when a child be-

lieves in Santa Claus and is disap­
pointed to find out there is no Santa 
Claus, how many of us really take the 
time and effort to explain there is a 
Santa Claus, but not a person who is 
Santa Claus to the world? Santa 
Claus is the spirit or belief in the 
goodness and generosity of everyone 
in our families and lives, not an exter­
nal person who supervises our lives 
during the year. Santa lives, but in 

· the hearts and minds of those who 
would be children. Santa is each of 
us, in our own way, who bestows 
upon others the "gifts" of time, effort 
and loving respecL

New basketball video showcases 

McDowell state tournament

There is a new video on the mar­

ket that a lot of McDowell basketball 
fans and Floyd County fans as well, 
would enjoy viewing. The tape is 
entitled "The Grigsby Era" covering 
the coaching days of Pete Grigsby Jr. 
at McDowell High School.

._ Included in the tape are highlight 

fllms of the five McDowell teams 
that Grigsby led to the state tourna­
ment 

The tape, produced by Pete 
Grigsby III, was a project that just 
mushroomed. 

"A lot of my ex-players, parents 
and fans wantedcopiesoffilms when 
McDowell played in the state tourna­
ment," said Grigsby in describing 
bow the tape Cdille about "So, I bor­
rowed the films from the Kentucky 
High School Athletic Association. I 
ask Petie (who works for a television 
station in Bowling Green) if there 

• was anything that he could do with 
the fllms in transferring them to tape, 
and he said 'Sure dad I believe that I 
can do that.' 

"Well, be called me back and asked 
why not make it a historical tape 
about the teams," continued Grigsby. 
"So, we got all the pictures and records 
together and he put it all together." 

The tape is of professional quality 
and is a must for nostaliga buffs. 

The tape reveals bow f'lrigsby took 

a group of small-town players and 
made state level competitive teams 
out of them during the years from 
1961 through 1974. 

Within this period, Grigsby led 
the school to three 15th Regional 
titles(1966, 1971 and again in 1973) 
which remains a record for any Floyd 
County coach. . 

During the 13 years at McDowell, 
Grigsby's teams averaged 25 wins 
per season and received state-wide 
recognition. 

TheftrStpartofthe tape deals with 
the Grigsby era and includes inter­
views with several former players 
who played for Grigsby atMcDowell. 
Players such as Barry Hall, David 
"Firebug" Turner, Glenn Turner, 

Glenn Heinisch, Neil Turner and oth­
ers. The Grigsby Era is 38 minutes in 
duration. State tournament games are 
shown during the course of some 
interviews and all five highlighted 
games are shown at the end of the . 
tape. The tape is approximately two 
hours in length. 

Games include: McDowell ver­
sus Madisonville (1973); McDowell 
versus Middlesboro (1971); 
McDowell versus Scott County 
(1964); McDowell versus Clark 
County (1968); McDowell versus 
Clark County (1970). 

Charts are also displayed in the 
tape with former coaches of the past 
up to the Daredevils' present coach 
Johnny Ray Turner. 

"What it is, is a history of 
McDowell basketball during their 
state tournament years," said Grigsby. 
"One thing led to another in the mak­
ing of this tape. Petie just took upon 
himself and be made a project out of 
it." 

The younger Grigsby, who is a 
weatherman for the Bowling Green 
station, worked many hours in put­
ting together the tape. He employed 
Dr. Don Bevins from WPRG, Harold, 
to ftlm footage for him that be could 
take back. Old pictures were taken 
from the albums of his mother Phyllis, 
as well as treasured team pictures. 
One photo that has a big impact was 
the meeting on the floor between
