Floyd County is 
an even-money 
favorite for track

Prestonsburg apparently is now 
an even money favorite in the race for 
a $3 million harness racing track that 
will be known as Kentucky Downs. 

Prestonsburg businessman Clyde 
Woods has obtained a signed, written 
agreement from Louisville Downs 
owner Chester Porter to purchase the 
corporate entity ofLouisville Downs. 
Woods has purchased Louisville 
vowns' sLOCks, the remaining racing 
license, and the right to simulcast 
races through the facility. This means, 
ultimately, with the final approval of 
Churchill Downs and the state Har­
ness Racing Commission, the pro­
posed harness racing track will be 
owned by Woods and will be built in 
Prestonsburg, Woods told the Times 
in an exclusive interview last week. 

The plans are contingent on ap­
proval by ChurchiU Downs and the 
state Harness Racing Commission, 
although, "We're 99 percent sure 
we've got it," Woods said. 

The track, apparently, would have 
live harness racing only a few days 
out of the year but simulcasts of other 
races would be presented full-time at 
the facility which would house a 
restaurant and a lounge. 

Woods added that he would have 
to have the track, grandstands, and 
fieldhouse completed by July, 1993. 

Louisville Downs was bought by 
Churchill Downs at an earlier time, 
Woods said. 

State Harness Racing Commis­
sion representatives met with Woods 
about a month ago, and will be in the 
area January 30 to meet with local 
officials, including Mayor Ann Latta, 
County Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo, and members of the Cham­
ber of Commerce to gauge public 
support for the project.

Connie Lee Thompson of Abbott 
was pronounced dead at the scene by 
Floyd County Coroner Roger Nelson 
when the antenna came in contact 
with a 7,650 volt power line. 

Floyd County chief deputy Linzie 
Hunt said Thompson was standing 
on a stack of two-by-fours as he was 
attempting to install the 31-inch an­
tenna when it came in contact with 
the power line. 

The case is under investigation by 
Kentucky State Police detective Les 
Stapleton. 

Thompson was a former 
Prestonsburg City Utilities worker. 

Survivors include his wife, Renee 
L. Thompson, and his parents Braxton 
and Edna Thompson.

Wednesday, January 29, beginning 
at 10 a.m. at the Cow Creek Freewill 
Baptist Churd•.

With enough Democratic candi­
dates to field a football team, the race 
to replace departing U.S. Congress­
man Chris Perkins drew an unprece­
dented lineup of challengers Tues­
day as the flling deadline passed. 

Eleven Democrat candidates will 
crowd the ballot for the Congres­
sional seat that, for most of the past 
45 years had been shared by just two 
men-both named Perkins.

But Chris Perkins' announcement 
last week that he would not seek a 
fifth term in the seat he inheriteCI in 
1984 following the death of his fa­
ther, Carl D. Perkins, opened the 
floodgates. The response was not 
surprising. 

Prestonsburg attorney Robert Rowe 
became the second Floyd Countian 
to file for the Democratic primary 
race Tuesday, announcing his bid in 
a 10 a.m. press conference in 
Frankfort. Rowe, 34, was Floyd 
County co-chairman of Brereton 
Jones' successful gubernatorial cam­
paign. 

Another Prestonsburg attorney, 
Ned Pillersdorf, announced his elec­
tion plans last week, shortly after 
Perkins said he would not seek re­
election. 

The rest of the Democratic field 
includes some well known and some 
not-so-well-known challengers. 

This list includes former state 
Superintendent ofPublic Instruction, 
John Brock, of Frankfort; Carol 
Hubbard, of Somerset; Jerry Cecil, of 
Winchester; John Doug Hays, of 
Pikeville; Logan Turner, of Jackson; 
Stephen Maynard, of Inez; and Nel­
son Bingham, of Harlan County. 

The winner of the Democratic pri­
mary will square off against incum­
bent Republican Congressman Hal 
Rogers, who is unopposed on the 
GOP ticket.

A Floyd County woman unknow­
ingly saved the life of Sheriff Paul 
Hunt Thompson when she took to 
heart a threat allegedly made by her 
husband. 

The woman called the sheriffs 
deparunent Saturday asking that a 
deputy be sent to her home and the 
situation turned out to be a domestic 
violence complaint. 

Sheriff Thompson, who was on 
his way home, said he would answer 
lhe complaint. 

"I was walking toward the resi­
dence carrying my flashlight when I 
heard someone yell 'put out that 
light,'" Thompson said. "I stepped 
from around the house and naturally, 
I turned my light toward the voice. 
The man had a shotgun pointed right 
at me. Then I heard 'click'." 

Thompson said he dived for cover 
behind a vehicle that was parked near 
the home and when he heard the 
shotgun being cocked again, he took 
cover behind a second vehicle. 

"He pointed right at the vehicle he 
thought I was behind," Thompson 

"He couldn't see me or any­
thing. Then,l heard 'click' .He cocked

Slone was also indicted by a fed­
eral grand jury for conspiracy to dis­
tribute cocaine. Slone pleaded guilty 
to the charge in December 1990 and 
will be sentenced February 10.

"After talking with an architect 
about the project, it's going to cost 
just as much to renovate the jail as to 
build a new one," Stumbo added. 

Stumbo said he was not worried if 
the state decides to order the jail a 
holding facility because the county 
can appeal the decision. 

"They can't just come in here and 
close it down," Stumbo said. "We 
can protest the order within 90 days 
before having a hearing on it" 

If the jail is ordered to be a 96-
hour hold-over Jllil, prisoners ordered 
to serve more than 96 hours would 
have transported and housed at ade­
quate jails willing to accept the in­

Company fined for spill 1988 Repo!

A road construction company has 
been cited by the Environmental 
Protection Agency's Division of 
Water for allegedlly causing 300 to 
400 gallons of diesel fuel to spill into 
the waters of Turkey Creek near 
Martin. . 

Bizzack Construction Company 
reportedly spilled the fuel at 2 p.m. 
January22afterallegedlyoverfiUing 
a bulk storage tank, Ferris Sexton, oil 
and gas inspector and member of the 
environmental response team from 
the Division of Water out of Hazard, 
said Monday. 

Sexton worked with Bizzack 
through the night last Wednesday to 
contain the spill which, according to 
Sexton, is very hard to completely 
remove from water. 

Sexton said that the company did 
not notify the EPA until approxi­
mately 5 p.m. and that the (Bizzack) 
foreman claimed he didn't know 
anything about it until after the fact. 
Bizzack was informed by Sexton that 
as long as a sheen remained on the 
water they were to continue the con-
tainment effort. ' 

"They (Bizzack) will be issued a 
notice of violation for failure to re­
port a spill, degradation of the waters 
of the Commonwealth, and creating 
an environmental emergency," Sex­
ton said, adding that Bizzack could 
be fined for these violations. 

