Bank Josephine robbed again; 
police intensify hunt for suspects

They say lighbling never strikes 
twice. Try telling that to the board of 
directors of the Bank Josephine and 
you may receive a less than friendly 
response. 

The North Lake Drive, 
Prestonsburg branch of the Bank 
Josephine was robbed Wednesday 
afternoon for the second time in less 
than two weeks. The robbery oc­
curred at approximately 1:15 p.m. 

An eyewibless said that she was 
conducting her business at one of the 
bank windows when the suspect 
reached over her shoulder and handed 
the teller a note. 

"The man said 'Give me your 
money,'" the teller said. "I told him 'I 

don't have any money; and he said 
•y es you do."' 

Although authorities have not 
confmned that the same man com­
mitted both robberies, the suspect in 
Wednesday' srobberymeets the same 
general physical characteristics as the 
suspect in the June 26 robbery. He is 
descn"bed as being a white male, ap­
proximately five feet ten inches tall, 
weighs between 165 and 175 pounds 
and has daiX hair. However, the man 
who committed Wednesday's rob­
bery was wearing a beard, while the 
suspect in the June 26 robbery was 
clean shaven. 

The suspect in Wednesday's rob­
bery was wearing a black-and-white 
baseball cap, blue jeans and a blue­
striped shirt. 

The suspect in the June 26 heist 

has also been positively identified as 
the same man who robbed a branch of 
the Huntington Federal Savings and 
Loan Association at Westmoreland 
in Wayne County, West Virginia. In 
the Huntington robbery, the man 
walked into the bank at 11:27 a.m. 
and handed the teller a note which 
read: "This is a robbery. I have a gun. 
Give me your money." 

In both Prestonsburg robberies, 
the suspect or suspects handed the 
teller a note saying he had a gun and 
was robbing the bank, then took the 
note back before escaping. None of 
the victims in either robbery reported 
seeing a gun. 

Authorities have not officially 
disclosed the amount of money sto­
len in either heist 

An eyewitness said that the July 8 

robber ran down the alley behind the 
bank and jumped into the passenger 
side of a car parked at Kentucky­
West Virginia Gas and immediately 
drove away. 

The car is described as being a 
black, late model Ford Thunderbird 
with dark-tinted windows. 

An employee of the Citgo service 
station on North Lake Drive reponed 
seeing a car answering that descrip­
tion headed north on U.S. 23 at a high 
rate of speed immediately following 
the robbery. 

Both Bank Josephine robberies 
are under investigation by the 
Prestonsburg City Police and the FBI.

• accident that Diane Akers, in a joint 
venture between the Pike and Floyd 
County fiscal courts, had rented a 
home in a residential section of Stan­
ville and planned to operate it as a 
center for teenagers who could not be 
controlled by their parents. 

"This has been done without our 
knowledge and against our will," 
Walters said. 

Lloyd Hamilton, another member 
of the group, expressed fears that the 
youths detained at the home would 
be beyond anyone's control and 
would create a disturbance in the 

neighborhood. 
"I don't want them here," Hamil­

ton said. ''I raised my kids. Let every­
body else raise their own." 

Another member of the group said 
she was afraid of the effect that teens 
who had in the past proven to be 
troubled and troublesome would have 
on the children who already lived in 
the neighbomood. 

Walters stressed that none of the 
group's members were against help­
ing troubled youth, but they felt such 
a facility should not be placed in a 
residential neighborhood. 

"We don't have anything against 
the kids at all," Walters said, "and 
we're not saying that Stanville is too 
good for them or anything like that. 
We just don't feel like this is the 
proper place for a facility like this ... 
It's a great idea, and we'd be happy to 
help, but in the proper place. It isn't 
even a good place for the kids ... They

Two Floyd County housing au­

Gilliam said that if the Develop­
ment Authority decided to bid on the 
project at the end of the purchase 
option and Lowe's Investment Corp. 
accepted the offer, development 
would begin immediately.

Akers, who worked at the Floyd 
County Detention Center for seven 
years, said that she understood ~fie 
groups concerns, but felt those con­
cerns were unfounded. 

"I don't think they understand that 
these kids will be under strict, 24 
hour supervision," Akers said. "If I 
have two kids in a room watching 
TV, an adult will be with them. If one 
kid wants to get out and walk down 
the street, an adult will be with him." 

Akers said that the home would 
contain a maximum of four teens at 
any given time, and that all the chil­
dren placed there would fall under 
the category of "status offender." A 
status offender, Akers said, is any 
minor who had run away from home 
or been truant but had not committed 
any crime that an adult could be 
charged with. 

