The Prestonsburg City Council 
announced in a special meeting Tues­
day evening that the city would raise 
commercial trash-removal rates; 
would begin charging citizens for 
some police services and would 
consider creating a police impound 
lot in order to curtail revenue short­
falls for the 1992-93 fiscal year.

In a handwritten petition to Floyd 
Circuit Court, Roger Adkins filed a 
request that he be released from the 
Wayne County, Ohio facility. 

Adkins was arrested in Wooster, 
tE_hio and charged with sexual abuse. 
··Tne charge stems from an incident in 
Kentucky. Adkins has been indicted 
by the Floyd County Grand Jury. 

Adkins claims he was "unlaw­
fully detained of my liberty in that a 
60-day delay after arrest and no pre­
liininary hearing before indictment is 
an unreasonable delay and it is unrea­
S(>nable to (omit) the preliminary 
hearing after arrest" 

Adkins asked that a writ of habeas 
corpus be directed to Loran D. Alex­
ander, the sheriff of Wayne County, 
and that all charges be dropped. 
~ A civil suit represents only the 

claims of the party filing the action. 

Mayor Ann Latta said Tuesday 
that the rate the city currently pays 
the Floyd County Landfill for storing 
municipal waste, $15 per ton, may 
triple when the landfill's temporary 
storage site closes in order to comply 
with new Environmental Protection 
Agency regulations. 

Once the Floyd County Landfill 
closes, the city will be forced to dis­
pose of waste in landfills in either 
Morehead or West Virginia. 

If raising commercial trash pick­
up rates does not help the city meet 
the higher costs, council members 
said, they would consider raising 
residential rates. 

Councilman Mike Vance, chair­
man of the council's Finance and 
Revenue Committee, said that he had 
also discussed with Prestonsburg City 
Police Chief Greg Hall the possibil­
ity of charging for certain services 
which the police department has in 
the past performed free of charge. 

Hall said that police departments 
in other cities charge for such serv­
ices as providing copies of accident 
reports; the execution of warrants, 
subpoenas and eviction notices; and 
providing photographs of auto acci­
dents to insurance companies. 

The council voted unanimously to 
begin charging for those services. 

Hall also said that Kentucky state 
law gives city police departments the 
same rights it gives to county law en­
forcement agencies in impounding 
vehicles. 

The city police department ha~ 
impounded 92 vehicles since Janu­
ary 1 of this year, Hall said, and keeps 
vehicles an average three to five days.

A low blood sugar level appar­
ently contributed to a three-car acci­
dentin Floyd County Thursday morn­
ing that injured two men and blocked 
traffic on Route 23 for nearly an hour. 

Deputy Sergeant Lloyd Powers of 
the Floyd County Sheriffs depart­
mentsaidThursdaythatFrancisPhil­
lip Lindberg, of Cary, North Caro­
lina, suffered from a low blood sugar 

level which caused him to become 
disoriented. 

Lindberg's vehicle crossed the 
median from the south-bound to the 
north-bound lane of Route 23 near 
Dwale, colliding with a car driven by 
Thomas Bertrand, of Pikeville. 

Powers said Bertrand tried to 
swerve to avoid Lindberg, but was 
blocked by a car driven by Carol Th­
acker, of Napier, and all three cars 
struck a guard rail. 

The Floyd County Rescue Squad 
was called to extricate the drivers of

Healthcare compromise eyed

United States Senators Wendell 
Ford, D-Kentucky, and Jay 
Rockefeller, D-West Virginia have 
devised a plan to save health benefits 
for over 15,000 retired Kentucky coal 
miners without levying additional 
taxes on coal production. 

The compromise is part of a new 
energy bill which was vocally ap­
proved Wednesday by the U.S. Sen­
ate, although the full bill has not yet 
been considered. If the Senate passes 
the bill, it will then be sent to a joint 
House-Senate conference committee 
and then to President Bush. 

