State board delays 
ruling in Hager's case

A decision by the State Board for 
Elementary and Secondary Educa­
tion on whether to remove from of­
fice suspended Floyd County Super­
intendent Ron Hager has been de­
layed until June 18. 

The state board was expected to 
render its decision Monday at a spe­
cial board meeting, but the ruling was 
delayed because a typed ttanscript of 
the four-day removal hearing held in 
May was not complete. 

Hager was charged in March with 
willful neglect of duty and miscon­
duct in office by Education Commis­
sioner Thomas Boysen. 

Hager answered the charges at a 

May removal hearing in Frankfort. 
A three-member panel of state 

board members heard four days of 
testimony and was expected to give a 
recommendation to the state board at 
its June 8 meeting. 

Boysen alleged that Hager ftled 
false annual fmancial reports; that he 
allowed an illegal bingo game to be 
conducted at Prestonsburg High 
School; that he placed school con­
struction monies into non-interest 
bearing accounts at First Guaranty 
National Bank; that he failed to rep­
rimand Martin Elementary principal 
William Hughes for allegedly filing 
false annual financial reports; and 
that he failed to follow proper state 
bidding procedures in awarding 
school security contracts.

Council splits over vacancy 
then makes vote unanimous

A vacancy on the Prestonsburg 
City Council was filled Monday with 
all the elements of a real election, 
including allegations that a council 
member tried to influence the vote. 

After two candidates for the post 
were nominated from the floor­
David Hereford and Lida Margaret 
Howard-councilman George 
Archer told of threats and harassment 
he and his family had received con­
cerning which candidate to choose. 

"My family members have been 
verbally abused, I've had phone 
threats and pressure has come from 
within the council in the way of accu­
sations," Archer said. "It's sad. 
Prestonsburg politics goes on." 

Archer's comments prompted 
councilman Billy Ray Collins to ask 
which council member had pressured 
him to vote for a certain candidate. 

Archer declined to name the coun­
cilman, but when Collins asked if the 
council member was present at the 
meeting, Archer said no. 

Cmmcilman Gorman Collins Sr. 
was the only council member absent 
at Monday's meeting. 

Archer also said he had received 
no pressure from the two candidates, 
but that their supporters had been 
"overzealous" in their efforts to sway 
his decision. 

Archer also explained that he 
abstained from voting on the issue at 
the May 25 meeting because he felt 
council's actions could have been 
"voidable." 

Council illegally discus~ the 
vacancy at the May meeting in closed 
session. 

Mter a roll call vote, Howard 
received votes from Archer, Charles 
Hale, Danny Hamilton and Mike 
Vance; Hereford received votes from 
Collins and Jerry Fannin. 

Collins immediately made a mo­
tion to make the vote unanimous, 
which passed 6-0. 

Howard was notified that she had 
been named to the council and ar­
rived at the meeting a short time 

afterward. She was immediately 
sworn in by city attorney Larry 
Brown. 

Other issues discussed Monday 
included several traffic control prob­
lems in the city. 

Carlos Neeley told council that a 
traffic hazard existed on Jackson 
Street because of the cars that were 
being parked in front of WQHY ra-

dio station. 
Neeley offered three suggestions 

to council to alleviate the problem: 
stop cars from parking on state high­
way right -of -way on both sides of the 
street; install a signal light at the 
intersection beside the radio station; 
or make Jackson Street a one-way 
road.

Battlefield goes ·national'

Federal and state officials joined 
Civil War enthusiasts on a tour of the 
Middle Creek Battlefield on Monday 
as part of The Kentucky Heriaage 
Council's Civil War Battlefield 
Conference. 

During the tour, Deputy Secretary 
of the Interior Frank A. Bracken and 
David Morgan, state historic preser­
vation officer, officially presented 
Frank Fitzpatrick a certificate pro­
claiming the site as a National His­
toric Site·and noting its listing to the 
National Register of Historic Places. 

As part of the tour, Edwin Bearss, 
chief historian of the National Park 
Service, pointed out various knolls 
and identifying landmarks as he told 

of the clash between the Blue and the 
Gray. Bearss identified the site 
through officials' reports and maps 
drawn by the Confederate General 
Humphrey Marshall. 

On his maps, Marshall noted the 
confluence of left and right forks of 
Middle Creek and he indicated the 
high ground where he sent his Con­
federate troops. He also showed the 
location of Spurlock Fork, where the 
Union troops were approaching, 
Bearss said. 

The battle began near Spurlock, 
explained Bearss, with the Union 
soldiers and the Confederate soldiers 
moving toward each other. Numer­
ous cannon balls have been found in 
the area by farmers and hunters. 

