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State board removes Hager 
Floyd superintendent 
first in Kentucky ousted 
under 1990 reform act

Twelve days before his contract 
was scheduled to expire on Ju~ 30, 
Floyd County school superintendent 
Ronald Hager became the first Ken­
tucky superintendent removed from 

• office by the state board of education 
under the 1990 Kentucky Education 
Reform Act 

On Thursday in Frankfort, the 
State Board for Elementary and Sec­
ondary Education unanimously 
adopted the findings of a three­
member board hearing panel which 
found Hager "guilty" on three counts 
of willful neglect of duty and mis­
conduct in office. The state board's 
decision could bring Hager's case 
back to Floyd County, where an 
appeal of the ruling falls into the 
jurisdiction of the Floyd Circuit Court. 

Hager did not attend Thursday's 
state board meeting and a representa­
tive for the firm representing Hager 
told reporters no decision had been 
made concerning an appeal. 

"We will talk to Mr. Hager about 
it and decide whether or not to go to 
court with an appeal," John Fogel 
said. Fogel is an associate of Robert 
Chenoweth who represented Hager 
during the removal hearing. 

Hager has 30 days to file an appeal 
in Floyd Circuit Court. If no chal­
lenge is filed in that time period, the 

~ state board's decision will be final . 
The three-member panel of state 

board members who presided over 
the removal hearing, which began 
May 11, presented their recommen­
dations to the full state board Thurs­
day morning. 

Mter lengthy deliberations, the 
state board found Hager guilty of 
submitting a false financial statement 
of the district's fmances; failure to 
follow state bidding laws when ob­
taining the services of security com­
panies; allowing an unauthorized 
bingo game to operate at Prestonsburg 
High School; failing to reprimand 

._ Martin Elementary principal Bill 
Hughes for filing false financial re­
ports for the school; and failing to 
deposit school construction monies 
into interest bearing accounts at First 

Guaranty National Bank. 
On the charge of filing false an­

nual fmancial reports, the board ruled 
that Hager knowingly and willfully 
failed to include a $345,347 debt to 
the federal government stemming 
from the 1984 nood for fiscal years 
1989 and 1990. 

"Ronald L. Hager's claim that he 
signed (the financial reports) as sec­
retary to the board and not as super­
intendent is a distinction without a 
difference," the state board ruled. 
"The evidence is clear ... that superin­
tendent Ronald L. Hager knew of the 
existence of the obligation ... " 

Concerning the issue of security 
contracts, the board found that"these 
contracts were essentially 'night 
watchman' services" and did not fall 
into the professional services cate­
gory as Hager claimed. 

"The conservative good business 
practice approach would have been 
to bid the services," the board ruled. 

Count three of the charges per­
tained to bingo games at Prestonsburg 
High School, the deficit at Martin 
Elementary and failuretoplaceschool 
construction monies in interest bear­
ing accounts. 

The state board ruled: 
• that Hager's claim that he was 

not aware of the bingo game at the 
high school was not sufficient and 
that he should have monitored the 
situation and called for a full ac­
counting of the funds generated; 

• that Hager failed to timely ad­
dress the false financial statement of 
finances at Martin Elementary and 
that he failed to require the principal 
to submit monthly accounting reports; 
and 

• that Hager failed to follow up on 
the problem that construction monies 
had not been placed in interest bear­
ing accounts after bringing the matter 
to the attention of the bank president 
in June 1990. 

The state board found that Hager 
willfully neglected his duty and "such 
a pattern of willful neglect of duty is 
good and sufficient cause for his 
removal from the office of Superin­
tendent of the Floyd County School 
District."

Conflicting opinions blur 
future of new golf course

Officials at Kentucky's Parks 
Department seem optimistic that the 
proposed development of an 18-hole 
golf course at Jenny Wiley State Park 
will proceed apace, despite a Floyd 
County mine owner's claim to min­
eral rights underneath the property 
and his intent to surface mine land 
adjacent to the project site. 

David May, owner and president 
ofDFM Mining, however, feels that 
any development of the golf course 
project is years away. 

"When we first began leasing (the 
property and mineral rights)," May 
said on Thursday, "we made up a 
map showing all the things that could 
be done on the site after we were 
through. One of those things was the 
golf course project. We had an engi­
neer draw up a map of the golf course 
and presented it to state officials, 
hoping it might help us getourpermit 
through a little faster .... They saw the 
map and then started to build the golf 
course with no land to build it on .... 

Any work that could be done on the 
golf course is four or five years down 
the road." 

That time frame estimate conflicts 
with State Representative Greg 
Stumbo's expectations, however. 
Stumbo said Wednesday that the 
project was moving forward with 
great speed, and that timing was criti­
cal in order for the Parks Department 
to appropriate the estimated $6.5 
million needed for the project from 
the $100 million bond proposal which 
Governor Brereton Jones authorized 
for the 1992-93 fiscal year. 

"Governor Jones did not specify 
what that$100million was to be used 
for," Stumbo said, "but he expressed 
great interest in the Jenny Wiley golf 
course project. If we don't get it off 
the ground soon, we will be unable to 
get the necessary funds. It's now or 
never." 

"I understand Greg's point of 
view," May said. "He'sjust trying to 
get the money for the project .... But 
they've estimated that twenty acres 
are needed for the project, and right 
now there are no more than five acres 

of flat land cleared away. They're 
talking about putting greens up on 
the side of a mountain." 

