The man recommended by state 
Education Commissioner Thomas 
Boysen to be Floyd County's next 
superintendent of schools has exten­
sive experience in various areas of 
education. 

Steven Towler, whose contract 
with the Hardin County Board of 
Education expiresJ une 30, was super­
intendent of that district for the past 
10 years and said he wants to "make 
a big impact somewhere, wherever I 
land." 

Towler, 4 7, made those comments 
in a farewell reception held June 1 in 
Hardin County. 

InanarticlepublishedintheNews­
Enterprize in Elizabethtown, Hardin 
County deputy superintendent Ray 
Story said Towler will be remem­
beredfor the improvements in school 
facilities and a policy regulating high 
school attendance. 

The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation planned to interview Towler 
Thursday night at 6 p.m. 

Commissioner Boysen rejected the 
board's choice for superintendent, 
William Zitterkopf of Nebraska, 
saying Zitterkopf lacked the "depth, 
breadth and length of experience" 
needed to take over the Floyd County 
school system. 

Department of Education spokes­
man Jim Parks said Thursday that 
Boysen was not dictating to the board 
to hire Towler, but only that the board 
should interview him as a candidate. 
Parks said if the board was not satis­
fied with Towler they should renew 
the search. 

In his resume, Towler boasts of 
working with the Kentucky State 
DepartmentofEducation for the past 
16 years and the Kentucky School 
Boards Association (KSBA) for the 
last 18 years. Towler said he worked 
as a consultant and a member of 
advisory committees for KSBA and 
that he co-authored three editions of 
the "Kentucky Manuel for School 
Board Members." 

He also notes that he has taught 
various courses at several Kentucky 
Colleges and the University of Vir­
ginia. He also worked with the School 
Facilities Construction Commission 
to develop criteria for the administra­
tion of the department 

The News-Enterprize also re­
ported that Towler had applied last 
year to be Commissioner Boysen's 
chief of staff. 

Parks said that position was not 
advertised and Boysen did not tak(: 
applications for the post. Parks said it 
was department policy not to com­
ment on job applicants. 

Towler announced in January that 
he was resigning from the Hardin

Jury awards damages in 
sui over heelwright fire

A Floyd County woman was 
awarded a sizable settlement in Floyd 
District Court Wednesday in a three 
year old lawsuit against the city of 
Wheelwright's utilities commission. 

Brenda Taylor of Wheelwright 
ftled suit against Wheelwright Utili­
ties and Nickell Brothers Dozer and 
Construction following the fiery 
destruction of her home at Otter Creek 
atLeftBeaveron November 17, 1989. 

$18,000 for content and $3,300 for 
loss of use. 

Wheelwright Utility Commission 
manager Audrey Yates said that al­
though she felt that utility commis­
sion employees were in no way re­
sponsible forTaylor's loss, there were 
no hard feelings. 

"When you go to trial and our 
justice system says she is due x 
amount of dollars, then she is due that 
amount," Yates said. "I believe that 

Brenda was awarded (the settlement) 
not on the basis of merit, but because 
the people had a great deal of sympa 
thy for her. I know I did ... We will 
not appeal the verdict If our insur­
ance company wants to appeal, that's 
up to them."

derails coal 
by Geoff Belcher 
Staff Writer . 

Although Floyd County's coal 
industry may not be seriously ham­
pered by local CSX Transportation 
machinists' decision to join their 
union brethren in the nationwide 
railworker's strike on Wednesday, 
industry experts say that the already 
depressed coal markei may suffer in 
Pike and Martin counties. 

Richard Watts, director for the 
Martin district of the. Kentucky De­
partment ofMinesand Minerals, said 
on Thursday that the bulk of Floyd 
County's coal companies transported 
their product by truck to coal barges 
in Ashland and Catlettsburg. 

However, Kevin Myers, a spokes­
man for the Coal Operators and As­
sociates, Inc. in Pikeville, said Thurs­
day that the rail worker's strike could 
have serious repercussions for East­
ern Kentucky. 

"According to figures from the 
Governor's Office for Coal and 
Energy Policy," Myers said, "in 1990, 
Eastern Kentucky shipped more than 
103 million tons of coal by rail. Forty­
three million tons of that were pro­
duced in the Big Sandy counties, 
which include Pike, Martin and Floyd 
counties." 

Myers said that many area coal 
companies had already sent employ­
ees on miner's vacation, which nor­
mally begins the first week in July. 

Pikeville-based Costain Coal Inc., 
which also operates several Floyd 
County mines, began sending work­
ers home Wednesday . 

"We're hoping that the strike will 
be over before the end of miner's 
vacation," Myers said, "if necessary 
through congressional intervention, 
which we've heard may take place in 
the next couple of days .... If it lasts 
more than a couple of weeks there 
could be further layoffs." 

