
At Wheelwright : 

Rate hike 
is okayed 
for water

"Howhigh?"wasthccryand$3.70 
per thousand was the response at 
Thursday's Wheelwright City Com­
mission meeting when commission- · 
ers voted to increase water and sewer 
rates. 

The increase was ncces...:;ary in 
order for the city to receive a Com­
munity Development Block Grant to 
upgrade its water and sewer system. 
The system's water production ca­
pacity would be increased by 50,000 
gallons per day. 

Before, water customers paid a 
flat rateof$12 for up to 2.000 gallons 
of water and $7.40 for sewer serv icc, 
which was 62 pe~ent of their water 
usage. 

Customers will pay $3.70 per 
thousand gallons of water beginning 
in January 1993andthecostforsewer 
service will vary, with the lowest rate 

* being 62 percent and the highest 111 
''ll ~ent of the customer's water us­

age. Pe~entages for 1,000 gallons to 
23,000 gallons range from 62 pc~cnt 
to 99 pe~ent. 

Commissioners opted for the 
tower, $3.70 rate, rather than the 
recommended$3.85. Big Sandy Area 
Development District representative 
David Gardnerurgcd commissioners 
to adopt the $3.85 rate which would 
have brought in over $80,000 annu­
ally in revenue. 

The lower rate will bring in 
$77,779.44. Gardner told commis­
sioners that the lower rate would 
generate just enough funds to pay for 
the debt service the city would have 
toincurtosupplementtheblockgranL 
He said the amount of the debt serv­
ice would not be knoWn until the 
preliminary work on the grant has 
been completed. 

He explained that the lower rate 
would not provide for any contin­
gency fund for the system and the

Second annexation gets first reading : 

Council bridges pay gap

A two-year rift between 
Prestonsburg's police and ftre de­
partments was b.· dged Monday by 
city council, which adopted a new 
employee pay scale in an effort to 
bring a measure of equality to depart­
ment salaries. 

The new salary schedule will cost 
the city approximately $44,000 per 
year. 

The difference between department 
salaries has been a sore spot for at 
least two years, councilman George 
Archer noted Monday, adding that 
the new pay scale "fues the system." 

"It's not perfect, it's not exact," 
Archer said, "but it's as close as we 

can get it without breaking the bank." 
The new schedule increases hourly 

rates for most employees and elimi­
nates overtime for department heads 
and top-ranking assistants. Individ­
ual hourly rates are set by experience 
and seniority. 

Councilman Michael Vance, not­
ing council had "made a major effort 
to get the (pay) situation resolved," 
hinted that the city leaders expected a 
"payoff' for settling the issue. 

"We'll expect every department 
head to look for cost-cutting or, at 
least, some conservatism to help pay 
for the salary increase," he said. Vance 
added that the new pay schedule 
wasn't perfect, "but what we need to 
do now is move ahead." 

"We've been pulling apart," coun-

cilman George Archer added, "and 
now it's time to come together and 
work as a city again." 

The pay dispute between the fire 
and police departments was one issue 
leading several fire department 
me,mbers to unionize. That union has 
not been recognized by city council. 

In other business Monday, council 
gave first reading to two annexation 
ordinances which will eventually 
bring seven Bull Creek property 
owners into the city limits. 

The latest annexation proposal 
comes on the heels of council's ap­
proval last month of ordinances bring­
ing the site of a new intertrack wager­
ing facility into the city.

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Billips subject of renewed allegations: 

Ouster effort 
hits obstacle

A Prestonsburg man's efforts to 
have Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion member Eddie Billips ousted 
were dealt a setback last week by the 
Kentucky Registry of Election Fi­
nance. 

In a March 18 letter to Tim Sizem­
ore, registry acting executive direc­
torGeorgeRusscll indicated he would 
recommend dismissal of part of 
Sizemore's complaint against the 
District 1 board member. 

In April 1991 , Sizemore alleged in 
a complaint to then-Attorney Gen­
eral Fred Cowan that Billips had 
violated provisions of Kentucky Jaw 
during his 1990 campaign. Sizemore 
contended in that complaint that Bil­
lips had published three advertise­
ments in The Floyd County Times 
which had been designated as "paid 
for by the candidate" but Billips' 
election finance reports did not in­
clude expenses for those ads. 

Sizemore also alleged that Billips 
had accepted contributions from a 
Floyd County Political Action Com­
mittee exceeding the legal limit for 
such contributions and that he had 
accepted campaign contributions 
from school employees. 

In his response last week to Sizem­
ore, Russell said he would recom­
mend dismissal of the complaint in 
regard to the newspaper advertise­
ments. 

