Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens 
voted no on the hiring, saying he felt 
the architectural services should have 
been bid. 

Trotter said Tuesday that Wal-Mart 
in the Prestonsburg Village expects 
to see a dramatic sales increase over 
the Thanksgiving weekend, other 
businesses in town seem to experi­
ence their greatest sales periods after 
that weekend. 

Pete Jarvis, owner of The Coach­

"wiU probably peak sometime be­
tween the 15th and 20th of Decem­
ber." 

Brenda Crouch, executive direc­
tor of Mountain Heritage Arts & 
Crafts in downtown Prestonsburg said 
that she didn't recall any particular 
day of sales last year being tremen­
dously better than another. 

Still, she said, sales in the last 
month before Christmas were fantas-

"It's good practice to bid things 
over $10,000 and with a $200,000 
contract, I think it would be wise to 
bid it," Owens told the court. "It 
would ha'O·e been nice to have done 
that"

Court okays 
site proposal

Plans to bring live horse racing to 
Eastern Kentucky entered the home 
stretch Wednesday when the Floyd 
County Development Authority and 
the Floyd Fiscal Court began plans to 
ensure financing of the track. 

Currently, the Prestonsburg-Floyd 
County Properties Corporation plans 
to initially purclwe the Route 3 prop­
erty jointly-owned by Jack Absher 
and Hobart Potter for $1.7 million, 
which includes the price of the prop­
erty and site-preparation. This will 
expedite-construction on them~e, en­
abling the project to be completed by 
theJuly,1993 opening day deadline. 

If the completed feasibility study 
on the site shows that the project is 
payable by taxable and tax-free bonds, 
then the Properties Corporation then 
plans to issue multiple series mort­
gage lease revenue bonds to purchase 
the site. 

The Properties Corporation would 
then lease the facility to Eastern Ken­
tucky Racing for short-term tempo­
rary use from year to year in ex­
change for rental or lease payments 
in amounts sufficient to pay the prin­
cipal and interest on the bonds until 
bond financing is paid in full. 

If the feasibility shows that the 
Properties Corporation is unable to 
finance the project with the bonds, 
then Eastern Kentucky Racing has 
the option to privately fmance the 
project. 

According to negotiations between 
the Development Authority and the 
Floyd Fiscal Court, the county would 
purchase the property for use as an 
idustrial development site if neither 
the Public Properties Corporation nor 
Eastern Kentucky Racing are able to 
arrange financing within the first 120 
days. 

Floyd County Development Au­
thority Executive Director Darrell 
Gilliam said Wednesday that this 
measure would help to ensure the 
issuance of the bonds. 

However, if a proposed repurchase 
agreement frrst read at a Fiscal Court 
meetingWednesdayispassedasis,if 

Eastern Kentucky Racing should not 
receive racing dates in any subse-­
quent year or in the event that previ­
ously-awarded racing dates are re­
scinded, or if for any other reason 
Eastern Kentucky Racing detennines 
that it Will not continue the operation 
of the track and related facilities, the 
county would be obligated to pur­
chase the site at a purchase price

Parental apathy 
Much bas been written about the low percent­

age of eligible Americans who vote, but the 
percentage of registered voters casting ballots in 
even the most routine of recent elections looks 
huge compared to the percentage of parents vot­
ing for most school councils established by the 
1990 Kentucky Education Reform Act. 

The low percentage of parents voting for their 
representatives undermines a major intent of the 
councils: To encourage more parental involve­
ment in the education of their children. For the 
councils to be truly representative, more parents 
clearly must be involved in the selection process, 

In a survey of 316 schools with councils, the 
Kentucky School Board Journal found that an 
average of only 3 ,9 percent of the parents partici­
pated in the election of parental representatives. 

At a third of the schools, the percentage was less 
than two percent. 

Parents must become convinced that what 
school councils do has a direct impact on the 
education of their children ... and become more 
involved in the selection process. The minuscule 
number of parents participating in many school 
council elections is nothing short of shameful.­

Louder than ever, Gennans of goodwill must 
condemn the violence and louder than ever, we 
who live elsewhere in the world must condemn it 
too, and in the strongest of tenns.

Because history teaches that hate, particularly 

in hard economic times, is easily exported. His­
tory teaches us that hate must have scapegoats, 
and scapegoats more often than not are those 
within society who happen to be different from

The proposed coast-to-coast federal highway 
popularly known as I-66 would be just one small 
part of a huge transportation corridor including 
high-speed rail and other transportation systems, 
Kentucky's secretary of transportation says. 

