Amendment #3 on the ballot for 
the upcoming November General 
Election, which if passed, willamong 
other things abolish Kentucky's Rail­
road Commission, has a surprising 
amount of supporters ... including one 
of the members of that commission . 

Believe it or not, Railroad Com­
missioner J.E. Combs, who has been 
on the commission for five years. 
will be spending much of the next 
two weeks trying to persuade his con­
stituents to vote him out of office. 

"These last flve years, (the rail­
road commission) has cost the tax­
payer around $500,000," Combs said 
Thursday, "and we have absolutely 
accomplished nothing." 

The problem, Combs said, began 
about four years ago when the federal 
government declared that railroad 
systems fell under the heading of 
interstate commerce and took over 
the duties and regulatory powers of 
all state railroad commissions in the 
nation. 

Now, Combs said, Kentucky's 
state railroad commission is one of 
only two operating in theentirecoun­
try, and serves only to drain the tax­
payers' wallets. 

Combs said that ~e Kentucky 
legislature appropriates around 
$90,000 of the state's budget for the 
railroad commission each year, and 
employs three railroad commission­
ers and one secretary' in a well-fur­
nished office with well-furnished 
expense accounts. 

Combs said he had begun cam­
paigning for Amendment #3 for the 

last four years. and ftnally got it on 
the ballot this year with the help of 
Governor Brereton Jones and Lieu­
tenant Governor Paul Patton. 

Amendment Three. if passed, will: 
• make the state treasurer, secre­

tary of state and agriculture commis­
sioner appointed. not elected, posi­
tions, with officials eligible for re­
appointment; 

• abolish the railroad commission 
and Offtce of Superintendent of 
Publiclnstruction, which has become 

a ftgurehead position under the Ken­
tucky Education Reform Act; 

• and limit the terms of board and 
commission members to four years 
with the senate to confmn such ap­
pointments. 

"Ifyouvoteyeson this, then you'll 
help me and you'll help yourself to 
save the state a lot of mo~ey." Combs 
said. "And it'll be a feather in my cap 
because I'll know I've done some­
thing to help the people ofKentucky." 

The statement CaudilJ was refer­
ring to was a one-page letter that 
administration association president 
Frankie Francis read at the October 
13 board of education meeting.

of statehood, the Constitution' s s~ci­
fications of the manner in which the 
three bmnchl's of state government 
arc, admmist<'red evolved progres­
sively. However, during'this century, 
only the provisions relating to the 
Judicial and Legislative Branches 
have seen meaningful change, with 
the adoption of the unified court 
system in 1975 and the Kenton 
amendment establishing an organ­
izational session in odd-numbered 
years and even-year legislative elec­
tions in 1979. The constitutional 

provisions regarding the Executive 
Branch have remained essentially 
unchanged since the adoption of the 
state's fourth and current Constitution 
in 1 891, although a number of the 
provisions relating to the Governor 
and Lieutenant Governor were re­
tained from the second and third 
Constitutions. adopted in 1799 and 
1850. respectively. 

PROPOSED CONSTITU­
TIONAL CHANGES 

(1) Consecutive Terms for State 
Officers 

Sections 71, 82, and 93 of the 
Constitution prohibit the Governor, 
Lieutenant Governor, and all other 
statewide elected executive officers 
from being elected to consecutive 
terms in office. Kentucky, Virginia, 
and Mississippi are the only states 
with such a restriction in their Con­
stitutions. 

The proposed amendment would 
permit only those state officers elected 
in 1995 and thereafter to seek imme­
diate re-election, but they would not 
be eligible to serve three consecutive 
terms. Current officeholders would 
not benefit from the amendment, 
insofar as they would not be eligible 
to succeed themselves immediately 
upon the expiration of the current 
term. 

