Heinisch drug store closed 
by state pharmacy board

The Kentucky Pharmacy Board 
has ordered the closure of a Floyd 
County pharmacy, not because of the 
improper dispensing of prescription 
medication as was earlier rumored, 
but because its owner didn't keep it 
open enough. 

Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond said Thursday that the 
Heinisch Pharmacy, at McDowell, 
was ordered closed and under Ken­
tucky State Police guard by Interim 
Executive Director of the Kentucky 
Board of Pharmacy Julio Polio. 

Hammond said the temporary 
restraining order, which made the 

premises off-limits to all but phar­
macy board investigators and the state 
police, was imposed on owner Glenn 
Heinisch because Heinisch disobeyed 
state restrictions by failing to keep 
thepharmacyopenonaregularsched­
ule. 

According to state law, Hammond 
said, pharmacies must be kept open 
on a regular schedule so that persons 
having critical need of prescription 
medication may obtain it when the 
need arises. 

The board had previously warned 
Heinisch, Hammond said, but he 
failed to reply, thus prompting the 
temporary restraining order. 

Heinisch had been scheduled to 
appear before the Floyd Circuit Court 

last Monday, but the hearing was 
delayed because Hammond had pre­
viously represented Heinisch in a 
private legal manner. Hammond said 
he had to initiate the proceedings 
against Heinisch but removed him­
self from the case to avoid any con­
flictof interest Heinisch is now being 
prosecuted by Martin County Attor­
ney Kennis Maynard. 

Hammond said the premises are 
being guarded by the state police 
only to avoid the possible theft of 
narcotics and schedule II drugs, for 
the protection of both Heinisch and 
the citizens of the Commonwealth. 
Rumors that Heinisch had been dis­
pensing prescription medication were 
purely speculative, Hammond said.

Ronald McDonald 
seized by students

A group of Floyd County high 
school students last week engineered 
the daring public abduction of one of 
America's most beloved figures, en­
tertainer and figurehead of the 
nation's largest fast-food chain, 
Ronald McDonald. 

On Friday evening, several Allen 
Central High School students ab­
ducted McDonald from his post in 
thedrive-throughlaneofMcDonald' s 
Restaurant in Prestonsburg. 

Detective Ricky Conn of the 
Prestonsburg Police Department said 
Thursday that the kidnappers, all ju­
veniles, were participating in a scav­
enger hunt in which McDonald and 
the American flag flying at the Kinzer 
Drilling Company on Route 80 at 
Water gap were reportedly considered 
"instant win" items. 

Conn said that one group of stu­
dents had attempted to capture the 
Kinzer flag using mpelling equip­
ment, but were scared away by a 
Kentucky State Police trooper. 

McDonald, with a personal worth 
valued at over $3,000, was rescued 
from his abductors later at Martin, 
but unfortunately suffered a broken 
leg in the kidnapping and ensuing 
escape attempt. 

Jody Sword, principal at Allen 
Central High School, said Thursday 
that the scavenger hunt was neither 
sponsored nor authorized by either 
the school or the Floyd County Board 
of Education and was the act of sev­
eral individuals. 

Conn said that a truckload of other 
items taken in the scavenger hunt, 
including several mail boxes, would 
be brought to police headquarters 
today, Friday. 

One juvenile is currently detained, 
Conn said, with petitions filed to arrest 
another. Stealing mailboxes is a fed­
emlcrime, Conn said, and fedemlau­
thorities will be involved in the in­
vestigation. 

Conn added that police were in­
vestigating any possibility that an 
Allen Central High School faculty 
member had been involved in plan-

ning the scavenger hunt, and said that 
if so further arrests might be made. 

A spokesman for Bob and Tom 
Hutchison, owners of the 
Prestonsburg McDonalds Restaurant 
franchise, declined comment on the 
condition of McDonald's leg or 
whetherornotit was expected to heal 
properly.

The Floyd County Development 
Authority has applied for a $375,000 
Community Development Block 
Gmnt to help fmance construction of 
the new Mountain Arts Center and 
industrial and commercial properties. 

