A CSX railroad worker was killed 
at Dwale Tuesday when he was struck 
by a train while walking along the 
track.

Floyd County deputy sheriff Roy 
Compton said Thursday that Scalf 
was at the railroad yard to remove a 
light from the back of a train carrying 
coal cars that had stopped. 

"(Sca)f) stepped out of a cab and 
stepped in the path of a train traveling 
southbound," Compton said. 

Compton explained that there are 
two sets of railroad tracks at the site. 
He added that other train was trans­
porting chemical tankers. 

The incident is under investiga­
tion by Kentucky State Police trooper 
Earl Gorrell. 

Scalf is survived by his wife, 
Dianne Pegues Scalf, and two sisters 
Barbara Crabtree of Jackson, Ohio 
and Roselee Pack of Hager Hill. 

Funeral services will be held to­
day (Friday)at2p.m. at Christ United 
Methodist Church in Allen with Rev­
erend Kenneth LeMaster officiating.

Area providers criticize Jones' plan

Area health care providers pub­
licly criticized Governor Brereton 
Jones' controversial new health care 
reform program Tuesday evening at 
a Floyd County Medical Association 
banquet, saying that it needed a "ma­
jor overhaul" in order to accomplish 
its projected goals. 

Keynote speaker for the event, 

Chairman of the Board of the Ken­
tucky Medical Association Political 
Action Committee Dr. Samuel J. 
King, said that the members of his 
organization are "so disgruntled 
(about Jones' plan) that we are con 
sidering ... pursuing litigation." 

· King said that KMPAC's main 
complaints aboutJones' plan include 
the lack of a practicing physician or 
health care provider on the proposed · 

five-member Health Care Authority, 
which would oversee and regulate 
the state's entire medical industry; 
concerns that the plan would limit the 
patient's right to choose his or her 
own physician; and that the proposed 
health care tax, if levied only on 
health care providers, would actually 
limit accessibility to health care be­
cause the tax would actually encour­
age many physicians and other mem­
bers of the medical industry to set up 

practice in states other than Ken­
tucky. 

Speaking on the proposed Health 
Care Authority. King said that such a 
small body would "have absolute to­
tal dictatorial power over everything 
in the medical industry ... ,'' and added 
that the lack of physician input to the 
authority would seriously undermine 
its effectiveness.

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Stumbo rules 
Hager ouster 
was justified

In an unexpected move, a Floyd 
County Circuit Court Judge has up­
held the ouster of former Floyd su­
perintendent Ron Hager by the State 
Board for Elementary and Secondary 
Education. 

Judge Harold Stumbo ruled 
Wednesday that Hager was "techni­
cally guilty of neglect of statutory 
duties" and that "this court cannot 
substitute its judgment for that of the 
state board, if the state board had 
sufficient evidence to find Hager 
guilty." Stumbo's ruling added that 
"this opinion must therefore not be 
interpreted that this court agrees with 
the decision of the state board." 

The ruling was unexpected be­
cause oral arguments in the case were 
set for April29 at 11 a.m. The hearing 
had originally been set for April 6, 
butJ udge Stumbo was ill and the case 
was rescheduled. 

Hager's attorney, John Fogel of 
Frankfort, declined to comment 
Thursday on the judge's ruling, say­
ing he had not seen the decision. 
When asked if he planned to appeal 
Stumbo' sruling,Fogel responded that 
it would be "premature" to comment. 

Robert Stopher, the attorney rep­
resenting the state board, said Thurs­
day that the state was "gratified" with 
Stumbo's ruling. 

"(Judge Stumbo) certainly con­
cluded correctly that it is not the duty 
or responsibility of a court to substi­
tute its judgement for that of the state 
board," Stopher said. "We're pleased 
he has affirmed the removal. It's a 
case obviously Judge Stumbo con­
sidered on its facts. 

"He's raised a couple of cases here 
of very broad, general principles that 
I don't think anyone can argue with," 
Stopher added. "Beyond that, they're 
saying is the decision arbitrary or 
capricious? That's the only basis 
which it could be reversed. Judge 
Stumbo very clearly says he cannot 
fmd the (state board's) decision to be 
arbitrarr or capricious." 

Hager was removed by the state 
board last June after he was found 
guilty of misconduct in office and 
willful neglect of duty. 

State Education Commissioner 
Thomas Boysen levied the charges 
against Hager last March and a re­
moval hearing before the state board 
was held last May. 

