Trumka said that Peabody and 
other companies affiliated with the 
Bituminous Coal Operator's Asso­
ciation had failed to respond to 
UMW A negotiators concerning the 
expiration of the 1988 National B itu­
minol.is Coal Wage Agreement since 
contract summits began last Novem­
ber. 

The wage agreement, negotiated 
between the union and the Coal 
Operator's Association, covers more 
than 7,700 workingminersatPeabody 
and more than 60,000 other miners at 
smaller operations nationwide.

Three weeks before her murder, 
Ella Frances Hunter called Kentucky 
State Police and said she feared her 
estranged husband would follow her 
to Kamte class at Betsy Layne High 
School and "cause trouble." 

Last Sunday at the gate to Betsy 
Layne High School, police say 
Hunter's husband, Phillip Hunter, 
shot and killed his wife and her boy­
friend just prior to the beginning of 
her Karate class. 

KSP captain Robert Forsythe said 
Tuesday that Ella Hunter called the 
Pikeville police poston Sunday ,Janu­
ary 10 saying she feared her husband 
would follow her. Forsythe said Ella 
Hunter, 41, was advised to call the 
post if her husband showed up. Ap­
parently, her husband did not follow 
her that day. 

Phillip Hunter, 46, of Honaker 
was charged with two counts of capi­
tal murder Sunday afternoon after he 
allegedly killed his wife and Darrell 
Blackburn, 45, of Pikeville. 

Police said Phillip Hunter went to 
a pay phone and called state police 
and told them what he did. He was 
arrested by state police a short time 
after the killings.

llllportantfinancial aid deadline nears 
It's only appropriate that April! is 

an important deadline for Floyd 
Countians seeking fmancial aid to 
attend college. 

For, according to Herb Vescio, it 
would be foolish for a student to 
squander a chance for assistance by 
delaying the application process be­
yond that key date. 

fiJ Vescio, the long-time director of 
Eastern Kentucky University'sOivi­
sion of Student Financial Assistance, 
said ample dollars are available 

through a variety of grant and loan 
progrruns, but "certain programs run 
out of funds very quickly." 

Students may pick up a copy of 
the Free Application for Federal Stu­
dent Aid, as well as an EKU Request 
for Aid form, from their high school 
guidance counselor at EKU's fman­
cial aid office in the Coates Adminis­
tration Building. Both should be re­
turned by April 1 and April 15, re­
spectively, for priority consideration. 

As soon as both forms have been 

processed, Eastern's financial aid 
office will determine students' eligi­
bility for various types of assistance. 

A number of financial aid options 
are available for Eastern students: 
grants, loans, employment, academic 
and athletic scholarships, and others. 

Legislators find agreeing on 
ethical standards a bit difficult 

About 70 percent of EKU stu­
dents receive some type of financial 
assistance, which last year totaled 
about $34 million. About a third of 
that was in the form of grants, which 
do not have to be re-paid. The most 
common loan program is the Stafford 
Loan, for which more students will 
be eligible this year, Vescio said. 

In addition, various assistance pro­
grams are available to veterans or 
families of deceased or disabled vet­
erans. 

State lawmakers in the House and 
Senate realized the flrst day of the 
special legislative session on ethics 
that agreeing on standards of conduct 

w for themselves may be more difficult 
than they ever dreamed. 

For example, the Senate-the firSt 
chamber of the General Assembly to 
consider the ethics standards pro­
posed by a task force earlier this 
year-bas already drafted a compro­
mise bill that weakens the provision 
in the task force's proposal that would 
prohibitlawmakers from taking "any­
thing of value" from lobbyists. The 
Senate compromise bill would allow 
lawmakers to take free meals from 

.lobbyists. 
Sen. Ed Ford, 0-Cynthiana, said 

be was concerned the provision pro­
hibiting lawmakers from taking "any­
thing of value" went too far. 

Ford wondered during a Monday 
evening public hearing on the senate 
compromise bill if, under the task 
force • s proposal, it would be illegal if 
a lawmaker ate dinner at the house of 
an old friend who had just become a 
registered lobbyist. 

"I don't want us to put ourselves 
in a box so the only social friends I 

• can have would be members of the 
legislature," Ford said. 

But while members of the Senate 
State Government Committee held a 
public bearing on their chamber's 
compromise bill, members of the 
House Democratic Caucus met in 
closed session to add teeth to the 
House version of the ethics bill. The 
Democratic Caucus endorsed the task 
force's provision prohibiting taking 
anything of value from lobbyists. 

Most members of the general pub­
lic who attended the Senate bearing 
also supported tougher ethical stan-

~dards for state legislators. Paul 
O'Brien told the Senate committee 
members a good, strong ethics bill 
with teeth in it would be a good start 
to cleaning up the legislature's act. 

O'Brien also supported the provision 
in the task force's proposal calling 
for a committee made up entirely of 
citizens that would monitor ethical 
actions of legislators. 

"You could make it an opportu­
nity available to everyone by putting 
it in public notice in the media asking 
for volunteers," O'Brien said. 

