A restraining order was issued 
against Floyd County Fiscal Court 
members Tuesday, barring lhe court 
from terminadng the employment of 
a deputy jailer whohasflled to run for 
jailer. 

If Deputy jailer Jody Mullins filed a 
lawsuit against the ftscal court Tues­
day claiming that a 1988 amendment 
to lhe county's personnel code is un­
constitutional. The amendment says 
county employee's seeking to run for 
elected office must take a leave of 

absence without pay. 
The lawsuit names Floyd County 

J udge-ExecutiveJohn M Stumbo and 
magistrates Gerald DeRossett, Jackie 
Owens, Ermal Tackett and former 
magistrate Eddie Caudill. 

Floyd County Circuit Court Judge 
Harold Stumbo signed a restraining 
order Tuesday which says the fiSCal 
court is prohibited "from terminating 
or effecting in any manner the em­
ployment status" of Mullins.

An affidavit filed with the motion 
for an injunction says that Mullins 
will "suffer immediate and irrepa­
rable injury" if he is forced to quit his 
job. Mullins would seek of the offJCe 
of jailer on his own time and that 
running for office would not "inhibit 
or limit" him from perfonning his 
duties as deputy jailer, the affidavit 
said. 

The declaration of rights lawsuit 
flled by Mullins Tuesday claims the 
county's personnel code is "without 
merit and abridges (Mullins') consti­
tutional right without proof of a com­
pelling state interest." 

"That the restriction of the fiSCal 
court is not rationally related to the 
interests which are thought to (be) 
protected and is a deprivation of equal 
protection under the law since other 
public offtce holders are allowed to 
continue their employment while 
seeking re-election," the lawsuit said.

Patton changes mind, 
gets back into contest

First he was in the race, then he 
dropped out. .• now he's back in. No, 
itisn'tRossPerot,butFloydCounty's 
own Commonwealth Attorney, Jerry 
Patton. 

Last week, Patton removed his 
bid for re-election to the office of 
Commonwealth Attorney, a position 
which he has held since 1988. citing 
a desire to devote more time to his 
private legal practice and to his five­
year old son. 

On Monday, however. Patton an­
nounced in a press release that he had 
re-entered the race so that he could 
continue se&"Ving the people of the 

Commonwealth. He said that his 
original decision to pull out of the 
race was based primarily on the fact 
that he was concerned about the strain 
that a campaign would put on his 
parents, since his father had earlier 
experienced heart problems and un­
derwent coronary bypass surgery.

Fourteen people 
have flled for that office since Jailer 
Lawrence Hale announced he is retir­
ing.

Latta bows 
out of race

Ann Latta, the first woman ever to 
be elecled mayor of the city of~ 
stonsburg, choked back tears Tues­
day afternoon when she formally 
81Ul0Unced that she would not seek 
re-election. 

At a press conference Tuesday, 
Laua said that her decision to drop 
out of the mayoral race was based on 
the fact that.tbe competition for lhe 
offJCe has heated up prematurely and 
that she would rather focus on the 
important issues currently facing the 
city of Prestonsburg. 

"With the city elections not com­
ing up until November •.• " Latta said, 
"it was my hope that city business 
would take precedence over politics 
for at least a little longer." 

Latta added that her decision 
would allow another candidate, who 
supports her goals and programs, an 
opportunity to compete with city 
councilmen Jerry Fannin and George 
Archer for the mayor's seat. Latta 
refused to comment on who that can­
didate might be. 

Latta has served two consecutive 
terms as the mayor of Prestonsburg. 
In the seven years since she was 
elected, the Prestonsburg Tourism 
Commission was created, stimulat­
ing tourism revenues in the county by 
a third, from $13 million to $19.2 
million; both the Mountain Arts Cen­
ter and Kentucky Downs Harness 
Track projects have begun; the city 
has been named a Certified City seven 
times by the Kentucky Chamber of 
Commerce, earning it a place in the 
Chamber's Hall of Fame. 

Latta said that she would serve the 
rest of her term to the best of her 
abilities and then pursue other en­
deavors. In the meantime, she said, 
she will continue in her capacity as a 
member of both the Kentucky Opry 
board and the Prestonsburg-Floyd 
County Public Properties Corpora­
tion.

Dingus, 16, apparently sttuck lhe 
pole wilh her head, suffering mul­
tiple injuries, including severe head 
trauma.

Also responding to the scene were 
members of the Kentucky State Po­
lice,lhe Floyd County Sherifrs of­
fiCe and Respond Ambulance ser­
vice.

Diane Akers, said 
Tuesday that medical personnel had 
infonned the family that Dingus has 
a 50-50 chance for survival. 

