A fonner Floyd County school 
chief is disputing a claim that state 
education officials directed him to 
increase funding for the renovation 
of the D.W. Howard Fieldhouse at 
Betsy Layne. 

Eldon Smith, who served as in­
terim uperintendent in Floyd County 
last year, said Thursday that he was 
not directed to add $400,000 to the 

gym renovation project when he met 
with state official~ last July. 

Deputy education commissioner 
Dave Thomas; Mike Luscher, direc­
tor of facilities management for the 
statq; architect Paul Hoffman; con­
strudtion manager Sam Martin and 
several representatives from Martin's 
office met with Smith on July 1 to 
review all the construction projects 
in the county. 

Questions about the gym renova­
tion arose earlier this month when it 

was discovered that a construction 
management contract existed on the 
project 

Smith announced last June that 
the gym renovation project had been 
scaled back and that the services of a 
construction manager (CM) were not 
needed. 

When it was noticed last month 
that the board of education was pay­
ing a CM, Martin Engineering, on the 
gym project, Floyd CoWlty superin­
tendent Steve Towlerproduced aCM

F·nancing is last remaining

The year-long dark horse effort to 
bring live harness racing to Eastern 
Kentucky may soon make it to the 
winner's circle, Floyd County De­
velopment Authority Executive Di­
rector told board members Wednes­
day, as long as it doesn't break an­
other leg.

Sta e budget shortfall could 
be big trouble at local levels

A $70 million budget shortfall for 
the 1992-199 3 fiscal year has 

· prompted Governor Brereton Jones 
to request a budget cut for all state 

• agencies, in b.lm prompting the Ken­
tucky County Judge's Association to 
flle suit against the state. 

At the beginning of the fiscal year, 
all state agencies were asked tore-

serve two percent of their 1992-1993 
operating budgets in anticipation of a 
budget shortfall. 

Jone's spokesman, Kevin Hable, 
announced this week that the state 
would have to keep those funds in 
order to balance the state budget in 
acordance with state law. 

Hable blamed the budget shortfall 
on exhorbitant health-care costs,

"It's strange to me that he would 
recommend a reprimand, after a full 
hearing by state board, against Mr. 
Campbell concerning these contract 
issues, and threaten to remove me 
from office when I've tried to re­
spond to everything he's asked me to 
do," Billips said. "I've responded 
through letters and repeated telephone 
calls, which were not returned, seek­
ing guidance from his office. 

"I've got some questions he's got 
to answer," Billips continued. "Such 
as, what was Dave Thomas' involv~ 
ment in hiring Towler and why he's 
after me when he looked me straight 
in the eye after Mr. Campbell's hear­
ing and said, 'if I thought there was 
enough evidence to warrant removal,

Kimberly Carter, 19, now a stu­
dent at Eastern Kentucky University 
at Richmond, filed suit in Floyd D~s-

trict Court last week against the school 
board, Superintendent Dr. Stephen 
Towler, Betsy Layne High School 
Principal Alan Osborne and instruc­
tor Sheila Burton. 

The suit claims that on January 
24, 1991, Carter feU from a "pyra­
mid" of cheerleaders, landed on the 
floor of the Betsy Layne High School 
gymnasium and broke her arm.

$400,000 doesn't make any sense. 
You don't just fmd $400,000. You 
don't just do that verbally. Even if a 
verbal statement were made, it 
wouldn't have any meaning or sig­
nificance because you C8!l't operate 
that way. I really don't know what 
that's all about." 

When the meeting concluded, 
Smith said Thomas and Luscher told 
him to proceed with all the construc­
tion projects as planned. 

"That day was basically a general 
review of all the projects that were 
ongoing at the time that were still just 
hanging and open," Smith said. "We 
were just visiting the sites so every­
body would be familiar with what 
was going on. I don't have any notes 
or anything on that because it just 
simply wasn't that kind of meeting." 

Local board members were not 
informed about the meeting because 
it was a review of the projects and no 
changes had been made, Smith ex­
plained. 

Smith remembers telling the board 
of education last June that a CM 
would not be needed on the project 
and he is still of that opinion. 

