Floyd missionaries offer Romanians 
a leg up then come home with the leg

When pastor Made Tackett and 
layman Reed VolkofPieasantHome 
BaptistChurchonLancer/WaterGap 
Road near Prestonsburg went on a 
three-week foreign mission trip to 
Romania on February 20, they took 
with them $30,000 worth of medi­
cine and medical supplies donated by 
area medical personnel in Floyd, 
Martin and Pike counties. 

The pair was on a mission of 
mercy, dispensing medicine and the 
Gospel to a people in need of both. 

Little did they know that they 
would bring back with them the hopes 

and dreams of one Romanian man 
who needed a miracle. 

And an artificial leg. 
Rev. Tackett remembers well his 

encounter with the man. 
"I was preaching at a church and 

the people were sharing their mala­
dies and misfortunes," Rev. Tackett 
recalled. "This man had so much 
hope. He had saved money a long 
time for a prosthetic leg from the 
knee down, which was six month's 
wages (about $300). lie got it and it 
broke in the first week. 

"He was just begging," Rev. Tack­
ett continued. "lie shared with us 
what bad shape he was in and how 
hurt he was and he asked, 'Would we 

bring the leg back to America or send 
him another leg?' He had so much 
hope and confidence. The pastor of 
the church had introduced us as 
Americans who bad come to help. 
The man told us, 'If you have come 
this far to help, make a commitment 
to help me. I cannot afford another 
leg.' 

"There was no way to refuse him. 
I said, 'Absolutely, we'll take !he leg 
back. I don'tknow anything about it 
(getting a prosthesis fixed), but in the 
name of the Lord, we will try to help 
you.'" 

When Rev. Tackett returned home 
on March 10, he bad with him the 
artificial leg, a crude prosthetic de-

vice that consists of a brown leather 
lace-up boot supported by bands of 
metal with a wooden foot attached. 
"It looks like something that came 
from the (American) Civil War era," 
Rev. Tackett commented, adding that 
he had found someone to ftx the de­
vice. "A blacksmith in Johnson 
County said that he will redo it for 
us." 

Rev. Tackett said that he isn't sure 
about what to do after that, admitting 
that the solution to the problem is 
beyond his field of expertise. He and 
Yolk will probably take the redone 
prosthesis to an artificial limb manu-

action in his car. Hood allegedly 
would set up the deal to take place in 
the parking lot at the BP station after 
it closed for business. 

Hood was introduced by a third 
party to the undercover task force 
officer in Hazard in early March, 
Thompson testified Wednesday. 

When Hood allegedly sold the 
officer drugs Friday, police executed 
a search warrant at Hood's residence. 
The sheriff said that the search turned 
up marijuana plants being grown in a 
planter and in a glass. 

Gerald DeRossett, who was sub­
stituting for Hood's attorney Ned 
Pillersdorf, did not object to the case 
being sent to the grand jury, but he 
asked District Judge Danny Caudill 
to reduce Hood's bond, which is set 
at $89,000 full cash. 

Judge Caudill denied that request 
Wednesday, but said that he would 
consider a reduction in bond within 
the next 10 days. Judge Caudill told 
DeRossett that he was leaving the 

bond intact Wednesday because Hood 
had been in his court before and he 
was "traditionally late." 

Another case waived to the grand 
jury Wednesday concerned escape 
charges levied against two inmates 
who walked away from the Otter 

Creek Correctional Facility last 
month. 

Harold Stewart, 26, of Harlan 
County and Christopher Gordon, 21, 
of Barren County, waived their rights 
to preliminary hearings Wednesday 
on second degree escape charges. 

Gordon was set to be released 
from the minimum security prison on 
April 1, before he walked away from 
the prison March 19. 

The two men were captured three 
miles from the prison within 24-hours 
of their escape. Wheelwright police­
men David Dotson and David Gray 
and Floyd County Sherifrs deputy 
lieutenant Bill Howell caught the two 
inmates at Melvin.

In 1992, one wrote of the U.S., "I 
think it's a freedom and wealthy land 
and the center of the world." Another 
said, "Every French boy and girls 
dreams of coming to America!"

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facturer and see what happens. But 
he added, "Anyone who has any ad­
vice about what to do and would 
donate services or give us a good 
deal, we'd welcome their help ... 

