An area bank warned Big Sandy 

residents this week about a potential 
credit card scam. 

Matewan BancShareshasreceived 
several calls from its customers com­
plaining that a company had been 
calling their homes and telling them 
to send a blank or voided check to 
receive a preapproved credit card from 
the company. 

Matewan BancShares warned area 
residents not to send blank or voided 
checks, or give out their checking 
account numbers to any company 
requesting them. 

"For your protection, please do 
not give your checking account in­
formation to anyone," said Don 
Harlow, director of Marketing for 
Matewan BancShares.

Councilman Halbert said that the 
previous city council agreed not to 
disrupt service if customers paid their

Spring rains continue to 
dampen families' spirits

While most people took 
Wednesday's spring weather as an 
opportunity to get a jump on doing 
yard work, residents of lower Garrett 
could only watch their yards being 
covered by back water. 

Heavy rains, an accwnulation of 
trash and cut trees lying in the flood­
way have forced several Garrett resi­
dents to leave their homes six times 
since January. The clogged water­
way blocks excess water from reced­
ing quickly after heavy rains. 

Residents Dolly Turner and Don 
and LaFaye Hughes have fled their 
homes in the middle of the night 
because they didn't know how high 
the water would rise. 

"During daylight hours, we can 
keep an eye on it," Turner said 
Wednesday. "But at night, you just 
don't know and it's pretty scary." 

LaFaye Hughes said Wednesday 
that she and her husband usually don't 
stay home when the waters begin to 
rise, they take refuge in her mother's 
home on Garrett Hill. 

"We don't want to get blocked 
in," Hughes said 

But Wednesday, the Hughes' de­
cided to stay at their home, which 
was surrounded by water, to enjoy 
the spring day and keep an eye on the 
water. 

The Hughes moved into their home 
in 1971, and the rising water has been 
a problem since then. They, along 
with Turner, have tried to get the 
problem resolved but to no avail. 

"We used to fight it real hard," 
LaFaye Hughes said. "But we got 
disgusted because we couldn't get 
anything done. Somewhere there's 
got to be something that can be done 
to help us." 

Turner agreed and said that they 
haven't complained to anyone about 

the problem for some time. 
"Basically, we felt it wouldn't do 

any good," Turner said. "We've tried 
for so long." 

Turner said that the problem was 
compounded recently when a utility 
company cut down several trees and 
left the debris lying near a garbage 
dump that has formed in the bottle­
neck. She added that politicians have 
promised for years that the creek 
would be cleaned and dredged. 

"We were told that money had 
been made available for the project 
years ago," Turner explained. "That's 
the last we've heard of it." 

Janet Tackett, the county's flood 
plain administrator, said Thursday 
that the county is prohibited from 
doing work in a creek because of 
state regulations. Tackett said that 
she gave Hughes the names and phone 
numbers of various agencies to see if 
help was available.

In other action, Graham Burcheu, 
speaking for the Am V cts Club, asked 
if something could be done about city 
police officers conducting roadblocks 
during the weekends. Burchett said 
that the roadblocks, set up to catch 
drunk drivers, discouraged patrons 
from coming to the club. 

Martin Police Chief James Burke 
defended the practice, saying if club 
customers choose to drink and drive 
they should not be on the road. 

"If you don't want law enforce- . 
ment, you ought to hire security 
guards," Burke said. 

Councilman Akers said he did not 
agree with the practice. 

"If you hold roadblocks, it scares 
people away," Akers said. "I don't 
want Martin to be a trap for people." 

After some discussion, Council­
man Whicker agreed with the police 

chier s reasoning and asked Burchett 
to request that customers do not drink 
and drive. 

"We can't tie the city police's 
hands, but we want people to enjoy 
themselves and business to grow," 
Whicker said. 

Both sides agreed to work together 
to resolve the issue.

Assets or liabilities?

This may not be a real popular 
question to ask in an area that 
relies heavily on tourism pro­
motion, but we're going to pop it 
anyway. 

If Kentucky's state park sys­
tem is the"crownjewel" it's be­
ing made out to be by legislators 
and the like, how come it can't 
pay its own way? 

The governor and many legis­
lators are pushing for the public 
to pick up the tab for some $100 
million worth of upgrades and 
improvements to the park sys­
tem, which is suffering from 
disrepair. 

