Riley said the former Wheelwright
principal was more than just a school
principal, but a friend to all the stu-
dents who passed through the doors
at Wheelwright.

The Department of Justice an-
nounced Tuesday that Carl “Chris”
Perkins, a former Kentucky Con-
gressman, has been charged with three
federal felony charges in a U.S. Dis-
trict Court in Washington, D. C., and
thatPerkins has agreed to plead guilty
to the charges.

Perkins, 40, represented the Sev-
enth Congressional District in Ken-
tucky from 1984 to 1993.

Count One of the information-
charges Perkins with conspiring to
make false statements in reports to
the Federal Election Commission

on federal indictment

(FEC) in violation of Title 18, United
States Code, Sections 371 and 1001.
The information alleges that Perkins
caused the Carl C. Perkins Election
Committee to file false reports with
the FEC in 1989 and 1990. The re-
ports listed as legitimate campaign
expenses $45,584, which was im-
properly disbursed to Perkins or oth-
ers for the benefit of Perkins.

Count Two of the information
charges Perkins with bank fraud in
violation of Title 18, United States

City takes
title to cut
building
expenses

A plan that could save more than a
half million dollars in added con-
struction costs on the Mountain Arts
Center in Prestonsburg got an official
okay Monday from city council,
which will own the facility when it is
completed.

Council agreed Monday to accept
ownership of the project and adjacent
property on Route 114 as a means of
staving off a state regulation that could
have inflated labor costs on the arts
center project by $500,000. The arts
center development and surrounding
industrial property had been owned
until Monday’s council action by the
Prestonsburg-Floyd County Proper-
ties Corporation, a special designa-
tion corporation founded jointly by
the city and county to develop the
Route 114 property forindustrial pur-
poses.

Councilman Estill Carter, who also
serves as a city appointee to the prop-
erty corporation’s board of directors,
told council Monday that the corpo-
ration had discovered during the bid-
ding process for the arts center con-
struction that the project would be
required to use prevailing wage rates
set by the state rather than the lower
pay scales set by federal guidelines
and under which the project was bid.

Carter said the only way to avoid
those added costs was to transfer title
to the city or county, which are not
required by law to comply with state
prevailing wage requirements. He said
that the property corporation board
and county officials had agreed that
Prestonsburg should be the govern-
mental entity to assume ownership
because the project is located within
the city limits.

The title transfer will not “affect
the funding stream” for the $7 million
arts center or increase the financial

Money outlook improves
just in time for new worry

The City of Prestonsburg appar-
ently has turned the corner on a street
lined with financial hurdles only to
find that another dark alley may lie
ahead.

Mayor Jerry Fannin, who will com-
plete his first year in that post this
month, told council Monday that the
city had broken a financial tradition
during the first six months of the
1994-95 fiscal year by making it
through that period without borrow-
ing money to pay bills.

That good news was tempered
somewhat by reports that 1994 prop-
erty tax bills will be late going out to
taxpayers, setting up the likelihood of
cash flow troubles in the early part of
1995.

Council’s finance committee chair-
man Estill Carter said Monday that
the city “will be able tomakeitthrough
this lean period, if we’re careful,” and
speculated that the financial picture

could improve next year because of
property reassessments.

The good news, Carter said, is the
possibility that city revenues from
property taxes could be higherin 1995.
The bad news, he added, is that tax
bills will probably be higher, too, for
many taxpayers.

Fannin said Monday that his
administration’s efforts to streamline

and reduce the cost of government
hadbegun to pay off and Carteradded
that “next year’s audit will more fully
detail the changes we are making.”
Those comments came after a brief
review of the city’s financial report
from the 1993-94 fiscal year, which
indicated the city had used borrowed

Indictment sealed to cloak
victim of rape allegations

One of the sealed indictments is-
sued by a Floyd County Grand Jury
December 8 involved allegations of
first degree rape and was apparently
sealed to protect the victim.

The grand jury indicted Christo-
pher Park, 28, of Hager Hill on two
counts of first degree rape and two

counts of first degree sexual assault.

Park was arrested in November
and charged with rape for allegedly
having sex with a 10-year-old girl in
July.

Arraignment on the charges is set
for January 6 in Floyd Circuit Court.

Note: an indictment is not an indi-
cation of guilt, buta determination by
a grand jury that a case merits further
judicial review.

Board spat is
still boiling on
PCC campus

Who will man the chairman’s seat
at PCC? Thatis the question, and one
the attorney general has been asked
to answer. '

The debate over the election of a
chairman in September to the Pres-
tonsburg Community College Advi-
sory Board continued Thursday night
at the college.

At an advisory board meeting in
September, Paul Gearheart was
elected chairman after then-chairman
H.D. Fitzpatrick ended the meeting
without taking a vote for adjourn-
ment. Fitzpatrick brought the meet-
ing to an end when the meeting be-
came disorderly during the election
for chairman after the voting privi-
leges of the student and faculty repre-
sentatives were denied.

At Thursday’s meeting, board
member Daniel Greene submitted an
open meetings complaint to Dr.
Deborah Floyd, president of the col-
lege. Greene said he had also sent a
carbon copy of the complaint and a
letter to the attorney general’s office,
asking that the issues of the Septem-
ber meeting being continued after
adjournment and the denial of voting
privileges for the faculty and student
representatives be addressed.

In the complaint, Greene said that
when Fitzpatrick adjourned the meet-
ing, “the general public rose and left
the room.”

“It was unequivocally the under-
standing of the general public that the
meeting was adjourned,” Greeneread
from the complaint.

He paused briefly, looked at the
board members, and said: “This was
(a) violation of state law.”

At the beginning of the meeting
Thursday night, Fitzpatrick stood up
and said he did not recognize any
actions the board had taken since the
last “official” meeting in September
after he adjourned the meeting. The

advisory board had met in October to
form acommittee torevise the board’s
bylaws.

