A Floyd County Grand Jury will 
hear the case against a Hueysville 
man charged with four counts of ftrst 
degree sexual abuse for allegedly 
fondling a 10-year-old. 

In a preliminary hearing Wednes­
day, state police trooper Larry Woods 
testified that a juvenile said that 
Buford Thomas, 44, of Salt Lick, 
touched her in a sexual way on four 
occasions at Thomas' home last sum­
mer. 

Woods testified that Thomas and 
his wife were present when the al­
legoo acts took place, but both denioo 
that the incidents happenoo. 

Thomas was arrestoo in Novem­
ber afrer Woods interviewed the al­
legoo victim. 

Trial commissioner Jack Hyden 
bound the case over to the grand jury. 

Also Wednesday in district court. 
Hyden waivoo a case against Arnold 
Mosley Jr. to the grand jury. 

Mosley is charged with traffick­
ing in a controlled substance within 
1,000 yards of school. 

Frank Fryman, director of the 
Mountain Area Drug TaskForce, tes­
tified Wednesday that Mosley sold 
an undercover task force agent five 
Lora tabs on three different occasions 
October 20 near Auxier Elementary. 

A charge of second degree assault 
against Mosley will also be heard by 
a grand jury. 

Deputy sheriff Lloyd Powers tes­

Council wants park issue settled

Martin Mayor Raymond Griffith 
has until the ftrst of January to decide 
whether he willlea'se property to the 
city which is being used for a park. 

At Wednesday's Martin City 
Council meeting, councilman 
Everette Akers Jr. said if Griffith 
does not decide by the turn of the new 
year to lease the park property, coun­
cilwill begin removing city property 
from the lot. 

The mayor acquiroo the land ear­
lier this year. Griffith said Wednes­
day that he is negotiating with some­
one else concerning the property and 
he would let council know as soon as 
possible if the deal goes through. 

Councilman Alan Whicker com­
menred that if an agreement could 
not be reachoo with the mayor, coun­
cil should try to purchase other prop­
erty in the city to relocate the park. 

Council asked city attorney Tun 
Parker if city property could be re­
moved from the park. 

Parker, who briefly reviewoo the 
lease between the city and the mayor, 
said the document was silent on that 
issue and it ~pearoo to be an open 
question. 

Mayor Griffith said the issue could 
be decidoo in court. 

Parker said that he did not think he 
could take either side on the issue 
because be was the city attorney. 

Parker is expectoo to give council 
a report on the issue at the December 
27 meeting.

Physician 
successful 
on appeal 
for license 

The license of a Prestonsburg sur­
geon has been reinstated after a state 
licensure board reviewoo its earlier 
decision to suspend his license for 
one year. 

The Kentucky Board of Medical 
Licensure rescinded the license sus­
pension of Dr. Syoo Ikramuddin at a 
hearing Wednesday after it heard new 
evidence in a case involving the al­
leged disfigurement of a 1 0-year-old 
girl. 

About five years ago, Dr. 
Ikramuddin removed breast tissue, 
which he thought was abnormal, from 
the girl. lkramuddin said he removed 
the tissue because the girl's mother 
was concerned and he feared c&.cer. 

"Statistics show one out of seven 
women develop breast cancer," he 
said Thursday. 

As a result of the tissue removal, 
the complaint to the medical board 
claimed, the girl would not develop 
normally. 

Thegirl'sfamilysuedlkramuddin 
after a pathologist report, which 
Ikramuddin said was wrong, indi­
catOO the tissue might be the girl's 
breast bud, which is needed for her to 
develop normally. An insurance car­
rier for the physician settled with the 
girl's family for $485,000. 

"The insurance company settled 
this without my knowledge," 
Ikramuddin said. 

A complaint about the case was 
ftled with the medical panel soon 
after the surgery, but the case was 
delayed. In October, the board heard 
testimony in the disfigurement case 
and in a case concerning a 42-year­
old man who had died six days after 
lkramuddin performed a tonsillec­
tomy on him. 

