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Stumbo

target of
scathing
message

Traditional adversaries became
philosophical allies Monday in a
tongue-lashing meant for State Rep-
resentative Greg Stumbo.

Floyd County Education Associa-
tion (FCEA) president Pat Murphy
appeared somewhat stunned herself
by the alliance, which saw the Floyd
County Board of Education unani-
mously endorse a letter to Stumbo
criticizing the leg-
islative leader’s
recent attacks on
state Education
Commissioner
Thomas Boysen.

The FCEA,
which represents
&4 |a majority of
Floyd County
teachers, and the
board have rarely
seen eye-to-eye
on issues con-
cerning the school
system’sinstructional staff. Relations
between the twobottomed outin 1990
when teachers staged an eleven-day
walkout over a salary dispute.

But Monday, the board did not hesi-
tate when asked by Murphy to en-
dorse the FCEA’s statement to
Stumbo, which called the Prestons-
burg legislator to task for sponsoring
2 bill in the state General Assembly
that, the statement alleged, would
“bring a level of political influence”
in the the Kentucky Education Re-
form Act (KERA).

Stumbo, a vocal critic of Boysen,
has proposed legislation which would
require state senate approval of any
contract extension beyond two years
for the education commissioner. The
bill was approved by the House, but
reports this week from Frankfort sug-
gested the legislation would be bottled
up and killed by the Senate.

The FCEA statement, which was
also to be delivered to individual
members of the General Assembly,
blasted Stumbo’s proposal as politi-
cal and it chastised the legislator for
his “misplaced loyalties.”

“Forthelast fifteen years,” the state-
ment alleged, “the pe(:gée of Floyd

County have had to read about the
poor quality of their logal school sys-
tem in local, state, dnd national pa-
pers. You stood silently by and al-

lowed that to happen. When we asked
you for help you said @at local school

board decisions beyond your
control. :
"We have always looked to Frank-

fort for help when it came to correct-
ing a system that did not make deci-
sions based on the best interests of
our children, because we had no local
leaders to turn to for help...Maybe if
you had spoken out or become more
involvedatthe local level, our struggle
would have been made easier or we
would have been farther along.”

Thestatementurged Stumbo to “put
aside personal animosities and assist
us in becoming one of the best school
systems in our state.”

Board chairman Ed Patton called
the FCEA statement a “good letter”
and he moved to approve Murphy’s
request that the board endorse the
effort. Patton’s motion was approved
with a unanimous vote,

Schools could make staffing decisions :

Board eyes plan

to offer flexibility

With their backs appa:rer'iﬁ:yugygrziinif‘

a rigid budgetary wall, the Floyd
County Board of Education agreed in
principle Monday evening to explore
a funding system that would offer
staffing and program flexibility to
individual schools.

Superintendent Stephen Towler
asked for and received non-binding
approval from the board to proceed
on a proposal that would revise the
way non-instructional and special
duty staffing is allocated at each
school. Towler explained the plan
would be “enrollment driven” rather
than “program driven,” adding that
schools could ultimately decide how
many employees would be assigned

to particular departments and how
much they would be paid.

_For instance, Towler added, in the
arca of management support, which
includesschool secretaries, clerksand
library aides, a “money pool” would
be allocated to an individual school.
From that set amount of money,
schools would decide their own staff-
ing needs and spend the dollars ac-
cordingly.

Each school, the superintendent
added, would have the flexibility to
address its needs without being re-
quired to apply a standard system-
wide formula.

“We’re trying to give as many de-
cisions about the expense of money
to the schools,” Towler told the board.

Railroad detective nabs convict near Floyd-Knott line :

One escapee caught;
manhunt intensifies

One of three inmates who walked
away from the Otter Creek Correc-
tional Facility Saturday night was
caputured Tuesday afternoon near
Wayland.

Michael Leland Ackerson, 39, was
arrested by CSX Railroad Detective
Gary Powers after engineer Bill Tom
Goble discovered him on the train,
Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt Th-
ompson said Tuesday. Ackerson was
walking on railroad tracks in the op-
posite direction of the train and was
detained by Powers. The inmate was
nabbed near Beaverin Floyd County.

Sheriff Thompson said Tuesday
that after the escapee was placed un-
der arrest by Powers, Ackerson ad-
mitted he had walked away from the
Wheelwright prison.

Thompson said that Ackerson
gave “several different stories” about
the escape during questioning at the
Floyd County Jail after his arrest.

Ackerson was in prison for first
degree manslaughter and on an es-
cape charge. He was to be condition-
ally released from prison in October
1997.

The two other men who walked
away from the prison Saturday were
Larry Michael Rigdon, 22, of Grayson
and James Clayton Cox 19, of Mer-
cer County. Rigdon, who would have
been eligible for parole in February,
1995, was in prison for burglary.

Cox was also in prison for theft
and would have been eligible for pa-
role in July, 1994.

Sheriff Thompson and deputies
launched a massive search of the
Wayland area Tuesday afternoon af-
ter it was reported that someone was
seen running on the railroad tracks at
Mill Creek toward Beaver.

The search extended from Mill
Creek to the Knott County line and
included a number of abandoned
buildings in the area.

The search expanded to the Allen
area Tuesday evening after a woman
reported a man in the area matching
Cox’s description.

Track costs growing at ACHS; Betsy Layne project gets thumbs-up :

They don’t have one.

. The ACHS diamond and a year of
home games have been “sacrificed,”
Floyd County School superintendent
Stephen Towler said Monday, to make

way for the construction of a track at
the high school.

But delays and construction snags
could mean the track won’t be com-
pleted in time for spring meets. Unan-
swered questions about the costs of
relocating the school’s baseball facil-
ity cloud its future altogether.

That possibility didn’t sit well with
Don Hansford, president of the ACHS
Homerun Club, a booster organiza-
tion for the school’s baseball pro-
gram.

Hansford asked the Floyd County
Board of Education Monday evening

to delay further development on the
track and to reinstate the baseball
field.

