Gunshot 
is fatal, 
brother is 
charged

A Toler Creek man will face a 
murder charge in connection with the 
shooting death of his brother during 
an argument Sunday night. 

Jackie M. Ray, 45, was expected 
to be charged with murder Tuesday 
after his brother, Allan Tommy Ray, 
41, of Lexington, died Monday after­
noon. Allan Ray was shot one time in 
the head with a handgun. 

State police allege that Jackie Ray 
shothisbrotheratapproximately8:30 
SundayeveningduringafightatToler 
Creek. 

Allan Ray was taken to Pikeville 
Methodist Hospital and transferred 
to U.K. Medical Center in Lexing­
ton. He died Monday afternoon. 

Jackie Ray was arraigned in Floyd 
District Court Tuesday morning on a 
charge of ftrst degree assault The 
charge was expected to be upgraded 
to murder later Tuesday. 

Floyd District Judge Danny 
Caudill orderedJackieRay held with-
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out bond. saying that other charges 
were pending. 

The shooting is under investiga­
tion by Kentucky State Police detec­
tive Larry Woods . 

Also responding to the scene Sun­
day were state police troopers and 
deputy sht'J'iff Ricky Newsome.

Fiscal court agrees to invest severance 
dollars in studies at Allen industrial site

Floyd County's Fiscal Court 
agreed Friday to invest $50,000 to 
determine if a 36-acre site at Allen 
can be developed into an industrial 
park to relocate R & S Body Com­
pany and to locate a clothing manu­
facturing ftrm. 

Darrell Gilliam, executive direc­
tor of the county's industrial author­
ity, asked court members Friday to 
commit $50,000 in coal severance 
tax monies for engineering studies on 
the Marshall Davidson property near 
I vel. 

The money will be used for ar­
chaeological, boundary and environ­
mental surveys; to obtain a flood plain, 
sewer treatment plant and encroach­
ment permits; and core borings. 

Gilliam told the court that the 
clothing manufacturt'J' will employ 
from 250-300 people. 

The development authority took 
an 18-month option on the property 
last month and Gilliam told the court 
Friday that the option would not be 
executed unless the clothing manu­
facturer locates on the site. 

Judge-executive John M. Stumbo 
told the court that engineering stud­
ies needed to be done before the prop­
erty is purchased. 

"We need to know what we·re 
getting before we buy it," Stumbo 
said. 

Magistrate Jackie Owens com­
mented that he wanted to know how 
long any businesses which will lo-

cate on the site would commit to 
staying in the county and what type 
of tax breaks they would expect 

Gilliam added that approximately 
600 applications have been submit­
ted for the clothing manufacturing 
jobs and that the company is looking 
exclusively at locating in Floyd 
County. 

Also Friday. Margaret Holbrook 
complained to the court about condi­
tions at Stumbo Park at Allen. 
Holbrook, who submitted petitions 
with 600 signatures to the court, said 
the main concern of citizens using 
the park is the condition of the por­
table toilets. She said that the facili-

ties are not cleaned often and that 
there are no handicapped accessible 
restrooms . 

.. Overall. (the park) is in very poor 
condition," Holbrook said. "(People 
from outside the county) said they 
have never been in a facility this bad. 
It makes Floyd County look bad. I 
don't like the way it's being run. It's 
poorly managed. Whyemploy 13-20 
people and nobody works?" 

Holbrook also asked why the park 
was operating on a cash basis ac­
counting system and said she felt that 
not all the revenue generated from 
the golf course at the park was being 
turned over to the county. 

Stumbo told Holbrook that the 
portable restrooms are supposed to 
be cleaned twice a week. He said that 
the county has tried for the last year to 
secure grants to build bathroom and 
concession facilities at the park. 

ColDlty Attorney Jim Hammond 
told Holbrook that the county had to 
clear up some problems with state 
officials before bathroom facilities 
could be built at the parlc He added 
that he believes those problems are 
almost resolved. 

Magistrate Tommy Neil Adams 
told the court that he attended a meet-

Settlements reached in suits 
arising from Floyd suicides 

Two local civil suits with national 
implications were resolved out of 
courtFriday,July 15 in Floyd County. 

At issue were claims by the wid­
ows of two Floyd County men that 
their husbands wt'J'e driven to suicide 
after using a popular sleeping pill 
known as Halcion. 

Prestonsburg attorney Ned 
Pillersdorf, who represented Delores 
Messer and Mary Ann Johnson, 
would not release details of the suit 
settlements, but said the Upjohn Com­
pany, maker of the commonly-used 
drug, had made a "fair and reason­
able offer." 

The Floyd County widows flied 
separate suits charging Upjohn with 
negligence in 1992. They claimed 
their husbands committed suicide the 
year before because the company 
failed to adequately warn of side­
effects arising from theuseofHalcion. 

Billy Johnson, 59, shot himself 
once in the stomach on February 15. 
1991 after allegedly developing a per­
secution complex because of the drug. 
His wife said he thought the CIA had 
a listening device in his IV needle. 

Luther Messer, 68, shot himself in 
the mouth with a shotgun on October 
7, 1991, three days after being re-

leased from a hospital wht'J'e he was 
treated for an apparent overdose of 
Halcion. His wife's lawsuit alleged 
the drug induced ''paranoia, confu­
sion. dementia and other abnormal 
behavior." 

The Messer trial was scheduled to 
begin August 29 in Floyd Circuit 
Court.. with the Johnson case to fol­
low on September 26. 

