Four bidders 
show, but just 
one has offer

Floyd County's solid waste com­
missioncoulddecidetoday(Wednes­
day) in a special meeting beginning 
at 5 p.m., whether to accept the only 
complete bid submitted last week for 
garbage collection and disposal sec­
vices. 

At Friday's bid opening, four 
waste disposal companies were rep­
resented, but only one company, 
Rumpke of Kentucky, submitted a 
complete bid for those services. 

In a puzzling move, representa­
tives from the three other compa­
nies-BFI, Local Sanitation and 
Green V alley--{lcliberatel y twned in 
their proposals, two of which turned 
out to be no bids. Green Valley sub­
mitted a bid for transportation only. 

Commissioners asked the com­
pany representatives if they would 
explain why they did not bid on the 
services. 

Drew Skaggs, with Green Valley, 
said that no complete bid was sub­
mitted because the company did not 
offer door-to-door collection. 

Skaggs also asked where the waste 
would be taken that was collected by 
Rumpke, if the company is awarded 
the contract 

Rumpke representative Ron 
Henke said that waste would be dis­
posed of at thecompany'sMontgom­
ery County landfill. 

Skaggs asked where it would be 

taken after July 1995, when stricter 
landftll regulations will take effect 

Henke said the company had land­
ftlls "all over Kentucky," and added 
that if those landfills were not al­
lowed to accept waste under the new 
regulations, the trash could be trucked 
to Ohio. 

During Skaggs' comments, Floyd 
County Attorney Jim Hammond 
jwnped in and said that Skaggs was 
telling Rumpke that they did not want 
them to use their landfill if it became 
necessary. 

"I don't think I said that at all," 
Skaggs responded. 

Green Valley offered to transport 
the county's trash roc $37.39 per ton. 

BFI representative Mike Stallard 
said Friday that he felt companies 
were reluctant to bid on the project 
because Floyd County could not as­
sure payment for services to residen­
tial customers. Stallard said that the 
bid specifications were strict without 
assuring payment. He said his com­
pany would be willing to discuss an 
alternate bid. 

Local Sanitation representative 
Steve Hodges declined to discuss why 
he did not bid. 

Rumpke submitted the same pro­
posal that was privately negotiated 
by the county attorney and judge­
executive earlier this year. 

On :ruesday, court-appointed solid 
waste custodian Bob Meyer said he

Site for new sewer plant 
raises stink at Allen meet

Construction of a sewage treat­
ment plant in Dwale and a rash of dog 
poisonings set the stage Monday night 
for heated and emotional discussions 
at the Allen City Commission meet­
ing. 

Plans to build a sewage plant in 
Dwalcapparcntly caughthomcowner 
Melvin Rice by surprise and he asked 
commissioners when the location had 
been selected. 

Allen City Clerk Bill Parsons ex­
plained that the site had been chosen 
almost two years ago after a federal 
judge ordered city leaders to build 
the facility. 

Parsons explained that the city 
purchased a two-acre tract from the 
First Commonwealth Bank last month 
to build the plant and bids for con­
struction will be let next month. Par­
sons added that several public hear­
ings on the sewer plant had been held.

"It's a shock: to me," Rice said.

Parsons added that three public 
hearings are to be held this month to 
discuss the project, but no dates for 
those meetings have been set. 

In other action Monday, several 
city residents. asked commissioners 
if they had any information about the 
rash of poisonings and the disappear­
ances of several dogs in l}le commu­
nity. 

Mayor Chris Waugh told the citi­
zens that the city has not ordered that 
any animals to be picked up and that 
he was unaware that any animals had 
been poisoned.

Fannin to 
wear three 
hats to cut 
city's costs

Getting more for its money was 
what the Prestonsburg City Council 
bad in mind when it drew up the 
budget for 1994-95 and made a few 
personnel changes. 

The council decided to consoli­
date the position of superintendent of 
publicworks,citymanagerandmayoc 
as Mayor Jerry Fannin will be doing 
all three jobs for one salary. 

"We're getting the same workload 
for less money," Councilman Robert 
Allen said. 

Mayor Fannin will receive 
$17,400 as superintendent of public 
works, $7,600 as mayor, and no sal­
ary as city manager. 

In last year's budget, superinten­
dent of public works Mike Meade 
received $25,000. Meade was dis­
missed from that job this week. 

Despite a cutback in personnel 
positions, the JX'Oposed budget for 
next year is $218,300 more than last 
year's budget. 

"It is at the same time an aggres­
sive budget and a conservative bud­
get," councilman EstiU Carter said. 

"We've tried to address the real 
world needs here," Carter added, "and 
not just a number that would look 
good on paper." 

Carter also noted thai both the 
personnel committee and the finance 
and revenuecommiuee will be look­
ing at the first six months of die 
budget around January 15 of 199S 
and making sure everyone is wilbin 
their budget 

"I would urge department beads 
to realize that these are expenses fOI' 
the whole year and that our income 
wiU have to be spread out as well as 
those expenses for the whole year," 
Carter said. "We won't be able to 
frontload a lot of this stuff." 

