“A shell building can shave 3 104
months off the construction sched-
ule,” Floyd County Development
Authority executive director Darrell
Gilliam said, “and fit-up work can be
accomplished even in inclement
weather, because the structure is
under roof,”

Kentucky, is dominated by the coal
industry and related service compa-
nies, Many of the communities have
long sensed a need for economic di-
versification, and have been taking
steps to meet this need.”

Gilliam said that work will begin
on the building early next week and
completion is expected by early Oc-
tober.

An accord has been reached be-
tween owners of a harness racing
track and Auxier Water Company
officials to provide water to the track
site so that live horse racing can be-
gin on July 3.

At a hearing Wednesday in Floyd
Circuit Court, Thomas Moak, repre-
senting Appalachian Racing, told
Judge John David Caudill that Auxier
Water officials had agreed to install
water lines to the track and that the
cost of the service would be deter-
mined by the state Public Service
Commission.

Floyd man cited
in securities deal

A former Floyd County man is
accused of bilking a Chicago Hous-
ing Authority out of $11 million in a
phony investment scheme.

In acomplaint filed by the Securi-
tiesand Exchange Commission, Lyle
E. Neal, 52, of Hi Hat, is accused of
taking millions of dollars from the
Chicago Housing Authority’s direc-
tor, John D, Lauer, to invest in secu-
rities, butno investments were made.

Lauer and three other defendants
are also named in the complaint filed
by the SEC.

The complaint alleges that Neal
approached Lauer on two occasions
to invest the money through his Lex-
ington-based company Konex, which
Neal formed in December 1993 as
the sole sharcholder.

Lauer allegedly invested the
money, which came from the
authority's benefit plan, without get-
ting approval from the housing au-
thority.

The SEC complaint claims that
Lauer failed to tell the housing au-
thority that the investment was made
through a limited partnership that he
had formed, Clifton Capital Invest-
ment L.P. Lauer also allegedly re-
ceived a $25,000 commission for the
transactions.

Neal, Laver and John DeVincens,
Konex's attorney, were subpoenaed
and testified about the allegations as
part of the investigation,

Neal reportedly testified that he
wasconvictedofafelonyin 1981, for
the sale of coal tax shelter limited
partnerships and he served nine
months of a 14-month prison sen-
tence in federal prison,

Other defendants in the case are
Clifton Capital Investors, LP; Copol
Investments Ltd., based in St. Peter

Port, Guernsey, British Channel Is-
lands; and Copol chairman Joseph
Polichemi.

On March 29, 1993, the SEC
claims that Lauer, acting on his own,
transferred $10 million in housing
authority funds to a trust account and
that two days later the money was put
in Polichemi’scompany bank account
in Luxembourg.

Lauer said that after Neal reported
that two successful trades had been

The budget does not include funds
for building a 18-hole golf course,
but does include $1.6 million to de-
sign 15 projects at state parks includ-
ing the golf course at Jenny Wiley.

The state will borrow about $61
million for pay for park renovation
projects in fiscal year 1996, which
includes three projectsatJenny Wiley.

Projects slated for Jenny Wiley
are the renovation of the May Lodge
estimated at $4.2 million; boat dock
replacement, $1.3 million; and
$675,000 to upgrade the public pool.

Design on the golf course is slated
to be done in 1995, but lawmakers
did notauthorize building the project.
The golf course is one of 15 projects
to be designed, but not built in the
next biennium, in the state park sys-
tem,

Kentucky task force
seeks to improve

employee conditions

Editor:

Aschairmanof state government’s
Career Service System Task Force,
with members who are state employ-
ees and our private sector counter-
parts, I oversee a process Lo improve
how we manage state government
personnel. Qur aim is to provide bet-
ter service o our customers by cut-
ting red tape, reducing the time and
cost of doing business with the state
and building a better work environ-
ment for all state employees.

Since the task force first met in
December, our actions include pas-
sage of the Pilot Personnel Program
Actthatallows 151020 percentof the
state’s permanent full-time work
force 1o participate in pilot projects
that, first and foremost, promote in-
creased involvement by all state em-
ployees. The pilots must also empha-
size manager and employee training,
continuous improvement of how we
deliver seryices, evaluating customer
satisfaction, and performance mea-
surement, The task force has also
moved to combine human resource
development and personnel adminis-
tration toincrease employee involve-
ment at every level of the state’s
personnel management system. We
have taken steps 1o strengthen the
state’s Equal Employment Opportu-
nity efforts to recruit and retain a
diverse work force.