Officials were unsure how much 
of the diesel entered Turkey Creek 

and how much soaked into the ground. 
There were no reports of evacu­

ations or of any effect on the area's 
drinking water, Maleva Chamberlain, 
spokeswoman for the Cabinet for 
Natural Resources' Division of Wa­
ter said last week.

A University of Kentucky survey 
suggests that an overwhelming 
majority of Kentuckians favor the 
enactment of a mandatory seat 
belt law. 

Interestingly enough, the sur­
vey shows that so me of the most 
positive support for the proposed 
law comes from Eastern Kentucky, 
an area where the word "manda­
tory" has often been considered 
by some to be synonymous with 
"communism." 

This leads us to two possible 
conclusions:

(B.) Folks have realized that 
there is no constitutional right 
guaranteeing an individual's free­
dom to fly through the windshield 
of their choice. 

Of course, common sense tells 
us that if more people used their 
common sense there would be no 
need for a seat belt law. 

Unfortunately, common sense 
is not so common.

Part II: Mentality of Exploitation 
by Robert Perry

The Jamestown Colony was 

founded on May 13, 1607. On that 
first day, Captain John Smith writes, 
in his General History of Virginia: 

"Now falleth every man to work, 
the Council to contrive the fort, the 
rest to cutdown trees to make place to 
pitch their tents, some provide clap­
board to reload the ships, some make 
gardens, some nets, etc." 

In other words, even before they 
built their own houses, the colonists 
began harvesting lumber for export 
to England. There the commodity 
was scarce, and in London markets 
clipboard--oak boards used by coo­
pers to make barrel staves-fetched a 
handsome price. The high priority 
placed on logging shows that 
Jamestown was first and foremost a 
commercial enterprise, and that its 
financial backers expected a quick 
return on their investment. It was a 
pattern that would become a perma­
nent feature of the modern capitalist 
economy: wholesale exploitation of 
old-growth forests for the short-term 
profits of the privileged few. 

Today in the National Forests of 
the Pacific Northwest, timber com­
panies are clear cutting ancient 200-
foot Douglas firs, for which they pay 
the Forest Service less than two dol­
lars a tree. According to the Wilder­
ness Society, in the past 100 years 
85% of the original old-growth for­
ests of Washington, Oregon and 
California have been destroyed. 

Although Virginia's oaks were 
soon put to good use, her Indians 
proved to be less tractable than Smith 
had hoped. In 1622, for example, 
they attacked Jamestown and mas­
sacred 347 of its 1250 inhabitants. 
From then on, the English waged all­
out war against them, regularly at­
tacking their villages and burning 
their crops. After a second massacre 
in 1644, the Powhatans, their num­
bers reduced by war and smallpox, 
were driven from the land they had 
c !eared, confined to reservations, and 
forced to pay Jamestown an annual 
tribute of beaver pelts. In his Planters 
and Pioneers: Life in Colonial Vir­
ginia, Parke Rouse, Jr. says: 

By the time of the Revolution, 
Virginia's once-great Indian civili­
zation was in fragments. The Pow­
hatans had been reduced to two tribes, 
the Pamunkey and the Mattaponi, 
whom Jefferson numbered at only 
fifteen men. 

However, efforts to enslave the 
Virginia Indian failed. Rouse says 
that "Unlike the easy going African, 
he would not work the settlers' fanns." 
To enslave a man in his native envi­
ronment is difficult, especially if he 
retains his own language, culture, 
and personal identity. Men must be 
conditioned to slavery. Africans were 
"easy-going" precisely because they 
had been uprooted from their native 
lands, separated from their families, 
stripped of their language and cul­
ture, and brutalized during the Midd1e 
Passage. Not having tht: benefit of 
such treatment, Virgil' a's Indians 
made poor servants. 

America's first European colonists 
invariably saw the continent as an 
inexhaustible storehouse of natural 
resources. During that frrst fall at 
Jamestown, says Smith, the rivers 
became so covered with swans, geese, 
ducks and cranes that we daily feasted 
with good bread, Virginia peas, 
pumpkins, putchamins, fish, fowl, and 
divers sorts of wild beasts as fast as 
we could eat them. 

Reading this makes me wonder 
what wild swan tastes like. Like most 
Christians of his era and many in 
ours, Smith believed that plants and 
animals lacked souls, and that the 
only earthly creature so endowed was 
man himself. He also believed that 
men had been ordained by God to 
exercise dominion over "the fish of 
the sea" and "the fowl of the air" 
(Genesis 1:26). In other words, God 
had created the material world and all 
the objects in it exclusively for man's 
benefit This might be called the Lords 
of Creation assumption. 

Of all the attitudes Smith and his 
fellow Englishmen brought to Amer­
ica, none has been so pernicious as 
their belief that plants and animals 
lacked souls. Obviously, creatures 
without souls may be slaughtered with 
impunity. In his great novel, The 
Pioneers ( 1823), James Fenimore 
Cooper has shown the appalling fe-

rocity with which our ancestors ex­
tenninated the Passenger Pigeon. 
Every April, during their northern 
migration, great rivers of this bird 
would flood the Susquehanna Val­
ley. When the flocks would arrive, 
the settlers would devote an entire 
day to their destruction, shooting them 
with pistols, "ducking guns" and 
cannons. Sometimes, to save ammu­
nition, they knocked the birds out of 
the sky with poles. The last known 
specimen of this species died in 1914 
at the Cincinnati ZoologicaJ Garden. 

In 1642, a Du'tch minister, Johan­
nes Megapolensis, came to Rensse­
laerwyck, a Dutch settlement on the 
Hudson River, to preach to its pio­
neer fanners and evangelize its Indi­
ans. Two years later he published a 
description of the settlement entitled 
A Short Account of the Mohawk 
Indians. In his book Megapolensis 
marveled at the abundance of the 
American countryside. Strawberries 
were so plentiful that he could lie 
down in a field and eat his ftll. Tur­
keysanddeer browsed in the dooryard 
of his cottage. Geese were so numer­
'Ous that during Spring and Fall mi­
gration, men stood in their dooryards 
and shot them by the hundreds. 
Megapolensis was also pleased to 
fmd that the Mohawks were friendly 
and peace-loving. Mohawk women, 
in fact, were "Exceedingly addicted 
to whoring." They would lie with a 
white man for "one, two, or three 
schillings." As a consequence, "our 
Dutchmenrunafterthem very much" 
(Wright, 129, 132). 

It is a truism of American history 
that our Pilgrim forefathers came to 
America not to enrich themselves but 
to escape religious persecution. This 
conception of the Pilgrim-as a man 
of high ideals, deep faith, and rock­
solid integrity--originated with 
William Bradford, the frrst governor 
and chief historian of the Plymouth 
Colony, whose book, Of Plymouth 
Plantation, has become the official 
version of the Pilgrim story. Although 
Bradford's manuscript wasn't pub­
lished unti1200 years after his death, 
the curious history of the document 
itself clearly reveals that its version 
of events is the one which he wanted 
to hand down to posterity. 