"The most important thing I' dlove 
to get across is that Kentucky is the 
only state in the union that is still not 
in compliance with the law by put­
ting status offenders in jail with mur­
derers." Akers said. "I've seen kids 
placed in detention for truancy with a 
kid who just murdered his mother .... 
Alotofkidsareplacedinjail when in 
some cases it's the parent's fault they 
couldn't control them. Instead of 
putting them in detention, we want to 
put them in a home environment. It's 
basically a foster home." 

Akers said the main reason for 
placing the home in a residential 
neighborhood was that the cost of 
commercial rent was too prohibitive. 
She also said that she had had to act 
fast in renting property for the facil­
ity in order to secure the federal funds 
that had been set aside for it. 

Walters said that the group had 
begun a petition against the home 
and would meet with Akers. Magis­
trate Ermel Tackett and other county 
officials Tuesday, July 16 at 7 p.m. at 
the Floyd County Fiscal Courtroom. 
The public is invited to attend.

Congressional candidates and 
candidates for a statewide office will 
pay a $500 filing fee, Babbage said. 
A $200 ftling fee is required for 
candidates for Commonwealth's at­
torney, the General Assembly, the 
District Court, the Court of Appeals 
or the Supreme Court, he added.

Highlands Auxiliary has donated 
a digital image system to the cardiol­
ogy department. This system will be 
used to enhance stress echocardiogra­
phy testing by improving accuracy in 
making diagnoses, resulting in better 
quality care for patients with cardiac 
disease. 

S tressechocardiography is becom­
ing the most effective method of non 
invasively detecting coronary artery 
disease. This technique uses a stan­
dard stress test where a person exer­
cises on a treadmill with monitoring 
of blood pressure and an electrocar­
diogram and combines it with an 
enchocardiogram to allow detection 
of abnonnal areas of heart wall mo­
tion. If a patient has significant block­
age in a coronary artery, one would 
expect not only to see abnormal 
electrocardiographic changes but to 
see associated abnonnalities on the 
echocardiogram. Combining the 
imaging two technologies (echo and 
digital imaging) will drastically 
improve the diagnostic accuracy of 
this test.

The law which created the elec­
tion campaign fund makes it subject 
to the control of the Registry of Elec­
tion Finance and directs that the funds 
collected from candidate fees go for 
public fmancing of campaigns of 
candidates for Governor and Lieu­
tenant Governor, Babbage explained. 

The law also makes provisions for 
runoff primary elections, changes 
maximum campaign contributions, 
and changes the laws regarding write­
in candidates, Babbage added.

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Government task force report echoes 
public call for health care program 

Employment In eating and drink­

Armed with more than 4,700 

comments on health care cost and 
inaccessibility, a panel of consum­
ers, advocates and medical, business 
and education representatives has 
called for reform measures including 
providing affordable basic medical 
services to uninsured people, limit­
ing some awards in malpractice law­
suits and renewing emphasis on 
healthy lifestyle education in school. 

The final report of the 48-member 
Task Force on Health Care Access 
and Affordability concludes the col­
lection of public sentiment from 15 
regional "town forums," including 
one held in Floyd County, on the 
necessity of reforming Kentucky's 
health care delivery, cost and insur­
ance laws. 

During the "town forums," task 
force members heard: 

* citizens at every forum called 
for medical insurance reform, in terms 
of prohibiting exclusions based upon 
occupation, pre-existing conditions 
and chronic illness and cancellations 
for reasons other than premium non­
payment; 

* more than half of the comments 
related to funding, from affordable, 
basic insurance for people who fall 
"between the cracks" of Medicaid 
eligibility and self-insurance to farm­
ers and small business owners unable 
to buy insurance; 

* more than one-third said people 
must take more responsibility for their 

lifestyles and related illnesses (i.e., 
diet, smoking), more emphasis should 
be gi vcn to promoting preventive care 
and teaching health education in 
school; 

* more than 300 spoke in support 
of alternatives to traditional doctor 
and/or hospital health care delivery, 
with many endorsing physician as­
sistants, registered nurse practitio­
ners, mobile clinics and consolida­
tion of services; 

* more than 200 endorsed devel­
opment of a basic, but non-specific 
package of physical and mental health 
services which all citizens should 
have access to, with special concerns 
to health care for children and senior 
citizens. 

The report goes to Gov. Brereton 
Jones' Commission on Health Care 
Reform, a body of 28 legislators, 

members of the governor's cabinet 
and representatives of state agencies, 
universities and the Health Care 
Access Foundation, Inc. 