Ford said Wednesday that the 
compromise will ensure retired min­
ers will receive benefits without add­
ing the 75 cent-per-man-hourtax that 
Rockefeller recommended be levied 

on coal companies. 
Rockefeller had recommended the 

tax to pay for the $100 million deficit 
in federal health funds, which would 
have cut benefits for over 120,000 
retired miners nation-wide. 

Several parties opposed the tax 
hike, fearing it would reduce the al-

ready dwindling coal market's com­
petitiveness. 

If the compromise is accepted, up 
to $70 million per year would be 
channeled from the Abandoned Mine 
Lands trust fund to guarantee health 
funds and retired miners' benefits, 
beginning in 1996. 

The AML fund was formed by the 
·surface Mine Control and Reclama­
tion Act of 1977. Its purpose is tore­
claim abandoned strip mines. All coal 
operators currently pay 35 cents per 
ton of surface-mined coal and 15 
cents per ton of coal produced from 
deep mines to fmance the fund. 

The compromise would also re­
quire the federal government to re­
search documents from as far back as 
1950 to locate parent companies of 
coal corporations that have closed, 
stranding retirees without promised 
benefits.

Miner is 
killed in 
slate fall

A Floyd County man was killed 
Thursday morning in the second fatal 
mine accident in Kentucky this year. 

Edgar Ray Newman, 41, of 
McDowell was struck in the chest by 
a 40 inch long, 30 inch wide section 
offalling slate as he rode in a scoop 
through an underground section of 
the Sureftre Mining Company's 
Number One mine at the head of 
Tackett Fork at Left Beaver. 

Richard Watts, director of the 
Martin district of the Kentucky De­
partmentofMinesandMinerals,said 
Thursday that the accident was not 
officially declared a roof fall because 
only a small section of slate between 
roof bolts dislodged from the mine 
ceiling, striking Newman. 

The accident occurred at approxi­
mately 6:40a.m. Newman was trans­
ported to the McDowell Regional 
Medical Center, where he was pro­
nounceddead by Floyd County Coro­
ner Roger Nelson at 8:30a.m. 

No other injuries were reported. 
Watts said the incident is currently 

under investigation by the Depart­
ment of Mines and Minerals and the 
Mine Safety and Health Administra­
tion. 

Three hurt in 
drive-by shooting 
at nightclub

Three Magoffin County men were 
victims of a drive-by shooting this 
week at a nightclub near the Floyd 
County line. 

At approximately 3 a.m. Tuesday, 
an unidentified motorist fired shots 
into the Two KeysLounge,locatedat 
Ivyton,fourmileseastofSalyersville 
on Route 114. 

Struck by the shots were Chris 
Sublett and Larry Minix, both of 
Salyersville, and Jimmy Howes, of 
Marshallville. 

Sublett was shot once in the back, 
Minix was struck one time in the left 
shoulder and Howes received .one 
bullet in the left hip. 

The three men were initially rushed 
to the Paul B. Hall Regional Medical 
Center in Paintsville. From there 
Minix, 27, and Sublett, 21, were trans­
ported to the University of Kentucky 
Medical Center in Lexington, where 
they were treated and discharged 
Wednesday morning. Howes, 24, was 
later taken to Cabell-Huntington 
Hospital in West Virginia, where he 
was treated and released. 

There are currently no suspects in 
the incident, which is still under in­
vestigation by Detective Paul Estep 
of the Pikeville Post of the Kentucky 
State Police. 

Standards board meets

The new Floyd County School 
Superintendent made his first public 
appear.mce Wednesday in welcom­

..,ing a state panel on education to the 
area. 

Steven Towler. recently hired as 
the school system's top official, gave 
a brief salutation to the Kentucky 
Professional Education Standards 
Board at the Jenny Wiley Lodge. 

In his brief welcome. Towler said 
that he thought it was good for the 
board to get out to Kentucky and that 
the board was extremely important to 
the educational process. 

"You are plowing new ground as 
you do your work on accreditation. 
What you•re about is very, very 

'-good," Towler said. 

Daruty Greene, director of the 
David School and vice-chair of the 
board. presented Towler with a copy 
of the board's Code of Ethics. 