In his reports, Union General 
James Garfield said he stood on a 

cemetery knoll where he looked over 
the valley. Bearss identified 
Garfield's lookout point as the ridge 
near the junction of old and new 
Route 114. 

The battle was the largest in East­
em Kentucky and helped to secure 
control of the region for the Union. 

Preservation of the site is impor­
tant to bring tourists and dollars into 
the area. 

"When manufacturing (interests) 
look for areas to locate their business 
... they also look for places where the 
local community cares about their 
environment, their history and pro­
tecting resources," Bracken said. 

"It takes a lot of coordination, a lot 
of effort and interest to be put on the

Register," said Bracken. "Having it

Commission 
gives budget 
first review

Wheelwright City Commission­
ers met in special session June 4 to 
discuss various issues concerning 
budgets for the 1992-93 fiSCal year. 

The commission held its budget 
hearing and introduced its budget that 
included $35,729 in general fund 
revenues; utility commission reve­
nue of $299,280 and $483,000 re­
maining in a Community Develop­
ment Block Grant (CDBG); $20,573 
in state revenues; and $36,712 from 
road aid funds. 

City Clerk Mary Ann Johnson told · 
the commission the $483,000 in 
CDBG monies would be used to fin­
ish worlcon the city's sewage system 
which is expected to complete in 
April. 

Commissioners also prioritized 
road and street repair projects that 
would be paid for with the road aid 
funds. 

The top three projects were to 
repair Hall Hollow Road by reinforc­
ing the road to prevent further slip­
page; filling in a large pothole on .79 
Hill; and installing a handrail on a 
sidewalk in the city. Commissioners 
also plan to repair all roadside park­
ing as the budget allows. 

It was also suggested that the util­
ity commission be reminded to repair 
the roads that have been damaged by 
work done on utility lines. 

Commissioners also reminded the 
public that citizens are urged to re­
pon persons seen dumping garbage · 
at a reclaimed mine site in the city. 
Two persons have been caught dump­
ing at the site and commissioners 
said the area would be routinely pa­
trolled by the city police. 

The next regular meeting of the 
commission will be Thw-sday, June 
18at7p.m.atcityhall. Themeetings 
are open to the public.

CONSERVATIVES 
CAGE BIG BIRD

Big Bird, symbol of the excesses 
of the public broadcasting bureauc­
racy, has beeJ1 caged. 

With the battle cry, "this is just the 
beginning," Sen. Bob Dole, R-Kan­
sas, orchestrated a major conserva­
tive victory by driving through a bill 
that would dramatically refonn the 
Corporation for Public Broadcasting 
(CPB). In a recent Senate vote (June 
3) to reauthorize federal funding for 
public broadcasting, conservatives 
attached a set of amendments that 
requires financial accountability, 
program balance and objectivity, and 
higher programming standards. 

Even Congress couldn't bring it­
self to vote against decency. In a 93-
3 vote, Senate liberals joined conser­
vatives to pass program content re­
strictions, defying threats of court 
challenges from broadcasters. The 
restrictions, applicable to both com­
mercial and public broadcasting sys­
tem (PBS) stations, amount to a 
prime-time ban on offensive and 
indecent programming. 

Dole and other conservative lead­
ers also obtained a tough enforce­
ment clause for the 1967 Public 
Broadcasting Act's balance and ob­
jectivity requirement. Under the leg­
islation, public television would have 
a complaint deparunent with power 
to respond. Reports of unfair pro­
grams would be investigated and new 
shows would be commissioned to 
correct imbalances. 

For the first time, too, American 
taxpayers should have access to the 
fmancial statments of PBS. A disclo­
sure amendment requires all recipi­
ents of CPB money to keep their files 
open for three years, and CPB will 
have to publish written reasons for its 
grant decisions. At last, ordinary citi­
zens as well as programming profes­
sionals would be able to keep an eye 
on PBS bureaucrats. 

Even the scandal-ridden Independ­
entTelevision Service(ITVS) is being 
brought under controL ITVS - which 
has not produced a single program in 
four years, despite a $24 million 
budget - would be subject to all the 
rules of CPB. That means financial 
accountabilityandbalancedprogram­
ming at last

ing failed, and CPB will get a 50 
percent budget hike, to $1.1 billion, 
over the next three years. However, 
as part of its campaign for a balanced 
budget amendment, the White House 
has vowed to veto the public broad­
casting bill unless it's trimmed to 
$825 million. The winds of fiSCal 
restraint seem to be blowing in that 
direction: State governors, pressed 
by budget deficits, are cutting public 
broadcasting budgets with little po­
litical cost. New York Gov. Mario 
Cuomo this year, for example, pain­
lessly trimmed $8 million, or about 
one-third, from his state's public 
broadcasting budget. 