MarkLovely, commissioner of the 
Parks Department said on Wednes­
day that the main problems lay in the 
need for clarifications in May's 
mining permit application. 

"Until those clarifications can be 
mad~ and they are in the process of 
being made- no other determina­
tions can take place.... However, 
we're very hopeful that all disputes 
will be resolved soon. The project is 
very impressive." 

Humzey Y essin, director of golf 
for the Parks Department concurred. 

"We really feel like the project 
will get off the ground soon," Y essin 
said. "They just have to straighten 
things out with the permit people ... 
fmd out how much recoverable coal 
is in there and find out if its worth 
stripping ... but they tell me there's 
not much left there worth mining. 

"The golf course will be the big­
gest boost to the economy over there 
that the mountains have seen in years," 
he added. 

State goes 
west to 
check out

The board voted unanimously 
Tuesday to begin contract negotia­
tions with William D. Zitterkopf of 
Scottsbluff, Nebraska, who emerged 
as the fmalist for superintendent of 
schools. Zitterkopf is currently em­
ployed as superintendent of the 
Minatare Public School District in 
Nebraska. 

Education department spokesman 
Jim Parks, said Wednesday that 
Thomas will arrive in Nebraska Fri­
day to interview personnel in the 
school system and community con­
cerning Zittcrkopf. 

Thomas' journey to Nebraska is 
on behalf ofEducation Commissioner 
Thomas Boysen who has an informal 
agreement wilh school board chair­
man Ray "Shag" Campbell to ap­
prove the board's candidate. Boysen 
will determine if Zitterkopf is quali­
fied for lhe position of superinten­
dent. 

"Dr. Thomas should be fmished 
with his review by Saturday and we 
could have a decision as early as 
Tuesday," Parks said Wednesday. 
"Dr. Thomas will meet with mem­
bers of the community and people 
who have worked with Zitterkopf." 

The announcement of an agree­
ment between Campbell and Boysen 
to ratify the board'schoice came after 
in April after Boysen announced an 
indepth joint investigation the state 
and lhe Office of Education Ac­
countability into the Floyd County 
School System. 

A 39-membcr team of investiga­
tors arrived in the county May 22 and 
set up camp for a week to review the 
fiscal and instructional management 
of the system, personnel and school 
construction projects.

The state frre marshal's office has 
given officials at the Floyd County 
Landfill the approval to resume op­
erations after the discovery of a natu­
ral gas leak at the site. 

David Cooley, director of the 
Floyd County Solid Waste Depart­
ment said on Thursday that Fire 
Marshal Robert Lewis ordered the 
landfill shut down at approximately 4 
p.m. Wednesday following Division 
of Solid Wao;te Management inspec­
tor Ed Harris' discovery of the leak. 

Although the exact source of the 
leak has not yet been determined, 
Dale Mancuso, spokesman for the 
frre marshal's office, said Thursday 

that it was believed that the leak is­
sued from a deteriorated casing on an 
active natural gas well nr.ar the site 
that is owned by Ashland Oil, Incor­
porated. 

Two representatives from Ash­
land Oil inspected the well Thursday, 
under the supervision of Robert 
Deskins of the Martin Department of 
Mines and Minerals Oil and Gas 
Division, Linden Fields of the state 
Office of Occupational Safety and 
Health and officials from lhe Envi­
ronmental Protection Agency. 

Floyd County Solid Waste trucks 
continued garbage pick-up Thursday, 
but diverted loads to landfi lls in 
Magoffin and Perry counti . 

The landfill's access road Will re­
open today, Friday, only to author-

ized personnel. Public usage is strictly 
prohibited. Cooley said that another 
site would be designated for private 
citizens to dump their trash. 

Cooley also said that further study 
would be made to properly ventilate 
the area, and that provisions would 
be made in the site's closure plan to 
allow for ventilation and capping of 
the well. 

Cooley added that the leak should 
have no bearing on Floyd County's 
agreement with the state Department 
of Natural Resources to keep the 
landfill open past the June 30 dead­
line for bringing it up to the new 
stricter standards imposed by a 1m 
law.

Court of Appeals rules : 

No mining without owner·s consent

A Floyd County couple won a 
major battle last week against a coal 
company last week when the state 
Court of Appeals ruled that their 
property could not be stripped of coal 
without their permission. 

MarionandPattyTaylor, who live 
near Printer, filed a lawsuit against 
George Barnett, who sold the Tay-

lors 225 acres of land in 1971. Bar­
nett leased the surface rights to that 
land a few months before he sold it to 
the Taylors. The mineral rights to the 
property were severed from the sur­
face by a 1903 deed. 

The Court of Appeals ruled that 
under the 1988 broad-form deed 
amendment to Kentucky's 
Constitution, the Taylor's had the 
right to prohibit strip mining of their 
land. Coal Mac Inc., Triple Elkhorn 

Mining and CSX Minerals own the 
mineral rights on Taylor's propeny. 

'This wasn 'taboutmoney, I dido 't 
want my land destroyed," Taylor said 
Thursday. "The entire ridgeline is 
gone. If it was up to me, they'd be up 
there with cement putting my rocks 
back. It's been a nightmare." 