Myers said that more than just the 
coal industry could suffer. Several 
businesses that depend on local coal 
companies could also be forced to lay 
off employees. 

"For every one person working in 
an underground or surface coal mine, 
seven other jobs are created, such as 
roof bolt or sheet metal manufactur­
ers," Myers said. 

Myers said that the strike could 
potentially cost the coal industry, and 
in tum Eastern Kentucky, billions of 
dollars in revenue. 

"If this thing lasts any length of 
time at all, it will cost us big time," he 
said. 

Tackett is 
demoted 
by Smith

Adams Middle School principal 
Thomas Tackett has apparently been 
demoted and reassigned as a home­
bound teacher for the 1992-93 school 
year.

Tackett filed an appeal in the case 
but it was denied. 

Tackett was reassigned by super­
intendent Eldon Smith and the Floyd 
County Board of Education was no­
tified of the move at Tuesday's board 
meeting. 

Superintendent Smith said Thurs­
day that Tackett's conviction did not 
play a part in the reassignment 

"The conviction was not involved 
in the decision to make the reassign­
ment," Smith said "(Thereason) was 
the overall situation at the school that 
needed to be changed." 

The reassignment is effective June 
30. 

John Mann, attorney for Taylor, 
said that during the course of some 
construction work that Wheelwright 
Utilities had contracted Nickell Broth­
ers to perform, a gas main was rup­
tured, leaving over 300 homes in the 
Wheelwright area without gas. 

Year expected to end ·in the black· 
Utilities employees and Nickell 

Brothers representatives relit all the 
pilot lights in the homes. Taylor 
charged that they did not replace the 
metal safety door on her water heater 
and that her home caught fire as a 
result. 

The jury deliberated for over 45 
minutes before returning to the court­
room to award Taylor $41,300. Of 
that money, $20,000 was awarded 
for the fair market value of the house,

The ink is expected to be black 
when all the figures are in at the close 
of the 1991-92 school year for the 
Floyd County School System. 

Finance officer Tommy Th­
ompson told the board Tuesday night 
that the district should finish the year 
with approximately $150,000if"there 
are no emergencies out there that we 
don't lcnow about." 

That amount could be boosted to 

just over $300,000 because of a 
$175,000 reimbursement from East 
Kentucky Utilities for erroneous 
natural gas billings for Allen and 
Duff Grade Schools. 

Utility company president David 
Allen said in a letter to the board that 
the billing error was due to "meter 
index readings" and that $66,904.53 
would be reimbursed for Allen and 
$108,629.40 at Duff. 

Although the reimbursement will 
brighten the school district's finan­
cial picture, interim superintendent 

Eldon Smith was quick to point out 
that the bottom line figure is below 
the three percent contingency of the 
system's $30 million budget. Smith 
added that the district would have 
fmished the school year in better 
condition if a repayment to the gov­
ernment for the 1984 flood had not 
have been made. 

"If we had not had the payment to 
the federal government, we would've 
been in good shape," Smith said. 
"They haven't sent back that money 
and I assume we are not going to get 

that money back." 
Former superintendent Ron Hager 

authorized the $345,000 payment in 
April, just days before he was sus­
pended from his post by the state 
board of education. 

In other business at Tuesday's 
meeting, assista,nt superintendent 
Gary Frazier told the board that sites 
in the county are currently being 
reviewed for the location of an alter­
native school.

The trials and tribulations faced 
by the Floyd County Landfill are at 
an end, solid waste program director 
Dave Cooley said Thursday. 

In compliance with the agreed 
order issued by the state Cabinet for 
Natural Resources Division of Solid 
Waste Management, Floyd County 
officials have already overseen con­
struction on the landfJ.ll site that would 
bring it up to code in accordance with 
new tougher federal restrictions. This 
will allow the landfill to remain open 
until July, 1995. 

Cooley said that the road to the 
site ha already been re urfaced and 
new methane monitors have been 
ordered, that will hopefully be in­
stalled within the next five to six 
days. 

Cooley also said that new ground­
well monitors have been install d in 

v I asclareaofthe site, which will 

be closed by next Tuesday in favor of 
a nearby temporary storage site. When 
Phase I is closed, it will be covered 
with dirt and re-seeded. 

Under the amended agreed order, 
Floyd County Soh'.! Waste Manage­
ment will be allowed to store waste at 
the temporary site for 15 days, thus. 
allowing enough time to complete 
construction on the Phase II site. 

"1 don't even wan to think about 
how much all of this is going to cost 
the county," Cooley said. 