"You allege violations of KRS 
121.190 in that advenising states 'Paid 
for by Candidate,"' Russell wrote. "It 
will be recommended to the Chair­
man of the Registry board that this 
allegation be dismissed based on past 
precedents wherein the Registry board 
has found such disclaimers to be in 
substantial compliance ... " 

Russell also asked for more spe­
cific information regarding Size­
morc'sclaim thatBillips had accepted 
PAC contributions exceeding legal 

limits and he referred other allega­
tions to assistant Auorney General 
Ann Keating. Ms. Keating said Tues­
day she had received the forwarded 
complaint and had "logged it in." She 
said the issue would probably be 
assigned to an investigator for further

Newman gets 
25-year term 
without parole 

Wendell Ray Newman, 39, of 
Jacks Creek was sentenced to 25 years 
in prison Monday by a federal judge 
in Pikeville. 

FedcraJ Judge Joseph Hood pro­
nounced the 25-year sentence with­
out parole on Newman and added a 
sentence of five years' supervised 
release. 

Newman pleaded guilty in Janu­
ary to a murder-for-hire scheme and 
conspiracy to possess and distribute 
33 pounds of cocaine. Newman was 
indicted for murder by a Floyd County 
Grand Jury last vear in connection 
with the 1978 shooting death of Wal­
ter Hall of Letcher County. 

Newman was charged with hiring 
an unde~over FBI agent to kill David 
Lee Slone, 32, of Bevinsville. Slone 
had agreed to testify against New­
maninthcFioydCountymurdcrcase. 

Slone was a co-defendant in the 
drug case along with three other men 
and pleaded guilty to the charge last 
December. Slone, Clifton Shawn 
Hall, 21, Ricky Johnson, 36, both of 
Floyd County, and Lowie Hall, 32, of 
Knott County were sentenced last 
month. 

No trial date has been set for 
Newman in the murder case, which 
ha<; been moved to Pilce County Cir­
cuitCourt.

Court talks trash, booze, golf

Trash, liquor and golf were the 
prevailing issues at Friday's Floyd 
County Fiscal Court meeting. 

Members of Floyd County's Lit­
ter Task Force approached the court 
asking what more could be done to 
combat the county's trash problem. 
Kathy Tackett wanted to know how 
to get more people involved in clean­
ing the county up and chided the 
court about county workers littering 
the highways themselves. 

"You need to tell (county) em­
ployees not to litter themselves," 
Tackett said. "I've seen them. Our 
tax dollars pay these people and we've 
got to get out and clean up after them. 
I think you ought to force them to 
quit. It hurts me bad to see the shape 
this county is in." 

County Attorney Jim Hammond 
told Tackell that the county is doing 

II it can to fight the litter problem by 
having mandatory garbage pickup, 
employing an ecology officer, sup­
porting adopt-a-highway programs 
for county and state roads, and trying 
to educate the citizens about prob­
lems associated with littering. 

"We agree it's a problem," Ham­
mond said. "But we have to change 
the attitudes and break the old habits 
of our people." 

Dolores Smith, with the litter task 
force, lalCr elicited a commitment 
from each magistrate to clean up their 
districts and offered the assistance of 
the task force.

"We're not here to tell you how to 
get the county cleaned up," Smith 
said. "But, we 'II help you to do thaL" 

The trash talks turned to liquor­
by-the-drink when court members 
heard from Bull Creek resident Dickie 
Hall. Hall said he wanted to advise 
the court that there was a law on the 
books that would enable the court to 
grant liquor-by-the-drink licenses to 
businesses outside cities. 

Hall said that the taw allows such 
licenses for businesses, such as ho-

tels and motels that have a restaurant 
capacity of over 100, located in a 
county that is economically de­
pressed. Hall asked the court to have r. 
an ordinance prepared in case they 
were approached by such a business. 

Hammond told Hall that no busi­
ness had approached the court for 
such a license and that only busi­
nesses that met the criteria estab­
lished by Jaw could be considered.

Two juveniles escaped from the 
Big Sandy Area Detention Center 
Sunday afternoon and were recap­
tured by Prestonsburg Police that 
evening.

One of the juveniles is charged 
with robbery and kidnapping in con­
nection with the March 2 robbery at 
the home of Frank Adams at Lancer. 

One of the juveniles was appre­
hended about an hour later by chief 
Greg Hall and patrolman Herman 
Morris in a wooded area near West-

minster Street in Prestonsburg. The 
officers caught the escapee after a 
brief chase on foot, Stumbo said. 

The other juvenile was caught at 
approximately 7 p.m. by Morris and 
sergeant Mike Omerod in the hills 
justoffHighland Avenue. Both juve­
niles were barefoot

tured," Stumbo said. "He was pretty 
cold."