Speaking before the board of directors of the 
Kentucky River Area Development District, 
Kelly said the proposed highway alone would 
cost a minimum of $30 billion, and the study

of pipelines and the possibility of highways," he 
said.

The rugged two-story log cabin 
perched on a mountain overlooking 
Cordia High School almost seems to 
blend into the beautiful Appalachian 
scenery. Its remarkable presence as­
sures visitors that it is the home of a 
great Kentuckian. This solid cabin 
has obviously been the home of a 
person whose pioneer spirit led her to 
achieve many seemingly impossible 
feats. This pioneer is Cordia High 
SchooVLotts Creek Community Cen­
ter founder Alice Slone. 

Alice H. Slone was born in the 
small Knott County, Kentucky com­
munity called Caney Creek in 1904. 
She attended the local schools until 
1919, when she traveled to Colum-

After graduation, Alice returned 
to Kentucky and secured a job teach­
ing at Caney Creek Junior College 
(now Alice Lloyd College). After 
living in Columbus' more liberal en­
vironment, she disagreed with many 
of the strict practices at Caney Creek. 
When she saw a school employee 
discouraging conversation between 
a male student and a female student 
even when the two were standing 
several feet apart, Alice launched a 
small protest against the school's strict 
policies. She laughingly recalls, "I 
think Mrs. Lloyd would have been 
glad to get me out of her hair by that 
time." 

Schooldays 
The original school building at Lotts Creek brings back memories of 

children leaning over their books. Before the school was buiH, Allee 
Slone used the earth as her "textbook." 

Open House at Clark 
School is well attended 

On November 12, Clark Elemen­
tary School held an Open House with 
parent orientation for the non-graded 
primary unit. The event was well 
attended by many concerned parents. 
Parents visited individual students' 
classrooms in K-5 and saw examples 
of students' work. They were able to 

talk to the teacher about the progress 
of their child. During the primary 
orientation meeting Mr. Combs, prin­
cipal, explained teaching with the-

matic units, teaching using whole 
language, and the new reporting sys­
tem for primary children. 

Clark students hold debate 
The mixed fourth and fifth grades 

atOarkElementary studied the presi-

dential candidates in order to better 
imitate each candidates platform, 

style and voice. A few days before 
the actual election they held a mock 
debate. Students dressed and por­
trayed reporters, candidates and their 
wives. 

Allee Slone talked to Heather Watson about her experiences as a 
teacher during the early 1900s. 

Alice taught one year at Caney 
Creek. Then, at the urging of her 
sister Bertha, a teacher at Cordia's 
elemcrttary school, she setout to build 
a high school in Cordia. She traveled 
to the community with only ten dol­
lars and dreams of educating people 
in the area. She bargained with the 
county school superintendent until 
she was given permission to begin 
the school. One teacher's salary would 
be given to Alice under the condition 
that she provide a five hundred vol­
ume library and a five hundred dollar 
science lab. She contacted many ac­
quaintances from camp,and received 
the materials much sooner than a 
campus could be built 

Even before buildings for the 
Cordia High School could be com­
pleted, Alice began classes. She 
taught the students outside, using 
nature's resources as learning mate­
rials. "The earth was our textbook!" 
she recalls. 

The school seems to have had a 
charmed existence, but it exists due 
to Alice Slone's hard work and per­
sistence. From the beginning, the 
Cordia High School was challenged 
by the lack of school buildings, slight 
funding, and political feuds dating 
back to the Civil War. Alice Slone, 
however, was dedicated to making 
the school succeed. She divided the 
one teaching salary provided for the 
school among three educators, uti­
lized WP A help in building the school, 
and implemented such fundraising 
activities as selling gift boxes of 
shelled walnuts. She was met with 
some setbacks, for example, after 
selling orders for these gift boxes, no 
walnuts could be found in the area, 
but her resourceful nature made the 
school succeed. 

Alice's resourcefulness also 
earned much respect from the stu-

dcrtts at Cordia High School. While 
serving as the school's director, she 
never had to spank a student, choos­
ing instead to lecture or to assign the 
misbehaving student to a chore such 
as seeding a hillside. 

Alice Slone also helped improve 
her community through her crusade 
against surface mining. Alarmed by 
the damaging effects of unregulated 
surface mining, Alice began efforts 
to save the land as early as 1966. Her 
work for this cause was rewarded 
during the late 1970s when she vis­
ited the White House to watch Presi­
dent Carter sign surface mining regu­
lations into law. 