(2) Joint Election of Governor 
and Lieutenant Governor 

Sections 70 and 82 of the 
Constitution provide for election of 
the Governor and Lieutenant Gover­
nor individually, by voters' casting 
one vote for each office. Primary 
elections are creations of the political 
parties and no mention of how candi­
dates for office are to be nominated is 
made in the Kentucky Constitution. 
Currently, of the 43 states that elect 
both a Goxernor and Lieutenant 
Governor, 23 require that each party's 
candidates for Governor and Lieu­
tenant Governor run jointly in the 
regular election, and nine of those 
states require that gubernatorial can­
didates select their running mates 
before the primary election. Kentucky 
law requires candidates for Governor 
and Lieutenant Governor to run as a 
team in the primary elections begin­
ning in 1995. The proposed amend­
ment would require the successful 
primary nominees of each political 
party to run as a team in the regular 
election as well, so that one vote 
would be cast for both candidates in 
the regular election. 

(3) Duties of the Lieutenant Gov­
ernor 

The two duties of the Lieutenant 
Governor prescribed by Sections 83 
and 84 are to preside over the Senate 
and serve when necessary as Gover­
nor. The proposed amendment would 
remove the Lieutenant Governor as 
President of the Senate, by repealing 
Section 83, and would require that a 
member of the Senate be elected as 
President of that body in the same 
manner as the Speaker of the House 
is elected. Further, the proposed 
amendment would require the Lieu­
tenant Governor to perform the du­
ties provided for the office by law, in 
addition to those assigned by the 
Governor. 

(4) Assumption of Gubernato­
rial Power by the Lieutenant Gov-

ern or 
Section 84 of the Constitution 

requires the Lieutenant Governor to 
s~rve as Governor when the Gover­
nor is absent from the state and when 
the Governor is unable to discharge 
the duties of the office for any reason. 
The proposed amendment would 
permit the Governor to retain the 
powers of the office when absent 
from the state, establish procedures 
for allowing the. Governor to declare 
an inability to serve, and provide for 
an independent determination of the 
Governor's ability to discharge the 
duties of the office, to permit the 
Lieutenant Governor to serve as 
Governor when necessary. Under the 
proposed amendment. if the Gover­
nor became ill or was otherwise inca­
pacitated, the Attorney General could 
petition the Supreme Court to declare 
the Governor disabled, if the Gover­
nor did not declare his or her own 
disability. If the court did so unani­
mously, the Lieutenant Governor 
would assume the powers of the 
Governor until the court ruled that 
the Governor had recovered. 

(5) Filling a Vacancy in the Office 
of Governor 

Section 85 of the Constitution 
provides that a new election for 
Governor must be held if there is a 
vacancy in that office within the first 
two years of the term. The proposed 
amendment deletes the requirement 
for a new gubernatorial election in 
that circumstance and permits the 
Lieutenant Governor. who would 
have been elected jointly with the 
Governor, to assume the duties of the 
Governor for the remainder of the 
term,just as he or she would should a 
vacancy occur during the last two 
years of the Governor's term. 

(6) Line of Succession for Gu­
bernatorial Authority 

Currently, if the Governor is un­
able to administer the government, 
the line of succession of gubernato­
rial authority runs through the Lieu­
tenant Governor to the President Pro 
Tempore of the Senate, to the Secre­
tary of State, to the Attorney General. 
With the proposed elimination of an 
elected Secretary of State by Consti­
tutional Amendment #3, an amend­
ment to Section 87 of the Constitution 
is proposed to replace the Secretary 
of State in the line of succession with 
the Attorney General and to permit 
the Auditor of Public Accounts to 
serve as Governor if the Attorney 
General is unable to do so. 

(7) Elimination of State Officers 
Section 91 of the Constitution 

requires that a Register of the Land 
Office, a Superintendent of Public 
Instruction and other state officers be 
elected by the people. Section 94 
permits the General Assembly to 
abolish the office of Register of the 
Land Office and provide by law for 
the custody and preservation of its 
records. In 1898, that office was 
abolished as an elective one by law; 
its duties were assigned initially to 
the office of Auditor of Public Ac­
counts, and then in 1934 to the office 
of Secretary of State, where they are 
still performed. 