Darrell Gilliam, executive direc­
tor of the Development Authority, 
said Thursday that board members 
had approved an application for the 
grant, prepared by the Big Sandy 
Area Development District, at the 
authority's regularly scheduled meet­
ing Wednesday. 

The CDBG grant will be used to 
construct water and septic systems at 
the Mountain Arts Center site on 
Kentucky 114,thefuturehomeofthe 
Kentucky Opry, and to prepare the 
property for construction. 

Gilliam said that the Development 

Authority had reviewed the draft 
agreement regarding the disposition 
and financing of the project, but has 
as yet taken no action. Gilliam said 
that the Authority had exercised the 
90-day property option on the site, 
which will expire November 25. The 
agreed extension of the property 
option will expire May 24. 

Also at Wednesday's meeting, the 
Development Authority voted to 
move its offices from the private legal 
practice of Floyd County Attorney 
Jim· Hammond to the Chamber of 
Commerce building on North Lake

Tribunal reduces suspension of 
Wheelwright High School counselor

A three-member tribunal that 
heard the appeal Wednesday of a 
suspended Wheelwright High School 
counselor Wednesday reduced the 
five-day suspension to one. 

Counselor Rodney McKinney was 
given a five-day suspension in July 
by interim Floyd County school 
superintendent Eldon Smith for al­
legedly failing to immediately report 
an incident involving a minor at the 
school. 

The incident in question was a 
female student's allegation that she 
had been improperly "touched" by 
Lewis "Spike" Berkhimer who was 
the Wheelwright principal at that time. 

The tribunal heard from five wit­
nesses in the closed hearing and de­
liberated for almost two hours before 
reaching their verdict, school board 
attorney Cliff Latta said Thursday. 
The day-long hearing was held at the 
Floyd County Public Library. 

Berkhimer was fired in July by 
Smith on the recommendation of 

Kentucky Education Commissioner 
Thomas Boysen. Smith said that 
Berkhimer was fired for allegedly 
engaging in "inappropriate sexual 
contact" on two occasions with a 
student at the school and for alleg­
edly filing a false employment appli­
cation. 

Berkhimer was charged by state 
police in February on two counts of 
frrst degree sexual abuse.

Fancy-named job is 
same pay, more work 

Editor: 

This summer, I promised you that 
if you would print a long letter that I 
had written, that I would not take 
advantage of your generosity again 
for a long time. I meant to keep my 
word, but Cecil Johnson's letter in 
your Wednesday edition makes it 
impossible to be silent. I want to 
thankMr.Johnsonforhisgood words 
about what FCEA has accomplished 
in the past few years. Keeping faith 
with people in this county is impor­
tant to me. 

I also want to assure Mr. Johnson 
that the previous leaders of our asso­
ciation have not sold teachers out. I 
think I am the person that was de­
scribed by Mr. Johnson as having a 
"fancy named job, out of the class­
room with a lot of paid travel." I 
work, Mr. Johnson, in a center that 
has been set up to help schools and 
teachers improve their teaching and 
curriculum for the refonn act in 
Kentucky. I make the same salary 
that I did last year. 

If you had stopped by the board 
office and applied for that job you 
mentioned, you would have found 
out that I am on loan from Floyd 
Countytothecenterforoneyear. The 
center tried to hire some of the best 
teachers in the region so we could 
help other teachers. I am proud to be 
working there and I am proud of what 
I am doing. 

I do get paid travel ($.22 cents a

mile). I don't think that will make me 
rich. No one pays me for the wear and 
tear that I am putting on my car or 
what I feel every time I pull out on the 
highway and have to head down the 
road rather than to Wheelwright. I 
was able three years ago to buy a new 
car for the first time in my life. I'm 
sure that when I finish this job and 
come back to the classroom, I'll need 
a new one but won't be able to buy it. 

As far as the people I work for, it 
is the same group that I have always 
worked for-the children of eastern 
Kentucky. I love teaching at Wheel­
wright. I miss the kids and the teach­
ers of that wonderful school. I 
wouldn't leave them unless I thought 
that what I am doing would help 
them. If I had meant to sell out, I 
could have done so a long time ago. I 

have been offered other teaching jobs 
at the college level. If money mat­
tered to me, I wouldn'thave taken the 
prize money that I received from the 
Ashland Oil and Christa McAuliffe 
awards and spent it for equipment 
and supplies at Wheelwright. 