Hager appealed his ouster to Floyd

Short a quorum, 
board eyes plans

Two Floyd County school board 
members discussed the finishing 
touches on a revised short-term im­
provement plan Tuesday in order to 
meet a deadline imposed by state 
education officials and to avoid the 
threat of being ousted from office. 

Board members approved revi­
sions on 35 recommendations in the 
short-term plan, which state officials 
had deemed unacceptable last month. 

None of the discussions orrccom­
mendations made at Tuesday's work 
session are official until a vote on the 
issues is taken when a quorum of 
members is present. 

Superintendent Steve Towler, 
however, said he will submit there­
vised plan to the state this week. 

Education Commissioner Thomas 
Boysen and state school board chair­
man Joe Kelly put local board mem­
bersandsuperintendentSteveTowler 
on notice last month that they could 
face removal from office for failing 
to meeting the December 31, 1992 

deadline to implement the short -term 
improvement plan. 

Floyd school officials were given 
an April 15 deadline extension to 
implement the 35 recommendations 
in the short-term plan. 

Tuesday's special called meeting 
turned into a work session when one 
of the three remaining board mem­
bers was unable to attend the meet­
ing. Member Eddie Billips had to be 
out of town on business. 

One of the state's biggest con­
cerns, noted in a review of the short­
term plan, was the board's failure to 
reorganize the district's administra­
tive staff structure. 

At a special meeting April 3, the 
board adopted an administrative re­
organization which included elimi­
nating five positions; creating four 
positions; and renaming three posi­
tions. 

At Tuesday's work session, 
Towler told board members Eddie 
Patton and Hattie Owens that job 
descriptions and evaluation forms

Unpaid business license fees, 
chickens and dogs were the hot top­
ics Wednesday at the regular meeting 
of the Martin City Council. 

Ann Griffith, wife of mayor 
Raymond Griffith, gave council 
members a list of businesses who 
have not paid their license fees this 
year and in years past. Ann Griffith 
wanted the council to pursue collec­
tion of the fees which, she said, should 
amount to $16,000. 

"I pay my business license," Ann 
Griffith said. "Why shouldn't every­
body else? They should be paid in 
January when they are due, but some 
have not paid fees in years and years 
and years." 

City Clerk Johnnie Stephens told 
Ann Griffith that it is up to the police 
chief to initiate action on anyone do­
ing business in Martin without pay­
ing a license fee. 

Mayor Raymond Griffith said that 
everyone ought to be paying business 
license fees. 

Council took no action on the is­
sue. 

Also Wednesday, Mayor Griffith 
said he has received numerous com­
plaints from citizens about chickens. 

"I've been hearing an awful lot of 
hell over chickens around here," the 
mayortoldthecouncil. "Idon'tknow 
if you call it jealousy up the hollers or 
what. If we've got an ordinance 
against it, we're going to have to live 
by it" 

Mayor Griffith was apparently 
referring to an ordinance which pro­
hibits citizens from having chickens 
and chicken coops inside the city 
limits. 

Stella Sammons complained to the 
council that her son, Rick, had to "get 
rid" of his chickens while other resi­
dents were allowed to keep theirs. 

"We had one day to get rid of 
them," Sammons told the council. 
"Don't pick on this sucker no more." 

Sammons then abruptly left the 
meeting. 

"Chickens don't bother me, but 
they do smell," the mayor said. ''The 
complaints are coming in. We have 
an ordinance somewhere. I know if 
we got it, we're in bad violation of it. 
Ifs not me. I don't care how many 
chickens they have." 

Talks then turned to the problem 
of stray and unleashed dogs running 
rampant in the city. 

"I've got a lot of hell over these 
dogs," the mayor told the council. "I 
know the law in the City of Martin 
and it needs to be changed to dogs 
need to be on a leash." 

Carol Combs, a veterinarian in 
Estill, and Teresa Ousley, who helps 
operate the county's animal shelter, 
spoke to the council about state dog 
laws and suggested ways to cut down 
on the problem of dogs running loose. 

Earlier Wednesday, Combs, who 
just happened to be in a drug store at 
Martin, was called to attend to a dog 
that had beenhitby a car. Combs said 
the dog had sustained a broken jaw 
and the owner had been located. 

Combs suggested that council re­
quire that dogs be licensed, as re­
quired by state law, in an effort to 
help identify the owners of dogs run­
ning free. 

When citizens license their dogs 
they should be required to show proof 
that the animal has received a rabies 
vaccination, Combs suggested. She 
also recommended that council set a 
lower fee for dogs that have been 
spayed or neutered.