O'Brien also said be would like 
the etl1ics bill to apply to lawmakers 
in all levels of government, from city 
and county offlcials to state lawmak­
ers. 

Al Oix, publisher of The State 
Journal in Frankfort and vice chair­
man for the Board of Ethics for the 
General Assembly, suggested one 
member of the proposed ethics com­
mittee be a legislator or state offlcial. 

Oix said past Board of Ethics dis­
cussions showed the board's legisla­
tive member bad been very strict on 
other lawmakers. The Senate com­
promise bill also calls for: 

•Allowing lawmakers to accept 
meals and drinks from lobbyists. 
Lobbyists would have to report all 
meals and drinks over $50 at a time or 
$250 per year. 

•Limiting contributions from Po­
litical Action Committees to lawmak­
ers to 50 percent of lawmaker's total 
contributions. The task force recom­
mended abolishing all PAC contli­
butions to candidates. 

•Requiring paid lobbyists to reg­
ister and disclose what they spend on 
legislators above certain limits. 

.Creating an ethics watchdog panel 
composed entirely of private citizens 
appointed by the Senate president 
and the House speaker. 

The Senate State Government 
Committeeishoping to pass the com­
promise bill out of committee to the 
Senate floor for a vote by Thursday, 
Senate President John "Eck" Rose, 
0-Winchester, said Monday after­
noon. 

TheaverageannualawardatEast­
ern is about $2,600, said Vescis not­
ing that would cover about half of a 
student's annual costs, including tu­
ition and fees, books and supplies, 
housing and meals, at a state-assisted 
university like Eastern.

composite with a 3.75 cumulative 
grade point average (on a 4.0 scale). 
In recent years, Eastern bas increased 
the amount of scholarships available 
to attract academically talented stu­
dents. 

Over 120 other scholarships are 
available, most related to the student's 
particular field of study.

We've listened for years to the 
claims that our system of educa­
tion is inadequate, and test scores 
released last week are the proof 
in the pudding. 

"' This is a time for celebration. 
Say what? 
The results of tests demon­

strate that Eastern Kentucky, 
long considered an educational 
wasteland, is proportionately no 
worse or no better than any­
where else in the common­
wealth. 

But that is not the source of 
our cheer. 

No, the celebration we pro­
pose is not for what was, but for 
what is to be. 

For the first time since the 
state's landmark education re­
form legislation was enacted in 
1990, we all know where we 

Wewouldn'twant to smash bugs on anyone's 
windshield, but it seems that a plan to estab­
lish a "vision" for Kentucky's future is a typical 
case of reinventing the wheel. 

The project, known as "Kentucky 2001" is 
the result of a mandate from Governor Brereton 
Jones and the state legislature to the state's 
Area Development Districts to compile strate­
gic development goals and solutions for im­
proving our quality of life into the 21st century. 

Organizational meetings have been held 
throughout the state, including the Big Sandy 
region, to create regional and county steering 
committees which will be responsible for set· 
ting goals and developing strategies for imple­
menting the "visions." 

The project is ambitious, to say the least, 
and probably the first of its kind to include the 
entire state in a planning process for improv-
ing our quality of life. . 

It is not the first time, however, that indi­
vidual counties have set their sights on the 
future or developed goals and strategies for 
improvement. 

We know of at least two counties in the Big 
Sandy- Floyd and Johnson-which have al-

stand and, more importantly, 
what is expected of us. 

The scores from 1992 testing 
establish a baseline for progress 
and a goal for improvement. 

Now we know that we not 
only must do · a better job of 
educatingourchildren, we know 
exactly how much better we must 
do. 

We all have a stake in the 
outcome. Parents, teachers, ad­
ministrators and students will be 
held accountable. The cost of 
failure is high. The rewards of 
success are immeasurable. 

Yes, this is a time for celebra­
tion because our past inadequa­
cies are erased, the slate is wiped 
clean, and we stand on square 
one with a common purpose ... to 
move forward. 

There is just one way to do it, 
too. 

Hand in hand. 

.Coffee 
ready laid the groundwork for addressing fu­
ture needs, and seems somewhat unneces­
sary to start the process all over again. 

We Are Floyd County and Johnson County's 
Project 2000 have, admitledly, stalled since 
their formations, but they have successfully 
completed much of the legwork needed to 
provide a clear vision for our future. 

Reviving and expanding those networks as 
opposed to starting over from square one 
would be the logical step to take for Kentucky 
2001 in the Big Sandy. 

And, it could put us one step ahead. 

When it comes to reforming the political 
process, state legislators are unified in their 
opposition to the abolition of political action 
committees, alias PACs. 

It's easy to figure why. 
PACs contribute a lot of money to the politi­

cal campaigns of incumbents and very little, 
proportionately, to the challengers of incum­
bents. The average is about $20 to $1 in favor 
of those who already hold elected office.

One time, she, Loretta 
Lynn, was '-Titicized by feminists for 
herpreviousdomesticlifestyle, when 
she was surrounded by little ones and 
living in so-called poverty. "I loved 
it," she responded, and I echo her 
sentiments. 