Akers said Monday that she had 
decorated the power pole erected in 
place of the one damaged by the auto 
accident as a symbol of her niece's 
fight for life. 

Akers said that she had wrapped 
ribbons around the pole, including 
Allen Central's school colors and a 
yellow ribbon. The yellow ribbon, 
Akers said, will be removed when 
Traci regains consciousness and the 
school colors will be removed when 
she comes home. 

"I just felt helpless." Akers said, 
"like I couldn't do anything. This 
was my way of helping the family 
cope and letting Traci know we're 
praying for her."

ness through it all. During the Third 
Reich, a number of brave pastors and 
lay people formed the Confessil)g 
Church, to affum that God and not 
the "Fuhrer" was their Master and 
Lord. For this they paid dearly, in­
cluding the famed Dietrich 
Bonhoeffer who gave his life .in a 
concentration camp, just before it 
was freed by the Allies. 

During the time of the GDR (the 
Eastern Communist State), thechurch 
had to determine how it would con­
tinue and what its stance would be 
toward the state, which officially pro­
claimed and promoted atheism. Chil­
dren of Christians were persecuted 
and forbidden entrance to the best 
universities and opportunities. To be 
a believer was to be part of an un­
wanted minority by the state. 

Nevertheless, the church was the 
only place where free speech could 
take place, and so it became a sanctu­
ary for many who were displeased 
with the state. The churches in East 
Germany opened their doors for com­
munitY meetings of all kinds, and 
even though the Stasis (state secret 
police) sought to infiltrate these meet­
ings and did so successfully, they 
were not able to stop the people's 
movement. 

In the eighties, as bigger and big­
ger groups met in the churches, pas­
tors had to try to persuade the people 
not to take to the streets. But, eventu­
ally they did. facing the possibility 
(and sometimes the reality) of brutal 
treatmentandarrest. Thechurch tried 
to keep the protests nonviolent, and 
so it was. Worshipers would leave 
the churches with lighted candles sig­
nifying that they intended no vio­
lence. 

Eventually, it was these mass 
marches and demonstrations which 
brought the end to the GDR, and in 
the process, the Wall. But the efforts 
had started with a ver:y few, with 
many others joining as the movement 
gained momentum. 

Now, in a period of very dramatic 
change, pac;tors and church leaders 
are again in the for~front For years, 
they were the only persons (outside 
the party) to be trained in public speak-

ing and with experience in commu­
nitY leadership. Many now are taking 
part in the new political processes 
and providing badly needed leader­
ship for the Eastern part of the new 
Germany. 

At the same time, out hosts noted 
a drop-off in church attendance after 
the Wall came down. People were 
too interested in going to the West 
and becoming consumers! When the 
crisis was over, material needs be­
came paramount and spiritual ones 
forgotten. 

Now, however, one pastor told us, 
people are returning to the church in 
East Germany, ~use they need 
"something to hold on to" in such 
perilous, changing times. Everything 
has changed, and some may even 
long to go back the the enslavement 
of Egypt in preference to the difficul­
ties of getting to the Promised Land. 

So, the church bas played-and 
continues to play-an important role 
in these historic days. However, in 
the rest of Germany and Europe, in­
terest in the church declines because 
of increasing secularization. I would 
not want to let my congregation know 
that people in Western Europe attend 
church far more poorly than they do! 

In fact, I will be mightY glad to be 
reunited with my faithful congrega­
tion and experience once again their 
warm fellowship, support, and love. 
You never know what you have until 
it is not there! 

So, I am thankful for the opportu­
nity to learn and study how fellow 
believers have endured in hard times. 
Whether we live in easy or difficult 
circumstances, people everywhere 
need. I am convinced, a sense of 
community and faith to bring them 
through. We have bad that for gen­
erations in Eastern Kentucky, and I 
hope we don't lose it-because we 
too have become seduced by the 
materialism and "busyness" of our 
''West." 

I plan one frnal report after return­
ing home in which I will contrast the 
culture and values of Europe and 
America, East and West Germans, 
and even East Kentucky and the rest 
of the state.

The following is an open letter to 

President ClintonfromASIM Execu­
tive Vice President Alan R. Nelson, 
M.D. 

As a student of history, you may 
remember that Teddy Roosevelt, run­
ning for President under the banner 
of the Progressive Party, f1rst talked 
about providing health insurance for 
all Americans back in 1912. Of course 
talk, like health care, was cheap back 
then. 

Today, talkisstillcheap, buthealth 
care isn't. 