"I recall that very specifically be­
cause I know there was concern about 
theamountofmoneytodothatproject 
and we were certainly limited and 
wanted to keep it in a reasonable 
balance," Smith said. "I do recall 
very clearly stating at that board meet­
ing that a CM wasn't needed, which 
it isn't. You don'thave to have a CM 
for a project of that size, a minor 
renovation. My feeling was we 
needed to do that with a minimum of 
expense. 

"I had no dealings with a CM," 
Smith continued. "If I had stayed 
there, I would not have been working 
with a CM. I would not have recom­
mended one. I was surprised when I 
read about that in the papec that one 
had been hired. I don't know any­
thing about that." 

Smith said no discussions were 
held lastJ uly concerning a CM on the 
gym project 

It was discovered in February that 
Martin and board Chairman Ray 
"Shag" CampbeU.signed a CM con­
tract dated August 3, 1992 on the 
gym renovation and that Martin would 
receive $66,000 in fees, which in-

eludes a $15,000 preconstruction 
charge, for the gym project 

The full board or the board attor­
ney were not aware that the CM con­
tract existed. 

The total construction cost for the 
gym is listed as $650,000 on the BG-
1. 

Smith recounted that the original 
BG-1 fortherenovation, which listed 
the cost of the project to be $1.8 
million, was rejected and the project 
was scaled down to $759,213. 

Work to be performed on the gym 
includes roof repair, asbestos removal 
and the installation of an elevator. 

Smith was appointed as interim 
superintendent last year by the State 
Board for Elementary and Secondary 
Education when Conner superinten­
dent Ron Hager was removed from 
office.

"I think Commissioner Boysen 

needs to look up nonfeasance in the 
dictionary and see if his picture's 
beside it," Billips added. "He ought 
to clean his own house before he 
harps on me." 

Owens said that the school system 
was in trouble long before she took 
office and that she tried to meet and 
talk with Boysen before she took her 
seat on the board, but that it could not 
be arranged. 

"We didn't create this mess. We 
didn't create these problems," Owens 
said Thursday. "We only inherited 
them. You can't expect us to undo 30 
years of problems in two and a half 
months. It goes along with it, when l 
took office, but we've been working 
toward that. 

"I think it's a little premature (to 
remove us from office)," Owens 
added. "I feel it's more like a threat, 
to push us. I'll not be intimidated by 

• it and not be forced to make votes that 
I don't feel are right I'd like to invite 
Dr. Boysen and the state Department 
of Education to come here and meet 
with our local board to try to sit down 
and work out solutions to these prob­
lems." 

Patton said he feels that Boysen is 
trying to boost his own self -image by 
his actions at the state board meeting. 

"I'mkindofshocked, "Patton said. 
"H they've observed us the last two 
and a half months, I think they'd say 

• we're really trying to do the job. If 
they know everything that's going on 
up here, their heads are either in the 
sand or somebody down there is just 
trying to build up their image, spe­
cifically Commissioner Boysen. 

"I feel the same way Mr. Billips 
does. if they want my resignation 
they can just call me and tell me and 
I'll leave," Patton added.

The results of a state investigation 
into the system last May provided 
recommendations that the board of 
education develop a short-term and 
long-term plan of improvement for 
the school system. The board was 
supposed to have completed all the 
items in the short-term plan by De­
cember31. 

Superintendent Towler, who ad­
dressed the state board on Tuesday 
concerning the plan. told board mem­
bers that turning around the Floyd 
County school system could be com­
pared to a "major overhaul." 

"When you go in a new place, you 
have a million things facing you," 
Towler told the board Tuesday. "I'm 
not making excuses ... everything has 
justhitme,and to be honest, I haven't 
got everything in focus." 

Towler said the recommendations 
in the short-term plan should be com­
plete by April 15.

Real issue for KHSAA 
is still its building 

The state school board's report on the Kentucky 
High School Athletic Association's finances is remi­
niscent of a tea party held in the same room with a 
corpse. Try as you will to ignore the body, it just 
won't go away. 

The body in this case is the association's head­
q~~ buildin~ in Lexington. The association spent 
$3 m1ll10n on this monument to itself, which is why 
the organization is now in fmancial trouble. Yet, the 
state school board managed to write a report on the 
association's fmances that barely mentions the build­
ing or the circumstances of its construction. Maybe 
that merely reflects the fact that no one knows what 
to do about the situation. 