"One way or another, I'm going 
to see that be gets a leg. Then I will 
take it or send it back to him. I told 
him it might be summer before I get 
it back to him." 

The stark poverty of this former 
Communist country remains etched 
in the minds ofVolkand Rev. Tack­
ett. 

Yolk, 46, who is a pharmacist at 
Wal-Mart in Paintsville, was struck 
by the country's poor standard of 
living. "Our poorest person here bas 
more than the average person there 
has. The average salary there is $50 a 
month ... The people here don't worry 
about going hungry at night." he said, 
citing federal social programs that 
provide for poverty-stricken families 
in the United States. The stores in 
Romania are, for the most part, 
"empty" of groceries and goods, said 
Yolk. He added that the Romanian 
health care system is "back in 1945 as 
far as medical technology and medi­
cation are concerned. We are very 
fortunate in this country." 

Rev. Tackett. 36, agreed. "Roma­
nia has the worse conditions I have 
ever seen in my life. There is wide­
spread poverty. They were thrilled to 
have people coming to help them." 

During their preaching and medi­
cal mission, Rev. Tackett. Yolk and a 
former Romanian physician whom 
Tackett had met in the United States, 
traveled throughout Romania. The 
three-man mission team visited clin­
ics and hospitals where the doctor 
treated patients and Yolk used his 
knowledge of medicine to dispense 
drugs and medical supplies. Tackett 
preached by way of a translator on 
the streets and in churches to over­
flow crowds hungry to bear the Gos­
pel and eager to receive Bibles and 
other religious literature the team gave 
out. 

"Businessmen in Prestonsburg and 
Martin gave financially to buy Bibles 
and supplies," Rev. Tackett said. '"The 
people are starving to death for Bibles. 
Owning a Bible is a luxury there. We 
gave out a lot. We also gave out over 
40,000 pieces of literature. 

"I preached in the streets and the 
people gathered to listen. The 
churches were packed. Some were so 
crowded that people stood outside to 
listen. Some sat on the pulpit with 
me. All doors, all windows were filled 
with people. Altogether, we had 170 
people to make commitments to 
Christ documented and we influenced 
thousands." 

Although Communism was 
pushed out of Romania in 1991 and 
was replaced with a less restrictive 
government, the people still harbor 
the fear of oppression. "The devotion 
of the Romanian Christians is very 
strong," Rev. Tackett said. "But they 
arc afraid to evangelize. They are still 
afraid of the secret police. But I beard 
stories of incredible faith while I was 
there. One woman took a child who 
was left in the snow by Gypsies. He 
became a great preacher. To silence 
him, the police bad him smashed 
between two trucks ... 

"I met a man who pastored seven 
churches. Every day he preaches a 
sermon and he preaches sitting down. 
When the Communists were in con­
trol, they damaged his legs and feet 
so he couldn't stand up." 

Because of widespread persecu­
tion, for years the church went under­
ground and held meetings in secret. 
''The church is not underground now," 
Rev. Tackett said. "But still, the be­
lievers are timid. They are afraid the 
oppression will come back." 

Rev. Tackett has the greatest em­
pathy for the women of Romania. 

"The people live under great bard­
ship. Women live the lives of slaves. 
They walk behind the men, can't eat 
at the table, and must wear coverings 
over their head at church, and they 
work so hard. I had more pity for the 
women and children there than any-

one else. They endure hardship very 
well." 

Rev. Tackett recalled one woman 
whose compelling, faithful determi­
nation to wimess despite opposition 
amazed him. "We went out to a piti­
ful clinic. This lady was so humble 
she couldn' tlook you in the eye. She 
led us in a room where a little child 
was lying on a bed. She began to 
wimess to the child, who was lame, 
and his mother and he became Chris­
tians and the boy was healed. 

"Every day she shared her faith at 
the clinic and her husband finally 
said, 'It's either me or the Lord.' And 
she told him, 'Well, I'm a Christian.· 
Her husband and family left her." 

Rev. Tackett said that in the past 
he bas participated in a lot of home 
mission projects in Kentucky, but not 
foreign missions. But a church con­
ference changed all of that. "At the 
conference, the speakers were chal­
lenging the church to make an im­
pact." Rev. Tackett said. "Some of 
the leaders at church took it to heart" 

Rev. Tackett became acquainted 
with the former Romanian doctor 
through leaders in his church and 
together Rev. Tackett, Yolk and the 
doctor planned the mission trip. The 
last few days of the trip the team 
toured Israel. Rev. Tackett preached 
while there and, although a few made 
commitments to Christ, he said that 
the people weren't nearly as open to 
the Gospel as the Romanians were. 