No doubt their estimates are 
accurate, probably even conser­
vative. 

Certainly the parks are suffer­
ing from neglect 

Whose fault is that? 
Not the taxpayers, that's for 

sure. 
That's who is going to pick up 

the tab, though, for whatever 
work is finally decided upon. 

We're willing to cough up a 

few extra bucks to spruce up the 
parks because we do recognize 
their value to our tourism 
economy. 

But, we think we ought to get 
some guarantees, some security 
for our investments. 

First, weoughttoreceive some 
assurances that the state is de­
veloping a management scheme 
to make the parks self-sufficient, 
including ideas for financing 
new development from revenues 
generated by the parks them­
selves. 

Absent those assurances, we 
suggest the state develop anal­
ternative that would allow parks 
management to transfer from 
state control to private enter­
prise. 

Under either scenario it is 
likely that the costs for main­
taining, upgrading and develop­
ing state parks would fall on the 
shoulders of those who use them. 

Our state parks generally are 
wonderful places to visit. 

We can't consider them as real 
assets, though, as long as they 
cost more than they produce.

Let's not give a cold shoulder to needy Americans

The phrase "budget freeze" has 
just taken on a frightening new mean­
ing. The Clinton administration is 
asking for a 50 percent cut in the 
federal program that helps low-in­
come Americans pay their winter 
heating bills. Unless Congress main· 
tains full funding, the proposal will 
have chilling consequences for mil­
lions of at-risk families. 

The Low Income Home Energy 
Assistance Program (LIHEAP) is cru­
cial protection against winter weatber 
for many less-fortunate Americans. 
The bitter cold of '94 shows just how 
important tbat protection can be. 

Yet the administration has asked 
Congress to cutLIHEAPin half, from 
$1.4 billion this year to $730 million 
next year. The program today helps 
6.2 million households, but that's only 
one-third of those who are eligible. 
Reducing funding would further 
widen this gap. 

Annual heating bills of $1,000 are 
not unconunon for families in many 
regions of the United States. Since 70 
percent of LIHEAP recipients - of. 
ten single parents and senior citizens 
-have incomes of less than $8,000 
per year, it's just about impossible 
for tbem to pay these costs in full. 

Boston City Hospital analyzed the 
"heat or eat" dilemma from 1989-92. 
It studied 11,000 poor children aged 
six monU1s to two years who entered 
the hospital emergency room. In tbe 

period immediately following the 
coldest month of winter, the research· 
ers found a significant increase in the 
number of underweight children. 

We are all familiar with the dan­
ger tbe winter cold poses to the home­
less. Yet, although the heatless are 
much less visible, they are not much 
safer. Hypothermia can worsen pre­
existing health conditions and lead to 
death whether the victim is inside or 
outside. 

UHEAP affects everyone's pock­
etbook. Unpaid energy bills are even­
tually passed along to all customers 
in the form of higher rates. LII lEAP 
may help keep the deficit in check by 
keeping families in their homes and 
reducing long-term burdens on oU1er 
assistance programs. 

Many concerned Americans have 
already responded to tbis proposed 
cutback in two ways: by writing their 
U.S. senators and representatives urg­
ing LIHEAP funding of at least $1.4 
billion in 1995 and beyond; and by 
donating to their local fuel fund. 

Fuel funds are local efforts to raise 

energy assistance dollars. Some fuel 
funds are independent charities. Oth­
ers operate in close cooperation with 
local utilities, many of which allow 
customers to donate by adding a few 
dollars to their montbly bills. Utility 
companies have raised more than 
$100 million in heating assistance 
during the past 15 years. 

But private efforts cannot match 
the federal government's ability to 
address tbe problem. LIHEAP is a 
successful and efficient government 
program. By law, at least 90 percent 
of the funds are applied to household 
energy bills. 

Congress should not only restore 
the LIHEAP budgetto current levels, 
but it also should increase funding to 
serve all tbe Americans who qualify. 
Anytbing less shows a chilling lack 
of compassion for America's less for­
tunate.

Veto SB 29 
Juvenile bill isn't tough, it's a mess for 

courts 
Add another bill to the list Gov. Brereton 

Jones should veto. It's Senate Bill 29, yet 
another product of the legislature's penchant 
for patching together bills on important mat­
ters at the last minute. 