Chairman Gearheart asked
Fitzpatrick if he had requested to be
on the agenda, but Fitzpatrick said he
had a right as a member of the board
to be heard on a point of order. v

John Triplett, a member of the
advisory board and an attorney in
Martin County, stood up and told
Fitzpatrick: “You can be overruled.”
Triplett remained standing for most

Who’s caring for you?

Editor:

Nursing care in America is in a
state of flux and uncertainty, prompt-
ing the U.S. Congress to commission
a study from the Institute of Medi-
cine (IOM), National Academy of
Sciences, to determine whether we
need more registered nurses in hospi-
tals to improve the quality of patient
care and to reduce the injuries and
stress of nurses. Bravo to Congress

for commissioning this work, andnot

a moment too soon!

In testimony before the IOM com-
mission in late October, the Ameri-
can Nurses Association conveyed its
deep concern about the degree to
which the nation’s health care insti-
tutions are reducing nurse staffing
and increasing their reliance on unli-
censed, cheaper, and often minimally
trained workers.

The problem is the attempt to use
these personnel to practice as nurses,
when these workers do not possess
the appropriate level of education,
skill, licensure, and the legal account-
ability to do so. Yet, the list of tasks

given to non-nursing personnel ap-
pears to be growing: tasks such as
complex dressing changes, insertion
of all kinds of tubes, catheterization,
and endotracheal suctioning on adults
and children, for example. Beyond
this, patients are deprived of one of
the most critical services that regis-
tered nurses provide — ongoing as-
sessment and evaluation of the
patient’s overall condition.

This is occurring at the same time
that the overall level of acuity of
patient populations in hospitals has
risen dramatically. Because of the
trend today to avoid hospitalization
entirely or to admit patients sicker
and discharge them sooner, the pa-
tients who are hospitalized are in
greater need of nursing care, not less.

At the root of these changes is the

current restructuring of the health -

care industry, a process that occurred
in the 1980s in the automotive, com-
puter, and banking industries. Now,
for several reasons, health care insti-
tutions are seeking to cut their oper-
ating costs and have identified nurs-
ing budgets as a prime target. How-
ever, cutting nursing budgets is a
short-sighted and ineffective ap-
proach to cutting costs. It not only
threatens patient care, but is unlikely
to achieve long-term cost savings.

A growing body of research al-
ready suggests that facilities which
institute excellent nursing care have
lower mortality rates, lengths of stay,
infection rates, readmissions, and
COsts:

Restructuring and the reduction
of nursing budgets are occurring while
the hospital industry is already re-
cording profits. In 1992, aggregate
profits eamed by acute-care hospi-
tals were up nearly 19 percent from
1991. From preliminary data, it ap-
pears that aggregate profits for 1993
will rise more than 13 percent, mark-
ing the fifth consecutive year of
double-digit jumps in profits for hos-
pitals. While profit is a necessity in
any business, the savings should not
be carved out at the bedside of sick
patients.

The IOM will release its study of
the adequacy of nurse staffing in a
little over a year. Nurses welcome its
arrival and hope that it will shed light
on the levels of quality of care in
hospitals and nursing homes today,

and underscore the growing evidence '

of the relationship between the qual-
ity of nursing care and patient out-
comes, in any event. We are grateful
that the crisis in nurse staffing is
getting some of the attention it so
critically needs.

In the meantime, until national
attention focuses on this problem,
patients and consumers must assume

responsibility to find out who will be

caring for them at the bedside and the
degree to which that care will be
provided.

burden on the city beyond current
obligations, Carter said. Prestonsburg
currently contributes a percentage of
revenues received through a city res-
taurant tax to the arts center develop-
ment. Other funding has been raised
through private donations and from
federal grants.

Council agreed Monday to the
ownership change; reauthorized
Mayor Jerry Fannin to sign off on
construction and grant documents
relating to the arts center construc-
tion; and approved Fannin’s appoint-
ments of existing property corpora-
tion members to a board overseeing
the project. Those members include
the mayor, Carter, Ray Brackett, O.
Sam Blankenship and County Judge-
Executive John M. Stumbo.

Fannin will have to seek special
approval from council to sign off on
any project documents should the cost
of the arts center exceed the $7 mil-
lion estimate.

In other business Monday, council
approved four appointees recom-
mended by Fannin to a new board
established to oversee the city’s re-
cently adopted ethics code. The ap-
pointees include Ray Snyder, Johnny
Burke, Lyda Howard and Carmel
Spears. A fifth appointee will be
named later, Fannin said. The ethics
code, mandated by state law, will
take effect in January,

Also Monday, council:

* set a pay rate for former police
chief Greg Hall at $8.84 an hour ret-
roactive to the date he was reclassi-
fied as a captain in the police depart-
ment and similarly upped the pay of
new police chief Darrell Conley to
$25,000, retroactive to June, when he
assumed the chief’s duties;

e approved a list of recognized vol-
unteer firefighters for the city fire
department;

* sent to the city’s personnel com-
mittee a request to establish smoking
and no-smoking policies for all city
departments;

» adopted a state required invest-
ment policy for city funds;

* sent to the streets committee a
proposal to make a street connecting
University Drive and old U.S. Route
23 a two-way connector; and

* accepted the appointment of Mark
Miller to the city’s tourism commis-
sion.

Before adjourning, council heard a
proposal from the Prestonsburg In-
dustrial Corporation conceming city-
owned property at Cliff that would
resultin the development of that prop-
erty into usable industrial sites.

Councilman Carter, who is also a
board member on the private indus-
trial corporation board, asked the
council to consider transferring title
to the CIiff property to the industrial
group to allow that property to be
developed. In exchange, the city
would receive ten percent of all im-
proved land.

The development corporation,
Carter said, will assume all costs as-
sociated with making the property
usable for industrial development.

Council took no formal action on
the proposal, recommending instead
that it be reviewed by the city’s hold-
ing corporation atits meeting in Janu-
ary.

All council members were present
for Monday’s meeting. The second
monthly session, set for December
26, has been cancelled.

nancial Disclosure Statement for cal-
endar year 1990.