In an interview with the Tunes 
after his suspension, lkramuddin said 
the patient had been released from 
the hospital after surgery, but returned 
with inrermittent bleeding. He was 
senttoanear,noseandtbroatspecW­
ist in Pikeville where a physician 
removoo a surgical pack from the 
patient, Ikramuddin said. 

"You're supposed to pull the pack 
in the main operating room," be ex-

A boat launching ramp was built this summer at the River Park, a 
proposed recreational area that will be located on the riverbank at the 
end of Court Street in Prestonsburg. 

was one of ren applicants that re­
ceived the Community Rivers and 
Streams Program grant. According 
to a press release from Department of 
Local Government, the funding was 
authorized by the General Assembly 
to provide local' governments with 
start-up funds that would stimulate 
local river and stream stewardship 
programs. An appropriation of 
$50,000 was made available for each 
year of the current biennium, and 
grants up to $5,000 are awarded on a 
competitive basis. 

The Community Rivers and 
Streams Coordinating Committee 
devised rating criteria for the pro­
gram and assisted in the selection of 
the projects. The projects are schoo­
uled to begin in January 1995 and be 
completed by June 30, 1995.

According to James, the river 
project will focus on three aspects: 
public recognition of the river and 
stream flowing through Prestonsburg 
known as Levisa Fork and Middle 
Creek; determination of water usage 
and water quality; and conservation 
and cleanup. 

Robert Perry, associate professor 
of English at Prestonsburg Commu­
nity College, will help coordinate 
three seminars that will give recogni­
tion to the importance of the river, 
James said.

"The patient's case was mis­
handled by another hospital." 

After the medical board made its 
decision in October, Dr. Ikramuddin 
ftled an appeal with the medical panel 
and asked that the suspension be de­
layed until the girl, who is now 15, 
could be examined. His attorney also 
presented an affidavit from the girl's 
parents stating that the girl was de­
veloping normally. 

"I should have had a chance to 
present my evidence before the board 
even considered suspending my li­
cense," Ikramuddin said. 

At Wednesday's bearing, Dr. 
Ikramuddin's attorney presented a 
picture of the girl and a report from a 
recent examination by a physician. 

The licensure board and 
Ikramuddin' s attorney worked out an 
agreement on the case. Although the 
chairman of the licensure panel, Dr. 
Olney Patrick, expressed his concern 
about Ikramuddin' s failure to take a 
small biopsy before removing the 
tissue mass or to get a second opinion 
before performing the surgery, the 
boardretumedlkramuddin'slicense. 

A Louisville newspaper reported 
that the physician bad been put qn 
probation for two years, but 
Ikramuddin said that no mention of 
probation is noted on the papers be 
received from the medical board. 

His cases will be monitored, 
though. A consultant for the board 
will review medical charts from all of 
his surgeries for a year and for ran­
dom surgeries the next year. He is 
also required to take a short course in 
breast surgery. 

sage of House Bill 250, the General 
Assembly levied a 2 percent tax. on 
physician's gross patient revenues, 
which it said would be used to fill 
Medicaid'sdepletedcoffers. The state 
also plans to reduce Medicaid reim­
bursements to physicians. 

In response to the physician's com­
plaints, Forgy said he was concerned 
about what was going to happen "to 
the finest health care system in the 
world," but be did not see an immedi­
ate repeal of the bill. 

"I'm not going to promise you I 
can take that provider tax off imme­
diately," Forgy said. 

He called the provider tax a tax. on 
sick people, and said be bad met a 
physician whose income tax. state­
ment showed the physician had lost 
money in his business, yet owed 
$12,000 to the government through 
the tax. 

"People sat by and saw people 
create a Medicare system run with 
the efficiency of the United States 
Post Offlce," be said, and the audi­
ence laughed. 

He explained that the changes 
should have been implemented in a 
"softened form over a period of time." 

He compared state government to 
a bloated whale with "a layer of blub­
ber put on by each administration." 

"Government bas one sole pur­
pose," he said. "If it walks, tax it I{ it 
works, regulate it. We've had our 
necks wrung as chickens both in 
Washington and here." 