“Wedon’t feel it’s feasible to delay
baseball and hinder football to de-
velop the track,” Hansford told the
board. “We’re not against the track,
we just need to plan it a little bit
better.”

Hansford gotnoargument from the
board or Towler that the track had not
progressed as planned, especially
from the financial end.

‘No home field advantage for Rebs

“We learned that what we thought
was going to be a medium job is a big
job, a very big job,” Towler said in
relation to the track and baseball field
relocation. “We don’t know how
much it will cost in the end.”

“The big wrinkle,” Towler added,
“is the potential cost of the basbeball
field. That could be a big ticket.”

Towler and school facilities direc-
tor Jim Osborne explained that relo-

Tempers flare after fiscal court meeting :

Police probing
alleged quarrel

Officers from the special investi-
gations unit of the state attorney
general’s office are set to investigate
an alleged altercation after Friday’s
fiscal court meeting between the
Floyd County Attorney and a local
insurance salesman.

State police confirmed Tuesday
that a complaint had been made re-
garding an alleged altercation be-
tween Floyd County Attorney Jim
Hammond and salesman William O.
Goebel I1I.

But there are varying accounts of
the incident from a witness to the
incidentand an attorney representing
Goebel.

Floyd County employee Mike
Jarrell said Tuesday that Hammond

and Goebel had a heated verbal con-
frontation after the fiscal court meet-
ing outside the courthouse annex.
Jarrell said that Goebel asked to talk
to Hammond’s employees about in-
surance.

Hammond told Goebel he wasn’t’
interested, Jarrell said, and the dis-
cussion became heated. Jarrell said
he did not see any punches thrown
during the argument.

“There was no question that Jim
was very, very mad,” Jarrell said.
“It’s the maddest that I’ve ever seen
him.”

Prestonsburg attorney Mickey
McGuire said Tuesday that hisclient,
Goebel, arrived at his office Friday
afternoon with a bloody lip and ap-
peared to be extremely upset.

Pike rejects latest offer
on past due garbage bill

Pike Judge-Executive Donna
Damron called it a good-faith effort,
but fiscal court members apparently
weren't so convinced by a proposal
Monday that would let Floyd County
utilize the Pike County landfill.

According to a report Tuesday in
the Williamson Daily News, Pike
County magistrates declined an offer
from Floyd County Solid Waste "cus-
todian" Bob Méyer Monday that
would pay Pike County $22.50 a ton
for garbage dumped in the Pike land-
fill and establish a repayment sched-

ule for a past due debt.

Meyer reportedly offered to pay a
$5 per ton surcharge or a minimum of
$5,000 monthly to sctile an old bill--
estimated at nearly $200,000-- owed
by Floyd County.

Pike magistrates agreed tocontinue
negotiations with Meyer, but would
not allow Floyd County access to the
landfill while those talks continued.

Judge Damron said she would call
a work session soon to study the pro-
posals further.

PCC's Dr. Henry Campbell :

Education pioneer
dies; funeral is set

Former Prestonsburg Community
College President Dr. Henry A.
Campbell Ir., 68, died Tuesday morn-
ing at the Veterans Medical Centerin
Huntington, West Virginia. He leaves
behind a legacy that will be shared
each time a PCC student is awarded a
diploma.

Dr. Campbell was PCC’s first
president, taking the helm June 12,
1964. Under his tutelage, the college
grew from an enrollment of 322 stu-
dents in 1964 to more than 2,500
students 1991, when he retired on
June 30. He expanded the curriculum
and, in 1987, established a satellite
campus in Pike County which now
enrolls more than 800 students.

Campbell established a science
building on the PCC campus and it
has been named the Campbell Sci-
ence Center in his honor. He also
played arole in the establishment of
Hazard Community College.

Born August 27,1925 in Cosmos,
Washington, he was a son of Henry
A. Campbell Sr. of Clarksville, Ten-
nessee, and the late Viva Blair
Campbell. He attended elementary
school in Wayland when his family
moved back to their home state. The
Campbells moved to Hi Hat in 1940

Dr. Henry A. Campbell Jr.
and Campbell graduated from Wheel-
wright High School in 1943.

While an engineering student at
the University of Kentucky, Campbell
joined the Army’s Special Reserve
Program on August 3, 1943. He was
in the reserves for one quarter before
going to Ft. Benning, Georgia, and
later to Ft. Jackson, South Carolina
for training,

He joined the 87th infantry and
served in Europe with the 3rd Army
under General George Patton. He was

“this approach basically gives the
school a pool of money and lets them
decide how to spend it.”

A similar approach was proposed
for staffing and program allocation in
areas like health and humanities.
Under that plan, individual schools
could determine what classes to offer
and how many teachers to employ in
certain areas.

For example, rather than offer the
same number of business, home eco-
nomics or foreign language courses
ateach school, individual schoolsmay
determine that their enrollments re-
quire that they offer one more busi-
ness course and one less foreign lan-
guage course. That flexibility would
be allowed under the enrollment
driven formula.

The school funding formula re-
viewed Monday by the board included
some cost saving proposals, t00.

To *“pullin and tighten the budget,”
Towler noted a recommendation to
“drop one-half of a unit” from each
school management team, which in-
cludes the principal, assistant princi-
pal, guidance counselor, and media
specialist, and to reduce the contrac-
tual days those staff members work
beyond the close of the school year.

The proposed formula would allo-
cate four management staff members
to high schools with enrollments up
to 700 studentsand 4.5 staff members
for schools exceeding thatenrollment
number.

Management team staffing num-
bers would not change in the county’s
elementary schools, but contractual
days would be reduced. -

Once the prison grounds had been
searched and it was verified which
three men were missing, the sheriff’s
department was notified, the warden
said. Maguigan said that the sheriff’s
department was provided with names
and descriptions of the suspects.

A roadblock was set up by the
sheriff’s department and Wheel-
wright City Police at 1:10 a.m., Sher-
iff Thompson said Monday. Thomp-
son also notified the Kentucky State
Police that three prisoners were miss-
ing.