Pillersdorf said Floyd Circuit 
Judge John David Caudill encour­
aged the litigants to setde the matter 
out of court because the trial was

Solid waste has non-meet, 
but makes time for public

When the roll was called. only one 
voice responded during a meeting 
Monday night of the Floyd County 
Solid Waste Commission. The lone 
voice belonged to chainnan Mike 
Vance, who declared that the meet­
ing could not be held due to the lack 
ofaquorom. 

Instead, Vance conducted a pub­
lic comment session for sevt'J'al Floyd 
County residents were present who 
had planned to voice their complaints 
to the commission during the meet­
ing. 

Jean Hickman, Mary Zemo, 
Violetta Wright. and Maggie and 
Johnny Lafferty, representing Floyd 
County senior citizens, discussed sev­
eral aspects of the new waste collec­
tion system that have senior citizens 
worried, including the lack of a se-

nior citizen discount 
Vance told the group that the solid 

waste commission wants to imple­
mentarebatesystem,once the county 
solid waste program has enough in­
come to "meet the demands of keep­
ing the solid waste system going." 

"Once we know our income, 
month to month, we'll look at (a 
rebate system)," he said. 

He also said he had received sev­
eral complaints from area residents 
who were concerned about their bills. 
Some of those problems stemmed 
from two bills, one from the Floyd 
County Solid Waste System and one 
from Rumpke. Floyd Countians re­
ceivedinJuly. ThebillfromtheFloyd 
County Solid Waste System was for 
service during the month of June, 
Dave Cooley, an employee of the 
waste system. said. Cooley explained 
that the county garbage collection 
system had billed at the end of the 

month, but that Rumpke bills in ad­
vance and also bills quarterly. 

The $30 statement Rumpke cus­
tomers received this month is for 
three months of service, Rumpke 
operations manager Ron Henke ex­
plained. If area residents have prob­
lems paying the fee, they can pay in 
one month increments, Henke said. 
However, the threemonthlypayments 
must be paid in full by the tenth day 
of the third month or the account will 
be in arrears. 

Cooley advised customers to put 
their account numbers, which are lo­
cated in the upper left-hand comer of 
the bill, on the bottom of the check, 
so their accounts will be properly 
credited. 

During the public comment ses­
sion, Jean Hickman. who lives at 
Stephens Branch Road at Cliff, ex-

Tourism director dons another hat

Two hats are better than one. 
So says the Prestonsburg City 

Council who named Prestonsburg 
tourism director Fred James as the 
new Main Street program director in 
yet anothec attempt to cut city costs. 

The consolidation of the two jobs, 
which was announced during a spe­
cial meeting last Thursday, was made 
mainly because the position of Main 
Street director "falls right in line with 
tourism," Mayor Jerry Fannin said. 

"The positions of towism director 
and Main Street (director) overlap 
anyway," James said. "because one 

of the goals of Main Street (director) 
is to try to develop the district into an 
area that can be more appealing and 
have value to tourists." 

The move will put a little more of 
a workload on James' back. 

"Freddie will be taking on a lot of 
new jobs along with some sblff he's 
already doing," Fannin said. 

In making the motion after the 
council returned from executive ses­
sion where they discussed the matter, 
Administration/Personnel Committee 
chairman Robert Allen said that tour­
ism "would not suffer as a result (of 
the move)." 

The council voted unaminously to 
approve the action. 

James will receive $11,000 a year 
as Main Street director retroactive to 
July 1. 

During the meeting, council also 
approved pay raises for some city 
employees and said that other raises 
were still in the planning stage. The 
council approved raises for 14 em­
ployees at an average increase of9 .52 
percent in the public works depart­
ment 

All the raises, which were ac­
counted for in the budget, will be 
retroactive to July 4. 

Councilman Roben Allen said the 
council "knew we needed to adjust" 
and that the employees "deserve it"

Democracy took one on the 
chin this week, and local offi­
cials throughout Kentucky are 
no doubt champing at the bit 
for their turn at the old punch­
ing bag. 

Assistant Attorney General 
Thomas Emerson has issued 
an opinion that contends that 
Kentucky's Open Meeting 
Law doesn't mean what it 
says. 

Emerson's optmon sug­
gests that public agencies do 
not have to meet in places 
large enough to accommo­
date everyone who would like 
to attend the meetings. 

That decision should be of 
particular interest to folks in 
Floyd County, who have ar­
gued for some time that the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court's 
meeting room is too small to 
allow public participation in 
the court's meetings. 

Those complaints aren't legiti-

The superintendent selection process 
authorized by Kentucky's education re­
form laws has been rendered usless once 
again in Eastern Kentucky, where there's 
no business like school business. 

In Johnson County, weeks of work and 
deliberation by a screening committee 
was tossed aside last week in a split vote 
by the board, which opted for a candidate 
not among those recommended by the 
screening committee. 

You'll probably recall a similar situation 
in Floyd County a couple of years ago, 
when a screening committeewentthrough 
the process of selecting a new superinten­
dent. In that case, a candidate was cho­
sen by the local board from the screening 
panel's list, but the choice was vetoed by 
state Education Commissioner Thomas 
Boysen. 

In either case, the question that begs 
attention is obvious. 

What's the point of having a screening 

mate, Emerson contends in his 
opinion. 

Here's the clincher. 
Attorney General opinions on 

issues concerning Open Meet­
ing laws carry the force of 
law ... until they are successfully 
challenged in court. 

In this case, it appears that 
not only does the AG opinion 
carry the force of law,. it has 
rewritten the law. 

Kentucky Revised Statutes 
are perfectly clear on this 
matter. 

Public agencies are re­
quired to meet at times and 
places that will accommodate 
public participation. 

How anyone could decipher 
the laws to mean anything other 
than what they say is absolutely 
absurd. 