One major cutback in tbe budget 
is in city administration. In last year's 
budget, city administration received 
$143,900, but only $17,149 is bud­
geted for the upcoming year.

"I thought 
I knew everybody in this town, but 
somebody here is a murderer." 

Parsons also got into a verbal con­
frontation with police chief Virgil 
Conn because Conn apparently al­
most shot her dog when it tried to 
jwnp through his screen door. 

Parsons told Conn that if he had 
shot her dog, she would have killed 
him. She also complained to com­
missioners that Conn discharged his 
gun near a child during the altere.&-

tion with her dog. 
Conn responded that if the child 

had not been near the dog he would 
have shot it 

Parsons said Conn should not be 
the chief of police. 

"Virgil, you're too old to be a 
police," Parsons said. "You just jerk 
out your gun when it's not manda­
tocy." 

Commissioner Sharon Woods 
spoke up and said she trusted Conn's 
judgment concerning the use of a 
flfearm and she was not aware of the 
incident 

Parsons said "all hell would break 
loose" when she found out who poi­
soned her dog. 

Conn, who apparently felt Par­
sons' comment was directed' at him, 
said he did not poison any doJts.

felt companies didn't bid on the ser­
vices because they couldn't respond 
tb specifiC items in the request b 
proposals. He said that he felt lftost 
companies knew what Rwnpke had 
proposed and that they could not of­
fer a beaer bid. 

One stipulation in the request for 
proposals is that a 400-t.on per day 
transfer station be built on the county's 
propcny at Garth. The county ex­
pects lhebtge transfer station cogen­
ecatcadditionalrevcnue, which would 
be used to pay off the solid waste 
deparUnent's $3 million debt. 

Aoyd County generates approxi­
mately 100 tons per day of trash and 
it is unclear where the additional gar­
bage will come from. 

Meyer said Tuesday that. to his 
knowledge, no other counties bue 
made a commitment to bring the atilt 
to Aoyd County and dump it at a 
transfer station for $40 per ton. 

It is the theory, Meyer said, that 
surrounding counties will use the 
transfer station to account for the 
additional300 tons of trash. But, with­
outanycommitments 10 use the facil­
ity, Meyer said it is a gamble. 

"It's a crap shoot," Meyer said. 
"Based on my understanding, (the 
400-ton capacity) is going to be built 
into the contract The only revenue I 
have any faith in, right now, is the 15 
percent Aoyd County Solid Waste 
will receive from residential custom­
ers.Beyondthat.,it'sconjecture. Who 
knows what will happen in the next 
12 months?" 

Under Rwnpke's bid, the county 
would receive 15 percent of the $10 
per month feeforthecounty's 13,000-
plus residential customers. The 
county would also get seven and o~ 

half percent of out-of-county cus­
tomers using the transfer station at a 
price of $40 pee ton. 

After Friday's meeting, solid waste 
commissioners said they were disap­
pointed that only one bid was re­
ceived. They were also concerned 
that no senior citizen discount had 
been included in the contract and that 
commercial rates remained the same, 
whiCh is triple the current cost. 

Pri<X" to Friday's meeting, solid 
waste commissioners had announced 
that the bid evaluations would take 
place behind closed doors, an appar­
ent conflict with the Kentucky Open 
Meeting Law. 

J ustafter Friday's meeting began, 
chainnan Mike Vance said that a 
planned closed session had been a 
mistake. 

"Neither I nor any member of this 
board wish to conduct the business of 
the people in secrecy," Vance; read 
from a prepared statement. "Neither 
does this board wish to hold any 
informal or 'off the record • meetings 
to evaluate bids. It is our full inten­
tion to open the bids, discuss them 
and evaluate them in public ... " 

Vance said he had prepared 
Friday's meeting agenda with "cleri­
cal help" from County Attorney Jim 
Hammond's office. 

BoardmemberDarrellPattonech­
oed Vance's comments saying, "I 
don't see any reason to open bids in 
closed session ...

Hospital have received certification 
from the national Safe Sitter program 
to teach the course. The instructors 
will also provide tips to make sitters 
more confident caregivers and will 
teach safety and security precautions, 
such as what to do if a stranger comes 
to the door and when and how to call 
for help. They will give information 
on child development and suggest 
age-appropriate activities for chil­
dren. And they will teach sitters about 
the busmess aspects of babysitting. 

The Safe Sitter classes, scheduled 
for June 16 and 17, will be held from 
9 a.m. to 3 p.m. at Pikeville Method­
ist Hospital. Cost for the class is $20.