These are a few of the steps the
task force has taken to improve state
employment procedures, but the one
that impacts all others and which
may be our biggest challenge, in-
volves our efforts to improve how we
communicate between state govem-
ment offices located in every county
of the commonwealth. Because the
task force is committed to conduct-
ing business in the most open manner
possible, we have held statewide staff
meetings and teleconferences, sent
memos (o all state employees, and
used computer networks wherever
possible tokeep employees informed.

This effort has been made more
difficult by groups such as the Ken-
tucky Association of State Employ-
ees (KASE), who seem determined
to spread incorrect information about
the task force's work and intentions.
‘While agreeing with our programs to
boost employee training, rework the
evaluation system and develop a
moderm personnel system, KASE has
repeatedly told state employees that
our actions are actually an effort to
erode the protections included in the
Merit System Law.

I cannot emphasize strongly

enough that through our actions—
legislative or otherwise—this task
force has insisted on keeping em-
ployee protections that are included
in the Merit Law. There have been
and will be no exceptions. The sec-
tions in the law that protect against
firing, demotions, or other penalties
withoul cause; that relate to layoffs;
and preserve reemployment rights
remain in place.

Throughout this process, we have
invited participation by all state em-
ployees and organizations, including
KASE, and that input has been very
valuable. We will continue to en-
courage it. Productive dialogue, how-
ever, is only possible in an atmo-
sphere of honesty and goodwill. I am
hopeful that, in the future, those traits
will encompass our discussions with
groups like KASE.

Forming the Career Service Sys-
tem Task Force was only one of 270
recommendations presented to Gov-
emor Jones by the Commission on
Quality and Efficiency last Novem-
ber. In just six months, the general
Assembly and state agencies have
taken steps to implement Commis-
sionrecommendations that, using the
estimates in the report, will cut the
cost of government $155.3 million
over the nextfive years. Anoverview
of these accomplishments is avail-
able by calling my office at 502-564-
4240,

Following the example set by the
Governor's Commission on Quality
and Efficiency, this task force aims (o
generate team commitment to dra-
matic improvements in the way state
government manages and uses its
people. This requires that we throw
out outdated, punitive practices that
lead to mistrust, suspicion, and fear.
Our commitment calls for anew way
of operating that requires changes in
our thinking, culture and actions.

I continue to encourage everyone
to get involved in this process. Only
by working together for positive
change will we accomplish the re-
forms necessary to truly satisfy our
customers—the citizens of Kentucky.

Disappointed in Patton

We were very disappointed with Lt. Gov, Paul
Patton’s statements last week that the state should
not issue bonds to fund new construction projects
supported by Gov. Brereton Jones. Patton's com-
ments came at a very inopportune time. The gov-
ernor and Eastern Kentucky legislators were put-
ting up a strong fight to increase the state’s overall
debt payments by issuing bonds that would fund
Eastern Kentucky projects. Three of the projects
valuable to Knott Countians were the proposed
RedFox Resort, andimprovements at Jenny Wiley
and Buckhomn state lodges.

~ As a result of the legislature's refusal 10 go
along with the governor’s proposal, the Red Fox
Resont at Carr/Fork Lake faced a serious setback.

The Red Fox Resort and other park projects would
encourage more tourism into Eastern Kentucky
without raising taxes. The governor's budget pro-
posal was a plan for the future economic growth
of Eastern Kentucky.

Why shock probation
in sexual assault case

According to evidence a prosecutor planned to
present at the trial, the victim of an attempted rape

at a University of Kentucky fraternity house last
year was just a few breaths away from dying when
the assault on her ended.

Blood vessels burstin the woman's face, which
the assailant covered with a pillow; and a doctor
was prepared to testify that the victim was about
one minute away from death.

That's a very thin margin between living and
dying — so thin you would think the victim’s
ordeal would be taken into account during any
sentencing decision by a judge.

But Scott Ratliff, an Ohio man who pleaded
guilty to attempted rape in the case, walked out of
Luther Luckett Correctional Complex Monday
after serving just 248 days of a five-year sentence.