The manuscript was "handed 
down" in the most literal sense. 
Bradford began writing it in 1630, 
fmished it in 1646, and, upon his 
death in 1657, bequeathed it to his 
son, William II. William II passed it 
to his son,J ohn Bradford, who passed 
it in turn to his son Samuel. From 
Samuel Bradford the manuscript 
passed through the hands oflncrease 
Mather, Cotton Mather, Samuel 
Sewall, and the Reverend Thomas 
Prince, whodrewonitforhisChrono­
logical History of New England 
(Boston, 1736). From Prince's time 
until the 1770s the manuscript was 
kept in "The New England Library," 
a collection housed in the attic of 
Boston's Old South Church. When 
the British occupied Boston during 
the Revolution, the manuscript dis­
appeared, and most scholars believe 
that it was removed from the prem­
ises by Governor Thomas Hutchin­
son, a Loyalist, before he fled to 
England in 1774. Hutchinson pre­
sumably gave it to the Bishop of 
London, because eighty years later 
an American scholar, John T. 
Thornton, with thehelpofanobscure 
footnote, discovered that the manu­
script was gathering dust in the li­
brary of Fulham Palace, the tradi­
tional residence of London's fore­
most prelate. After extensive nego­
tiations, it was finally rettirned to 
Boston in 1896. In such manner does 
the history of a great country get 
preserved. 

In Book I, Chapter IV of his his­
tory, Bradford lists five "weighty and 
solid reasons" why the Pilgrims de­
cided to leave Holland and emigrate 
to America First, they had found it 
very difficult to make a living on 
Dutch soil. Second, they wished to 
establish their own colony while they 
were still young enough and strong 
enough to do so. Third, they feared 
that if they remained in Holland, their 
children would desert them and be­
come Dutchmen. Fourth, they wished 
to do their duty as Christians and 
promulgate the gospel in a remote 
part of the world. Fifth, they feared 
that the Dutch would be conquered 
by the Spanish, whereupon they 
would be subjected to the barbarities 
of the Spanish Inquisition. 

Seeking a place of refuge, the 

Pilgrims decided on America. 
Bradford describes their decision in 
these tenns: 

The place they had thoughts on 
was some of those vast and unpeopled 
countries of America, which are fruit­
ful and fit for habitation, being de­
void of all civil inhabitants, where 
there are only savage and brutish 
men which range up and down, little 
otherwise than the wild beasts of the 
same. 

The frrst thing we should note 
about this passage is that it contains 
an allusion to Job 1: "And the Lord 
said unto Satan, Whencecomest thou? 
Then Satan answered the Lord, and 
said, From going to and fro in the 
earth, and from walking up and down 
in it." Bradford's allusion shows quite 
clearly that he shared John Smith's 
belief that the American wilderness 
was the domain of the Devil, and that 
the Indians were his helpers. We 
should also note that Bradford is going 
to extraordinary lengths to persuade 
his audience that the Pilgrims came 
to a country that was uninhabited. 
Not only was it "unoeooled," it was 
"devoid of all civil inhabitants." These 
remarkable assertions notwithstand­
ing, we know today, from archaeo­
logical evidence, that hundreds of 
thousands of Indians were living on 
American soil when the Pilgrims 
arrived in 1620. For Bradford, of 
course, this fact was beside the point, 
because he didn't classify Indians as 
people. On the contrary, they were 
"only savage and brutish men." 

We also know that these "brutish 
men" weren 'tmerely hunter and food­
gathers, ranging up and down the 
country like wild beasts. On the 
contrary, they lived in towns and 
villages, raised corn, squash and other 
crops, made pottery, and engaged in 
extensive trade with distant tribes. 
Anthropologist Alice B. Kehoe of 
Marquette University claims that one 
of their towns, Cahokia, which was 
located near present-day East St. 
Louis, Illinois, boasted in 1450 A.D. 
a population of 25,000 and a burial 
mound as large as the pyramids of 
ancient Egypt To be sure, when the 
Pilgrims landed on Cape Cod penin­
sula in 1620, they found that region to 
be sparsely inhabited, but only be­
cause its residents had been deci­
mated by the white man's smallpox. 

In the passage I have just quoted, 
Bradford expresses a strong bias 
against men who "range up and down" 
the countryside, against a culture 
based on hunting and food-gather­
ing. To put it another way, he be­
lieved that fann-based cultures were 
superior to hunting and food-gather-

In Genesis I, for example, God 
commands Adam "to replenish the 
earth and subdue it," presumably by 
plowing it In Genesis III, after Adam 
suffers the Fall, God sends him forth 
from Eden "to till the ground from 
whence he was taken." Furthennore, 
Bradford believed that the Pilgrims, 
because they practiced agriculture 
more extensively than the Indians, 
were justified in appropriating the 
Indians' land. Under European own­
ership, the land would become more 
productive. This belief might be called 
the Tillers of the Soil assumption. 

In his A People's History of the 
United States (1980) Howard Zinn 
points out that when the Massachu­
se~ Bay Colony was founded in 
1630, its first governor, John 
Winthrop, issued a decree declaring 
Massachusetts to be a "vacuum." He 
also decreed that since the Indians 
hadn't "subdued" the land, they had 
only a natural right to it, not a civil 

right In Winthrop's scheme of things, 
natural rights had no legal standing. 
In his ruling, Winthrop appealed to 
Psalms 2:8: "Ask of me, and I shall 
give thee, the heathen for thine in­
heritance, and· the uttennost parts of 
the earth for thy possession." 

Bradford and Winthrop both be­
lieved, along with John Smith, that 
European Protestants had been cho­
sen by God to conquer and subdue 
the American wilderness and bring 
its savages under the sway of Chris­
tian civilization. Although Bradford 
stops short of calling the Indians 
devils, he emphasizes that they are 
"cruel, barbarous and most treacher­
ous," and that they delight in tor­
menting their enemies by mutilating 
them or burning them alive. To be 
sure, the Indians of Massachusetts 
did engage in such practices, as the 
Narrative of Mary Rowlandson 
(London, 1682) makes clear. They 
were probably as cruel as the English 
Catholics who, at Smithfi~ld, Eng­
land in 1555, barbecued fifteen Eng­
lish Protestants because their opin­
ions weren't satisfactory to the Catho­
lic Church. They may even have been 
as cruel as Captain John Mason, the 
Connecticut Puritan who torched a 
besieged fort and burned 400 Indians 
to death during the Pequot War. On 
the other hand, they were probably 
less cruel than the people who bombed 
Hiroshima.

Eddins told the group that Ken­
tucky did not have a hazardous waste 
landfill and the ash had to be shipped 
out of state for disposal. 

Hisham M. Saaid, acting director 
for the Division of Air Quality, said 
after Thursday's meeting that allega­
tions made during the hearing would 
be further investigated. 

Saaid explained that the level of 
toxins from the incinerator's emis­
sions were measured by the informa­
tion provided by Medisin. He said 
that if the claims that other materials 
were being incinerated were true, it 
could alter the level of toxins in the 
air and soil. 