Commission chairman and Cabi­
net for Human Resources Secretary 
Leonard E. Heller said, "The public 
and the task force have given us in­
valuable input on what Kentuckians 
want accomplished in terms of health 
care reform. 

'1'he commission's fust challenge 
is to look at our existing resources, 
see what cost cutting actions can be 
taken and where we can re-direct 
those existing financial resources to 

address the mandate from the pub­
lic." 

In the report, the Task Force made 
itsownrecommendations,including: 

* creation of a basic plan of medi­
cally necessary primary care, physi­
cal and mental preventive care and 
catastrophic care, with people living 
above a set poverty level paying some 
costs. Overall savings could c 
achieved through "managed care" use 
of home and community-based serv­
ices involving doctors and medical 
insurers planning patient treatment; 

* legislate tax incentives for all 
health insurance, establish a reinsur­
ance program of "managed care" for 
people with "high risk" conditions 
_and prohibit denial of insurance to 
"high risk" people; 

* correct the shortage of primary 
care medical personnel through fi­
nancial incentives, support for alter­
native primary care providers such as 
registered nurse practitioners and 
focus government and medical school 
efforts on attracting medical person­
nel to rural and undeserved urban 
areas; 

* medical practice guidelines 
should be established to reduce the 
need for costly, non-essential "de­
fensive medicine" treatment and to 
serve as an appropriate defense in 
malpractice lawsuits and limits should 
be placed on punitive and non-eco­
nomic jury awards in such court cases; 

* educate consumers on their re­
sponsibilities to control health care

tive care, unnecessary high cost 
emergency room care, lifestyle 
choices such as smoking, diet, exer­
cise and seat belt use, and higher user 
taxes on alcohol and tobacco prod­
ucts; 

* include comprehensive health 
education among the basis goals of 
the Kentucky Education Reform Act 
to achieve greater awareness by stu­
dents of human growth and develop­
ment, family life skills and injury 
prevention; 

* reduce the amount of resources 
spent in the last days of life with no 
expectation of recovery or improved 
quality of life by changing laws re­
garding people's right to choose or 
refuse expensive hospital technology 
treatment and reimbursement meth­
ods to support use of hospice and 
other in-home care services; 

*seek federal approval for changes 
in financing and delivery of services 
under Kentucky's Medicaid program, 
using any savings in state general 
funds to finance a basic services plan 
for uninsured Kentuckians and to 
allow persons whose incomes make 
them currently ineligible for Medi­
caid to buy into the program on a 
sliding fee scale based in income.

If you are ever on a sandy coastal 
beach in the early morning and out of 
the comer of your eye you happen to 
spot a small shadow flickering by or 
dartng away from your presence, 
don't worry. You are not imagining 
things. Most likely, the shadowy 
figure you've seen is a "ghost" crab, 
scurrying back to its burrow. 

Ghost crabs, also sometimes re­
ferredtoas"sand"crabs,aresonamed 
because of their light, camouflaging 
coloring which blends in so perfectly 
with the surrounding sand that one 
can hardly see them at all. Like the 
hermit crab and penaeid shrimp dis­
cussed in earlier articles, ghost crabs 
are decapod crustaceans. They are 
"true" crabs of the taxonomic family 
Ocypodidae, genus Ocypode, of 
which there are several species. 

Ghost crabs are really quite fasci­
nating creatures. Their speed and 
agility on the beach is amazing. Some 
species are known to be able to run up 
to five miles an hour or more (that's 
about 2 yards per second!), faster 
than any other crustacean. The abil­
ity of the ghost crab to move so fast is 
partially due to the fact that they do 
not only walk, or scurry, forward and 
diagonally, but they also walk side­
wards! To achieve their greatest 
speed, they run sidewards! More­
over, they are able to stop and reverse 
direction instantaneously. They do 
all this using only the last four tho­
racic legs. Those who are interested 
in aerobics could enjoy an inexpen­
sive, healthful time attempting to 
catch one of these illusive "ghosts!" 
Odds are, they wouldn't! 