"You might hang it in the main 
office," Greene said whimsically . 
Greene said that Towler was a "re­
freshing change" for the county•s 
system and that the board and the 
local systems need to "build bridges 
since we're all working towards the 
same goal." 

The Standards Board is a· creation 
of the Kentucky Educational Reform 
Act (KERA). Greene says the board 
wants to "redesign teacher prepara­
tion in the state" by examining stan­
dards for teacher cenification. The 
board also has the power to revoke 
teaching licenses in cases of dis­
charge, felony or dereliction of duty. 
There are more than 83 such cases 

pending statewide. 
Jan Weaver, chair of the board, 

said the board was "very pleased to 
be (in Floyd County)" and that we 
"want this group to be visible-that's 
why we're moving our meetings 
around the state ... 

Weaver serves as a Dean at Mur­
ray State University. Thomas Boy­
sen, Kentucky•s Commissioner of 
Education, is also on the board and 
was present for the Floyd County 
session. 

The board voted at the meeting to 
accredit four state colleges• teacher 
certification programs: Murray State, 
Lindsey Wilson. Cumberland Col­
lege, and Union College. The latter 
three were accredited with stipula­
tions that they must correct certain 
weaknesses in their programs. 

The board also held elections. 
Greene was reelected as vice-chair.

Hall said that the city currently pays 
other individuals to tow and store 
impounded vehicles. 

Cost estimates show that cars kept 
in a municipal impound lot could 
generate city revenues of up to 
$54,000 for the ftrSt year, Hall said. 
He suggested the city use property it 
already owns at Cliff to construct the 
lot. 

The city council voted unani­
mously to follow Hall's suggestion if 
a feasibility study proved the site 
suitable.

Murder cited 
in auto accident .

A Pike County man has been 
charged with murder in connection 
with the death of a passenger thrown 
from his vehicle in an alleged drunken 
driving accident. 

A 1990 Ford Fiesta driven by Rod­
ney Allen Prater, 28, of Majestic, 
overturned when Prater lost control 
of the vehicle, which left and re­
tumedtoRoute 194 at approximately 
8 a.m. Tuesday. 

Woodrow Chapman Jr., 30, also 
of Majestic, was ejected from the ve­
hicle and pronounced dead at the 
scene by Pike County Coroner Char­
les Morris. 

Prater pleaded not guilty to the 
murder charge Wednesday in Pike 
District Court 

On Thursday, Kentucky State 
Police were still waiting for the re­
sults from the blood-alcohol test 
administered to Prater following the 
accident. 

DuringPrater'sarraignment,itwas 
revealed that he had received three 
prior DU1 convictions in the last five 
years. Pike District Judge Keith Hall 
denied a request to reduce Prater's $1 
million bond. Prater's preliminary 
hearing is scheduled for August 7. 

Prater is currently being detained 
in the Pike County Detention Center. 
The incident is still under investiga­
tionbyDetectiveDonaldJackPhipps, 
TrO< ,rry Blair d Trooper 
Ghomer Prater of the Pikeville Post 
of the Kentucky State Police.

PCC Donovan scholar .. 
finds hidden talent 

Betty Popp never dreamed that 
taking a few college classes would 
lead her to a successful cottage in­
dustry. 

Popp, a 73-year-old resident of 
Prestonsburg, began taking courses 
at Prestonsburg Community College 
three years ago through the college's 
Donovan Scholars Program. 

Popp says after she retired as a 
nurse anesthetist at Highlands Re-

• gional Medical Center, she became 
interested in taking classes at PCC 
because her son, William, was en­
rolled there. 

A graduate of Ohio State Univer­
sity, Popp said," All of my education 
has been in the area of health care and 
the sciences, and all my life I had an 
inferiority complex about that." 

To broaden her education, she has 
taken classes in public speaking and 
interpersonal communication, and 
several art classes taught by Tom 

, Whitaker, an acclaimed eastern 
Kentucky artist. 