Despite hollow claims of triumph, 
the powerful public broadcasting 
lobby was shaken by its pyrrhic vic­
tory. They would like nothing better 
than to shake loose of congressional 
oversight, free to purse a partisan 
agenda at taxpayer expense. 

Ironically, the only way to escaN 
congressional strings is to get public 
broadcasting off the public dole. If 
public television were owned by its 
viewers, contributors would be mak­
ing investments instead of donations, 
buying stocks in a company and par­
ticipating to the fullest extent pos­
sible in corporate management. As a 
publicly held company, with its capi­
tal raised from markets instead of the 
American taxpayer, public broadcast­
ing would enjoy truly insulated fund­
ing. 

Is such a transfonnation possible? 
Indeed, it is. Privatization of broad­
casting has worked in Italy, Spain, 
France and England. It is spreading 
to the fonnerly socialist states of 
Eastern Europe, even to the Conner 
Soviet Union itself. And now, Rep. 
DickArmey,R-Texas,hasintroduced 
a privatization bill in the House. 

So long as it receives federal 
handouts, public broadcasting should 
be subject to at least the same con­
gressional scrutiny as any other gov­
ernment program. There's simply no 
other way to .prevent the abuse of a 
public trust for private and partisan 
purposes.

I am very pleased to report that the 

U.S. Senate has passed my so-called 
"motor-voter" bill to update our 
democracy by making it easier for all 
Americans to register to vote. 

The Senate recently voted 61-to-
38 in favor of this critical legislation 
- S. 250, the National Voter Regis­
tration Act of 1991.

commerce, and listened to their con­
cerns about the economy, and the 
potential for new jobs and industry in 
the state.

Our government should never hide 
from the power of the people.

In Eastern Kentucky, most people 
do not realize the amount of domestic 
violence which still occurs. Domes­
tic violence is any type of abuse, 
emotional, mental or physical be­
tween two people involved in a fam­
ily, marital or live-in relationship. 
Although the abuse may be directed 
toward either parmer, 95 percent of 
the victims are women. Violence may 
occur to some extent in two out of 
three marriages. An average of 3-4 
million women are battered each year 
by their male partners. Domestic 
violence spans all races, economic 
and social classes. 

There are many reasons why 
women stay in abusive relationships. 
Frequently, womenfacedangerwhen 
they attempt to leave a relationship. 
The threats of violence or even death 
are very real to the woman. Also, the 
woman may be emotionally depend­
ent upon the abuser or he may be 
destroying her self-esteem. She may 
think she must keep her marriage 

together because of religious beliefs 
or cultural pressures. Many women 
wantonly the violence to end, not the 
relationship. 

Unless there is an alternative, such 
as a battered women's shelter, many 
feel trapped into staying in abusive 
relationships. There are fifteen shel­
ters in Kentucky. The Big Sandy 
Family Abuse Center serves Floyd, 
Johnson, Magoffin, Martin and Pike 
Counties. The center, third-largest in 
the state, provides many services for 
the abused women and her family. 

One of the most important serv­
ices is emergency shelter for women 
in danger. The center also provides a 
24 hour crisis line which women can 
call for help or just to talk with some­
one who cares. 

Knowing there is an alternative to 
the violence is a great relief. Center 
staff do not tell women what to do, 
but help them sort out their feelings 
and detennine a next step in a safe 
and supportive atmosphere .

This year's edition of Kentucky 
Junior All-Star basketball was un­
veiled at the Paintsville gym this past 
Friday night as this years sophomores 
and juniors gathered to showcase their 
skills. 

From the tip of the first game 
between the East and West sopho­
mores, you could tell that several 
were out of shape and their skills in 
need of tuning. 

However, it was one of the better 
all-star series that has been played 
around here in the past three years. 

While there was no local all-star 
team to battle the sophomores and 
juniors, they played a East/West all­
star exhibition before a sparse crowd.

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Homemade pies-they keep 
getting better! 

Even in our busy work-a-day 
world, Americans still love a good 
pie. That's one reason why pie shops 
have become so popular. 

There's really nothing better than 
a flaky crust homemade pie with your 
favorite filling to set off that special 
meal. And, thanks to modem con­
veniences, homemade pies from 
scratch really aren't that difficult or 
time-consuming to make. 