Taylor said Coal Mac strip mined 
38 acres of his property while his 
lawsuit made its way through the 
coun system.

"I can't recoup my land, but fi­
nally somebody has said you were 
right and they were wrong," Taylor 
said. "I hope it's over and that this 
decision will help other people in 
similar situations. There is justice." 

The ruling said that Barnett had no 
rightto control the surface because of 
the 1903 deed. The court ruled that 
the Taylors "held title to the surface 
when the constitutional amendment 
was adopted and it could only benefit 
them."

Cooley also stressed that Floyd 
County had received no special treat­
ment in acquiring the agreed order, 
citing complaints from officials in 
other counties whose landfills are 
also threatened by the tougher law. 

"Floyd County's extension applies 
only to the planning phase (of the 
improvements)," Cooley said. "As 
far as meeting the new standards, we 
have the same deadline." 

Cooley also took offense to lan­
guage in the agreed order that im­
plied that Floyd County had no certi­
fied operator and manager of the 
landfill site. 

"I've been a certified operator for 
ten years and a certified manager for 
five," Cooley said. 

Floyd County is in the process of 
drilling the required groundwater 
wells and installing monitors, Cooley 
said, and he added that initial core 
sample studies of the landfill's clay 
liner were eneouraging.

Brown 
said that at the time of the accident, 
city officials were under the false 
impression that the city was insured 
through Hatton-Allen due to an oral 
agreement 

The city council voted Wednes­
day to empower Brown to negotiate a 
settlement with the Hatton-Allen 
agency.

Introduction 
On Monday, May 11, 1992, a 

three-member panel of the Kentucky 
State Board for Elementary and Sec­
ondary Education met at the Depart­
ment of Education, State Board 
Room, in Frankfort, Kentucky for the 
purpose of hearing evidence on the 
charges against the above-named 
Respondent which were preferred by 
Dr. Thomas C. Boysen, Chief State 
School Officer, Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education. 

The Petitioner was represented by 
theHonorableStephenD. Wolnitzek, 
Attorney at Law, Covington, Ken­
tucky. The Respondent was repre­
sented by the Honorable Robert L. 
Chenoweth, Attorney At Law, 
Frankfort, Kentucky. 

The Kentucky State Board for 
Elementary and Secondary Educa­
tion was represented by the Honor­
able Brent L. Caldwell, Deputy At­
torney General, Office of Attorney 
General, Commonwealth of Ken­
tucky, Frankfort, Kentucky. Mem­
bers of said Board panel present 
during the entire hearing of this ac­
tion were the following: Jane Joplin­
Evans; Helen Mountjoy; and Wade 
Mountz. 

The hearing on this matter con­
venedonMonday,May 11, 1992and 

• concluded on May 13, 1992. There­
after, the Board panel began delib­
eration on the pending charges and 
on Thursday, June 18, 1992, pre­
sented their recommendation to the 
full board.

After due deliberation and con­
sideration of the charges pending 
against the Respondent, the State 
Board in open session voted unani­
mously to find the Respondent guilty 
of the following charges:

Findings of ract and order 
Pursuant to KRS 156.132(6) the 

Board, if it votes to remove a board 
member," ... shall prepare written fmd­
ings specifying which charge or 
charges it found to be the basis for 
removal." 

After a review of the entire tran­
script of evidence and all exhibits 
and after the due deliberations of the 
charges in relation to the evidence, 
the Kentucky State Board for Ele­
mentary and Secondary Education 

• makes the following Findings ofF act 
and Order: 

Count#l 
Cowlt # 1 of the charges against 

Superintendent Ronald L. Hager al­
leges that he did knowingly and will­
ingly misrepresented the true finan­
cial condition of the Royd County 
School District for the fiscal years 
ending June 30, 1989 and June 30, 
1990 by filing and executing and 
causing to be filed fraudulent annual 
fmancial reports. The Board hereby 
fmds that while the 1988-1989 fman­
cial report failed to note the existence 
of an obligation to the U.S. Govern­
ment in the amount of $345,347.00 
the evidence is insufficient to fmd 
that the alleged debt or obligation of 
$345,347.00 had been established by 
the government at the time the fman­
cial report was due. To the contrary, 
the evidence presented by the depart­
ment establishes through Exhibit 6 
attached to the charges that the first 
official notice of the existence of the 
obligation was by letter dated Janu­
ary 26, 1990when Charles E. Hansen, 
Acting Director, Impact Aid Program, 
U.S. Department of Education sent a 
letter to Superintendent Ronald L. 
Hager requesting refund 10 the Fed­
eral Government in the amount of 
$345,347.00. The evidence is clear 
and the Board so finds that Superin­
tendent Ronald L. Hager did have 
this demand letter and made minimal 