Workers are currently installing 9 
20 mil plastic liner at the site at a cost 
of approximately $6,000. The site 
will also be covered daily with a 
material called fabrisoil, which will 
cost $2,275. In addition, all the new 
and existing groundwell monitors 
must be sted at least once each 
quartcratacostof$3,500. Scaleplat­
fomts, which are scheduled to be in­
stalled by Saturday, may cost up to

Bid rigging charges 
alleged in civil suit

The administrators of the estate of 
a fonner Floyd County bus driver 
have filed a civil lawsuit against for­
mer superintendent Ron Hager, for­
mer board member James D. Adams 
and the Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation alleging bid rigging in connec­
tion with a bus contract 

Inez and Grover Lewis filed the 
lawsuit in Floyd Circuit Court Mon­
day on behalf of the estate ofRudolph 
Lewis. Lewis, who died in January, 
had filed a federal lawsuit against the 
defendants in 1989 claiming that he 
was not given a contract bus route 
because he did not support the candi­
date Hager and Adams supported in 

the 1988 school board election. The 
case was dismissed by a federal judge 
in U.S. District Court in Pikeville on 
May 10. 

The suit ftled Monday alleges that 
Margaret Steffey was awarded the 
bus contract and that the board later 
increased her compensation to $86 
per day. Lewis had bid $75 per run 
and Steffey $67.90 and $68.78. 

The lawsuit said that the action 
was being ftled in circuit court be­
cause the federal courts declined to 
accept jurisdiction in the case. 

The suit seeks compensatory and 
punitive damages and compensation 
for pain and suffering by Rudolph 
Lewis for the actions of the defen­
dants.

Cooley lamented the fact that

years," Cooley said. "Unfortunately, 
according to the Proctor scale, which 
measures penneability, that liner only 
has ten to the negative six penneabil­
ity and the new regulations call for 
ten to the negative seven." 

Cooley said that County Attorney 
Jim Hammond was currently work­
ing with surrounding counties on the 
interlocal agreement called for in the 
agreed order. 

The Floyd County landfill will 
continue accepting waste from Pike 
County due to the delay in opening of 
Pike County's landfill .

Proceed with caution 
by Scott Perry 

This is not a panic situation. 
Since the Floyd County board's choice for superinten­

dent has been rejected by Frankfort and an alternate 
proposed by Education Commissioner Thomas Boysen, 
the search process seems to have followed a long and 
winding road back to square one. 

While we haye all sorts of questions about how we 
arrived at this point, we'll save them for another day in 
deference to our most pressing concern ... 

Was this trip really necessary? 
If the state was going to have the final say in who was 

or wasn't appropriate for the superintendent's job in 
Floyd County, it would seem logical that they would have 
become involved in the search process well before a 
final choice was made by the local board. 

More than 100 candidates applied for the job, after all, 
and the process of weeding them down to one finalist 
covered several weeks. 

It seems reasonable to us that we could have avoided 
this last-minute rush to make room for the state's desig­
nated-hitter, if the state had provided a little more input 
when the line-up was being prepared. 

Oh well, you know what they say about hindsight. 
Looking ahead is a bit more difficult. That's why we 

suggest that the board proceed with caution and touch 
all the bases before settling on who will finally cross 
home plate as the next superintendent. 

That decision is too important to make in a hurry and 
simply because the state says their man can hit the long 
ball. 

Besides, the state's management of this game so far 
doesn't instill a whole lot of confidence in their game 
plan.

SCHOOL-BASED 
DECISION MAKING 

by Thomas C. Boysen 
Kentucky Commissioner 
of Education 

Quietly but persistently, a revolu­
tion is sweeping through Kentucky 
education, one school at a time. Now 
3,000 strong, the brigade will swell 
to more than 8,000 by 1996. By then, 
it will directly influence the spending 
of roughly $2 billion a year and 
manage a workforce of 50,000. 

These "revolutionaries" are the 
teachers, parents and principals who 
serve on school-based decision mak­
ing councils at more than 400 of 
Kentucky's 1,400 schools. 

Created through the Kentucky 
Education Refonn Act two years ago, 
these councils are beginning to make 
key decisions that will reshape Ken­
tucky schools. 

They are choosing principals, al­
locating staff positions, setting disci­
pline policy, revising curricula and 
buying books and equipment-deci­
sions traditionally made by school 
boards or state and local administra­
tors. 

The idea behind the councils is 
simple and very American, a distilla­
tion of grass-roots democracy and 
self-detennination. It's the idea that 
parents and teachers-the people 
closest to children and with the most 
to gain from their success-will make 
decisions to maximize that success. 

Shifting responsibility for the 
school's perfonnance to parents and 
teachers is invigorating teachers and 
uniting parents and professionals in a 
common cause, the success of chil­
dren. 

The number of councils has grown 
from a handful two years ago to more 
than 400 today, and the department 
of education is conducting a recruit­
ment drive to increase the number of 
councils to 750 by July 1993.

HELPING KENTUCKY TO 
STOP DUMPING AND START 
RE-USING OIL 

It is an intolerable fact that 10 
million barrels of lubricating oil are 
carelessly dumped into the soil and 
water of our state and nation every 
year. 