Wright said. 
Billips said Tuesday he had ad­

dressed Sizemore's complaint when 
it originated, in 1991, and repeated 
that he had commited "no willful 
violation of the law." 

He added that the contribution in 
question "amounted to $50." 

••It would appear that Mr. Sizem­
ore would rather that school employ­
ees not have a constitutional right to 
voice their opinions and to support a 
change," Billips said.

"As I stated the first time these 
allegations were raised, if the Office 
of Education Accountability and 
(Education Commissioner) Dr. 
(Thomas) Boysen detennine that this 
is a violation of willful intent and 
sufficient for me to step down, all 
they need to do is contact me,"Billips 
continued. "I find it amazing that in 
the state of Kentucky it is not unlaw­
ful to buy votes but it would be un­
lawful for school employees to exer­
cise their constitutional right to sup­
port a candidate of their choice."

James David Childers, 42, of 
Wayland and Paul Childers, 40, of 
Kite in Knott County were named in 
athree-countindictmenl Thecharges 
are conspiracy to grow marijuana, 
cultivation of marijuana and posses­
sion of marijuana with the intent to 
distribute. The indictment charges 
that the two operated a marijuana 
"grow house operation" in Wolfe 
County. 

If convicted, the two could re­
ceive five to 40 years in prison, a $2 
million fine or both. The two will be 
arraigned in federal court in Lexing­
ton. 

Note: An indictment is not an 
indication of guilt but a dctennina­
tion that enough evidence exists for 
further disposition of the case in court.

It's probably no coincidence that 
the 1992 session of Kentucky's 
General Assembly will end on April 
15, the same day your taxes are 
due. 

There's usually a lot of pain and 
anguish associated whh both 
events. 

The check you write on April15 
helps pay for the 1 00 or so days 
our legislators spend in Frankfort 
and for the dozens of new laws 
which make it through the proc­
ess_ Your tax dollars also pay for 
the time wasted on hundreds of 
bills that never had the chance to 
make it into law. 

Unlike your taxes, the General 
Assembly offers no refunds for 
overpayment, so you can expect 
no cash back on hundreds of 
pieces of proposed legislation that 
never should have been proposed 
in the first place. 

There are no fines for foolish­
ness. 

Hmm. Now there·s an idea. 
Somebody ought to pass a law_ 

Despite the state's financial cri­
sis, we have a hard time swallow­
ing proposals to cut funding for 
vocational education. 

Vocational education, particu­
larly that provided by Mayo State, 
has played an important role in 
providing job training for young 
people who would otherwise not 
have such an opportunity. For 
supporting evidence you need to 
look no farther than the percent­
age of Mayo grads who have found 
decent paying jobs. 

Granted, the majority of those 
employment opportunities have 
not come at home, but the poten­
tial for changing that relies heavily 
on the availability of vocational 
education and its adaptability to 
changing needs. 

Vo-ed has been an educational 
stepchild too long and any effort 
to reduce its effectiveness would 
be a mistake. 

Our story last week of the bride­
to-be and her alleged pre-wed­
ding shoplifting spree has made 
the national scene, appearing this 
week in the New York Times and 
drawing the attention of the Do­
nahue Show.

Editor: 

I'd like to thank Scott Perry for his 
editorial in last week's paper about 
the situation at Wheelwright. Because 
of the seriousness of the case, it is 
extremely important that all of the 
people involved, as Scott suggested, 
deal with facts rather than emotions. 
The guilt or innocence of Lewis 
Berkhimer should be determined in a 
court of law. To a large degree, I 
believe that is precisely what the 
students of Wheelwright were trying 
to say through their protest. It is the 
job of the prosecution to build a case 
carefully and thoughtfully and then 
present the evidence toajuryor judge 
who will then determine the guilt of 
the accused. It is not the job of the 
prosecution or the press to convict 
the individual before he ever goes 
through that process. The accused 
has the right, under our laws, to con­
front his accuser and to present his 
case. We all should have that right. 

Last week, because I am president 
of our teacher's association, I re­
ceived a report fonn the Office of 
Educational Accountability that sev­
eral calls had been made to the KERA 
hotline. These callers alleged that the 
individual who had reported the inci­
dent of sexual abuse at Wheelwright 
was being harassed. Since callers to 
the hotline are not required to give 
their names or any specific informa­
tion, I can only assume that teachers 
at our school were being charged 
with doing the harassment 

I spent two days talking to the 
teachers at our school about these 
charges_ I found no one who knew 
anything about the allegation. At the 
same time that we were dealing with 
this allegation, we had reporters who 
kept coming to us with questions 
about whether teachers were reward­
ing the students who had walked out 
with bonus points. The more disturb­
ing charge brought to us by the press 
and members of the community was 
that we were allowing the students 
who disagreed with the walkout to be 
harassed. All of the charges that were 
being made concerned us but this one 
was especially distributing. 