When Alice Slone founded Cordia 
High School in 1933, the tiny school 
contained only twenty-six students. 
Their eagerness, coupled with Alice 
Slone's determination, has allowed 
the school to flourish. Cordia High 
School still exists as a private/public 
institution supported by pri vat.e spon­
sorship and public funds. The school 
now has an enrolhnent of 100 stu­
dents (maximum capacity for its cam­
pus) and boasts two recent state cham­
pionships in cross country competi­
tion. Cordia High School has an ex­
tremely high percentage of graduates 
attending college, due to private do­
nations, and has an almost nonexist­
ent dropout rate. The school is doing 
well, says current director Alice 
Whitaker, but "every day is a 
struggle." 

Alice Slone is a vibrant, eloquent 
lady who claims to be a descendant of 
Daniel Boone. She credits her pio­
neerspirit to "Squire Boone" and still 
spends time each day writing 
fundraising letters for the school. Her 
perservance and dedication have en­
riched the lives of many Eastern Ken­
tuclqans, through the founding of 
Cordia High School and through her 
crusade to protect the land she loves.

OF EDUCATION

This column is to share informa­
tion with others about how to be 
successful in preparing children for 
school expericrtces. Sometimes par­
ents are the ones who know their 
child the best. Sometimes, though, 
the teacher will know the child better 
than the parents. This is not often the 
case, but it does happen. 

Sometimes children will expose 
their innermost secrets to a stranger 
(like a teacher) sooner or more easily 
than they do to their parents. That is 
because it is easier to risk rejection by 
a stranger than to risk rejection by 
one's parent(s). 

When parents reject their children, 
the children feel as if they are not 
worthy, that they are unwanted, that 
they cannot even attempt to be 
loveable because they are unloved by 
those closest and who know them the 
best Parents don't mean to reject 
their children, but we do so in very 
subtle ways. 

One way we reject our children is 
to say they cannot do something- not 
that they do not have our permission 
but that they are unable to do some­
thing. An example is a child wanting 
to ride a bicycle when (s)he has not 
yet mastered a tricycle. By saying, 
"No, you can't do that," without ex-

. plaining that the child is not big 
enough to reach the pedals or main­
tain his/her balance, we are saying 
that we do not trust the child. When 
we do not trust thechj.1d, we ~tthe 
child because we reject all that we 
have taught and the child's ability to 
perform what we have taught 

Another way we reject a child is to 
say that (s)he is "stupid," "dumb," 
"slow," "silly," or other such com­
~ents. Children are very fragile be­
mgs, regardless of how much they 
endure, and what we say they believe 
as "TRUTH" even if it is not. An 
example is a parent telling a child that 
(s)he will always be there, no matter 
what. This is not true, and the child 
(or adult) can be left with feelings of 
disappointment or rejection whcrt the 
parent dies, moves away, divorces, 
etc . 

These are simple ways to reject a 
child. Other more complex ways are 
depriving a child of his or her goals in 
life by saying, "You will never 
amount to anything," or "You never 
coulddoanythingright" Parents say 
these things without thinking about 
whatthechildunderstandsorremem­
bers. The child does not know what 
the adult perspective is, and perhaps 
it is best that the child doesn't ever 
learn the "adult" perspective. 

Children have marvelous imagi­
nations, creative powers and positive 
attitudes. Do we as adults? Usually 
not, unless we are stimulated by play­
ing with a child. What happened to 
our dreams and optimism? It died 
when someone said we "couldn't" or 
"shouldn't" or"wouldn 't be able to." 
When have you said, "Let's try and 
see what happens," to a child instead 
of the comments meant to give the 
child a ••realistic vi(!w" of his or her 
abilities? Isn't it .. realistic" to try to 
overcome limitations rather than ac­
cept them? What if Abraham Lin­
coln had not overcome his poverty 
and rural upbringing? Who would be 
on the copper penny today? Who 
would be on the five dollar bill? Was 
he "realistic" about trying to become 
.t'a-esident. 

Obviously yes, but how many 
"Lincolns" do we lose every lifetime 
with children rejected out of love by 
their parents. What can we do to stop 
this cycle? Love the children. Show 
them they are appreciated. Try some 
of their ideas. Even if they don't 
work, the child will have learned that 
(s)he can try things unknown and it 
doesn't matter what really happens. 
After all, it is the effort and the leam­
~ng that is the important part of grow­
mgup. 

What are you teaching your chil­
drw? How can we help them grow if 
they won't risk the "stretch" to make 
them grow. Help us teach your chil­
dren. We can't do it without you.