Section 93 of the Constitution 
provides that the duties of elected 
state officers arc to be set by law by

the General Assembly. Prior to the 
passage of the 1990 Kentucky Edu­
cation Reform Act (KERA), the 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
served as head of the Department of 
Education and the various state boards 
of education. KERA created the 
position of Commissioner of Educa­
tion, to be appointed by the State 
Board for E le mentary and Secondary 
Education. The duties previously 
performed by the Superintendent of 
Public Instruction have been trans­
ferred to the new Commissioner of 
Education. The General Assembly 
has given the SuperintendentofPublic 
Instruction the duty to act as a citizen 
advocate for elementary and secon­
dary education and has reduced the 
salary of the Superintendent of Pub­
lic Instruction to S3,000 per year. 

The proposed amendment would 
delete the abolished Register of the 
Land Office and the Superintendent 
of Public Instruction from the list of 
state officers to be elected and would 
repeal Section 94. 

(8) Senate Confirmation of 
Public Officials 

Section 93 of the Constitution 
provides that state officers that are 
not specifically provided for in the 
Constitution may be appointed or 
elected, as the General Assembly may 
determine by law, for a term of not 
more than four years. The proposed 
amendmentto this section would also 
apply this provision to the appoint­
ment or election of members of vari­
ous boards and commissions which 
have been created over the years to 
perform technical assistance, licens­
ing, advisory, regulatory, or over­
sight functions over subject matters 
not specifically or routinely addressed 
by other agencies of state govern­
ment Another portion of the pro­
posed amendment would provide a 
constitutional check and balance on 
gubernatorial appointments of state 

officers, boards, and commissions, 
by permitting the General Assembly 
to write into law a requirement that 
appointees to certain posts must also 
be approved by the Senate before 
assuming office. Permitting Senate 
confirmation of gubernatorial ap­
pointments is not a new concept in 
Kentucky; the state' s first three 
Constitutions required the Senate to 
confirm the Governor's nominations 
of appointed state and local officers. 
Some appointed board members, such 
as those on the lottery's board of 
directors, must already be confirmed 
by the Senate under statutory law. 

(9) Reduction ofNumberorElec­
tion 

There is· currently an election and 
a primary, if one is needed, for some 
type of public office every year in 
Kentucky, as provided for by the 
election schedule requirements in 
Sections 97, 99,148, and 167. The 
proposed amendment establishes an 
even-year election schedule for all 
offices except statewide elected state 
officers, such as the Governor and 
Lieutenant Governor. As a result, 
elections would be eliminated in one 
year of each four-year cycle of elec­
tions. To accomplish this change, 
some officials elected at their next 
election in an odd-numbered year 
would have their terms of office 
decreased or increased by one year 
(for one time only), to accommodate 
the shift to an even-year election 
cycle. No person holding office on 
the effective date of the proposed 
amendment would have the current 
term extended or reduced. 

EFFECTIVE DATE 
If the proposed amendment is 

approved by the voters on November 
3, 1992, it would become effective 
immediately upon passage.

"We need the university medical 
and allied health schools to put more 
emphasis on primary and preyentive 
medicine," Heller said. "That may 
require limiting non-primary care 
residencies until vacancies are filled 
in primary care, but that's what it 
may take to provide more doctors to 
underserved areas." 

Financial incentives will offer a 
more effective "carrot" approach to 
newly degree and licensed medical 
professionals. 

"We need to provide loan forgive­
ness to doctors and nurses who locate 
in underserved regions of the state. 
We can raise the reimbursement lev­
els to those primary care providers, 
especially in the 'in-need' counties," 
he said. 

The plan currently under study 
would create a Kentucky Health 
Services Corps to bring physicians 
who received loans through various 
state assistance programs to serve in 
areas in need of more doctors. 

"If they stay in that area after their 
tour of service, we can extend tax 
credits to make those communities 
more attractive for a practice," said 
HeUer. 

One section of the plan calls for 
more liberal use of"physician exten­
ders" -nurse practitioners and phy­
sician assistants, for example-in 
rural areas by allowing them to write 
prescriptions, with a doctor's review. 