As far as the "other" leader who 
has a leave of absence, Bud Reynolds 
agreed to take over the supervision of 
a $145,000 grant that I worked on for 
two years. I spent my evenings and 
weekends, Mr. Johnson, writing 
seven different versions of grant 
proposals. Bud is not making one 
more cent than he did last year. He 
has to travel 23 miles each day to 
teach a special class at Wheel wright 
that hooks our sbldents up through 
technology to some of the best schools 
in this state. He is in the classroom 
five days a week- not much of a

leave. 
No other school district in this 

state has this kind of grant If we are 
successful, another $290,000 will 
come into Floyd County for our stu­
dents. I won' tapologize for Bud being 
on leave. We couldn't have gotten 
the grant or done the work without 
his taking a leave and he is doing a 
wonderful job. 

The Floyd County Education 
Association is under new leadership. 
I don't believe our association is so 
weak that it has to rely on two people. 
It is hard for me to be silent when I see 
issues come up, but I believe in the 
teachers in this county. I know that 
there are people just as intelligent 
and capable as either Bud Reynolds 
or myself-people such as Patty 
Murphy, Gwen Hammond, Willie 
Elliott. We have to give them a chance 
to emerge and to show what they can 
do. Thank you for watching and 
asking about our association, Mr. 
Johnson. I hope you continue doing 
so. Watchandaskquestionswhen we 
were silent And if you ever truly find 
thatihaveputmyown interests above 
those of my students or if I betray 
teachers, I hope you write another 
letter to the editor-only next time 
give my name. If I betray swdents 
and teachers, I will deserve it. Thank 
you.

Racing panel needs to face 
facts: It broke the law 

Someday, some public official, caught in an in­
tentional or unintentional embarrassment, is going to 

cause mass heart failure by throwing up his or her 
hands and saying, "You got me; I just goofed." 

Someday, but not his week. And it won't be the 
Kentucky Racing Commission, or that panel's chief 
apologist, Governor Brereton Jones, who inflict 
coronaries on a shocked populace. They keep trying 
to rationalize the commission's recent foul-ups by 
flinging excuses left and right. 

The governor wielded the shovel on Monday, 
when he said the commission's admitted, and appar­
ent, violations of the state Open Meetings Law were 
"unintentional and resulted from confusion over the 
new and more stringent provisions of the Open 
Meetings Law." On Tuesday, members of the 
commission's staff took their tum. 

Although the General Assembly did strengthen 
the Open Meetings Law this year, everything the 
commission did wrong would have been wrong last 
year, the year before and umpteen years before that. 

It wasn't the 1992 revisions that made the secret, 
closed meetings of the commission's dates commit· 
tee illegal. It wasn't the 1992 revisions that made 
polling the commission members by telephone a 

violation. It wasn't the 1992 revisions that applied 
the law to "infonnational or casual gatherings held in 
anticipation of ... a regular or special meeting." 

All of these siwations have been addressed in 
court cases or attorney general's opinions dating 
back to the 1970s. 

What did happen'! Well, perhaps commission 
members didn't even bother to check with a lawyer. 
Or maybe they didn't know there was such a thing as 
an Open Meetings Law, new or old. In either case, 
such ignorance is inexcusable from members of state 
commission. 

There is a third alternative, of course, That is that 
the commission members willfully chose to violate 
the law. If that was the case, they are too untrustworthy 
to serve the public in this capacity. - Lexington 
Herald-Leader

Editor: 
As Wes Howard's pastor and 

friend, I want to add an additional 
dimension to Wednesday's story of 
the Good Samaritan who died "trying 
to warn others.'' Though nothing can 
lessen the pain of that ttagedy for 
both families involved, I am com­
pelled to add some information about 
the driver of the automobile and his 
mission on that sad night. 