Charge against Martin 
to be upgraded to felony

A misdemeanor assault charge 
lodged against a Wayland man in 
connection with the attack on the city 
police chief is expected to be up­
graded to a felony charge today, Fri­
day, in Floyd County District Court.

Francis was attacked by three 

people April 8 after he pursued the 
occupants of a vehicle to a private 
residence because they would not 
stop when he attempted a traffic stop. 

Francis sustained a broken nose in 
the altercation and required stitches 
to his face and head. 

Gary Jacobs, 18, and a 17-year­
old juvenile were arrested at the scene 
by deputy sheriff Johnny Layne. 
Jacobs was initially charged with as­
saulting a police officer, but that 
charge was amended to attempting to 
elude police and reckless driving 
when Francis said Jacobs was not 
involved in the assault. 

An April27 arraignment is set for 
Martin. He was released from cus­
tody after posting a $2,000 surety 
bond.

plants, is very beneficial ... ," Howard 
said. "If you can get a person in­
volved in meaningful work, his self-

. esteem is built up ... he feels better 
about himself .... The (program cli­
ents) work with the plant from seed to 
flower ... and I think that's a very 
therapeutic process." 

Howard refers to the program as a 
means of "sheltered employment," 
allowing the workers to earn money, 
and, hopefully, grow and develop 
enough to be able to move out of the 
program and to find permanent, gain­
ful employment in everyday society. 

The program also allows the pub­
lic tlle opportunity to interact with 
people who have certain disabilities 
in a real work environment which, 
Howard said, is important to help 
belie negative stereotyping. 

The greenhouse program is also 
more self-sufficient than most simi­
lar programs, Howard said, because 
the clients provide a necessary ser­
vice for which people in mainstream 
society are willing to pay. 

"It s a program that works," 
Howard said, "both figuratively and 

literally."

Members of the Floyd County 
Medical Association, including Mar­
tin physician Dr. Chandra Varia, 
added that Governor Jones should 
address some of the problems that 
drive up medical costs, such as the 
battery of unnecessary medical tests 
that doctors must perform in order to 
avoid possible malpractice suits. 

''There is no doubt," King said, 
"that the governor must address some 
sort of tort reform." 

King also said that the health care 
tax should be levied equally to all 
Kentuckians rather than placing the 
burden solely on the shoulders of 
health care providers. 

"We must be able to recruit Ken­
tucky physicians and (convince) them 
to stay in Kentucky .... Kentuckians 
need people who understand them 
and understand their needs .... We are 
those people."

adopted by the board on April3 were 
not complete. Towler said he would 
inform state officials that "we want 
to continue working" on the job de­
scriptions. Towler said he basically 
"put in name changes" for the added 
and renamed positions. 

Patton said that he wanted job 
evaluations to be revised to "objec­
tively evaluate" an employee's per­
formance. 

"What we're sending in, I don't 
thinkit'sthe way itshouldbe,"Pauon 
said. "There's no accountability. It 
ought to include how well employees 
are doing implementing KERA 
(Kentucky' sEducation Reform Act). 

"Everybody thinks KERA is go­
ing to take care of everything," Patton 
continued. "But if we don't monitor 
(the implementation), we're going to 
come up short. We'vegotalongway 
to on go job descriptions and evalua­
tions." 

Patton suggested that input be 
gathered from certified and classi­
fiedemployees on how to objectively 
evaluate their performances and how 
to determine if employees are doing 
their jobs. 

Towler suggested that a work ses­
sion be scheduled to discuss the is­
sue. 

Other areas of concern that the 
local board's plan did not adequately 
address were oversight and manage­
ment systems for the district's school 
construction projects and for facility 
maintenance. 

The state called Floyd County's 
recommendation in tlle maintenance 
area "completely unacceptable" and 
said the .. year-long time frame" to 
study the issue is "too long and un­
necessary." 

Towler presented the board with a 
maintenance package which included 
revamped inspection forms, a revised 
work order form and procedure for 
repairs. 

Maintenance work orders will 
originate from the schools and will 
then be sent in to the central office . 
The work requests will then be pri­
oritized and the work order will be 
sent back to the school with a pro­
jected completion date. 

Buildings and Grounds Director 
Frankie Francis told the board he felt 
that the current maintenance sched­
ule was adequate, but revisions had 
been made because of the state man­
date. 