Now, in the nineties, our nation is 
reaping the rotten fruits of women's 
lib.

In this, my final reflection on Ger­
many, I want to think about culture 
and the value of cross-cultural expe-

~ rieoces. We mean by culture, all the 
things that make up and enrich our 
lives, including but certainly not lim­
ited to the arts. A prime example of 
American culture would be the Super 
Bowl, which for the past month has 
dominated American consciousness 
and media-hype. An outsider coming 
to these shores would have a hard 
time figuring what all the big deal 
was about! But, I found that I could 
live (for three weeks at least) know­
ing and bearing nothing about foot­
ball or even UK basketball! 

Similarly, we may look at events 
• in other cultures (like a European 

soccetmatch)andwonderwhypeople 
are so exercised about their team and 
winning. Overseas, we learned to say 
many times that things there were 
different, though not necessarily good 
or bad. 

Right now a profound cultural 
struggle is going on in Germany as 
East is swallowed up by West, and 
the assimilation is not coming easily.

• @It nomic system. The East was poor, 
needed tremendous help, and wanted 
the strong DeutcheMark currency to 
replace its worthless money. But, now 
that the decision has been made, 
people are having second thoughts 
and some regrets. 

Were there not things in the East­
em culture, whichhaddevelopedover 
40 years oo its own, that should be 
preserved? Was everything neces­
sarily "better" in the West? Though 
socialism as a system failed miser­
ably-in large part because of offi­
cial corruption at the to~ere are 
aspects of it that are desirable still.

Communist atrocities 
were not a myth 

1• It is always a mistake to imagine 
one has heard the worst of man's 
inhumanity to man. 

Thus, fugitive writer Zheng Yi 
bas just escaped from China bearing 
documents tbat tell about atrocities 
more gruesome tban any yet known 
fromChairmanMao'sCulturalRevo­
lution. Robin Munro, a specialist on 
China and one of the few people to 
inspect the documents so far, along 
with Asia Watch, deems them au­
thentic. 

• They tell of an outbreak of politi-
cally motivated cannibalism in the 
southern province of Guangxi in the 
late 1960s. At least 137 victims of the 
Cultural Revolution- and probably 
hundreds more-were eaten. High­
school students, for example, killed 
their principals, then cooked and ate 
them to prove how red they were. 

The day may come when Ameri­
can children are taught that the Cold 
War was a misunderstanding and 
communism only failed because the 
economic scheme was askew. As­
suming the horrors of Guangxi arc 
borne out, they show bow total was 
the threat from the all-powerful state, 
unconstrained by law or deference to 
inalienable rights. 

People's needs were taken care of, 
there was little or no unemployment, 
and an egalitarian spirit prevailed. I 
am reminded how far behind we are 
in America when i get a call asking 
for help with infant day care, and 
have to reply. "I don t know of any­
thing available." Such needs would 
be taken care of in a socialist state. 
where the government cares for its 
citizens, it is said, "from the cradle to 
the grave." 

The West (and here I use the term 
in three ways: West Berlin, West 
Germany, and the Western bloc as 
opposed to the Soviet one) is not all 
perfect Now, manifestations ofWest­
ern culture are appearing in tbe East 
that are disturbing: homelessness, 
increasing alcoholism, pornography, 
prostitution, and other products of 
our capitalist, consumer society­
not to speak of increased crime. 

The problem is an intriguing one: 
how can we combine the prosperity 
and material blessings of Western 
culture and also retain a sense of 
community and caring for all mem­
bers of society? Rather than assimila­
tion, there is an opportunity here to 
take the best of both worlds and mold 
a better, more compassionate soci­
ety. 

Looking "cross-culturally" at tbe 
differences between Europe and 
American culture, I can see advan­
tages both ways. I was elated at tbe 
emphasis the Germans place on tbe 
arts-and understandably so, in tbe 
land of Beethoven, Bach, et. al. Con­
certs and art exhibitions of all sorts 
are an important part of life. On tbe 
other hand. I frnd the American sys­
tem of voluntary church support far 

superior to the German and largely 
European method of established 
churches which are supported by the 
"Church Tax." Can you imagine how 
well tbat would go over in the USA?! 
Our churches, though competitive, 
have a level of congregational life 
and participation that is enviable. 

A concluding thought comes to 
mind as I reflect on the differences 
between cultures: how we East Ken­
tuckians have allowed our culture to 
be totally swallowed up by our own 
"West" Along with many East Ger­
mans, we have "bought" the idea of 
the consumer society as tbe only 
source of happiness and fulfillment, 
often allowing our own distinctive­
ness as a culture to be destroyed. We 
think all the best things in life are to 
be found to the West and so have 
opted for the mall and fast food as the 
way to success. 

Were it not for a few people like 
Billie Jean Osborne and Carol Stumbo 
(and they are only representative), 
we would be losing even more rap­
idly the uniqueness of Appalachian 
story-telling and writing, as well as 
the special musical talents of our area. 
The present revival of crafts is heart­
ening, but it is sometimes too late to 
recover a culture and its arts once 
they are gone. 