After eighty years of debate over 
the best way to provide health care 
for all Americans, 35 million Ameri­
cans bave no health insurance and 
millions more are woefully uninsured. 
Add to that a national health care bill 
that is at $800 billion and rising, and 
it becomes clear that debate alone 
will not solve our nation's health care 
woes. The time has come for action 
and leadership that will put America 
on the path toward comprehensive, 
quality health coverage for all Ameri­
cans at an affordable price. 

New government estimates show 
health care costs rising by 12 percent 
this year alone. If this growth is not 
checked. efforts to create universal 
access to health care will he severely 
undermined. Yet. the unportance of 
cost control does not mean that quick 
f1xes are the answer. Reject calls for 
global budgeting that would cap over­
all health expenditures. Such budget­
ing could lead to rationing of services 
during periods of economic hardship. 

As an alternative, consider rea­
soned cost containment proposals that 
will slow the rate of medical care 
expenses without resorting to mea­
sures that might limit patient access 
to needed services or reduce incen­
tives for the provision of quality care. 
Five such proposals are as follows: 

• Primary care should be expanded 
and encouraged. There is convincing 
evidence to suggest that a medical 
system predominated by primary care 
pbysiciansismorecost-effectivetllan 
ourcurrentsystem, whichismadeup 
overwhelmingly of specialists. By 
stressing health management, pre­
ventive care and early detection of 
disease, primary care physicians save 
lives and money. Yet. primary care 
physicians make up only 35 percent 
of the U.S. physician workforce-a 
percentage that is steadily declining. 
Work to reverse this decline through 
reimbursement reform that enhances 
recognition of the value of primary 
care services; and by offering loan 
deferments and other fmancial in­
centives to medical students who 
choose careers in primary care. 

• Consider a tax cap to help con­
trol costs. The current unlimited tax 
deduction for employer-provided 

health benefits is an incentive to spend 
money, not save it Don't eliminate 
the deduction; instead. limit it to a 
flXed amount that is no higher than 
what is sufficient to purchase a rea­
sonable health benefits package. This 
would encourage cost-effective 
health care plans that provide basic 
benefits and discourage costly 
overutilization of health caeservices. 
Politically, a tax cap may not prove 
popular, but in the long run this is a 
necessary step to bring more account­
ability into the health care system. 

• Examine the cost-effectiveness 
of new technologies. The Commerce 
Department says the expense of new 
medical technology is one of the top 
five reasons that health care costs 
continue to rise. The creation of a 
national tecbnologyassessmentcom­
mittee would be one way of examin­
ing the relative worth of new and 
emerging technologies before they 
become common medical practice. 
A national board. armed with appro­
priate data, could make recommen­
dations that would reduce the de­
mand for technologies of unproven 
benefit. 

• Target administrative costs and 
government red tape. Administrative 
costs needlessly drive up health care 
spending. By cutting burdensome 
bureaucratic requirements and 
streamlining the payment of insur­
ance claims, much of this wasteful 
spending can be eliminated. Repeal 
rules that add a costly level of bu­
reaucracy and overhead to the provi­
sion of health care. Administrative 
costs associated with insurance can 
be cut through the use of standard­
ized claim forms and increased use of 
computerization to both pay claims 
and provide a national data bank with 
easily accessible information on pa­
tient eligibility and benefits cover­
age. 

• Protect health care providers from 
frivolous law suits. The current mal­
practice system promotes unneces­
sary "defensive" medicine--that is, 
the overtesting and overtreatment of 
a patient to protect against malprac­
tice claims. Appropriate tort reform 
could eliminate this costly overuse of 
health care resources. The medical 
liability system should also be re­
formed to limit incentives for flling 
frivolous malpractice claims. 

One final note. As you and law-
makers move forward with plans to 
reform our health cae system, you 
should know that you have the sup­
port of the vast majority of physi­
cians across the country. We have 
seen frrst-hand the many inequities 
of our current system, and are eager 
to work with you to help reform and 
improve it.

superconducting magnet which is one 
of few in the state. PatieniS can ex­
pect less time for their exam because 
of the rapid imaging speed compared 
to low or medium field strength mag­
nets. 

A unique feature called "Turbo 
Flash .. allows for sub-second imag­
ing, useful for dynamic processes in 
the bead and body. This advanced 
technology sets the stage for the fu­
ture in brain and cardiac perfusion 
imagery. 

The ability to achievemultiplanar 
reconstruction for 3-D imaging is 
amazing. This feature allows the ra­
diologist via computer to reconstruct 
areas of complex anatomy from any 
orientation or plane. This has been 
particularly useful in the joiniS, such 

as the knees were complex anatomic 
planes require non-traditional pro­
jections which will complement more 
conventional studies. 