Unfortunately, the building and the problem it 
presents won't go away. That's why there are such 
high stakes riding on this year's Sweet 16 boys' 
basketball tournament Unless the tournament grosses 
atleast$1.1 million in ticket sales, KHSAA probably 
won't be able to pay its debts. 

Viewed against that background, the state school 
board's financial recommendations - fewex com­
plimentary tickets, cheaper meetings, competitive 
bidding on major expenditures and so on - seem 
almost irrelevant They may help in the long run -
but only if KHSAA can survive its own folly. -

North Korea's brazen threat 
North Korea's brazen decision to withdraw from 

the Nuclear Nonproliferation Treaty rather than su~ 
mit to inspections of a suspected hidden cache of 
plutonium demands strong reponse. 

The treaty may not be much of a dike, but it's the 
best we've got. If North Korea is allowed to breach 
it. a flood of dangerous regional arms races will 
surely fol1ow. 

The current showdown actually is the result of an 
encouraging solidarity on the part of the world's 
major powers to toughen the International Atomic 
Energy Agency's monitoring of treaty compliance. 
After the embarrassing ease with which the Iraq, 
another treaty signer, hid its bomb development 
program, the IAEA recognized the futility of its 
policy of inspecting only sites offered up by host 
countries. So in North Korea it insisted on having a 
look at suspect nuclear sites that Pyongyang dido 't 
want examined. That's when North Korea decided it 
had had enough. 

The integrity of the tteaty is now at stake. Protect­
ing it will depend on the major powers - particu­
larly the United States and its human-rights nemesis, 
China - maintaining enough unity either to coo­
vince Nonh Korea to reconsider or, if it refuses, to 
impose tough sanctions through the United Nations. 

The troubled post-Cold War world faces few 
issues so crucial as heading off the step-by-step 
spread of nuclear terror, and success will require 
both nimble and strenuous diplomacy. 

Salvador's backward glance 
El Salvador President Alfredo Cristiani doesn't 

believe in looking back. "If we ever really want 
reconciliation," he told Salvadorans, "we woo't be 
going any good by wasting time on the past." 

An estimated 75,000 Salvadorans died in the 12-
yearcivil warthatendedJanuary 1,1992. The peace 
accord set out a process for cleaning human rights 
abusers out of government and the military. 

Given that nation's sordid and bloody history, it 
is inconceivable that bygones will ever be bygones 
for survivors of the carnage. 

In a report this week that followed an eight­
month investigation, the U.N.'s Commission on the 
Truth spread the blame, condemning leftist rebels, 
but particularly implicatingright-wing military lead­
ers in civilian dealhs. One recommendation of the 
commission was to pWlish those cited by barring 

them from leadership posts in the government or 
political parties for at least a decade. 

But Mr. Cristiani has said that identifying and 
purging the guilty may reopen old wounds and 
plunge El Salvador back into crisis. 

That SOWlds generous - but we don 'tagree with 
him. 

Salvadorans must look back to go forward. Then 
again, so must the United States. Our leaders from 
that era - especially in the Reagan administration 
- also are implicated because, in the name of 
rooting out the Communist menace in our hemi­
sphere, we continued to fmance El Salvador's right­
ists - in spite of credible evidence that many were 
dripping with the blood of the innocents. 

President Clinton would do well to consider 
withholding foreign aid to pressure Mr. Cristiana to 
listen, not just to outsiders like the U.N., but to the 
recommendations of insiders such as the Salvador­
ans of good will who laid down their anns and came 
up with a peace accord they believed they could live 
with. - TM Courier -Journal

I take strong exception to 
Hammond and Layne's statements. 
The facts are that this contract is 
extremely important to the future of 
Costain and our employees. 

This contract calls for the ship­
ment of 1 million tons of coal a year 
for 20 years. This is a much more 
secure business undertaking than the 
alternative of selling on the "spot 
market," where coal is sold on a 
month-to-month basis. Needless to 
say, the spot market is an unsure 
business environment. It is defrnitely 
a buyer's market. 

For the last decade, the U.S. coal 
supply has consistently exceeded 
demand. The coal industry has be­
come extremely competitive, and 
many producers who have been un­
able to establish long-term contracts 
have been forced out of business. 

Co-generation plants, like the one 
in Florida whose contract we hope to 
fulfill, are a small but rapidly grow­
ing segment of the coal market.