The team paid all their trip ex­
penses and members of Pleasant 
Home, a congregation of about 250, 
gathered the medical supplies and 
funds for Bibles and religious tracts. 
A nurse who is a member of the 
church donated 5,000 hypodermic 
needles. 

'This was a great adventure," Rev. 
Tackett said about the mission trip. 
"It's an opportunity to show every­
one that you don'tbave to be a mega­
church to reach out." 

The members of Pleasant Home 
plan to continue reaching out to the 
people of Romania. "We are going to 
be going there regularly to take sup­
plies and tobelp," Rev. Tackettsaid. 

He also presented a challenge to 
those interested in helping the people 
of Romania. ''The luxury we have 
here is so great . .If a child would give 
a dollar a month and a working adult 
would give $5 a month, we will try 
once a quarter to take supplies back 
toRomania.Forthatlittlebitofmoney 
for a year, we are drastically going to 
change lives in Romania." 

He noted that 100 percent of the 
donations will be spent on supplies to 
meettheneedsoftheRomaniapeople. 
None of the funds will be spent on 
administrative costs.

Tobacco tantrums 
1bose who watched the house debate over 

smoking policies for public buildings this week 
have to be asking this question: Are Kentucky 

lawmakers loyal to a fault, or are they just incred­
ibly stupid? 

Once again, House members distinguished 
themselves by proving they are so blindly sup­
portiveofthe Tobacco Institute thattheycan'tsee 
what's going on around them. 

Less than a week after the U.S. Labor Depart­
ment proposed a ban on smoking in all work­
places, the esteemed Kentucky House of Repre­
sentatives voted to make it illegal to outlaw smok­
ing in government workplaces here. Never mind 
the logistical problems, the cost in human misery, 
the cost to small communiti~s that try to accom­
modate those bothered by smoke. Never mind the 
fact that many communities have already made 
some buildings smoke-free. 

All that mattered was this: "There are 1 ,600 
tobacco farmers in my home county," said Rep. 
John Will Stacy of West Liberty. "Those are the 
people we're trying to help." 

It's hard to imagine how opening up all state 
and local government buildings to smoking is 
going to help the tobacco farmers in Kentucky. 

Yet that pitiful argument carried the day. Rep. 

Drew Graham, chairman of the Tobacco Task 
Force, laid out the case: "We realize the interna­
tional tobacco threat is beyond our control," he 
said, touching for the briefest moment on the real 
problem farmers face - foreign competition. 
But, he continued, we can take this step. 

That's like giving up on the war against cancer 
and concentrating instead on pimples. 

Someday, the legislature's so-called "tobacco 
boys'' will realize that their defiance does nothing 
to help the tobacco farmer. Real help will come 
only after they open their eyes and see where the 
industry is going (overseas). 

Of course, that would require real work and the 
tobacco boys aren't ready for that. It's much 
easier to cluster together and talk about tobacco's 
distinguished past than to face the problem of its 
not -so-distinguished future. 

Either the Senate or the Governor must reject 
this witless bill. -Louisville Courier_-Joumal

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Why the death penalty 
is so unjust

lbe life sentence ordered for a 
Pensacola, Fla, murderer-an anti­
abortion zealot who shot and killed a 
physician-is proof of what Supreme 
Court Justice Harry Blackmun has 
said in protesting the unfairness of 
the death penalty in America. 

The murderer, Michael Griffin, 
was convicted in the slaying of Dr. 
David Gunn, who was stalked by 
Griffin, who shot him three times in 
the back outside a women's clinic 
where Gunn worked. 

By pre-arrangement, the prosecu­
tor didn't even ask consideration of 
the death penalty. The life sentence, 
which can be served in less than 25 
years, was imposed inunediately af­
ter Griffin's conviction. 

The Griffin case of a planned 
murder, carried out against a defense­
less and unsuspecting victim, fits 
comfortably with Justice 
Blackmum' s recent argument that he 
would never again be party to the 
unfair legal "machinery of death" in 
America. 