In this instance, the important matter is 
juvenile crime. In the legislature's chaotic last 
days, it was amended to include the provi­
sions of House Bill 224, which never made it 
out of the House. 

At first blush, SB 29 would seem to address 
the problem ofviolentjuvenilecrimehead-on 
by requiring juveniles accused of serious 
crimes to be tried in circuit court, as adults are. 
It also would send to adult courts all juveniles 
accused of committing crimes while armed 
with ftreanns. 

Unfortunately, the bill isn't as straightfor­
ward as it seems. While it requires that these 

juvenile cases be sent to circuit court, the bill 
does not change the standards for actually 
trying cases in circuit courts. That means that 
the vast majority of these juvenile cases will 
end up being transferred back to juvenile 
courts-but only after the more lengthy pro­
ceedings that are required in circuit court. 

The result is predictable. More kids will be 
held for longer times in juvenile detention 
facilities (which already are scandalously 
overloaded). Juvenile case workers (who al­
ready have more cases than they can handle) 
will face heavier workloads. Circuit judges' 
dockets will be crowded with requests to 
transfer juvenile cases back to lower courts. 
And most juveniles will end up being tried in 
juvenile sessions of district court-jus( as 
they are now. 

In short, this bill will make an existing 
problem worse, create problems where none 
now exist and do little, if anything, about 
violent juvenile crime. No wonder many of 
the state's circuit judges want Jones to veto it. 
The governor may find it difficult to veto any 
bill that its sponsors have styled as "getting 
tough on crime," but in this instance it's worth 
the trouble.-Lexington Herald-Leader

work on a new budget. 

Governor Brereton Jones was expected 
Wednesday to veto the current state budget 
passed two weeks ago by the legislature. His 
veto probably won't be overridden by law­
makers when they return for one day on Fri­
day. Jones hopes legislators work out a substi­
tute spending plan before adjourning. This is 
unlikely also, so be prepared for a special 
session to iron out the differences.

Bureaucrats in Washington have 
saddled Americans with too many 
costly regulations that do too little 
good. The Clinton Administration 
says it's trying to fix the problem, but 
a new regulation on cleaner-burning 
gasoline proposed by the U.S. Envi­
ronmental Protection Agency (EPA) 
makes that bard to believe. 

Indeed, this EPA proposal, issued 
last December-a few months after 
the Administration announced its goal 
to make regulations more efficient­
could be one of the most outrageous 
examples of unnecessary government 
rulemaking. It will cost business­
and thatreallymeansconsumers, who 
always pay the bill in the end-hun­
dreds of millions of dollars a year. 
Yet it won't help the envilonment 
and might hurt it. 

The EPA proposal would require 
the use of ethanol-an alcohol fuel 
usually made from com-in 30 per­
cent of all "reformulated" cleaner­
burning gasoline. The Clean Air Act 
requires millions of Americans to 
burn this new fuel in their automo­
biles beginning in 1995. 

Congress required cleaner-burn­
ing gasoline to achieve two specific 
goals: reduce smog and cut toxic air 
pollution. But putting ethanol in the 
new cleaner-burning gasoline won't 
do either, as even EPA admits-nor 
will it reduce greenhouse gases asso­
ciated with global warming. The truth 
is that ethanol tends to increase green­
bouse emissions, as both Congress's 
OfficeofTechnology Assessment and 
the U.S. General Accounting Office 
have recognized. 

May Harm Environment 
EPA's ethanol mandate makes so 

little environmental sense that even 
environmentalists and air quality 
regulators oppose it. For example, 
the Sierra Club, the Environmental 
Defense Fund, the Northeast States 
for Coordinated Air Use Manage­
ment, and the California Air Re­
sources Board have all lined up 
against it They fear that the mandate 
might harm the environment instead 
of helping it. 

EPA also says mat an ethanol 
mandate will cut oil imports, but by 
less than our nation consumes daily 
in two minutes. The reduction is likely 
to be even more minuscule because, 
while cleaner-burning gasoline made 
with ethanol saves some oil, a lot of 
thesavingsdisappearwhenmoredie­
sel fuel and fertilizer are used to plant, 
grow and harvest the com needed to 
make ethanol. 