Perkins faces a maximum pen-
alty, under the three counts, of 40
years in prison and a $1.5 million
fine.

An information was also filed
Tuesday against Martha Amburgey,
a former secretary for Perkins when
he was a member of Congress.
Amburgey, 34, has agreed to plead
guilty to conspiracy to file false state-
ments with the FEC conceming the
Carl C. Perkins Election Committee
and aiding and abetting bank fraud
involving a check kiting scheme. If
convicted she faces a maximum sen-
tence of 35 years in prison and
$500,000 in fines.

The informations and the plea
agreements stem from the Depart-
ment of Justice’s ongoing investiga-
tion of the House Bank. This case is
being handled by attorneys assigned
to the House Bank Task Force, Crimi-
nal Division, composed of an assis-
tant U. S. Attorney from Philadel-
phia, Pennsylvania; a senior litiga-
tion counsel from the Fraud Section
of the Criminal Division; a senior
counsel in the Criminal Division; and
special agents of the FBI.

The task force was formed in De-
cember 1992 to continue the work of
the preliminary inquiry into the House
Bank that Malcolm R. Wilkey, re-
tired judge of the U. S. Court of
Appeals for the District of Columbia
Circuit, conducted as a special coun-
sel to the attorney general in 1992.
These charges were brought with the
assistance of the U. S. Attorney’s
Office in Lexington and the FBI of
Louisville.

These are the fourth and fifth crimi-
nal charges filed to date by the task
force. The former Sergeant At Arms,
Jack Russ, pleaded guilty to three
felonies and is serving a 24-month
prison term. Former member of Con-
gress Carroll Hubbard Jr. pleaded
guilty to three felonies and was re-
cently sentenced to 36 months in
prison. Carol Brown Hubbard, the
wife of former Congressman
Hubbard, pleaded guilty to a misde-
meanor and was sentenced to five
years probation.

The investigation of the House
Bank Task Force is continuing.

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of the meeting and appeared to be
directing the meeting. Members of
the public who were attending kept
asking, “Who's directing this meet-
ing. Who's the chair?” until board
member and faculty representative
John Sammons heard the comments
and asked the board who was chair-
ing the meeting.

Triplett responded by saying he
“had not been up*as much as Mr.
Fitzpatrick, (Sammons) and Mr.
Greene.”

Student representative Raleigh
Nelson also appeared upset by the
proceedings. “The focus of this board
is totally askew. This is a college and
the purpose of college is to be con-
cerned with students. Itappears tome
the answer is simple consensus.

“One faction entertains its own
beliefs and thoughts and the other
entertains something else. If there’s
not a consensus, then it's wrong. I
would like to see continuity.”

Nelson appeared stunned and sat
down when chairman Paul Gearheart
asked him if he would like a point of
review (for the board to hear and
review his statements).

During his point of order,
Fitzpatrick said he was still chairman
of the board and asked the board
members to resolve their differences.

“I think it is our obligation to sit
down and discuss each and every fact
— not in a hostile mood with one
section of the table versus this sec-
tion of the table,” he said. “We need
to sit down calmly, We don’t need to
get up and have an explosion like we
had at our September meeting.”

Fitzpatrick oftenreiterated that the
board’s actions were not official be-
cause he thought a valid election had
not been held. He asked for roll call
votes on each motion made.

“Are you going to do this every
time?” Triplettsaid. “Get up andrattle
on?”’

At one point in the meeting,
Triplett said the board was dealing
with an “ego problem.”

“Unhappily, Mr. Fitzpatrick just
wants to be chairman, and he’s not
chairman anymore,” Triplett said.

Greene said that Fitzpatrick was
not rallying to be chairman. “That
has never been an issue,” he said. At
issue, though, was an accusation that
Greene had impugned the integrity of
the college president.

“A week prior to this board, I
received three phone calls to my
home. I felt that in each of those
conversations, ... Dr. Floyd was de-
liberately going after this man and

going behind his back,” Greene said.

In atelephone interview Tuesday,
Greene said that Dr. Floyd had indi-
cated she was concerned about a fac-
ulty meeting Fitzpatrick had planned
to attend.

“Dr. Floyd stated she was not
happy that Mr. Fitzpatrick had been
invited to and was planning to attend
a faculty assembly,” Greene said.
“She was concerned that Buddy
Fitzpatrick ‘would drop the football.””’

When asked to explain exactly
what that meant, Greene said his im-
pression was that Dr. Floyd felt
Fitzpatrick would stumble and not
say the right thing or do the right
thing.

“She gave very little credence to
the faculty assembly. She felt it was
a group not representative of the true
faculty,” he said.

Greene said he told her that he
understood Fitzpatrick had come to
her for advice and she had told him to
20 to the faculty meeting. “She said
‘whatelse couldIsay tohim,”” Greene
said.

About one hour after Fitzpatrick
had left the faculty meeting and the
college, Greene received two phone
calls from board members.

“They said the board members
and Dr. Floyd were unhappy with the
leadership of the board and felt that
Buddy was meddling with affairs of
the college,” Greene said.

Dr. Deborah Floyd said she was
tied up in meetings and would not
issue a response to the accusations, a
college spokesperson said Tuesday.

At Thursday’s meeting, Greene
and Fitzpatrick said one of the main
issues the board should address were
the voting privileges of the student
and faculty representatives.

Fitzpatrick said he had talked with
several college presidents who said
they encouraged their faculty and stu-
dent representatives to participate and
to vote in meetings.

“For us to deny them that privi-
lege is something they would not
encourage,” he said.

“How can a community college
not function if it does not have input
from its faculty and from its stu-
dents?”’ Raleigh Nelson, studentbody
president and a member of the advi-
sory board, questioned.

Later in the meeting, he asked
Triplett for clarification on the status
of nonvoting members of the board.

“By Robert’s Rules of Orders,
nonvoting members are not allowed
to speak. By statute, Sammons and I
are not voting members. Does the
board agree we cannot speak unless
asked to speak.”