He encouraged the doctors and 
politicians to pursue universal access 
to health care.

()pry and others will provide a day of 
entertainment to provide recognition 
of the River Park facility," James 
said. The date for the gala has not

The City of Prestonsburg bas also 
applied for a $20,000 competitive 
.state grant from the Land and Water 
Conservation Fund. The grant could 
provide funding for the establishment 
of recreation facilities, such as bas­
ketball and volleyball courts, and a 
pavilion, at the riverbank park site. 

James said the grant will be 
awarded in January. "The grant is 
really competitive," be added. "If we 
don't get the grant, we will try to 
fmance the park some other way." 

Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry Fannin 
thinks the proposed river project will 
help revitalize downtown." Anything 
that will add to the town is a direction 
upward," he said. "These smaller 
grants we are applying for will fund 
projects that will bring people back 
into the city."

When bigger is better 
Bigger isn't always better, Kentucky's public school 

districts need to recognize this truth. Sometimes, though 

bigger can be better. Kentucky's 172 rural water dis-
tricts need to recognize this truth. · 

As a story in Monday's installment of the "Shadow 
Government" series showed, smaller water districts 
tend to charge their customers higher rates. They en­
counter more problems with their systems. They are 
cited more often for violations of state water quality 
rules. They are less likely to have adequately trained 
workers. They too often make decisions based on the 
whims of their board members. 

Perhaps most important, many of them don't have 
the fmancial wherewithal to expand service into new 
areas without huge rate increases. That could be one 
reason 720,000 rural Kenwckians still don't have "city 
water." 

Sixteen years ago, state legislators passed a law 
encouraging these small water district to merge. It 
hasn't done any good. The Public Service Commission 
has tried during those 16years to force some mergers­
with only minimal success. 

Bob Davis, vice chairman of the PSC, says it's "a 
power thing" for members of water district boards. 
'They can tell Joe Smith whether he'll get water or 
not...lf districts merge, some of them will lose their 

jobs; and that's the main thing holding it up." 
Defenders of the small districts argue that their 

customers' needs would be ignored by larger systems. 
"We're afraid that if another water system operated this 
system, as rural as it is, we would be the last ones to get 
service," says Eula Hall, a commissioner of the Mud 
Creek Water District in Floyd County. 

It's a legitimate concern, and any merger must 
guard against the small districts becoming the poor 
stepchildren in a larger system. 

But this debate fmally comes down to two basic 
issues: Too many small districts don'tadequately serve 
the customers they have now; and 720,000 Kenb.lck­
ians aren't served by any water district at all. 

Sixteen years of encouraging mergers hasn't pro-4 

duced adequate solutions to these concerns. Maybe 
state lawmakers ought to think about a more forceful 
law on mergers-one that demonstrates a stronger 
commitment to providing clean, affordable drinking 
water to all Kentuck.ians.- Lexingron Herald-Leader

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Tax cut'i will happen, but 
modestly

So many critics are poking holes 

in the tax cuts promised by Newt 
Gingrich and his fellow House Re­
publicans that a casual reader might 
ea~ily get the wrong impression. 

The wrong impression is that the 
proposed cuts are a pipe dream cooked 
up by politicians who know they can't 
be enacted into law. 

Believe this: There will be tax cuts 
next year. 

But believe this. too: The cuts will 
be much smaller and less extensive 
than the Republican "Contract With 
America" proclaims. 

Even taxpayers with short memo­
ries will recall that President Clinton 
promised a middle-class tax cut dur­
ing the presidential campaign of 1992. 
Once elected, Clinton decided that 
reducing the federal budget deficit 
took precedence. So taxes went up, 
not down. 

Now that Republicans have taken 
over both houses of Congress and are 
bell-bent on slashing taxes. Clinton 
has no choice but to go along. The 
administration will accept a 
middle-class tax cut says Treasury 
Secretary Lloyd Bentsen, if some way 
can be found to pay for it. 

Aye, there's the rub. How to pay 
for it. 