It was reported on Monday that
there was apparently some lack of
cooperation between the sheriff’s
department and the state police on
the handling of the incident.

PostNine Captain Robert Forsythe
said Tuesday that there was “no prob-
lem” between the sheriff’s depart-
ment and state police regarding the
escape.

“I don’t see a problem,” Forsythe
said Tuesday. “The sheriff’s depart-
ment notified the state police when
they found out about it. I don’t know
the time frame involved, that could
be a problem. All police agencies
need to be notified immediately. The
sheriff did everything possible that
he could, no more than we could have
done. He has his people looking for
them and we’ve had our men up
there.”

Ackerson is charged with second
degree escape and remains lodged in
the Floyd County Jail.

Cox is described as being 6’2"
tall, 180 pounds, with brown hair and
blue eyes. He has tattoos on both
arms and his chest.

thumbs-up sign Monday to the con-
struction of a 21-classroom adition at
Betsy Layne Elementary School.

The board’s approval came after a
report from architcct Paul Hoffman
detailing a varicty of cutbacks that
will reduce the project price from
approximately $3.4 million to about
$3 million.

Those cost savings apparently will
be only temporary, though. Superin-
tendent Stehpen Towler estimated the
project, when finished, would ap-
proach $4 million. Roughly $2 mil-
lion in financing will come from the
state School Facilitics Construction
Commission (SFCC), Towler said.

The most noticeable slice in costs
detailed by Hoffman Monday was in
the school’s kitchen area where the
price of equipment was deleted and
set up as an alternate for bidding
purposes. The kitchen will be con-
structed and ready for equipment that
can be added later, Hoffman said.

of SFCC funding for this and other
school building projects, the looming
deadline did not deter board mem-
bers from questioning the costs asso-
ciated with redesign of the facility.

wounded and sent back to Camp
Carson, Colorado where he was dis-
charged on July 7, 1945.

He returned to Washington and
enrolled in a university in Seattle.
After two years, he transferred to UK
where he graduated with a major in
math. Campbell later obtained a
Master’s Degree in 1957 and an Edu-
cation Specialist Degree in 1961 from
the New Mexico State University.
He was awarded his Ph.D. from the
University of Texas in 1963.

Campbell began his teaching ca-
reer at Buckeye High School, Garrard
County, in 1949. He also taught at
high schools in Harlan County and in
New Mexico. In 1957, a community
college was established in
Alamogordo, New Mexico, and
Campbell became its first director.
On August 20, 1963, he accepted a
post as first president of Crowder
College, a two-county junior college
in Neosho, Missouri.

Campbell returned to Kentucky
after his wife, Patsy Ruth Justice, and
son, John Charles Campbell, died in
1963. He was offered the position of
deanat Alice Lloyd College butchose
the challenge of developing the new
college in Prestonsburg. He spent the
next 27 years molding the college
from its single, one-story Johnson
Building to the five-structure educa-
tional complex that it is today. Dur-
ing aninterview at his retirement, Dr.
Campbell said that he felt good about
the role he had played in educating
Eastern Kentucky students.

“The part of life that is most re-
warding is looking around in the Big
Sandy and the state and seeing thou-
sands of young people who are work-
ing atrespected jobs in every walk of
life — and it started right here. Had
the college not been here, they would
not have had this opportunity to pur-
sue those careers,” Campbell said.

Campbell was acommunity leader

and fundraiser. A former president of
the Jenny Wiley Drama Association,
he served on the boards of the East
Kentucky Health Systems Agency,
the Big Sandy Area Development
District, Area Health Education Sys-
tem, Big Sandy Comprehensive
Health Planning Council, and Big
Sandy Tourism Committee.

Campbell was an active member
of many local, state and national edu-
cational organizations, including the
national Education Association and
PhiDeltaKappa. Campbell was listed
in Who’s Who in Education and in
Presidents and Deans of American
Colleges and Universities.

In addition to his father, Campbell
is survived by his wife, Nancy Eliza-
beth Belew Campbell; three daugh-
ters, MicaLauren Rogers of Beckley,
West Virginia, Jane Rebecca
Brockhausen of Garden Grove, Cali-
fornia, and Sheryl Robin Campbell at
home; and four grandchildren. He is
also survived by his stepbrother,
Ernest Wendell Campbell, of
Clarksville, Tennessee; three sisters,
Terri LaMothe of Prestonsburg,
Phyllis Campbell of San Diego, Cali-
fornia, and Lu Wilgus of San Marcos,
California; a stepmother, Mrs. Henry
A. Campbell Sr.; and a niece, whom
he helped rear, Linda Wilgus of San
Diego, California.

Forest fire season
will begin March 1

The Kentucky Spring Forest Fire
Season will begin on March 1 and
will run through May 15 of this year.
During this period, the Corps of En-
gineers at Paintsville Lake is urging
all park visitors to be extra careful
with fire when visiting the lake.

The accumulation of dry ground
litter combined with strong gusty
winds and a careless person could
result in devastation to the lake’s
surrounding forestland.

It is unlawful during the fire sea-
son to set a fire to any flammable
material capable of spreading a fire
located in or within 150 feet off any
private woodland or brush land, ex-
cept between the hours of 4:30 p.m.
to 12:00Midnight, local time, or when
the ground is covered with snow.

The Corps now reminds all visi-
tors that at Paintsville Lake, fires are
not permitted except when contained
in fire grills designed especially for
that purpose. When fires are built,
care must be taken to completely
extinguish them to prevent a restart
that could get out of control. Smokers
should also make sure thata cigarette
is completely safe before it is dis-
carded.

The Jones” Administration Crime
Control Proposals tackle three seri-
ous interrelated issues: 1) criminals
and weapons, 2) juvenile crime and
3) the overburdened criminal justice
system. The Governor’s juvenile
crime control proposals are impor-
tant steps in a comprehensive ap-
proach to crime in Kentucky.

Control of juvenile crime begins
in our schools. Juveniles and unau-
thorized adults are prohibited from
carrying firearms or other deadly
weapons on ¢lementary and second-
ary school grounds. Juveniles may
not possess assault weapons or hand-
guns without adult supervision dur-
ing hunting, target practice or safety
instruction.