It's just as absurd to give a 
state employee, which Em­
erson is, the authority to write 
new laws. 

A rematch is in order. 
Stay tuned.

committee in the first place? 

The purpose of the law was to move 
away from old style politics and into a new 
era of objectivity in school leadership situ­
ations, but that apparently was a pipe 
dream. 

Local boards aren't obligated to accept 
screening committee recommendations 
under that same law and Johnson County 
has put that loophole to work. 

And, they've said to heck with the screen­
ing process along the way in a voice that's 
loud and clear. 

Is it any wonder, then, with cases like 
these, why public confidence in education 
reform is taking a tumble? . 

If public involvement is, as the experts 
agree, a key element in the reform pro­
cesses, there must be some assurance

If you have to think twice about 
going to the doctor because you can't 
afford a doctor's services and health 
insurance has been unavailable to 
you, you could now have reason to 
celebrate. 

Friday, July 15 marked the kick­
off of Kentucky's new health care 
reforms, and although the biggest 
part of the reforms is not scheduled to 
take place until July 1995, some im­
portant provisions that could help 
Kentuckians get health insurance in 
the meantime went into effect on the 
kick -off day. 

A smile lighted Gov. Brereton 
Jones' face as he addressed the media 
at a press conference to talk about the 
new reforms. 

"This is a day I have been talking 
about for more than well over a de­
cade," Jones said. Jones has made 
health care reform one of the central 
goals of his administration since he 
took office as governor in December 
of 1991, and has seen it through an 
unsuccessful special session of the 
General Assembly last year and 
through intensive debate in the Gen­
eral Assembly before it passed this 
year. 

Although many Kentuckians who 
have health insurance will not see the 
effects of the reforms for a while­
effects such as lower health care 
costs-other Kentuckians will feel 
immediate relief, Jones said. 

Highlights of the health care re­
forms and when they go into effect 
are as follows: 

* Commonwealth of Kentucky. 
This program allows any U.S. citizen 
who has lived in Kentucky at least 
oneyeartobuythesamehealthinsur­
ance provided to state employees. 
People with pre-existing conditions 
or high-risk conditions such as heart 
disease cannot be turned down, but 
some plans have a six-month pre­
existing condition waiting period. 

The health insurance plans include 
doctor visits, prescriptions, preven­
tive physical exams, mental health 
and substance abuse and some denlal 
and vision benefits, as well as spe­
cialty care and hospitalization. Indi­
viduals with no pre-existing condi­
tions can expect to pay about $200 
per month for coverage, while fami-

lies will pay about $450. 
"This is not only a first step to­

ward universal coverage for all Ken­
tuckians, but also a huge assist for 
small employers shouldering heavy 
health insurance costs," Jones said. 

Beginning July 18, information 
on Commonwealth will be available 
in every county in the state through 
the Cabinet for Human Resourres 
local offices. Anyone interested in 
getting this insurance coverage can 
call (800) 295-8898. Businesses in­
terested in providing coverage for 
their employees can call (800) 261-
3661. 

This provision expires July 15, 
1995, when the Health Care Policy 
Board will have developed up to five 
different benefit plans to be offered 
by the new Health Care Purchasing 
Alliance. 

*Fee Disclosure. The Health Care 
Reform Act requires licensed health 
care providers such as doctors and 
hospitals to post fees in a conspicu­
ous place easily accessible for pa­
tients. This provision went into effect 
July 15. 

* Discount Option Program. This 
allows low-income Kentuckians to 
see a doctor who participates in Med­
icaid or receive other medical ser­
vices from Medicaid providers, and 
pay the same rate Medicaid pays. If 
your income falls somewhere be­
tween a family of four who makes 
less than $29,600, and an individual 
who makes less than $14,720, you 
may be eligible for a DOP card. 

Beginning Sept 1, Kentuckians 
can apply for a DOP card at any 
Cabinet for Human Resources local 
office, or they can call the Cabinet for 
Human Resources Office of the 
Ombudsmanat(800)372-2973.More 
information on this program will be 
available as the implementation date 
gets closer. 

* KenPAC expansion. KenP AC is 
a managed care program that requires 
about 304,000 Medicaid recipients 

to have a designated primary care 
doctor. Beginning in October 1994, 
pending approval from the federal 
government, KenPAC will be ex­
panded to most Medicaid recipients 
and include aged, blind and disabled 
Medicaid recipients.

* Medicaid co-payments. The 

Health Care Reform Act requires 
some Medicaid recipients to make 
co-payments for some medical ser­
vices. Co-payments will be $1-$3. 
Pregnant women, children under age 
18 and recipients living in institu­
tions will not be required to make co­
payments, and those required to do so 
will be notified. This provision will 
go into effect sometime this fall. 

* Health Policy Board. Jones ap­
pointed four of the five members of 
the Health Policy Board required 
under the Health Care Reform Act. 
The members will have to be con­
ftrmed by the state Senate, but can 
begin work before confmnation, 
Jones said. Duties of the Board in­
clude establishing and supervising a 
health purchasing alliance (which is 
supposed to lower health care costs) 
setting up to five standard health in­
surance benefit plans to be offered by 
all insurance companies operating in 
the Commonwealth; collecting health 
data; collecting information on maxi­
mum provider charges for services 
and prescriptions; developing clini­
cal practice standards for health care 
providers; and other duties specified 
under the Act.

AND UK-UOFL FOOTBALL 
IS IN THE AIR' 

"/ don'tcare whllt th£ysay about 
me as long as they're saying some­
thing." -Adolph Rupp (para­
phrased) 

It is July and basketball camps, 
ub, festivals, are swinging. 