Company faces tines 
in fatal mine explosion 

A southeastern Kentucky coal company faces 
$450,000 in fmes f~ nine alleged violations that 
led to an explosion that killed two miners last 
month, officials said Monday. Investigators of 
the May 11 blast at Day Branch Coal Co.'s No. 9 
mine found cigarette butts in the pockets of both 
dead miners. They also listed 36 problems with 
the battely-operated scoop the men rode into the 
area where the methane explosion occurred. 

"The violations cited indicate that the mine 
operator failed to follow some of the most funda­
mental rules necessary to mine coal safely," J. 
David McAteer, head of the U.S. Mine Safety and 
Health Administration, said about Day Branch 
owner Bobby Joe Hensley. 

Roof bolter Otis Henry and scoop operator 
Nonnan Daniels were killed in the explosion at 
the mine at Pathfork in Harlan County. The blast 
occurred just hours after an MSHA inspector 
closed the mine for ventilation violations. 

Among the alleged violations cited was the 
illegal removal of ventilation controls intended to 
keep explosive methane from building up in the 
mine. Cement "stopping" used to direct the flow 
of air were not maintained in the working area, 
and the miners were gettiag less than half the 
amount of air required, the inspector said. 

Inspec!.Ors also found nine cigarette butts and 
a lighter on one of the bodies, and three butts on 
the other victim. There were otha- spent ciga­
rettes in the scoop itself and smoke and unsmoked 
cigarettes were fom1d in the working area of the 
mine, according to the citation. - Lexington 
Herald-Leatkr 

Police detail case 
against Ky. trooper 

A state trooper in Hazard is accused of stealing 
about $2,000 from his own agency by pretending 
that the money was going to an informant, accord­
ing to internal misconduct charges made public 
Monday. 

The infonnant received no more than $425 
from Trooper Mark Lopez, but Lopez listed pay­
ments of $2,470 on his monthly expense repo~ 
the charges state. 

In addition, he took 5 pounds of marijuana that 
had been "confiSCated in a aiminal case and gave 
it to the same informant. Troy Fugate, to sell in 
Lopez • s behalf," the charges state. 

The officer also pointed a gun at Fugate and 
threatened to kill him, according to the cbarges. 
On duty at the time, he allegedly made that threat 
in the parking lot of the Hazard state police post, 
records state. 

Lopez's hearing, scheduled Monday before 
the internal trial board at Kentucky State Police 
headquarters, was postponed. -Lexington Her­

Bank:. FBI tape made 
robber plead guilty 

It was the FBI and a videotape, not a guilty 
conscience, that caused an Elkhorn City man to 
plead guilty to stealing $3,120 from a bank, the 
bank's attorney said Friday. 

Raymond Aragon, 48, pleaded guilty Tuesday 
to robbing the Elkhorn branch of Trans Fmancial 
Bank on January 10. Defense attorney Larry 
Webster contended his client turned himself in 
after thinking about the crime f~ several days . 

But Trans financial general counsel Kay Craft 
said Friday that Aragon was anything but willing 
to admit his guilt 

"We confronted him with it," she said. "We 
told him we had him on tape doing it. He denied 
it several times." 

She said the FBI questioned Aragon about the 
theft. and noted that Aragon had pleaded innocent 
to a bank robbery indictment returned May 2. 
Webster continued to maintain Friday that Aragon 
voluntarily surrendered himself and the money. 

Aragon, who is scheduled for sentencing on 
August 9, faces up to 10 years in prison and a 
$250,000 fine. - Appalachian News Express,

How to finance 

our public schools

Give the state of Michigan credit 
fortacklingoneofthethomiestprob­
lems in public education-the great 
disparity between the amounts of 
money rich communities spend on 
their schools and the amounts spent 
by poor rural communities and de­
pressed industrial towns. 

The spending gap is no secret. 
Reformers have been complaining 
for years about the over-reliance on 
property taxes to pay for public edu­
cation. The difference now is that the 
have-nots are going to court and de­
manding more equitable treatment. 

More tbanhalfthestatcseitherare 
locked in litigation or have had their 
fmancing plans declared unconstitu­
tional. Since 1989, funding formulas 
have been struck down in Texas, 
Kentucky, Montana, New Jersey, 
Massachusetts, Tennessee, Alabama 
and North Dakota. 

Michigan and its reform-minded 
governor, John r::Ogler, responded by 

dumping the old system and conduct­
ing a March referendum on how to 
replace it. The result: Voters raise:! 
the state sales tax from 4 percent to 6 
percent, tripled the cigarette tax and 
approved a modest state property tax 
to replace the local property tax. 

Whether this is the best way to pay 
for schools is debatable. The sales tax 
is a regressive tax, falling most heavily 
on families in the low and middle 
income brackets. Critics say it can be 
unreliable, with collections declin­
ing sharply during recessions. 

But the clear message here is that 
having wealthy districts with high 
property values operate superb pub­
lic schools while their less affluent 
neighbors struggle to buy new text­
books is unacceptable. 

Education is, by law, a state re­
sponsibility, and it makes no sense 
(in Michigan) to have some districts 
spending less than $3,500 a year per 
pupil while others are spending more 
than $10,000. 