Fayette Circuit Judge Mary Noble granted
Ratliff’s request for shock probation,

The judge said she did so because Ratliff was a
first-time offender who could not get sex offender
counseling or participate in an Alcoholics Anony-
mous program in the prison.

Maybe the counseling and AA meetings will
help Ratliff; maybe not, One thing is certain,
though: Judge Noble’s action offers little hope or
encouragement to the victims of rape and sexual
assault,

Ratliff’s victim may need extensive counsel-
ing, too. The trauma of struggling for her last
breaths will stay with her for years, if not for the
rest of her life. Now, there is the additional trauma
of seeing her assailant walk away a free man after
juSt 248 days in prison.

As is too often the case in our courts, Judge
Noble showed more concern for the criminal than
she did for the victim. And in doing so, the judge
added to the terror faced by all victims of rape and
sexual assault, — Lexington Herald-Leader

GUN SURVEY GOES
OFF HALF-COCKED

WASHINGTON — The gun-nut
lobby, stung by reverses in Congress
and clsewhere, is stepping up the
campaign of fear, urging Americans
to arm themselves against “‘crimi-
nals”* who most often turn out to be
family, neighbors and friends.

The lethal looniness to popularize
handgun ownershipandits inevitable
attendant violence has creptinto book
form, a recent volume for the gun
choir whose central thesis appears to
be that guns—especially handguns—
can turn every American home into a
defensive bunker.

The book is “Stopping Power™ by
J. Neil Schulman, with a dust-jacket
endorsement by Charlton Heston, the
actor who nowadays performs as a
television reader for gun-nut-lobby
propaganda and assorted other parti-
san political preachings.

This book, a weird collection of
numbers spewed outas statistics, facts
pulled out of nowhere and conclu-
sions based on thin air, starts with a
series of did-you-know propositions.

At the top is a did-you-know that
“every 13 seconds one of America’s
70 million gun owners uses a firearm
in defense against a criminal.” From
there it only gets worse,

Both author Schulman and recent
propaganda from the gun-nut lobby
make use of a “National Defense
Survey” conducted in 1993 and based
ona “random telephone sampling™ of
4,978 households in every siate ex-
cept Alaska and Hawaii.

The suryey, published by Dr. Gary
Kleck of Florida State University and
a colleague, Dr. Marc Gertz, is an
inexact muddling of telepbone re-
sponses—all unproven claims and
unverified incidents—that is used to
suggest that gun owners sometimes
defend themselves,

One rambling conclusion of the
survey was offered in an interview by
Kleck, in which he said: “Our results
ended up indicating... anywhere from
800,000 on up to 2.4 million or 2.5
million defensive uses of guns against
human beings—not against ani-
mals—by civilians each year.”

It is this kind of stuff that the
gunnut lobby is using to pump new
fervor into its campaign to arm
America against “criminals™ and au-
thor Schulman used to explain “why
70 million Americans own guns.”

The meat of the *National De-
fense Survey™ was its conclusion—
based on unchecked and self-serving
claims by respondents—that about
66 of the 4,978 persons answering
the telephone survey said they had
used guns in “defending themselves”
in the past year and “about” 50 of
those used handguns.

The data was all in volunteered
statements—noaccompanying police
reports, no verification of the gun
defenses whatsoever.

It was, Kleck explained as he was
interviewed in Schulman’s book, an
“extrapolation to the general popula-
tion" that brings 66 gun defenses out
to 2.4 million “defenses” in a year
and 1.9 million of those with hand-
guns.

The Kleck survey, in effect, ac-
knowledges that the gun “defenses”
were all in the eyes of the defenders,
most oflen in the absence of any
police presence, eyewitness, judicial
finding orany scrap of information to
affirm defense against “criminals.”

But in the contortions of the gun-
nut lobby, every gun defense in
Kleck's pile of statistical extrapola-
tions becomes a gun defense against
a “criminal.”

The genuine foolishness of the
gun-defense argument jumps out of a
brief acknowledgment by Kleck bur-
ied in Schulman's book. Speaking of
gun defense, he said, “54 percent of
the defensive gunusesinvolved some-
body verbally referring to the gun."”