Prior to the citizens' testimony, 
Saaid told the group that based on the 
information from Medisin in their 
permit application, the incinerators 
posed no health risks. 

FCIA founder Phyllis Walker told 
the officers she suffers from debili­
tating headaches and nausea. She said 
residents who live near the incinera­
tors suffer from eye and ear infec­
tions, skin burns and intestinal prob­
lems. 

"Listen to what these people say," 
Walker said. "The state don't own 
our lives, but it's their responsibility 
to protect us.

Wewantourhomes 
and gardens back, but most of all we 
want our lives back."

"This is a life-threatening illness," 
Sturgill said. "My doctor told me it 
could have been caused by those 
emissions. I don't want to die." 

Jeannie Wells testified she has 
had seven cats to die from difficulty 
in breathing and loss of muscle con­
trol. 

Barney Walker told the panel he 
wanted to see Medisin 's incinerators 
closed because of "falsehoods" told 
to the residents living near the facil­
ity and "out and out lies" on their 
permit application. 

"They have said on their permit 
the size of their facility is two and one 
half acres and they employ 450 
people," Walker said. ''They have 
one truck driver, two operators and 
one or two others working there." 

Scott Walker gave some of the 
most emotional testimony when talk­
ing about his mother's health. 

"I travel a lot in connection with 
my job and I try to stop on my way 
back home to visit my mother," 
Walker said. "She's usually laying 
on the couch with a wastebasket 
beside her; herfaceswollfnandshe's 
unable to speak. She's been like this 
at least once a week for the last six 
months. I want to be able to come and 
visit my mother and have a normal 
conversation."

Wood~ learned about a year and a 
half ago, through Louisville attorney 
Chad Jennings, that Chester Porter 
would be liquidating his assets in 
Louisville Downs and selling it to 
Churchill Downs, Woods said. 

With the help of Woods' local 
attorney, Greg Stumbo, and Jennings, 
negotiations began with Porter and 
the state Harness Racing Commis­
sion to secure the purchase of the 
track and gain approval of the plan to 
locate it in the Prestonsburg area, 
Woods said. 

"We'd been trying to make this 
come about for quite awhile, but 
others (presumably, Pikeville, Haz­
ard, and Ashland) got hold of it and 
tried to butt in on it. They made their 
statements, but we (kept quiet and) 
kept on with Chester Porter, who 
owns Louisville Downs, negotiating 
with him for the right to build the 
track here," Woods said. 

Woods is enthusiastic about lo­
cating the facility in Prestonsburg. 

"This will probably be the biggest 
tourist attraction in Eastern Kentucky. 
It will attract more people into our 
community than anything we could 
ever do," Woods said, adding that" 
When we get into full swing, we will 
employ something like over 200 
people. Every business in our com­
munity should benefit from it. You 
can't imagine the economic boost to 
the area this facility can provide." 

Woods suggested that motel chains 
and restaurants might follow the 
racing facility into the area to acco­
modate the influx of people from 
nearby West Virginia, Virginia, and 
Ohio who might begin to frequent 
Floyd County.

WHO WAS THE BEST OF 
THEIR CLASS IN GRADE 
SCHOOL BASKETBALL? 
Well, the question could be under-

standably controversial because of the 
many outstanding players we have 
here in the Floyd County basketball 
program. I know that many of the fans 
around the county would say that their 
players in each class would have to be 
chosen as the best. But, being realis­
tic, who would you say is the best in 
their grade level?

Here's how I rate them. You don't 
have to agree with me butl believe the 
following players have to be ranked 
number one in their grade. 

EIGHTH GRADE 
The top eighth grader in Floyd 

County basketball has to be Steve 
Adkins of Aoxier. Adkins is much 
quicker than anyone I have seen play 
this year. He can shoot the basketball 
as well as any eighth grader I have 
seen come along in a while. An excel­
lent rebounder and defensive player. 
Adkins is so quick that he can beat you 
on the first step. Averaged close to 28 
points per game and pulled down an 
unofficial 12 rebounds per game.

SEVENTH GRADE 

Martin's Thomas Jenkins gets the 
nod here. Jenkins does so many things 
without the basketball that others in 
his grade level just don't do. He is 
quick for a big man and gives it all that 
he has. An excellent postup player, he 
can also hit the short jumper as well as 
rebound. Runs the floor very well and 
can hit the free throws. Jenkins aver­
aged 15 points per game and re­
bounded at close to nine a game. Very 
talented player and never opens his 
mouth to complain. He just goes out 
and does it all on the court .

SIXTH GRADER 

Maytown's Todd Howard un­
doubtedly will be a premier basket­
ball player the next two seasons for 
Maytown. Very good court sense for 
a sixth grader. Can hit the long jumper 
as well as fill the lanes. Good defen­
sive player with a lot of desire in his 
play. Doesn't rattle easy and a very 
good free throw shooter. Averages 
close to 10 points per game and about 
four assists. Will be a good one in the 
years ahead. 

Now, there are others in the same 
grade levels who are talented and 
promising prospects in basketball. I 
just feel that these three are the top of 
the three grades. 

CANTRELL'S REGIONAL 
RATINGS ARE A JOKE 

Idon'tknow whichratingpollyou 
follow the most, Dave Cantrall's of 
the Lexington Herald or Litkenhous 
of the Courier-Journal. But Dave 
Cantrall's rankings show clearly how 
close he follows 15th Region basket­
ball. I have no argument with the top 
two choices in his poll-Belfry and 
Elkhorn City. But from there I differ 
with him considerably. 

I personally don't think there are 
more than four teams better than 
Wheelwright or Prestonsburg in the 
15th Region. Yet, Cantrall's rankings 
have them 11 and 15 in the polls. 
Magoffin County, who has won a 
total of three games all season, is 
ranked 12th ahead of Wheelwright. 
Pikeville and Johnson Central are fifth 
and eighth respectively in the polls 
but, yet, Prestonsburg has beaten both 
teams.

AARP volunteers give 
., free tax assistance 

Tax time does not have to be a 
traumatic time for senior citizens 
thanks to a group of retired Floyd 
Countians. Each year, the American 
Association for Retired People 
(AARP) co-sponsors a free tax 
program at the Floyd County Library. 

The program, which is also spon­
sored by the Internal Revenue Serv­
ice, begins on February 4 and con­
cludes Aprill5. Those who are 50 or 
older. or whose family income is less 
than $30,000 are eligible for the serv­
ice. 

The tax service has been in opera­
tion for the last eleven years and 
helps about 700 individuals annu­
ally, said Earmest Hayes, ADC As­
sociate District coordinator. Hayes 
said the service will be manned by at 
least six members of the AARP on a 
rotating basis, from 8:30 until 3:30 
p.m. Tuesdays and Wednesdays, with 
timeoutforlunchfrom 12untill2:30. 

These members will fill out tax 
forms or offer tax counseling. 