Also playing a larger role in a 
ghost crabs' agility is its body shape. 
The head and thoracic region (cepha­
lothorax) is short and rather wide and 
appears to be fused together because 
the hard outer covering/carapace 
covers the entire area. Whereas most 
decapod crustaceans, such as lobster 
and shrimp, have large tails or, more 
accurately abdomens, the ghost crab 
and other true crabs have a much 
"reduced" abdomen, and what little 
there is tucks securely underneath its 
body in a shallow depression. Likely, 
this offers some protection to the 
reproductive parts, as well as being 
helpful to females during breeding in 
the carrying of the fertilized eggs 

until she releases them into the water. 
The mating rituals of Ocypodidae 

crabs vary according to the species, 
but as in other crustaceans, mating 
usually occurs shortly after the fe­
male molts (the time when their hard 
carapace is shed to make way for the 
developing new one underneath). In 
order to attract a female, male ghost 
crabs either rap the joint just below 
the large cheliped (pincer or ctaw) 
against the ground, or rapidly flex the 
walking appendages to vibrate on the 

ground. 
The female can "feel" these series 

of vibrations up to about one yard 
away through specialized organs in 
her legs. Some male ghost crabs 
"build" mounds of sand that resemble 
pyramids which lure the female. 
During the actual process of mating, 
the male transfers a membranous 
packet of sperm to the female. Unlike 
hermit crabs and penaeidshrimp 
which were discussed in previous 
articles, the eggs of ghost crabs are 
fertilized internally and are laid some 
time later. The female carries the 
eggs on her pleopods (abdominal 
appendages) during part of their 
development, then releases them into 
the open sea to complete their devel­
opment and hatch into free-swim­
ming larvae, called zoeae. 

Another fascinating aspect about 
ghost crabs is their ability to con­
struct burrows in the sand. They dig 
burrows not only to cool themselves 
from the heat of the sun and to protect 
themselves from predators, but also 
to give themselves a place in which to 
spend the molting period, during 
which they neighter eat nor move 
until the new carapace has completely 
hardened. Burrows are also used by 
SOITle males of the species to .. detain" 
the female, once lured into it, until 
the mating process has been com­
pleted. 

Burrows of ghost crabs may vary 
in size according to the proximity to 
the water, the age ofthecrab,and the 
topographical features of the beach 
in which they are dug, i.e., burrows 
dug in a pebbly beach are not usually 
as deep as those dug in a fine, sandy 
beach. They can be anywhere from 
one to three inches in diameter and 
six inches to five feet in depth. They 
may have one or more openings, and 
may be branched or unbranched. 

Ghost crabs are usually found in 
the Mediteranean region and on tropi­
cal and semi-tropical sand beaches 
all over the world. They are very 
common on the Gulf of Mexico coast 
and even on the nearby southeastern 

Atlantic coast of the United States, 
especially on beaches heavily fre­
quented by sun-loving and "bathing" 
people. Most species, being night­
time/nocturnal scavengers, emerge 
from their burrows where they have 
spent mostoftheday, and feast on the 
scraps of food left behind by bathers, 
using their first pair of thoracic legs 
(chelipeds) to pick up the food. They 
also prey on clams and mole crabs. 
As morning approaches, whoever, 
they return to their burrows, leaving 
them only occasionally during the 
day to wet their gills at the water's 
edge. 

So, if you happen to be out on the 
coast this summer, take time out one 
day in the early dawn hours to ob­
serve and enjoy these interesting 
beach inhabitants, the ghost crabs. 
They are sure to amuse you.

Branham then proceeded to 
give Owens an account of her 
son being selected for the team 
by his coach but was surprised to 
fmd another one had been se­
lected by Owens. 

"I found out that they had put 
Timbo Hagans on the team," 
explained Branham. "Owens told 
me thatJ immy could come on as 
an alternate. I told him that no, 
that is not the way it is supposed 
to be and that Jimmy was se­
lected as an all-star, not an alter­
nate. He told me that his roster 
was full." 

Branham explained how she 
contacted Beaver Creek Little 
League President Jimmy Goins 
and was told he would see what 
he could do about it, if anything.

"My 
concern is not if he plays or not, 
but how he is accepted." 

Branham, like many, feels that 
the extra boys should have got­
ten to play in the team's first 
game against Beaver Creek 
South. "I certainly admire what 
Clinis Hall did with his team," 
said Branham. "He let them all 
play and that was nice of hiin. 
And when I see him I will tell 
him that.

(Ky). "The athletic program at East­
em is widely respected for its aca­
demicand athletic accomplishments.

TOP LADY ANGLER 
REFLECTS ON BASS FISillNG 

WITH MEN 
America's top professional lady 

angler, Linda Enqland, has just one 
word to describe her fust full season 
of tournament bass fishing with men: 
educational. 

"I believe I learned more in six 
tournaments this past season than I 
have in the entire 16 years I've been 
fishing professionally," says England, 
a member of the Johnson Outboards 
Pro Staff and a former world cham­
pion on the ladies pro tour. 