"He really pushed me in art," Popp 
said, interesting her in the art of 
making figurines from fabric mache. 
"It's opened up a whole new world 
forme." 

That craft has turned into a thriv­
ing side business for Popp. "I tell 
people there are body parts all over 
my hoQse," she says, laughing. She 
sells her figurines of angels, brides 
and young girls through local crafts 
shops. 

The craft is time-consuming- it 
411 takes Popp about three orfour days to 

make eight figurines- but she en­
joys being able to go at her own pace 
and set her own schedule.

She appreciates PCC's students 
as well as its instructors. "The young 
folks at the college have been so kind 
and welcoming," Popp said. "I 
thought maybe they wouldn't have 
time in their lives for someone like 
me, but they did." 

Her life experiences have made 
her better equipped to bring insight to 
the lessons in the classroom. For 
example, in a course on personal 
fmances, Popp says she was able to 
relate her personal experiences. "I 
was able to give some perspective, 
like I wish I had done this or that." she 
said. 

Although she has not enrolled in 
any classes this fall, she would like to 
take more courses eventually.

Donovan Fellowship for Senior Citi­
zens, persons 65 and older may enroll 
in regular academic classes tuition­
free.

procedures to cut down on paper­
work; and institute medical malprac­
tice refonns. 

Second, we agreed that rural 
America cannot be left out of the 
health care debate. Simply put, the 
medical needs of Kentucky's fann­
ers and their families are no less 
important than those of people living 
in inner cities. They should be given 
the sameopponunities for accessible, 
quality care. 

Finally, greater emphasis needs to 
be placed on health promotion, well­
ness and education. According to one 
study, a large part of our health care 
costs are from lifestyle-related ill­
nesses. By encouraging and promot­
ing healthy lifestyles, we can reduce 
the likelihood of serious illness and 
injury. 

Because I understand the urgent 
need for reform, I introduced the 
Comprehensive American Health 
Care Act in February, 1991. My bill 
contains many of the proposals dis­
cussed in the forum, such as giving 
doctors incentives to serve in rural 
areas. It also goes funher to provide 
tax credits and vouchers to low and 
moderate-income families for the 
purchase of health insurance - in­
cluding long-term care. 

As the Senate once again gears up 
for a legislative session, I will keep 
pushing for action on health care 
reform. 

Television is a window to the 
world.

Cable brings valuable, quality 
programs to our people, and it is often 
their only source of television recep­
tion.

The hopes of a second straight 
state Big League title escaped the 
Paintsville Big League team as they 
fell to a good Laurel County team 12-
5 Wednesday evening at Louisville 
Valley High School. Paintsville fin. 
ished 3-2 in the toumamenL 

A trip to Tennessee awaited the 
winnerofthecbampiomhip game f<r 
regional competition but Paintsville 
will have to miss this one. They were 
runners-up in the southeast regional 
last year. 

It was a combination of things that 
haunted the Paintsville team that had 
lookedsharpinadoubleheadersweep 
Tuesday night over Louisville Val­
ley and Laurel County. 

The shortage of pitchers in the 
final game plus the fact that Paintsville 
failed to come up with some very 
timely hits when they had the bases 
loaded twice. 

Laurel County used the long biill 
to capture the crown from Paintsville 
as pitcher Robert Muncy not only 
hurled his club to victory but also 
starred at the plate as well. It was 
Muncy who drove the fmal nail in the 
"coffm" as he drilled a bases-loaded 
grand slam home run in the sixth 
iiming that seemed to dash any hopes 
the Paintsville club had. 

Paintsville led S-4 entering the 
sixth inning when starting pitcher 
Billy Elam seemingly had things 
going his way.

Squirrel Season 
opens August 15 

Opening day of squirrel season is 
Saturday, August 15 in the western 
two-thirds of Kentucky. In the East­
em Zone including 29 counties in the 
southeast, squirrel season opens Sat­
urday, September 5. 

Hunters should remember that 
hunter education is now a mandatory 
requirement for persons born after 
January 1, 1975 and that you are 
required to purchase a hunting li­
cense. Hunters required to take the 
free hunter education course, spon­
sored by the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources 
(KDFWR), must carry a course 
completion card while hunting. 