Here are some interesting facts 
about pies dating back to the "good 
olde days" perhaps you didn't know: 

Ever wonder why a pie is "round"? 
The shape, it turns out, dates back to 
early American colonial homemak­
ers who made pies shallow and round 
trying to s+r-e-t-c-h dry ingredi­
ents-thus "cutting comers." 

And, then there's this in an 1883 
cookbook: 

"In England, the term pie is ap­
plied almost exclusively to savory or 
meat pies. ' (What we now know as 
pies were then arid still are called 
tarts.) 

When it came to making pastry, 
the same book offered the following 
guidelines about ingredients: 

"Flour should be best quality, 
perfectly dry and sifted. If flour is 
damp, the paste made from it will be 
heavy. 

"Butter, unless fresh is used, 
should be washed from the salt, well 
squeezed and wrung in a cloth to get 
out all the water and buttennilk. If 
left in, will help in making paste 
heavy. (Obviously, this applies to 
living on a farm!) 

"Lard should be perfectly sweet. 
This may be generally ascertained by 
its appearance and flavor. 

"Berry pies are generally so juicy 
that they do not cut well. To over­
come this difficulty, the beaten white 
of an egg may be added to thicken the 
juice. But, a better way is to add a 
small quantity of rolled crackers or 
cracker crumbs." 

With ilie trend toward lighter and 
more wholesome foods, baking 
guidelines today are much different 
and easier to follow. 

Pie baking tip: To protect a baked 
crust from getting too brown when 
heating a filling in it, put the pier-

• still in its pan-into a second pan. 
This will keep the crust from receiv­
ing too much heat.

NEWSPAPERS RECYCLED AS 
A SOIL."BED" FOR CROPS 

by Don Comis 

As recycling gains momentum in 
urban areas, many communities are 
still pondering what to do with the 
growing stacks of old newspapers. 

Give them toafarmerorgardener, 
says U.S. Department of Agriculture 
soil scientist James H. Edwards. 

Edwards, with USDA's Agricul­
tural Researcb Service in Auburn, 
Alabama, is growing cotton, corn and 
soybeans on a bed of shredded Ope­
lika-Auburn News and chicken litter 
mixed with soil. His mixture fills a 
trench 4 feet deep and 6 inches wide. 

"You have an ideal environment 
for root growth," he said, adding that 
the adjoining soil is like sandstone. 
"A fmgemail can't penetrate it" 

When cotton plants are grown in 
the mix. roots reach 4 feet deep in­
stead of the usual 6 inches in the 
Southeast. The roots aren't stopped 
by a compacted soil layer called 
'hardpan" that is common to that 
region, he said. "There's no reason 
the mix couldn't be used anywhere in 
the country." 

His mix has 40 percent shredded 
newspaper, 50 percent soil and 10 
percent to 15 percent chicken litter. 
He said the chicken litter decom­
poses the paper rapidly. probably due 
to microbes and ammonia available 
from the litter. 

Edwards said newspapers can 
include "regular newsprint and some 
grades of paper- like color ad in­
serts-that can't otherwise be re­
cycled." 

Whilehe useda4-footdeeptrench, 
"2 feet might be best for commercial 
use," he said. He is also testing the 
mix on the surface and only 6 inches 
deep-applications that would be 

suited to home gardeners. 
Edwards' research at the ARS soil 

dynamics laboratory is starting to 
attract municipalities and industry. 
He said the city of Prattville, Ala­
bama, is "shipping grass clippings, 
leaves, shredded tree limbs and 
stumps here to test the technique as 
an alternative to IandfiUs." He also is 
receiving plant material from cotton 
gins. 

"It's a mistake to call these things 
'waste'. They loosen soil, add or­
ganic matter, provide nutrients and 
beneficially affect soil pH," he said. 

"We'd like to be able to maintain 
the soil at 2 to 4 percent organic 

matter," Edwards said. "In two more 
years, we'll know how well different 
mixtures work." 

One change he will make is to 
lower the amount of chicken litter to 

5 or 6 percent, he said. "Y! e want to 
fmd the percentage needeQ to tum the 
newspaper cellulose into soil -soften­
ing humus without having excess 
nitrates that can harm groundwater."

With the high incidence of diabe­
tes in eastern Kentucky, associated 
eye problems such as diabetic retino­
pathy are more prevalent Diabetic 
retinopathy, a complication of diabe­
tes is the leading cause of new blind­
ness among adults in the United 
States. It is caused by changes in the 
blood vessels of the retina, which 
when damaged may leak fluid or 
blood causing loss of vision. and scar 
tissue. The disease is also likely to 
occur at a younger age in juvenile 
diabetics, who have been diagnosed 
with the condition during their child­
hood or teenage years. 