attempts 10 get the debt forgiven by 
the Federal Government The evi­
dence is clear that the debt was dis­
cussed by the team of state depart­
ment representatives and local school 
officials on more than one occasion 
in the context of advising them of the 
existence of the obligation and of the 
demand for payment and seeking their 
assistance and counsel as to how to 
have the debt forgiven. As superin­
tendent of the Royd County School 
District, Superintendent Ronald L. 
Hager was responsible for the prepa­
ration of the financial report. Even 
though he was receiving assistance 
form the State Department of Educa­
tion and their management assistance 
personnel, the Board fmds from the 
evidence that at the time the annual 
fmancial report was prepared for the 
fiScal year ending June 30, 1990, the 
Department of Education personnel 
and their management assistant per­
sonnel were not present. The report 
was prepared under the direction of 
Superintendent Ronald L. Hager and 
was signed by Superintendent Ronald 
L. Hager as Secretary of the Aoyd 
County Board of Education. Exhibit 
2 is the Annual Financial Report for 
fiScal year 1990 and Superintendent 
Ronald L. Hager signed that report in 
his capacity as Secretary of the Aoyd 
County Board of Education and cer­
tified that the information contained 
in that report was true and correct to 
the best of his knowledge. Superin­
tendent Ronald L. Hager's claim that 
he signed Exhibit 2 as Secretary 10 
the Board and not as Superintendent 
is a distinction without a difference. 
The report further indicated that 
Ronald L. Hager signed the report 
certifying that it contained all known 
obligations of the Board of Educa­
tion. The evidence is clear and the 
Board so finds that Superintendent 
Ronald L. Hager knew of the exis­
tence of the obligation and failed to 
include the obligation as a debt in the 
annual fmancial report for the fiscal 
year ending June 20, 1990. As are­
sult of the failure to include this obli­
gation in the financial report of the 
Aoyd County School District ap­
peared to be in the "black" and not in 
a deficit situation which would have 
allowed the State Department of 
Edueation and State Board for Ele­
mentary and Secondary Education to 
intervene in the school district pursu­
ant to KRS 160.550. The record also 
shows that the debt to the federal 
government of$345,34 7.00 was ulti­
mately recommended to be paid by 
Superintendent Ronald L. Hager just 
prior to his suspension on or about 
Apri110, 1992. The Board so fmds 
that such conduct on the part of 
Superintendent Ronald L. Hager in 
presenting this fraudulent financial 
report constitutes misconduct in of­
fice in violation of KRS 156.132 
(1 )(2) and constitutes good and suffi­
cientcausefor his immediate removal 
from office as Superintendent of the 
Aoyd County School District. 

Count#2 
Count #2 charges thatSuperinten­

dentRonald L. Hager failed to follow 
the bid law set out in KRS 424.260 
requiring bids through public adver­
tisement for security services ren­
dered to the Aoyd County School 
District. Superintendent Ronald L. 
Hager argued that security service 
contracts entered into with five dif­
ferent companies constitutes profes­
sional services which do not have to 
be bid pursuant to KRS 424.260. 
Professional services are an excep­
tion to the requirement for advertis­
ing for public bids. The Board fmds 
that the services rendered pursuant to 
these contracts were essentially "night 
watchman" services performed by 
deputy sheriffs and others who were 
making a wage just above the mini­
mum wage at that time. The Board 
further fmds that prior to July 13, 
1990 each of the five security compa­
nies was paid an amount in excess of 
$7,500.00peryear in violation of the 
law which requires the amount paid 
over $7,500.00 to be bid and from 
July 13, 1990 until approximately 
September of 1991 amounts in ex­
cess of $10,000.00 were paid per 
year in violation of the bid Jaw which 
required that amounts exceeding 
$10,000.00 be bid. The Board fmds 
that the total amounts paid by the 
school board over the time period in 
questionexceed$120,000.00peryear 
under all of the contracts. The Board 
is of the opinion, and so finds that 
"professional services" are services 
normally rendered by persons en­
gaged in the traditional professions 
including, but not limited to services 
rendered by Doctors, Attorneys, 
Certified Public Accountants, Archi­
tects, and Engineers. The Board fur­
ther finds that night watchman serv­
ices do not fall into this category of 
"professional services" in the tradi­
tional and legal sense. Therefore, the 
Board finds that the security services 
which were provided to the Aoyd 

County School District should have 
been bid that amount of money ex­
pended pursuant to these contract 
violates the bid law as set out in KRS 
424.260. Notwithstanding this fmd­
ing, iftherewasany question in Super­
intendent Ronald L. Hager's mind, 
the conservative good business prac­
tice approach would have been to bid 
the services. Superintendent Ronald 
L. Hager as the person who is charged 
with the responsibility of managing 
the school district.failed to properly 
adhere to the requirements of the bid 
law and such failure on his part con­
stitutes misconduct in office in viola­
tion of KRS 156.132 and constitutes 
good and sufficient cause for his 
removal from the office of Superin­
tendent of the Aoyd County School 
District. 

Count#3 
Count #3 charges Superintendent 

Ronald L. Hager with failure to prop­
erly follow the mandate of KRS 
160.370 and KRS 160.390 in that he 
alleged to have willfully neglected 
his duties by allowing the continuous 
operation of at least one unauthor­
ized bingo game for four years at the 
Prestonsburg High School and failed 
to require an internal accoWiting of 
the funds derived from the bingo 
games pursuant to 702 KAR 3: 130; it 
further alleges that he failed to insure 
the payment of inte~st on two con­
struction accounts maintained by the 
school district for a period of time of 
approximately three years which 
resulted in the loss to the school dis­
trict of a significant amount of inter­
est over the time period in question. 
CoWlt #3 also charges that Superin­
tendent Ronald L. Hager failed to 
timely address and correct the filing 
of a false year end financial report by 
a principal of one of the schools in his 
district wherein the principal is al­
leged to have misrepresented the 
fmancial condition of his school 
knowing that the school had a deficit 
of over $15,000.00 