This equals 35 Exxon Valdez oil 
spills, repeated on an annual basis. 

A lot of us recall the scope of the 
clean-up operation following that 
single oil-tanker accident in 1989. 
Some might also remember that oil 
companies tried to raise prices based 
on the loss of oil from the Exxon 
Valdez. 

Even with these and other points 
of references, we can only guess at 
the long-term impact of this nation's 
wasteful habits with regard to used 
oil. 

We already know that used oil is 
the largest single polluter of our water 
resources. This is a particularly seri­
ous problem in Kentucky, where the 
vast majority of people depend on 
groundwater for home use. 

We also know that our country 
cannot afford to lose the equivalent 
of 400 million gallons of crude oil a 
year when we are spending approxi­
mately $50 billion a year for im­
ported oil. 

This damage must be stopped on 
both the economic and environmental 
fronts-and that is why I have intro­
duced the Used Oil Energy Produc­
tion Act to encourage the re-use of 
oil. 

My bill gives crucial support to 
Kentuckians and others now engaged 
in voluntary efforts to collect used oil 
to be recycled for heating fuel and 
other purposes. 

Working with businesses and local 
governments, the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Natural Resources has al­
ready established used-oil collection 
centers at cooperating service sta­
tions and other sites in more than 50 
counties. 

Lexington and Fayette County, 
also making good use of industry 
support, are now collecting 16,000 
gallons of used oil a year from do-it­
yourself motor-oil changers and oth­
ers at more than 30 sites in that urban 
area. 

councils the department is increasing 
the school-based decision making 
support staff from 5-13. All eight 
newcomers will work from regional 
service centers. 

The department also is working 
with seven school districts-(Ash­
land, Corbin, Franklin County, 
Monticello, Oldham County, Wayne 
County and Williamsburg)-on a 
pilot project for school-based budg­
eting. This year, school councils in 
those districts will direct the spend­
ing of about 50 percent of the dis­
tricts' total budgets. In 1993-94 
school-based budgeting will be re­
quired for all districts. 

At that point, school councils will 
be directing the resources with the 
most powerful influence on learning: 
budget, staff time and curriculum. 

As this shift of responsibility 
evolves, local school boards will 
assume new, more powerful roles. 
Freed for making detailed operational 
decisions, boards will concentrate 
their energies on broad policy mat­
ters such as long range planning, 
generating revenues, allocating re­
sources, holding schools accountable 
for results and improving the coordi­
nation of education with health and 
social services. 

As councils assume more respon­
sibility for operations, the state's 884 
board members will feel less need to 
defend the status quo and will be 
more inclined to demand improved 
results from schools. 

The department has two objec­
tives in the revolution: (1) to promote 
the rapid fonnation of school coun­
cils, and (2) to foster an orderly shift 
of responsibility from boards to coun­
cils. Operationally, the department 
nourishes councils as they grow 
quickly from wobbly foals to muscu­
lar racers. At the same time, we chal­
lenge boards to command the future 
of their schools. 

As the revolution spreads through 
our schools, the victors are 
Kentucky's children. 

The leaders of these and other 
highly promising efforts are asking 
for federal cooperation. One of their 
greatest concerns is that their volun­
tary efforts will be undercut by the 

classification of used oil as a hazard­
ous waste. 

My bill eliminates this needless 
threat. It also requires lubricating oil 
importers and manufacturers to re­
use a minimum amount of oil each 
year. And it provides for a system of 
tradable credits to make it easier to 
meet this requirement 

Other legislation efforts to pro­
mote the re-use of oil have become 
bogged down in jurisdictional dis­
putes in the Congress. 

But it is time for the federal gov­
ernment to become an honest partner 
with the state, local and industry 
leaders now doing everything in their 
power to deal with this critical issue. 

As a member of the Senate Com­
mittee on Energy and Natural Re­
sources, I intend to do everything I 
can to help our state become a na­
tional role model in the re-use of oil. 
I urge all concerned Kentuckians to 
support my efforts to gain passage of 
the Used Oil Energy Production Act 
with a minimum of delay.

State marks Bicentennial with 
Kentucky Encyclopedia 

Kentuckians have given the world 
bourbon whiskey and pari-mutuel 
betting; Kentuckians pioneered in 
steamboating and steelmaking; and a 
Kentuckian invented the traffic light. 
Now, in honor of its 200th birthday, 
Kentucky is giving itself a gift Ken­
tuckians can treasure for generations 
to come. 

'"The Kentucky Encyclopedia' is 
a gift Kentuckians have prepared and 
given to themselves," says John E. 
Kleber, editor in chief of the 1,080-
page volume published by the Uni­
versity Press of Kentucky to mark the 
state's bicentennial. "It should pro­
vide the citizens of the Common­
wealthasenseofwhothey are, where 
they are and from where they came." 