The teachers at Wheel wright were 
placed last week in a situation where 
they had to prove that they had not 
harassed the person who had reported 
the incident or that they had not stood 
by and watched other students being 

harassed and it was like shadow­
boxing with yourself. When ques­
tions were asked about who had al­
lowed the harassment to take place or 
when the incidents had occurred, no 
one could give any specific infonna­
tion. I don't know how much harm 
was done by some of those allega­
tions. I am sure that some of the 
people who heard the rumors be­
lieved the charges. 

I have enough respect for the teach­
ers that I work with to believe two 
things: that they will not knowingly 
harm any student or endorse or be 
responsible for any harassment I base 
that belief in part on my knowledge 
of Wheelwright teachers, and before 
I would believe either charge, I would 
have to see some evidence to prove 
that it was true·. What teachers did try 
to do last week at Wheelwright was 
to work their way through a very 
difficult situation - one that was 
made more complicated by the fact 
that we were having unsubstantiated 
charges leveled at us. We didn't have 
a group of students protesting in front 
of our building and reminding people 
that we were not guilty of the charges 
until someone proved them. 

That brings me to the point where 
I disagree with Scou Perry. In his 
editorial Scott argues that the ques­
tion at issue is not whether Lewis 
Bcrkhimcr is a good principal or had 
made improvements at Wheel wright. 
In the end, I agree thatthosc two facts 
arc not directly · related to our 
principal's guilt or innocence as far 
as the charges that have been made 
against him are concerned, but they 
have everything to do with what 
happened at Wheelwright last week. 
The students at Wheelwright were 
saying, in effect, that they know this 
man and before they decide his guilt, 
they want to sec evidence. "A year 
ago," one student told me last week, 
"we wouldn't have cared about this. 
We would have gone our separate 
ways and just let it happen." 

When you live at the end of Left 
beaver and you have gone through 
one principal after another and then 
you f n ly ha•con that instills some 

pride and belief in principles, you 
want to sec the evidence before you 
decide his guilt. You think he has a 
right to that. And if you truly believe 
in the concept of "innocent until 
proven guilty," then you should be 
able to praise the man for what he has 
accomplished while he has been with 
you_ The studems' own personal 
knowledgeofMr_ Bcrkhimcr -along 
with thcrighL~they believe are granted 
to all of us under the Constitution­
caused students to take the action that 
they did last week. 

I don't know how well students at 
Wheelwright handled all the issues 
of freedom last week. I know that I 
saw them trying and I am proud of 
them for that. All of them, including 
the students who walked out of the 
assembly, had the right to act on what 
they believed in. In classes after the 
walkout ended, discussions were held 
about the rights of those students 
who disagreed with the majority and 
left the assembly in protest. Seniors 
in my class said that they believed in 
the right.~ of the students who dis­
agreed with them to act on their be­
liefs. Jennifer Miller, one of the stu­
dent organizers of the walkout, who 
has said repeatedly that the students 
were not denying the rights of th.e 
accuser,statcdagain simply that they 
wanted the people to remember what 
the law says - that the accused is 
innocent until proven guilty. 

It is an important concept, I was 
reminded last week of just how im­
portant it is by a group of teenagers, 
and by the fact that when we as teach­
ers came under charges ourselves, 
wewereassumedbysometobcguilty. 
We have a right to confront out ac­
cusers and they, in tW1l, have the 
responsibility of proving our guilt. 
That's the way a democracy works 
- or, at least, that is what we tell 
students in our classrooms. We have 
a chance to show students that it 
actually works that way. I hope we do 
it right

Skaggs quits after plea for funds

One week after vowing to save his 
office from extinction, the regional 
director of vocational education has 
retired. 

Bronelle Skaggs of Paintsville, 
who has been executive director of 
Kentucky Tech-Region 11 since 
1973, retired on Monday. He said 
pro~sed budget cuts in vocational 
education played a role in his deci­
sion. 

Last Monday, Skaggs and other 
local officials held a town meeting at 
Mayo State Vocational-Technical 

• School in Paintsville to encourage 
citizens to help restore funding that 
had been cut in a state spending plan 
approved by the House. The budget 
would cut half the funding for the 
state's 14 vocational education re­
gions. 

Skaggs said the cuts would be 
"devastating" to Region 11, which 
oversees vocational education in 
Johnson, Floyd, Martin and Pike 
counties. He predicted layoffs in his 
office if the budget is approved. , 

He also said the state's vocational 
regions would likely have to merge, 
which would mean Region Eleven 
would be "controlled from Ashland 
or Winchester or Hazard or some­
place." 