Another area for reform is the 
design and implementation of a 
regionalized, as opposed to local­
ized,systemofdeliveringhealthcare. 

"Many of our community hospi­
tals have fewer than one-third of their 
beds occupied on any given day of 
the year," said Heller. "While they 
can continue to serve as centers for 
primarycareoremergencyroom care, 
we can designate a single facility in a 
region as the full service hospital. 

"Costly new medical technology 
should be limited to these regional 
facilities, while we improve state­
wide access to primary care through 
local health departments, primary care 
centers and community hospitals. 

"All of these elements together 
expand the access Kentuckians have 
to health care, while controlling the 
factors that eltplode the cost," he said. 

"Ifwecan'taccomplish these two 
things at the same time, we risk chang. 
ing the health care system of today, 
but leaving the causes that plague 
that system in place to ruin any ad­
vances just a few years down the 
road."

A price too high 
by Scott Perry 

According to Economics 101, the basic principle of 
supply and demand dictates that when demand is high 
and supply is low, prices go up. 

That rule has come home to roost in Eastern Kentucky 
in human, rather than economic terms. 

In the Big Sandy/Fivco development districts, which 
incorporate much of Eastern Kentucky, the demand for 
social services is among the highest in the state. 

The Cabinet for Human Resources reports, however, 
that each caseworker in the region handles an average 
of 44 cases, the highest ratio of any Kentucky district and 
19 cases per worker above the average allowed by law. 

The high demand for services and the low supply of 
caseworkers is exacting a high price. 

Because social workers are spread so thin, a group 
known as the Kentucky Youth Advocates has been 
prompted to contend that the state can no longer guar­
antee that neglected and abused children referred to the 
state will be protected from further harm. 

That's a cost we must not accept. 
We cannot allow our children to continue to fall through 

the cracks of bureaucracy by neglecting the neglected. 
What tragic irony. 
The state must act quickly to reinforce the weary, 

overworked, underpaid troops who struggle to meet our 
childrens' needs. 

If we fail, all else fails, as well. 

Watch that sign 
We harbor no delusions that Ross Perot will pull off an 

upset victory in the November 3 presidential balloting, 
but the businessman's finish could greatly influence 
national politics for years to come. 

Perot's no-bull, return-America-to-the-people campaign 
has attracted a wide troupe of supporters--enough to 
open some eyes among those who are elected to serve. 

If Perot can draw a respectable percentage of the vote, 
it ought to serve as a strong warning that Americans are 
fed up with Washington's business-as-usual approach 
to government. 

Those in Congress who fail to re·adthe signals may find 
themselves reading the want ads the next time around.

The two fatal accidents last week in Knott County 
arc reminders how dangerous Ky 80 is. Driver error, 
especially if it causes a collision with a coal truck, 
often results in death. 

The accidents demonstrate that Ky. 80 is one of 
the most dangerous 55 mph four-lane highways in 
this nation. We often mistakenly believe this is an 
imersta~ highway. I is not. ',,stcac·, it is a 55 mph 
road traveled by drivers constantly traveling 65 mph 
or better. It is a coal haul road with frequent points of 

access that are very dangerous. High speeds and lane 
changing are caused by the severe slopes as the road 
cuts across mountains and valleys. Pieces of coal and 
mud frequently obstruct the road and fog diminishes 
visibility ... 

We are concerned about the reduced visibility 
because of fog in early hours or in the evening. 
Drivers frequently have been forced to roll down 
their windows to listen for vehicles as they make 
their decision to tum on or off the road ... 

Ky. 80 will never be as safe as other highways. 
We all have to be more careful and appreciate the 
rights of others on the road.

Don't fear free trade 
All three presidential candidates performed well 

in Monday night's debate, and they had a lot to say 

about what most Americans think is the biggest 
issue: the economy. 

But we were sorry to see Ross Perot and Bill 
Clinton beating up on the North American Free 
Trade Agreement (NAFT A), the most significant of 
President Bush's few economic achievements. 