While I hesitate to "out" Wes by 
ending his anonymity, I feel I must 
tell the community that Wes was 
returning from a meeting of Alcohol­
ics Anonymous in Paintsville on the 
night of the accident. Thus he too, 
was being a Good Samaritan. As a 
recovering alcoholic who has been 
sober for more than 25 years, Wes 
has devoted a considerable amount 
of his time to helping others deal with 
this terrible affliction that wreaks 
havoc on our highways and else­
where. 

It is pan of the alcoholic • s salva­
, lion to tell his story to others, and 
Wes regularly devotes countless 
hours of volunteer time to helping 
others through meetings and personal 
sharing. By the very nature of the 
program, this kind of service is self­
less and must remain unheralded by 
the media. But those who have been 
touched and helped by Wes's ex­
ample and support are many, and 
they continue to owe him a debt of 
gratitude, as should society as a whole, 
for the relief AA provides in face of 
a grim social problem. 

In another irony of this misfor­
tune, our Church along with many 
other community groups (including 
this newspaper) has lobbied for yearS 
for improvement of the hazardous 
conditions due tO landslides and 
rockfalls along existing US 23. Rec­
ords going back 15 years show that 
our governing Board-including Mr. 
Howard-has worked to remedy this 
now deadly situation. 

A core understanding of the AA 
self-help program is this prayer: 
''God, grant me the serenity to accept 
the things I cannot change, courage 
to change the things I can, and the 
wisdom to know thedifference."We 
J.ried to work for changes, and now, 
sadly, we seek serenity to accept a 
result that brings· sorrow to us all. 

We cannot now change the ter­
ribleoutcome which caused the death 
of one Good Samaritan and ttagedy 
in the continuing life of another, but 
we will boldly continue to press for 
change, where it is needed. And our 
community must go on, praying for 
serenity to accept even this, but with 
renewed courage to change the many 
wrongs that still exist in our public 
and common life.

Vaccine preventable diseases 

should not be a part of growing up. 
Diseases such as diphtheria, tetanus, 
mumps, measles, pertussis and polio 
are all preventable by vaccines. These 
immunizations are available at the 
Floyd County Health Department for 
a nominal fee, but no one would be 
denied an immunization at the health 
department due to inability to pay. 
These vaccines are also available at 
private physicians' offices. 

Children attending school in 
Kentucky must be vaccinated against 
~ost of these vaccine preventable 
diseases before they will be allowed 
to enter school. Many times the chil­
dren are not adequately vaccinated 
according to the schedules required 
by the law, and are at risk for some of 
these diseases. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment and the State Department for 
H~th Se~i~es will be sponsoring 
an tmmuruzatton update at the Floyd 
County Health Department in 
Prestonsburg on Thursday, Septem­
ber 24, from 8:30 until 4:00.

Translating the language of health care reform 
Americans may want health care 

reform, but that does not necessarily 
mean they understand it Two recent 
surveys underscore the fact that 
Americans, by and large, have liUle 
knowledge of major health care re­
form proposals, or the terminology 
used to describe fundamental ele­
ments of those proposals. A poll by 
the American Medical Association 
found that 94 percent of those sur­
veyed could not name a single health 
care reform proposal. In another sur­
vey, a New York polling finn found 
that most respondents had inaccurate 
or incomplete definitions of"univer­
sal health insurance" and other terms 
commonly heard in the reform de­
bate. 

Experts say none of this should 
come as a surprise given the dizzying 
array of reform proposals currently 
under consideration by Congress or 
being proposed by candidates for 
political office, and the complexity 
of those plans, which offer blueprints 
for comprehensive changes in the 
U.S. health care system. 

Soundbites instead of substance 
Do the polls reflect public indif­

ference about health care reform? 
Alan R. Nelson, MD, executive vice 
president of the Afl:lerican Society of 
Internal Medicine in Washington, 
D.C., does not think so. "Don't con­
fuse the public • s lack of understand­
ing with a lack of concern over the 
serious problems that face our health 
care system," he says. Dr. Nelson 
points to a recent poll that indicates 
most Americans wantPresidentBush 
and Democratic presidential nomi­
nee Bill Clinton to spend more time 
discussing health care. 