"Our current system is working 
pretty well now, but the state won't 
accept it," Francis said. 

Towler again disagreed witll the 
state's fmdings that school batllrooms 
were smelly and filthy. 

"They must have cleaned them up 
before I got here," Towler said. "I 
didn't see any smelly, filthy bath-

Windfall or 
Godsend?

With apologies to our brethren in 
Kentucky's Golden Triangle, we 
didn't elect Bill Clinton pn.:sidcnt 
to conduct business as usual. 

We elected Clinton because he 
promised to bring back into the 
fold those parts of America which 
had been largely ignored by his 
predecessors. 

To address that pledge, the presi­
dent has proposed a $16 bi Ilion 
economic stimulus package that. 
theoretically, is aimed at boosting 
job development in areas where 
jobs are scarce. 

But if Congress fully funds the 
president's plan, the lion's share of 
assistance to Kentucky would go 
to Louisville, Lexington and Bowl­
ing Green. three of the state's most 
prosperous cities. 

Whatever is left, we presume, 
will be spread among the peasants. 

We don't doubt that Louisville 
has some rundown neighborhoods 
it would like to restore or that Lex-

ington needs to upgrade its com­
muter system or that Bowling Green 
needs to expand its industrial park. 

There are other areas of the state, 
however, in more critical need of 
economic stimulation. 

Eastern Kentucky, for example, 
is facing the timed obsolescence of 
its only industry ... coal mining. 

Hundreds of Eastern Kentucky 
families are without the basic util­
ity services-like sewer systems-that 
most of our neighbors take for 
granted. 

Our solid waste disposal pro­
grams are collapsing as landfills 
close and alternatives grow more 
costly. 

Opportunities for a decent day's 
pay for a decent day's work are 
disappearing as quickly as o.ur wel­
fare rolls are growing. 

Clinton's economic stimulus plan 
could be a windfall for Lexington, 
Louisville and Bowling Green or it 
could be a godsend for us. 

If we had a choice, we'd prefer 
the latter.

Is education -
reform effective? 

Editor: 
Is it a political witch hunt or 

progress? The recent proposed 
changes in the organization of Floyd 
County's central office have been 
described as both. The trui:h is that 
they may be neither one. Exactly 
what the proposed changes really 
mean is yet to be seen. 

According to news reports, four 
positions have been eliminated but 
there are hints that the number of 
people ~mployed in the central office 
will probably increase. Will more 
taxpayer money. be spent to pay for 
these positions? If so, it's hard to 
know how it is progress when you cut 
with one hand and add with the other. 
Will the new positions in the central 
office be open to everyone or will 
these jobs go to those who are work­
ing there? If that is the case, what 
progress have we made? 

The directive from the state is "to 
organize the administrative structure 
to include skilled and motivated 
school leaders with emphasis on edu­
cation excellence and accountabil­
ity." Most of the jobs in the central 
office will still be fifled by people 
currently working there. In Friday's 
editorial, Scott Perry said that the key 
words in the mandate are "skilled and 
motivated." It is unclear bow keep­
ing the same players and just chang­
ing their titles will help us acquire 
skilled and motivated people. Job 
titles didn't create the problems in 
Floyd County. Changing them won't 
solve the problems identified by the 
state. 

Nor is it clear how a new structure 
will eliminate "undue political influ-

ence." Do people really believe that 
politics will be eliminated because of 
new job titles or because employees 
will have to report to someone else in 
the central office? Floyd County has 
been under scrunity by the state for 
more than 13 years. During those 13 
yem-s, most of the current employees 
have been in the central office. If 
state intervention and a take-over that 
threatened removal did not change 
the perfonnance, how can we believe 
that new titles and lines of command 
will produce educational excellence 
and accountability? We can paper a 
house with the job descriptions that 
have been written and rewritten over 
the last thirteen years without mak­
ing any difference. 

We need to hire people who care 
about the children of Floyd County 
and who place young people's inter­
ests above their own and are willing 
to work hard in their service, people 
who work because they care about 
young people and the quality of edu­
cation that they receive. 

How many times are children and 
their education discussed at board 
meetings by administrators? We have 
heard at great length about the "mil­
lion dollar hole" at the South Floyd 
site. Yet when a group of children 
appeared before the board earlier this 
year to share what they were doing in 
their schools, they were left sitting 
while more "important matters" were 
discussed. Not one person (with the 
exception of a couple of parents) pro­
tested their treatment. 