So, I am glad to be back in tbe 
good old USA, but I will never again 
view my country or our unique Ap­
palachian culture with the same eyes, 
having seen tbe cultural differences 
between East and West, and tbe 
struggle to find a life that frees us for 
the future, but also keeps the best of 
our past- in Berlin. Auf­
wiedersehcn.

Few in 
e1thcr party expect Clinton to carry 
out his campaign pledge to cut the 
deficit (expected lo be $327 billion 
this year) in half by the end of 1996.

Even if 
benefits were taxable, low-income 
retirees would pay little or nothing. 

- Raise the top income tax rate 
from 31 percent to 33 percent, but 
reduce the capital gains tax from 28 
percent to 20 percem for new invest­
ments held rive years or more. 

- Offer a one-year tax credit to 

com panics in vcstin gin new plant and 
equipment. A pcnnanentcreditwould 
reward companies for routine invest­
ments they would have made any­
way. 

- Disallow the mortgage interest 
deduction on second homes. Why 
should taxpayers subsidize 
somchody's beach house or hunting 
lodge? 

- Give the president line-item 
veto on spending bills. Failing that, 
Clinton should veto bills if they're 
loaded with pork.

- Freeze hiring at federal depart­
ments and agencies until new Cabi­
net officers have a better idea what 
they need and don't need. 

Its doubtful that even a half dozen 
of tbese proposals will be taken seri­
ously. Too many beneficiaries would 
be hurt. Too many oxen would be 
gored. Too many lobbyists would fly 
into action. 

One statistic should be kept in 
mind, however: Interest on the na­
tional debt is costing taxpayers $202 
billion this year. That's more than it 
cost to run the country 23 years ago.

Knott suit might become

An Eastern Kentucky case has prompted the 
first challenge to the state's test for circuit court 
clerk candidates, a state official said yesterday. 

Knott Circuit Clerk Carlos "Jake" Huff filed a 
lawsuit Thursday to have the name of James 
"Tonto" Combs, 45, removed from the Demo­
c~atic primary ballot. Huff said Combs should be 
disqualified because he failed the circuit clerk's 
test admininstered January 16 by the Adminis&ra­
tive Office of the Courts. 

But Combs, an auto dealer from Mallie, is 
fighting his disqualification, saying the test is 
unconstitutional. 

During a hearing yesterday, Knott CircuitJ udge 
Robcn Morgan withdrew from the case on a 
motion by Combs. It was unclear when a special 

.judge might be appointed. 
Huff cited in his suit a state Supreme Coun 

ruling that excludes from the ballot people who 
scored below 70. Combs said yesterday his score

Juvenile charged with

Two Lawrence County High School students 
have been jailed in connection with incidents 
stemming from an alleged plot to kill a school bus 
driver. a prosecutor said.

miners or railworkers set up picket 
lines, which seems likely, literally 
thousands of Floyd, Pike, Martin and 
Magoffin families could be affected. 

A rail strike could cause major 
problems for Eastern Kentucky's coal 
market, Myers said. CSX Transpor­
tation trains alone serve more than 
233 active coal mines and provide 
service to 112coal-ftredpowerplants 
and co-generation facilities. 

There arc more than 2,500 work­
ing miners in the 18-county Coal 
Operator's Association area, as well 
as dozens of union mines, Myers 
said. 

"We are informing our members 
that, at this time, our strike is limited 
only to Peabody," Trumka said. "If, 
when and how this strike expands 
depends entirely on whether the Bi­
tuminous Coal Operators Associa­
tion companies arc prepared to bar­
gain." 

Although unconnected to the 
Peabody walk-out, miners are cur­
rently walking picket lines at two 
Branham & Baker Coal Company­
affiliated mines at Dorton and 
Robinson Creek in Pike County. 

UMW A Locall468 members are 
currently picketing Dorton's Trojan 
Mining, owned by Branham & 
Baker's parent corporation, the 
Quaker Coal Company. More than 
63 miners were laid off from that 
mine in late July when lhe company 
closed it. 

Picketers claim that Quaker Coal 
currently employs 26 non-union 
workers, who are mining the same 
seam and utilizing the same equip­
ment and belt-lines as did Trojan 
Mining. 

Members from Union Local1812 
are also picketing a Quaker-owned 
mine at Robinson Creek, which has 
been shut down since the October, 
1989 Pittston Coal Company strike.

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VA 1993 insurance dividends announced 
The Department of Veterans Af­

fairs (VA) bas announced that more 
than $960 million in dividends will 
be paid in 1993 to veterans holding 
active veterans' life insurance poli­
cies. 

These dividends are made pos­
sible becau:;e veterans are living 
longer than originally predicted, and 
the insurance trust funds are earning 
high yields from U.S. Goverrunent 
securities. 

The payout will be credited auto­
matically to 2.5 million policyhold­
ers on the 1993 anniversary date of 
their policies. Policyholders may 
choose toreceiveadividendcheckor 
select one of nine alternate payment 
options. VA is cautioning veterans 
that only those policies that have been 
kept in force receive annual dividend 
distributions. 