Another exciting feature which 
makes the unit at Pikeville Methodist 
so unique is MR angiography (view­
ing of the blood vessels). At this time, 
the technology does not ba ve the fine 
resolution and large field of view of 
conventional angiography. It does, 
however, provide a quick, inexpen­
sive, non-invasive screening test su­
perior in many respects to Doppler 
Ultrasound. Unlike ultrasound, it is 
not obscured by overlying fat. air, or 
bone. Unlike both ultrasound and 
conventional angiography, MR 
angiography is quick to acquire and 
provides 3-dimensional images of 
vessels that are useful for surgical 
staging. 

Vascular technology is evolving 
rapidly. In 1993, pending EPA ap­
proval, Siemens will provide soft­
ware with better resolution and a 
larger field of view for neck vessels. 
This will approach the quality of im­
aging seen in subtraction digital 
angiography. Many MRI experts are 
predicting mat MR angiography in a 
short period of time will overtake 
conventional angiography as the main 
diagnostic tool in vascular imaging. 

Pikeville Methodist's unit also 
complements the new software and 
coils used for breast and cardiac im­
aging.

Middle grades math teachers from 
Floyd County will have the opportu­
nity 10 align their teaching with the' 
Kentucky Education Refomt Aetas a 
result of a $2.8 million grant from the 

Ill National Science Foundation. 
The grant will fund a statewide 

effort to change the way math is taught 
in the middle grades in Kentucky 
schools. The service grant was given 
to the eight state universities of Ken­
tucky. 

The Kentucky Middle Grades 
Mathematics Teacher Network will 
create a comprehensive statewide 
networkofmiddlegrades{5-8)math­
ematics teachers in middle and el­
ementary schools in the state. 

By March 30, 26 top math teach­
ers of grades 5-8 from across the state 
will join 12 teacher educators, eight 

~themal.icians and two administra­
tors as teacher coaches for the pro­
gram. The coaches will attend a three­
week Summer Institute in 1993. 

In the fall of 1993, those coaches 
will put the training to the test in their 
own classrooms. A $500 kit of 

manipulatives (physical materials 
used to demonstrate mathematical 
concepts) will be provided to the 
teachers. 

In the summer of 1994, the 48 
coaches willmeetagain to create two 
courses, and then will help deliver 
the courses to 300 middle grades 
mathematics teacher leaders in 1995. 
By spring 1996, every middle grades 
math teacher in the state will have 
had the opportunity to benefit from 
the training. 

The grant from the NSF s Teacher 
Enhancement Division will provide 
participating teacher coaches with 
more than $9,000 in stipends over 
three years and a half-year sabbatical 
from teaching.

Looking for a way to lose that 
spare tire around your waist? Or, bow 
about dropping those extra ten pounds 
or more your body started accumu­
lating during theholidays-five years 
ago. Or, perhaps you've always been 
overweight, and you really want to 
lose those pounds, but diets don't 
work. 

Where do you start? 
"You make a lifestyle change," 

advises Joan Shalapin, community 
health education coordinator for Our 
Lady of the Way Hospital in Martin. 
••rt•s a lifetime pattern of eating­
it's not a diet . .it's learning how to 
substitute." 

Shalapin should know. During the 
last two years she has lost 25 pounds 
simply by changing her eating pat­
terns and lifestyle. 

"I'd lried all kinds of diets (with­
out success) until I regulated fat and 
portion size and chose food from a 
balance of food groups." 

And she started walking regularly. 
••r had to put exercise in. Before, I 
exercised sporadically. I started put­
ting in three miles a days, flve times 
a week. Exercise has made all the 
difference .. J have a total increase in 
energy, andithasincreased my health. 

And rm not as hungry. Walking is a 
way to walk off stress and frustration. 
as well." 

Before she educated herself on 
basic nutrition facts and the benefits 
of exercise, one of her downfalls in 
the battle of the bulge was failing to 
be label conscious. "I ate crackers 
instead of bread. I was not label con­
scious. I'm a lot more educated as far 
as labeling is concerned." 

Now Shalapin and a team of area 
health professionals are sbarin g their 
knowledge and enthusiasm for 
lifestyle change to help others who 
want to lose weighttbrougba Weight­
management progr.un at OL W ap­
propriately named "Weigbtbusters." 

The Weightbusters program is of 
a comprehensive, three-foldapJXOOCh 
which focuses on diet and nutrition, 
physical exereise, stress management 
and behavi<X" modification. Shalapin 
serves as coordinator. Team leaders 
of the program are dietician Cheryl 
Bentley, who teaches the importance 
of proper diet and nulrition; physical 
therapist Carla Fields who discusses 
the relationship between physical 
activity and weight management; and 
PCC nursing instructor Lynn Weddle, 

who discusses sttess management, 
behavior modification, and eating 
disorders.