Becauseofthenatureoftheirbusi­
ness, these co-generation plants are 
often located near urban or industrial 
areas where they do not have the 
luxury of space to deposit the re­
sidual ash. 

Our landfill on Stratton Branch 
will meet thestricteststate guidelines 
for safety and environmental soWld­
ness. The proposed design was 
planned by a premier engineering 
flfDl with years of experience in land­
fill engineering. 

We would not undertake this 
project with anything less than a total 
commitment to our region's well­
being. Mter all, we have to live in this 
community, too. 

If we are able to keep this contract, 
everyone will win. Costain miners 
will have job security, and their pur­
chases will continue to help support 
the local economy. 

The money this contract gener­
ates will tum over many times in our 
community as miners are paid, and in 
tum pay tnerchants for goods and 
services. Schools and other govern­
ment services will benefit from tax 
revenue. 

Without this contract, the eco­
nomic future of Costain Coal and the 
people it supports is at risk.

Mr. Boyd, Ms. Owens, Mr. Patton, 
and Mr. Billips: 

The failure to successfully imple­
ment the short-term improvement 
plan agreed to by Superintendent 
Towler and adopted by the floyd 
County Board of Education is unac­
ceptable and cannot be ignored. There 
is more concern than ever, which 
should come as no surprise to you, 
given the following events leading 
up to this point.: 

1. An intensive investigation of 
the floyd County Schools was con­
ducted by officials from the Ken­
tucky Department of Education 
(KDE) in May of 1992. 

2. The results of this investigation 
were conveyed to the superintendent 
and the Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation on August 25, 1992. 

3. On September2, 1992, the State 
Board for Elementary and Secondary 
Education (SBESE) sent the superin­
tendent and the Floyd County Board 
of Education a letter stressing the 
seriousness of the fmdings of the 
Floyd County investigation and stat­
ing that all recommendations made 
in the reports must be successfully 
implemented. 

4. On September 17, 1992, the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
was directed by the SBESE and me to 
submit both short-term and long-term 
improvement plans to correct defi-

ciencies noted in the KDE Floyd 
County Investigative Report. 

5.0nSeptember29, 1992, Super­
intendent Towler recommended and 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion approved thesbort-termimprove­
ment plan, whicb was based upon the 
recommendations resulting from the 
floyd County Investigation by the 
KDE. The short-term improvement 
plan was accepted by the SBESE on 
November 5, 1992. 

6. The short-term plan included 
recommendations which were to be 
implementedbyDecember31,1992. 
The KDE staff has visited the district 
several times to monitor the progress 
the floyd County District has made 
in completing the short-term recom­
mendations. The KDE final assess­
mentor the district's implementation 
of the short-term improvement plan 
(the final monitoring visit was con­
ductedtheweekofJanuary 17,1993) 
indicated that of the 59 total short­
term recommendations, 24 have been 
completed and 35 have not been fully 
implemented in the required time­
frame. The 35 short-term objectives 
which were not implemented in the 
required time-frame have previously 
been specifically identified for you in 
late 1 anuary, 1993. Despite the agree­
ment of Superintendent Towler and 
the floyd County Board of Educa­
tion to accomplish these short-term 
recommendations by December 31, 

American Masters follows D.W. Griffith 
from Kentucky childhood to film legend 

American Masters traces the ex­
traotdinary life of the first great movie 
director, the innovator credited with 
elevating fllm to the status of art 
form, in "D.W. Griffith: Father of 
Film," a special three-hour presenta­
tion premiering on KET at 8 p.m. 
Wednesday, March 24. 

DaviClLewelyn Wark Griffith was 
a Kentucky native, born to a poor 
family in La Grange in 1875. His 
father, whom the boy idolized, was a 
Confederate veteran who bad taken 
to a life of drinking, gambling, and 
telling tall tales of wartime heroism. 
Years later, the son would produce a 
Civil War epic ofhis own-The Birth 
of a Nation- that introduced the 
world to the power of the new me­
dium of film. 

The Birth of a Nation, released in 
1915, was a romanticized and racist 
view oftbe Reconstruction-era South. 
The fllm sparked riots in black com­
munities and was even used as a 
recruiting tool by the Ku Klux Klan. 
But the controversy was also an illus­
tration of Griffith's genius. Through 
innovations in camera placement, 
editing, and acting style, he bad dem-

onstrated the power of film to touch 
people's emotions, transforming a 
medium that bad been litUe more 
than a novelty into a powerful social 
force. 