Blackmon's views were submit­
ted in the unsuccessful appeal of an­
othcrmurderconviction, this one from 
Texas in which the defendant was 
immediately put to death after his 
plea was turned down by the entire 
Supreme Court. 

In his statement, Justice 
Blackmun-then not knowing the 
outcome of the Florida murder trial­
drew what amounted to a chilling 
parallel, denouncing the death pen­
alty in America as so unfair, so sub­
ject to bias and political motivation, 
so arbitrary and capricious and so 
obviously unjust as to violate the 
Constitution. 

He did not, as other members of 
the court have done, cite the 
Constitution's Eighth Amendment 
against cruel and unusual punishment. 
Instead, Blackmun cited the 1982 
high court ruling which, thereafter, 
was presumed to require that the death 
penalty be imposed "fairly and with 
reasonable consistency. or not at all." 

In the years since, Justice 
Blackmun said, state and federal 
courts and the Supreme Court have 
provided legal remedies but have 
failed to meet the requirements of 
that ruling. 

Now, Justice Blackmun said, "I 
feel morally and intellectually obli­
gated simp! y to concede that the death 
penalty experiment hac; failed." 

An effective insight into the injus­
tice of the death penalty is to tum 
Blackmon's argument around: The 
injustice applies just as clearly to the 
vastmajority of convicted killers who 
arc not sentenced to death as it does to 
the handful who actually pay with 
their lives for their crimes. 

In that handful, almost invariably, 
are the poor and detached sweepings 
of American society, frequently 
blacks and Hispanics, without the wit 
or wherewithal to defend U1emselves 
or aid in their own defense. There are 
cruel killers among U1ehuman refuse, 
but no more cruel than other killers, 
like Griffm, who are not remotely 
threatened by the death penalty. 

The difference is that many killers 
who escape death, even walk free, 
have family means and standing in 
the community, adequate representa­
tion, sometimes even-as in Griffin's 
case-a political or religious con­
stituency. 

And the truth touched by 
Blackmun is that it's not just the 
meanest and most hardened killers, 
but as often the defenseless illld abso­
lutely wretched human specimens that 
are led to America's execution cham­
bers. 

Reaction to Justice Blackmun's 
statement was about what could be 
expected, criticism from the anti­
crime faddisLc; that he'd gone soft 
headed and another round of discus­
sions of the intent of "t11e framers" 
from posturing intellectuals. 

One of those, 1 usticc Antonio 
Scalia, sni'ffed that the framers ap­
proved capital punishment in the "due 
process" clause of the Fifth Amend­
ment And that wac; that. 

The logic of that excursion to the 
18th century would also hold lhat 
"the framers"·were right when they 
approved slavery-ac; they did in t11c 
Constitution-when t11cy allowed 
that women should be denied the 
right to vote, when t11cy provided thai 
the U.S. Senate would be chosen by 
compliant state legislatures and thai 
in census counts slaves would be 
listed as "three-fifths" ofaclual"pcr­
sons." 

'fbankfully, U1c Constitution has 
grown and we've come far from the 
small world of the "framers." And, as 
Blackmun reminds us, U1crc's still a 
way to go.

"I told them six or seven weeks ago that it was 
coming off, but my word ain't worth nothing," 
said Creech, a carpenter who has spent the last 17 
years working on his Perry County home. 

Eastern Kentucky field offices of the federal 
office of Surface Mining have been deluged with 
emergency calls in recent weeks, said Patrick 
Angel, manager of OSM' s London office. On 
Monday, his staff received a record 11 calls 

reporting danger linked to abandoned mines, 
Angel said. 

More than a month ago, Creech and his wife, 
Goldie, told federal officials that rocks and mud 
had slid onto their driveway and driven a tree into 
the unoccupied house next door. 

An inspector visited on February 16 and con­
cluded the Creech family was in danger, records 
show. 

On February 18, however, an inspector from 
Ashland decided there was no immediate threat. 

Nothing was done to keep the mud from slid­
ing further. At 7 a.m. Monday, after a weekend of 
heavy rain, it broke loose. 