In short, no reasonable justifica­
tion exists for EPA's proposal, only a 
motivation: a 1992 campaign prom­
ise by President Clinton to help farm­
ers. Ironically, Ulis pork barrel pro­
posal-advanced by an administra­
tion supposedly opposed to special 
interest politics-won't help farmers 
much. According to Dr. David Mont­
gomery-a noted expert on agricul­
tural economics-it is one of the least 
efficient ways imaginable to help 
farmers. Ethanol producers will reap 
more than double the benefits that go 
to the com farmers who will grow the 
corn to make the extra ethanol. As a 
result, the Archer Daniels Midland 
Co., which produces some two-thirds 
of all U.S.-produced etllanol, could 
profit more from the mandate than all 
of the com farmers put together. 

Will Increase Prices 
Yet pork has a price that must be 

paid. In this case, the consumer will 
get the bill, paying more for cleaner­
burning gasoline and for food. The 
new gasoline will costas much as six 
cents a gallon more because ethanol 
is more costly than Ulc additive that 
otherwise would be used-even with 
the substantial tax breaks ethanol 
enjoys. Food will cost more because 
the increased demand for com will 
drive up com product, dairy and meat 
prices. 

The tax breaks will total about 
$340 million, helping to disguise the 
fact that ethanol costs substantially 
more. But the tax breaks will also 
result in millions of dollars less going 
into the federal Highway Trust Fund 
every year. That will mean poorer 
roads and highways or additional 
taxes to make up for the lost highway 
funds. So consumers won't get off 
the hook. 

The petroleum industry in some 
circumstances already uses ethanol 
in conventional gasoline-and, even 
without the mandate, ethanol pro­
ducers expect to sell substantially 
more of their product In short, a 
regulation mandating Ulc sale of etha­
nol is unnecessary and plain wrong. 
It won't help the environment, will 
cost consumers a bundle, and con­
flicts with every principle of good 
government that the current Admin­
istration says it supports.

State suit against judge 
over driver's license 
described as turf fight 

The state Transportation Cabinet has sued an 
Eastern Kentucky judge in a case one lawyer 
viewed as "drawing a line in the sand" to establish 
where judicial power stops and the administrative 
process begins. 

"It's ridiculous, is what it is," said Johnson 
County Attorney Scott Preston. "They're saying, 
'This is my ballpark and I don't want you playing 
in it.' " 

Both the state agency and Johnson District 
Judge Daniel Sparks rejected suggestions of a turf 
battle, but the cabinet said in the suit that Sparks 
overstepped his authority last montll when he 
ordered a convicted drunken driver's license rein­
stated. 

In the order, Sparks ruled that Ronnie Preston, 
44, of Oil Springs, receive credit for the time his 
license was suspended upon his conviction in Ule 
1990 case. 

But the state says that it suspended Preston's 
license Jan. 25 after his conviction was upheld in 
Johnson Circuit Court and that state law does not 
give judges jurisdiction over driver's licenses. 

The Transportation Cabinet's division of driv­
ers licensing decides such matters, said Transpor­
tation Cabinet attorney Helen Nelson. A judge 
decides fines and jail terms. "You're talking about 
two distinct areas," she said. "One is to punish an 
individual; the other is to protect Ule public." 

Nelson would not discuss the lawsuit, but she 
indicated the cabinet had flied similar lawsuits 
against other district judges. 

Sparks, 43, who has been district judge in 
Johnson, Martin and Lawrence countirs for 13 

years, declined to comment on the case. Out he 
said he was bothered by the legal action because 
he considers himself generally strict in drunken­
driving cases.-Lexington Herald-Leader

Man who killed stepfather with 
baseball bat eligible for parole 

A fonncr Johnson County man who admitted 
beating his stepfather to death with a baseball bat 
in 1981 will be eligible for parole in May. 

Kelly King, 33, is serving a life prison tenn for 
his role in one of Johnson County's most publi­
cized homicide cases. It involved the February 20, 
1981, death of Charles Miller of Volga, and led to 
the murder of an alleged accomplice a year later. 

Two other people-King's mother, Betty 
Miller, and his stepbrother, James Dixon-were 
also sent to prison for the crime; but they have 
since been released. 