Triplett said that was not a “ques-
tion well put” and that it was not a
problem with him.

Dr. Carolyn Turner, who chairs
the faculty assembly, addressed the
board, saying that the board’s actions
in denying voting privileges to fac-
ulty and student representatives had
statewide implications. Turner said
when the law came into effect nam-
ing the faculty and student represen-
tatives as nonvoting members that
PCC was a small college of 300 stu-
dents. )

“Wenever dreamed that we would
reach 3,000 (students),” she said,
explaining that the college did not
vote on the governing board of the
University of Kentucky at that time,
but it does now.

Turner said there were means to
allow those individuals to vote and
she urged the board to consider those
means.

Also at the meeting, Greene and
Fitzpatrick repeatedly asked Dr.
Floyd to advise the board to operate
on a consensus and to allow the fac-
ulty and student representative vot-
ing privileges.

“I think you're trying to mouse-
trap her for no reason,” Triplett said.

Floyd said she did not think it was
appropriate for her to take a stand on
the issue and that she was also a
nonvoting member. “I’m not going
to make a recommendation. I have
not nor in the future will (I) make
recommendations,” Floyd said. “I will
advise the board if something they
have done is not in compliance with
state law (or with the UK’s poli-
cies).”

She also said if the law is changed
she will support it.

Former board chairman Robert M.
Conley called for an end to the meet-
ing.

“Quite frankly, I’m disappointed
in the attitudes that a lot of you have
taken this evening. I sense some real
anger and venom in your voices and
in your approach.

“The simple question we had here
tonight seems to me the thing all this
is hinging on is by statute, (the stu-
dent and faculty representative) do
not have voting rights. They are not
voting members.”

| FLORAL REGULATIONS EFFECTIVE JANUARY 1, 1995
RICHMOND MEMORIAL CEMETERY

MAYO CEMETERY

1. Flowers, artificial or fresh, and other types of decorations shall be secured to the
headstone or they may be secured to shephards rods driven into the ground.

2. Permanent in-ground flower containers are not authorized for placement in any

burial section of the cemetery.

3. All flowers, artificial or fresh, on the ground will be removed from graves and
disposed of by cemetery personnel when they become withered, faded or otherwise

unsightly.

4. Permanent plantings, statues, breakable objects of any kind, and similar commemo-
rative items are not permitted on graves at any time. These and other hazardous
objects will be removed by cemetery personnel whenever found on a grave.

5. During the Christmas season, Christmas wreaths, grave floral blankets and other
such floral arrangements will be permitted commencing December 1 and allowed to

remain on the grave through March 1 of each year.

6. Between March 1 and March 15, all artificial and fresh flowers or decorations that
are on the ground will be removed and disposed of by cemetery personnel.

"I used to go to his home, and I
spent a lot of time there," said Riley.
"It was a second home to me."

Riley said that he made the trip to
Wheelwright last Wednesday to visit
the family and Shorty, and found
himselfjust "walking in, like always."

"I never knocked when I visited
there inmy daysas astudentat Wheel-
wright," he recalled. "I found myself
just walking in without knocking."

Riley related how Jamerson had
taught his students to have pride in
who they were and where they came
from. .

“We were stuck up there and felt
that people didn't care about us," said
Riley. "But Shorty would tell us to be
proud of where we were from and

who we were."

The former Wheelwright student
said that when it came to disciplin-
ing, Jamerson was rough but fair.

"He was rough on us," he said.
"But he treated us with so much re-
spect. In turn we learned to respect
him. He made everyone feel like they
were somebody."

Jamerson captained the 1951 Uni-
versity of Kentucky football team his
senior year. In ‘51, the Wildcats upset
then national champion Oklahoma in
the Sugar Bowl.

The Wildcats, under the helm of
Paul "Bear" Bryant, handed the Soon-
ers a 13-7 setback. Jamerson scored
on a 22-yard pass play that proved to
be the winning touchdown.

"Actually dad played in three bowl
games while at UK," said Dewey
Jamerson, his son. "They played in
the Great Lakes Bowl and won there.
I believe it was the only year they had
it.

“Then they lost to Santa Claire in
the Orange Bowl. I remember dad
telling me that they had gone down
three days before the bowl game and
thought, after the plane ride, they
would get to go to the hotel and rest.
He said that Coach Bryant told them,
‘No, we’re going to practice.’

"Embry Clark told me at the fu-
neral that they were falling all over
the place, passing out, because Coach
Bryant had worked them so hard. He
told the managers to not worry about
taking them to the medical room, ‘just
get them off the field.'

"He said that he (Clark) went over
and leaned on dad (Shorty) and he
went down. Bryant came over and
said is that Shorty under there. They
said yesitis. Then Coach Bryant said
then we have practiced too long."

Jamerson's recalled how they almost
turned down playing in the Sugar
Bowl after what happen to them at
the Orange Bowl the previous year.

"They went over to dad and said
that if he would promise them that
Coach Bryant wouldn't do what he
did to them last year, they would go
and play in the Sugar Bowl," said
Jamerson.

Jamerson served off and on at
Wheelwright as the school's princi-
pal, working at other times at
McDowell or as a homebound
teacher,

When a situation needed to be
corrected at Wheelwright, Jamerson
was brought back.

"He started as the school's princi-
pal, I believe in 1969 or the early
'70s," recalled Jamerson. "He would
then go somewhere else and then
come back. It would be hard to really
know the total years thathe was there."

Jamerson came to Wheelwright
after a short coaching stint at
Morehead University. He revived a
football program that had become
dormant.

Through the football program,
Shorty Jamerson began to touch lives
of young men and make them better.

"I got into helping with the foot-
ball program and then taking the track
team because of Shorty Jamerson,"
said Keith Smallwood, who played

football for the former Trojan coach.
"I worked at his service station from
the time I was a sophomore in high
school until the middle of my junior
year in college.