One way, favored by disciples of 
Reaganomics, is to assume that tax 
cuts will generate more, not less, rev­
enue by stimulating the economy. 
This dynamic approach to revenue 
estimates is considered "non~ense" 
by Clinton's budget director, Alice 
Rivlin, but defenders argue that tax 
cuts do have an economic impact that 
can't be ignored. 

Republicans insist they will come 
up with a long list of budget cuts to 
offset any revenue that might be lost. 
The specifics should be interesting. 
Will they, for example, be willing to 
cut fann subsidies? And what about 
military spending? Republicans say 
they want to spend more money, not 
less money, on defense. 

Of all the proposed tax cuts, two 
are almost certain to have bipartisan 
support. The first is a.tax credit for 
families with children but not the 
$500-per-child credit Republicans 
have been promoting. ·That's too ex­
pensive. 

More likely to be passed is a 

smaller tax credit limited to families 
earning less than, say, $100,000 a 
year. 

The second sure thing is a reduc­
tion in the capital gains tax (cunently 
capped at 28 percent) to encourage 
investment and make it less costly to 
sell stock, real estate and other assets. 

Much of the benefit would go to 
wealthy investors, but a lower capital 
gains tax, perhaps indexed to infla­
tion, also would help fanners, small 
businesses, retirees who must sell 
assets to pay for nursing care and 
entrepreneurs seeking start-up capi­
tal. 

"A capital gains tax cut that's an 
absolute," says Richard Grafmeyer, 
former senior tax counsel to the Sen­
ate Finance Committee, now a tax 
policy expert for Ernst & Young in 
Washington. 

For one thing, a lower capital gains 
tax, though it might cost the govern­
ment $50 billion over five years in 
lost revenues, would generate some 
revenues of its own by stepping up 
the sale of assets that might other­
wise be locked away and forgotten. 

One proposal that makes little 
sense is the Senior Citizens Fairness 
Act repealing the tax on 85 percent of 
Social Security benefits received by 
single retirees with incomes exceed­
ing $34,000 a year and retired couples 
with incomes e,Jceeding $44,000. 

'There simply is no reason why 
retirees with comfortable incomes 
should be given tax-free benefits 
while young workers with homes to 
buy and children to educate are pay­
ing stiff Social Security taxes.

Howard Estill Allen was born on December 31, 1914, and died Decem­

ber 7, 1994. For those doing the arithmetic, Howard was three and half 
weeks shy of being 80. 

He was born to Melvin V. and Lula Gearhart Allen.

Howard and Olga changed the farm operation to dairying in 1954. They 
milked cows until1975.

He continued to farm, putting all the plow land into hay and tobacco.

A farmer has to be many things- soil scientist, horticulturalist, a master 

of animal husbandry, accountant, financier, mechanic, plumber, electri­
cian, carpenter. The carpenter took a serious interest in woodworking several years after he shut down the dairy 
business, and he continued to build and finish all manner of things from rough and fine woods until diabetes dimmed 
his eyesight. 

Family meant a great deal to Howard. Among the 11 brothers and sisters, he was known as the peacemaker. He 
was the one with whom everyone could talk. 

He loved politics and for him there was only one party a thinking person voted for- Democratic. 
He was a lifelong member of the Carter County Farm Bureau, actively participating in the business of the 

organization for 40 years. 
For Howard, there was only one way to do a job-the right way and with the right tools. Honesty was his trademark 

in dealing with others. Using the latest farming information was central to his farming philosophy, and that meant 
he was a constant reader of agricultural publications and Extension Service bulletins. 

He lived by a small handful of precepts: Life is what you make it; share every day with others; do unto others as 
they do unto you, only with honesty; and be the same person with everyone you meet, every time you meet them. 

As a consequence, he could say and did say, "I've enjoyed every day of my life." 
He leaves behind his wife, Olga; his daughter, Sallie; a son-in-law, Jerry Peterson; three brothers: Woodrow of 

Hitchens, James of Maytown and Curtis of Sun City, AZ; and two sisters: Anna Mae Curtis and Elva Kirby, both 
of Greenfield, IN. His love for you was great.