The Jones package holds parents
responsible for life-threatening con-
duct by their children. A parent may
not knowingly allow his child to nn-

Pikeville lawmakers have
big stake in worker’s
compensation overhaul

As the legislature attempts-to solve mounting
problems in the worker’s compensation program, a
few key lawmakers have alarge financial stake in the
outcome.

The General Assembly passed legislation four
years ago that lifted the $6,500 limit on attorneys’
fees in worker’s comp cases. Sen. Kelsey Friend, D-
Pikeville, voted with the majority.

That enabled Friend, a lawyer, to collect an addi-
tional $346,023 in attorney’s fees in the last two
years. Altogether, he collected $871,867 from
worker’s compensation benefits during fiscal 1992
and 1993.

The Pikeville law firm of Friend’s son, Kelsey
Friend Jr., also was able to collect $161,600 more
than if the limit had been in place, bringing his firm’s
two-year total to0 41.45 million. The younger Friend
is running for the House.

This year lawmakers are considering a significant
overhaul of the system that provides benefits to
people who are injured on the job or who suffer
occupational diseases such as black lung. — Appa-
lachian News Express

Education association speaks out

Editor’s Note: This is the com-
plete unedited text of a statement
delivered Monday by the Floyd
County Education Association and
endorsed by the Floyd County Board
of Education.

Dear Representative Stumbo:

We, the Floyd County Education
Association, would like you to know
that your recent action in the Ken-
tucky General Assembly to bring a
level of political influence into KERA
has not gone unnoticed by those of us
who are still struggling toremove the
destructive politics that has played a
role in our school system, the one that
you represent. As the Majority Floor
Leader, you occupy the most visible
position of any leader that has come
from Floyd County during our life-
times. Because of your leadership
position, your actions reflect on the
people of Kentucky and Floyd
County.

Recent investigations at the state
and local level ought to tell you that
most Kentuckians are weary of the
political climate that has dominated
our state for so long. We want you to
understand clearly that with this re-
centaction, you donotrepresent those
of us who have fought and continue
to fight for quality schools for our
children. Instead you have allowed

your actions to be influenced by old
political alliances and friendships.
Ourassociation has always contended
that there is a direct connection be-
tween local politics and that at the
state level.

Theleadership in Kentucky should
be supporting government that is ethi-
cal and free of undue political influ-
ence.

Lent: The Forgotten Season
by Johnnie E. Ross

Ash Wednesday, February 16,
began the Christian Season of Lent.
Ahyes, Lent. Thatholy season which
begins on the fortieth weekday be-
fore Easter and ends with the glori-
ous resurrection of Jesus. Although
its origin is still debated by church
scholars, the observance can be traced
to the fourth century. It is a time
traditionally set aside to recall the 40
days Jesus spent being tempted in the
wilderness.

In the beginning, Lent was a time
of fasting, learning and preparing.
Those who were being made ready
for baptism in the church, called cat-
echumens, presented themselves on
Ash Wednesday to be enrolled as
candidates. If accepted as candidates,
they were expected to endure long
days of instruction on the meaning of
their faith. With little sleep and food,
a sign of self-denial, the catechu-
mens lived together during this holy
season while growing in their under-
standing and making daily a commit-
menttorenounce Satanand his works.
During the hours of darkness before
the great Easter celebration, the can-
didates would come to baptism itself.
There, they were stripped of their
clothing and washed naked in the
waters as they confessed their faith
and trust in the triune God. For those
who gathered in Antioch, forexample,
where it was easy for a bishop to be
present, he would pronounce them
baptized in the name of the Father,
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.
Once Easter ceased to become the
primary day of Christian baptism, the
season; of Lent became a time of
preparation for those already bap-
tized. It was this time of preparation,

Kentucky. These facilities, including
three new ones to be built, will meet
state and federal standards and will
give juvenile judges realistic options
for serious juvenile offenders.

Perhaps if those same people
would take the time to observe a Holy
Lent, the resurrection would have
more meaning. Itis only when we are
willing to experience the desert jour-
ney of Lent, ride triumphantly with
Jesus into the city Jerusalem on Palm
Sunday, share the Last Supper on
Maundy Thursday and feel the weight
and pain of the cross that we under-
stand and celebrate fully the resur-
rection of our Lord not just at Easter,
but every day thereafter.

And when you fast, do not look
dismal, like the hypocrites (who dis-
figure their faces so that they may be
seen by men). Truly, I say, they have
their reward. But when you fast,
anoint your head and wash your face,
that your fasting may not be seen by
men but by your Father who is in
secret; and your Father who sees in
secret will reward you. (Mt. 6: 16-
18).

Lent has traditionally been a time
of true change, not justin our life, but
deep within our spirit. For centuries
the church has encouraged the obser-
vance of a Holy Lent, for it is men-
tioned in Canon 5 of the Council of

Matewan Bank is providing a full
range of checking accounts, savings
accounts, and certificates of deposit,
along with residential real estate
loans, consumer loans, credit cards,
and other products and services.

A parent’s best friend?

One Sunday not too long ago, we
were having our customary after-
church lunch in a local restaurant. At
the nexttable, a pre-school aged child
was clamoring for attention, whin-
ing, demanding, doing the things we
agreed we were glad our own chil-
dren had outgrown. The mother was
quietly talking to the child, trying to
get him to sit down, explaining that
he was bothering other people and on
and on.

Dr. Spock would have been proud
of this patient, long-suffering mother
except for one thing: her approach
was having absolutely no effect on
the child’s impossible behavior. He
was clearly out of control.

Enter the father who presumably
had been parking the car. He sat the
little boy firmly in a chair and gave
him a crystal clear message in arather
loud voice, “Enough!.” The child
immediately sat still and stopped his
demands. i

Goodheavens! This fatherasserted
his authority in no uncertain terms.
He overpowered this child. He im-
posed his adult will on the willful-
ness of this tender creature. Good
grief! Would the child be scarred for
life? Will his creativity be hindered?
Will he grow up with a resentment
for all authority figures?