But C.M. Newton is smiling too. 
Even as the vicar of the University of 
Kentucky (apologies to Charles 
Wethington)- was taking one for 
State U. last week, reproving that 
Uncle Adolph's theorem still works. 

Two months ago Kentucky foot­
ball was in the news when a Louis­
ville television station reported it 
would air the UK-UofL football 
game. When the deal fell through it 
was news again. 

A month later, June 13, Newton 
sat in his office (under a large portrait 
ofRupp ), and pondered the pitfalls of 
pay-per-view. "A decision has not 
been made yet, but philosophically, I 
don't like the pay-per-view idea," he 
said quietly. "I just don't think it 
plays well in our state." 

Another story. 
A man with canny instincts befit­

ting one in bis salary range, Newton 
knows that PPP profits weigh puny 
against the devotions of town and 
community loyal!sts. Hurley's 
Huddle families from Hazel Green 
and Lily are more than myth and 
conttived humor. They represent the 
lnaedibly lasting support for UK 
sports well after the money is spent 
and student body no-shows abandon 
the Cats to the Vols. 

So, withnonetwodcscalling,New­
ton decided he would serve flrst those 
who buy season tickets (and pay $18 
a ticket, $12 for end zone). 

Second, in the absence of a Nir­
vana arrangement- statewide tele­
caston KET, free!-UK' sAD would 
'take one for State U.' He announced 
last week, there will be no live televi­
sion and the reaction was predict­
able. 

A Louisville TV rights vendor 
warned that Newton would rue the 
day. And, C.M. received a Singapore 
lashing from a righteous metro col­
umnist unhappy with the decision 
because of the deadline pressure an 
evening kickoff would impose on 
(some) media-types. 

Yet, Rupp's theory, that rhetoric 
in print. hot or not. is better than no 
rhetoric, was working. 

Newton explained, "We tried the 
8 o'clock kickoff for a couple of 
years to accommodate WHAS. We 
asked Louisville to consider moving 
up an hour so we could kick off at 
seven and that was not agreeable to 
them and I can understand that. But 
for our fans- with the guy in 
Madisonville and our fans in north­
em Kentucky to get home at a reason­
able time-we decided to forget 
WHAS and concentrate on accom­
modating our fans. 

"The 7 o'clock start the last two 
years bas been great, a perfect time. 
People can still go to Keeneland, go 
to the game and get home at a decent 
hour. 

"What I hear the Louisville TV 
people saying is let us service our 
people in Louisville, but that doesn't 
help us in terms of servicing our fans 
in Ashland.'' 

So, Newton returned to Option I, 
pass on pay-per-view and accommo­
date season ticket holders and ticket 
buyers first. and sun himself in the 
good news, '7bis game is going to be 
just like the basketball game. Only 

difference is you're going to have 
58,000 seeing it rather than 24,000 or 
19,000(inFreedomHall). And it will 
be (available on) tape delayed (tele­
vision)." 

But there is one more difference. 
It is July and a September college 
football game's kickoff time and TV 
rights were being fussed over. 

Next. 
This week, flanked by Bill Curry 

and Howard Schnellenberger, New­
ton showed up at a swanky Lexing­
ton hotel for a Monday midday press 
conference where a series logo and 
series merchandise were introduced 
to the media 

"It's time to start marketing the 
game," a UK spokesman said before­
hand. "And the (series) trophy is re­
ally impressive as well." 

Then the coaches talked football 
... in July. 

.Postscript: I have this hunch. 
September 2, 1995, scheduled 

kickoff for Game II in the UK-Louis­
ville series. The game will be history 
already, having been moved back to 
Thursday night. Aug. 31, and played 
before a coast-to-coast audience on 
ESPN. 

We will see. 
Meantime, C.M. is smiling and 

Adolph is right ... again. 
UK WILDCATS FUTURE IN 

MEM. COLISEUM? 
C.M. Newton has long been un­

happy with the University's lease 
arrangement with the Lexington 
Center's governing board for playing 
borne games in Rupp Arena. 

"Without a lot of hoopla and fr. 

fare, I want to continue to look at 
what point in time it would be fea­
sible for the University to have its 
own on-campus basketball facility," 
Newton told Sports In Ky .. "It may 
be 30 years from now, but it's been 
18 down there (Rupp Arena) and 
that's a long time. 

"We've got to renegotiate a new 
lease. The current one is not favor­
able from our standpoint. 

"Even with that aside, if you could 
build a coliseum and pay for it, like 
North Carolina did, then ... some­
body is going to have to look at that. 
It might not happen in my time." 

Memorial Coliseum? "It's not 
crazy to think you couldn't come in 
here and take the roof off this thing, 
expand it out and have a pretty nice 
place. 

"I don't know if it could be done 
architecturally or not, but at least it 

ought to be looked at." 
Thereisn'tenoughparkingaround 

the Coliseum. 
"Is there any place to park at Rupp 

Arena? 'There's as much parking here 
at night as there are down there. 

"This is the greatest place in the 
world to play basketball."

Cloudy days usually make 
bass more aggressive 

Bright. sunny days may be great 
for suntanning, but cloudy, overcast 
days are better for fishing. 

"Ooud cover seems to make bass 
much more aggressive," Says Ron 
Shuffield of the Johnson Outboards 
Pro Staff. "The bass move aroWld a 
lot more and aren't nearly as spooky. 

"In short. cloud cover makes them 
easier to catch." 

When the sun is bright, says 
Shuffield, bass stay much tighter to

cover and generally hold a liule deeper 
on that cover, making lure presenta­
tion critical. 

With cloud cover, the fish often 
suspend above the cover and readily 
come to the surface to hit lures. Other 
bass may be roaming and actually 
chase lures. 