'.The same disparities exist in other 
states. In Texas, the richest district 
spent seven times more than the poor­
est in 1990-91. 

Pouring money into a failing 
school system is no guarantee of aca­
demic success. It's been tried-in 
Kansas City, for example-and the 
results have been less than inspiring. 

Some systems are so bureauaatic 
that shake-up measures such as cbar­
ter schools run by teachers and par­
ents are well worth trying. 

Butlet'snotbuytheargumenttbat 
money doesn't matter. ''The only 
people who say it doesn't matter are 
those who already have it." says Craig 
Foster, who represents 300 poor dis­
tricts in Texao;. 

In recent years, states and local 
communities have split the cost of 
public education, with the federal 
government chipping in about 6 per­
cent, but there are wide variations. In 
Michigan, only 26.8 percent of school 
money came from the state in 1990-
91. 

On theotberband, Hawaii' sschool 
system is almost entirely state fi­
nanced. In New Mexico and the state 
of Wa~ington, nearly three fourths 
of the money comes from the state.

of those students speaking out, that 
the ones remaining found the instruc­
t~s to be much more lenient for the 
remainder of the semester.

The writer makes mention of 
P.C.C.'s good pass rate on state 
boards, and a young man who sat 
beside her during testing. Firstly, 
Hazard's pass rate is comparable to 
that of P.C.C.'s when you consider 
their much larger classes. Secondly, 
if I am correct, the young man she 
referred to was from a four-year pro­
gram at Morehead. My original com-

parison of P.C.C. and Hazard was 
made because these two schools are 
in the same college system, thus hav­
ing the same guidelines and require­
ments from beginning to end. 
Morehead is not a part of the U.K. 
system, and their students' lack of 
knowledge in certain clinical areas 
d6es not address or adequately ex­
plain the drastic difference in the 
number ·or graduates between two 
schools that exists. 

Lastly, I would like to say that 
while some students may expect it. I 
personally did not, nor have I ever 
expected anyone to hand me any­
thing, least of all a nursing degree on 
a silver platter. Just like the other 
students in my class, I worked my tail 
off to get where I was; I had my share 
of writer's cramps, lost sleep, night 
after night of studying, and neglect­
ing my kids to do so. 

I do, on the other hand, expect to 
be treated fairly and reasonably, 
something that the instructors respon­
sible for failing me, apparently do not 
know bow to do. I was failed clini­
cally, and for reasons that many phy­
sicians and nurses not associated with 
P.C.C., feel unfounded. But. because 
of the wide range of subjectivity af­
forded instructors such as those who 
failed me, they can and do fail stu-

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Fishing with ... 

Fishing in the sping wiU give us 
an opportunity to use a lot of shallow 
water patterns. As the fish move into 
the shallows and prepare to spawn, 
one of the most productive methods 
to catch and land them is with a 
floating worm and the famous Slug 
0. Both of these baits will catch fish 
year round, but the best results seem 
to come while the waler is around 60 
to 65 degrees. 

I, myself, usually fish a floating 
worm on spinning tackle. I'll use a 
medium heavy action 6' tall St. Croix 
rod and a ball bearing spinning reel. 
I'll spool on 12lb test Triple Fish line 
and use a 310 VMC wonn hook. Then 
I'll move into the shallow spawning 
flats and fasb it by twitching the worm 
with short twitches. A lot of the time 
you'll actually see the fish nose up 
and look the bait over before he'll 
actually take the worm. Then what 
I' 11 do is shake the rod tip to make the 
worm quiver. A lot of time this will 
entice the fiSh to inhale the bait. When 
fashing a floating worm. fish it in the 
flat back of pockets and bays and 
along shallow creek channels. It 
comes in a variety of colors, but white 
or chartruese usually works for me. 

The Slug 0 made by Lunker City 
is probably the best thing to come 
along since the plastic wonn. This 
bait is so reallooldng it is unbeliev­
able.

Three main reasons bass strike 
Bass like othel' beings have so 

called reasons for reacting and or 
behaving in the manner which they 
do. I want to categorize and discuss 
the three main behaviorial reasons 
bass strike. Keep in mind there are 
other reasons besides these three. Also 
the percentage of strikes you obtain 
from any one category will differ 
from myself and other fishermen as 
well. The reason for this will depend 
on your style as afishennan, the baits 
you use, and the timeofyearyou fish. 
· I have found, and feel that most 
everyone will agree, that the number 
one reason bass strike is to feed. 
These feeding bass I feel are also 
someoftheeasiesttocatcb. A hungry 
bass isn' ttoo terribly particular. They 
are also very aggressive and strike 
hard thereforehooldng themselves to 
a point that they're hard to lose. Bass 
feed for several reasons and even 
more conditions determine when 
they'll feed and for how lon2.