So in 35 of the 66 “gun defenses”
which were exploded into Kleck's
2.4 million “gun defenses” and into
Schulman's fantasy of a gun defense
againstacriminal “every 13 seconds,”
there was no gun,

The gun “defense” was a threat,
like: “You belter stop messing with
me, or I'll get my gun.”

To borrow another extrapolation,
the dwindling few “gun defenses” in
the survey resulted, most likely, from
family or neighborhood arguments.
And there’s actually no evidence of
criminals who were backed off by
armed citizens.

All this gun-defense goofiness
might be laughed off as tribal talk
among the gun nuts. But these people
are seriously intent on arming
America and they've got money
enough to scare a lot of politicians.

Residents near
mine sites still
awaiting aid

Sidney Boyd, his wife and two children have
slept in a tiny pop-up camper almost every night
since the mountain above their home at Dana
began disgorging mud and bouldersin late March,

The Floyd County man said the mining-re-
lated slide heading toward the log home where he
was born 48 years ago is moving slowly. He just
hopes the government agency charged with fix-
ing it doesn’t move more slowly.

“I'm a fellow that likes to camp, but this is
ridiculous,” said the carpenter from the head of
Boyd's Branch. “(If) those rocks were to start
rolling, you wouldn't know what way they might
go-'l
. Officials have jumped through bureaucratic
hoops in recent months to free up an extra $10 |
million for emergency abandoned mine reclama-
tion projects after Kentucky reached its $5 mil-
lion limit. Yet some people whose projects have
been financed and designed are still waiting for
the bidding process to start.

The U.S. Office of Surface Mining has had a
record 231 “presumplive emergencies” to deal
with this year because of the winter freezes and
rains in Eastern Kentucky. And officials say the
dozen or so employees in the OSM's Ashland
office are having trouble handling the onslaught.

“We've been working people overtime and
lotsof Saturdays and Sunday,” said Jack Holbrook,
chief of the OSM’s southern Appalachian branch.
“Imminent for us is health and safety; immediate
fixes first, along with the hottest emergencies.”

But the residents facing the slides can’t under-
stand why such a flurry of “emergency™ activity
is followed by such a long wail,

“Every time it rains the fear is right back
again,” said Genita Callihan of Roxana in Letcher
County, where a slide in early December en-
gulfed her pickup and destroyed an outbuilding
before stopping 3 feet from her house.

Contractor Randy Hinkle of Louisa used a
special grant from the state’s reclamation pro-
gram to complete a wooden barricade behind the
house several weeks ago. He said design work on
the permanent reclamation job has been complete
since April, but no bids have been taken on that
second phase.

“There’s probably more than 100,000 (cubic)
yards that's still up there unstable and got water
coming out of it,” said Hinkle, who's already
removed about 40,000 cubic yards of material
from the site, “I asked about it a couple of weeks
ago and I was told it was put on hold."” '

But Holbrook said people are not being left in
peril. Although the Callihan slide was a “hot
emergency” when it occurred, $400,000 worth of
work has stabilized the situation, he said.

“Rightnow it's not dangerous,” he said. “If we
leave it too long, it could deteriorate to the point
where it was before.”
~ Hinkle said be has seen the OSM get contrac-
tors to a site within 24 hours of an emergency
declaration. But Holbrook said the sheer number
of cases in Eastemn Kentucky—and the neces-
sary “triage” process of fixing the worst first—
has kept the OSM from moving more quickly.

For instance, OSM inspectors estimate that
300,000 tons of loose material has been sitting
behind Tommy Phillips” home at Island Creek in
Pike County since a slide began March 9. A pre-
bid conference on that project 1ok place last
week, and bids are scheduled to be taken Thurs-
day.—Lexington Herald-Leader

"The powers not del-
egated to the United States
by the Constitution, nor
prohibited by it to the
States, are reserved to the
States, respectively, or to
the people."

If the Constitution
doesn't specifically say it
can't be done, then the
states have the final say on
what will be done.

The game was called on account of dark-
ness in the bottom of the fourth inning with
the home team (Cubs) leading 8-6 which,
according to Little League rules, constitutes
a complete game.

In a filed protest, Dickie Jarvis, assistant
district commissioner, ruled, "in his opin-
ion," that the game should have been re-
scheduled and started from the point it was
stopped, that being the bottom of the fourth
inning.