"We're here to help," Hayes said, 
"It's a good program." 

Hayes said these volunteers were 
rewarded by the smiles on the faces 
of those they help. Several senior 
citizens receive letters from the IRS, 
Hayes said, and they're concerned. 
"It makes· us feel good to show them 
they don't owe any money; or some­
times we can save them>111oney," he 
explained. ''They come in sad and go 
out smiling." 

Assisting taxpayers sort through 
the muddle of tax season will be 
Hayes; Arnold Moore, local coordi­
nator; Arthur Haywood, instructor, 
Chester Patton, CO\Wselor; Burieta 
Gearheart, counselor; Oliver Allen, 
counselor; Chalmer Frazier, coordi­
nator; Jimmy Goble, coordinator; 
Brad Warrix, coordinator; and Will 
Haws, coordinator. 

The tax program dates will vary in 
March. The service will not be open 
March 5 and 12 due to conflict in 
scheduling. It will, h9wever, be open 
Friday, March 6 and 13.

Lost tax forms can be replaced 
Copies of federal income tax re­

turns from prior years not only 
serve as good financial records, but 
also can be a guide for filling out 
future returns as well. Previous 
years' returns are especially helpful 
when financial situations stay al­
most the same from one year to the 
next. 

Also, copies of prior year tax 
returns can be very useful if a 
change or amendment has to be 
made to previously filed returns, or 

if later there are questions about 
the returns. 

If prior year tax returns are lost 
or destroyed, copies can be re­
quested from the IRS by completing 
Form 4506, "Request for Copy of 
Tax Form," and mailing it to the 
service center where you sent the 
return. There is a charge of $4.25 
for each year's return.

This mean~ that you 
should have more than a general ex­
pectation that the entertainment will 
result in making money or getting 
more business. You must either con­
duct or discuss business during the 
meeting. but the entire meeting does 
not have to be busines~. Even if 
your entertainment expense was not 
directly related to business, it may 
be a business deduction: for ex­
ample. if your meal or entertain­
ment come~ before or after an im­
portant business meeting. Business 
entertainment can take place in a 
restaurant, night club. sporting club. 
or convention center. 

You cannot deduct the cost of 
entertainment for your spouse or a 
family member unless his or her 
presence play a central role in the 
business meeting. In such cases, his 
or her expenses are "associated" 
with the meeting. 

Remember. for tax purposes, not 
all business expenses are equal. 
Generally, only 80 percent of the 
cost of meals and entertainment, in­
cluding taxes and tips. may be de­
ducted as a business expense. But 
transportation expenses to and from 
deductible meals and entertainment 
are not limited to 80 percent. 

See IRS Publication 463, Travel, 
Entertainment. and Gift E\penses, 
for more information on entertain­
ment expense deductions.

Section 179 
deductions: a tax 
savings option 

Opening a new business can be 
an expensive undertaking. During 
the ftrst year, owners may find their 
"outgo" a lot greater than their in­
come But the Internal Revenue 
Code may offer some help to the 
new business owner, and others, 
who buy, and place in service, quali­
fying business property. 

Generally, when you buy business 
property that has a useful life of 
more than one year you must depre­
ciate it; that is, you spread your cost 
over the life of the property. This 
means it could take you three, five, 
seven, or more years to deduct your 
cost on your return. 

Section 179 of the Code allows 
you to treat some or all of certain 
costs as a current year expense. This 
may be particularly important to a 
new business owner, because it may 
allow you to deduct the cost of 
some business property the same 
year you purchase and begin to use 
it, subject to certain limitations. You 
will often hear this called a "section 
179 deduction.'' 

Section 179 property must have 
a useful life of at least three years 
and generally includes tangible per­
sonal property like machinery, office 
equipment, and cars and trucks. 
Buildings and their structural com­
ponents, and heating or air-condi­
tioning units do not qualify for the 
section 179 deduction. 

To claim a deduction under sec­
tion 179, you must make your choice 
the year you place the qualifying 
property in service. The total annual 
deduction is limited to $10,000 per 
taxpayer. Other limitations may also 
apply. 

IRS Publication 534, Depreciation, 
has additional information on the sec­
tion 179 deduction. There are special 
rules for automobiles and trucks in 
Publication 917, Business Use of a 
Car. You may order these free publi­
cations by calling the IRS at 1-800-
TAX-FORM (1-800-829-3676). 

Going into 
business: start-up 
costs may be 
deductible 

Getting ready to go into business ,., 
can be expensive, but some of those 
start-up costs may be deductible. 

All the costs you have · to get 
your business started are usually 
treated as capital expenses and be­
come part of the basis of the busi­
ness. But you may elect to amor­
tize, or write off, certain qualifying 
expenses over 60 months or more. 

Amortizable costs include busi­
nes start-up costs, and certain orga­
nizational costs for a partnership or 
corporation. The costs must also 
meet the following tests: 
l. They would be deductible if paid 

or incurred to expand an existing 
trade or business, and 

2. You must pay or incur them 
before you begin business 
operations. 
Start-up costs may include such ex­

penses as a survey of potential mar­
kets; advertisements for the opening 
of business; salaries or wages of 
employees in training; costs for 
contacting suppliers. distributors or 
customers; and fees for professional 
services. 

Generally, these qualifying ex­
penses are deductible in equal 
amount over a period of not less 
than 60 months. Make the election 
to amortize start-up costs on Form 
4562, "Depreciation and Amortiza­
tion." File Form 4562 with your re- J' 
tum for the year you start doing 
business. 



YOUR 
TAXES 

Continuing tax changes make it 
possible for many taxpayers to file 
simpler returns. Although you may 
receive in the mail this year the 
same type of form you used to file 
last year, you should review your 
tax situation to see if filing a dif­
ferent form is necessary or more 
beneficial. 

Generally, use the green "EZ" 
form (1040EZ) if your filing status 
is single; you are under 65; you are 
not blind; you claim no dependents; 
your taxable income is less than 
$50,000 and is only from wages, 
salaries, tips, r.>.xable scholarship 
and fellowship grants, and certain 
interest of $400 or less; and you do 
not itemize deductions, claim any 
adjustments or credits, or owe any 
other taxes than amounts from the 
tax table. 

If you do not qualify to use Form 
I 040EZ, use the pink "short 
form" (1040A) if your income is 
only from wages, salaries, tips, tax­
able scholarship and fellowship 
grants, certain interest, dividends, 
pensions, annuities, lRAs, social se­
curity and unemployment compen­
sation; your taXable income is less 
than $50,000; you do not itemize 
deductions; your only adjustment to 
income is for certain contributions 
to an IRA; your only credits are the 
credit for child and dependent care 
expenses, credit for the elderly or 
disabled, and the earned income 
credit; and, your only other tax is 
for advance earned income credit 
payments. 