"The men are not only experts in 
the technical aspects of handling boats 
and fishing tackle, they're also very 
interested in developing new flshinq 
techniques. 

"There is a much more open ex­
change of information among the 
men, too," she adds. "Thoughts and 
ideas are discussed freely among all 
the competitors so everybody bene­
fits." 

England was one of several women 
to fish all six events on the bassmas­
ter Tournament Trail* in 1592, con­
sidered to be the top level of competi­
tive bass fishing in the world. Others 
who competed in the six tournaments 
included Fredda Lee, also a member 
of the Johnson Outboards Pro Staff; 
and VojaiReed, wifeofformerworld 
champion and Johnson cutboards pro 
Charlie Reed. 

The events took England and the 
other anglers to such diverse locales 
as Sam Rayburn Reservoir in Texas; 
the Mississippi River in Illinois; and 
the Harris Chain of Lakes in Florida. 
Weather conditions ranged from mild 
to stormy to snowing. 

"They say if you want to improve 
your tennis game, you should play 
against someone much better than 
you are because you 11 play much 
harder," says The Johnson pro. "The 
same is true in bass tournament flsh­
ing. The men I fished with were all 
experts, and each day was a learning 
experience. 

Calhoun has also served as an 
assistant coach at Indiana State, 
Murray State and Samford Univer­
sity previous to his term at EKU as 
assistant to Pollio since the 1989-90 
season. 

"The Eastern Kentucky Univer­
sity athletic program has been suc­
cessful and respected for its integrity 
in the athletic arena as well as the 
academic achievements of our sru­
dent-athletes. Coach Calhoun is 
committed to upholding these tradi­
tionsand is certainly qualified to build 
upon the successful foundation of 
Coach Pollio's program," said EKU

During the six tournaments, each 
of which consisted of three competi­
tion days during which she was paired 
with a male partner, England says all 
her partners were extremely courte­
ous and treated her as an equal. 

"We were simply two fishermen 
trying to catch bass," she says, "and 
none of the imagined problems about 
a man and a woman sharing a boat for 
a day ever arose." 

The Johnson pro say's she was 
particularly impressed by the will­
ingness of her partners to share fish­
ing information with her. 

"In several tournaments I didn't 
have quite the riqht lure, and my 
partners dug into their tackle boxes to 
get one for me. A couple of times, I 
was able to do the same for them 
when they needed something. We 
were always working together." 

England plans to fl.sh all six bass­
master events next season, and her 
next goal is to qualify for the world 
championship. She also plans to 
continue competing in women's 
professional bass tournaments, as 
well,and she can't wait to try some of 
the new things she's learned.

an all-star team, that player 
should be able to play and show 
that he can perform as the others. 

One thing about young kids, 
and I learned this in the eight 
years I coached Little League 
baseball in Indiana, they remem­
ber you most often by the way 
they are treated. The victories 
are soon just memories, but their 
respect of an adult is how that 
adult, teacher, coach, or anyone 
else, treats them. If they are 
treated fairly, as all the rest, they 
remember that and are not likely 
to ever forgetiL If they are treated 
different! y, then that too they do 
notforgeL 

Young kids grow up to be­
come young adults and then 
young men and they remember 
those who had a positive or 
negative influence on their lives. 

While winning is perhaps the 
foremost thought of any coach, 
he must not forget that these 
young players are also looking 
for some influence for their 
young lives. And who can give 
them that (outside their parents 
themselves) more than their 
Little League coach. 

One of the greatest compli­
ments paid to me was when a 
young man in college came up to 
me on a visit to Indiana and said 
to me "thank you for being a big 
part of my young life." That 
meant an awful lot to me. 

Until Wednesday ,good sports 
everyone and be good sports even 
to Little League coaches.

John Tesh: a man of note(s)

Love and music are the twin 
themes that dominate John Tesh's 
life. And, sometimes they overlap. 

Tesh and actress Connie Selleca 
were married on April4. This week, 
John's newest instrumental album 
was released on his newly fOI'med 
GTS record label. Titled "The 
Games," it features the music he's 
written for NBC's use during the 

. Olympics telecast in Barcelona later 
this month. 

It also features three very special 
songs. One is called "Concetta."Tesh 
explains, "I wrote that for Connie-­
Concetta is her real name--when we 
were still courting. She was working 
out of town on a series at the time and 
late on Friday nights. she would drive 

back to Los Angeles. The song is the 
musical story of meat the piano in my 
studio, and Concettain her car, on the 
car phone, driving back home. I had 
it played for the first time by a string 
quartet in a restaurant in Monterey, 
California, on the night I proposed to 
her. The second time it was played by 
a full orchestra on the day we were 
married." 