Information on hunter education 
class schedules is available by con­
tacting the KDFWR Information and 
Education Division at (502) 564-
4762. Courses last 10 hours spread 
over three days, with the last day 
consisting of live-ftring range work 
and a written test. 

All hunters should obtain a copy 
of the 1992-93 Kentucky Hunting 
and Trapping Guide for complete 
information on all small game season 
laws. Contact the number above, or 
pick up a copy of the guide where 
licenses are sold. 

The statewide dove season also 
opens on Tuesday, September 1. 
Shooting hours for doves open at 11 
a.m.local time, The daily bag limit of 
six squirrels and 15 doves remains 
unchanged for this season. Hunters 
are reminded to act responsibly and 
safely while in the field and that alco­
hol and gunpowder don't mix. 

Avoid any hitches 
with proper 
trallerlng, AAA says 

Just hook up the boat, pack a pic­
nic ·basket and head for the nearest 
dock. It sounds simple until you 
consider what you need to arrive 
safely. says the Blue Grass Auto Club 
Safety Foundation. 

Safe towing of a boat requires 
good equipment and driving skill. 
Make sure you have the right size 
equipment. Permanently bolt or weld 
the trailer hitch to your vehicle. Be­
fore leaving, double check signal and 
brake lights. chains and the hitch. 

Most drivers are used to the feel of 
their own car and know its limits on 
slick roads, stopping. and turning 
comers. The momenta boat is hooked 
to the rear that changes. When tow­
ing a boat, consider the following: 

• With the heavier load, it will take 
more time for your car to accelerate, 
pass, and brake. You should slow 
down and allow extra following dis­
tance between your vehicle and the 
one ahead. 

• Fishtailing may be a problem, 
especially when being passed by a 
larger vehicle. It will help to stay 
below or at the speed limiL 

• Trailers have small tires and, as 
a result, hydroplane on wet roads 
more easily than cars. Again, adjust 
your speed for the weather condi­
tions, keeping in mind that you should 
drive at or below the speed limit even 
on dry roads. 

• The boat will tend to hug comers 
and force you to make wider turns. 
Allow extra room. 

• If possible, practice backing up 
with the boat hitched to your vehicle. 
The trailer will tend to tum opposite 
the direction you steer. Have some­
one outside the vehicle to help guide 
you, regardless of how confident you 
feel about backing up.

TELL ME WHY 
HOW DOES THE BODY TAN? 

Sunlight has many important ef­
fects on the skin. The most obvious is 
to produce redness or sunburn. This 
is caused by ultraviolet light. It trans­
fonns "histidin," a substance con­
tained in the skin, into a substance 
that opens up (dilates) the blood 
vessels. And this is what causes the 
skin to become red. 

There is another substance in the 
skin called "tyros in." Ultraviolet light 
transfonns this into the brown pig­
ment called "melanin." This melanin 
is then deposited in the outer Ia yers of 
the skin to protect it against further 
action of the light rays and we call 
this effect tanning. 

The sunlight also has a positive 
health effect. It destroys fungi and 
bacteria that may have settled on the 
skin. Sunlight also produces a sub­
stance in the skin that contracts the 
blood vessels. This results in raising 

the blood pressure. 
Certain cells in the body that fight 

infection are stimulated to greater 
activity by the action of sunlight 
Even the muscles of the body are 
"toned up" by the action of sunlight. 
Also, the body obtains vitamin D 
because ultraviolet light perfonns a 
chemical change that produces it in 
the skin. 

Butifsunlightactslikeamedicine 
on the body, one should be careful 
about how much medicine to take. If 
you are out to get a tan, you should do 
it gradually, a few minutes the fli'St 

day, five more minutes the next day. 
and so on. Too much exposure to the 
sun may actually injure the skin and 
the body.

Studies Center to complete the same 
national TALK TO US survey that 
thousands of American teenagers 
responded to last fall.