Macular degeneration, also preva­
lent in our area, is a major cause of 
central vision loss, according to Dr. 
Hazelett. Initsmostcommonfonn of 
occurrence, involutional macular 
degeneration is caused by a break 
down or thinning of the tissues in the 
macula. The macula is the point of 
the retina upon which light rays meet 
as they are focused by the cornea and 
the lens of the eye. When damaged, 
the central part of images appear 
blurred although images around the 
blurred area may be clearly visible. 
Macular degeneration most often 
occurs in older people and is the 
leading cause of impainoent of read­
ing and fme ''close-up" vision in the 
United -States. 

Dt. Hazel en, a native ofPikeville, 
returned to eastem Kentucky to prac­
tice medicine because she wanted to 
be near her family. She is married to 
otolaryngologist, Dr. Greg Hazelett. 

Dt. Hazelett is the daughter of Mr.

For instance, check 
along the side of any extension onto 
the roof- a dormer, for example­
to see that the wall and roof look 
watertight where they join. Check 
around the chimneys for damage to 
the seal. Those are common weak 
points. 

FIRST-TIME BUYERS 
CAN USE SMALL DOWN 
PAYMENTS TO ENTER 

TODAY'S HOUSING MARKET 

By EDen Holbrook 

Mortgage interest rates are at their 
lowest levels in years, and in many 
parts of the country house prices are 
more attractive than they've been in 
decades. Not surprisingly, thousands 
of Americans who have never before 
owned homes are recognizing the 
situation for what it is- a remark­
able opportunity - and are rushing 
to buy. 

Data compiled by researchers, 
shows that more than 40 percent of 
all1991 home purchases in the U.S. 
involved first-time buyers. This was 
the highest level since the mid-eight­
ies. 

In some states the percentage of 
fJI'St-tiffie buyers passed the 60 per­
cent point - the first time such a 
level has been reached since this data 
was fJI'St collected. 

In such a climate, young buyers 
who can't come up with a down 
payment risk missing out on the in­
vestment of a lifetime. 

In some cases. the buyer has more 
than enough income to cover a 
monthly mortgage payment but has 
been unable to save the 20 percent 
down payment required by most 
lenders for ftxed-rate and adjustable­
rate conventional loans. 

Does this mean that only those 
who have a large pile of savings can 
benefit from today's buyers market? 
Absolutely not. 

Alternative lending programs that 
have been around for years can help 
fJI'St-time buyers fmd a mortgage that 
fits within their budget. Two govern­
ment agencies, the Federal Housing 
Authority (FHA) and Veterans 

Administration (VA), can reduce the 
hefty size of that first down payment 
from 10 percent to as low as zero 
percent. The agencies are. not them­
selves lenders. but backers of your 
loan in the event of foreclosure. 

FHA loans are available to all 
families, regardless of income level 
andcommunilf. Theyrequireadown 
paymentofaslittleaszeroorasmuch 
as lO percent, with buyers choosing 
between 15- and 30-year mortgages. 

When searching for a lending 
institution, look for one that handles 
FHA loans and offers automatic 
underwriting with the FHA. This 
service will ensure quick processing 
and help you avoid slow approvals. 

You can pick up an FHA mort­
gage application at any number of 
local lending institutions. Review the 
loan application prior to shopping for 
a house to avoid choosing one that 
doesn't fall within the guidelines set 
by the authority. 

VA loans carry all the same bene­
fits and payment structures as a con­
ventional home loan. They're only 
available, however, to individuals 
who were honorably discharged from 
military service after two or more 
years of active duty or have been on 
active duty for at least 90 days. 

The VA establishes the interest 
rate (usually close to market rates) 
and requires a small down payment. 
VA mortgages are fully assumable if 
you sell the property, and the Veter­
ans Administration does not allow 
lenders to charge a percentage of 
loan principal as interest points. 

A government-backed loan is an 
easy alternative to turning over your 
life savings in order to buy a home. 

Even more importantly, an FHA 
or VA loan can make the difference 
between getting in on this year's 
exceptionally affordable housing 
market or waiting until next year­
which could be too late. 

Obviously, you know you have a 
problem if water is drenching your 
head and you aren't in the shower. 
Other problems might not be as obvi­
ous right away. 

If the roof is old, and you don't 
want to go on the roof, check to see 
that the shingles (assuming they are 
the standard asphalt-fiberglass vari­
ety)aren'tcurlingup, which is a sign 
of age.