In relation to all the allegation 
concerning the unauthorized bingo 
game, Superintendent Ronald L. 
Hager testified that he was not aware 
of the bingo game at the Prestonsburg 
High Sc~091 during !)le several years 
that it Ml8 'in opetacltih alrtd' ditt n'bt 
require an internal accounting of the 
monies generated from such activity 
because he was unaware of the activ­
ity. The evidence is clear and the 
Board so fmds that the bingo games 
were operated at least as early as 
1987 until 1991 and that the bingo 
games generated significant sums of 
revenue (e.g., an $80,000 set offoot­
ball bleachers, $60,000 academic ath­
letic support, and a truck for use by 
the school principal), notwithstand­
ing the legality of the bingo itself. 
Further, the Board finds that neither 
the organization or the Aoyd County 
School District executed any written 
documents either consenting to the 
use of school facilities or leasing 
facilities to the organization conduct­
ing the bingo games, and thus the 
Board finds that Superintendent 
Ronald L. Hager did not comply with 
the policies of the local board. KRS 
160.370requires the Superintendent, 
as the chief executive agent of the 
local board of education to attend to 
the business affairs of the school 
district. The Board finds that the 
Superintendent, and other school 
employees who actually operated the 
bingo game, failed to account for the 
funds received and the Board is of the 
opinion, and so fmds, that this bingo 
operation should have been a matter 
which the Superintendent monitored 
very closely. As a result the Board 
fmds that the actions of Superinten­
dent Ronald L. Hager in failing to 
properly supervise this matter consti­
tutes willful neglect of duty on his 
part and is evidence of his failure to 
properly manage the business affairs 
of the local school district. 

Paragraph B of Count #3 of the 
charges against Superintendent 
Ronald L. Hager again charges that 
he failed to properly attend to the 
business affairs of the school district 
as required by KRS 160.370 by fail­
ing to see that two construction ac­
counts earned interest which would 
benefit the school district Superin­
tendentRonaldL. Hager testified that 
he fust learned that no interest was 
being paid on these accounts from 
conversation on the street in June of 
1990. Upon hearing this information 
he then checked with the bank presi­
dent concerning the matter in June of 
1990. The interest did not begin to 
accrue on the accounts until March of 
1991 some nine months after Super­
intendent Ronald L. Hager brought 
this matter to the attention of the bank 
president TheBoardfmds that Super­
intendent Ronald L. Hager failed 10 
follow up on the interest problem 
during this period of time and the 
school district lost substantial inter­
est income because of his failure to 
properly manage the school district 

in regard to the payment of interest. 
The Board further finds that no inter­
est was paid on these accounts by 
virtue of the testimony of three wit­
nesses, Superintendent Ronald L. 
Hager, Calvin Cranfield, CPA, and 
Kevin Stumbo, Vice President, First 
Guaranty National Bank of Martin. 
The Board further finds that S uperin­
tendent Ronald L. Hager failed to 
properly manage the business affairs 
of the school district by failing to see 
that the local school district policy 
concerning the investments as set out 
in the Respondent's Exhibits #27 and 
#28 were followed in regard to the 
payment of interest on investments. 
The Board further finds that the fail­
ure to pay interest on the two con­
struction accounts resulted in a sig­
nificant loss of money to the school 
district. 

Su~rintendent Ronald L. Hager 
argued that the duty to insure pay­
ment of interest on deposits was the 
duty of the Treasurer of the Board of 
Education and of the Board of Edu­
cation itself pursuant to 160.560 and 
160.570. Those statues do place cer­
tain duties and responsibilities on the 
local board and the Treasurer of the 
local board. However, pursuant to 
KRS 160.370 the Superintendent as 
the executive agent of the board has 
the duty to properly manage and at­
tend to the business affairs of the 
school district and did not do so in 
relation 10 the issue of paying inter­
est In fact, Superintendent Ronald L. 
Hager failed to see that interest was 
paid upon these accounts for a period 
of nine months after he became aware 
of the problem. As a result of the 
failure of the school district the Board 
fmds that Superintendent Ronald L. 
Hager has willfully neglected his du­
ties as Superintendent as required by 
law. 

Paragraph C of CoWlt #3 alleges 
that Superintendent Ronald L. Hager 
failed to timely address the false fi­
nancial report submitted by a princi­
pal of a local school which showed a 
positive balance in an internal ac­
count when in fact the balance was a 
deficit balance. The Board fmds as a 
matter of fact that the account was 
deficit (See Respondent's Exhibit 1, 
August 3, 1990) even though the 
1989-190 annual financial report for 
that school showed a positive 'bat-