"The Kentucky Encyclopedia" is 
the frrst comprehensive reference 
work to cover the Commonwealth 
from A to Z. Its official unveiling at 
Kentucky's statehood day celebra­
tion on June 1 marked the culmina­
tion of six years of planning, research 
and writing aimed at providing a 
reference work to help Kentuckians 
know and understand the state's his­
tory, tradition and contribution to 
American culture. 

The encyclopedia was presented 
toGov.BreretonJonesinaceremony 
at 1:30 p.m. in Frankfort's Dudgeon 
Civic Center. A project of the Ken­
tucky Bicentennial Commission, the 
book will be available in local book­
stores beginning June 1 and will sell 
for $35. 

"The Kentucky Encyclopedia is 
the essence of the state's bicentennial 
celebration of Kentucky's past, its 
culture and its traditions. The book 
shows that 200 years of history have 
brought us to a point where Kentucky 
is a diverse and wonderful place to 
live," says Sen. David K. Karem, 
chairperson of the Kentucky Bicen­
tennial Commission. 

AAA study compares 
InJuries for belted, 
unbelted car accident 
victims 

A new AAA study takes the ques­
tion of seat belt effectiveness outside 
the laboratory and uses real-world 
data from a hospital to compare inju­
ries among belted and unbelted acci­
dent victims: The results strongly 
support seat belt use, and suggest 
improvements in seat belt design 
should be directed toward decreasing 
spinal injuries. 

Seat belts reduce the severity of 
all injuries, but some types ofinjuries 
occur as often in belted as unbelted 
victims. Researchers found 17.9 per­
cent of those wearing seat belts suf­
fered spinal injuries, compared to 
16.7 percent of those not belted. 
Belted victims were likely to suffer 
the following: cervical spine strains; 
lumbar spine injuries; sternal inju­
ries; ankle injuries; and hand, fmger 
and knee cap fractures. At the same 
time, researchers caution, these inju­
ries were less serious for belted than 
unbelted passengers. The study also 
showed that head, facial and external 
injuries were more severe and more 
frequent in cases where the person 
was not wearing a seat belt 

The study, titled "Injury Patterns 
of Seat Belted Patients Admitted to a 
Trauma Center", looked at the nature 
of injuries for car accident victims 
admitted to York Hospital, located in 
York, Pennsylvania, from 1987 to 
1990. Only those admitted into the 
hospital's trauma center with moder­
ate to serious injuries were consid­
ered. 

"Most research data used to de­
sign seat belts is developed using 
human-like dummies in laboratory 
tests. The data provided by the Y orlc 
Hospital Trauma Registry can be used 
by medical and automotive design 
specialists as they search for ways to 
improve car passenger safety," said 
Lilla S. Mason, Executive Secretary 
for the Blue Grass Auto Club Safety 
Foundation. 

"The Kentucky Encyclopedia's

prehistoric settlement to today's 
headlines. 

All counties, county seats, and 
communities with populations of

Kentucky'sgovernorsandU.S.sena­
tors, as well as noted congressmen 
and state and local politicians. 

Kentucky's impact on the national 
scene is registered in the lives of such 
figures as Carry Nation, Henry Clay. 
Louis Brandeis and Alben Barkley. 

The Commonwealth's most no­
table achievers range from writers 
Harriette Arnow and Jesse Stuart, 
refonners Laura Clay and Mary 
Brickinridge, civil rights leaders 
Whitney Young Jr. and Georgia 
Powers, to sports figures Muham­
mad Ali and Adolph Rupp and enter­
tainers Lorena Lynn, Merle Travis 
and the Everly Brothers. 

The task of pulling all the material 
together has been the work of four of 
the state's most respected historians. 
Kleber, a Louisville native and pro­
fessor of history at Morehead State 
University, has served as editor in 
chief oftheprojectsince 1987. Asso­
ciate editors are Kentucky's histo­
rian laureate Thomas D. Clark, re­
tired Western Kentucky University 
professor Lowell H. Harrison, and 
state historian James C. Klotter, di­
rector of the Kentucky Historical 
Society.

Extended unemployment benefit 
program winding down 

Eligible Kentuckians wishing to 
take advantage of the federal 
government's Extended Unemploy­
ment Compensation (EUC) program 
that began last November must do so 
within the next few weeks. 

The U.S. Department of Labor 
has notified the state Deparment for 
Employment Services that the EUC 
program is being phased down in 
accordance with congressional man­
dates that the extension be limited to 
a budget of $2.7 billion. 

Employment Services Commis­
sioner Margaret Whittet said appli­
cations will still be processed throught 
the week of July 4. 