When asked if the cuts affected 
his retirement decision, Skaggs said: 
"To a degree it does." 

"There's a time comes when one 
needs to make a decision," said 
Skaggs, who said recent health prob­
lems also contributed to his decision. 

News of Skaggs' decision was 
greeted with disappointment from his 
counterparts across the state. 

Stuart Hodges, executive director 
of Region 13 in London, called 
Skaggs "one of the most dedicated 

people in this area of education." 
"He is a dedicated person who 

workeddiligentlytotrytohclppeople 
in the Paintsville area," Hodges said 
Monday.

Woodcarving is Poe family tradition

When the frustrations oflifecome 
crashing down around him, Charles 
Gene Poe, 38, of Middle Creek seeks 
solace in the freedom of creativity 
with his woodcarving. 

Poe roams the hills surrounding 
his Middle Creek home searching for 
therightpieceofwood for each proj­
ect. He is a nature lover and enjoys 
these treks, studying the flora and 
fauna during his search. · 

Once he selects the wood, he lets 
it season. Then he strips the wood and 
draws in his design. He uses the natu­
ral lines in the wood to create his 
masterpiece. Veins running through 
the wood become veins running 
through his creations. He creates an 
image so powerful in his wooden 

Sculptor 
Charles Gene Poe of Middle Creek 
patiently carves each detail In his 
winged wooden carvings. He also 
weaves baskets and chairs, lnclud· 
lng the one pictured. Poe said hels 
never fin I shed with a sculpture and 
will add details to the work months 
later. 

sculptures that his winged creatures 
seem to be straining against the pull 
of the earth. 

These images are created by a 
very small case knife which he uses 
to slowly carve each detail. He also 
uses a piece of string to measure for 
uniformity in his carving. Each piece 
is studied in minute detail for any 
flaws or imperfections. 

Poe says he's never finished with 
his work of art and he watches each 
piece as it ages-sometimes he adds 
details months later. He seeks perfec­
tion and perfection can never be 
achieved by human hands, but Poe 
comes close. 

As he carves, he will ask his wife 
Vickie to close her eyes. Then he 
gently rubs the carving across her 
face and asks her what it feels like. If 
she replies "feathers" then he smiles 

and continues carving. 
Poe's pieces are inspired by illus­

trations in magazines such as "Ken­
tucky Living," or hunting magazines. 
He mainly works with birds, such as 
eagles or owls, but he is planning to 
carve squirrels and raccoons and is 
currently experimenting with creat­
ing human-shaped figurines. He 
weaves baskets from wood shavings, 
creates tab!~. stools, rockers and 
hopes to make baby cradles, and has 
lots of ideas and dreams, says his 
wife. 

Poe's persistent dream is to create 
a bed with eagles guarding each cor­
ner. At the head of the bed, eagles 
would hold baskets containing ferns 
or flowers. At the foot of the bed, two 
American Eagles would spread their 
wings inward until their wingtips 
touched to hold folded blankets or 

bedspreads. 
Poe also hopes someday 10 open a 

store to display his carvings and the 
many baskets he sells. Currently, he 
receives several orders from Indiana 
and various parts of the United States. 

Woodcarving is a tradition in Poe's 
family. His grandfather made bas­
kets and so did Poe's father, Ned, 
who died about eight years ago. Poe 
always watched his father and helped 
him gather the wood, but hcdidn 'ttry 
his hand at carving until after his 
father died. Berefit at the death of his 
father, he started whittling and then 
carving a figure ftom a piece of wood, 
and discovered he could release his 
grief in creating. 

Asachild,Poebecame introverted. 
An illness robbed him of speech for 
six months. He had 10 team to talk 
again. Due to his illness, his educa­
tion was hindered and his shyness 
prevented him from forming friend­
ships. Poe has difficulty reading, but 
he's trying to overcome that obstacle. 

Throughhisfather'slegacy,Char­
les Gene Poe can release his frustra­
tions and share his genius with those 
-who view his masterpieces.

A STRONG WORK ETHIC 

Everytime I read about unemploy­
ment in Eastern Kentucky, I can't 
help but get the feeling that those 
writing lhe articles are saying, "Those 
people are out of work and it's their 
own fault." 

Not so! 
Granted, we have able-bodied 

citizens who, as they say, wouldn't 
work in a pie factory. What society 
doesn't? But, by and large, Eastern 
Kentuckians indeed have a history of 
a strong work ethic. 

The problem is, that too many of 
our self-appointed critics are either 
ignorant of this history, or are simply 
apathetic toward it. Either way, what 
we've gotten for lhe past 40 years or 
so is a bum rap. 

Of course, it all started with coal. 