Mr. Perot was especially harsh, complaining that 
good jobs in this country would head south to Mex­
ico, "where they pay people $1 an hour." He also 
hinted that the Bush and Clinton camps were some­
how tainted because members of their campaign 
staffs have lobbied for foreign countries and compa­
nies. 

Xenophobia has always had political appeal in 
America. especially in tough economic times. But 
the toughest economic times, the Great Depression, 
came after Congress passed the Smoot-Hawley tariff 
bill. By contrast, after President KeMedy persuaded 
Congress to reduce trade barriers, we enjoyed some 
of our most prosperous years. 

We believe NAFrA will be similarly beneficial. 
Even without the agreement. U.S. exports to Mexico 
are surging. For instance, Kentucky's exports to 
Mexico grew 278 percent from 1987 to 1991. 

And consider this: A new study by Ernst& Young 
found that most foreign investments by American 
fmns last year were in countries with wage rates 
similar to ours, countries like Canada, Britain, Ger­
many and France.

Will we stop 
negative 

campaigning?

As it rolls off the tongue, the word 
"politics" emerges as a sneer, leaving 
a bad taste in the mouth. 

Yet, there is nothing at all inher­
ently wrong with politics. It is, in­
deed, a vital part of our lives, the 
lifeblood of a democracy, the means 
by which ordinary citizens become 
engaged in self-government 

Where does politics go wrong? 
The answer is complex because 

the system, the issues and the people 
involved in it are complex. But in the 
simplest possible tenns, politics goes 
wrong because public service be­
comes self-service, greed overtakes 
better virtues, power corrupts, of­
fice-holding becomes a livelihood, 
expediency is reborn as mediocrity 
and public indifference breeds public 
scorn. 

All these ills boil down to the 
human factor-topeople who run for 
andoccupypublicofficeandtopeople 
who do or do not vote for them, pay 
attention to issues or participate in 
the discussions. 

As we approach the stre~h run for 
aNovemberelection in a presidential 
year, already we are steeling our­
selves for the worst politics offers. 
It's the part of the process that gives 
politics its bad name: The political 
campaign. 

We have little doubt that the presi­
dential campaign will get nastier in 
the fmal days. We do not anticipate 
this without reason: The incumbent 
president is running far behind in the 
polls and therefore needs to energize 
his campaign and, for him, it's a 
proven technique. Where is Willie 
Horton this time? 

The real question we must ask 
ourselves is: Will we fall for it again? 

Four years ago, we said collec­
tively that enough was enough_ 
"Negative" campaigning was 
counterproductive, we said. It turned 
people off.politics, kept good people 
from even thinking about running for 
office and added nothing to the pub­
lic discussion_ We can do better than 
this, we said to ourselves. But were 
we listening? 

Of course, political campaigns in 
America have ceen historical I y nasty 

-and colorful. Mean and personal. 
Distorted and contrived. Managed 
and manipulated_ Add the element of 
television, and you have nasty, 
Madison Avenue style. Or today, 
Hollywood style. The nastiness be­
comes larger than life, a condition 
endemic to the medium. 

So why does it happen, and why 
do we expect more ofit in the coming 
weeks? 

Have we learned anything from 
our distaste for the "negative"? Do 
we say one thing and do another? Can 
we be trusted to listen to our best 
instincts? Can we focus our own at­
tention on the real issues? Does any­
body really care--amdidates specifi­
cally-that nasty, irrelevant cam­
paigns consume the seed com of 
democracy? 

Dowehavetheresolvetosendthe 
message that this kind of stuff just 
won't work? 

If we aren't part of the solution, 
we are part of the problem.

Letcher investigation 
may be finished soon 

A year-long state police investigation into 
Letcher County government is coming to an end 
soon, a Kentucky assistant attorney general said 
recently. • 

Paul Richwalsky Jr., the assistant attorney 
general in charge of Office of Special Prosecu­
tions, said the probe is nearing Completion, but he 
did not say just when he expects the results to 
become public. 