Ironically, more discussion of 
health care reform by the presidential 
candidates may not necessarily lead 
to greater understanding of the issue, 
says Dr. Nelson. "When the debate 

ductions and vouchers would be used 
to encourage everyone to get health 
insurance from their employer or buy 
it themselves. Some people, depend­
ing on their level of income, would be 
allowed to take a deduction from 
income taxes to pay for insurance. 
Others might qualify for tax credits 
and would subtract the credit from 
their taxes or receive a refund. Self­
employed persons would be given a 
100 percent tax deduction. Medicare 
and Medicaid would be maintained, 
but under many private-market pro­
posals Medicaid would be expanded 
to cover more low-income persons. 
Most private-market plans also pro­
mote insurance reforms that would 
keep insurers from withholding cov­
erage from persons with pre-existing 
health problems (a practice some­
times called "cherry-picking"). 
Health insurance coverage would be 
expanded under a private-market 
approach, but would not be "univer­
sal"-meaning all Americans would 
not be guaranteed coverage. 

• The Employer-Based Approach. 
This approach, also known as play or 
pay, would mandate that everyone 
receives health insurance through his 
or her employer or through the gov­
ernment. Employers would either 
"play" by providing health insurance 
for their employees or "pay" a tax 
that would allow the government to 
provide insurance for all uninsured 
persons through a newly created in­
surance program. Small businesses 
would receive tax breaks as an incen­
tive to provide insurance to their 
employees. Medicare would remain 
the primary vehicle for insuring the 
elderly, but Medicaid would be in­
corporated into the new public insur­
ance plan. In addition to taxes, the 
new government insurance plan 

would be funded by co-payments and 
deductibles levied on enrollees in the 
p~.Priv~insurancerefunnsare 
also a part of most play or pay pro­
posals. 

• The Government-Based Ap­
proach. This approach is also known 
as single-payer, national health in­
surance or uni versa! health insurance. 
Two commonly cited models for the 
government-based approach are the 
Canadian and British health care •1 
systems. Upder a government-based 
approach, the government becomes 
the sold administrator and payer for 
all health care services. Everyone is 
covered for basic physician and hos­
pital services regardless of financial 
status, employment status or health. 
The role of health insurance compa­
nies would be limited to certain sup­
plemental health coverage. All busi­
nesses and individuals would pay for 
the government system through a 
significant increase in personal, cor­
porate, sales and payroll taxes. Under 
some government-based proposals, 
co-payments and deductibles also 
would be required. Annual spending 
limits (or caps) on health care serv­
ices would be determined by law­
makers during the budget process. 

Not this year, maybe next year 
Dr. Nelson says any reform pack-

age that ultimately gets through 
Congress may include some elements 
from all of the approaches outlined 
above. But legislative action on a 
comprehensive reform bill seems 
unlikely during this election year. Dr. 
Nelson believes the new Congress ., 
and the next president must take up 
health care reform in earnest in 1993. 
"Costs are rising too quickly and too 
many Americans are going uninsured 
to let another year go by without 
reform."

experts say most reform plans have 
similar goals, including expanding 
availability of health insurance and 
controlling costs. But reform propo­
nents differ on how much govern­
ment involvement is needed to 
achieve these goals, and who should 
pay the bill for comprehensive 
changes in our health care delivery 
system. · 

Years of debate over these ques­
tions have produced three basic ap­
proaches to health care reform. The 
specifics of individual health care 
reform plans vary, but most have 
fmancing mechanisms that conform 
to one of the following three models: 
A private-market approach, an em­
ployer-based approach and a govern­
ment-based approach. 

• The Private-Market Approach. 
This approach, also known as "mar­
ket-based" or "free-market," would 
preserve most aspects of the current 
health care system. Tax credits, de-

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Recent headlines in rural 
revitalization

Rural communities across the 
United States have witnessed rapid 
erosion of their economic bases lately. 
In other words, many jobs which 
generate revenues have become ex­
tinct, as manufacturing firms either 
closed down and/or moved to differ­
ent locations. Environmental regula­
tions, and increased union demands 
on management, also have combined 
to force businesses to relocate to 
regions where costs of production are 
minimal. Although the 1980s left rural 
communities with reduced federal 
funding for community development, 
things are not looking very bright so 
far, in the 1990s. Local governments 
are relying more and more on state 
grant monies and other internal 
sources for jobs creation and mainte­
nance of old infrastructures that need 
urgent repairs. As a result, rural school 
consolidations are becoming rampant 

following acute decline in enrollment. 
Also, as many families move away, 
they take along with them their po­
tential tax dollars. The dilemma in 
which many rural communities fmd 
themselves, is made worse by their 
diminished capacities to support an 
increasing numbers of the under class, 
and the elderly left behind. 