People are lining up to ftle suit as 
soon as demotions take place. Make 
no mistake about it-if suits are filed, 
it will be at the expense of the chil­
dren of Floyd County. How many 
law suits have administrators filed on 
behalf of the children of Floyd 

County? Or how many have risked 
their jobs because they felt that 
children's needs were not being ad­
dressed and spoke up in defense of 
them? 

People in Floyd County are wait­
ing to see what this reorganizational 
plan means. There are many of us 
who hope it means real change. The 
currentmembersoftheFloyd County 
Board of Education deserve our sup­
port and praise for their efforts to 
bring about long-over due change. 
Superintendent Towler needs to fol­
low the law, respecting due process 
rights, but he also needs to act with 
courage and sense of urgency. W,e 
are now completing the fourth year 
of educational refonn and we're still 
fighting the same battles. In the mean­
time, we listen and read. Last week, 
we were asked to believe that the 
sports program in this county would 
fall apart because we had lost an 
athletic director. The people ofFloyd 
County need to watch what happens 
as we learn more about this plan. If all 
we do is shift people around and give 
thesamepeoplenewtitles, we haven't 
made any progress and it will be just 
one more sleight of hand, an attempt 
to convince the people in Floyd 
County that we have made signifi­
cant changes when we haven't.

Faced with criticism concerning the improper use 
of public money, Leslie County Judge-Executive C.

But they shouldn't be 
overcome with smugness. 

After all, they didn't originate the "let's make it 
legal" approach to denecting criticism of improper 
conduct. Just two months ago, Kentucky lawmakers, 
faced with demands that they clean up their act, 
approved an ethics law that essentially legalized 
some forms of bribery, conflicts of interest, nepo­
tism and assorted other ethically dubious conduct. 

Muncy and his cohorts on Leslie Fiscal Court 
were just following that precedent. And like our 
august state lawmakers, they might well get away 
with it- not to mention get re-elected.

Police looking for armed 
robbery suspect 

The Kentucky State Police are on the lookout 
for an alleged armed robber who held up the 
Belfry Super America store Tuesday.

Big Sandy CAP 
gets nearly $600,000 

Twenty-five Kentucky agencies, including the 
Big Sandy Community Action Program, will split 
$8.9 million this year to help low-income families 
weatherproof their homes and bring down their 
utility bills. 

One of the largest amounts will go to CAP, 
which serves a five-county area and is based in 
Paintsville. The agency will receive $593,949. 

The state and federal weatherization money is 
targeted to families having to pay a major portion 
of their limited income for h'eating and cooling, 
said Social Insurance Commissioner Mike 
Robinson. 

This year's funding is the same ammmt as last 
year's and is distributed to 22 community action 
agencies. 

In general, families with total income under 
125 percent of the federal poverty guidelines are 
eligible. F<X example, the current poverty level 
for a family of four is $14,350, so 125 percent 
would be $17,938. However, residents need to 
check with the local CAP office to find out ir' 
they're eligible.

Efforts to restore a familiar Pres­
tonsburg landmark have been revived 
by a newly fonned non-profit corpo­
ration, theFriendsoftheSamuelMay 
House, Inc. The group recently 
learned that the Kentucky Heritage 
Council will be awarding them a pre­
development grant in the amount of 
$2000 to investigate the structural 
and conservation problems of the his­
toric Samuel May House. 

Since the fall of 1992, a small 
group of concerned citizens has met 
periodically at Prestonsburg Com­
munity College to discuss what can 
be done to save the "Old Brick." 
English Professor Robert Perry, an 
avid history buff, has been instru­
mental in organizing the group. 

Meetings have included discus­
sions of May family history with the 
owners of the home, E. B. May, Jr. 
and Bill May. Also, the group met 
with architect Charles Wiechers, a 
Prestonsburg native, now of Lexing­
ton, and Bill SteineroftheKentucky 
Heritage Council. Wiechers and 
Steiner both encouraged the efforts 
of the organization. 

The Samuel May House, named 
for its builder and first inhabitant, 
was constructed on a small hill over-

looking the Big Sandy Riverin 1817. 
The May house's rich history makes 
it a cornerstone of Floyd County and 
Eastern Kentucky history. In addi­
tion to its association with a promi­
nent Floyd County settler, the house 
is the oldest brick residence in the 
Big Sandy Valley. Furthennore, it 
was used as a recruiting station and 
temporary headquarters for Confed­
erate troops in the area during the 
Civil War. 