The dividend amount will vary 
according to age, type of insurance 
and duration of the policy. No appli­
cation from individual policyholders 
is necessary. 

Government Life insurance poli­
cies were issued to veterans of World 
Wars I and II and the Korean Conflict 
who served between 1917 and 1956. 
The largest group receiving dividend 
payments will be the 2.1 million vet­
erans of World War II with National 
Service Life Insurance ("V") poli-

cies who will receive an average pay­
ment of $386. Total payments to these 
policyholders arc expected to reach 
$818.1 million. 

Di vidcnds totaling $8 million will 
be paiu to the 30,377 World War I 
veterans holding U.S. Government 
Life Insurance ("K") policies for an 
average payment of $263. 

Some 263,914 veterans who have 
maintained Veterans Special Life 
Insurance ("RS" and "W") can ex­
pect to receive dividends averaging 
$399 for a total of $105.2 million. 

Veterans who hold Veterans Re­
opened Insurance policies ("J ," "JR" 
and "JS"), currently numbering 
98,960, will share a $32.5 million 
dividcnu. Average payments to "J" 
policyholuers are $297; for "JR," 
$534; and "JS," and "JS," $545. 

AlU1ough VA also administers a 
special life insurance programs for 
disablcu veterans and a program of­
fering mortgage life insurance cover­
age, neither pays dividends. For ac­
tive-duty service members and re­
servists, VA supervises a contract 
with a private carrier to underwrite 
Servicemen's Group Life Insurance.

The old saying "your mouth can

"support group goes back to the basics

With more than half of the 
mother's with infants age one or 
younger in the U.S. workforce, con­
venience has become the name of the 
game when it comes to infant care. 

But in this age of disposable dia­
.pers and baby bottles, some women 

are getting back to basics. 
The nursing mothers of the Breast­

Feeding Support Group at Our Lady 
of the Way Hospital in Martin are 
part of what may be a growing trend 
to discard the bottle. 

At a recent support group meeting 
at Seton Complex near the hospital, 
Kim Blocker, LPN and community 
health outreach educator for OLW, 
and four mothers gathered together 
andfreely shared their experiences as 
nursing mothers. 

Julie Kerber, of the Big Sandy 
't" • Childbirth Association, attended the 

meeting with her three-month-old 
daughter Maggie. Kerber, who lives 
in Johnson County, said that the 
association's objective is to promote 
breast-feeding and to encourage 
mothers to consider breast-feeding 
their babies. "Breast-feeding doesn't 
make you a better mother," she em­
phasized. "But I want people to know 
aboutbreast-feeding.Beinginformed 
is important. You are free to make a 
choice because you have the infor­
mation." 

Mary Lou White, the group fa­
cilitator who had her two young 

,jf daughters, Kathryn and Clare with 
her, said she never considered bottle­
feeding her children. "I never thought 
of doing it any other way. Breast­
feeding seems natural to me. My 
mother breast-fed me, and my sister 
breast-fed her children. The child 
beneftts nutritionally. A mother's 
milk gives the child a lot of immu­
nity. It gives your baby incredible 
health beneftts, and promotes bond­
ing . It's a great way to comfort your 
baby." 

Of nursing a child, Kerber said, 
"It's a natural process. You carry a 
child for nine months, give birth, 

"' then breast-feed." 
Blocker said that she believes a 

lack ofknowledgeof and misconcep­
tions about breast-feeding have made 
new mothers hesitant to nurse their 
infants. The result? 

"A lack of confidence ... a lot of 

women feel they can't do it," she 
said. 

Linda Daniels, of Johnson County, 
brought her seven-week-old daugh­
ter Magen. Ten years ago Daniels 
had twins, which she bottle-fed. "At 
that time, all you heard about was 
bottle-feeding," she said. "Breast­
feeding was never mentioned. My 
doctor didn't mention it I didn't see 
any other mothers breast-feeding. 

"Later my sister breast-fed all of 
her children. My niece did, too. !just 
saw all that closeness (between 
mother and child). When I became 
pregnant this time, I knew I would 
breast-feed. And this time my doctor 
aslced me what I wanted to do -
breast-feed or bottle-feed." 

Susan Sanders, of Floyd County, 
who had her 11-week-old daughter 
Rachel with her, said, "I always as­
sumed I would nurse my child. My 
motherdidn't, butmysisterdid."For 
Sanders, breast-feeding is "conve­
nient I can go anywhere and feed my 
baby when she is ready to eat. I don't 
have to carry bottles. I don't have to 
pacify her." 

One drawback is that a baby re­
quires several feedings a day, which 
can lead a mother to feel stressed 

"But, 'Do I want to make a 
committment?' You can always 
switch to a bottle. Breast-feeding

from lack of personal freedom. r--------- -------------------------------. 
Kerber doesn't let nursing her child 
hamper her freedom. During the hour­
long meeting Kerber discreetly 
breast-fed Maggie undercover of a 
blanket. "I breast-feed anywhere. I 
nurse her at restaurants. I nurse her 
while walking in the mall," she said. 
"The key is to be discreet. It's impor­
tant to nurse in public. It's normal. 
It's something you should do in pub­
lic. Just put a blanket over the child." 