The program came about due to 
public demand. 

"We kept getting calls for a class 
in weight-management at the hospi­
tal." Sbalapin recalls. "Weight con­
trol is a prevention for so many other 
health conditions." 

Realizing that there was a definite 
demand for a soundly-based weight­
management program, the first 
Weightbusters class began last win­
ter. The first group of participants 
met once a week for 12 weeks from 
February to May. 

Carolyn Lambert, who works at 
Mountain Christian Academy, was a 
participant in the first session, and 
she discovered basics of a healthy 
lifestyle that helped her lose weight. 

"I thinkit'sagood program," she 
says. "It was educational. It taught 
you what was in food and how to read 
labels ... Ilost weight And it made me 
aware of the benefits of exercise. I 
walk regularly now." 

Schuler Hannon, a phannacist at 
OL W, joined this past fall • s 
Weightbusters group. "I got a lot out 
ofit," he recalls. "II earned to analyze 
my food choices. There is a Jot of fat 
in processed food. So I choose more 
sensibly. I don't seem to eat high fat 
snacks." 

He notes that while he was in­
volved in Weightbusters, "I lost ten 
pounds in two months." 

Analysis of food labels has helped 
him keep the ten pounds off. 

"One day I picked up a can of 
J19ued meat and I read the label. It 
had so much fat! So I put it back (on 
theshelf)andchosealowerfatsnack." 

Shalapin says she enjoys the ca­
maraderie the members quickly de­
velop, much like a support group. 

Bul, she smiles, "What I enjoy 
most is seeing people's self-esteem 
rise as they lose weight." 

She emphasizes that the program 
is designed to help persons be their 
best, and that is not necessarily what 
fits society's image. "Women are 
pressured to be thin ... We have to be 
our oyro judge (as to how we want l9 
look) - not someone else. We let the 
pressure from theoutside(magazines, 
TV) come in and distort our views of 
ourselves. Whatever our size, we need 
to feel good about ourselves, to know 
that we are neat persons." 

Anew group of participants started 
the program this month, and although 
this class is closed to new members, 
another class w.ill begin this April

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1993 brings some optimism 
for improved farm equipment sales 

Sales of farm equipment, espe­
cially large tractors and combines, 
might rebound this year from the 
sluggish times of the early 1990s. 

"Incentives for capital purchases 
are improving as a result of potential 
growth and an improved cash flow in 
agriculture,'' said Forrest Stegelin, 
extension agribusiness specialist at 
the University of Kentucky College 
of Agriculture. 

"Crop agriculture is the main 
driverforfarmmachineryinvestment 
And acreage is the key to higher 
sales," he said. 

"With the zero set aside forwhent, 
we can expect more acreage," he 
explained. "An increase in wheat 
should lead to more soybean acreage, 
because many farmers double crop 
beans behind wheat." 

Stegelin believes the 10 percent 
set aside for corn will have minimal, 
if any, effect on demand for farm 
equipment. 

"Farmers bad a bumper crop in 
1992, so they didn't need to make 
many trips through the field," he said. 
"With the set aside, farmers likely 
will go through the field more times 
to get the most from the crop; this 
would have a positive effect on equip­
ment sales." 

Farmers' aging equipment inven­
tory is another reason sales might 
increase this year, according to 
Stegelin. 

"Some farmers haven't bought 
equipment since 1979, when the farm 
economy began a down turn, and 
much of it needs to be replaced." he 
said. "Bailing wire and bubble gum 
will go only so far." 

Other inducements for sales are 
the absence of price shocks looming 
among production inputs, such as 
seed, fertilizer, pesticides, fuel and 
labor. In addition, the livestock in­
dustry is in a growth mode fostered 
by reasonable feed prices. 

Improved cash flow is another 
impetus for farm equipment sales, 

according to Stegelin. 
"Bumper crops in 1992 pushed 

some harvest prices down to the point 
that many farmers will receive defi­
ciency payments this year," he ex­
plained. "Large-scale farmers, who 
would most likely receive the pay­
ments, might use the money to buy 
equipment." 

Although many farmers took ad­
vantage oflowerinterestrates to con­
solidate loans, Stegelin doesn't be­
lieve the lower rates will be a domi­
nant factor in equipment buying de­
cisions. 