Griffith bad learned the trade of 
fllmmaldng at the Biography Com­
pany, churning out one- or two-reel­
ers at the rate of several a week. 
"Father of Film" includes rare foot­
age from some of these early works 
showing his emerging style, as well 
asreminiscencesbysomeoftbetecb­
nicians and actors who left Biogra­
phy with him to form an independent 
production company. They include 
the late actress Lillian Gish, whose 
luminous presence and seeming fra. 
gility gave Griffith a star to showcase 
and audiences a heroine to care about. 

As a follow-up to The Birth of a 
Nation, Griffith directed Intolerance, 
which was simultaneously a de­
nouncement of the critics who bad 
demanded the suppression of the pre­
vious fJ.lm and a plea for brotherhood 
and understanding. Intolerance set a 
new standard for narrative complex­
ity, interweaving four separate story 
lines from four different historical 

eras. 
That fllm was followed by three 

more masterpieces that solidified 
Griffith's reputation as America's 
preeminent director- Hearts of the 
World, Broken Blossoms, and Way 
Down East. By 1920, Griffith was an 
international celebrity, screening his 
films for presidents at the White 
House and chatting with queens and 
prime ministers about the art of 
moviemaking. 

But as the '20s wore on, the audi­
ence and the medium seemed to pass 
him by. His storytelling style seemed 
increasingly old-fashioned, and it 
became impossible to sustain the 
elaborate "road shows" Griffith had 
used to publicize his productions. 
With the anival of the "talkies" in 
1927, Griffith's career was almost 
over. He made only two talking pic­
tures, and no movies at all dwing the 
last 17 years of his life.

We have grave concerns that the 
objectives set forth in the proposed 
long-term plan, whicb now also in­
cludes the 35 objectives not met by 
December 31, 1992, will not be ac­
complished.

Kenny Meade, Bevinsville, gradu­
ated 1969 and entered Wheelwright 
in 1964-65. He finished in 1968-69. 
He remembers: 

Wheelwright High was made up 
of over 600 plus students at this time, 
due to Inland Steel Coal Co. provid­
ing lots of jobs in the coal fields. 

I remember all the good times 
playing basketball and baseball for 
the school. The head coach in basket­
ball was Don Wallen, who was prob­
ably the best basketball coach in the 
county and maybe also the state. His 
record at Wheelwright High reflected 
this. 

We had good times playing base­
ball under Ronnie Meade because of 
his crazy antics. 

The principal at this time was 
Boone Hall. He was a strict principal 
and the way be dressed in black suits 
or black pin stripe suits was some­
thing else. 

The teacher that I probably re-

member the most was Tilden Jones, 
lhe algebra teacher. lie amazed me 
with his intelligence in algebra and 
all math. The rest of the teachers 
during these years were very good: 
Like Arlan Isaac and Don Daniels. A 
lot of good new teachers came to 
Wheelwright during these years such 
as Doris Osborne, Billy Sue Damron 
(Benny Ray Bailey-who is now one 
of our state senators.) Ray Jones, 
Harold Newman, Delores Woody, 
and several black teachers such as 
MissBaskinduetothePalmerDunbar 
High School closing.

A vraharn fust refused her a 
divorce in 1962, and because Jewish 
law pennits imprisonment as a means 
to pressure a spouse to give the re­
quired consent, he has been impris­
oned ever since at Ayalon Prison. 
The rabbis promised him a fancy 
apartment and various religious bless­
ings, but he said, "Can'tdo it. can't do 
it, go away."

But the real trap is the $3 mil­
lion plus building they recently 
built in Lexington on financial 
projections that haven't been there 
for them.

The state board has recom­
mended that the KHSAA issue 
fewer complimentary tickets and 
stop paying all the expenses of the 
12-member Board of Control who 
attend the boys' and girls' state 
tournaments. 

Tickets to the boys' state tour­
nament cost a family $96 for a 
book of lower arena seats in Rupp 
Arenaand$48fortbeupperarena. 
With a family of three or four that 
could get pretty expensive in 
today's economy. 

We hope the 1993 state tourna­
ment is a huge success and that the 
projected $1 million plus will 
come in to help bail out the asso­
ciation.