The house, which has hardwood floors and a 
wraparound deck, was pushed forward several 
feel The mud's force pulled the dwelling in half;

Black-lung-claim 
filings triple in rush 
to beat change in law 

Miners seeking special black-lung benefits are 
ftling claims at triple the rate they did a year ago. 
The rush is on to beat a change in the state 
workers • compensation law that would limit those 
payments. 

The House is expected to concur with the 
Senate today on a workers' compensation reform 
measure and send it to the governor. When the 
measure becomes law, new strings will be at­
tached to benefits miners now receive for retrain­
ing. 

Under the measure, miners who receive re­
training incentive benefits, called RIBS, must be 
enrolled in a retraining program. The payments 
would be paid to the training school, not the 
miner. Currently, miners getting RIBs are en­
couraged but not required to get retraining. 

To be eligible for an RIB, a miner must be 
diagnosed with the first stage of black lung, said 
Walt Turner, member of the Workers' Compen­
sation Board. 

Turner said be has seen a sharp increac;e in the 
number of claims this year, and be's certain the 
pending change is causing it 

This month, miners have filed 559 claims, up 
from 170in the same month last year. In January, 
miners filed 249 claims. up from 122 last year. 
And in February, claims rose to 260 from 168.­

CBC sparks kids' interest in science 
It was a full bouse on March 5th as 

children fran all over the area. with 
their parents, joined in the science 
fun at PCC's monthly Community 
Biology Club (CBC) activity. 

UndecthesupetVisionoftheclub' s 
founder, Dr. John Shiber, the chil­
dren met in the zoology lab and 
learned how to use the compound/ 
light microscope. This microscope is 
used to look at organisms which are 
too tiny for us to see with the naked 
eye. 

Assisted by their parents, the kids 
set up the microscopes, prepared 
slides, adjusted focusing on the mi­
croscopes in order to view the slides, 
and made simple line drawings of the 
things they saw. Theylookedatsmall, 
living organisms, such as the animal­
like protozen, Paramecium (King­
dom Protista) which, although only 
one cell. has very complex features 

and moves by means of tiny, hair-like 
structures, called cilia. They looked 
at the freshwater cnidarian, Hydra, 
which is related to jellyfish. They 
also saw Daphnia, a micro-crusta­
cean under the microscope. Daphnia 
is commonly called the "water flea", 
even though it is not really a flea. nor 
even an insect! 

The two specimens that the chil­
dren found most intriguing were the 
free-living flatworm, Dugesia, and 
the roundworm, Anguillula, which is 
called the "vinegar eel" because it 
thrives in vinegar-like solutions. 
These two amused everyone because 
they kept moving about under the 
microscope. and it was difficult to 
keep them in one place long enough 
to look at them! 

Kyle was a room winner, a school 
winner, and a county-wide winner 
for the 1992-93 school year for his 
book. He received a $50 U.S. Sav­
ings Bond at a spring awards cer­
emony. Approximately 5,000 el­
ementary and middle school students 
participated in competition through­
out the county. 

Fun in the forests for students:

In addition to the microscope 
work, the kids had a chance to look at 
a display of human body models and 
preserved specimens and models of 
human body parts, such as the brain, 
lungs, and heart This was set up by 
one of Dr. Shiber's students, Joe 
Hunley, who also showed the kids 
and their parents how a physiograpb 
is used in monitoring the human heart­
beat

"This year we've changed the 
name to Kentucky Forestry Leader­
ship Program, because it's much more 
than just a summer camp," he said. 
"It still will be a fun week for high 
school students, but it will be much 
more." 

The program will highlight forest 
managementandrelatedsuhjectssuch 

as surveying, soil science, wildlife 
habitat assessment, water quality and 
wood use, he said. 

"Throughout the week students 
will develop creative problem solv­
ing and communication skills to solve 
complex natural resource problems 
in Kentucky," McLaren said. "The 
goal is to create an awareness, apprc· 
ciation and understanding of the inte­
grated relationship between society 
and natural resources." 

Students will learn to iucntify 
plants and trees, how to assess wild-

life habitats, how to evaluate water 
quality and bow to best manage for­
ests to avoid that most dreaded fear of 
all forest managers-the forest fire. 

Training provided for the program 
will be by professional forestry ru1d 
naturalresourcemanagersfrom UK's 
Department of Forestry. Kentucky 
Division of Conservation, Kentucky 
Division of Forestry, USDA Forestry 
Service and private forest industry 
leaders.