Miller's death was initially investigated as a 
t.raffic fatality. Miller was found in his wrecked 
pickup truck down an embankment near his home. 

An investigation initiated by then-Deputy Coro­
ner Dryan Fraley resulted in the arrests of King, 
Dixon and Detty Miller. Police said Ule trio killed 
Miller, who was married to Betty Miller, to collect 
insurance proceeds. They were later indicted for 
capital murder. 

King and Dixon later pleaded guilty to murder 
and Betty Miller to second-degree manslaughter 
under a plea-bargain agreement. 

Dixon received a 20-year prison term and 
Detty Miller a seven-year sentence. King, who 
didn't try to change his guilty plea, received life.

Senior citizens, have you ever 
wondered why you don't see more 
people in our age group wearing hear­
ing aids? I have. 

One day, while talking with my 
uncle, be bad to excuse himself for a 
few moments while be adjusted his 
hearing aid. I found myself wonder­
ing again, why don't more older 
people wear hearing aids? His bas 
helped him so much. 

I decided to do a comprehensive 
armchair study to determine the an­
swer to this question. I reached into 
my attache' for pen and pad. Mter 
making notes, I decided to closely 
observe people aroWld me. This I 
l~ouldn't do from my easy chair. 

Throughout the next week, I 
clloscly observed people's ears. At 
Lt~gal Services, in Prestonsburg, 
w.bere the Benefits Counseling Pro­
gr.am for Senior Citizens office is, 
anfJ where I work, I walked in and out 
of/co-worker's offices. Sometimes I 
aS,ked a question. Sometimes I only 
c!hatted. But I always looked at the 
ijerson's ears. To my amazement, I 
QJbserved that no one in this office 
{complex wore a hearing aid. Because 
I wanted my study to be accurate, I 
confumed what I learned with a fel­
low employee who has worked with 
this staff for years. Sure enough, no 
one here wears a hearing aid. 

I observed people walking up and 
down the streets; in the restaurant 
where I frequently lunch when at 
work; and at stores in shopping cen­
ters 1 visited. It was only on tbc way 
back to my van, one rainy day, that I 
saw a gentleman sitting in his car, 
sporting a hearing aid. I wonder, even 
at this writing, whether or not he may 
have had one in his other ear. 

This particular week I listened to 
the volume and pitch of peoples' 
voices, and for strained facial or 
cupped-hand expressions. 'This would 
indicate that someone could be hav­
ing a difficult time hearing. On sev­
eral occasions I beard people asked, 
"hub?" As if to say, "would you re­
peat that, please?" One woman 
seemed to use a softer, gentler voice 
when talking with a young child, than 
she did when speaking to an older 
woman accompanying her. One day, 

New center 
assists regional 
development 

Morehead State University's 
newly-established Center for Com­
munity and Economic Development 
(CCED) is designed to assist Eastern 
Kentuckians in their efforts to im­
prove the quality of life in their com­
munities. 

"By systematically organizing our 
resources to serve the region, we be­
lieve it is possible to boost commu­
nity and economic development in 
Eastern Kentucky and improve the 
quality oflife," said Michael Harford, 
MSU Department of Management 
and Marketing chair, who serves as 
co-director of the center. 

The CCED offers five types of 
assistance to the region: information, 
facilitation, analysis, training and 
leadership development. The CCED 
attempts to link MSU and its resources 
to community organizations as well 
as business and professional associa­
tions by providing services that will 
enhance economic opportunity and 
community development, Harford 
said. 

Project analysis assistance from 
the center bas spurred the develop­
ment of five Eastern Kentucky busi­
nesses. Market and feasibility stud­
ies can also be conducted by the 
CCED. 

As a result of it~ initiatives, the 
center has received preliminary fund­
ing commitments for 1994 and 1995 
from the Appalachian Regional Com­
mission (ARC) and the Kentucky 
Heritage Council (KHC), according 
to Harford. 

Recently, Gov. Brereton Jones 
came to the campus to announce that 
be was recommending an ARC grant 
of $142,000 for the center to initiate 
an Appalachian Cultural Resource 
Development project. 

The grant will allow the CCED to 
assist in developing historic sites in 
33 Eastem Kentucky counties Umt 
would help increase tourism and eco­
nomic development.