"I feel like I know him pretty well
and he was such a positive influence
onmy life. Shorty was the mostinspi-
rational person that I had ever dealt
with.

"Because he was such an educator
and motivator, I wanted tobe justlike
him and so I got involved in helping
with the football team. He told me
one time, at my grandmother's fu-
neral, thatI should try coaching track.
SoIdid."

Smallwood related how Shorty
and Don Daniels were so close as
they worked with the football pro-
gram at Wheelwright.

"Both were like Charlie Brown
and Snoopy," said Smallwood. "They

were always together. One coached
the defensive side and the other the
offense. They bothreally cared about
their players. The community lost a
great person when they lost Shorty
Jamerson."

Smallwood said thatJamerson had
a sixth sense about him "where he
knew if you were about to do some-
thing bad."

"He knew when you were about to
do something," said Smallwood. "He
just had that about him to be able to
catch you before you did it."

Keith Caudill, who played the
music at the funeral, recalled that in
spite of the nickname given him, that
he was the tallest person when he
walked into a room.

"I never understood why they
called him ‘shorty,™ said Caudill.
"When he walked into aroom, he was
the tallest person there."

Jamerson, who stood at 5' 8", left
a long time legacy with his former
students.

"He was anexample toeveryone,"
said Caudill. "You probably have
heard that from all the others as well.
He was an example for us to copy,
and at times I have.

"You would get in a situation and
you would wonder 'what would Mr.
Jamerson do in a situation like this,"
said Caudill. "He was a person that
commanded respect. He knew how
far he could go with you.

"While he was disciplining you,
he was at the same time projecting his
concern for you as a student and a
person. He didn't have to be stern
always, but he could if he had to.

"Shorty knew how to be gentle but
at the same time stern,” he said.

Smallwood said that playing foot-

ball under Jamerson was fun but he
made you want to work hard in prac-
tice.

"Dennis Harris and I were talking
atthe funeral abouthow you wentout
you played with everything youhad,"
said Smallwood. "You didn't want to

have to face Coach Jamerson. You
would rather stay out on the field and
get run over.

"Coach Jamerson may not have
therecord thata Walter Brugh (Paints-
ville football coach) has, buthe had a
record of motivating and inspiring
young men to do good."

Riley said his days at Wheelwright
were very special and a painting of
the school hangs in his office at the
Kentucky Lottery.

"I look at it every day," he said.
"But Shorty Jamerson was Wheel-
wright High School to us. I start my
day's work by looking at that paint-
ing. I think of him when I do."

Riley, a former basketball coach
atPrestonsburg High School, recalled
what Caudill said.

"I would get in a situation during
a game or in dealing with a student/
athlete and I found myself asking
‘what Mr. Jamerson would do in the
same situation?’”

Maybe.

Forgive me, butI will take an aisle
seat with the wait ‘n see skeptics this
week after Rick Pitino spin doctored
Kentucky’s win over Indiana Dec. 7.

Except for spasms of reasonable
defense, I thought, for a top 10 team,
the Wildcats played rather poorly.

Bob Knight decided again how the
game would be played. And despite
UK'’s furious defense and having
fewer armaments than his adversary,
Indiana’s coach got a dividend in a
December loss that will help in
March—work to give yourself a
chance to win at the end.

Outrebounded 47-31, UK shot a
crooked 39 per cent (25 per cent from
the 3-point arc) and had only 15 as-
sists. Of more concern, the things we
think of as fundamentals were in short
supply—patience, recognizing op-
portunity, and knowing a good shot
and when to take it. These were no
more detectable against Indiana than
stealth fighters were to the
Baghdadians.

Maybe they were there, butIdidn’t
see any.

Against IU, and UCLA too, UK
was out of sync, showed only a slight
interest in half-court offense. Lead-
ership was haphazard too.

Kentucky was favored to starch
IU by 9-points plus the pundits said.
Considering Knight's young team,
three freshmen starters, a shortbench,
and semi-home floor advantage to
UK, the spread was plausible.

ButPitino’s team, passable against
Ohio U., and ordinary against UCLA
was wobbly against Indiana.

So... ‘agreatgame’ againstIU? A
border war victory to brag about? Or,
Pitino spin doctoring?

All the above.

UK has lots of work to do before
being ready for trips to Gainesville
and Athens Jan. 10 and 14; and be-
fore it plays Syracuse, Miss. State,
Notre Dame and Arkansas.

Biology lesson

Small in stature but big in intellect, they are bused
to their local community college.

Walking down the hallway to class, they pass other
students who are two, three, four, even five times their
age. Nevertheless, despite the age difference, all of the
students have one thing in common — a desire to
learn.

A desire that Prestonsburg Community College can
certainly fulfill.

These special students, so recognizable in the
college hallways, are gifted and talented students from
elementary schools throughout Floyd County. The
group consists of fourth, fifth and sixth grade students
from the elementary schools of Clark, Prater, Betsy
Layne, Prestonsburg, McDowell, Harold, Duff,
Maytown, and Stumbo.

They were selected, based on scores they received
on the Stanford Achievement Test. Elementary
students who excelled in the language portion of the
test were placed in a Spanish program at the college,
while students who excelled in the sciences were
placed in the Science Program at the college.

The students were all bused to Prestonsburg
Community College on a once-a-week basis for nine
weeks.

Twenty of the students were enrolled in a Spanish

language course under the instruction of Ken Slone, an

associate professor of English who also teaches
Spanish at the college.

“Their attention was always there,” Slone said about

his young students. “Their desire to learn is just as
strong as that of our non-traditional students.”
Slone also noted that the young students are a little

more willing to try to speak in a foreign tongue. “They

are not afraid of sounding strange or different,” he
said. “They don’t have the inhibitions.”

Students enrolled in PCC’s Spanish course include

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THE SAGA OF
BOONESBOROUGH

In September 1778 Chief Black
Fish and a band of over 400 Indians,
mostly Shawnee, surrounded Fort
Boonesborough and were bent on
forcing the palefaces from the Indian
lands.