John Rosemond, a nationally rec-
ognized authority on children, psy-
chologist, and author, would likely
say that the father acted in
everybody’s best interest, the child
needs to perceive parents as powerful
and competent and that competency
in helping the child control his own
behavioris the very basisofthe child’s
security.

Through his column published in
over 100 newspapers nationally, John
Rosemond has become somewhat the
Rush Limbaugh of the parenting set
through his outspoken opinions. On
frustration, “Parents have worked
hard for the last 30 years, guided by
child-rearing experts, at protecting
their children from frustration. But
dealing with frustration is a part of
life. We must raise children consis-
tent with this reality. Those who de-
velop tolerance for frustration, ac-
cept it and deal with it as a natural
process of living, are successful
adults. But, as modern patients, we
are not sufficiently getting the mes-

sage across that we get what we want
by working and waiting.”

He contends that ‘no’ is one of the
most character-building words in the
English language. “Itis essential to a
child’s healthy growth and develop-
ment.

“If you say it and your child falls
on the floor and screams, consider it
a job well done. He’ll get over the
tantrum a lot quicker than he will the
lie that something can be had for
nothing.”

Mr. Rosemond defines the Three
Rs for children’s success in school as
“respect, responsibility and resource-
fulness” and demands that parents
“trust their own instincts in raising
one’s own children, even when their
instincts conflict with the opinion of
the experts.”

He defines the difference between
a child’s cooperation or the lack of it
as simply as the difference between
the parents wishing for it and the
parent’s expecting it. Expecting com-
pliance “guarantees never getting into
anargument with your child. Never.”

Sound to good to be true? You can
ask Mr. Rosemond yourself during
his Monday, February 28th parent
seminar. “Raising Drug-Immune
Children.” The seminar is sponsored
by Mountain Christian Academy and
Title V. It is endorsed by the Floyd
County Ministerial Association. The
presentation focuses on helping your
child develop the inner authority to
make competent decisions, even at a
very early age.

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Overflow crowd adds to
friction at fiscal court meet

Spectators were stacked elbow to
elbow but that wasn’t the only fric-
tion at a heated meeting Friday of the
Floyd County Fiscal Court.

Citizens packed the tiny meeting
room to discuss county garbage rates;
the county’s 911 system; and the lack
of adequate meeting space for the
fiscal court meetings.

The most vocal exchange during
the court meeting, though, centered
on politics.

During a diatribe by District Two
Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens in
which Owens accused Republicans
of conspiring to take over county
government, Margaret Blackburn of
Buffalo, told Owens that she resented
his remarks.

“I’maRepublican and I don’tlike
what you said,” Blackburn told
Owens. “I’'m as good as you are. I'm
a decent person and I’'m honest. I’ve

lived here 36 years and I’'m ashamed
of it. I'm ashamed of the way you
people act.”

Owens essentially attributed most
of the county’s economic problems
to members of the local media.

Floyd County Times editor Scott
Perry; radio station owners Dale
McKinney; Gorman Collins Jr.; and
C.K. Belhasen, who owns radio sta-
tion WRLYV in Salyersville, were the
targets of Owens’ criticism.

“The reason people don’t want to
come in and build in Floyd County is
because people like the paper (The
Floyd County Times), and people
like them radio stations giving us
negative publicity. There ain’t no-
body wanting to come in to build
when you’re getting a black eye like
that already.

“Ithink that the way they got it set
up, the Republicansare trying tobuild
a base in Floyd County and the only
way they’re going to do it is they go
to get the Democrats to come over to
them.”

Service commission forum

A renewed emphasis on commu-
nity service is sweeping the nation,
the result of the National and Com-
munity Service Trust Act of 1993
signed into law by President Clinton
last May.

How Kentucky will fit into this
new national initiative to involve
youth in community service was the
topic of the first of seven Kentucky
Community Service Commission
Regional Forums held Friday after-
noon at Big Sandy Area District De-
velopment in Prestonsburg.

About 40 participants, represent-
ing various regional agencies, insti-
tutions and organizations such as
community colleges, United Way,
Vista and Habitat for Humanity, were
on hand Friday to discuss problems
and needs of Eastern Kentucky and

to identify strategies and to set goals

for local community service pro-
grams.

The purpose of the regional fo-
rums, according to facilitator Dave
Crowley of the Kentucky Commu-
nity Service Commission, is to pro-
vide an opportunity for the public to
helpidentify unmetcommunity needs
and to develop strategies for meeting
those needs through community ser-
vice programs. Based on input gath-
ered at the hearings, the state com-
mission will developathree-year stra-
tegic plan for service. The plan will
then be submitted to Washington as a
federal grant proposal for state fund-
ing of two national service programs:
AmeriCorps and Learn and Serve.

These service programs will be
implemented through local agencies,
institutions and organizations thatare
awarded grants from the state com-
mission. Program grant proposals will
address four major social issue needs
set as priorities by Corporation for
National and Community Service,
the federal agency that oversees the
national service program.

Employers can attend
free seminar for tax
credit information

Floyd County employers can glean
important tax information at a free
seminar at Jenny Wiley State Park.
The seminar, sponsored by the Ken-
tucky Department for Employment
Services, will be held March 18 and
is one of 11 scheduled to be held
throughout the state.

The 11 half-day seminars will in-
form employers about benefits of the
Targeted Jobs Tax Credit (TITC)
program, which gives tax credits to
employers who hire members of vari-
ous target groups. Employers could
receive up to $2,400 in tax credits per
eligible hire through TITC. The ses-
sions will familiarize employers with
the state’s new centralized mail-in
system to process TITC applications
faster.

The seminars will be conducted at
11 locations across the state February
28-March 24. Each session begins at
9 a.m. and ends about noon. Topics
include TITC forms, timeliness re-
quirements, documentation and eli-
gibility. The meetings are open to all
employers.

higher education,” Crowley told par-
ticipants.