"That's why spinner baits and big, 
noisy topwater lures are such effec­
tive lures on cloudy days," Shuffield 
points out. "These are lures that pro­
duce a lot of noise and commotion, 
and bass respond actively. 

"On bright. sunny days, the bass 
do not respond nearly as well so you 
have to finesse them with plastic 
worms and jigs, slowing down your 
retrieve and usually making several 
casts to the same target. 

"When bass are aggressive, you 
can fish aggressively, using fast re­
trieves and simply trying to cover as 
much water as possible. Because 
some of the bass are moving, you 
actually have a much better chance 
for a strike." 

What's really interesting, says the 
Johnson pro, is how quickly bass 
change their posture when skies be­
come cloudy. 

"Sometimes it's almost like some­
one flipped a switch," he says. "The 
bass quickly change positions and 
become more active. 

"I've noticed the difference on 
days when the sky is filled with big, 
patchy clouds. When the SWl is bright. 
the action slows, but let some big 
clouds shade the water a few minutes 
and the ftSh start biting." 

"You can even see how bright 
light affects bass behavior in an 
aquarium," Shuffield continues. "In 
a large tank where the bass can swim 
freely in and out of cover, the fish 
will always be more active when the 
lights are turned off. 

"When you turn the lights on, how­
ever, you can watch the fish swim 
toward the cover and stay there. 

"Once you've actually seen this, 
it's easy to visualize it happening out 
on the lake when you're fishing. I 
always hope for cloudy days when 
I'm fishing."

ftShing, and recently he proved just 
how important such feelings can be. 

Bruce, a veteran tournament com­
petitor and a member of the Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff, weighed in an 
incredible 83 poWlds, 12 ounces of 
bass during a tournament on 
Georgia's Lake Seminole, but his 
catching time was far shorter than his 
ftShing time. 

"On the first afternoon of compe­
tition, I only had one fish at 2:30 
p.m.," be explained. "I only had 30 
minutes left before the weigh-in when 
I found a school of bass, and then I 
caught 19 pounds before I had to 
leave." 

The second day, Bruce weighed 
in a five bass, 26 pound, 12 ounce 
stringer, and added 18 pounds, four 
ounces more the third day. 

"Then on the final day I lost the 
fish," says Bruce. "The weather bad 
turned bad and the bass moved. "At 
2:00 p.m. with less than an hour re­
maining in the tournament, I did not 
have a single bass in the live well." 

Even though he saw his poten­
tially high place fmish in the event 
slipping away, Bruce continued fish­
ing and searching as hard as he could. 
Then, with just 15 minutes of fishing 
time remaining, he found the bass 
again and boated a stunning 20poWld 
stringer. He finished second in the 
tournament and won $30,000. 

"I was the only person in the tour­
nament fishing deep water," ex­
plained the Evinrude pro, "even 
though everyone else was catching 
bass shallow. Last year, I found fish 
deep when we fished Lake Seminole 
but by the time the tournamentstarted, 
those ftSh had moved shallow and I 
never found them again. 

"This year I felt at least some of 
the bass had already been shallow to 
spawn and may have returned to 
deeper water. I started fishing shal­
low like everyone else but I couldn't 
locate any fish. 

"At 2:30 that first afternoon I ba­
sically started all over, and then on 
the final afternoon I just kept telling 
myself that every time I made a cast 
I was getting closer and closer to the 
fish and thateventuaUy I'd fmd them." 

Bruce believes he developed his 
never-give-up attitude during his fish­
ing days at Lake Lanier, a popular 
impotmdmentnorth of Atlanta. It is a 
deep, clear water lake with bass fa­
mous for being fickle. 

"Bass on Lanier move a lot," says

Veterans honored at Wayland

The month of June has been one of special recogni­
tion for World Warn veterans in Wayland, a Floyd 
County community with many ties to neighboring 
Knott County. 

Since June 7 was the 50th anniversary ofD-Day, 
the United States Post Office issued a special 
commemorative stamp. 

Wayland postmaster Genevieve Combs 
(formerly postmaster of Emmalena in Knott 
County) says she was anxious to fmd a way to 
mark the occasion for the many veterans living 
in Wayland. 

Combs borrowed photographs from some of 
these patrons and arranged a wall display in early 
June. 

Combs says she was away during the week of 
June 7, so she decided to wait until the end of the 
month to make a special presentation to veterans at 
Wayland. 

Each veteran who stopped by was presented with 
a certificate praising Kentucky veterans which had 
been stamped with the new stamp as well as the 
June 7 postmark. 

According to the ''World War II in Kentucky" 
certificate, the state produced a disproportionate 
number of fighting men. Kentucky also entered the 
world of industrial growth because of World War II, 
with such effects as production of synthetic rubber 
products, for which Louisville became the world's 
largest supplier. 

Seven Kentuckians won the Congressional medal 
of honor in World War II. The world-renowned 
photograph of Marines raising the American flag 
over Iwo Jima includes a native of Franklin County. 

Along with the presentation, the post office staff 
also held a reception for veterans on Friday, June 
24, serving drinks and snacks. 

"Around 25 World War ll veterans, plus widows of 
others, still live in Wayland-a large number for such 
a small place," Combs says. "We were glad to be able 
to host a little celebration to honor them." 

Several of these veterans stopped by during the day. 
At the time of the presentation at 11:30, four vets and 
the widows of two others shared memories in front of 

· the photograph display. 
Veterans like George Hansford, Daniel Lee, Eugene 

Decoursey and Curtis Tufts have their own unique 
perspectives on World War II. 