Former world bass fishing cham­

pion Guido Hibdon attributes much 
of his success to light line and small 
hu·es, but unknown to many, the Mis­
souri pro also keeps plenty of big, 
noisy topwater lures in his tackle box. 

.. A big topwater lure like a Zara 
Spook can catch a bass at any given 
time," says the Johnson Outboards 
Pro Staff angler. "Even now in the 
summer, you don't have to limit your­
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Bassin' with the Pros 
The second day, Druce weighed 

in a five bass, 26 pound. 12 ounce 
stringer, and added 18 pounds, four 
ounces more the third day. 

"Then on the final day I lost the 
fiSh," says Bruce. "The weather bad 
turned bad and the bass moved. "At 
2:00 p.m. with less than an hour re­
maining in the tournament. I did not 
have a single bass in the live well." 

Even though be saw his poten­
tially high place fmish in the event 

slipping away, Bruce continued fish­
ing and searching as bard as be could. 
·Iben, with just 1 S minutes of fishing 
time remaining, be found the bass 
again and boated a stunning 20 pound 
stringer. He finished second in the 
tournament and won $30,000. 

"I was the only person in the tour­
nament fishing deep water," ex­
plained the Evinrude pro, "even 
though everyone else was catching 
bass shallow. Last year, I found fiSh 
deep when we fished Lake Seminole 

but by the time the tournament started, 
those fiSh bad moved shallow and I 
never found them again. 

"This year I felt at least some of 
the bass bad already been shallow to 
spawn and may have returned to 
deeper water. I started fishing shal­
low like everyone else but I couldn't 
locate any fish. 

"At 2:30 that fust afternoon I ba­
sically started all over, and then on 
the ftnal afternoon I just kept telling 
myself that every time I made a cast 

I was getting closer and closer to the 
fish and tbateventually I'd fmd them." 

Bruce believes he developed his 
never-give-upattitudeduring his fish­
ing days at Lake Lanier, a popular 
impoundment north of Atlanta It is a 
deep, clear water lake with bass fa­
mous for being ftckle. 

"Bass on Lanier move a lot." says 
Bruce, "so you often have to spend a 
lot of time just looking for them. On 
really tough days, you have to con­
vince yourself you are really learning 

something, even if you aren't catcb­
ing anytlling. 

"I didn't realize it then, but those 
years of having to fiSh that way were 
good preparation for tournam.entcom­
peti tion."

"You can usc one all day long. 
You may not get that many strikes, 
but the bits you do get will be from 
big fish." 

Hibdon says he has always be­
lieved that using larger lures like t11e 
Zara Spook, rather than smaller 
topwater plugs, draws strikes from 
bigger bass, and he's willing to sacri­
fice numbers of smaller fish to get 
fewer larger fish . 

.. You can fish a big topwater lure 
just about anytime of year, except 
perhaps in the coldest part of the 
winter," he explains. "In the summer 
you may have to make several casts 
to the same spot to get any siiikes, but 
when a big bass finally decides to hit, 
be's going to hit with a vengeance. 

"There's nothing like it in bass 
fiShing." 

Many anglers limit their top water 
fishing to cloudy, windy days, but 
Hibdon prefers to fish topwaters on 
clear, calm days. 

"Basically, it's because not many 
other anglers will be doing it," smiles 
the Johnson pro. "I don't v•ant to use 
the same lures everyone else docs, so 
I usually try something differcnL" 

Topwater plugs like the Zara 
Spook are excellent fish-finding lures, 
adds Hibdon, but few anglers actu­
ally use them for that purpose. 

"You can throw a big topwatcr 
plug around a boat dock or over a 
deeper point and work it noisily back 
to you," he explains, "and for what­
ever reason you can get strikes when 
nothing else works. 

"Even if you don't actually catch 
the bass that hit, at least you know 
they're present and you can start us­
ing other lures. Several professional 
tournament anglers have made a ca­
reer by fishing topwater lures like 
this, but it's something very few do." 

Hibdon uses a fiberglass rod rather 
than graphite when he fishes a 
topwater lure because t11e rod is more 

forgiving. 
.. What that means," he says, "is 

that the rod flexes easier and lets the 
bass engulf tlle lure. It's easy to take 
a topwater plug away from a bass 
because the rod docsn 't flex enough 
before we react and set tlle hook. 

"Treble hooks rarely hook as well 
as single hooks, eitller, so you have to 
give tlle bass every chance you can to 
take tlle lure completely, especially if 
it's a big fish."

Professional angler Mickey Bruce 
of Buford, Geogia, has always kept a 
never-give-up attitude when be's bass 
fiShing, and recently be proved just 
bow important such feelings can be. 

Bruce, a veteran tournament com­
petitor and a member oftheEvinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff, weighed in an 
incredible 83 pounds, 12 ounces of 
bass during a tournament on 
Geagia' s Lake Seminole, but his 
catching time was far shorter than his 
fiShing time. 