From a tax savings standpoint, 
use the blue "long form" (1040) if 
you have itemized deductions that 
exceed your standard deductions and 
have adjustments to income or cred­
its that you cannot take on Form 
1040A or Fonn 1040EZ. You must 
use Form I 040 if your taxable in­
come is $50,000 or more; you had 
certain types of income such as 
capital gains, self-employment earn­
ings, rents or royalties; you item­
ize deductions or claim certain tax 
credits or adjustments to income; 
and you owe other taxes or claim 
certain additional payments. 

Choosing the simplest tax form 
that fits your tax situation: 
• may save you time if you are 

able to use one of the shorter 
forms, 

• reduces the possibility of errors, 
• could get you a faster refund if 

you can file Form 1 040EZ, and 
• can put your tax dollars to better 

use; filing simpler tax forms 
helps the IRS reduce the cost of 
processing and storing the re­
turns. 
See your tax package to help 

you choose the best form. If you 
have not received a tax package in 
the mail, you may order forms and 
instructions by calling 1-800-829-
3676. For recorded information, call 
the IRS Tele-Tax service at 1-800-
829-4477 and select topic number 
152, "Which Form-1040, 1040A 
or 1040EZ?" 

New child ... new tax credit 
Was your baby born in 1991? If 

so, you may be able to claim a new 
child credit worth up to $357 when 
you file your federal income tax re­
turn due by April 15, 1992. Even if 
you don't owe any tax and do not 
have to file, you may file and get 
money back if you qualify. 

You must qualify for the basic 
earned income credit (EIC) to claim 
the extra credit for a child born in 
1991. The EIC is for working par­
ents whose income was less than 
$21,250 and had a child living in 
their home for more than six 
months during 1991. A child born 

" anytime during 1991 would quali­
fy the parent for the EIC. If you 
can claim both credits for one 
child, the extra credit for a child 

born in 1991 added to the basic 
earned income credit may be as 
much as $1,549. 

There is also a credit called the 
child and dependent care credit for 
those who pay for child care while 
they work. You can choose either 
the extra credit for a child born in 

1991 or the child and dependent 
care credit. You need to figure out 
how much you will get under each 
credit. Then, choose the credit that 
is best for you. You cannot take 
both credits for the same child. Yet, 
you may still take the child and de­
pendent care credit for any other 
qualifying children you have.

However, if you claim too many 
withholding allowances, you might 
create an even bigger problem if 
you do not have enough federal in­
come tax withheld. Since income 
tax works on a pay-as-you-go sys­
tem, you may be liable for a penalty 
for the underpayment of estimated 
tax. 

Basically, the amount of income 
tax withheld from your pay depends 
on two things: 
• The amount you earn and 
• The information you give your 

employer on Form W-4, 
"Employee's Withholding 
Allowance Certificate." 
Your employer will use the infor­

mation on your Form W-4 to deter­
mine your income tax withholding. 
Many things can happen during the 
year that may affect your withhold­
ing status. You may have to change 
the information on your W-4 if you: 
get married, or divorced; add a de­
pendent or lose one; get a second job; 
or have• a change in itemized deduc­
tions, adjustments or tax credits. 

Can·t pay? 
·file anyway 

If you can't pay your taxes, you 
should still file your tax return on 
time. 

The IRS says this way you will 
save money because you won't have 
to pay a penalty for filing late. You 
should send as much money as you 
can with your tax return. 

Sometimes the IRS will let you 
pay your taxes in installments. Other 
times the IRS will ask you to get a 
loan. You may need to sell some­
thing to pay your taxes. 

One of the worst things to do is 
not to file a tax return at all. That 
could add a lot more to your taxes.

Good records 
needed for taxes 

Good tax records can save you 
time and money when filling out 
your tax returns. You must have 
statements and receipts that support 
the income, deductions, and credits 
claimed on your return. If your 
records are in order, you can save 
hours of looking for W-2 forms or 
lost receipts and cancelled checks. 
These records will help you prepare 
a return that is complete and cor­
rect. Also, you can save money 
when you have records of expenses 
that may be tax deductible. 

Remember to: 
• Keep copies of your tax returns. 

They can help you prepare future 
returns or if you need to file an 
amended return. 

• Save all statements showing 
income you received. This in­
cludes Forms W-2 and W-2P, 
showing wages and pension 
payments, and Forms 1099-INT 
and 1099-DIV, showing income 
from interest and dividends. 
Keep track of income from work 
in which you were not an em­
ployee; for instance if you had 
odd jobs or temporary work. 

• Keep careful records of pay­
ments you made to someone to 
care for your children or depen­
dents while you work or look for 
work. Cancelled checks or re­
ceipts for cash payments usually 
are proof. Also. have your day 
care provider fill out Form W-10, 
"Dependent Care Provider's 
Information and Certification," 
and keep it in your files. You can 
use these records for the child 

and dependent care credit, which 
can be claimed on either Form 
I 040 or Form 1 040A. 

• Make notes in your checkbook. 
It can be a basic source for keep­
ing a record of your deductions. 
When you prepare your return, 
you can figure out if the amount 
is a deductible expense. Can­
celled checks alone are not al­
ways proof that an amount can 
be deducted. Save the receipts, 
sales slips, and any other docu­
ments to support the items in 
your checkbook. 

• Get receipts for cash. If you 
make payments in cash, get a 
completed, dated and signed 
receipt for any payments that 
may be deductible. 

• Store your records together in 
one safe place. You can keep 
records in a way that best suits 
you as long as you can support 
each deduction you take. One 
method is to keep an envelope 
and mark it for each kind of 
expense. For example, all child 
care receipts can be kept in one 
envelope and all income state­
ments in another. Usually, 
records should be kept for three 
years after the due date of your 
tax return. Some records should 
be kept even longer.

A HOME GOING 

Aunt Lillie didn't travel a lot in 
her 91 plus years, but a few days ago 
she made a journey to that other world 
-a world of splendor, beauty and 
peace. 

Born Lillie Akers, April 21, 1900, 
she loved her native Kentucky in a 
way few people do. Circumstances 
caused her to live in Florida for the 
past few years, but a part of her heart 
remained in the place she called home. 

She might not like our saying she'd 
had a hard life. She just assumed that 
everybody had tribulations of some 
sort, and she took hers for granted. 
She found pleasure in the simple good 
times she experienced, and truly she 
was blessed with true friends and a 
long life. 

Those of us who knew and loved 
her best will miss her gentle person­
ality. After all, she had been with us 
for all our lives. For me, she was a 
link to my mother - her sister -
who so long ago went before her. 

We can't help but wonder how she 
was ushered into her new home and if 
the new realities were shown to her 

gradually. When she no longer had 
problems with breathing and the frail­
ties that wore her body out, she would 

have known she was in Heaven. She 
was the last in her parents' family of 
six children, and so a once broken 
circle is now complete again. The 
other members were Farley, Floyd 
and Charlie Akers, Zelia Hall and 
Nancy Sellards. 

Heaven will be such a different 
experience for Aunt Lillie. She proba­
bly never looked on pure gold before. 
If she had any pearls, they would 
have been fake; and they'll probably 
have to tell her what jasper is. 