TheproposalcameduringThanks­
giving weekend. John and Connie 
had flown up to Carmel to serve and 
take part in a Thanksgiving dinner 
for the homeless. The next day, he 
suggested they fly to Monterey for a 
late-night dinner.

"Connie pointed that out to me," 
he said. "but only after she said 'yes'." 

Two other songs on the album 
also reflect his private feelings. One 
is"April Song," which Tesh says, "is 
a song of passion and romance that 
comes from the heart." The tide needs 
little explanation: "Suffice it to say 
great things have happened to me in 
that magic month." 

The other cut is ''Leave it to Gib­
ber." Gib (Gibber) is Connie's 11-
year-old son by her former marriage 

to actor Gil Gerard. Tesh and the boy 
have become great friends and share 
a love for music. ''When I was writ­
ing this particular piece, it was meant 
to become a song for the cycling 
eventS in the Olympics. Gib, who is a 
very fine pianist, would dart in and 
out of the studio and voice his opin­
ions about what I was doing, and 
make some excellent suggestions. 
The tune, which will be heard in the 
context of the Olympic cycling cov­
erage, is definitely a piece inspired 
by the Gibber." 

John Tesh started playing the pi­
ano at age six. By the time he was 10, 
he was studying with teachers from 
New York's Juilliard School of 
Music. He also began playing the 
trumpet, but had to switch to the 
trombone because the instrument was 
easier on his braces. 

While at Garden City High School, 
he was named twice to the New York 
State Symphonic Band. He joined 
several rock bands where he played 
both the trombone and the rock or­
gan. He also started to write and 
produce his own music. After he was 
graduated from North Carolina State 
University, Tesh landed jobs with 
several radio and television studios 
before heading to New York where 
he became an anchor reporter for the 
local CBS station. The stint earned 
him two Emmys and an Associated 
Press Award for investigative jour­
nalism. He moved to CBS Network 
Sports in 1981 as a commentator and 
found increasing recognition of his 
musical talents. His 1983 ''Pan 
American Games Theme" won him 

an Emmy for Best Musical Composi­
tion. His second Emmy came later 
for his Tour de France Bike Race" 
theme. 

In 1986, John was asked to cohost 
the "Entertainment Tonight" series. 
While "Et" takes a good deal of his 
time, he still composes network sports 
themes for NBA basketball, NFL 
football, Wimbledon, world gymnas­
tics championships, world track and 
field championships, and the Olym­
pics showcase. He's also written the 
themes for the animated Fox series, 
"Bobby's World" anddidthearrange­
mentforthe "Entertainment Tonight" 
theme. 

Asked how he manages to do both 
the show and somehow meet all the 
demands of his musical life-the 
composition, scoring, arranging, 
recording, etc., Tesh chuckled. 
"Sometimes I wonder about that 
myself," he answered. "But some­
how," he said, "it gets done." 

As for creating specific themes 
for different sports, Tesh said, "the 
key is remembering that the sport 
itself has to carry you. The music is 
important, but it should complement 
(not dominate) the athletic event," he 
added. 

Dancing would be an apt example 
to help explain how what you hear 
(the music) makes what you see so 
much more enjoyable. Dancers don't 
really need music to convey their 
feelings to an audience. But when 
music is added, it becomes partofthe 
total performance, providing a richer

EDELL HEALTH NOTES 

SHOULD NURSING MOTH­
ERS DRINK? ... Advice on whether 
breast-feeding women should drink 
alcohol has so far been confusing and 
contradictory. An infant at the breast 
does take in a little bit of alcohol after 
the mother drinks, but we don't yet 
know very much about how these 
mini-cocktails affect the baby. 

A recent study by Julie A. Men­
nella and Gary K. Beauchamp, at the 
Monell Chemical Sense Center in 
Philadelphia. shows that drinking 
changes the smell of mother's milk 
and that a baby takes in less milk 
when nursing after the mother drinks. 

This news leaves us with a lot of 
questions. Is it the different smell and 
laSte of the milk that changes the way 
the baby nurses? Is it some effect that 
alcohol may have on the baby's nerv­
ous system? Or does alcohol alter the 
mother's milk production? 