ance. The evidence supports the find­
ing that an audit conducted by the 
Kentucky Department of Education 
in November of 1990 identified the 
deficit and recommended that the 
principal be reprimanded for falsify­
ing the 1989-1990 report and further 
recommended that the deficit ac­
counts be paid off under the supervi­
sion of the central offices. The Board 
further fmds that the Office of Edu­
cation Accountability in April of 1991 
conducted an audit and found that the 
deficit still existed in the approxi­
mate amount of $18,000.00 despite 
the fact that Superintendent Hager 
and the District had been notified of 
the problem by the Department of 
Education audit in November of 1990. 
Additional testimony presented by 
the witness for the Office of Educa­
tion Accountability establishes the 
fact that Superintendent Hager was 
advised of this matter on May 23, 
1991 in person by Office of Educa­
tion Accountability and by letter from 
Office of Education Accountability 
dated May 28, 1991. Further, by Jet­
ter dated July 12, 1991 the Office of 
Education Accountability requested 
that Superintendent Ronald L. Hager 
advise the Office of Education Ac­
countability of steps taken to resolve 
this problem. Finally, the evidence 
establishes that by letter dated Au­
gust 6, 1991 from Superintendent 
Ronald L. Hager to Mr. PhiUip B. 
Austin of the Office of Education 
Accountability, and denoted as Ex­
hibit 22 with the statement of charges, 
that Superintendent Ronald L. Hager 
took certain steps to resolve this 
problem with the principal. The letter 
also indicates that at that time Super­
intendent Ronald L. Hager issued a 
reprimand against the principal for 
failing to correct this problem. 

Superintendent Ronald L. Hager 
argues that nearly a year is not un­
timely in relation to his efforts 10 
clarify and resolve this problem 
concerning the false fmancial report 
by the school principal. Respondent's 
Exhibit #27 and #28 sets forth Board 
policies dealing with internal accounts 
and requires that monthly accounting 
reports be submitted for all internal 
accounts at the local schools. There is 
no evidence before this Board that 
Superintendent Ronald L. Hager 

required the principal to submit 
monthly accounting reports which 
would have been a major step in 
trying to resolve the problem of the 
deficit in this matter. The Board is of 
the opinion, and so finds, that Super­
intendent Ronald L. Hager willfully 
failed to do his duty as Superinten­
dent when he allowed this matter 
concerning a deficit internal school 
account to exist nearly a year without 
resolving the problem. The Board 
fmds that such actions on the part of 
the Superintendent are not timely in 
relation to his duty to properly man­
age the business affairs of the district 
and constitutes willful neglect of duty. 

In conclusion as to count #2 and 
subparagraphs a,b, and c the board 
finds that Superintendent Ronald L. 
Hager willfully neglected his duty in 
these mauers and such a pattern of 
willful neglect of duty is good and 
sufficient cause for his removal from 
the office of Superintendent of the 
Floyd County School District. 

Conclusion and Order 
The Kentucky State Board for 

Elementary and Secondary Educa­
tion having considered the evidence 
presented to it in the hearing tran­
scripts and having heard the panel's 
recommendations as to the disposi­
tion of the charges has now hereby 
voted to fmd the respondent, Super­
intendent Ronald L. Hager, guilty of 
the charges setout in Count#], Count 
#2, and Count #3 in the fmdings of 
fact, and the State Board being other­
wise sufficiently advised, IT IS 
HEREBY ORDERED, that theRe­
spondent, Superintendent Ronald L. 
Hager is guilty of all the charges now 
pending against him and is hereby 
removed as Superintendent of the 
Aoyd County School District pursu­
ant to KRS 156.132 for the violations 
that are found and set out in the find­
ings of fact.

Dunng the nextl5 months a team 
of engineers, economists, and others 
put together by Wilbur Smith & 
Associates, prime contractor, and 
Howard Needles Tammen & Ber­
gendoff will detennine the feasibility 
of an east-west TransAmerica trans­
portation corridor. Our own Kentucky 
Transportation Center is among the 

agencies on the study team. 
The contract for the study was 

scheduled to be signed last week af­
ter review and approval by Missouri 
Highway & Transportation 
Department's legal staff. Missouri is 
the lead agency forthecorridorstates. 

The study, according to 
MH&TD's Lou Hancock, is an open 
ended look at what transportation 
needs are through the coast-to-coast 
corridor and how they can best be 
met-highway, rail, pipeline. 

Questions the study will attempt 
to answer include: 

Is there a need for a coast-to-coast 
land bridge that could provide for 
heavy freight an efficient alternative 
to the Panama Canal and existing rail 
lines and highways? 

Would the corridor be an efficient 
use of resources to stimulate eco­
nomic growth and development in

Public Broadcasting Bill 
is good for Kentucky 

I am pleased to report that the U.S. 
Senate has voted 84 to 11 to reauthor­
ize the Corporation for Public Broad­
casting. 

With this vote, the Senate has once 
again turned back the assaults of those 
who seek to limit the independence 
or weaken the federal support long 
enjoyed by public radio and televi­
sion stations across this state and 
nation. 

Our Senate debate showed once 
again that public broadcasting is 
anything but the so-called elite op­
eration conjured up by a few mis­
guided critics in the Congress and 
elsewhere. 

Public broadcasting is a highly 
successful enterprise now receiving 
most of its support from non-federal 
sources. 

It provides millions of hardwork­
ing American families with sorely 
needed educational, community-serv­
ice and public-affairs programs they 
simply could not find anywhere else. 

In my opinion, our Senate vote 
was a resounding victory for all of 
these Americans, including the many 
Kentuckians who have come to rely 
on Kentucky Educational Television 
(KET) and other public-broadcast­
ing outlets across our Common­
wealth. 

Support from the Corporation for 
Public Broadcasting helps KET to 
broadcast Sesame Street, NOV A, 
Masterpiece Theater, the famed Civil 
War series and many other high­
quality, family-oriented programs. 