"After July 2, however, no new or 
reopened claims for assistance under 
this program may be accepted," 
Whittet said. Kentucky state offices 
will be closed Friday, July 3, in ob­
servance of the Fourth of July holi­
day. 

Since Congress authorized the 
program last November, 36,191 
Kentuckians have received more than 
$41.8 million in EUC benefits, said 
Whittet. 

Additionally, effective this week, 
L,..;..._"""'"'_ n_ew_ o,r_r_eopened EUC claims will be 

eligible for a maximum of 13 weeks 
of benefits, minus any weeks of ex­
tended benefits already paid. 

Previously, eligible applicants 
could have received as many as 26 
weeks ofbenefits as long as there was 
no break in the claim cycle due to 
employment or other reasons. 

Individuals already drawing EUC 
benefits will still receive the full 
amount of benefits as long as they 
remain eligible. 

Three bills currently before Con­
gress could further extend the pro­
gram. However, when such meas­
ures may be acted upon and what the 
eligibility criteria and number of 
weeks of benefits woudl be remain 
unknown at this time.

The Floyd County Babe Ruth 
has been offered the chance to 
host both the 14 and 15-year old 
district all-star games this sea­
son. But Case is hesitant about 
takingonthetaskduetheStumbo 
Park ballfield having no lights. 

"Ijusthateto take a chance of 
hosting the tournaments and not 
having lights to play under," said 
Case upon learning of the invita­
tion. It is a requirement that the 
tournament be held on lighted 
fields. The Allen Park has lights 
but it has a short somewhere in 
the lighting system and new wir­
ing may be required to replace 
the old. 

According to park director 
Mike Auxier, park personnel 
have been trying to find the 
problem. 

"Evidently the problem is 
under the ground," he said. "We 
took two screwdrivers out and 
putthem ten-inches in the ground 
and we were getting a reading of 
60 volts then," he said. "The 
power company checked the 
fence where the problem was 
first discovered and they said we 
were getting about 184 volts off 
the fence in centerfield." 

Auxier explained that the 
problem was discovered when 
one of the players in the Floyd 
County Babe Ruth League got 
next to the fence and felt the 
effect of the shortage. 

"He told his parents about it 
and they called the power com­
pany," explained Auxier. "The 
power company came out, 
checked it out and advised us to 
shut the power off the lights. 
One of the golfers went to get rid 
of some garbage and he got close 
to the fence also. He happened to 
be from the power company." 

A search for the problem went 
on for three to four days before 
two companies were called in to 
give an estimate of redoing the 
wiring. According to Auxier, 
Larry Kidd, park maintenance, 
said that the job would be expen­
sive and a time for repairs has 
not been set. 

The lighting problem does not 
affect the Little League field, 
Auxier said. 

The Babe Ruth League has 
had sole use of the ball park 
since the high school season was 
completed. Games were sched­
uled to begin at 5 p.m. each day 
but no game has ever started 
earlier than 5:30 or 5:45 p.m. 
Darkness forced the postpone­
ment of the Wayland-Lackey­
Garrett/Betsy Layne game Tues­
day evening. The game was to 
be completed Wednesday eve­
ning. 

Floyd County may lose the 
two tournaments if the lighting 
situation is not corrected before 
the July 14 tournament date. The 
league may also be forced to 
cancel its planned league tour­
nament according to Case.

CONSIDER THE SOURCE 
For as long as I can remember, 

whenever somebody said or did 
something to me, my parents always 
told me to "consider the source." 

That ideology worked for many 
years until I became a parent and 
realized that often times "consider­
ing the source" meant that by over­
looking someone' s ignorance, your 
child would have to suffer. 

As the daughter of a politician, my 
sisters and I endured things many 
other people would never allow their· 
children to ever have to do. For ex­
ample, when a person stole my sister's 
diamond ring and we knew the per­
son had taken it, we simply let her 
have the ring because it wasn't worth 
making anybody mad. Other times, 
my sister and I accepted dates with 
people because my Dad didn't want 
us to hurt their feelings. 

There are many more instances I 
could cite, but what it comes down to 
is that we always "considered the 
source" because my parents believed 
that by remaining meek, in the end, 
good would prevail. 

Well folks, up until a few days 
ago, I'd considered the source for so 
long I believed that if the meek inher­
ited the earth, Australia would be 
mine; but, certain circumstances have 
altered my opinion. 

If I never utter another word, I 
want people to know that-where 
my child is concerned- ! will never 
make him consider the source again 
if it means having to compromise his 
principles or himself. 

For several years, I have stood 
back and watched while grown men 
belittled and ridiculed some children 
for things they had no control over; 
adult males who by all accounts 
should have been required to be reg­
istered in order to procreate or neu­
tered so that future generations would 
_not be subjected to their offspring. 

If you detected a note of cynicism, 
then what I'm trying to say is "there 
are no more Mister NiceGuy'saround 
here." 