Those millionaire businessmen from 
back East who invested in our coal 
fields around the turn of the century, 
obviously felt secure in the knowl­
edge that we'd work. What they 
probably didn't realize, though, and 
what certainly turned out to be a 
bonus for them was that what seemed 
at lhc time to be nolhing more than 
just so many business transactions, 
were, in fact, birthings - slapping 
life into the Van Lears, the Wheel­
wrights, the Thealkas and the dozens 
of other communities that dot the 
map up and down the Big Sandy 
Valley. 

During the first half of this cen­
tury, while our people worked, lh~sc 
little communities grew, becommg 
all things to those who lived in them, 
while at the same time becoming 

microcosms of America herself. 
These communities were at once 

wholly American, yet uniquely East­
em Kentuckian. They existed in sort 
of a swial paradox, basking in the 
security of guaranteed employment 
during hard times, yet facing daily 
fears and dread that the wages earned 
would not be sufficient to adequately 
feed and clothe their families. Ac­
companying this, too, was me ever­
present, yet unspoken, threat of dis­
asterthatprimitiveminingtechniques 
afforded. 

Yet, during the Depression and 
war years, we worked - doing what 
was necessary ro pull the coal from 
the ground and strength from each 
other. We sent our daddies to the 
mines and our sons and daughters to 
war, and in both cases welcomed 

home those who returned while griev­
ing eternally those who didn't. 

Then, in the 1950s, almost in uni­
son - and through no fault of those 
who worked them - Eastern 
Kentucky's mines began closing. T­
rails rusted and weeds grew between 
the cross ties of the miles of railroad 
track that snaked along the creek beds 
and hillsides. 

It was, however, because of our 
work ethic that our families began 
heading north to Dayton, Detroit and 
Wabash. Many are stilllhereand will 
likely stay. 

So don't give me anymore of this 
business about Eastern Kentuckians 
not wanting to work. We are work­
ing. We're just not working here.

• Eat foods high In complex 
carbohydrates and fiber, such as 
fruits, vegetables and whole-grain 
products. 

• Maintain good balance in the 
diet, keeping In lnlnd that there 
are no good foods or bad foods-­
just good diets and bad diets. 
Balance high-fat, high-calorie 
meals with others that are lower In 
fat and calories. 

• Opt for nutrient-dense 
snacks-foods with lots of nutri­
ents In proportion to their calo­
ries. 

One final recorrunendation of­
fered by Gunkier Is for men to seek 
advice from a registered dietitian, 
who can help set up a personal­
Ized plan for more healthful eat­

Many are unaware of 
Social Security benefits 

There is more to Social Security 
than benefits for persons over 62 years 
of age. Consumer Education Research 
Center, a national non-profit con­
sumer group has been researching 
the Social Security system and the 
benefits it provides since 1972. One 
fmding is that, of the 50 million per­
sons now collecting benefits, more 
than 15 million are under 62 and, 
surprisingly, the average age is only 
about30. 

Robert L. Berko, consumer writer 
and executive director of the center, 
says the organization has been pub­
lishing and updating a complete list 
of available benefits (and how to 
qualify for them) for the past 18 years. 
The guide offers consumers of all 
ages an awareness of the benefits 
they are entitled to under the latest 
laws. The 12th update (a complete 
revision) is now available. 

The book contains a form to get a 
copy of your Social Security account 
showing all credits to your account 
and an estimate of the amount you 
will get upon retirement or disability. 
Workers must check their Social 
Security accounts frequently since 
any errors more than three years old 
will not be corrected. Often, the study 
found, workers have had too much 
deducted from their wages and were 

due a refund. In other cases, employ­
ers had not sent the correct amount to 
be credited to accounts. If you have 
records of the amount earnings and 
deductions, you will be credited with 
that money and the employer's share 
whethcrornotheever sent the money 
to the government.

"Billions of dollars go 

Berko,"because 
many workers do not realize they are 
eligible for benefits." Among the 
findings of the study group and in­
cluded in the guide are: 

*In some cases parents of a de­
ceased worker are eligible for bene­
fits even if they never paid into the 
system. 

*Many children are eligible for 
benefits even though their parents 
never paid into the system. 

*Minor children and surviving 
spouse of a person who has worked 
under the SS system for as little as 
one day in each of six annual quarters 
can collect benefits. 

*Income from investments, inter­
est, annuities, rentals and royalties 
are not considered in determining 
eligibility-nor is income from a busi­
ness in which the person was owner 
or partner if payments are made as 
retirement benefits , purchase of 
equity or any of the above. Only 
income listed as payment for actual 
work will affect retirement benefits. 
And after age 70, even that restriction 
is lifted. 