The investigation began last October when a 
Letcher County grand Jury asked the attorney 
general to appoint a special prosecutor to examine 
Letcher Fiscal Court's purchasing practices, and 
the business practices of its vendors and contrac­
tors. 

Kentucky State Police detectives were in 
Letcher County for months, following leads and 
questioning residents. Officers late last year served 
grand jury subpoenas and confiscated county 
records. 

Indications are that police looked at coal pur­
chases, culvert purchases and contract labor. 
Richwalsky would not say whether charges are 
expected to be filed. - The Mountain Eagle,

An ambulance was at fault in a f~ery collision 
wilh a coal truck that killed four people Septem­
ber 14, a state police investigator said Wednes­
day.

RESPONSIBLE CIDLDREN 

In the last column, we discussed 
responsibilities of parents. There are 
also responsibilities of children. 
Childrenareresponsiblefortheirown 
lives, if only we will allow them to 
assume that responsibility. Parents 
and teachers all too often assume the 
responsibility for the child. Without 
practice at assuming.responsibility, a 
child will not know how to handle it. 

Responsibility is a tricky "thing". 
We must structure children's choices 
so they make the right decision, yet 
we must allow them the freedom to 
fail. By "structure" I mean that par­
ents can assist children in making 
choices. A parent (and also in the 
rote of parent would fall the teacher) 
can say, "When you do xxxx, then 
yyyy will happen. Is that what you 
want to have happen?" or"When you 
do xxx., then yyy will happen. Is there 
another choice? What do you sup­
pose would happen when you do 
that?" 

It is important that we use the 
word "when" rather than "if." "If' is 
a maybe word, and we all know that 
maybe usually means we can getaway 
with it. ''When" implies a conse­
quence which will directly happen. 
By giving the child the direct conse­
quence, in his or her mind we allow 
responsibility to happen without 
having the child directly experience 
theconsequences. For example, when 
we say, "When you touch the hot 
burner on the stove, you will bum 
yourself," we are teaching the child 
that a particular action begets a re­
sult, in this case: pain. 

Most of us have achieved much in 
terms of learning what we can and 
cannot do in society. We can drink, 
butnottoomuch. Wecansmoke,but 
hopefully not risk cancer. We can 
enjoy good food, but too much makes 
us prone to many diseases. The same 
is true of a child: We must allow the 
child to make choices in society. 

How can a child learn to be re- · 
sponsible? By handling responsibil­
ity. Teach lessons of cause and effect

at a practical level. Show the child 
that his or her actions have an effect 
on others (or even on the child later 
on). Teach the child to be responsible 
by assuming responsibility for your­
self. Show that you can handle re­
sponsibility along with the child Tallc 
about what you do right or wrong and 
why it is the "responsible thing" to 

do. 
A child learns to be responsible 

through examples. By providing 
many lessons in responsibility, we 
can cut down on the number of chil­
dren who go to detention or lock-up 
facilities, who run away in search of 
a loving home, who skip school be­
cause they are afraid of taking a test 
or making a speech. Teach your 
child, your neighbor's child, your 
relative's child, how to make deci­
sions. Talk about the reasons you 
make choices. For example, show 
the child that there is logic in the 
decisions you make by explaining, 
"You cannot go to Johnny's house 
after school because I need to go to 
the store but I cannot leave you alone." 

You may be surprised how effec­
tively children will assume responsi­
bility when they are given the choices. 
One way to effectively introduce 
decision making and responsible 
choices at home is to plan a menu for 
the family meals. Everyone works 
together to find a commonly desired 
meal. Sometimes people do not lilc:e 
another's cooking, so a chance to 
volunteer to be coolc for the day may 
solve the problem of meal planning. 
(An experience at being cook for 
dinner may also solve your problems 
of complaints about whal is served!) 

Allowing children to make choices 
takes practice from both the parent 
and the child. Parents can begin the 
process early and, as the child grows, 
allow him or her more choices and/or 
freedom in his or her choices. Give 
your child the opportunity to succeed 
by allowing him or her the chance to 
fail. No one assumes responsibility 
on the flrst try, but continued chances 
improves the probability of success 
later on. Give it a try and write or 
phone in with your comments.