The situation, however, is similar 
in many metropolitan areas. Recent 
cases of unbalanced budgets in many 
states and cities across the nation, 
support the view that the declining 
importance of manufacturing has 
reduced the abilities of many com­
munities to grow. Development prac­
titioners are therefore under tremen­
dous pressure to articulate alterna­
tive strategies for solving unemploy­
ment and poverty-related problems 
in many of these communities. 

At a recent annual meeting of the 
American Rural Sociological Soci­
ety, at Penn State University, many 
sessions were organized around 
poverty and unemployment issues. 
Such issues are usually given exten­
sive coverage in the programs of the 
meeting, whenever they have become

Policy makers instead, are urged 
to critically evaluate new businesses 
from the points of views of their 
benefits to local residents. Research 
has shown that new small-sized busi­
nesses of about 20-30 employees and 
that have long-term goals, tend to 
have longevity. Also, businesses that 
show keen interests in the local 
community's well being rather than 
focusing on mere profits, should be 
courted. In the Big Sandy, coal min­
ing companies that agree to reclaim 
damaged land to more productive 
and/or recreational uses must be given 
certain incentives. On infrastructure 
development-an essential compo­
nent of a viable community-pro­
gram managers must adopt the strate­
gic management approach. Such 
involves periodic evaluation of ob­
jectives and goals in order to assure 
their timely implementation. In other 
words, programs and their projects 
must be managed as if they were 
business enterprises. Essentially, 
accountability is being advocated. 

personal services, sale of food pro­
duced by the household, sale of 
homemade crafts, sale of fuewood, 
sale of vegetables, and general repair 
work. Participation in the informal 
sector is not restricted to members of 
the lower class or the poor, but also, 
is widespread among all socioeco­
nomic classes. Besides supplement­
ing family incomes, the informal 
sector is another opportunity for iso­
lated residents to meet and socialize 
with other people. Informal sector 
activities are more likely to intensify 
in the summer than in any other sea­
son of the year. However, for some, it 
is a year-round activity. Although 
informal sector activity is beneficial 
to local residents in the short-run, a 
large informal sector vis a vis the 
formal sector is a major obstacle to 
rural progress. For example, uncol­
lectible tax revenues from partici­
pants in the informal sector does not 
enhance rural viability. The informal 
sector activity in the Big Sandy seems 
fairly extensive, and ought to be 
investigated.

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New writing program at W.H.S 
Wheel wright is the host school for 

the Kentucky Telecommunication 
Writing Project (K1WP). K1WP 
originated from a grant written by 
Ms. Carol Stumbo from the Bingham 
Trust. 

There are four other· schools in­
volved with the project in Kentucky. 
They are located in the cities ofPadu­
cah, Louisville, Covington, and 
Lexington. At each school, a class 
and teacher have been identified to 
use technology and writing to im­
prove student skills in these areas. 

Each classroom wi11 receive 
$11,000 to implement a community 
project that students identify at each 
school site. This information will be 
shared as the school year progresses, 
through a telecommunications net­
work called "BreadNet." Through­
out the year students will exchange 
information orl-iine about schools, 

classrooms, and projects to improve 
the skills of writing and technology. 
The classrooms will be structured to 
emphasize the outcomes identified in 
K.E.R.A. 

A two-hour block has been devel­
oped within the schedule to integrate 
U.S. History and U.S. Literature. This 
class will be taught using thematic 
units and with much of the work 
being geared toward group research 
and presentation. All planning for 
this course centers around the six 
goals of K.E.R.A. and 75 outcomes 
which have been identified that all 
students should know and be able to 
apply in real life situations upon 
graduation from high school. This 
information will be shared with the 
students in the class. Bud Reynolds 
and Delores Woody hope to provide 
an environment in which the students 
become active participants.