DirectorofthePrestonsburgTour­
ism Commission, Fred James has in­
dicated that the house, already listed 
on the National Register of Historic 
Places, will provide a unique focus 
forfestivalsandevents in the city and 
county as an authentic representation 
of a prominent 19th century home. 
The house could also provide much 
needed fonnal meeting and confer­
ence space for Floyd County.

States' watchful eye focuses 
on contact lens prescriptions 

The Pasadena, Calif., Humane

DEAR ABBY: Before your read­
ers rack up attorney's fees trying to 
get their contact lens prescriptions 
(your March 5, 1993 column), they 
need to find out if their state requires 
optometrists to release the prescrip­
tion. 

Just 13 states do so, and then only 
at the patient's request Twelve of 
those 13 states say expired prescrip­
tions cannot be released. Expiration 
dates vary from six months to two 
years. Also eight of the 13 states say 
the contact lens prescription cannot 
be released until after a fitting period 
with follow-up visits. The number of 
visits varies by state from one to 
three. 

There is a federal regulation re­
quiring eye doctors to give patients a 
copy of their eyeglass prescriptions 
at the time they are written. But con­
tactlens prescriptions are different. 

Because contact lenses touch the 
eye, the optometrist must be certain 
the lens fits perfectly. Otherwise, se­
rious eye health problems can de­
velop. Equally important, the optom­
etrist must be sure the patient is car­
ing for his or her lenses properly. 
Studies show that the majority of eye 
health-care problems, ~uch as infec­
tions of the cornea, are due to im­
proper lens care or failure to follow 
wearing schedules. This is why the 
follow-up visits are so important. 

Your readers can find out their 
state's law on releasing the contact 
lens prescription from their state board 
of optometry, located in the state 
capital. They can get the state board's 
address and phone number from the 
local office of their state representa­
tive or state senator. 

Beforemakingan appointment for 
an examination for contact lenses, 
consumers should ask about the cost 
of replacement and spare lenses. They 
should be a fraction of the initial cost, 
which includes examination fees and 
follow-up visits.

Identify the problem 
by Dr. John Shiber 
Professor of Biology, PCC 

There is rarely a day that goes by 
in which we do not foUow the scien­
tific method in one way or another. 
Almost all our decision-making and 
problem-solving requires this pro­
cess. We automatically follow it, be­
ing hardly aware that we do. Of 
course, there is a great deal of differ­
ence between the way we foUow the 
scientific method and the way a sci­
entist does. Often, our decisions and 
solutions are made with a consider­
able amount of personal bias, and the 
information on which we base them 
might be inaccurate orincomplete. In 
science, this is not allowed. Problem­
solving should contain no personal 
bias and the information to which the 
scientist refers must be accurate and 
thoroughly researched. Hence, the 
scientific method as scientists use it 
must be followed closely and in the 
proper sequence. 

The flrst step in the scientific 
method is to identify the problem 
which needs solving. and to deter­
mine what questions to ask and have 
answered. Then, careful observations 
are made and documented on all 
events surrounding the problem. 
When all observations relevant to the 
problem have been made, the scien­
tist applies them to whatever previ­
ous knowledge he or she has. This 
enables the scientist to make an edu­
cated guess, or hypothesis, as to what 
might be causing the problem. Pre­
dictions are then made concerning 
what will occur during and after the 
testing of the hypothesis. The more 
predictions one can make on the ba­
sis of an hypothesis, the stronger the 
hypothesis is likely to be. 

If the stated hypothesis is strong, 
it will withstand rigorous testing. So, 

the scientist then designs an experi­
ment which will most effectively 
challenge the validity of the hypoth­
esis. All aspects of this experiment 
are accurately recorded, without bias. 

After documenting the results of 
the experiment, the scientist endeav­
ors to interpret them. If the expected, 
or predicted, results fit those observed, 
the scientist will mnclude that tht! 
hypothesis is valid If, on the othex 
hand, the observed results do not 
support those expected, the scientist 
will conclude that the hypothesis, as 
stated, is not valid and must be modi­
fied to account for the new evidence 
and, most likely, re-tested. 

An hypothesis which can be re­
peatedly and extensively tested and 
still remains valid is considered by 
the scientific community to be a 
theory. Even though a theory may be 
supported by a wealth of"facts", it is 
never considered by the scientific 
community to be a fact in itself. It 
always remains a theory. According 
to the scientific way of thinking, "No 
theory in science is ever absolutely 
and finally proven." (Keeton & 
Gould, 1986)