The group agreed that breast-feed­
ing takes time, commitment and plan­
ning, but the beneftts are worthwhile. 

"In the long run it's worth it," said 
Daniels. "At night when Mag en cries, 
Ilook at my husband and say, 'I think 
I' 11 get a bottle.' Then I think and say, 
'Nol'mnot.'" 

Although all four of the mothers 
stay at home to care for their children, 
they emphasized that a woman who 
has a job away from home can still 
nurse their child. It takes juggling of 
schedules, but most importantly it 
takes committment. 

"When you consider whether to 
breast-feed, the question is never 'Is 
it the right thing todo?,"' said Kerber.

Meriwether came to our house 
over Christmas with a small beetle on 
top of her hand, and now she has sent 
some to us.

Designs range from beetles to the 
American Oag to Madonna (face shots 
only). We found them at Toys R Us. 
They are called "Tattooz" and cost 
only $1.99 for 9 to 10 stencils. 

Your young granddaughter should 
try this type of decoration before she 
makes a mistake. But if she does 
plunge ahead with the classic perma­
nent ink-type tattoo, and she later has 
a change of heaJl, it can be removed 
with a new laser technique. A doctor 
near us says he can do it with a "new 
state-of-the-art Medlite laser," and 
that it doesn't leave a scar, require 
anesthesia or cause pain. But there­
moval will certainly cost a lot more 
than those simple little stencils. 

Why not try one of those stencils 
yourself? Your granddaughter will 
surely think you're "cool."

There's not much of a silver lining 
in the cloud hanging over Kentucky 
burley tobacco growers this year. 

The cloud is a 10-pcrcent quota 
reduction for the 1993 crop. The sil­
ver lining could be theeffectivequota. 
It is based on an adjusunent for under 
marketings that is added to the next 
year's farm quota, increasing the 
amount of tobacco a fanner can pro­
duce. 

But Kentucky growers market 
fairly close to their basic quota, ac­
cording to Bob Miller, director of the 
Tobacco and Peanuts Analysis Divi­
sion of the Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service. "They 
probably will scll94 percent of quota 
for the 1992crop," he said. "Beltwide, 
83 percent of quota is expected to be 
marketed.''

Biology: The Fascinating Fungi 
Fungi are mysterious organisms: 

neither true plants nor animals, but 
sharing characteristics of each. Their 
relationships and interactions with 
other living things are vila.l links in 
the chain of life on earth. 

Fungi are far more complex and 
diverse than the familiar mushrooms 
students have seen growing in the 
woods. Some are m;croscopic in size; 
some spread underground over hun­
dreds of acres. Some are delicious to 
eat; others are deadly poison. In the 
third 1992 edition of SCIENCE 
SCREEN REPORT, students dis­
cover the colorful, fascinating world 
of fungi. 

"The Fascinating Fungi", avail­
able for viewing in junior and senior 
high schools in Floyd County this 
December, reveals the hidden world 
of these ancient and prolific organ­
isms, found almost everywhere on 
earth. In an experiment conducted 
with pine seedlings, fungi are shown 
to wrap around the trees' root sys­
tems, in a symbiotic relationship 
which provides growth stimuli for 
both organisms. Other experiments 
which use fungi fer wee\! a~cl insect 

control on important food crops prove 
that fungi can be helpful to the fanner; 
in fact, students learn that most fungi 
are beneficial to plants and animals. 

But other fungi, such as the bean 
rust fungus, are enemies of agricul­
ture, destroying millions of dollars 
worth of coffee and cereal crops each 
year. Studies about how to eradicate 
this pest may hinge on leaming how 
it identifies which plant cells to at­
tack. 

The most important medical use 
of fungi discovered so far is it<; role in 
the production of antibiotics such as 
penicillin. Scientists continue to 
search for more lifesaving drugs and 
useful chemicals that can be pro­
duced from tJ1c remarkable fungi. 

SCIENCE SCREEN REPORT, an 
educational video series produced in 
cooperation with the National Sci­
ence Teachers Association, presents 
the most recent developments in sci­
ence, technology and engineering.

Miller said Kentucky growers arc 
expected to sell about 95 percent of 
1993 crop quota. Beltwide sales are 
projected to be 88 percent of quota. 

A slight increase in the average 
support price could help growers re­
coup some of the tobacco income lost 
from tllc lower quota. The support 
price is set by a formula using a fi vc­
year moving average of market prices 
and an index of production costs. 

"We anticipate that, according to 
the formula, the price support would 
increaseaminimumofjustoverthree 
cents a pound,'' he said. "That would 
be about a two-percent increase in 
the average support price." 

Just how much will tlle decrease 
in basic quota cost Kentucky fann­
ers? 