"Farmers remember the financial 
d! <;tress of the 1980s, and are hesitant 
to ~et into that situation again," he 
said. "Plus, they are concerned about 
the shrinking safety net provided by 
federal price support programs and 
uncertainty of future commodity ex­
ports brought on by the North Ameri­
can Free Trade Agreement and GATT 
negotiations." 

"Capital expenditures for farm 
equipment and machinery hit an all 
time high of $11.7 billion in 1979 as 
boom conditions of the 1970s drew 
to a close," Stegelin said. "The de­
clinehitacyclicallowin 1986at$4.6 
billion, before rebounding to $8.2 
billion in 1990. Sales declined to 
about $6 billion in 1992. 

Several factors contributed to 
weak sales through the 1992 harvest, 
he said. 

"Economics of ownership encour­
aged the trend in custom work- pes­
ticide application, pasture mowing, 
baling hay, harvesting grain, grind­
ing feed," he said. ''Many farmers 
with mid-sized operations hire it done 
rather than pay dealers' prices and 
operating costs. 

"The Conservation Reserve Pro­
gram, increasing no- or reduced-till­
age practices, weather concerns, and 
forecasts of declines in net cash in­
come also contributed to weak equip­
ment sales in 1992."

Extra Vitamin E can help reduce 
exercise-induced muscle damage

Trying to shed thoseextraholiday 

potmds, don't try an exercise that 
stresses some muscles more than 
normal. 

Usually, the blame for sore 
muscles is placed on individual cells 
that tear apart as they lengthen under 
the force of exercising. 

A new study suggests that a sec­
ond kind of cell damage may also 
contribute to the soreness. It's caused 
by oxygen free radicals that are gen­
erated by the body during a workout. 

Vitamin E' s benefits were fotmd 
in comparing the effects of getting 
800 I.U. of the vitamin daily versus a 
placebo for several weeks before 
doing muscle-damaging exercise. 
Men in their 20's, and another group 
age 55 to 74 were studied. 

Mohsen Meydani says the group 
that got the vitamin, which included 
both young and older men, had less 
damage due to oxygen radicals. And 
the data suggest that "the older men 
were better protected," he adds.

Employers ofhouseholdhelp need 
to make the last quarter 1992 social 
security, medicare and unemploy­
ment (FUT A) tax payments by Feb­
ruary 1, 1993. 

Social security taxes need to be 
~.:Paid for any employee paid cash 
~wages of $50 or more in a calendar 

quarter. These taxes are usually re­
ported on IRS Form 942, "Employer's 
Quarterly Tax Return or Household 
Employees." 

Federal unemployment (FUTA) 
tax must be paid by employers who 
paid an employee cash wages of 
$1,000 or more in a calendar quarter 
in 1991 or 1992. This tax is reported 
on Form 940, "Employer's Annual 
Federal Unemployment (FUT A) Tax 
Return," or the simpler Form 940-
EZ.

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Auctions grow in popularity and success, NAR survey finds 
The use of auctions by real 

estate professionals as a vi­
able marketing tool is steadily 
gaining ground, dissolving 
the perception that this sell­
ing technique is limited only 
to distressed properties, ac­
cording to the results of an 
auction market activity sur­
vey conducted by the National 
Association of Realtors. 

The survey, conducted in 
June 1992, is based on the 
responses of 131 U.S. auc­
tion firms and tracks auction 
activity from the flTSt quarter 
of 1990 through the second 
quarter of 1991. 

The data collected includes 
the number of real estate auc­
tions held per quarter, the 
number of bidders attending, 
and the types and selling 
prices of the properties of­
fered. 

Among the survey's find­
ings was a 1 percent increase, 
to 4,400, of the number of 
real estate auctions held 
across the country in 1991, 
compared to the number held 
in 1990. 1n addition, the sur­
vey found that the number of 
bidders who participated in 
real estate auctions rose by 
27.6 percent in 1991 to more 
than 625,000.ln addition, the 
number of registered bidders 
per real estate auction climbed 
by 26.5, to 134 in 1991, from 
a year earlier. 

The survey also revealed 
that the number of properties 
offered through auctions more 
than doubled in 1991 to just 
over81,500.0fthoseproper­
ties offered, the survey found 
that 83 percent, or 68,000, 
actually sold. 

Survey findings also 
showed that during 1991, the 
dollar volume of real estate 
sold at auction totaled nearly 
$6.4 billion, nearly 65 per­
cent more than the value of 
the property offered in the 
previous year. 

Single-family homes, con­
dominiums, and residential 
lots accounted for 86.4 per­
cent of all sales, and together, 
accounted for61.6percentof 
the value of real estate sold at 
auction. 