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an older couple at a checkout. were 
talking loudly to each other. They 
were not angry. They simply bad 
severe hearing difficulties. 

Another thought came to mind 
while I was conducting this study. Of 
all the requests we get from Senior 
Citizens needing help, we have not 
received a single request from any­
one stating the need to have their ears 
examined. or that they needed a hear­
ing aid but couldn't afford one.

I have talked with people on the 
phone, who on several occasions, 
stated, "I'm calling for my dad be­
cause he can't hear well." Or ''would 
you talk a littler louder. I can't hear 
you." I have also talked with those 
whodidn'tmention tbedifficultytbey 
had with their bearing, but it was 
evident to me that they had a hearing 
problem or lived with someone who 
did, becauseofhow loudly they spoke 
tome. 

Armed with this information, I 
was now ready to retreat to my arm­
chair. I complied, organi7ed, and as­
similated these fact~ . 

I concluded that there are seven 
reasons why people with hearing 
problems ignore them. Do any of 
these reasons apply to you? 

•Some people do not reali7e they 
have a hearing problem. 

•Some people are told that they 
have a bearing problem but they do 
not want to admit it 

•Some people ignore the need. 
"God gave me two ears. I've still got 
one good one." 

•Some people know that they've 
got a problem but they tell those 
around them to talk louder. These 
same people tend to keep their radios 
and TV s blasting. (This could be det­
rimental to others in the household). 

•Some know that they cannot hear 
but fear that they might be embar­
rassed wearing a bearing aid. 

•Many hold off having anything 
done about their bearing because it is 
not life threatening. They don't have 
the money for this "luxury." 

•Many, with a need, but no money, 
do not realize that there is help avail­
able. 

If you are a Senior Citizen with a 
bearing problem but you cannot af­
ford to have your ears examined, or 
buy a hearing aid, call the Benefits 
CoWlseling Program for Senior Citi­
zensat: 1-800-556-3876. We may be 
able to refer you to someone who can 
help you free of charge.

A PEDIATRICIAN'S 
GENERAL GUIDELINES 

by Dr. Carlo~ Ortiz 
Carlos Ortiz, MD, past chief resi­

dent of pediatrics, active clinical in­
structor in pediatrics at Flushing 
Hospital (an affiliate of Albert 
Einstein Medical Center), and his 
brother, Dr. Juan Jose Ortiz, address 
general topics that parents often face. 

Question: When should a child's 
fever be more of a concern? 

ORTIZ: Any time a child is acting 
markedly different, such as the exhi­
bition of lethargy, this is especially 
important when the child is younger 
than two months. Most fevers are 
associated with either a bacterial or 
viral infection. As such, a fever that 
does not resolve within 24 hours or 
that docs not resolve with Tylenol''M 
or ibuprofen should be investigated 
further. Remember, ibuprofen and 
similar medications arc not recom­
mended for children under six months 
of age. Another important note is that 
aspirin should be avoided when 
chicken pox is present. There is an 
association with aspirin use and liver 
failure with mental status changes. 
This is termed Rcye's Syndrome. 

Other clues, besides the presence 
of toxic symptoms like fatigue and 
lethargy, include a rash, neck stiff­
ness, and altered mentation. Another 
alarming sign is fever in association 
with abdominal pain or palpation. 
These signs should prompt a doctor's 
evaluation. 

Interestingly, teething is not asso­
ciated with fevers. 'Ibis is an old 
cardiologist's tale. 

Question: When do diarrhea or 
vomiting become dangerous? 

ORTIZ: The time to become wor­
ried is when a child becomes dehy­
drated. This occurs when the child is 
unable to retain enough fluids to 
maintain bodily functions. This can 
happen when excessive fluid losses 
develop from any cause, such as diar­
rhea, vomiting, profuse sweating, and 
beat stroke. Heat stroke develops most 
often when children arc kept inside 
locked vehicles. 

Urine output should be followed. 
A child less than one year old should 
use the bathroom 4-6 times a day. 
Children greater than one year old 
should use the bathroom about 2-3 

I • limes a day. 
A dehydrated child does not re­

spond normally; eyes are sunken, 
mucous membranes are dry, skin is 
dry, and tears are not made. 