After ten days of furius battle,
there was a stalemate. The high walls
gave the Indians poor targets to shoot
atand the steady rains prevented their
torches and lit fagots (bundled sticks)
from having their desired effect.
When one torch appeared to catch the
roof of a corner blockhouse afire, one
of the young men of Boonesborough
scampered to the roof under heavy
fire and doused the site with water.
The Indians met every failure with
more gunfire and war whoops.

The Canadian Lieutenant De
Quindre suggested that the Indians
tunnel beneath the walls of the fort
either to blow up the walls or for
entering into the compound. Daniel
Boone and the settlers noticed the
muddied the waters of the Kentucky
River and discovered the Indians'
newest offensive.

At Boone’s urging, they began
digging a three-foot wide trench in
order to intercept the tunneling effort
and shoot them as they appeared. The
residents became more and more ner-
vous when they heard the Indians
digging nearer with each passing day.
At Boone's insistence, the displaced
dirt from the digging inside
Boonesborough was thrown over the
wall so the Indians would know the
settlers were aware of their strategy.

“What are you dev’lish injuns
doing down there,” one of the settlers
yelled to his unseen adversaries as he
heard their voices beneath the ground.

“We're digging in to get you,”
came a muffled reply. “Whatare you
doing?”

“Digging a grave for you. We're
gonna kill 500 Indians.”

Meanwhile most of the Indians
continued their offensive at ground
level by shooting into the fort from
their positions in trees and from be-
hind stumps and logs. When Pompey
was seen sniping from high in a tree,
Daniel Boone took careful aim bring-
ing the black man crashing dead to
the ground.

The settlers within Boonesbor-
ough were deeply concerned for their
lives and the lives of their loved ones
because of the attacks on every pe-
rimeter and the tunneling from be-
neath.

When the outlook was the bleak-
est, dark clouds began rolling in and
a heavy downpour followed. The
Kentucky River swelled and the wors-
ening conditions along the. river
caused the tunnels to cave in.

It was a night when no one slept
because of severe winds, fierce light-
ning and clapping thunder. Black Fish
lay with the whipping wind sending
sprays of rain against his brow. He
was foiled again.

Sunup brought blue skies and a
coolness in the air. The settlers lis-
tened for renewed digging but heard
none. Soon they could faintly hear
the movement of horses in the dis-
tance. Then they were gone.

Scouts ventured outside the gates
and returned with news that the Indi-
ans had withdrawn. Elation abounded
as the large gates swung open and the
remaining livestock was sent outside
to graze. Settlers drank fresh spring
water and fetched water from the
river for their other needs.

Boone and the others surveyed the
area.

According to Lucile Gulliver in
Daniel Boone, “They found that about
one hundred pounds of bullets had
been fired into the timbers of a single
blockhouse—how much had been
lodged into the fortress as a whole
could not be judged—and one hun-
dred and twenty-five pounds of bul-
lets were picked up from the sur-
rounding ground.”

They were amazed at withstand-
ing such a siege with the loss of only

two with a handful of wounded. The
Indians fared much worse, Boone
and the others felt it was “divine
deliverance.”

A few days following the Indians’
withdrawal, a force of approximately
eighty men, reinforcements which
had been requested, arrived from the
Holston settlements. Along with
Boonesborough sharpshooters they
mounted raids on the Indian villages
to the north.

Author’snote: Boonesborough, off
Highway 75, just south of Lexmgton
is awonderful place to visit, It is kept
in much the same condition as at the
time of the siege. Workers exhibit the
industry of early settlersandthe build-
mgs house many interesting paint-
ings. The tranquil setting belies the
events of two centuries past when the
War Chief, Black Fish, led his mas-
sive force against Boonesborough,
Daniel Boone and those therein.

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Kentuckians favor meat and
potatoes for dinner, poll shows

Beef—it's what’s for dinner in
Kentucky, according to a recent poll
that asked 807 Kentucky adults to
describe their favorite meal, course
by course.

In a survey addressing even
meatier issues of concern to various
clients, Preston Research Group
soughttoanswer the question: What's
for dinner, if you had your druthers?

Forty-nine percent of those sur-
veyed preferred beef in one form or
another, and for 32 percent it was
steak—filet mignon being the most
popular. Six percent specified roast
beef and 5 percent ordered prime rib.

Poultry of one species or another,
in one recipe or another, was favored
by 17 percent, seafood by 10 percent
and pork by 7 percent. The favorite
ethnic food was Italian, mentioned
by 6 percent, with lasagna topping
the menu. Mexican dishes were pre-
ferred by only 2 percent of Kentuck-
ians, and Oriental fare by only 1
percent—fewer than the 3 percent
favoring a vegetable dish for their
main course.

The favorite side dish was pota-
toes (38 percent, with 15 percent
specifying baked and only 1 percent
fried). In second place were beans of
various sorts (17 percent, with 15
percent selecting green beans and

only one-tenth of one percent—one
lone person in the sample—selecting
baked beans.) Despite being removed
from the menu by President George
Bush, the much maligned broccoli
was mentioned by 11 percent, most
of them females, and 7 percent picked
com.

Cheesecake, selected by 11 per-
cent, was the favorite dessert, unless
you add up all those who selected one
of the 25 kinds of pies that made the
list—exactly one-third of respon-
dents, with 9 percent selecting apple
and 5 percent pecan.

To wash itall down, the adventur-
ous Kentuckians, or at least 36 per-
cent of them, selected iced tea, fol-
lowed by coffee (13 percent) and
milk (10 percent). Water and wine
tied at 7 percent, just behind Coke (8
percent) and ahead of Pepsi (6 per-
cent).

The poll surveyed 807 Kentucky
adults between Oct. 14 and Oct. 24.
The margin of error is +3.5 pefcent-
age points. The questions were part
of a survey that included proprietary
questions on other topics sponsored
by the firm’s clients. Preston Re-
search Group is a division of The
Preston Group, Inc., a Lexington-
based public relations and research
firm.