The service program will give 20
participants a minimum-wage sti-
pend, health care, child care plus a

$4,725 educational award in return
for a year of full-time service or
$2,363 for part-time service. Crowley
said that the state expects to receive
funding for three AmeriCorps pro-
grams, with 60 full-time workers.
Participants must be at least 17 years
old. There is no upper age limit.

Three Learn and Serve America
(LSA) programs have been created to
meet community needs through part-
time service. One LSA school-based
program will involve elementary and
high school students in service
projects funded by subgrants from
state educational agencies.

The LSA community-based pro-
gram will involve school-age youth

.in a partnership. between non-profit

organizations and community agen-
cies.

The LSA Higher Education Pro-
gram will meet community needs
through colleges and universities en-
gaged in community service pro-
grams.

In workshops, the forum partici-
pants determined that the region’s
mostpressing needs are literacy, hous-
ing, early education, betterroads, rec-
reation, an improved economy and
better health care.

Top goals that the participants
want accomplished are increased
community effort, increased commu-
nication betweenagencies, graduates
who are ready for the work force, re-
establishment of the work ethic, re-
establishment of family values, and
development of community, family
and individual pride.

Grant awards to applicants will
be announced in the spring and sum-
mer of 1994, Crowley said. The first
AmeriCorps participants will be serv-
ing in communities across the na-
tions by June. In the first year, up to
20,000 service participants will be
serving the country.

Owens’ statements were appar-
ently in reference to growing discon-
tentment among Floyd County resi-
dents about the way local elected
officials are handling county affairs.
Citizens have been voicing their con-
cerns in letters to the editor in the
Times and on local radio talk show
programs.

"~ Dorothy Osborne opened the fray
Friday by asking the fiscal court why

meetings were not held in a room
large enough to accommodate the
public as required by the Kentucky
Open Meetings Law.

Floyd Judge-Executive John M.
Stumbo told Osborne that there was
no other facility to hold the meetings,
but thata larger meeting room is to be
included in a new courthouse.

“How long is that going to be?”
Osborne asked.

Stumbo replied that “very seldom
do we have this many people here,”
and he said everybody would be al-
lowed to address the court.

When Osbome pointed out that
the law required adequate meeting
space, Floyd County Jim Hammond
began shouting into the hallway ask-
ing if anyone wanted to come before
the court.

Osborne and Hammond gotinto a
heated discussion when Osborne
asked the county attorney why he
sued hisown clients, the Floyd County
Solid Waste Commission.

Hammond blamed the local me-
dia for failing to fully understand the
issue and failing to provide to the
publiccomplete information concern-
ing the lawsuit. He offered to discuss
the issue privately with Osborne.

As the discussion progressed,
Hammond suggested that Osborne
had some type of relationship to the
Times and chided her for writing a
letter to the editor last year concem-
ing his involvement in an election
fraud lawsuit.

On the issue of the county’s solid
waste department, Judge-Executive
Stumbo told spectators that he could
not provide them with any informa-
tion because state auditors are ex-
pected to begin areview of the finan-
cial records this week.

“There’s no point in us talking
about'it at this time,” Stumbo said.

As for 911 service, Stumbo and
the county attorney said that the sys-
tem should be operational within the
next 6-9 months.

Fulfilling a promise to a Civil
War veteran

Cumberland Gap changed hands
several times during the War Be-
tween the States.

The Rebels held the Gap fora year
when General Burnside led his troops
in an assault on the Rebs in Septem-
ber of 1863.

Burnside tricked his adversaries
into believing they were outmanned.
Burnside moved his troops and artil-
lery into position while being watched
by the rebels on the distantmountain.
Under the cover of darkness he re-
moved them only to have them openly
move again into position the follow-
ing day. This was done a third time.

Feeling his troops were outnum-
bered, Rebel General Frazier surren-
dered his dug-in force even though
they had superior position.

Lt. William R. McEntire was a
member of Company A of the Ninth
Georgia Artillery and was in com-
mand of a cannon at Fort Pitt, on
Cumberland Mountain at the tri-state
of Kentucky, Tennessee and Virginia,
near the Pinnacle.

When he was told to surrender he
refused and ordered his men to con-
tinue firing. Reports are that they
gladly complied.

He and the defiant members of his
company were eventually arrested
and placed under armed guard.

But after awhile, individuals of
the pesky unit, were able to demon-
strate their continued defiance by tear-
ing down the Yankee flag under the
cover of darkness.

SoonMcEntire and the others were
shipped off to prisons in the northand 5
the Gap remained in Union hands for
the remainder of the war.

McEntire and the other Rebel pris-
oners were kept under harsh condi-
tions in the northem prisons until
they were released on June 16, 1865.
Not unlike the others, survivors of
Company A returned to Georgia not g
knowing what to expect. S

McEntire fared worse than most.
His wife and children had beenkilled, (8
falling before Sherman’s march §
‘through Georgia. Only ashes re-
mained where his home and farm |
buildings once stood.

He found little to hold to in Geor-
gia so young McEntire left it all be-
hind and migrated to Texas as many ‘!
others did in that era. The initials
GTT, meaning “gone to Texas,” were
very common.

McEntire remarried and became
quite successfulinranching and bank-
ing and when Company A held re-
unions, he always attended. These
events were held in or around the
Atlanta area and with each succes-
sive meeting a dwindling number of
veterans attended as they died off or
became immobile.

The men who attended enjoyed
reminiscing about the war but
McEntire remained bitter about the
misguided surrender.

When McEntire called the roll of
150 names at the 1904 reunion in
Smyma, Georgia, only twenty-one

uttered. “I want you to promise me
that you’ll stand near Fort Pitt on
Cumberland Mountain, look to the
north, and curse the Yankees.”

George appeased his grandfather
by making that promise. Although he
never knew if he would be able to
keep the promise it remained in the
back of his mind.

The years passed and finally 1963
arrived with George becoming more
excited with each passing day. His
health and finances would enable him
to make the trip.