The remembrances of such individuals are irre­
placeable in giving greater understanding to younger 
generations of what the war was really like. 

Visitors admired the display of local participants 
in World War II, exclaiming with amusement and 
delight when they recognized a friend among the 
young faces pictured.

Husband, wife graduate from college

Husband and wife Johnny and Darlene 
Endicott know what it means to overcome 
obstacles to get a college education. 

This May, the Endicotts, who live on 
Buffalo Creek Road at Endicott, graduated 
from two different colleges. Johnny, 33, 
graduated from Morehead State University 
on May 21, with his master's of business 
administration degree. 

Darlene, 29, graduated from Prestons­
burg Community College on May 20 with 
an associate degree. She was also nomi­
nated to "Who's Who" and she made the 
dean's list. 

Johnny had almost completed his 
master's, lacking one class, when he was 
shot in a hunting accident in 1990. "I was in 
bad shape," he said. The accident left him 
in a wheelchair for a year and a half. 
During this time of recuperation, he took 
the one class he lacked to earn his master's 
at the Morehead State University extended 
campus in Prestonsburg. 

He said &bout completing his master's, 
"When I set an objective like that, I always 
finish. It's a matter of overcoming circum­
stances." 

He has recovered from the accident to 
the point that he can walk with crutches, 
which is not unusual for him. 

Due to a birth defect, Johnny was born 
with only one leg. Throughout his life he 
has used crutches or an artificial leg to get 
around. His lack of mobility hasn't pre­
vented him from pursuing his interests and 

goals. He is an avid sportsman who hunts 
and fishes with the aid of crutches. One goal 
he has is "to do some writing" for outdoor 
magazines, he said. "I've got a book now that 
I'm working on about musky fishing." 

In 1982, Johnny received his associate of 
arts degree at Prestonsburg Community 
College. In May, 1986, he received his 
bachelor of business administration and 
bachelor of arts and government. 

Although Darlene had always dreamed of 
getting a college education, she dropped out 
of high school after her freshman year. After 
she and Johnny began dating, she earned her 
GED and in 1991 enrolled in Prestonsburg 
Community College. 

"I always wanted to go to college, but I 
didn't think I could do the college work," she 
said. "After I got my GED and got married, 
Johnny encouraged me to go to school. He 
knew I wanted to go to college, and he said 
that if I always wanted to do something, I 
should do it." 

The couple plan to move to Morehead in 
January where Darlene will be a student 
majoring in psychology and sociology at 
Morehead State University. Her goal is to 
start a counseling center for youth. "I feel 
like I can accomplish anything I set my mind 
to, if encouraged." 

In the fall of 1995, Johnny plans to start a 
three-year doctoral program at the University 
of Kentucky. Then he said he would like to 
teach at a university or "maybe come back 
and work in county government and eco­
nomic development. I'd like to make my 
degree work for the people in Floyd 
County."

LEADS TO OLD FRIENDS 
I hadn't heard from college 

friend H.B. since 1983, and I 
didn't know where my old work pal AI was living. 

But both showed up in my bedroom one night via 
my home computer. 

You never know who you'll meet on the informa­
tion highway. 

Ten hours worth of American On line time came 
free :with the home computer we bought last year. 
Maybe you've beard of American On line. Like 
competitors Compu serve and Prodigy, it's a pay-by­
the-month service that brings the world to your 
fingertips. 

And that's no exaggeration. 
You can absorb the latest world and national 

news, get airline and hotel rates, research an ency­
clopedia, check the weather in other states, gab 
about astronomy and politics with people all over the 
country, or pore over the latest nationwide job 
classifieds. 

All that's fascinating and convenient. But the 
information highway didn't hook me until it took a 
more personal turn . 

Like when I ran into H.B. and AI. 
GETTING REACQUAINTED 

The information highway hardly existed when 
H.B. and I worked on our college newspaper 
together in the early 1980s at Morehead State 
University. 

We used computers to produce our school 
newspaper, but back then the casual access we have 
to them at home now-along with what we can get 
from them-was at best a science fiction reader's 
dream. 

Neither of us could have guessed that a computer 
would reunite us a decade later. 

I stumbled on to H.B. after researching how many 
on line subscribers had listed their occupations as 
being in newspapers. 

You can also search the list by typing in a 
person's name. You can narrow the search even 
more by plugging in the hometown, a state or even a 
hobby the person might have. 

The user name '"'HBEl" came up toward the end 
of a 200-person list. I called up the information he 
had put in the system about himself. 

Sure enough, I knew him. 
I learned where he lived, that he was a newspaper 

editor and discovered some of his interests. 
Seconds later, I started the electronic version of a 

two-page letter. 
And what happened next is a big part of what 

sold me on traveling the information highway. 
The letter went to bim a thousand miles away 

over a telephone line. 
Instantly. 
No stamp needed. 
No two- to three-day mail delay. 
The next time he signed on, a computer voice 

would tell him he had mail 
He sent me the computer version of a four-page 

letter updating me on his life and the whereabouts of 
our college journalism colleagues as he knew it. 

It's unlikely we would have made contact any 
time soon without computers. 

Perhaps we never would have. 
More reunions followed. 
I lost touch with my reporter friend AI about four 

years ago. We had worked together in Owensboro in 
the 1980s. 1 had no idea where he was now-until I 
found him among a list of on line members. 

He's in Washington state. Before long I found 
other former co-workers, friends, a son of an old 
boss and even a distant relative or two to write. 

It's fun to have another mailbox to check each 
day. You can read your ""E-mail" over the computer 
or print it out on paper. 

Thanks to computers, our friends always can be a 
few keystrokes away, no matter where we may go or 
live. 