"On the ftrst afternoon of compe­
tition, I only had one fish at 2:30 
p.m.," be explained. "I only bad 30 
minutes left before the weigh-in when 
I found a school of bass, and then I 
caught 19 pounds before I bad to 
leave."

Martin County student tells story on CNN 
When Cable News Network (CNN) approached Tim 

Preece for an interview for a story it was planning on the 
30th anniversary of the War on Poverty, the Martin 
County man was somewhat leery. 

"I've seen bow the media make Eastern Kentuckians 
appear, and I've never liked it," said Preece. "They 
assured me they would be fair and wouldn't use the 
negative stereotypes." 

By and large, Preece is pleased with the way the 
network handled the presentation "One Paycheck from 
Poverty," which aired internationally in April. Preece's 
situation-a former coal miner struggling to live on 
reduced wages-is the focal point of the hour-long pre­
sentation. 

The program intersperses Preece's story as it points 
out the plight of millions of Americans who are barely 
getting by financially-as the title says, people who are 
"one paycheck from poverty." 

Preece said he was just three years old in 1964 when 
President Lyndon Johnson came to Martin County to 
announce the start of his famous War on Poverty, a set of 
economic and social programs designed to eradicate 
poverty in the U.S. 

When Preece was graduated from Sheldon Clark High 
School in 1979, poverty seemed far removed from his 
life. He enrolled in Prestonsburg Community College but 
dropped out at mid-term, lured. he said. by the "idea of 
making big money." 

He landed a job with Martin County Coal, which 
promised an affluent lifestyle without the need for a 
college degree. ''The cost of an education compared to my 
yearly wages was what I was considering," he said. "I was 
not looking at the long term." 

The decision is understandable. Before ~ was 
laid off from MCC in early 1989, he was earning more 
than $15 an hour, bad full medical, dental and eye 
insurance, and was bringing in bonuses of $250 to $400 
a month. Had be taken advantage of opportunities to work 
overtime, Preece said he could have made as much as 
$60,000 a year. 

After the layoff, Preece's family faced an adjustment 
in pay, even though he was able to land a job with another 
miningcompany.Thatjobandasubsequentonepaidless 
and bad fewer benefits. 

But by 1991, the downturn in the coal industry left him 
with no job at all. The son of a coal miner decided it was

time to leave mining. "I didn't want anything else to 
do with coal mining," Preece said. 

During his mining years, he bad thought about 
going back to college, but the coal money was too 
attractive. Now, all of a sudden, that was gone and 
nothing stood in his way. 

Preece's wife, Linda, went back to work at Inez 
Deposit Bank. He got a job at the Pizza Shop andre­
enrolled at PCC for the spring semester in 1992. The 
combined income amounts to less than a third of what 
Preece once brought home from the mine and puts the 
family of four below the poverty level. 

In addition, as with so many struggling families, 
the Preece children, Tommy, 13, and Nikki, 12, are 
forced to be "latchkey children," locking themselves 
in their house every afternoon after school because 
their mother is working and their father is going to 

school, as well as working. 
Though Preece is close to getting an associate's degree 

at PCC and transferring to a four-year institution, his life 
still has complications aplenty. As the CNN program 
pointed out. the lack of medical insurance coverage is a 
threat banging over the beads of America's "working 
poor." 

Once covered by a generous benefits plan, the family 
now has no medical insurance, and Preece bas been a 
diabetic since he was six. Medication normally runs 
about $100 a month, he said. but because of recent 
complications with the disease, that bill bas jumped to 
about $300 a month. 

In fact, Preece had to miss the last month of classes in 
the spring semester at PCC because be was experiencing 
sudden dips in his blood sugar level, which led to black­
outs. Since he had already proven himself to be a con sci­
eotious, bright and serious student, however, his instruc­
tors allowed him to complete his work at home. 

History professor Dr. Don Barlow let Preece take a 
final exam near the student's home at Sheldon Clark High 
School instead of having to drive to Prestonsburg. The 
college normally offers evening classes at the Martin 
County high school. 

The CNN program points out that Preece has not 
allowed his health and fmancial problems to get him 
down. He is a volunteer tutor, coaches Christian basket­
ball and softball teams, and is a supervisor for Soil and 
Water Conservation, in addition to being associate pas­
tor, Sunday School superintendent and janitor at Inez 
Freewill Baptist Church. 

"Every day people have different battles," Preece 
explains. "Despair is something you allow to happen. It 
knocks at the door trying to come in. I keep the door shut 
to it" 

The CNN show captures many of the battles that those 
living near the poverty line, such as the Preeces, have to 
fight But it very clearly reflects Preece's positive out­
look. "I take each day as it comes," he tells the camera. 

Built around Preece's story are some startling statis­
tics about poverty in this country. For instance, the 
narrators say that the number of "working poor" has 
increased by 50 percent in the last 3 years, and that 
whereas the United States recorded the highest wages in

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THINKING OF THE 
MOON ON FATHER'S DAY 

When Neil Armstrong walked on the 
moon, my grandfather Adams in 
Elliott County wrote off those giant 

steps for mankind as one huge hoax. 
He watched the black-and-white television 

pictures of the moon landing, saw the walk like 
everyone else and shook his head. 