She was in her teens when she first 
met Tom Scalf, and she though he 
was a handsome prince. They mar­
ried young and their only child, 
Evelyn, was born when she was 18. 
But two years later, her husband was 
severely crippled in a coal mine acci­
dent and he would spend the rest of 
his life in a wheel chair. 

In 1920 there was no such thing as 
compensation, insurance or a retire­
ment program for him, and so they 
literally lived from hand to mouth. 
They had the most wonderful and 
loving neighbors, and they managed 
in whatever way they could for food, 
clothing and shelter. 

Aunt Lillie was a small woman, 
not quite five feet tall, but she had an 

inner strength that helped her to do 
the nearly impossible. Though he was 
heavier, she would lift Tom between 
his wheel chair and bed and do the 
things he couldn't do for himself. 

She raised a garden in the plots 
their neighbors shared, and she canned 
the foods she grew. She gathered coal 
for heating by going into the "coal 
bank" that had broken Tom's back 
and his legs and had since been aban­
doned. 

Aunt Lillie heard other women 
talk about style but it meant nothing 
to her. It was enough that she had 
something to wear to her beloved 
church and that there were garments. 
that fit to work in. She usually had 
two pairs of shoes- one for church 
and another for every day. Of course 
Tom didn't need shoes at all for he 
would never walk again. 

Aunt Lillie's house was the most 
special place I could go as a child. 
Each cousin has his or her own spe­
cial memory, but there was warmth 
and laughter, and we never noticed 
any lack of material things. 

Uncle Tom could make anything 
with his hands. One treasure for me 
was a perfect little ring for my finger. 

It was made from a melted penny and 
mounted with a set from a broken 
strand of beads. No diamond was 
ever more special, and if it cost him a 
penny it truly was valuable. 

Tom died in the 40's and Lillie 
later married Edgar Hamilton. Ed 
~orked for the railroad and life was 
good for them. They were accus­
tomed to modest living and that didn't 
change much, but they were more 
comfortable now. 

She was widowed again in the 
70's when Ed, too, died of cancer. He 
left her with an income and, after a 
time of living alone, she moved to 
Florida to be near her daughter and a 
number of nieces and nephews. She 
looked forward to visits from friends 
and reiatives "from home" and re­
membered with great feeling that 
good times some of us thought of as 
"hard times." 

Malta Howell who attended 
church with her says, "Lillie en joyed 
life more than most people l know, 
and whatever she had she shared 
freely." 

I can imagine Aunt Lillie's sur­
prise when she first looks on Heaven 
for, after all, it will be so different 
from anything she ever knew.

The band has been together for 
three years and members of the 
Stephens family, who play by ear, 
rock the socks off their listeners.

Langley League sets 

goal for tree plantings 

by M.L. Harmon 
At last the season has arrived for 

the true gardening lover to come into 
their own. As frigid Arctic cold fronts 
sweep down, we gardeners must begin 
preparations for our early spring 
planting. Start cabbage. cauliflower 
and onion seeds indoor now, if you 
haven't already, for transplanting in 
mid-February, weather permitting. 

When you sow your cabbage 
seeds, sow 1/3 of the package only. In 
two weeks sow 1{2 of the remaining 
seeds. Then after these have been 
transplanted into the garden, sow the 
rest of the seeds ou~ide. This way 
you will stagger your cabbage crop 
out over at least a month, and won't 
have them all coming in at the same 
time. Makes less work on the kraut 
maker. If something does happen to 
the first. batch of sauerkraut, and 
sometimes it does, you will have more 
to fall back on. 

With .:;eed catalogs in hand, plan 
this season's garden on paper .If space 
allows, be careful to rotate crops at 
each planting. Never grow tomatoes, 
potatoes, eggplants and peppers on 

. the same ground more often than 
every third year. If rotation is not 
possible, grow only disease-resistant 
varieties. Heavy nitrogen feeds, such 
as melons and cucumbers will bene­
fit from growing where beans and 
peas were grown last year. 

Stock up on garden bulletins from 
your county extension agent. They 
provide a wealth of information on 
planting dates and on recommended 
vegetable varieties tailored to our own 
area and climate. The ex tens ion home 
economist can supplY, valuable infor­
mation on processing, storing and 
cooking about any garden crop. 

Nare-root fruiting trees can be 
planted this month as soon as it be­
comes available locally. Soak the 
roots overnight before planting. Dig 
planting holes just large enough to 
accommodate roots and do not add 
peat moss or other additives to the 
soil. Plant the trees the same level 
they grew in the nursery, being sure 
to keep grafts at least an inch above 
ground level. Soak the ground thor­
oughly to eliminate air pockets, but 
DO NOT fertilize. Prune only the 
damaged limbs. Leave growing tips 
alone, since the terminal buds pro­
duce growth hormones as the new 
trees break their dormancy in spring. 

If your fruit garden is still in the 
planning stage, don't invest in more 
than you can handle. No more than 
two trees of each fruit will supply a 
surplus for a family of four. Dwarf 
trees generally bear years ahead of 
standards, and with enough fruits to 
supply any need. If more fruits are 
needed, you can always add another 
dwarf easier than cutting one down.

Capsules give corn pest 
a fatal dose of wasps

Soft cardboard capsules the size 
of oyster crackers-spread in com 
fields-hold a deadly surprise for a 
nasty com pesL Within the capsules 
are wasps that kill corn borers. 

"Inside each capsule are more than 
500 eggs of the Mediterranean flour 
moth. And inside each moth egg is a 
tinier egg of a wasp known to kill 
European com borers and other crop 
pests," said Larry Ertle of the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture. 

After young wasps hatch from their 
eggs, they feed on the flour moth's 
eggs. The capsule's paper casing 
protects the immature wasps from 
predators and the environment. 

When the wasps mature, they mate 
inside the capsule. Then the females 
exit through a tiny hole in the capsule 
and start looking for corn borer eggs 
to lay their own eggs in. 

Wasp-carrying capsules are 
"probably the most unusual natural 
pest control we have imported in 
recent years" as an alternative to farm 
chemicals, said Ertle, a quarantine 
officer at a Newark, Delaware, labo­
ratory of USDA's Agricultural Re­
search Service. 

Made by a French firm, the cap­
sules arc called Trichocaps after the 
wasp, Trichogramma Maidis. It 
doesn't sting people or animals, but 
has an appetite for com bor~rs, Ertle 
said. 

He sent thousands of Trichocaps, 
containing millions of wasp eggs, to 
Iowa State University entomologist 
David Orr last summer, so Orr could 

begin a two-year test in cooperation 
with an ARS lab in Ankeny, Iowa, 
and Pioneer High-Bred International. 

Orr spread the capsules on test 
plots and called the early results 
promising. "There were 26 percent 
fewer corn borers in the Trichocap 
plots than in the plots protected by 
insecticide," he said. Further tests 
will be carried out on the potential 
usc of the capsule-wasp technology 
to protect corn crops.