Janine Jason, a physician for the 
Centers for Disease Control, writes 
in an editorial accompanying the 
Monell study that whatever the long­
term effects of alcohol in breast milk, 
they are probably less significant than 
the effects of heavy drinking on a 
mother's ability to parent 

Inshon, we'restillfarfromdraw­
ing any real conclusions. Meanwhile, 
most physicians thinkit's all right for 
a breast-feeding mother to have an 
occasional drink.

GUARDING KIDS AGAINST 

GIARDIA •.. Even under the best 
supervision, children in day care are 
bound to share more than toys. One 
of the most common diseases being 
passed around these days is diarrhea 
caused by the intestinal parasite 
Giardia lamblia. Unfortunately, new 
research indicates that finding an 
effective and economical solution to 
cleaning up child-care centers will 
pose a serious challenge. 

A team of scientists from Johns 
Hopkins University in Baltimore and 
from public health agencies in Ari­
zona recently studied the problem at 
31 day-care centers. They evruuated 

the effectiveness of a variety of strate­
gies, the strictest of which included 
educating the center staff about Giar­
dia, testing children and staff for the 
parasite, prescribing treatment for all 
infected individuals with or without 
symptoms, and· barring them from 
day care • until the treatment was 
complete. 

The stricter measures cost more in 
medical expenses, in missed child­
care, and in parents' work days, but 
the really bad news is that these 
measures didn't result in better con­
trol of the dread Giardia. 

The best thing to do, then, is to 
prepare yourself in the event that you 
or your child does get sick. Symp­
toms, which include bloating, gas, 
diarrhea, abdominal cramps, nausea, 
fatigue, weight loss, lactose intoler­
ance and constipation, can last as 
long as two weeks and may recur 
repeatedly. If you or your child fit the 
profile, ask your doctor for a full 
stool-specimen test to be sure.

SMOKE SIGNALS OF DE· 

PRESSION ... Depression can be 
treated, but the doctor has to recog­
nize it frrsL One clue to this some­
times tricky diagnosis could be a 
smoking habit, according to a Uni­
versity of Oklahoma family practi­
tioner. 

Using questionnaires and psycho­
logical screening, Michael L. Parch­
man found that people who smoke 
are more likely than non-smokers to 
be depressed. Parchman ruled out the 
possibility that other characteristics 
shared by his smokers, such asmari­
tal status, age or education, could be 
the responsible factors. 

Why more smokers than non­
smokers tend toward depression isn't 
clear. Theremaybeaprocessofself­
selection; people in search of an 
emotional lift are often drawn to 
nicotine's stimulant effects. It's also 
possible that some smoking habits 
produce a chronic nicotine with­
drawal that brings on the blues -in 
other words, smoking could cause 
the psychological disorder. 

In any case, it's absurd to suspect 
every smoker of a serious emotional 
problem. But if you have reason to 
think that you or someone else is 
suffering from depression, smoking 
could provide the doctor with an 
additional clue.

THE COUPON CLIPPER 

Coupon inserts: the good and the bad 
"Ralph, we need to talk." 

Dear June-I would like to know 
more about the Sunday coupon in­
serts. I love receiving them, and I buy 
the Sunday newspaper because of 
them. How many are printed during 
the year?-Melody Philbrick, Colo­
rado Springs, Colo. 

Dear Melody-Two major pub­
lishers print the newspaper coupon 
inserts-V alassis in Michigan and 
News America in New York. 

Currently they are printing them 
just about every week of the year, 
because manufacturers have a lot of 
coupons they want distributed. To 
some extent, they are seasonal, so 
you can expect to receive thicker 
inserts around the holidays: 4th of 
July, Thanksgiving, Christmas and 
Easter. 

About 40 million households re­
ceive coupons each Sunday with their 
newspaper. This falls shon of the 70 
million households that use coupons. 
The coupon clippers who do not re­
ceive the inserts get their coupons in 
the mail from sources like carol 
Wright, or they clip them from maga­
zines such as Good Housekeeping. 

An increasing number of coupons 
can be found in supermarket adver­
tising circulars, and they are being 
distributed inside the supermarket in 
increasing numbers. NCH Promo­
tional Services, one of the largest 
processors of coupons, says that 
coupons distributed in-store increased 
almost 50 percent last year. While 
they do not amount to more than a 
few percent of all the coupons dis­
tributed, this is an interesting trend. 

But if you are a serious coupon 
clipper, the Sunday inserts are almost 
indispensable. Last year, the coupon 
inserts contained 230 billion coupons. 

Manufacturers place most of their 
coupons in the Sunday inserts be­
cause they reach a broad cross-sec-

lion of the consumers they want to 
target- middle America. 