These programs help thousands 
of faro ilies to provide the best educa­
tion for their children, particularly in 
the 40 percent of Kentucky without 
access to cable. They also help KET 
to gain much needed attention and 

relatively undeveloped parts of the 
nation? 

If the entire corridor is not needed 
are there segments that should be 
developed? 

If there is a highway should it be a 
high-speed Interstate type-facility or 
should it be a scenic highway built 
for vacation travel? 

Is it feasible to do anything? There 
are those who would lilce to see "1-
66" as a comprehensive demonstra­
tion program or emerging transporta­
tion technologies, to guide the 
nation's and world's transportation 
planning during the next century. At 
any rate, the study will take a paper 
look at new technologies and make 
some recommendations. 

KBT has, of course, maintained 
that the Interstate highway construc­
tion program should be continued as 
a separate funding category, and it 
has essentially been continued, albeit 
under-funded, in the 1991 Surface 
Transportation Act's Sec. 1105, High 
Priority Corridors. This section de­
clares Congress to have found: 

" ... Many regions of theN ation are 
not now adequately served by the 
Interstate System or comparable 
highways and require further high­
way development in order to serve 
the travel and economic development 
of the region; and ... the development 
of transportation corridors is the most 
efficient and effective way 
of...promoting economic develop­
ment" 

The feasibility study for I-66 is in 
this section, along with some 29 other 
specifically funded projects-primar­
ily segments of "high priority corri­
dors." The projects represent a back­
log of needed Interstate-type facili­
ties, and they are for the most part 
only partially funded. 

There are major areas of the na­
tion and our state that have been "left 
out" of the Interstate program. The 1-
66 study offers the hope that some of 
these areas will be included and will 
be able to start to compete more ef-

support for a wide range of purely 
instructional, cultural and public 
service programs. 

The Corporation also provides 
limited but vital support for other 
public stations that have won acclaim 
for a variety of educational and infor­
mational programs in Kentucky. 

We are fortunate to have WKPC­
TV in Louisville, WKYU-TV in 
Western Kentucky, WNKU-FM at 
Northern Kentucky University, 
WKMS-FM at Murray State Univer­
sity, four public-radio stations at 
Western Kentucky University and 
other outstanding public broadcast­
ing stations in our state. 

I have supported public broad­
casting for 25 years. As a member of 
the General Assembly I supported 
the bond issue to build the KET sys­
tem. As Governor, I worked with 
many others to develop the system's 
GED program, which has furthered 
the education of so many Kentuckians 
over the years. 

Kentuckians understand that pub­
lic broadcasting is a success story in 
our state. They understand the role of 
public broadcasting in educating our 
children and keeping us infonned on 
such vital issues as health care and 
educational refonn, one critical area 
in which our state now ieads the na­
tion. 

I know we can count on Ken­
tuckians to send a strong message to 
Washington: Our bill to improve the 
future of our children through en­
hanced support of public broadcast­
ing should be cleared by a House 
Senate conference committee and 
passed without delay. If the President 
vetoes this bill, it should become the 
first veto to be over-ridden by the 
Congress during this presidency. 

fectively in the nation's economy. 
If the study is positive it is critical 

to move ahead as quickly as possible. 
Getting preliminary engineering 
funded in theFY '94 budget doesn't 
leave any time to sit around and look 
at the study. but most of the corridor, 
like Kentucky, doesn't need a study 
to detennine an Interstate-type high­
way facility-at a minimum-is criti­
cally needed. And, that's why we've 
urged our Congressional Delegation 
to work to get some funding (at least 
$30 million) to allow the project to 
get a start in FY '94.

The Commonwealth's Folk 
Heroes & Rogues

From the early days of settlement 
to modem statehood, the Common­
wealth has produced a brash breed of 
people known for their exuberant 
exploits. 

Once a rowdy frontier state, Ken­
tucky has contributed many colorful 
characters and legends to American 
folklore-individuals such as Daniel 
Boone, Kit Carson and Abraham 
Lincoln achieved mythic status in 
American history long ago. 

Others, like the murderous Harpe 
brothers, the notorious James gang 
and the feuding Hatfield and McCoy 
tribes, have earned a special place in 
Back Home in Kentucky's "Rogues' 
Gallery." 

Goodandbad,familiarandshock­
ing, these people have contributed to 
Kentucky's tradition and sense of 
identity. This is the fourth in a series 
of eight vignettes focusing on the 
Commonwealth's folk heroes and 
rogues. 

Davis' Kentucky Glorious, 
Virtuous 

Considered a martyr by Confed­
erate sympathizers, another of the 
state's native sons became a presi­
dent. Jefferson Davis, born on June 3, 
1808 in Fairview, was the only presi­
dent of the Confederate States of 
America. 

Born less than 100 miles from 
Lincoln's bir&place, Davis and his 
family moved to Mississippi, but he 
returned to Kentucky in 1815 to at-

temporal arteritis exists, it can be 
readily recognized by microscopic 
study. Once the diagnosis is estab­
lished, cortisone is used to relieve the 
arteritis and to alleviate the head­
aches associated with it 

I want to emphasize that the con­
dition is relatively rare. Patients with 
headaches should not focus on this 
condition and assume that they have 
this disorder. 