My parents made the mistake of 
telling my sisters and me that as 
human beings we had a responsibil­
ity to others. If we could help any­
body else at any time, it would be re­
miss of us if we didn't. So, I passed 
the little tidbit of information on to 
my son and guess what happened? 

The saddest thing I have ever 
witnessed is that my son- who would 
give you the shirt off his back and 
shoes off his feet, and has-has had 
to learn the worst things about life 
during the best part of his life. 

You know the things I'm talking 
about. The things that some children 
never have to learn if their parents 
play life by someone else's rules 
whether they're right or not All the 
things that we tell our son are wrong, 
yet he sees others doing them and 
getting by with it. 

I wanted my son to be a man 
before he knew that "adults" would

Two Floyd County craft enter­

prises will participate in the 11th 
AnnuaJBereaCraftFestival,July 10-
12 in Berea. 

Blue River Weaving, owned and 
operatedbySusanSanders,andDavid 
Appalachian Crafts, Julie Johnson, 
marketing director, will display crafts 
at the internationally acclaimed craft 
festival. Both organizations are 
members of the Mountain Heritage 
Arts, based in Floyd County. 

Approximately 120 craftpersons 
from 20 states will exhibit and dem­
onstrate their craft at Indian Fort 
Theatre, a wooded arena and outdoor 
amphitheater nestled at the foot of 
the Pinnacles, mountains which were 
once a natural Indian fortification. 

Quilters, carvers, basket makers, 
jewelers, weavers, and woodworkers 
areamongthoseartistswhowilltravel 
from all across the nation to Berea for 
the 11th year of this major craft show­
case, whichhasbeenhailedasamajor 
center of American crafts. 

Newcomers to the craft show this 
year include Cleater Meaders Jr., of 
Hoschter, Georgia. The Meaders 
family has been making pottery for 
five generations and is known na­
tionally as one of the few true folk 
potters in existence. 

Also demonstrating for the first 
time will be Daniel KopkasofBrooks, 
West Virginia, who will demonstrate 
marbeling, a craft that dates back to 
the Orient in the 12th Century; and, 
Dorothy Hackley of Stanford, Ken­
tucky, who will demonstrate quilting 
on old-fashioned quilt frames.

EDELL HEALTH NOTES 
TEACHING RESTLESS 

CIDLDREN TO BEHAVE •.. I've 
said before that drug treatment should 
be a last resort for hyperactive chil­
dren. Ritalin, one of the most widely 
prescribed of hyperactivity drugs, 
causes weight loss, irritability and 
other side effects. But are there prac­
tical alternatives? 

An encouraging study from the 
Hospital for Sick Children in Toronto 
tested a psychological treatment 
called cognitive behavior therapy on 
25 7- to 13-year-olds. The boys, 
whose symptoms included disrup­
tive behavior and difficulty concen­
trating, were given a series of indi­
vidual therapy sessions plus at-home 
sessions with their families. Half of 
them received supportive counseling 
and additional instructions on prob­
lem-solving, like how to get along 
with siblings, finish homework and 
get to school on time. The other chil-

dren were given supportive counsel­
ing, butreceived no other instruction. 

The parents of the boys who re­
ceived problem-solving instruction 
reported the biggest improvement in 
their children's behavior. In addi­
tion, psychological tests showed an 
improvement in the boys' self-es­
teem. This is the first carefully con­
trolled study I know of that tested a 
drugless treatment for hyperactivity. 
We need more research like it. 

A HISTORY OF MALE 
BREAST CANCER .•. Most men 
are dangerously unaware that they, 
too, can develop breast cancer. 
Though the risk is substantially 
smaller-slightly more than one in 
1,000 men develop the disease com­
pared with one in nine women-pro­
portionally more men die from it. 
The mistake they make is in failing to 
consult a doctor until the canceris too 

far gone. This new study shows that 
men. like women, are more prone to 
breast cance( if they have a family 
history of it 

Researchers at the University of 
Washington School of Public Health 
and Community Medicine compared 
227 male breast cancer patients with 
300 men who didn 'thave the disease. 
The study found that if a man had a 
female relative with breast cancer, he 
was twice as likely to develop the 
disease. Having a male relative with 
breast cancer increased his risk four 
times. Theclosertherelativebyblood, 
the greater the risk. 

This is important information, but 
perhaps even more valuable is that 
this study exists in the frrst place, and 
is helping alert the public to the fact 
breast cancer is about men, too.

Where did the virus come from? The 
mystery was solved by researchers at 
the University of Edinburgh when 
they figured out that the women's 
partners had passed on the infection 
from cold sores on their mouths dur­
ing oral sex. 