*A divorcee (either sex), 62 or 
older, who was married 10 years or 
more is eligible for benefits when the 
ex-spouse starts collecting retirement 
or disability payments. If the divor­
cee was later married and that mar­
riage ended in death or divorce, this 
will not affect eligibility. 

*The Supplementary Security 
Income (SSI) program provides bene­
fits to aged, blind, physically dis­
abled and even those with language 
handicaps. Even if these recipients 
own cars, homes or other assets, no 
lien is taken against these assets and 
a person cannot be disqualified be­
cause relatives are financially able to 
support the recipient. 

• Some benefits, such as SSI, do 
not require any work record by the 
recipient or his or her family.

SOMETHING WILD 
-Starting a wildflower garden is 

easy-
Wildflower popularity is going 

wild. Bright yellow lance-leaved 
coreopsis and black-eyed susans, as 
well as whiteoxeyedaisiesand purple 
rocket larkspurs are popping up in 
beds and meadows everywhere in 
OO.Ckyards, along sidewalks and drive­
ways. and even as decorative trim 
along the front of houses - adding 
spectacular color and beauty to home 
landscapes across the country. 

Though easy to grow, the key to 
growing wildflowers successfully is 
to understand the conditions they 
require in their native habitats. Soil 
type, average rainfall, temperature 
range, shade and sunlight 1lfe all 
important factors. Consequently, the 
wildflowers best suited to your prop­
erty are the same that would grow 
naturally under your property's en vi-

ronmental conditions. 
Most wildflower seeds come pre­

packaged in mixtures. These mix­
tures usually contain blends of annu­
als,perennials,biennialsanda"nurse" 
grass seed, such as a hard or tall 
fescue. The nurse grass will germi­
nate quickly, thus preventing weed 
growth while the wildflowers grow 
and become established. 

Pinto Wildflower mixtures by 
Lofts Seed are designed to grow in 
different North American tempera­
ture zones: Canadian, northern U.S., 
southern U.S., southwestern U.S., 
tropical and Texarkana. Homeown­
ers can also choose semi-shade toler­
ant mixtures for shady areas, and all 
annual and all perennial flowers. Each 
mix should contain several species to 
ensure good growing results.

Continued strong demand for dark 
air-cured and fire-cured tobaccos led 
to quota increases for the 1992 mar­
keting year. 

"The supply-demand balance for 
dark tobaccos has improved in recent 
years and this is why we continue to 
sec increases in the quotas," said Will 
Snell, extension agricultural econo­
mist at the University of Kentucky. 
"The U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture (USDA) has announced a five­
percent increase in the national acre­
age allotments for Kentucky-Tennes­
see fire-cured tobaccos (types 22 and 
23) and a four-percent increase for 
dark air-cured tobaccos (types 35 and 
36) acreage allotments." 

Farms that have planted or re­
ceived planted credit for at least 75 
percent of the farm's quota in recent 
years will receive a 1992 dark air­
cured allotment of five percent. No­
tices of allotments for individual 
farms will be mailed to producers by 
the county Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service Commit­
tee. 

The USDA also has announced a 
four-percent increase in the average 
support price for fire-cured and air­
cured tobaccos. 

Dark air-cured and fire-cured 
tobaccos are produced in 32 counties 
in the western part of Kentucky. 

The national acreage allotment for 
Kentucky-Tennessee fue-cured is set 
at 15,789 acres, according to Snell. 
The average support price increased 

soil type and color. These important 
factors are: 

Germination. If there's no rainfall 
after seeding, a thorough watering 
will promote germination and early 
establishment. Established wild­
flower plants will survive dry periods 
without water, but won't flower as 
often. 

Bloom and Height Some annual 
species will bloom six to eight weeks 
after planting. Other flower species 
require various degrees of maturity 
before they can flower. Depending 
on the environment, the flowering 
plant's height will range from two to 

three and one-half feet. 
Flowering Expectations. Perennial 

wildflowers will persist the fust year 
and bloom the next, while annuals 
will grow and flower the first year, 
produce seed, then germinate and 
bloom the following year. The fust 
season is always the showiest for 
annuals. To preserve the original 
balance of the mixture, reseed every 
two years. Otherwise, native species 
will dominate over the years. 

Once you'vedecided which wild­
flowers to plant and where to put 
them, it's time to sow the seeds. First, 
remove all weeds from the planting 
site. Thoroughly rake the soil to loosen 
it, then rake again lightly to form 
grooves. Loose, exposed soil is a 
must because good soil-to-seed con­
tact is essential for successful seed 
germination. 

In the south. Pinto wildflower 

$5.40 per hundiectwetght to $142.10 
for these types. The dark air-cured 
tobaccos acreage allotment is set at 
5,34 2 acres. The average support price 
for these types increased $4.80 per 
hundredweight to $121.70. 