Morris, Hale lead Adams 
·past Osborne Eagles, 24-6 

As the Floyd County Elementary 
Football Conference enters its fmal 
week, the Adams Middle School 
Blackcats remain undefeated in con­
ference play and a have a solid hold 
on frrst place after posting a 24-6 win 
over the Osborne Eagles Tuesday 
evening at Prestonsburg. 

Jon Morris and Gavin Hale led the 
ground attack for the Black cats. Mike 
Castle quarterbacked the ball club 

-. against the Eagles. Castle was four of 
six in passing for 42 yards. 

Morris, who was hurt during the 
Coleman Oil Classic in Pikeville, 
suffered another in jury, this time to 
his knee in the third period and never 
returned to the Blackcats lineup. 
Morris was believed to be alright, not 
sustaining any serious injury. 

Morris rushed for 70 yards on 13 
carries before leaving the game. Hale, 
getting his frrst call to the backfield 
this season, was impressive with 69 
yards on 19 carries. 

Richie Johnson led Osborne on 
the ground by rushing for91 yards on 
just eight carries. The "speedier than 
a bullet" back raced for a 65-yard 
touchdown for the Eagles lone score. 

Chris Isaac had 39 yards rushing 
on six carries and Heath Hall carried 
twice for 13 yards. 

Adams scored on their frrst pos­
session marching 4 7 yards on eight 
plays. Morris scored around right end 
on a pitch out by Castle. Josh Luster 
added the two-point conversion for 
the 8-0 lead. 

A good punt return by Morris gave 
the Blackcats good field position as 
he returned the football 31 yards. 

Four plays were all that Osborne 
could run on their second possession 
and were forced to punt the ball to 
Adams. It took only four plays for the 
Blackcats to strike pay dirt when 
Morris scored from the 2-yard line 
and Castle hit Luster for the two­
point conversion and a 16-0 Adams' 
lead at the end of the first quarter. 

Osborne moved the football, on 
their next series of plays, deep into 
Adams territory but failed to convert 
the drive into a scoring opportunity.

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Boucher on shot clock, three 
officials and transfer rule

The Kentucky High School Ath­

letic Association (KHSAA) held their 
annual rules clinic for all high school 
officials and coaches in the 15th 
Region last week and Larry Boucher, 
assistant commissioner of KHSAA, 
was the keynote speaker. After the 
clinic, Boucher took time to talk about 
high school basketball and where it is 
heading. 

"No significant rule changes :U.ve 
occutred this year or last year to my 
knowledge," said Boucher who is in 
his 15th month as the assistant com­
missioner. "That's because we feel 
like the game of high school basket­
ball is in pretty good shape. It's being 
played well, attended well in many 
parts of the state and nation, plus 
there's not a great sentiment among 
people to change rules just to be 
making a change." 

Boucher docs see the three-per-
• son officiating crew becoming a na­

tional requirement in high school 
basketball but some areas will have 

to be worked out 
"I think it's (three-person officiat­

ing) not too long away," he said. "I 
think we're finding more and more 
coaches who are wanting it now that 
our floors and many of our gyms are 
larger and can accommodate a third 
person (official), particularly in more 
of our intense ball games." 

Boucher stated that the problem in 
officiating has been if there is a fault 
(in officiating), it's the faultofletting 
something go that should have been 
called. 

"Kids are so quick today. We've 
had two officials in the game for 100 
years. We'vechanged so many things 
and gotten so much quicker, but we 
haven't addressed the need for an­
other official on a larger floor." 

The assistant commissioner be­
lieves that a third-person official will 
not only make it easier on all the 
referees, but it will also enhance the 
female referees in the game today. 

"I happen to think it may have a 
positive impact on our female offici­
ating," he said. "Let's be frank. A lot 

of coaches don't want two officials 
and one of them be a girl or woman 
official if they are officiating a boys' 
game. But I don't think they have the 
same problem if we have three offi­
cials and two are men and the third a 
woman. 