In the last column, we noted that 
parents are the first and most impor­
tant teachers in their child's life. This 
statement means that parents are 
doing most of the basic ttaining and 
teaching for their children. Parents 
teach their children about rules. By 
enforcing the rules at home, you teach 
the child that rules mean conse­
quences for breaking the rules. 

By having and teaching basic rules 
at home, parents teach children how 
to behave properly when they are 
with others. This is very important in 
school because no teacher can do 
anything with an unruly class. Even 
oneindividualcanruinalessonwhich 
would normally be excellent for 
everyone in the class. Without disci­
pline, children cannot learn. 

Discipline does not mean punish­
ing a child for misbehavior. Disci­
pline means having rules which are 
consistently enforced with conse­
quences. For example, when you 
give your child a direction, you ex­
pect him or her to follow the direc­
tion. Often parents make the mistake 
of giving a child a direction that is too 
difficult. For example, the parent 
may give several complicated steps 
for the child to follow, but he or she 
can only remember one or two of the 
steps. Another example is that the 
child may be hard of hearing without 
the parent realizing it. The child will 
not hear the direction and the parent 
will punish the child because he or 
she did not hear it. 

Discipline means having the abil­
ity to focus one's attention on a job or 
direction without forgetting or be­
coming distracted. A child who is 
able to sit quietly and study has a 
great deal of discipline. A child who 
is highly distractible, fidgety or hyper­
active has little discipline. 

Parents can discipline their chil­
dren by saying directions only once. 
When the direction is not followed, 
then ask the child what the direction 
~as. Often children do not pay atten­
tion, so they forget rapidly what the 

direction was. In these cases, have 
the child look at you before you give 
the direction. Then ask the child to 

tell you what the direction is. When 
he or she says the direction correctly, 
then tell him or her to do it. 

The most important part of giving 
directions is making sure the child 
knows that you know he or she fol­
lowed the direction. This means that 
you, the parent and most loving per-

son in the child • s life, must show love 
and acceptance for the child's best 
effort in following the direction(s). 
You can do this by saying such things 
as, "That~asagoodjob!" ,or"Ican 
tell you really tried to follow the 
directions.", or "What a good worker 
you are." Comments such as these 
need to be made as soon as possible 
after the child has finished his or her 
attempt at following the direction. 

Sometimes children have diffi­
culties with jobs parents give them. 
They may be too small or too inexpe­
rienced to complete the task. Then 
the parent's job is to corrector show 
the child how to do the task better. 
The simplest way, and the kindest 
way, is to tell the child something 
like, "I know you really tried hard to 
do this. J guess I need to show you 
how to do it more easily (or better). 
Let me show you." 

At this point, the best thing to do is 
to show the child and talk about how 
you are doing the job. Ask the child 
questions, such as, "How am I doing 
this?", "What did I do before I did 
this part of it?", "What did Idofrrst?", 
"How many times do I do this?", 
"What do I need to do the job?", etc. 
The final part of this teaching lesson 
is to ask the child to tell you or show 
you how to do the job correctly. 
Again, the most important part of the 
lesson is letting the child know he or 
she has done well. 

When a child tries hard, always 
praise the effort. The task is not that 
important when compared to how 
your child learns to try rather than 
expect to be perfect when he or she 
attempts tasks. Teachers can work 
well with those who try. Those who 
try will not pass .. Reward your child's 
effort with love and acceptance. There 
is no substitute for this from you. We 
can try, but you are much more im­
portant than we are because you are 
the parents, the ones who love your 
child and want him or her to succeed 
in life.

Try to schedule a spe­
cific time for homework. Rushing to 
complete homework before dinner or 
before a planned activity is not a 
good idea. Long study periods with­
out breaks can also be stressful. Try 
to have breaks between subjects or 
activities to rest the brain. 

Preschoolers or younger students 
can become accustomed to study 
period by having a "play" study pe­
riod at the same time as the older 
student is studying. Coloring books, 
finger painting, or listening to a story 
are good ways for them to get a posi­
tive start in the learning process.