Kentucky's basic quota for the 
1992 crop was 449 million pounds, 
said Will Snell, Extension agricul­
tural economist with the University 
of Kentucky College of Agriculture. 
"We could be looking at an income 
loss of about $80 million from the 
quota reduction," be said. 

Snell said the large quota reduc­
tion will lead to higher lease rates in 
areas with few off-farm employment 
opportunities. "We'll probably see 
somewhat higher rates in northeast­
em and south central Kentucky," be 
said. "The quota supply is histori­
cally tight in these areas." 

The reduced tobacco income will 
have far-reaching effects, according 
to Forrest Stegelin, Extension 
agribusiness specialist. 

"Lifestyles will be affected be­
cause farm families will have fewer 
dollars to spend on day-to-day neces­
sities and luxuries," Stegelin said. 

"As farm families tighten their 
belts to make up lost tobacco income, 
rural communities also wiH feel the 
pinch," he added. "Rural counties 
will see big dollar effects; some coun­
ties could see over half a million 
dollars in income loss. The effect 
would be very similar to seeing a 
small business go under." 

Stegelin said the quota reduction 
will have minimal impact on sales of 
tobacco production input However, 
some fanners might alter their pro­
duction mix, including other com­
modities to compensate for reduced 
tobacco acreage and income.

More federal financial 
aid for college students 

More college-bound children of 
middle-income parents will be eli­
gible for federal fmancial aid this 
year as a result of changes to fman­
cial aid rules. However, as the Ken­
tucky Society of CPAs points out, 
that doesn't mean the process for 
obtaining aid is any easier or less 
competitive. 

CP As urge students who need fi­
nancial aid to take the time to con­
sider all the options available to them 
and to complete their financial-aid 
applications as early in the year as 
possible. Delaying can be costly. 
Although more than 21 billion dol­
lars in financial aid is available from 
the federal government, those dollars 
can be depleted quickly. In fact, with 
college costs increasing at the rate of 
7 percent annually, more prospective 
college students and their families 
will be turning to outside sources for 
fmancial assistance than ever before. 

Except for PLUS and SLS loans, 
most federal fmancial aid is awarded 
on the basis of fmancial need. To 
evaluate your financial need, the fi­
nancial-aid administrator weighs the 
cost of education at your school­
including tuition, books, room, and 
board-against the amount of money 
you and your family are expected to 
be able to contribute toward these 
expenses. H your family contribution 
doesn't cover the education costs, 
you're considered to have a financial 
need. 

Don't let the financial need re­
quirement deter you from seeking 
federal assistance. Congress has eased 
the requirements to make loans avail-

•. able to a wider population. 
The greatest amount of financial 

aid is available through Stafford 
Loans. Congress has made these loans 
more attractive by lowering the inter­
est rate to 6.94 percent for loans taken 
out after October 1,1992. Every July 
1, the rate will be adjusted to the 
Treasury Bill rate plus 3.1 percent, 
but will not exceed a cap of 9 percent. 
Previously, the interest rate on these 
loans had been fued at 8 percent for 
the first four years and 10 percent for 
the remaining years. 

In addition to lowering the inter­
est, Congress has made subsidized 
Stafford Loans more available to chil­
dren of middle-income homeowners 
and other individuals who may not 
have qualified for these loans in the 
past Beginning July 1, 1993, home 
equity will no longer be a factor in 
determining a candidate's eligibility 
for federal financial aid. Beginning 
at the same time, the assets of fami­
lies with adjusted gross incomes of 
$50,000 or less who don't itemize on 
their tax returns, will not be consid­
ered in determining the family's fi­
nancial need. 

The maximum loan amounts have 
also increased. Qualified students 
may borrow up to $23,000 to finance 
their undergraduate educations and 
$65,500 to finance their graduate 
educations. You do· not need to repay 
the loan until six months after you 
graduate or withdraw from school. 

change: Even students enrolled in 
college less than half-time may 
qualify for a grant For the 1992-
1993 academic year, the maximum 
grant is $2,400. The maximum grant 
will increase to $3,700 for the 1993-
1994 year. 
CAMPUS-BASED PROGRAMS 

Additional fmancial assistance is 
usually available through programs 
administered by schools. These in­
clude Supplemental Educational 
Opponunity Grants (SEOG) for un­
dergraduates with exceptional fman­
cial needs; low-interest Perkins 
Loans, made available to both gradu­
ate and undergraduate students 
through a school's fmancial aid of­
fice; and the College Work Study 
Program, which provides jobs for 
undergraduate and graduate students 
who need financial aid. 
HOW AND WHEN TO APPLY 

FOR AID 
Federal financial aid forms are 

available from high school guidance 
counselors and college financial aid 
offices. Apply for aid as soon as 
possible after January 1, 1993. It takes 
about four weeks to process your 
application, and you may be con­
tacted to confirm or correct informa­
tion. Be sure you do so on a timely 
basis. CP As point out that missing a 
deadline may mean missing an op­
portunity to obtain fmancial aid.