According to the survey, 
the average price paid for a 
single-family home offered 
at auction during the second 
half of 1991 was $80,100, 
compared to the $125,000 
average price for all single­
family homes sold through a 
traditional sale during the 
same period. By conttast,con­
dominiums during the same 
period drew an average price 
of $106,900 at auction. Our­
ing the second quarter of 
1991, single-family homes 
sold at auction represented 

roughly one-half of 1 percent 
of the dollar value of all 
single-family homes sold, 
while sales of condominiums 
through auctions accounted 
for 1.5 percent of all units 
sold. 

The survey also found that 
the composition of the auc­
tion market changed mark­
edly between the first and 
second halves of 1991. Unit 
sales of single-family homes, 
multifamily structures and 
office buildings all more than 
doubled, while retail and in­
dustrial property sales were 
at least 50 percent higher. 

"The selling prices re­
vealed by this survey show us 
that auctions are not always 
primarily comprised of dis­
tressed properties for sale," 
said 1993 NAR President 
William S. Chee, a Realtor 
from Honolulu. 

"Auctions are a relatively 
new approach to selling real 
estate here in the United 
States. This survey clearly 
shows that the method is 
catching on in our market, 
attracting more and more 
companies and drawing more 
quality properties," Chee 
added. 

"The basic change that is 

slowly happening is the per­
ception li!UOng Realtors and 
the public that auctions are 
not always the last resort to 
selling a property. They are 
another option and another 
way of successfully market­
ing real estate," said Delbert 
D. Ludlow, a Realtor from 
Indianapolis, Ind., and 1992 
chairman ofNAR's Real Es-

tate Auction Committee. 
"I think Realtors are rec­

ognizing this factquickerthan 
the public. But I think it's 
also starting to catch on with 
the public too," Ludlow 
added. 

This latest survey also pro­
vided NAR researchers with 
some of the first insight into 
the impact of properties 

owned by the Resolution 
Trust Corp. and the Federal 
Deposit Insurance Corp., 
(RTC/FDIC) in the auction 
process. The survey found 
that nearly 42 percent of the 
real estate properties sold at 
auction in the second half of 
1991 were RTC/FDIC­
owned. These properties were 
especially prevalent in the 

multifamily and residential 
lots categories, where they 
represented 84 and 62 per­
centofthe total sales, respec­
tively. 

The National Association 
of Realtors, the nation's larg­
est trade association, is the 
voice for real estate, repre­
senting near! y 7 50,000 mem­
bers involved in all aspects of 

Department ofVeteranAffairs promotes LAPP 
The Department of Veter­

ans Affairs (VA) has a rela­
tively new program designed 
to speed-up the processing of 
VA home loans. Called the 
Lender Appraisal Processing 
Program, it's better known as 
"LAPP". 

Under LAPP ,lenders who 
already have the authority to 
determine-a VA buyer's cred­
itworthiness can also be ap­
proved to receive appraisal 
reports directly from V A-as­
signed fee appraisers, review 
those reports and close the 
loans on the basis of their 
reviews. That helps lenders 
close loans sooner by elimi­
nating the mailing and pro­
cessing time needed for VA 
to receive and review the 

property appraisal report and 
issue a notice of value to the 
lender. The amount of time 
saved can be particularly sig­
nificant in very active real 
estate markets. 

In addition to the obvious 
advantage of improving cus­
tomer service by reducing 
loan processing time, as the 
program's popularity in­
creases, lenders with LAPP 
authority are expected to have 
a definite competitive edge. 

VA is strongly encourag­
ing eligible lenders who have 
not applied for LAP~ ap­
proval to do so. The relatively 
simple approval requirements 
are outlined in the VA 
Lender's Handbook. Lenders 
who have questions or need 

more information should call 
their local VA office. VA 
expects that inquiries and en­
couragement from veterans, 
real estate agents and other 

parties to real estate transac­
tions, as well as lender com­
petition, will cause most eli­
gible lenders to seek LAPP 
approval.

The evolving real estate pr~fessional crossing lines 
As real estate profession­

als seek to balance financial 
obligations to homeowners 
with fair representation to 
prospective buyers, the role 
of client representation in a 
housing ttansaction continues 
to evolve, according to an ar­
ticle in Real Estate Today, 
published by the National 
Association of Realtors. 