Vomiting becomes more worri­
some when it is foul smelling, green, 
with persistent fevers and abdominal 
distension. In this case, obstruction 
or infection need to be ruled out. 

Diarrhea is worrisome when it is 
very watery. Frequency is less im­
portant. At any age, persistent diar­
rhea, especially with fever is a con­
cern. Bloody stools absolutely need 
further investigation. 

If fluid losses can be adequately 
replaced, the danger is lessened 
greatly. 

Constipation, on the other band, 
can be very troublesome but not of­
ten dangerous. It is usually caused by 
dairy products, bananas, rice, etc. Ask 
your doctor about using mineral oil. 

Question: Rashes? 
ORTIZ: Ra~hes are worrisome 

when children arc toxic. Most are due 
to viruses, but other types of organ­
isms play a role as well. 

When a rash is spreading and ap­
pears as pinpoint red dots it is termed 
a petechial rash. AIU10ugh it can be 
caused by different agents, two wor­
risome infectious causes are poten­
tially lethal, II . Flu and 
menningiococccmia. These illnesses 
peak at 2-4 years of age. 

If a rash is clear and like small

blisters it is termed vesicular. If it 
itches, itis labeled pruritic. V csicular 
and pruritic rashes are most likely 
viral. 

A rash that is raised like a whelt is 
called urticaria. Urticaria with itch­
ing often speak for an allergic reac­
tion. Allergic rashes are not com­
monly associated with fevers. Aller­
gic reactions often may respond to 
topical agents or oral 
diphenhydramine (ie Benadryl). Al­
ways ask your doctor before giving 
any medicine to children. 

Question: Any general recommen­
dations? 

ORTIZ: There arc many poten­
tially dangerous situations that par­
ents must face. 

If poison ingestion is suspected, 
immediately rush the child and agent 
to the hospital. Poison Control's lo­
cal phone number should be posted 
nearby to be used in such an emer­
gency. As well, ipecac should be 
available for use for accidental medi­
cine ingestion. Ipecac should not be 
used following the use of caustic 
agents, like lye, as there might be 
greater damage. Ask your doctor or 
Poison Control Center. 

If a child swallows a coin, you 
may have to borrow cash from some­
one else. If the child is stable, without 
trouble swallowing and no excessive 
salivation, he may be observed closely 
until the coin is passed. You probably 
wouldn't want to use the coin again. 
If at any time the child is ill, take him 
to the hospital. 

Other objects may become lethal 
if aspirated, such as carrots, hot dogs, 
popcorn, peanuts, and grapes. 

The ingestion of medicines and 
small batteries like those found in 
watches should prompt an immedi­
ate trip to the hospital due to their 
inherent danger. 

Be familiar with the Heimlich 
maneuver and CPR if possible. 

An approved infant/child seat and 
seatbelts should be used at all times 
to limit unnecessary injury and death. 
Never move a child with suspected 
neck, back, or bead injuries. 

Child abuse is a prevalent phe­
nomenon in our society. Many mon­
sters prey on children who have no 
advocates. Always report suspicions 
to child welfare agencies. If possible, 
take the child to a hospital for evalu­
ation. At this time, there are no legal 
liabilities for accurate reporting of 
suspected abuse, even if wrong. 

Lastly, know your pediatrician 
well before your child becomes ill. 
ask about availability, emergency 
hours, backup coverage, and hospital 
privileges. Ask your relatives, friends 
and neighbors about their pediatri­
cians. Pediatric Medical Societies are 
a great source for info on doctors. 

Always seek advice from your 
doctor or hospital when your child's 
health and welfare are at stake.

they were accustomed to 
smoking pancakes or 
banana splits, that is. 

But then. we knew 
people back in the 60s who 
would smoke anything 
they could light. 

Apparently. there are still 
people like that. 

Heard a report this week 
that a jail in Michigan was 
going to quit serving 
spinach to inmates because 
they were drying the stuff 

out and smoking it. 
Don't know what effect 

spinach produces when 
smoked, but we imagine 
its preferable to the results 
of smoking oak moss, 
another additive found in 
cigarettes. 

Who knows what man­
ner of tiny forest creatures 
may have paused by the 
old oak tree for a moment 
of relief? 

Anyway. with all these