Live Christmas tree has a double life

Some simple precautions will add
to your enjoyment of a live Christ-
mas tree indoors during the holiday
season and its survival afterwards
when planted outside.

Choose a tree that grew locally, or
fairly close by, and was dug recently,
according to Tom Nieman, professor
of landscape architecture at the Uni-
versily of Kentucky College of Agri-
culture. :

“Locally grown trees are accli-
mated to our climate and tend to
survive better when planted outdoors
than trces from other arcas, espe-
cially the south, that aren’ t adapted to
colder temperatures,” Nicman said.

“A freshly dug tree undergoes less
stress and is more likely to survive
indoors as well as when planted out-
side.”

“Almost any conifer that grows in
the Kentucky region can be used as a
live Christmas tree,” he said. “How-
ever, some trees are more satisfac-
tory thanothers. Irecommend Colo-
rado Blue Spruce, Norway Spruce,
Douglas Fir, White Pine, White Fir
and Scotch Pine in this order of pref-
erence.”

The spruces and Douglas Fir have
a fibrous root system that enables
them to better handle the shock of
being indoors. As a result of the fi-
brous root system, trees don’t lose so

many roots when dirt in the root ball
loosens. Trees need these roots to
survive when planted outdoors.

The spruces and Douglas Fir ap-
pear to have more waxy needles and
do not dry out as quickly indoors,
according to Nieman. The White Pine
and Scotch Pine have bigger needles,
whichincreases the chance these trees
will dry out indoors.

Nieman said you should keep a
live Christmas tree indoors for only
seven to 10 days; otherwise, it will
dry out. Keep the tree cool by putting
itinacool corner or aroom where the
temperature is no higher than 70 de-
grees, preferably in the high 60’s.

“Keep the tree moist, butnot wet,”
he said. “Set it in a tub or in several
layers of plastic. Pack damp newspa-
per around the root ball. If you use
plastic, pull sheets up around the ball
and tie them at the base. As long as
the root ball is moist, the tree is okay;
don’t let it sit in water.”’

Nieman gave these suggestions
for successfully planting the tree out-
doors.

* Decide where you want to plant
the tree before the weather becomes
bad. Dig the hole in advance; then put
boards overitand cover with aplastic
sheet. BC sure the areais well drained
and the soil is not too wet.

* After the holidays, remove the
tree from the house and plant it im-
mediately. Do not let the tree siton a
porch or in the garage, because it will
dry out or the roots will freeze.

* If the root ball has rot-proof or
plastic burlap or strings, remove these
before planting.

* Pack soil firmly around the root
ball and water it well. Water tree
periodically throughout the winter
when the day temperature is above
freezing.

* During the spring and summer,
water the tree as you would any newly
planted tree.

Holiday dangers

The Christmas and Hanukah holi-
days are usually expected to bring
good will and joy, and mostly they do
just that.

But they can also be times of dis-
tress and unnecessary expense, un-
less you take measures to protect pets
from injury.

Itseems abitrepetitious to remmd
animal owners year after year towatch
out for the welfare of their pets, but
every holiday season seems to bring
accidents which could have been pre-
vented had the owners simply seen
some things through the cyes of the
animal and taken safety precautions.

And the expense of treating an
injured or poisoned animal is some-
thing you don’t need at gift-giving
time. Nor do you need the grief of a
child whose pet has become ill or
died, nor the guiltof knowing it could
have been prevented.

Consider holiday houseplants.
Poinsettias, mistletoe and holly are
heavily used in Kentucky, and some-
times laurel and hemlock are used in
floral arrangements. All are poison-
ous to pets. You need’t do without
them, but precautions should be taken
to keep your pets from nibbling on
them.

How about your tree or Hanukah
bush? Pretty as it is, there are some
things you should remember. Cats
like to climb, and akitten is quite apt
to explore the upper reaches of your
tree, which won’tdomuch damage to
the tree. Butit could cause the tree to
fall unless it is secured against falling
by being tied to a wall as well asin a

stand. And if your petbird disappears
for a while, remember to look in the
tree. Some seem to love to perch on
the branches.

Watch out for the lights on the
tree. Some animals like to chew
things, and occasionally a cat or dog
will chew through the insultation and
be electrocuted. A tree falling with
the lights plugged in can cause a fire.

Then there are the ornaments.
Many ornaments are hollow glass
balls, and when they fall and hit the
floor they splinter. The shards can be
picked up on paws and then licked
into the mouth. They then end up in
the digestive tract, where they pen-
etrate stomach and intestinat linings
quite rapidly. Animals may also play
with them and gnaw on them like a
bone, then break them by chewing.

There are ornaments which are
well nigh indestructible, and they are
much safer for pets.

Aluminum tinselmay containlead,
and if eaten can cause lead poisoning.
And any tinsel, like string and rib-

bon, can cause intestinal blockage
and constipation if eaten.

Your veterinarian wants you to

have a happy holiday season, and
would like for his or hers to be happy
as well. Part of making it a happy
season is to use common sense dur-

America’s plate packed with
USDA fruits and vegetables

Carrots will become an even
greater source of vitamin A in the
future, say U.S. Department of Agri-
culture scientists.

As a result of USDA research,
carrots already pack twice as much
carotene—about 140 parts per mil-
lion—as they did years ago. That
beta carotene content could soar to
200 ppm by the year 2000, says
Howard J. Brooks of USDA’s Agri-
cultural Research Service. Beta caro-
tene is converted by the human body
into vitamin A.

About 80 percent of today’s carrot
varieties have their origins in ARS
laboratories, says Brooks. He is the
agency’s associate deputy adminis-
trator for plant sciences.

ARS’ carrot breeding is just one
of the success stories of the past 14
years. In that time, 736 new veg-
etable, fruit, grain and other crop
varieties have emerged from ARS
laboratories across the country.