Tips for preventing teen suicide

For many young Americans, ado-
lescentlifeis filled with dates, dances,
pep rallies, ball games, and parties.
But the teenage years can also be a
difficult time of dealing with new
experiences such as the. loss of a
significant relationship, the pressure
to drink alcohol or take drugs, the
fear of not fitting in with peers, and
the struggle of becoming indepen-
dent. Sometimes the pressures and
emotions associated with young
adulthood seem overwhelming; per-
haps this is the reason why the third
leading cause pf death for Americans
between the ages of 15 and 24 is
suicide.

The incidence of suicide among
young people has nearly tripled over
the past twenty years, but most of
these young people who commit sui-
cide don’t really want to die. Rather,
they are searching for a way to end
their emotional pain, and they view
suicide as the only solution. Some of
the risk factors for teenage suicide
include frequent moves or changes in
schools, the death of a peer, exposure
to violence, concerns about sexual-
ity, legal problems, the loss of aloved
one, school-related problems, or fam-
ily problems. Psychiatric research
also suggests that a family history of
suicide is a significantrisk factorina
young person.

Studies indicate that of any ten
people who commit suicide, eight
have given definite warning or clues
of their suicidal intentions. In order
to have the best chance of preventing
a suicide, it’s helpful to know the
signs of a potential suicide victim.
Look for these suicide danger sig-
nals: a change in eating, sleeping, or
studying habits, or job and school
performance; giving away prized pos-
sessions; an increase in risky behav-
ior, such as wreckless driving; access
to guns, if other risk factors are
present; and knowing someone who
has attempted or completed suicide.
Parents can help prevent teen sui-
cide by spending more time listening
and supporting their children rather
than lecturing; teaching their chil-
dren that it’s OK to not always be
successful, or to fit perceived norms;
helping children find healthy ways to
cope with and solve problems; and
reaching out to community resources

for guidance and support during rough

times. Parents shouldn’t be afraid to
ask their son or daughter if he or she
is considering suicide. This allows
the parent to be a concerned listener
who can affirm their child’s worth,
and itallows the son or daughter to be
taken seriously and talk about their
feelings.

For teens who have lost a friend or
family member to suicide, support
groups may be a beneficial way to
work through their grief. Appalachian
Regional Healthcare has recently
formed a group called the Survivors
of Suicide, for those who have expe-
rienced the suicide of a loved one.
The group will begin meeting in Haz-
ard in early March at the ARH Re-
gional Medical Center. If you would
like to learn more about Survivors of
Suicide, please contact Bonnie
Detzel, Survivors of Suicide group
facilitator, at 1-800-568-2440 during
the day or (606) 277-7583 in the
evening.

The Benefits Counseling Program
was begun in 1993 to better assure
that senior citizens receive all the
public and private benefits that one is
legally and rightfully entitled to re-
ceive within established guidelines.
We are here to inform you of these
benefits. Many deserving senior citi-
zens do not receive assistance be-
cause they do not know that assis-
tance is available. The program is
governed by the Kentucky Cabinet
for Human Resources, Division of
Aging Services. It is funded by fed-
eral and state monies and private en-
terprise. This program is dedicated to
assisting senior citizens, on an indi-
vidual basis, through roadblocks and
red tape one may encounter when
applying for benefits that are legally
andrightfully theirs. We direct you to
service organizations and we help
you resolve problems. This includes
referring one to legal counsel,
oftentimes without charge, if legal
intervention becomes necessary. We
are here for you!

And, we are here to help you. Our
program has trained volunteers, work-
ing without pay, at different sites

throughout the five-county area. They
are prepared to answer questions
about the numerous benefits avail-
able, assist you with paper work, or
refer you to this office for assistance.
This program is dependent on dedi-
cated, trained volunteers. As the Ben-
efits Counseling Coordinator, respon-
sible for reaching and assisting se-
nior citizens in five counties, there is
no way I could do this job alone. To
reach you I must depend on the quali-
fied volunteers, on this graciousnews-
paper, and on local radio and TV to
tell you about this program and the
benefits available to deserving senior
citizens.

Since Iam on the subject of volun-
teers, I would like to invite anyone
who is interested in becoming a vol-
unteer on behalf of senior citizens to
contact me personally. The state
trainer will be here one time this
year—in April. I invite you to make
application to become a trained vol-
unteer in the Kentucky Benefits Coun-
seling Program. There is no charge
for this schooling. But, please under-
stand, a Volunteer Benefits Counse-
lor is a non-paying position.

The Volunteer Benefits Counse-
lor is reimbursed for any pre-autho-
rized telephone calls and for all pre-
authorized mileage. Men and women
are needed from all five counties.
This volunteer training program is
especially attractive to ministers, re-
tirees, students in work-credit pro-
grams, and people wanting to broaden
their horizons to strengthen their re-
sumes. For more information and an
application call me at 1-800-556-
3876.

Once your application has been
received and reviewed, I will call
you. At that time, a personal inter-
view will be arranged. We do suggest
that you volunteer a minimum of 8
hours per month. Give me a call. Our
senior citizens need you! We want to
reserve space for qualified applicants
in the upcoming state training to be
held in April. Don’t delay.

Also, I want toinvite all new read-
ers to this column to call, toll-free, 1-
800-556-3876, if you want a flyer
that highlights many of the services
offered through the Benefits Coun-
seling Program. There is no charge
for this flyer.

I invite senior citizens to continue
to read this column. In it we discuss
many programs and issues of interest
to senior citizens. Occasionally,
though, we have to back track a little,
as we have this week, to let new
readersknow what the Benefits Coun-
seling Program is all about.

know we’re your advocate, your
friend, and that we are here to stand
with you until you get whatis legally
and rightfully yours.

Want information on aging? Call KARIS

Teri Crumley, a nurse in
Salyersville wanted to know what
sensory changes tend to be experi-
enced by patients with Alzheimer’s
disease. For a brochure he was put-
ting together, Ken Bean of the
Somerset Chamber of Commerce
needed information on the migration
patterns of the elderly in Pulaski
County. And Pat Gish of the Moun-
tain Eagle in Whitesburg, Ky., wanted
information on poverty for 49 coun-
ties of Appalachia.