I like that 
A BIT OF DEJA VU 

All this reminds me of my teenage days with CB 
radio, a now primitive forerunner to the information 
highway. 

I would stay up until the wee hours to yak with 
people from all over eastern Kentucky with code 
names like "Dead Bird," "Green Onion," and 
"Rattlesnake." I called myself the "Superguard" in 
honor of a fantasy to be a great guard in basketball. 

In most cases you couldn't reach people more 
than 100 miles away. And the small talk you made 
with others was highly superficial and usually didn't 
amount to much, although some folks became good 
friends. 

Now I'm grown up in the computer age, but it 
seems like I've been here before. 

I'm staying up until the wee hours again, my 
computer on line name is ""Superguard" and I'm 
conversing with people who call themselves ""Vi­
per," "Indyrod" and "Gamin Elf." 

Who would have thought it?

THE STORY OF JENNY 
WILEY, PART 3

Jenny Wiley tried to appear coo­
tent with her life after a hodgepodge 
band of Indians kidnapped her in 
1789. She wanted to earn their trust 
so that she might find an opportunity 
to escape. 

Jenny often thought about Mary 
Ingles who was kidnapped similarly 
by Indians 34 years earlier. Ingles 
became a hero among the early pio­
neers after she escaped and survived 
in the wilds for several months while 
searching for her way back home. 

"Oh, if only I get a chance to 
escape, I'll take the frrst opportu­
nity," Jenny mused. 

The Indians were treacherous ad­
versaries of the early pioneers. The 
tribes fought a massive war among 
themselves years before in the land 
that would eventually become Ken­
tucky. This fighting ended with the 
Indians living in Ohio and Tennessee 
with Kentucky relegated to a hunting 
ground. 

As the pioneers came into the 
western part of Virginia and eastern 
Kentucky, an area called the border­
land, they were fiercely attacked by 
bands of Indians from the north and 
south-plundering, burning and mas­
sacring. 

TheHarmans, Wileys and Sellards 
(Jenny Wiley's maiden name was 
Sellards)wereamongtheseearlypio­
neers. Harman is a corruption of 
Hermann, the Prussian name which 
later evolved mostly to Harmon. The 
Harmans were outstanding frontiers­
men and the fearless Mathias Harman, 
despite his smallish stature, became 
well known as an Indian fighter. The 
Indians learned to despise Mathias 
who they called "Short Devil with 
the Big Nose" for obvious reasons. 
He was a fierce competitor in hand to 
hand combat and he was a dead shot 

with the Kentucky long rifle. 
The Harmans and Wileys lived in 

Tazewell County, in the western 
reaches of Virginia, but went on ex­
tended bunting forays along the Big 
Sandy River in present-day Kentucky. 
On one such trip they heard someone 
singing gleefully. Upon investigat­
ing they found Daniel Boone, alone, 
lying on his back in the leaves, sing­
ing for his own merriment 

During a bunt for bear along the 
Tug River in 1789 they were attacked 
by Indians and a fierce confrontation 
followed in which Mathias swayed 
the outcome in favor of the long hunt­
ers. Several were killed or injured. 
Lt. Walter Crockett informed Vir­
ginia Governor Randolph that "the 
Harmans behaved like heroes." 

The Indians thought Mathias 
Harman was among those who were 
killed and proceeded to Walker's 
Creek to raid his cabin. They inad­
vertently raided the cabin of Tom 
Wiley instead, murdering his chil­
dren and brother-in-law and taking 
his wife, Jenny Wiley, into captivity. 
Wiley was away at a distant trading 
post 

On the night of the massacre at the 
Wiley cabin, John Borders returned 
to the cabin late at night to see why 
Jenny and the children had not come 
to stay with her sister as they had 
indicated they would. After fmding 
the bloodied corpses of the children, 
he awoke the settlers who prepared to 
follow the trail ofthelndiansatdawn. 

Tom Wiley returned before day­
breakand became "crazed" afterfmd­
ing the carnage in his home and the 
absence of his wife and young son. 

Mathias Harman arrived at the 
cabin soon after dawn. He found signs 
indicating that Jenny and her baby 
were alive and that they had been 
taken by an Indian party numbering 
abouttwelve.HedeterminedthatTom 
Wiley would be of no value in his 
thoroughly distraught condition so 
he encouraged him to accompany a

small band of men who look for signs 
of the raiding party to the south. 

Soon thereafter Mathias and 
Lazarus Damron followed the true 
Indian trail with a party of men also 
numbering eleven.

A new ornamental passion vine is 

ideal for home gardeners in the south­
eastern states or in any warm, tem­
perate zone.

Ticks may lose 
free ride on deer

White-tailed deer are wild about 
eating corn-and that's good news 
for researchers working to control 
ticks that spread diseases to people 
and pets. 

One of the primary targets is the 
deer tick that passes along Lyme dis­
ease to humans. Deer ticks feed 
mainly on deer, especially the white 
tail in theN ortheast where the largest 
number of Lyme disease cases--80 
percent-are reported. Q: Are migraine headaches re­

lated to diet? 
A: The American Academy of 

Family Physicians suggests several 
diet-related tips for people who suf­
fer migraines that might reduce the 
number of these headaches and their 
severity. Avoid alcoholic drinks (es­
pecially red wine) as well as nitrates 
and nitrites in preserved meats such 
as bacon, hot dogs, and deli meats. 
Avoid monosodium glutamate 
(MSG), too, which is found in many 
foods such as mixed spices or flavor­
ings, dry bouillon cubes, soups and 
sauces, frozen or canned meals, crack­
ers, and Chinese restaurant food (un­
less you order it without MSG). If 
you eat or drink foods with caffeine­
related substances-<:offee, tea, and 
chocolate-spread them out through­
out the day and try limiting amounts. 
Eat regular meals (don't skip them), 
and exercise regularly.