"You stand right here and you look up there at 
that moon and you tell me bow anybody would get 
up there," be used to say. 

I wish I could call him and talk about it on 
Father's Day. 

But I can't 
He was 76 when I was born and I was eight 

when be died. So we didn't have much time to get 
to know one another. 

Just about everyone can name at least one 
person be or she wanted to know better, but 
couldn't because circumstances made it impos­
sible. 

My father's father always comes to my mind. 
The older I get, the more intriguing he becomes 

tome. 
He never saw a computer, never used a calcula­

tor and never heard of a fax machine. He didn't 
drive a car. Not only did he discount the moon 
landing, he laughed at weather forecasters, too. 

''Those weathermen wouldn't know a nickel 
from a dime," be used to say. 

He was a plant-by-the-Old Farmer's-Almanac 
kind of guy. 

Despite the growing differences between his 
world and mine, I'm sure we would fmd plenty of 
common ground. 

UNANSWERED QUESTIONS 
I wonder about things like how he weathered the 

Great Depression and bow be dealt with losing his 
first wife and three children to premature deaths. 

And I would like to hear him elaborate more on 
his doubts about the moon thing. 

If there's any good news about having someone 
you didn't get to know well enough, it's that you 
can usually find people who did. 

They've filled in some of the blanks for me on 
the man who spent his life running a country store 
and scratching out a living from fertile patches of 
bottomlands stretched between hillsides on Devil's 
Forie. 

Most families have their share of black sheep 
and hell-raisers, and mine is no different But my 
grandfather never gets mentioned in those terms. 

He wasn't a drinker or womanizer, and the 
worst thing I ever beard about him was that he 
could be stingy and cranky at times. Friends and 
family put him in the "worked from daylight to 
dark and minded his own business" category. 

The angriest my father can remember him 
getting was when my granny's cousin said some­
thing rude to her. My grandfather, normally a quiet 
and gentle person, bopped him over the head with a 
lantern for insulting his wife. 

COLLECfiNG STORIES 
One of my favorite stories about my grandfather 

involved a neighbor named Jim. 
Jim liked to believe that nobody really died­

they just disappeared and went somewhere else to 
live. One day Jim told the story of how he had seen 
my grandfather's recently departed dad working in 
another county. 

"Now Jim," my grandfather responded. "You 
know daddy's been dead for a while." 

"But I saw him," Jim said. "And be looked 
good, too." 

My grandfather, better known as "Wid" to Jim, 
tried to reason with his friend but got nowhere. 
Then he asked Jim this question: 

"Now Jim, if somebody cut your bead off and 
put it over there on that hill and then put your body 
on another hill, what would you be?" 

"Headless, Wid." Jim answered. "Headless." 
Those stories are fun to bear, but I'm not totally 

without my own memories. 
Every time I pass my grandparents' house, I 

think of my grandfather, thin as a pencil, climbing 
the gravel road beside his house. I remember his 
plain starched shirts buttoned at the neck and the 
smell of the brown Stetson bat that covered what 
little hair his bald head had left. 

I remember the wooden sandbox he made me 
and the time be destroyed my cap gun when he 
tried to·fix it. I remember the pats on the head and 
the smiles he gave me. I remember the driving rain 
at the cemetery in Sandy Hook the day be was 
buried. 

I suspect be no longer thinks the moon landing 
was a hoax. After all, be's got a better view of the 
heavens now.

His 
brother, Heenan, was taken back to 
Wise, VA, by Big Ed and Dock 
Swindall, both wounded. Swindall 
was wheezing noticeably through the 
bole in his windpipe. The two men 
split the $700 reward. 

Swindall moved to lllinois and 
lived for several years. Big Ed Hall 
was gunned down in cold blood as he 
worked with a cattle and sled. 

Heenan Fleming went on trial in 
Wise, on July 24, 1894, for the slay­
ing of Bad Ira Mullins and four oth­
ers. 

He was f>ale as he sat in the 
prisoner's box in the Wise County 
Court House, the sunken place in his 
law giving noticeable testimony of 
the earlier gunbattle in West Vir­
ginia. 

John Fox, Jr. approached the pris­
oner during a recess in the trial. 
Heenan glared at him with dark eyes 
after recognizing him as the man who 
bad worn his hat durin.R the manhunt.

Pond and Lagoon 
construction advice 

An estimated 25 to 40 percent of 
ponds in Kentucky don't bold water. 
Landowners wishing to build a pond 
or lagoon should follow certain con­
struction guidelines for the best out­
come. 

Some dairy and hog waste lagoons 
can be potential sources for contami­
nation of groundwater. How can 
ponds and lagoons be constructed to 
bold sufficient water and reduce seep­
age of waste products? 