TAXES AND YOUR 
CHILDREN 

Sharing your wealth with your 
children may have more tax conse­
quences than you think. In saving for 
your child's future, consider how the 
kiddie tax may affect your savings 
and tax strategy, says the Kentucky 
Society of CPAs. 

WHO IS AFFECTED BY 
THE KIDDIE TAX? 

The purpose of the kiddie tax is to 
discourage parents and relatives from 
shifting some of their income to chil­
dren simply to reduce their own tax 
liability. The kiddie tax applies to 
children who are under age 14 and 
who !lave over $1,100 of unearned 
(or investment) income, such as divi­
dends, interest and capital gains. 

Under the tax law, a child may 
apply $550 of his or her standard 
deduction to offset the first $550 of 
investment income. This means the 
child's first $550 of income is tax 
free. The next $550 will be taxed at 
the child's rate, but-and here's the 
catch-any amount over $1,100will 
be taxed at the parents' top tax rate. 
As a result, your child's mcome may 
be taxed at a rate as high as 31 per­
cent. 

These rules do not apply to chil­
dren who are 14 years of age and 
older. They will continue to have 
their investment income taxed at their 
own rate. 

ITEMIZED DEDUCTIONS 
A child subject to the kiddie tax 

may get a tax break if he or she has 
accumulated more than $550 in item­
ized deductions that are directly 
connected with producing investment 
income. If these expenses, plus other 
itemized expenses, exceed the 2 per­
cent floor on miscellaneous itemized 
deductions, the expenses can be 
deducted over and above the basic 
$550 standard deduction. The kiddie 
tax would then apply to the child's 
lower taxable income, rather than to 
the net investment income. 

THE DEPENDENT 
EXEMPTION 

When Congress tightened the rules 
dealing with children's income, it 
also eliminated a personal exemption 
for dependent children. Prior to the 
Tax Reform Act of 1986, a parent 
could claim an exemption for the 
dependent child and the child could 
also claim an exemption for himself 
or herself. Now, however, children 
who qualify as dependents on a 
parent's tax return are not allowed to 
take an exemption on their own tax 
return. 

HOW INCOME IS 
REPORTED 

Children subject to the kiddie tax 
must file a tax return. They may file 
a separate return or under ce~ 
circumstances, they may have therr 
investment income reported on their 
parents' tax return. To do the Ia.tter, 
the child's income must be denved 
from interest and dividends, and it 
must total more than $550 but less 
than $5,000. Additionally, the child 
must not have made an estimated tax 
payment, nor had federal income tax 
withheld under the backup withhold­
ing rules. (These rules require per­
sons making certain payments to you

to withhold and pay to the IRS 20 
percent of such payments under cer­
tain circumstances, such as if you 
failed to provide them with your 
taxpayer identification number, or 
supplied them with the wrong tax ID 
number.) 

However, parents who report 

children' s income on their own tax 
returns should be forewarned: The 
increased income could adversely 
affect their ability to take some item­
ized deductions and IRA deductions. 

BEYOND THE KIDDIE TAX 
There are ways to transfer assets 

or shift income to close family 
members without subjecting your­
self to the kiddie tax. For example, 
money spent on paying for a child's 
college education or medical ex­
penses is not taxable to the child as 
income, nor considered a taxable gift 
by the donor if certain conditions are 
met. 

There are also other avenues for 
saving for your children's future 
without increasing your tax liability. 
For example, consider investing in 
tax-free and tax-deferred assets until 
the child reaches age 14, at which 
time all income will be taxed at the 
child's lower rate. 

Buying series EE U.S. Savings 
Bonds, registered in your child's 
name, is one of the easiest ways to 
defer interest income. Generally, you 
will not have to pay federal taxes on 
the interest earned until the bonds are 
cashed or mature. Also, Series EE 
Bonds purchased after 1989 could be 
entirely tax-free if they are redeemed 
to pay for qualified higher education 
expenses. Participation in this Edu­
cation Savings Bond Program is 
subject to certain modified adjusted 
gross income (AGI) phase-out limits 
ending at $56,950 for taxpayers fil­
ing as a single, head of household, or 
qualifying widow(er) with a depend­
ent child, and $92,900 for married 
taxpayers filing jointly.

Seminars dealt with such subjects 
as insurance, food service regula­
tions, marketing and tourism con­
nections. 

And the response was "really 
positive," Smith recalls.

New realtors· chief 
is no ·sofa lady·

To most of us, the real estate busi-

ness is a woman who drives into the 
neighborhood on a Saturday or Sun­
day, hops out of her car, puts up an 
Open House sign and tries to sell a 
S90,000 house for 5100,000. 

It's not an occupation for the frail 
or timid. It's a tough, competitive 
business that attracts smart, engag­
ing women like Dorcas Helfant -
women who can sell anything, given 
a chance. 

Helfant, who owns a residential 
real estate company in Virginia 
Beach, Va., is a pioneer of sorts. 
She' s the flrst woman and youngest 
person (at 45) to serve as president of 
the National Association of Realtors 
and its 750,000 members. 

Why it should take so long for a 
woman to head an organization in 
which 60 percent of the members are 
female is a mystery. She'll tell you 
that some of the early agents were 
ladies who dabbled in real estate and 
weren't taken seriously by the fast 
talkers and good old boys who domi­
nated the industry. 

"I was only 21 when I got into the 
business," she says. "I wasn't a sofa 
lady. I needed to earn a living foe 
myself and my daughter. Only about 
12 percent of us were women in 1967, 
but there was no glass ceiling. The 
opportunity was there." 

Since then, real estate-especially 
residential real estate-has become a 
magnet for women, many of them 
middle-aged mothers with good 
community connections who need 
money to send children to college. 
Some are doctors' wives and other 
affluent types, but most are women 
who need the income to pay bills and 
support families . 

low interest rates--they're the low­
est since 1976-are fabulous. Those 
smaller monthly payments are won­
derful." 

Helfant has the usual real estate 
wish-list. She wants lower down 
payments for frrst-time home buyers 
and thinks the new costs imposed on 
mortgages insured by the Federal 
Housing Administration are killing 
the FHA program. 

She thinks workers should be able 
to take money from their Individual 
Retirement Accounts and company 
savings plans to buy homes. She wants 
Congress to restore tax breaks to 
entrepreneurs who lose money on 
commercial real estate. She agrees 
with President Bush that tax rates on 
capital gains are too high. 

She argues that banks and govern­
ment agencies would be able to un­
load more of the distressed properties 
they own if purchasers could claim 
future losses against other income. 

"Why buy it?" she asks. If you buy 
it, you have to fix it up. And you can't 
write off your losses." 

One loss she foresees during the 
1990s is of bright, energetic women 
whom ight have gone into home sales 
in past years. "Women have more 
choices than they had when I went 
into real estate," she says. "We'll 
have to try harder to get the women 
we want."