The inserts make it relatively easy 

for them to plan their advertising. It 
just takes one telephone call to order 
a page in an insert distributed in about 
350 cities to those 40 million house­
holds. 

The inserts have a policy of prod­
uct exclusivity. If an insert has taken 
cereal coupons from one manufac­
turer, say Ralston Purina, it will not 
carry coupons from a rival like 
Kellogg's in the same inserts. 

This puts pressure on the manu­
facturers to place their coupon insen 
advertising well enough in advance 
so they do not get frozen out by the 
competition. Remember, there are 
more cereal product manufacturers 
than there are insen publishers. 
Manufacturers typically make their 
decision to advertise in the inserts as 
much as a year in advance. 

The only thing I do not like about 
the inserts is their failure to provide 
useful product information. The 
coupon is there, and so are eye-catch­
ing headlines, but that'saboutall.No 
one wants to buy a product just so 
they can use the coupon.

TELL ME WHY 
WHY DID THE 

DINOSAURS DIE? 
Scientists believe that dinosaurs 

roamed the Earth about 180 million 
years ago, and that they died out 
about 60 million years ago. Dinosaur 
fossils have been fowtd on all the 
continents, including North Amer­
ica. So we must conclude that the 
dinosaurs lived in practically every 
part of the world millions of years 
ago. 

Cenain conditions were necessary, 
however, for the dinosaurs to exist. 
The dinosaurs were reptiles, which 
means they were cold-blooded. Their 
body temperature changed with the 
air temperatute. Many of them lived 
in swamps, where the luxuriant vege­
tation provided them ,with food. 

Buttheclimateoftheworldwtder­
went a great change about 60 million 
years ago. Swamps dried up. Low­
lands became mountains. The cli­
mate became colder and drier. 

So the dinosaurs not only lost their 
homes-theswampsand lowlands-­
but the cooling climate made them 
sluggish. It also killed off much of the 
vegetation they lived on. 

In time, the dinosaurs, who were 
unable to adjust to the new condi­
tions, died out and became extinct. 
They were replaced by warm-blooded 
animals with larger brains and the 
capacity to get along under the new 
and changing conditions. 

How do scientists know what 
creatures were alive on this Eanh 
millions of years ago? By studying 
fossils. 

Fossils are animal and plant re­
mains buried in the rocks. These 
remains, which have in most cases 
petrified (turned to stone), may be of 
shells, bones, whole skeletons, or 
simply the tracks made by ancient 
animals on the shores of swamps.

PCC professors take 
part in book signing 

To help celebrate the Kentucky 
Statehood Bicentennial, the Kentucky 
Bicentennial Commission and others 
hosted a reception honoring the pub­
lication ofThe Kentucky Encyclope­
dia on June lOatNorthemKentucky 
University. Contributors to this de­
fmitive reference work include three 
Prestonsburg Community College 
Professors: Dr. Douglas E. Hennan, 
Associate Professor of History at 
Prestonsburg Community College; 
Dr. Thomas D. Matijasic, Associate 
Professor of History; and Dr. Carolyn 
C. Turner, Professor of Humanities. 
Dr. Hennan and Dr. Turner partici­
pated in the program. 

Dr. Thomas D. Clark, Kentucky's 
Historian Laureate, gave the keynote 
ac!dress. Before and after this high­
light, contributors including Hennan 
and Turner signed copies of the 
Encyclopedia for the public. Editor­
in-Chief for the three-year-long proj­
ect was Dr. John E. Kleber, Professor 
ofHistoryatMorehead State Univer-

sity. His Associate Editors were 
Clark; Dr. Lowell H. Harrison, Pro­
fessor Emeritus of History at West­
em Kentucky University; and Dr. 
James C. Klotter, State Historian. 

The entire history and geographic 
extent of the Commonwealth are 
reflected in the 1000-plus page book, 
which contains the work of more 
than 500 authors. Hennan's entries 
were on the anti -evolution bills of the 
1920's and the Rev. Dr. John W. 
Porter, who led the opposition in 
Kentucky to teaching Darwinian 
evolution in public schools. Matijasic 
wrote about Andrew Jackson May, 
Harman's Station, the Battle of Ivy 
Mountain, Paintsville, and Johnson 
County. Turner edited the Harry 
Caudill entry on John C. C. Mayo, 
and wrote the entries for Mrs. John 
C.C. Mayo, and John C. C. Mayo, Jr. 

Dr. Hennan and Dr. Turner also 
read entries from the Encyclopedia 
for KET's Bicentennial Minutes se­
ries.