Many patients who suffer from 
headaches suffer from the "I too" 
syndrome. Sufferers from headaches 
very often relay to others the charac­
ter of the headaches which seems to 
resemble another's. The result is 
almost invariably an exchange of 
medication. A headache sufferer 
becomes enthusiastic about a par­
ticular drug and is anxious to pass it 
on to a friend. Great care must be 
taken that this seemingly generous 
offering of drugs be avoided. It takes 
a great deal of discriminating judg­
ment for doctors and specialists in 
the field of headaches to separate one 
condition from another. It is for this 
reason that many headache clinics 
have been established in hospitals as 
separate entities in order to study the 
vast variety of headaches. 

school in Springfield. He later at­
tended Transylvania University in 
Lexington before attending West 
Point. 

Prior to the Civil War, Davis 
served in the U.S. House of Repre­
sentatives, the U.S. Senate, was sec­
retary of war under President Fran­
klin Pierce, and fought in the Mexi­
can War. 

In his last visit to his birthplace in 
1886, Davis said: "Kentucky, my 
own, my native land. God grant that 
peace and plenty may ever run 
throughout your borders. God grant 
that your sons and daughters may 
ever rise to illustrate the fame of their 
dead fathers and that wherever the 
name of Kentucky is mentioned, 
every hand shall be lifted and every 
head bowed for all that is grand, all 
that is glorious, all that is virtuous, all 
that is honorable and manly." 

Davis died in New Orleans on 
December 6, 1889. A monument to 
Davis stands near his birthplace in 
Fairview.

EDELL HEALTH NOTES 
DOOM! GLOOM! WATCH 

OUT! ... Sensational stories seem to 
be newspaper editors' favorites when 
it comes to reporting health news. 
This is confirmed in a study by Gid­
eon Koren, of the Ontario Ministry of 
Health, and his colleague Naomi 
Klein. 

They looked at how newspapers 
covered two back-to-hack stories 
published in the March 20, 1991 , 
issue of the Journal of the American 
Medical Association (JAMA). One 
of the reports showed that radiation 
exposure causes higher cancer rates; 
the other showed no radiation effect 
on cancer risk. 

Guess which story got the most 
press? The JAMA story showing a 
cancer connection received by far the 
most coverage. 

The trouble with ignoring or 
downplaying those studies that show 
"no adverse effects" is that it skews 
people's abiiity to make fully in­
formed health decisions. I hope this 
new report has some effect on health 
news coverage, but I'm not optimis­
tic.

CAFFEINE-FREE ISN'T 

TROUBLF-FREE ... They say in 
some parts of the country that if you 
don't Jike the weather you should 
wait five minutes for it to change. If 
you'reacoffee drinker, you might do 
the same while following the coffee 
health news, which seems to change 
daily. Right now, anyway, it looks 

like cloudy skies for decaf drinkers. 
In a Stanford University study, 

181 healthy, nonsmoking men drank 
three to six cups of caffeinated coffee 
daily for two months. A third of the 
men stuck with this routine for an­
other couple of months, another third 
switched to decaf, and the rest gave 
up all coffee. In the end, the men who 
had switched to decaf suffered the 
most; every one showed an increase 
in his level of LDL cholesterol, the 
artery-clogging kind. The other men 
showed no change. 

These results suggest that caffeine 
is not the cholesterol culprit in cof­
fee; it's something in the decaf-

feinated version that does the darn­
age. I'm not too worried; this is one 
coffee drinker who's waiting for the 
next weather report.

Powerlifting returns as 26 lifters 
compete in Bench Press Contest 

Powerlifting for many local lift­
ers, both experienced and novice, took 
place recently at the Top Dog Gym 

._ here in Prestonsburg as 26 contest­
ants from around the area partici­
pated in the event. 

Top Dog Gym hosted the ftrSt 
annual powerlifting outing and they 
came as far as away as Ashland and 
Virginia. 

The 261ifters showed up to com­
pete in the bench press event which 
was not a sanctioned powcrlifting 
meet but did abide by all of the rules 
of the United States Powcrlifting 
Federation (USPF) except for cloth­
ing. The USPF has been the foremost 
governing body for powerlifting in 
the world. The Kentucky state chair­
man for the USPF, Don Fields of 
Prestonsburg, also took part in the 
meet. The meet was sponsored by 
Pro-Fitness, John R. McKinney, 
operator of Top Dog Gym. 

Fields comes with a pretty im­
pressive record in body building and 
power lifting. He has been in personal 
fitness training since 1984 having 
competed for the past 12 years. 

Fields operates his own body 
building gym in Prestonsburg where 
he gives personal training instead of 
taking on groups. 

"We use a video camera and they 
can see their mistakes and it helps 
them to learn," explained Fields, who 
said he will train anyone who wants 
to work at it. 

The judges for the contest were 
David Willett of Pikeville, a Ken­
tucky state certified referee for the 
USPF, Charles May of Hindman and 
Clinton Hurley ofPikeville, both state 
record holders in the sport of power­
lifting. 

The men's teenage division was 
divided into age groups of 16-17 and 
18-19yearoldcompetitorsandjudged 
by body weight formula to determine 
who was the strongest, pound for 
pound. 

In the 16-17 age group, Otis Steele 
of Ashland pressed 285 for first, fol­
lowed by John Collins ofW eeksbury 
and Shawn Adams of Norton, Vir­
ginia.