If you occasionally get cold 
sores-and most people do, sooner 
or later-take heed. The virus caus­
ing the cold sores is a form of the one 
that leads to genital herpes, and can. 
be transmitted from your mouth to 
your sexual partner's genitals even 
when no sores or blisters are present. 

Itmaynotberealistic to avoid oral 
sex altogether, or to protect others 
using latex mouth guards. But at the 
very least, you should be aware of 
your ability to pass on the virus, and 
inform any sexual partners of that 
fact.

MADE? 
As you might know already, a 

"lead" pencil doesn't contain lead. It 
contains a mineral substance called 
graphite. Graphite, like lead, leaves a 
mark when drawn across paper.

In manufacturing pencils, dried 
ground graphite is mixed with clay 
and water.

This is straightened out, 
cut into lengths, dried, and put in 
hugh ovens to bake. 

Meanwhile, the pencil case has 
been prepared. The wood, either red 
cedar or pine, is shaped in hal vcs and 
grooved to hold the lead. After the 
finished leads are inserted in the 
grooves, the halves of the pencil are 
glued together. A saw cuts the slats 
into individual pencils, and a shaping 
machine gives the surface a smooth 
finish. 

Hundreds of different kinds of 
pencils are made, each for a special 

. use. You can buy black lead pencils 
in many degrees of hardness and in­
tensity, or get them in more than 70 
different colors. 

There are pencils that write on 
glass, cloth, cellaphone, plastics and 
movie film. There are even pencils, 
used by engineers and in outdoor 
construction work, that leave a mark 
that won't fade after years of expo­
sure to any weather!

I have 
heard a number of laughable remarks 
from my grandkids, and shall never 
forget this one. 

"In one of my grandson's Sunday 
school classes, the teacher asked a 4-
or 5-year-old, 'You always ask the 
blessing before you eat, don't you?' 

"After a moment's thought, the 
reply was, 'No, I don't have to be­
cause my mother is a good cook!' 

"I thought it was priceless!"­

fornia. 

••••• 
There are a number of "good 

cooks" in California today. One of 
the best is Michael James of Salinas, 
who was taught the basics by his 
mother and grandfather and has just 
written a delightful book, "Slow Food: 
Flavors and Memories of America's 
Hometowns." 

James, 42, started baking "flaky" 
apple pies at 8 in his mother' skitchen 
in Los Gatos, Calif. He was also in­
spired by his grandfather from Greece, 
who had a small coffee shop nearby 
with five booths and a handful of 
counter scats. 

At 21 he hastened to France, the 
"motherland" of good cooking, as he 
admits, to study under three legen­
dary master chefs: Jean Troisgros, 
Michel Guerard and the late Simone 
Beck ("Simca"), an early partner of 
America's own Julia Child. 

Although he has no children, 
James has passed on many of his 
secrets to his three young nephews. 

"At the age of 3 or 4," he told us 
last week, "a child can learn about 
tastes and what smells good, and can 
start scrambling eggs and making

toast, with supervision. A little later a 
child might learn how to bake an 
apple, by cutting out the core and 
inserting maple syrup and a little 
buuer, and baking25to 30minutesat 
400 degrees." (Use green apples, he 
suggests, to give a nice tart flavor.) 

If your child or grandchild shows 
real talent. and wants to pursue a 
career in food, James strongly rec­
ommends working as an apprentice 
with a master chef-especially if the 
mother or grandparent is not a "good 
cook." 

"The French start out in a profes­
sional kitchen as a 'commis' or po­
tato peeler at 13 or 14," he says. For 

Americans, he suggests summer jobs, 
fmishing high school and then land­
ing a steady job in a good restaurant, 
chopping and peeling to learn those 
basics. 

Also, he urges youngsters to "read 
a loL" For example, he started out by 
studying the Fannie Fanner cook­
book. 

Here is James' recipe for choco­
late cookies (courtesy of his friend 
David Beckwith ofDavenport, Iowa): 

BIG CHOCOLATE COOKIES 
(makes 12 to 15 cookies) 
5 tablespoons unsweetened cocoa 

powder 
2 cups unbleached all-purpose 

flour 
1/2 teaspoon baking soda 
1!2 teaspoon salt 
1 tablespoon baking powder 
1!2 cup sugar 
1 stick unsalted butter 
1/2 cup milk 
1/2 cup buttermilk 
Chocolate frosting (recipe fol­

lows) 
Preheat the oven to 400 degrees. 

Stir together the dry ingredients. Cut 
in the butter until pea-sized granules 
form. Stir in the milk and buttermilk 
as quickly as possible. 

Chill the dough for 1 hour, then 
roll 'out l/2-inch thick on a well­
floured board, flouring the dough as 
you work, and cutting out rounds 
about 4 inches in diameter. Reas­
semble the scrapes of dough, and roll 
and cut out cookies again. Any final 
scraps can be squished together and 
baked along with the cookies (or eat