"Snuff production, the primary use 
of dark tobaccos, is up about five 
percent," added Snell, a tobacco 
policy specialist with the UK College 
of Agriculture. "Increased moist snuff 
production is offsetting slight de­
creases in production of other prod­
ucts, notably chewing tobacco, that 
use dark tobacco. Higher snuff pro­
duction, along with the fact that use 
of dark tobaccos is exceeding pro­
duction, is keeping pressure to in­
crease the acreage allotments." 

Dark tobaccos acreage allotments 
are based loosely on supplies, use, 
loan holdings and grade distributions. 

"Dark fire-cured disappearance is 
exceeding production; we're several 
million pounds short," said Bill 
Maksymowicz, extension tobacco 
specialist at the UK Research and 
Education Center in Princeton. "We 
have the potential to increase produc­
tion in the Green River area because 
some growers are underproducing 
type 36." 

The average support price is de­
termined by such factors a-. the aver­
age market price and production costs 
in past years. The cooperative mar­
keting associations can request re­
duced support levels to improve the 
marketability of tobacco. The maxi-

seeds can be planted in early spring 
or mid- to late autumn; northern cli­
mates require an early or mid-fall 
seeding. Spread seed by hand or use 
a drop or cyclone spreader. Typical 
seeding rates for small areas are one 
ounce for 250 square feet or one 
pound to cover 4,000 square feet As 
a rule, most wildflower seeds can be 
spread at the rate of four to six pounds 
per acre. Double the recommended 
seeding rate for sloped areas. 

Once planted. routine wildflower 
maintenance is a breeze. Simply keep 
the seeds and ground evenly moist 
until the seedlings are established, a 
period of seven to 10 days. Providing 
adequate moisture is very importan,t, 
especially if seeds are sown in late 
spring or early summer after the 
weather has become warm. Then, 
keep weeds out and mow once a year 
when wildflowers are dormant, usu­
ally in latefallorearly spring. Mowing 
should be done at a height of four to 
six inches. A void fertilizing, which 
encourages weeds rather than wild­
flower 'growth. 

As the wildflowers become estab­
lished, certain species will begin to 
dominate others. If you wish to main­
tain the original balance of species, 
reseeding is recommended every two 
years.

Tuition fees aren•t deductible 
Q: We are paying a lot of money to 

send our child to a private school for 
advanced tutoring. Would any of this 
be a deduction for charitable pur­
poses?- R.Y., Portland, Ore. 

A: Tuition, or amounts you pay 
instead of tuition, are not deductible 
as contributions, even if they are paid 
for children who attend parochial 
schools or qualifying non-profit day 
care centers. 

A fixed amount, designated as a 
"donation," that is required to be paid 
to a private school in addition to the 
tuition fee as a condition of enroll­
ment, is also not deductible. 

Q: Is it true that only prescription 
drugs can qualify as medical deduc­
tions? What about the cost of aspirin 
taken for the relief of pain while I'm 
doing my tax return?- L.D., South 
Bend, Ind. 

A: Only amounts paid for pre­
scribed medicines, drugs or insulin 
are deductible as a medical expense. 
A prescribed drug is one which re­
quires a doctor's prescription. The 
IRS says that pain resulting from the 
preparation of an income tax return is 
a personal pain and therefore not 
deductible. 

Q: Myaltomeyisgoingtoprepare 
a trust for our family . It seems very 
involved and complicated. Our neigh­
bor has one and says it's the only way 
to go. What's a trust all about any­
way?- J.W., Jacksonville, Fla. 

A: A trust can seem terribly com­
plicated even if it is not It is simply 
a valuable tool for good financial and 
tax planning to help you make the 
most of what you have. A trust is a 
means by which you can ensure that 
your plans for your assets are carried 
out in accordance with your wishes. 

It is an arrangement under which 
one person gives control of some, or 
all, of his money, investments, real 
estate or other property to another 
individual or institution, frequently a 
bank, to act as trustee of these assets. 

In general, the trust document 
states who the beneficiaries of those 
assets will be, and what each will 
receive. And, of course, when they 
will receive it.

Nor does the recipient pay any 
gift or income tax on the amount 
received. If your spouse joins in the 
gift, you can transfer up to $20,000 
annually, tax free, to each recipient. 
However, any income earned on the 
property after the transfer is taxable 
to the recipient. 

Q: I am on the board of directors 
ofarathersmallcorporation.I am not 
an employee of this company. Am I 
considered self-employed? - S.T., 
Tampa, Fla. 

A. Yes. Fees received for per­
Conning services as a director of a 
corporation are self-employment 
income.