"It may well open up some things 
for our female officials and recruit­
ing of females in our officiating 
ranks." 

Justasthesloweconomyisaffect­
ing everything else, Boucher stated 
that the economic picture has slowed 
the bringing of three officials into the 
game. 

"Yes, it is (slowing officiating 
changes)," said Boucher of the econ­
omy. "It certainly is. Right now we 
pay $30 per official plus 20 cents a 
mile. Now if we went to a third offi­
cial with that same arrangement, you 
could see another 30, 40 or 50 bucks 
(paid) per official. Some games they 
don't make enough gate to pay two 
officials."

Boucher sees a variation of fee 

structure that could relieve schools 
some in affording a third person. 

"Officials much prefer, most of 
them anyway, the three-person con­
cept," explained Boucher. "And they 
might even back off the fee a little bit 
as a group or fraternity if they knew 
they could have that third person. 

"We have a lot of situations where 
we play a lot of doubleheaders- a 
girls' and boys' game on the same 
night. With two officials doing that 
same game probably somebody 
doesn't get 100 percenL In the third 
person mechanic, they could cover 
that with no trouble ... 

There are no rules that prohibit 
schools today from using the three­
person concepL Boucher slated that 
schools ''can use it if they want to. 

"They don't even have to get per­
mission from a visiting school," said 
Boucher. "What I have asked our 
assigning secretaries is to not assign 
three officials to a game that does not 
have some kind of training in three.. 
person mechanics. It • s different than 
two." 

Boucher said that he, as the head 
of the officials in Kentucky, doesn't 
want officials on the floor learning 
three-person mechanics in the middle 
of a regular season game. 

'There are too many camps, clin­
ics and seminar's that officials can go 
to in the off-season," said Boucher. 

"If they think that the three-person 
game is coming into effect. then let 
them get out there and get that train­
ing, that minimum training, and then 
we'll let them on the fiOCX'. 

"I wouldn't want Paul Dotson 
(15th Region assigning secretary) 
putting three officials on the noor 
unless all three had training," stated 
Boucher. "But, I will say this, a 
number of officials in this associa­
tion (15th) has pursued three-person 
mechanic training." 

Looking down the road, Boucher 
doesn't anticipate any major rule 
changes coming to high school bas­
ketball even with the talk of a shot 
clock that he doesn't view as fea­
sible. 

"There is always discussion about 
a shot clock," he said, "although I 
don't see much sentiment in that 
regard." 

While the fast pace game is pre­
ferred by most in the state, there are 
other factors involved in not bringing 
in the shot clock. 

"You're talking to a Kentuckian 
that likes fast break basketball," said 
Boucher with a smile. "I will say this. 
I have to be sensitive to our schools' 
needs. And that is, it would be pretty 
much of a financial burden on our 
schools to provide shot clocks. It 
would be difficult to fmd people who 
could operate those shot clocks and 
know when they would need to be 

reset, etc.," 
Another possible rule change tlmt 

may come is the elimination the jump 
ball altogether. 

"They (the two teams) will just 
determineaheadoftimewho'sgoing 
to take it out first," said Boucher. 
'There may be some mechanical 
changes like that down the road but 
nothing signifiCant." 

On "red-shirting" of a player in 
grade school, Boucher slated that the 
only reason for holding a child back 
in either the fourth, fifth, sixth, sev­
enth or eighth grade is for academic 
reasons only. 

"Any grade school child held back 
the second year in either of the grades, 
that second year in that class or the 
year they are retained in that grade, 
they cannot participate in athletics. 

"The reason is it must be done for 
academic reasons, and if they are 
indeed held back for that then they 
need to be studying and concentrat­
ing on their education and not preoc­
cupied with playing sports," said 
Boucher. 

Once that student moves to the 
next level, according to Boucher, he 
or she may resume playing athletics. 

"If a child is held back for a sec­
ond year in the seventh grade," 
commented Boucher, ''he or she may 
once again be able to participate in 
the eighth grade." 

If a child is retained again as an