MSHA alerts coal industry 
Deeply concerned about a rash of 

recent fatal coal mine accidents, the 
Department of Labor's .Mine Safety 
and Health Administration (MSHA) 
recently advised the coal industry to 
ensure that ventilation systems are 
functioning properly. The ventilation 
systems carry explosive gases away 
from working sections. 

MSHA also advised the industry 
to be certain that room- and pillar­
retreat mining plans are adequately 
safeguarded to supply fresh air to the 
sections. 

"The mining industry registered 
an historic achievement last year in 
recording for the ftrst time fewer than 
100 fatalities in the nation's coal and 
noncoal mines," said Bill Tattersall, 
assistant secretary of labor for mine 
safety and health. "In the past two 
months, however, the coal industry 
bas suffered four fatal and serious 
accidents, an alarming trend." 

On December 7, eight miners were 
killed in a southwestern Virginia coal 
mine explosion. On December 29, 
another mine explosion in a southern 
West Virginia mine resulted in burns 
to five miners. A January 4 roof fall 
accidentinanEastem Kentucky mine 
resulted in the death of two miners 
and on January 11 another rooffall in

The amounts a student may borrow 
are also being increased next July 
from $4,000 a year to $4,000 for each 
of the first two years, and $5,000 per 
year for a student's junior and senior 
years. Interest rates on these loans are 
slightly higher than those for Stafford 
Loans. Repayments, including prin­
cipal and interest, must begin within 
60 days after the final loan disburse-
ment 

PELLGRANTS 
Pell grants, available to first-time

Q: My son forgot to answer the 
question on line 4 or his 1040EZ 
return where it asks if your par­
ents can claim him on their tax 
return. The IRS owes him a refund 
but won't give it to him unless he 
answers the question. We did not 
take him as a deduction. Should he 
answer the question or see a tax 
person?-L.O., Riverside, Calif. 

A: Several years ago Congress 
eliminated the personal exemption 
for anyone, such as your son. who 
can be claimed as a dependent on 
another taxpayer's income-tax return. 
Consequently, if a dependent files a 
tax return, he or she can claim the ir 
own personal exemption. As far as 
the 'IRS is concerned, your son's lax 
return is not complete and no refund 
will be issued. Have him sign the 
request and put il to rest. As my 
captain used to say in the army, "When 
all else fails, follow instructions!" 

Q: What's the personal exemp­
tion amount for this year?- P.P., 
New Bedford, Mass. 

A: ll is $2,300. Last year it was 
$2,150. Next year, il will probably be 
adjusted again for inflation. 

Q: My bank is bankrupt and I 

will losemostofmydeposit money. 
Whencanideductit?- S.R.,Phoe­
nix, Ariz. 

A: If you can reasonably estimate 
your loss on a deposit because of the 
bankruptcy or insolvency of a quali­
fied financial institution, you can 
choose lo treat the amount as either a 
casualty loss or an ordinary loss in 
thecurrentyear. Eitherway,you claim 
the loss as an itemized deduction. 
Otherwise, you can wait until the 
year of final determination of the 
actual loss and treat the amount as a 
non-business bad debt in that year. 

Q: I understand that the IRS 
recently changed the rule for inter­
est earned on VA dividends. Please 
advise.-K.O., Appleton, Wis. 

A: Interest on dividends left on 
deposi t with the Department of Vet­
eran Affairs is not taxable. 

Q: What are the limits for a 
40l(K) plan?- H.W., Moline, Ill. 

A: The Internal Revenue Service 
dollar limit fora 1992 employcecon­
tri bution to a section 40 I (K) retire­
ment plan is $8,728. This is an in­
crease of S253 over las t year. The 
dollar limit is adjusted each year for 
inflation. 

Q: I would like some informa­
tion on how to report someone to 

the IRS who brags that he has never 
paid income tax. We'll be waiting 
to hear from you.-T.R., Temper­
ance, Mich. 

A: The IRS wields a big stick. 
They take the collection of t.axcs very 
seriously. What some people k'lke as 
a lark may haunt them for a very long 
time should they ever feel the wrath 
of the Treasury Department.

Visit 
any IRS office for guidance or write 
a letter explaining what you know to 
your local district director of the In­
lerna!

Warning from IRS: 

Refund may be smaller 
If you usually receive a tax refund 

when you file your Federal tax re­
turn, you may be in for an unpleasant 
surprise Ibis year. 

Last January, President Bush di­
rected the Internal Revenue Service 
to withhold less tax from W-2 em­
ployees. As a result, employees re­
ceived a few dollars extra in each of 
tbeir paychecks beginning March 1. 

new Form W -4, those withheld at the 
single rate had an average of $172 
less per job withheld, while those 
u:>ing the married rate averaged $345 
less per job," said William E. Palzkill, 
IRS Director in Kentucky. 

Most employers explained the 
change to their employees, and also 
explained bow flling a new Form W-
4, "Employees Withholding Allow­
ance Certificate,'' could change tbeir 
withholding back to the old amounts. 

"Since the tax rates did not change, 
these people will still be taxed at the 
same rate," Palzkill said.