Real Estate professionals 
face unique challenges when 
dealing with the issue of 
agency, as profiled in Steele 
V • Propp's article, "Loose 
Lips Sink Ships." Agency 
involves the obligations areal 
estate practitioner must up­
hold when representing buy­
ers, sellers, or both. Propp 
illustrates potential problems 
agency conflict can cause by 
featuring typical situations 
involving real estate profes­
sionals and consumers in a 
housing transaction. One gen­
el31 example has a real estate 
professional offering infor­
mation to prospective buyers 
that the seller has not explic­
itly approved. Allbough lm­
kersandsalesassociates work 
with the good intention of 
completing the transaction on 
the client's most favorable 
terms, reveal ing certain in­
fonnation to buyers can foil 

Q 

the entire sale and even result 
in legal penalties. 

The author notes that in 
residential real estate, bro­
kers/sales associates tradi­
tionally represent the seller, 
and act in the best interests of 
that clienL But when a real 
estate professional agrees to 
represent a buyer's interests, 
the client relationship is re­
ferred to as buyer brokerage. 
Consumers can choose real 
estate professionals to repre­
sent them under traditional 
seller arrangements, buyer 
brokerage or dual agency, the 
representation of both seller 
and buyer. 

The scenario of an open 
house is presented as a case 
where agency problems could 
easily arise. To avoid mis­
takes regarding price, terms, 
or other selling conditions, 
the seller should provide the 
broker/sales associate with 
written directions. A written 
agreement will prove espe­
cially useful if another sales­
person in the real estate com­
pany holds the open house. 

Real estate professionals 
must also clearly understand 
when thereasonsforaclient's 
move should be respected as 
confidential. Since net-work-

ing among real estate sales­
people often results in more 
potential buyers for a client's 
property, the listing broker/ 
sales associate should make 
it clear to colleagues whether 
certain infonnation can be 
revealed to buyers. 

The article offers tips di­
rected to real estate profes­
sionals which, if understood 
by buy~rs and sellers at the 
start of a transaction, would 
end in a more satisfactory re­
sult. The following advice 
applies to real estate sales 
associates exclusively repre­
senting the seller: 

• The buyer should not be 
told a personal opinion on the 
value of a client's property. 
Answering a buyer's ques­
tion, "Seems overpriced, 
doesn't it?" by honestly and 
openly restating allegiance to 
the seller will prevent any 
inadvertent misrepresenta­
tion. 

c The buyer should not be 
advised on how much should 
be offered for the property. If 
the buyer is aware of the real 
estate professional's role and 
has turned down an opportu­
nity to work with a buyer/ 
broker, a response by the sales 
associate reiterating profes-

Additionally, 
if a buyer says he/she is will­
ing to pay more for the prop­
erty than originally offered, 
the sales associate must pro­
vide the sellers with that in­
fonnation if asked, and can 
even volunteer the informa­
tion on how much more the 
buyers are willing to pay. 

• Regarding inspection 
clauses, a sales associate must 
ensure that they are clearly 
defmed, understandable and 
include an expiration date. 
The question that should be 
asked regard ing any real es­
tate service provided is, ''Will 
what I am about to do or say 
enhance the seller's posi­
tion?" 

Representation of the 
seller continues to be the most 
common role of the real es­
tate broker/sales associate, yet 
with increased use of buyer 
brokers and interest in dual 
agency, that role is becoming 
more complex in a develop­
ing marketplace, Propp con­
cludes.

You've shopped months 

for your dream home, signed 
the sales contract, deposited 
earnest money and are ready 
to meet with your chosen 
lender. Unfonunately.~pply­
ing for a loan is much more 
complicated than just filling 
out of a few forms, and it is 
only the first step toward 
mortgage loan approval. You 
must be prepared to field 
many questions and prove the 
accuracyofyouranswerswith 
documentation. To speed up 
the application process, be 
sure to take the following with 
you: 

Signed and accepted pur-

chase contract-This is the 
legal document that you 
signed with the home seller 
that contains a description of 
the property, including an 
engineer's survey (map that 
charts the property). Don't 
forget to attach any and all 
riders, and if there's a gov­
erning association for the 
property, have its rules and 
regulations. Also, give the 
lender a copy of the check or 
money order you used for the 
earnest money (deposit) on 
your soon-to-be new home.

Other real estate/rent docu­
mentation-Take 12 months 
of canceled checks for rent 

and/or mortgage payments. 
If you own other real estate, 
you m ustprovide the lender's 
name and address, the account 
number and what you still 
owe on the property. 

List of monthly expenses, 
such as auto payments and 
insurance, alimony and/or 
child support payments, credit 
card debts, student loan pay­
ments and any other ongoing 
payments. When applicable, 
be prepared to supply current 
balances and account num­
bers so the monthly payments 
can be verified. 

Divorce decree-Supply a 
copy of all decrees and sepa­
ration agreements. This veri­
fies the amount of alimony or 
child support paid or received.