Sometimes the good news isn’t
what scientists put in, but what they
keep out—such as crop-damaging
fungi. ARS researchers are credited
with saving the strawberry industry
in midwestern states in the 1950s by
introducing berry varieties that fend
off races of red stele, a fungus that
rots the crop’s roots.

Another example is sugarcane
that’s resistant to disease and pests
that otherwise plague the crop. People
consumed an average 65 pounds of
refined sugar last year, much of it
likely coming from sugarcane variet-
iesdeveloped by ARS scientists work-
ing with universities.

ARS research has led to top-sell-
ing fruits and vegetables. These in-
clude the Flame seedless grape, in-

troduced in 1973 and now holding

the lion’s share of the red seedless
grape market; iceberg lettuce traces
its heritage to ARS plant breeding;
the Charleston Gray watermelon and
Castlebrite apricots, the leader in the
fresh apricot market.

A product as basic as bread also
owes a debt to ARS research, says
Brooks. Much of the 25 million acres
of wheat on the Great Plains is planted
to varieties bred by ARS and univer-
sity researchers. And, in the Pacific
Northwest, almostall wheat varieties
have disease resistance that breeders
borrowed from a single specimen
collected by an ARS scientist46 years
agoinTurkey.

Winter, not unlike other seasons,
has its unique beauty, a serene charm,
and its own fascination to delight
most of us, even people like me who
do not function well in cold weather.

But amidst all of it’s splendor,
winter harbors extraordinary hazards
that pose potential dangers for senior
citizens. The snow and ice that are a
part of its natural radiance can be
bone-breaking to people our age. If
we were to suffer a fall today, the
consequences are likely tobe farmore
devastating than they would have
been 30 oreven 20 years ago. We just
don’t mend as quickly as we once
did.

Wilth the frigid winter season upon
us, this is a good time to condition our
minds to be alert for the possibilities
of falling and are therefore are more
conscious of our surroundings. Since
we are none getting any younger, itis
to our advantage to do what we can to
avoid-falls and personal injury. This
“conditioning” or “awareness,” and
doing what we can to control our
immediate environment, will surely
benefit us through the days and years
ahead. Perhaps this is what one of
your advocates was hoping toachieve
when he handed me an article re-
cently.

Frank Carlton, a co-worker at the
Appalachian Research and Defense
Fund of Kentucky (Legal Services)
in Prestonsburg, and an avid sup-
porter of senior citizens, shared an
article that was in USA Today. The
header reads, “Education helps pre-
vent falls in older people.” Mr. Tim
Friend, the writer of that article states,
“The number of falls in older people
could be cut by a third with a simple,
practical prevention strategy, a study
shows. Falls are a major risk factor
for older Americans, occurring in
one-third of all people over the age
65 each year...” Mr. Friend went on
to write, “Today’s New England Jour-
nal of Medicine describes the major
factors in falling:

Taking four or more prescription
drugs. Doctors are asked to cut levels
or change prescription with risky side
effects to less risky brands.

Sedatives. People are taught ways
to sleep without drugs or to use
shorter-acting drugs to prevent day-
time drowsiness.

Sudden drop in blood pressure
when standing after sitting. People

can learn to get up more slowly and
steady themselves.

Balance and walking problems,
muscle weakness and trouble using
the toilet and tub safely. (There are)
simple exercise to improve strength
and range of motion (for) safer ways
to bathe.”

Frank added, “Pets can cause
falls...elderly folks trip over them, or
fall while walking them, or while just
letting them outdoors.”

Here are additional suggestions to
encourage personal safety: Make your
environment as safe as possible.
Avoid unnecessary clutter in your
home and in your yard, especially
avoid storing items on stairs; use hand
rails getting in and out of the tub or
shower; use hand rails on indoor stairs
and outdoor steps; be acutely aware
that outside steps and porches are
like bridges and overpasses on our
highways—they freeze before any-
thing else does; be careful that your
shoe heels don’t catch in floor fur-

nace grates, or between boards on
porches and patios; wear appropri-
ately soled shoes or boots; walk in
well-lighted areas or carry a purse/
pocket light; clean up spills as soon
as they happen; avoid spattered cook-
ing grease from building up on a
kitchen floor; consider the danger of
throw rugs; and be gracious to some-
one offering you assistance by taking
your arm in a potentially dangerous
situation. This one act of kindness
alone has saved many older citizens
from suffering broken legs, arms or
fractured hips.

If an unfortunate fall were to hap-
pen, you could accumulate a host of
major hospital and doctor bills. You
would probably also have to pay out
a lot for medications and perhaps
even for equipment during your reha-
bilitation. Oftentimes the Kentucky
Benefits Counseling Program for
Senior Citizens can assist you by
directing you to federal, state and
private programs that will help to
meet some of your needs. If you are
over 60 years of age and feel we can
be of service to you, please call 886-
3876 or toll-free 1-800-556-3876.

At . the ‘Kentucky' ' Coal
Association’s annual meeting, re-
gional awards were presented for the
mine with the best reclamation.

The Kentucky Department for
Surface Mining Reclamation and
Enforcement and the Kentucky Coal
Association presented jointly spon-
sored reclamation awards, recogniz-
ing the bestreclamation in each of the
Department’s seven regional offices.

The winner in the Prestonsburg
Regional Office is Coal-Mac Inc.,
Permit No. 836-0225, located near
Wayland in Floyd County. This
mountaintop removal Jperation be-
gan mining operations during Au-
gust, 1991. Initial operations included
establishing siltcontrol and haul road
construction. During mining, 25 silt
control structures were constructed
and certified.

Coal removal was completed this

past June and reclamation continued
with all initial seeding completed by

July. The Phase One bond release
was filed in August and tree planting
occurred in the fall. The permitted
postmining land use is fish and wild-
life.

This reclaimed site is progressing
through the stages of mining and rec-
lamation consistent with the spirit
and intent of Federal and State laws.
The admirable commitment to con-
temporaneous reclamation is best il-
lustrated by the short time frame be-
tween final coal removal and achiev-
ing Phase One release standards.