Who did they call? KARIS.

KARIS—The Kentucky Aging
Research and Information Service—
is an applied research and informa-
tion program of the UK Sanders-
Brown Center on Aging. The pur-
pose of KARIS, which has been in
operation for over two years now, is
to compile and distribute up-to-date
information on aging and the elderly
in Kentucky and to serve as a re-
search resource.

“We serve as a link to the commu-
nity,” says Graham Rowles, KARIS
director, “a contract for anyone out
there who needs information about
aging-related matters.” When a pro-
fessional in the community has a re-
search need, KARIS draws on the
expertise of the center’s 23 research
faculty and more than 70 faculty as-

sociates from colleges and depart-
ments throughout the university.
Rowles defines “community’ in the
broadcast sense, pointing out that in-
quiries have come from all over Ken-
tucky, throughoutthe U.S., and as far
away as Greece.

“What we’re all about,” he says,
“is applied research. A lotof the work
we do involves searching computer-
ized data bases and tracking down
and finding the requested informa-
tion. Sometimes the requests are com-
plex and involve a lot of search-and-
find activity; sometimes we’re able
to respond immediately.”

Several “factsheets” have been
published by KARIS in an attempt to
make information quickly accessible
to the public. “These factsheets have
streamlined the process,” says
Rowles. “Last week, for example, a
state senator from Covington called
us wanting to know how his county
compared with others as far as the
availability of institutional facilities
for the elderly. We had recently put
together a factsheet on long-term in-
stitutional care in Kentucky and so
were able to FAX him the informa-
tion right away.” ,

Other available factsheets include

“Poverty among the Elderly in Ken-
tucky,” “Demography of the Elderly

in Kentucky,” and “Poverty among
the Elderly in Appalachia.” Future
factsheets will cover such topics as
housing of the elderly in Kentucky,
elderly migration, the rural elderly,
adult day care, mobility and self-care
limitations, Alzheimer’s disease, and
stroke.

As KARIS becomes better-
known—through these factsheetsand
word of mouth—Rowles believes that
itsrole will expand. “Because there is
clearly a need.” Rowles says, “we’d
love to make this a much bigger op-
eration.”

Rowles emphasizes that the ser-
vice KARIS provides is in line with
the university’s stated mission. “As a
state university, we are a resource for
people in our community, private and
public. It’s all part of what we should
be doing as a state university.”

Farmers Home has large
block of funds available

Funding is available through the
Farmers Home Administration
(FmHA) to help very low income
homeowners finance improvements
to their homes. Kentucky received a
substantial increase in the allocation
for Fiscal Year 1994 in the 504 Loan
and Grant Program, said Thomas G.
Fern, state director of FmHA.

This program provides assistance
to remove health or safety hazards
from homes owned by low income
and elderly families, Fern said.

Examples of how these funds may
be used include providing an adequate
water supply and a sewage disposal
system; insulating storm windows,
doors and screens; repairing or re-
placing electrical wiring, roof, heat-
ing system, deteriorated siding or
structural supports; and repairing or
improving a dwelling to make it ac-
cessible to a disabled or elderly per-
son.

Loans at an interest rate of 1 per-
cent with arepayment period of up to
20 years are available to those per-
sons who currently own their home,
need repairs to the property, lack the
resources from which to make the
repairs and meet very low FmHA
income guidelines.

Grants up to $5,000 may be made
to those persons 62 years old who
currently own their home or have a
life estate, who lack the resources
from which to make the repairs, lack
repayment ability for a loan at 1 per-
cent and meet very low FmHA in-
come guidelines.

The maximum adjusted income

for household in Floyd/Pike counties
is: one person, $8,700; two persons,
$9,900; three persons, $11,150; four
persons, $12,400, and five persons,
$13,400.

2 pkg. frozen artichoke hearts

3 tsp. salt

1 tsp. lemon juice

1/2 cup tarragon vinegar

1 cup olive or salad oil

2 tbsp. finely chopped onion

1/8 tsp. pepper

172 tsp. tarragon leaves

Banks unite for consumer understanding

In a unified effort to increase con-
sumer awareness, six national bank-
ing trade associations recently re-
leasedjoint guidelines for banks about
the sale of mutual funds and other
uninsured products.

The guidelines were drafted and
approved by the American Bankers
Association, the Bankers Roundtable,
Consumer Bankers Association, In-
dependent Bankers Association of
America, National Bankers Associa-
tion, and the Savings and Commu-
nity Bankers of America. They are
designed to help customers under-
stand that mutual funds and other
investment products are not backed
by the bank, the FDIC or any other
government agency.

“Consumers have had to become
much more sophisticated over the
years due to the type of product offer-
ings and the speed at which the finan-
cialindustry is moving,” said Ballard
W. Cassady Jr., executive vice presi-
dent of the Kentucky Bankers Asso-
ciation (KBA). “This is an effort by
the banking industry to help in that
educational process. There is noth-
ing more disheartening to see than an
investor who lost their money be-
cause they didn’ tunderstand the prod-

uct.”

To increase consumer awareness,
the guidelines explicitly require full
oraland writtendisclosurealong with
the customer’s signed acknowledg-
ment. Advertisements, promotional
items and marketing/sales materials
will also contain notices of the unin-
sured nature of the investment prod-
uct.

The guidelines even pointout that,
“disclosures are not conspicuous and
prominentif they are lostin the middle
of a multi-page document or if they
are in a type-face that is too small
relative to the other typefaces in the
document.” The guidelines also con-
stantly stress thatthe investment prod-
uct sale should suit the customers
financial background, investment ob-
jectives, tolerance for risk and simi-
lar criteria.

Another topic the manual ad-
dresses isemployee qualifications and
sales location. It states that only
trained and knowledgeable staff
members may provide advice about
the purchase of such items. In the
booklet, the trade groups go on to
define proper employee qualifications
and training. They also state that they
will assist theirmembers in obtaining