Miller and co-researchers de­
signed a feeding station for enticing 
deer to eat ivermectin-treated com. 

Kerrvilleresearcbersfound infield 
tests that the feeders kept a Texas 
ranch free of cattle ticks. Com at­
tracted elk, the tick carrier, and the 
ivermectin knocked out the ticks 
hitching rides on the animals. 

Now, ARS scientists are seeing 
how the feeders will work in the 
Northeast, notably in suburban areas 
where white-tailed deer populations 
have increased. 

Scientists in Beltsville, Md., are 
targeting the adult stage of deer ticks. 
"Ninetyfive percent of deer ticks' 
reproductive success is from feeding 
on white-tailed deer," says entomolo­
gist Edward T. Schmidtmann at the 
agency's Livestock Insects Labora­
tory. 

"Wewanttodeterminehowmany 
come to the feeding stations, how 
often, for how long and at what inter­
vals." says Schmidtmann. 

He is implanting tiny electronic 
transponders in a small number of 
deer to record their presence at the 
stations .and send the fmdings to a 
computer database. Infrared cameras 
will be used to monitor deer move­
ment at night. 

"Ultimately, treating deer to con­
trol ticks will be more effective in 
reducing tick density. That beats try­
ing to find chemical sprays," says 
Schmidtmann. (Agricultural Re­
search Service. U.S. Department of 
Agriculture)

Business/Real Estate 
For a stand-out resume, show 
growth in job responsibility 

What makes the greatest impres­
sion on a resume? After skills and 
experience, two-thirds of managers 
in a recent national survey (67 per­
cent) said they look for "growth in 
responsibility" when reviewing are­
sume. 

The survey was developed by 
OfficeTeam, a national staffing ser­
vice specializing in highly-skilled 
temporary office and administrative 
professionals. It was conducted by an 
independent research firm, which 
polled 150 human resources and other 
managers from the nation's 1,000 
largest companies.

He advised job seekers to look for 
positions that, when viewed chrono­
logically, show steady growth: "Try 
to maintain upward momentum as 
you move along your career path.

Rob Hibray, OfficeTeam's re­
gionalmanager for Kentucky. agreed 
that increases in responsibility make 
a candidate more marketable.

Retirees should be aware 
of pension offset rules

People who expect to receive more 

than one type of retirement pension 
should be sure they are familiar with 
bow their Social Security benefits 
may be affected. There are several 
important rules to remember. 

If you have earned both Social 
Security and a military pension, your 
Social Security benefits are not af­
fected. You should call Social Secu­
rity and ask for the factsbeet, Military 
Service and Social Security. How­
ever, if you are entitled to both Social 
Security and a Government pension 
based on a civilian job not covered 
under Social Security, your Social 
Security benefit may be reduced. 

There are two rules that may re­
duce your benefits. One, called "Gov­
emmentPension Offset" applies only 
if you receive a Government pension 
and are eligible for Social Security 
benefits as a spouse or widow(er). 
Thisaffectsrelativelyfewpeopleand 
is explained in our factsheet, Gov­
ernment Pension Offset. 

The other, sometimes called the 
"Windfall Elimination Provision," 
affects the way your retirement or 
disability benefits are figured if you 
receive a pension from work not cov­
ered by Social Security. This rule 
affects the person who spent most of 
his/her career working for a Govern­
ment agency but who also worked at 
other jobs where they paid Social 
Security taxes long enough to qualify 
for retirement or disability benefits. 
People who worlced in jobs where 
they didn • t pay Social Security taxes, 
such as in a foreign county. may also 
be affected. 

Before the law was changed in 
1983, people in these situations re­
ceived the advantage of the higher 
percentage of Social Security ben­
efits payable to long-term, low wage 
workers under Social Security. A 
modified benefit formula now elimi­
nates this windfall. 

Here's how the formula works.

you're nearing retirement age, it's a 
good idea to get an estimate of what 
your retirement benefits will be. And 
it's easy to do. Just ca111-800-772-
1213 and ask for a Request for A 
Personal Earnings and Benefit Esti­
mate Statement form. You'll receive 
a short form to fill out and return by 
mail so you can get a complete run­
down on what you can expect to 
receive from Social Security when 
you retire. Don't waitto be surprised.

When we figure your benefits, we 
separate your average earnings into 
three amounts and multiply the fig­
ures using three factors. For example, 
for a worker who turns 65 in 1994, 
the first $370 of average monthly 
earnings is multiplied by 90 percent; 
the next $1,860 is multiplied by 32 
percent; and the remainder by 15 
percent. In the modified formula, the 
90 percent factor is reduced. The 
reduction is phased in for workers 
who reached age 62 or became dis­
abled between 1986 and 1989. For 
those who reach 62 or become dis­
abled in 1990 or later, the 90 percent 
factor is reduced to 40 peraent. 

There are some exceptions to this 
rule. For example if you have "sub­
stantial" earnings in a job where you 
paid Social Security taxes, the 90 
percent factor may not be reduced as 
much--to somewhere between 40 
and 85 percent-<lepending on the 
number of years of substantial earn­
ings. The modified formula also does 
not apply to survivors benefits and in 
certain other cases. In any case, a 
guarantee is provided to protect work­
ers with relatively low pensions. It 
provides that the reduction in the 
Social Security benefit under the 
modified formula cannot be more 
than one-half of that part of the pen­
sionattributabletoearningsafter1956 
not covered by Social Security.