There are two major items to con­
sider-geology and soils. Kentucky 
is fortunate to have good soils for 
construction throughout most of the 
state. These are soils with a relatively 
high clay content and a good distri­
bution of silts and clays.

The most important parameter 
besides good soil is moisture content. 
An accurate way to determine how 
wet soil should be during construc­
tion is to contact a soils lab to conduct 
a Proctor test of the soil. This pro­
vides the relationship between how 
wet the soil is and bow much com­
paction can be achieved. 

An eye-catching landscape Research at the University of Ken­
tucky shows that moisture content 
should be about two or three percent 
above the value from the Proctor test. 

"It's so pretty, it looks like a pic­
ture," is how one judge described the 
Prestonsburg Woman's Club "Gar­
den of the Month" selection for June. 

The landscape of Paul and Pat 
Setser at 259 Central A venue was 
first choice out of six other yards the 
judges picked. The judges liked the 

use of material in the small space the 
winners had. "Everyone thought it 
was neat," judgeMarthaJobnson said. 
"The front yard drew attention to the 
bouse." 

The one-story bouse, with cream 
siding, green window boxes and front 
door, is set off by pink begonias 

planted in the window boxes and in 
two miniature, decorative green and 
<..'ream colored wheel barrels posi­
tioned on either side of the door. The 
use of river pebbles and red lava rock 
to create "islands," accented by 
plantings of blue rug juniper, nadine 
and Alberta spruce, make the land­
scape unique and eye-catching. 

Wbat is the best way to use this 
knowledge during actual construc­
tion? 

Have several bags of soil already 
prepared. Some should be dry, some 
just right and some a little wet. 

A. bout Animals 

During constriJction, apply water 
to soil in the pond, disc it up, blend, 
mix and feel it to determine if it is too 
dry, too wet or just about right. This 
sounds very simple, but gives the 
landowner a good feel for what the 
right moisture content should be dur­
ing construction. 

Other construction considerations 
include proper constnction equip­
ment and operation of that equip­
ment Initial soil preparation is also 
very important. 

LISTERIOSIS

Diseases which affect both ani­
mals and humans (zoonoses) are re­
ally rather commonplace, but not all 
are as well known as rabies or 
brucellosis. 

One of the lesser known is 
Listeriosis, which isn't very preva­
lent in Kentucky at all - only 33 
cases in the past seven years - but 
which can be severe or fatal if con­
tracted. 

It affects at least 42 species of 
domestic and wild animals, 22 spe­
cies of birds, as well as fish, insects 
and crustaceans. The organism which 
causes the disease, Listeria 
monocytogenes, has also been found 
in sewage, water, insects, silage and 
other feedstuffs, as well as soil. 

In sheep and cattle it seems to 
occur more frequently in winter 
months. In humans, it is seen more 
often in summer months. 

Effects of the disease can vary. It 
causes abortion in both animals and

humans. It can cause encephalitis or 
meningitis in both animals and hu­
mans. 

An infected animal will usually 
become solitary at the onset of the 
disease, and braces itself against a 
comer of a fence or a stationary ob­
ject as if unable to stand. Wben it 
walks, it will walk in a circle. Tem­
perature may be elevated, the animal 
will develop depression and anorexia 
and sometimes blindness. 

The disease may recur on the same 
premises in successive years. 

Recent studies indicate that 20 to 
30 percent of sporadic human infec­
tion can be attributed to consumption 
of non-reheated hot dogs, under­
cooked chicken, various soft cheeses 
and food purchased from store deli­
catessens. · 

Pregnant women and their new-
born infants, the elderly and indi­
viduals with immunosuppresi vecon­
ditions are at most risk. 

A total of nine deaths in Kentucky 
(24 percent of the reported cases) 
have been reported over the seven 
years. There is an age differential, 
however. The disease seems to be 
fatal in 50 percent of the infected 
people over 60 years of age, but in 
only five percent of those under 60. 

Some treatments may be effective 
if the disease is found in animals. 
More success is reported in treating 
the disease in humans, but preven­
tion is the treatment of choice. 

Some tips for preventing 
foodbome Listeriosis include thor­
oughly cooking raw food from ani­
mal sources; thoroughly washing raw 
vegetables before eating; keeping 
uncooked meats separate from veg­
etables; cooked foods and ready-to­
eat foods; avoiding consumption of 
raw milk or foods made with raw 
milk; washing hands, knives and cut­
ting boards after handling uncooked 
foods. 

Additional recommendations for 
persons immunocompromised by ill­
ness or chemotherapy, pregnant 
women and the elderly, include avoid-

Water should be thoroughly mixed 
throughout the soil proflle because 
mixing and blending of soil helps in 
the compaction process. A disc may 
be used for this mixing. 

Following these simple guidelines 
and remembering that soil moisture 
is most important will greatly im­
prove construction of ponds and la­
goons which hold water.
